GLOSSARY
OF TERMS
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Before I get into relaying what I know about the world and
the important people of note in both this timeline and the one that came
before, I feel it necessary to give some background on some of the terms used
throughout my notes. I likely use others not defined here, but this should be
helpful to those using this in the future.


 


Abyss: Where souls pay for every evil deed
they committed while alive. Houses the Pit of Endless Flames that burns
continuously, turning the sky iron-hued from the smoke.


 


Ancients: Pure energy that fell as stars,
creating the realms. They eventually rose to walk amongst their creations,
creating the Primals as a way to
limit their power and maintain balance.


 


Arae: Another word for the Fates. They
reside on Mount Lotho.


 


Arcadia: Another realm where the gods take
their eternal rest. Denoted by pillars with bright light shining between them. 


 


Atlantians:
Citizens of Atlantia with varying bloodlines. Born mortal until the
ages of nineteen to twenty-one, upon which time they enter their Culling and
mature, allowing their strength and abilities to manifest fully. All Atlantians have two fangs and some shade of amber eyes;
however, only Elemental Atlantians have pure gold
irises. Must drink Atlantian blood to thrive. They
won’t die without it, but they become something that is not quite alive.
Full-blooded Atlantians are essentially immortal.


 


Barrat: Large rodent, about the size of a
boar.


 


Blessing: Mortals believed the touch of the
Royals had healing properties. They lined up for days for the chance to receive
one. It was simply a temporary reprieve from illness obtained by ingesting Atlantian blood—a fallacy.


 


Bloodstone: Material used to make weapons
that can kill Craven, Ascended, and wolven but has no
effect on Atlantians or Revenants. Created from
ruby-red rocks found on the coast of the Seas of Saion, thought to be the angry
or sad tears of the gods petrified by the sun.


 


Bones of the Ancients: Used to bind gods, nullifying
their abilities, and subsequently making them vulnerable to entombment. They
can also nullify the Primal notam. If made into a weapon, one nick can
kill a god or incapacitate a Primal. If left in place in a Primal, they become
incapacitated until it’s removed. The bones can only be destroyed by the Primal
of Life or the Primal of Death. 


 


Ceeren:
An Atlantian bloodline that could shift into waterfolk. A large contingent of them lived near the Triton
Isles off the coast of Hygeia. Thought to have died out before the war once
Saion went to sleep.


 


Changelings: An Atlantian
bloodline believed to be the result of a union between a deity and a wolven. Most are able to shift
their forms. Some—though few—can take the shape of another individual, but when
they do, they also adopt their mannerisms. 



 


Craven: A creature with four fangs and
claws that emerges from mist to attack in search of blood. A bite from a Craven
causes the victim to become cursed, thus turning into a Craven within days. The
people of Solis led everyone to believe that the Atlantians
were responsible for the creation the Craven, a product of their poisonous
kiss, and said they were controlled by Prince Casteel as the purported Dark
One. In reality, they are what becomes of a mortal
when all their blood is stolen through feeding without being replaced. The act
rots them, both body and mind, turning them into amoral creatures driven by
insatiable hunger…hence why the act of killing a mortal while feeding was
forbidden. However, the Craven existed before the vamprys
those of Solis know. They were around in the time of
the gods, byproducts of the first Ascended feeding without replacing the
victim’s blood, or a god draining them without replacing the essence.


 


Dakkais:
A race of vicious, flesh-eating creatures rumored to have been birthed from the
bottomless pits located somewhere in Iliseeum.
Featureless except for mouths full of teeth and slits for a nose. They like to
attack from the water and are drawn to eather. The dakkais acted like trained bloodhounds for Dalos, and Kolis treated some like pets.


 


Deities: Children of the gods. One is
rumored to have given rise to Atlantia. 


 


Demis: A mortal who is not a second or
third son or daughter and is Ascended by a god. They have godlike powers but are
considered abominations.


 


Draken: The Primals’
protectors and guardians. Descended from dragons given mortal form by Eythos, the then Primal of Life. The fire they breathe is
the essence of the gods, as is their blood. Only the blood of the draken can kill a Revenant (see more on them later).


 


Eather: The potent residual power believed
to not only have created the mortal realm and Iliseeum
(more on the creation of the realms to come) but which also courses through the
blood of a god, giving even the lesser, unknown ones
unthinkable power. Also referred to as Primal essence and the essence of the
gods. The Chosen all have some eather within them.
The ones who Ascend have more than most.


 


Elemental Atlantians:
Atlantians with the purest bloodline. Children of the
first mortal who underwent the heartmate trial with a deity. They can survive
without food for days but require more blood. Most have heightened senses and
mental capabilities or gifts. 


 


Godlings: The children of a mortal and a
god. Those descended from powerful gods will have powers and abilities, while
others are born mortal.


 


Gods of Divination: Gods able to see what
was hidden to others—their truths—both past and future.


 


Graeca: A
word in the old language of the Primals meaning life
or love.


 


Gyrms: In
the time of the gods, it was said they were mortals who pledged themselves to
the gods or Primals for eternity, becoming Hunters or
Seekers. Or souls who refused to enter the Shadowlands at the time of their
death, thus striking a deal to serve and ultimately becoming Sentinels. They
are all wraithlike beings with stitched mouths and are filled with serpents. In
the time after the War of Two Kings, it is said they were not once alive but
were instead created from Iliseeum soil and eather, summoned to be soldiers or guards of sacred places.
In the time of the gods, they could only be destroyed by a blow to the head. In
the time after the War of Two Kings, any fatal puncture wound worked.


 


Handmaidens: The Blood Queen’s personal
guards. Not all are Revenants, but many are. Those who are wear
painted masks on the upper halves of their faces that look like wings. 


 


Heartmates: Like soulmates. Two halves of a
whole. When the Arae look upon the threads of fate and see all the many
different possibilities of one’s life, they can sometimes see what may come of
the love between two or more souls. And in that union, they see possibilities
that can reshape the realms by either creating something never seen before or
ushering in great change. Almost considered more of a legend. So rare it became
a myth for a very long time.


 


Huntsmen: A division of the army that
ferries information between the cities and escorts travelers and goods.


 


Iliseeum:
The realm of the Primals, gods, godlings,
and mortals who serve them. Accessed through the Primal mist or a gateway in
the human realm that takes the traveler to a specific place in Iliseeum. In the time of the gods, there were access points
in Sera’s lake and the Bonelands—the
area that eventually became Atlantia.


 


Kardia: The
piece of the soul—the spark—that all living creatures are born and die with
that allows them to love another not of their blood—irrevocably and selflessly.


 


Liessa: Means
Queen.


 


Meyaah:
Means my.


 


Mortals: Born of the flesh of a Primal and
the fire of a draken. Most carry a dormant ember of
Primal essence within them, except for the third sons and daughters. In them,
the ember isn’t always dormant. There is no explanation for this, but it is why
they were the Chosen used for Ascension.


 


Revenants: Considered abominations of life
and death. Kolis’s magical creation. Originally, they were the Chosen who
disappeared—those with an ember of eather. They died
and came back changed after being given god blood.
They can survive almost any wound, even mortal ones, and can resurrect
regardless of injury. Their only weakness is draken
blood. Kolis called them his “works in progress,” saying he needed his graeca to perfect them. It was also stated that
the blood of a King, or at least one destined to become a King, was needed to
ensure they reached their full potential, though that’s not entirely true.
Callum was the first Revenant, created when he took his life out of grief, and
Kolis gave him his blood. Though he is different, given he wasn’t a third son.
Millicent is also different than other Revenants because she was a first daughter
and transitioned differently, as well. Revenants do not need to eat, nor do they
need blood or any other comforts, and normal Revs do not have a soul—their pale
eyes are like windows to their true nature, showing they are not alive. 


 


Rises: Mountainous walls constructed from
limestone and iron mined from the Elysium Peaks and used to protect cities
within the kingdoms.


 


Senturion:
The Atlantian warrior lines. Born, not trained. Made
up of multiple bloodlines: Primordial (can summon elements during battle),
Cimmerian (can call upon the night, blocking out the sun to blind their foe),
Empaths (able to read emotions and turn them into weapons, could also heal,
were favored by the deities, and feared by others. They were also exceptional
fighters—braver and bolder than any other line. Often called Soul Eaters), Pryo
(able to summon flames to their blades), Unnamed Others (could call upon the
souls of the ones who were slain by the ones they fought).


 


Shades: Shadowlike souls that refuse to
pass the Pillars of Asphodel to face judgment. Because of this, they cannot
return to the mortal realm nor enter the Vale. Therefore, they stay in the
Dying Woods and are driven mad by unending hunger, thirst, and their desire to
live, turning them dangerous. If they are destroyed, there is no redemption,
and no coming back. 


 


Shadowlands: The Primal of Death’s Court.
Contains the city of Lethe and the Vale and Abyss beyond the Pillars of
Asphodel. 


 


Shadowstep:
A Primal willing oneself where they want to go and then simply stepping
into that reality.


 


Shadowstone:
Black stone used in weapons that can kill a god. One of the strongest
materials around, if not the strongest. Created with dragon fire
before the time of the draken. It’s what all life
forms turned into when burned by dragon fire. Basically, the organic material
became like slag and soaked into the ground, leaving deposits of stone. Shadowstone was thought to only be vulnerable to itself and
the bones of the Ancients but can be destroyed with eather
wielded by a powerful god or Primal. One of the largest deposits in the mortal
realm is in Sera’s lake, though the Shadow Temples are
also made of it. There are vast deposits in the Mountains of Nyktos and the Elysium Peaks, as well.


 


Sirens: Guardians of the Vale.


 


So’lis: Means
my soul. 


 


The Ascended/Vamprys: Mortals
who underwent the Ascension. Pale skin and fathomless, fully black eyes.
Ageless, unnaturally fast, and strong, they’re nearly immortal. They do not
walk in the sun and are prone to bloodlust.


 


The Ascension: The definition varies
depending on timeline. In the time of the gods, the process allowed the Chosen
to enter Iliseeum to serve the Primal of Life, thus
granting them eternal life. It could also be the Ascension of a god into a
Primal, or a god into a more powerful god. It was also used to describe the
process of a god Ascending a mortal who was not a third son or daughter,
thereby making them a demis. In the time after the
War of Two Kings, the “Ascension” is still about being given to the gods but is
more about allowing those Ascended to engage in prohibited activities since
they become vamprys.


 


The Chosen: Third sons and daughters born
in a shroud (a caul), who were picked to serve in the Court of the Primal of
Life. It is said the Chosen are born with some non-dormant essence of the gods
in their blood, which allows them to complete the Ascension.


 


The Joining: The bonding process between an
Atlantian, his/her/their bonded wolven,
and the Atlantian’s partner to sync lifespans.
Requires a blood exchange and can sometimes be sexual. In
order to work, there must be Atlantian blood
present in the exchange. Once bonded, if the strongest of the party dies, the
others will follow. By Joining, heartbeats and breaths synchronize, and
emotions are felt.


 


The Maiden: One of the Chosen, born in a
shroud, the one whose Ascension is said to save the Kingdom of Solis and allow
the Ascension of hundreds of Lords and Ladies in Wait.


 


The Primals: The
highest beings of power in Iliseeum outside of the
Fates. Each rules a Court and have gods who serve them: Shadowlands (Primal of
Death), Dalos (Primal of Life), Lotho
(Primal of Wisdom, Loyalty, and Duty), Kithreia
(Primal of Love, Beauty, and Fertility), Vathi (Primals
of War and Accord and Peace and Vengeance), Thyia
Plains (Primal of Rebirth), Sirta (Primal of the Hunt and Divine Justice), Callasta Isles (The Eternal Goddess / Primal of Rites and
Prosperity), Triton Isles (Primal of Sea, Wind, Earth, and Sky). They cannot
stay in the mortal realm for too long, as their powers begin affecting those
around them. If a Primal dies, catastrophic events can occur in both realms;
therefore, a new vessel for the eather must be found.
They have many abilities that differ between them, but one thing is true of
all: If a promise is made, it must be kept.


 


The Rite: In the time of the gods, it was
when mortal third sons and daughters were Chosen to Ascend and enter the realm
of the gods to serve. The act of Ascension was highly guarded, but it was
assumed that Kolis attempted to turn them into Revenants. He actually
turned many of them into Ascended by draining them to the point of death
and then using the blood of one of his gods to Ascend them. After the creation
of Atlantia and Solis, the Rite was the celebration that took place before an Ascension. The second and third sons and daughters were
often offered to the gods during the Rite. However, following the War of Two
Kings, it changed to be the time when the children served as sustenance for the
vamprys.


 


The Rot: A plague spreading across both the
realm of the gods and the mortal realm, killing the land
and creating hardship. Thought to be the result of a deal made between the
Primal of Death and the then Lasanian King. It was actually the result of the power shift and lack of balance
when Kolis stole Eythos’s power. The embers of life
residing in a dying mortal vessel only sped up the spread of the Rot. Once the
Consort became the Primal of Life in truth, the Rot began to recede. 


 


The Star: A one-of-a-kind diamond known not
only for its indestructible strength but also its irregular, jagged beauty and silver sheen. Said to have been created by the
flames of the dragons who used to inhabit Iliseeum
before the Primals were capable of shedding joyous
tears. It sank into the earth where it remained for eons before finally being
unearthed by the Fates. Able to hold both Primal embers and souls. It is actually an Ancient turned to stone by dragon fire. 


 


Unseen: Initially created by the deities to
serve as spies and soldiers and head off any rebellion, but eventually turned
against their creators. They wear wolven masks to
hide their identities.


 


Viktors: Eternal beings born with a goal:
to guard someone the Fates believe is destined to bring about great change or
purpose. They are neither mortal nor god. Not all are
aware of their duty, but the Fates will always put them with the one they are to
safeguard. They always reincarnate. When they die, their souls return to Mount Lotho, where the Arae give them new mortal forms and
purposes with no memory of their previous lives. However, some viktors are predestined to figure out what they
are, who they were sent to protect, and retain their memories.


 


Wivern: An Atlantian
bloodline that could shift into the form of a large cat. Believed to have died
out.


 


Wolven: Kiyou
wolves given mortal form to serve as the deities’ protectors and guides in the
mortal realm. When the Elemental Atlantians began to
outnumber the deities, the wolven bonds shifted to
them. They predate the Atlantians. Their senses are much
keener than most. When bonded, they can feel the emotions of the Atlantian(s) they are bonded to, and the Atlantian(s) can use the wolven
for energy if needed. They prefer not to remain in their mortal forms for too
long.

HISTORY OF THE WORLDS
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Our world and the Land of the Gods have both changed
considerably over the years. And while I am many, many centuries old, I was
not, in fact, alive during the time of the gods. Nevertheless, my Seer powers give
me insight into some things from the past that many do not possess, and I have
combined that with firsthand knowledge from my lifetime to compile the
following list of facts that should help put some things into perspective.
Please keep in mind, however, that understanding evolves, truths are always
coming to light, and things shift as destinies unfold.


 


In the Beginning:


Many believe the Primals created
the air, lands, seas, realms, and everything in between. After all, little is
known about the beginning, and it was better that way for the people to have
faith. Easier. Safer. The truth was far more complicated and dangerous because
every new beginning carries the risk of a new end.


Our beginning started when there were only stars made of
raw, unfettered essence, and it remained that way until Orsus,
the largest and brightest of them, erupted. The explosion sent power rippling
out, creating barren lands and mountains where nothing but vast emptiness had
existed before. 


In the millennia that followed, stars began their descent to
the no-longer-barren realms. Some fell in areas where great winged creatures
ruled the skies, and others in lands separated by vast bodies of water. Those
stars buried themselves deep in the soil created by Orsus,
feeding the land as the land fed them until they rose to walk as the Ancients.


With their eyes full of all the colors of their beginnings,
they were beings of absolute power, neither good nor bad, but they were not
welcomed by the great winged beasts who ruled the sky, and their battles nearly
destroyed the realms until a shaky truce was established. Peace came, but
during that time, ten of the Ancients began to dream of what was to come. They
saw the truth in absolute power. It would inevitably corrupt. In their attempt
to prevent this, the ten created the first Primals,
thus splitting their power with shared bits of their energy among offspring who
were designed to be beyond needs and wants to ensure
that there would always be untainted balance. 


Peace continued, and conception began as the Ancients
created beautiful elemental beings and nightmarish creatures birthed from the
darkest, deepest parts of the realms. New Primals
were created from the ground, and others entered Arcadia for their time of
rest. During this time, they never even considered fighting or killing one
another, and procreation was purely for the sake of multiplying. Primals gave birth to gods, and the lands flourished
harmoniously, but those ten Ancients still dreamed. They knew what was coming. 


Some could claim that the downfall of the Ancients and what
was to come started with the young Primal of Life and his insatiable curiosity.
It was he who created the first beings of duality, solidifying the truce
between those who walked and those who ruled the sky. It was he who created the
mortals—not in the image of the Primals and gods, but
in the way of the Ancients, who were born of stars. 


The development of the mortals wasn’t as restricted as the Primals. The young Primal of Life wanted them to have what they
did not: free will. And with that came the capacity to feel emotion. So, as time
passed, and Primals and gods interacted with the
mortals, they became more curious and then enthralled by all the things the
mortals felt. 


They became more like them. 


The Ancients were not as bonded to the mortals as the Primals were, but nonetheless, they delighted in them. You
see, for eons, the Ancients saw the beauty in everything, but they were as old
as time itself, and no matter how benevolent or balanced they had been, they
began to see only the harsh cost of unbridled creation. As mortals reproduced
and spread, crowding the lands and destroying more and
more of what came before, the Primals themselves
became more mortal-like, eventually developing free will and the ability to
care deeply—and nothing is more powerful than the ability to feel and care. 


Many of the Ancients started to view their creations, from god to mortal, as selfish parasites. Realizing mortals could
not coexist with the land, and that the Primals were
becoming unbalanced under the influence of the mortals, the Ancients decided to
take back what had been given. They decided to cleanse the realms. But the Primals rose, working alongside the mortals, and the
Ancients fell. And while some went to places of rest, others remained behind to
ensure balance, becoming the Arae—the Fates. 


And evolution continued. 


The first Primal fell in love. And the Arae started
experiencing emotions, as well. This worried the Fates. They feared those
feelings could be used as weapons, so they intervened, hoping to dissuade
others, and committed one of their greatest mistakes. 


They made love the Primals’ true
weakness.


But it was too late by then. Another Primal had fallen in
love. And another. Eventually, the Primals began
feeling other emotions. Joy and sadness. Excitement and dread. Hopefulness and
bitterness. Empathy and jealousy. And, of course, love and hate. They began to live,
and like with all beings that have choices, some
became corrupt, uncontrollable, and obsessed. 


And what the Ancients had dreamed so long ago continued to
play out despite their interference. The balance of the realms grew
increasingly unstable as the Primals fought amongst
each other, but they were always nothing more than skirmishes—never all-out
war.


Never anything that threatened the very fabric of the
realms.


Until now. 


 


First on our journey of discovery, let’s start with the
Ancients…


 


Note: Some of this
information was given in the glossary, but if you did not use that before
accessing this file, it’s reiterated and expanded upon here.


 


Ancients:


Fallen stars that created the realms and rose to walk the
lands, eventually splitting their power into creations of their flesh—the Primals. As time wore on, they became fed up with the way
the Primals, gods, and mortals took care of what had
been given to them and decided to cleanse it all. The Primals
joined forces with the gods, mortals, draken, and their
ancestors—the dragons—to battle them.  


 


Arae/The Fates:


The Fates, Ancients who remained behind to ensure balance,
made of pure eather, just existed for the
longest time. Eventually, they took mortal form. They worried about what they couldn’t
predict and the unknown/unseen possibilities. But nothing worried them more
than unbalanced Primal power. They wanted to have something in place in case a
Primal needed to rise but there was no Primal of Life to Ascend them.
Obviously, one foresaw what was to come, but none foretold that the very thing
they created would bring about that which they tried to prevent. 


Enter the Star diamond: a conduit powerful enough to briefly
store and transfer embers both volatile and unpredictable in their raw and
unsheltered state. It was unearthed from deep within the Undying Hills, and
removing the diamond made the land uninhabitable. The Arae erupted half the
mountain to find The Star, and the heated rock and gas irrevocably changed the
landscape. 


Created by the flames of dragons that used to inhabit the
realm of the gods long before the Primals could shed
joyous tears—which also present as diamonds—it was the first of its kind and
known for its indestructible strength; irregular, jagged beauty; and silver sheen.


It’s actually a petrified Ancient.


None but the Arae were supposed to know of its existence.
While The Star has many uses, possibly the most important is the storage of
embers for a transfer. But only an Arae or a Primal
has the kind of power needed to force such a thing. 


After the events surrounding Sotoria
(detailed below), a Fate gave The Star to Kolis, but
it is unknown who or why. He used it to trap Eythos’s
soul and kept it at the top of a gilded cage made of the bones of the Ancients.
Sera eventually rescues it, sets Eythos free, and
then uses it to store Sotoria’s soul. 


 


Now, let us regress just a bit and speak a little more about
the Primals, shall we?


 


Primal Gods/Goddesses:


Appearance: They look like mortals, but
their preternatural appearances vary.


 


Abilities: Only ten Primals
can tear open the realms. Some Primals can taste
emotions. All Primals can shapeshift. They can be
bonded to draken in their Courts and are thus able to
call on them in times of need. Most draken see it as
an honor, but some Primals force the bond—like Kolis.
They have the ability to heal and can sense magic.
They are able to gain access to memories during feeding.
They can shadowstep, which is using eather to will themselves
wherever they want to go. If in the mortal realm, a Primal’s
essence can affect the moods and minds of mortals and the environment. They can
also power electricity.


 


Biology: Shadowstone
won’t kill them unless they have been weakened by love. The bones of the
Ancients can put them into a years-long stasis if used to wound. It was always
believed that Primals could not have children with
mortals. They age like mortals until about twenty years in, then the process
slows to a crawl. Primals can go quite some time
without nourishment, but if they go too long, they become, well…primal and
primitive. It takes a lot to scar their skin, and salt
must be added immediately to make any ink stay. Primals
are virtually endless. The minute they are born or Ascended,
their essence begins to change them. They can light fires and move incredibly
fast, but it’s powered by will and not thought. Bone chains and cells can hold
a weakened Primal. They will go into stasis if the body is overwhelmed and it
needs to heal or recharge; if they do, roots grow and cover them for
protection. When Primals fall in love, they develop  a graeca, which is a word in the old
language meaning love or life. 


 


Governing: Each Primal rules a Court in Iliseeum with lesser gods who serve them (Attes and Kyn shared the Court of Vathi, however—more on
the Courts later). Each Court is a territory within Iliseeum
with enough land to allow the Primal and their gods to do as they see fit. Every
Primal has enough power to do whatever they like, but some always want more,
and there are always consequences for their actions. Primals
cannot make demands of or touch the Fates; it is forbidden in
order to keep the balance, though the Arae cannot see the fate of a
risen Primal, either. Even speaking of going to war with the King of Gods would
be to invite conflict and mean a sentence in the darkest parts of the Abyss.
When the Primal of Death takes a soul, no other can touch it. 


 


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Primals do not need blood unless severely weakened. They
rarely, if ever, enter the mortal realm—some go more often than others but are
aware of the consequences. It is not easy for a Primal to sense a viktor. Rest: for some, it’s sleep; for others,
it’s like retirement. If they do not wish to go into stasis, they can choose to
enter Arcadia, which prompts a god to be Ascended in order to
take their place as the Primal. If they take their true form in anger, they
become something else—a personification of the rage.
Intense emotion can force physical shifts…thinning skin, causing eather to glow different colors, etcetera. Primals can see or sense what another is thinking/feeling during
blood exchanges—some are more skilled at it than others. Primals
cannot feel the presence of others as strongly while in the mortal realm. Using
eather weakens them until they complete their
Culling. Primals rarely die; if they do, it creates a
ripple effect that can be felt across the realms. The only way to stop that is
for the eather to go to someone who can withstand it.



 


During the time of Seraphena and Nyktos, these were the ruling Primals:


 


Nyktos:
Primal God of Death, ruled the Shadowlands. 


Kolis: False Primal God of Life, ruled Dalos.


Attes and
Kyn: Brothers—twins. Primal Gods of War and Accord and Peace and
Vengeance respectively, ruled Vathi.


Embris:
Primal God of Wisdom, Loyalty, and Duty, ruled Lotho.


Maia: Primal Goddess of
Love, Beauty, and Fertility, ruled Kithreia.


Keella: Primal
Goddess of Rebirth, ruled the Thyia Plains.


Hanan: Primal God of Justice and the Divine
Hunt, ruled Sirta.


Veses: Primal
Goddess of Rites and Prosperity / a.k.a The Eternal
Goddess, ruled the Callasta Isles.


Phanos: Primal
God of Sea, Earth, Wind, and Sky, ruled the Triton Isles.


 


I mustn’t leave out the other gods…


 


Gods:


Gods either serve a Primal of a Court or become a Primal
themselves at some point. While still with a Primal, they cannot leave the
Court they were born into without express consent of the ruling Primal. If they
do so without being allowed, defection is punishable by death—the final kind. 


 


During the time of Poppy and Casteel, these were the resting
gods:


 


Aios:
Goddess of Love, Fertility, and Beauty.


Bele: Goddess of the Hunt.


Ione: Goddess of Rebirth.


Lailah: Goddess of Peace and Vengeance.


Penellaphe:
Goddess of Wisdom, Loyalty, and Duty.


Rhahar: The
Eternal God.


Rhain: God of Common Men and Endings.


Saion: God of Sky and Soil / Earth, Wind,
and Sky


Theon: God of Accord and War.


 


Appearance: They appear as mortals, but
some have eather that glows in their eyes. 


 


Abilities: Gods cannot shadowstep
like Primals can. Only the strongest can hide their
appearance from others. Mist and eather are
extensions of their will. Some can use compulsion. Some can dig into the mind
and read memories. Some can project thoughts. Powerful gods can detect magic.
Few—but some—can shift forms. Some are able to gain
access to memories during feeding like the Primals
can. Only the eldest and strongest gods can power electricity. 


 


Biology: Shadowstone
to the brain or heart will kill them, but if they’re stabbed elsewhere, and the
blade isn’t removed, it can paralyze them. If they are even nicked with the
bones of the Ancients, it means instant death. All gods need to feed, but
feeding from a mortal does the same for them as taking from another god. Gods
can go long periods without food, but it will eventually devolve them. The Culling
brings them into maturity, slowing the aging process and intensifying the eather within them. Their blood is a glimmering bluish red.



 


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Seeing
a god in the mortal realm is not unusual—they get bored or are there to carry
out their Primal’s business. When gods kill mortals,
they usually leave the bodies as warnings. Gods find mortals fascinating. 


 


Related: Deities are the third-generation
descendants of Primals or the children of gods beyond
that. Godlings are the offspring of mortals and gods. Elemental Atlantians are the closest and purest descendants
of the deities. Many believe that changelings—like me—are the
resulting offspring of a wolven and deity pairing,
though there is room for argument there. Perhaps it’s just having those
bloodlines somewhere in the ancestry.


 


And those are just some of the bloodlines descended
from the gods. What about the others that came about then? Since the draken resulted from a partnership between a Primal and the
dragons, I propose we begin there.


 


Draken:


A very long time ago, dragons existed in both realms—even
before the Primals and gods in the time of the
Ancients. When the Primals and gods came to be, Eythos befriended the dragons. He wanted to learn their
stories and histories, so, being powerful, young, and impulsive, he offered to
give them mortal form so they could communicate. Some agreed to the dual life—the
first being Nektas—and those descended from the first
became known as the draken. Nektas
and Eythos then went on to create mortals. 


 


Here is some more information about the draken…


 


Appearance: They look mortal in their god
forms—outside of fine ridges on their skin that resemble scales. These scales
appear on different places of the body at different
times depending on how close they are to shifting. Other times, the draken look like dragons: spiked tail, horns, wings, frills
around the head, eyes with vertical pupils, and scales that feel like leather.
All draken’s eyes were a brilliant sapphire blue
until Kolis shifted the balance. After, they turned blood-red. Once Sera came
into her power, they turned blue again. 


 


Abilities: They know when the Primal they
are close to has been wounded and can always sense the Primals.
Draken are immune to the changes a Primal’s
essence forces upon those around them. They can gravely wound the Primals but cannot kill them. Like the Primals,
draken are virtually unending. Their fire burns
through anything. 


 


Biology: They have acute senses. Draken spend the first six months of their lives in mortal form,
and then shift, typically remaining in their draken
forms for the first several years—the shape they’re most comfortable in. They
mature like a god for the first eighteen to twenty years, then hit a growth
spurt in their draken form. They compare shifting to
shedding too-tight clothing. Reproduction is complicated, and centuries can
pass without a fledgling being born. 


 


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: In
their teens and early twenties, they can be killed by a blow to the head or
heart, just like a god. Many draken lost their lives
when Kolis falsely became the Primal of Life. Draken are
not always entirely aware of their surroundings, often leading to furnishings
and those around them getting knocked about—though I often wonder if they do
know and simply choose to seem oblivious. For most, bonding to a Primal is a
choice and a point of pride. The bonds don’t automatically transfer—when their
Primal dies or goes to Arcadia, the bond is severed. Draken are
forbidden from attacking a Primal but not members of their Court. Hunters by
nature, they will eat just about anything—including gods and mortals. Bone
chains have no effect on them. Only draken—and those
who have Ascended—can enter the Vale. Their young can sleep through
anything—even a war. 


 


Culture: Draken do not have ceremonies for
their dead as they know they’ve moved on. When possible, one close to the deceased
burns the body within hours of the death, and each mourns as they see fit.
Mating is very much like mortal marriage but isn’t entered into lightly, as the
bond can only be broken by death.


 


So, what about the wolven, our
other dual-natured?


 


Wolven:


Kiyou wolves were wild, fierce,
and loyal to their packs but driven by instinct, survival, and pack mentality.
Everything was a challenge for them, and many didn’t survive very long. The kiyou were on the brink of extinction when a Primal—most
believe it to be Nyktos—appeared before the last
great pack and asked if they’d protect the gods’ children in the mortal realm. In
return, the Primal offered them human form so they could communicate with the
deities and have long lifespans. He asked—didn’t demand—and it was not an
agreement of servitude but rather a partnership. Some kiyou
refused as they didn’t trust the Primal, and still others simply wanted to stay
as they were. 


Once they were of two worlds, they
formed bonds with the deities. Those bonds were instinctive and passed down
through the generations. Eventually, however, Elemental Atlantians
began outnumbering the gods’ children, and the ties eventually shifted to them.
The wolven numbers were severely impacted during the
War of Two Kings, which is why they are so adamant about regaining land now. 


Not all Elemental Atlantians or wolven are bonded. For those who are, while they cannot
read each other’s minds, the bond allows them to sense one another’s emotions.
If an Atlantian is wounded significantly, they can
draw on their bonded wolven for strength. If one of
them dies, the other is weakened but will survive. The Joining
changes those things slightly, heightening all (see more below). Given the
reasons behind the partnership in the first place, the bond means the wolven must obey and protect the Atlantian(s)
in all things, even if it means the wolven’s
death—nothing supersedes the bond. While Atlantians
are not required to give their lives for their wolven,
most bonded would. 


 


What else can I tell you about the wolven?


 


Appearance: They look like oversized wolves
in their true form and run hotter than normal.


 


Abilities and Biology: Wolven can heal
fast, thanks to quickly replenishing blood. They have extended lifespans—some
have even lived as long as I have. Only wolven have keener senses than the Atlantians.
They are vulnerable to any wound to the heart or head. Wolven can sense unrest,
vamprys, and Primal emotion. 


 


Culture: Scars are revered and never hidden
within their culture. Public displays of affection are commonplace. 


 


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: They
will do anything to protect their homes and families. Wolven have their own
language. Most find clothing cumbersome. Gods hold a special place in their
hearts since one made them of two worlds, which is why they feel honored to be
in the presence of a child of the gods. No wolven has
ever ruled—their pack instinct is too strong.


 


The Joining: It’s an old tradition, not
done much anymore, when a bonded pair extends the bond to the Atlantian’s partner, thus making the wolven
duty-bound to both Atlantians and tying all their
lives together. It requires an exchange of blood by all parties. The ritual can
become very intimate and include sex, but it does not have to. It is not to be
entered into lightly, as the blood bond goes all ways. If one dies, the others
die, as well. It doesn’t work with mortals—all parties must have at least some Atlantian blood. The ritual must be done in nature with all
participants naked. Vows are spoken, and blood is exchanged—the strongest of
the party drinks first from the others, then they drink from each other; lastly,
they drink from the strongest. An Atlantian blade is
used to mark the center of the chest near the heart for those without fangs
needing to draw blood. The blood is taken from the wolven’s
throat as it is a conduit of sorts, a bridge to link the lifespans, and then
blood is drawn simultaneously from the strongest partner to ensure they hold
the lifespans of the others and become the base. 


 


Other: It takes many decades to raise a wolven; therefore, it’s normal for siblings to be born
decades apart. It takes wolven at least two decades
to gain control of their forms. Young wolven are very
accident-prone in their alternate forms, and if injured, they must shift as
soon as possible to avoid permanent damage. At a wolven
wedding, only the wolven can dance around the fire—or
their Liessa. Wolven are relatively healthy,
but a few diseases can fell them—the wasting
disease that took Elashya and her grandmother, for
one. 


 


Now, let’s delve a little bit more into what Kolis did to Eythos and what the consequences were…


 


The Shifting of Fates:


The story begins with a mortal named Sotoria…


Kolis, the then Primal of Death, used to enter the mortal
realm. Those who saw him cowered and refused to look him in the eye. On one
trip, he saw a beautiful young woman picking flowers for her sister’s wedding.
That woman was Sotoria.


Kolis watched her and immediately fell in love. He was
utterly besotted with her and eventually stepped out of the trees to speak with
her. Sotoria knew who he was—back then, mortals knew
what the Primal of Death looked like since his features were captured in
paintings and sculpture. She fled, and the chase ended in her falling from the
cliffs. 


Despite dying young and much too soon, she accepted her
fate, and her soul arrived in the Shadowlands, passing through the Pillars of Asphodel and entering the Vale within minutes of her passing.
She did not linger. She was at peace with starting the next stage of her life. 


Decades after her death, Kolis remained obsessed with
bringing her back and being with her. Eythos, the
then Primal of Life, warned him that he shouldn’t pursue it, but he didn’t
listen, and knowing the Primal God of Life had the power to do what he wanted
done, Kolis found a way. 


Only he and Eythos know exactly
how he managed to do it. One will never speak of it, and the other isn’t here
to tell. We do know that it involved the Star diamond. Kolis was successful in
trading places and destinies with his twin. The act had catastrophic fallout,
though, killing hundreds of gods who served both Courts and weakening many other
Primals—even killing a few, thus forcing the next in
line to rise from godhood to Primal power. Many draken
were also killed, and the mortal realm suffered devastating earthquakes and
tsunamis. Many places were leveled, and pieces of land just broke off, some
forming islands while others sank. 


Eythos warned Kolis not to bring Sotoria back, saying she was at peace, and it had been too
long. He said if Kolis were to do what he planned, she would not come back as
she was. It would be an unnatural act and upset the already unsteady balance of
life and death. Still, Sotoria rose, and as predicted,
she was not the same. She wasn’t grateful that Kolis brought her back; she was
frightened, unhappy, and horrified by what had been done to her. 


Kolis couldn’t understand why she was so morose, and nothing
he did made her love him. No one knows how long she lived the second time, but
she eventually died again. Some say she purposefully starved herself. Others
think she might have started living again and fought her captor, despite his
power. 


Callum says Eythos killed her that
second time. 


I have yet to see more that confirms one way or another.


During the time of that second death, Eythos
did something to ensure his brother could never reach her—something only the
Primal of Death could do. With the aid of Keella, the
Primal Goddess of Rebirth, he marked Sotoria’s soul,
which meant she was destined to be reborn and would never pass the Pillars. Her
soul would continually come back, over and over,
though her memories of her previous lives wouldn’t be anything of substance—if
she retained any at all. 


Because of what Eythos and Keella did by marking her soul, Sotoria
would be reborn in a shroud (as you know both Poppy and Sera were, the most
Chosen of the Chosen). Kolis knew this and continued looking for her in the
mortal realm. Even entombed, he searched, using his power to extend his will.
What Eythos and Keella did
wasn’t perfect, and some might argue it was worse than what Kolis did, but it
was the only thing they could think to do to keep her safe.


Both Eythos and Keella paid dearly for what they did. Kolis grew to despise
his twin and vowed to make him pay, eventually killing Mycella—Eythos’s Consort—while she was pregnant. He did it because
he believed it was only fair that his brother should lose his love just as he
had. He also destroyed Mycella’s soul, bringing about
her final death. 


Losing her destroyed a piece of Eythos.


Kolis also annihilated all records of the truth—both in the
mortal realm and in Iliseeum. That was the start of
the Primal God of Death no longer being depicted in any artwork or literature.
Kolis went to great extremes to hide that he wasn’t
supposed to be the Primal of Life, even when it became apparent that something
was wrong with the balance of power. He started to lose the ability to create
life and maintain it. The destiny was never meant to be his, just as the powers
of the Primal God of Death were never meant to be Eythos’s.



It took centuries for the powers to wane, and by that time, Eythos was dead—killed and captured in the Star diamond by
his twin—and Kolis had mastered other powers, creating the Ascended
and Revenants as a way to prove he could still create life.



The fallout of what was done was far-reaching. Despite Ash
being born into the role of the Primal of Death, what his uncle did reshaped
his destiny and caused the balance to shift even more toward death—the end of
everything in both realms. And while it should have taken several mortal
lifetimes for the destruction to be absolute, it had already started. Two Primals of Death were not meant to rule, and that was
exactly what happened because, at his core, Kolis was the Primal of
Death, not the Primal of Life. 


Before his death, Eythos took it
upon himself to give Nyktos and the others a chance
for salvation. He placed an ember of life in the mortal Mierel
bloodline, as well as the flicker of power that had been passed on to Nyktos at the time of his birth. Once done, he just hoped
for the best. Still, the unbalance of power progressed in its destruction and
caused the Rot, continuing and intensifying when Sera was born because it put
the embers in a vulnerable vessel with an expiration date for efficacy.


The bits between Sera realizing that she was the true Primal
of Life, Sotoria’s soul being placed in the Star
diamond, and Penellaphe Balfour being born are a bit
hazy, but I gain additional information all the time and will continue updating
my files as I am able. What we do know is that Poppy is finally aware that she
is descended from Sera and Nyktos and is thus the
Primal of both Life and Death. And we can suppose that Sotoria’s soul will come back into play as Isbeth has awakened Kolis—I mean, have you seen
pictures of Poppy and Sotoria? There is definitely an uncanny resemblance there. Regardless, things
are about to get very interesting for us all. 


 


Forgive me for jumping back there and then surging forward
again. I’ll try to get the story’s timeline a bit more on track linearly. 


Where were we? Ah, maybe we should tackle the Ascension.
Ascension in the time of the gods meant something entirely different than it
does in our time.


 


Ascension:


Originally, the act of Ascension required the blood of a
mortal to be drained from their body and then replaced with a god’s or Primal’s blood. The mortal completing the Ascension was not
always guaranteed, however (more on that later). Those Chosen in the time of
the gods were born in a caul and always carried some Primal essence within
them, which allowed them to Ascend. 


The Rite existed then and was an honored tradition. The
Chosen—third sons and daughters—crossed into Iliseeum
to serve the gods. They were then given a choice of whether to Ascend and
become immortal or not. That all changed when the power shift in Iliseeum happened. Kolis took away the Chosen’s free will
and brought them to Iliseeum to be treated as
objects—used, traded, toyed with, and ultimately tossed aside. If they were Ascended,
it wasn’t like it should be. Either Kolis used the blood of the gods in his
Court to transition them, making them what we know now as the vamprys—dark-dwelling near-immortals with an insatiable
thirst for blood; or his twisted essence coupled with their mortal death made
them into something not alive or dead, turning them into what we know to be
Revenants. 


In more recent times, the Rite became something very
different. The vamprys needed a food source, one that
wouldn’t be questioned, so they convinced the mortals to hand over their
children to honor the gods. They even created an entire religion
around it, forcing families to turn on each other if one refused to relinquish
their children. 


During the Rite, the Ascended take the third sons and
daughters to feed upon. If they don’t drain them dry and kill them, they become
Craven—though most are dead before they even learn to speak. All second sons
and daughters are used to make more Ascended—this is different than the time of
the gods, when the third sons and daughters were those Chosen to Ascend.
However, the dirty little secret there for the vamprys
is that Atlantian blood is required to complete an
Ascension; therefore, the Ascended always have an Atlantian
held as a prisoner to use for bloodletting.


All history of the Atlantians was
erased within Solis, and the Ascended don’t tell people that it is absolutely possible to survive outside the Rise. A crucial
part of their control is to create a rift between the mortals who have and
those who don’t, causing the poor to turn their hatred on the wealthy and never
the Ascended. They believe the Ascended are their direct access to the sleeping
gods and thus an answer to their prayers, therefore above reproach.


 


Let’s take a closer look at how Ascension ultimately became
the start of the vamprys…


 


The First Ascension After
the Time of the Gods:


Atlantian King Malec O’Meer fell in love with a mortal woman named Isbeth. When she was mortally wounded, Malec committed the
forbidden act of Ascension in a bid to save her. He drank from her, stopping
only when he felt her heart begin to fail, then shared his blood with her.
While this should have created the first vampry, it
ultimately turned her into a demis because Malec was
much more than a King, and Isbeth wasn’t a third
daughter. Malec was a god, and gods cannot Ascend mortals—in the traditional
sense of the word. 


After Isbeth’s Ascension, King
Malec lifted the Ascension ban, and many others followed suit, making the first
vamprys. As more were created, many were unable to
control their bloodlust, thus creating the pestilence known as the Craven and
decimating mortal populations. The Craven are created when a vampry feeds on a mortal to the brink of death—or to
death—but does not complete the process. Originally, this was thought to be the
result of them not feeding the mortal their blood, but we have since
come to understand that it’s the magical missing piece: the Atlantian
blood—blood with the essence of the gods. 


After Malec was exiled and subsequently entombed, Queen Eloana forbade Ascension again and ordered the destruction of
all Ascended to protect mortalkind, ushering in
disharmony between Solis and Atlantia. The Ascended in Solis revolted, thus
starting the War of Two Kings and changing history. As
I mentioned, Solis’s recorded history is very different from the Atlantians’ recorded history, and is full of lies,
misleading details, and half-truths. 


 


There are different kinds of Ascension.


 


God and Mortal


If a god Ascends a mortal, especially one who is not a third
son or daughter, they do not create another god—a god can only be born—they
instead create a demis. Which is why it was always
forbidden. Demis are things that should never be:
beings with godlike powers who were never meant to carry such gifts and
burdens. They are abominations. 


 


God and Godling


If a god Ascends a godling, it results in a godling who
lives. Most godlings cannot handle the Culling process because their bodies are
still mortal. A godling must drink from a god during their Culling to survive.
It’s not entirely clear if that is a full act of Ascension or just them
drinking as a way to help the healing. If they do not
receive the immortal blood, the eather will
ultimately kill their mortal bodies—the Culling happens around ages eighteen to
twenty-one. 


 


Elemental Atlantian/God
not yet through their Culling


This is Poppy’s situation—or at least part of it. She
is an entirely different amalgamation of building blocks.


 


Atlantian/Mortal


If an Atlantian Ascends a mortal,
they become a vampry. It’s the same as an Ascended
Ascending a mortal, as Atlantian blood is required to
facilitate the change.


 


Vampry/Mortal


If a vampry Ascends a mortal, they
become an Ascended—a vampry—as long
as they have access to Atlantian blood to
complete the change. If they do not have Atlantian
blood, the mortal becomes a Craven.


 


Primal not yet through their Culling/God 


This is the case with Sera and Bele. Sera Ascended Bele, but
she did not become a Primal. She received the Primal silver eyes and power
boost, but she did not register as a full Primal. She could, however, challenge
the Primal for authority of the Court, and become a waiting vessel for the
Primal power should it need a place to go—which it did when Ash killed Hanan.


 


As I alluded to above, some one-off creations don’t entirely
fit the mold of standard history. Still, it merits recording them here for
posterity’s sake.


 


I mentioned them earlier, but let’s take a
look at Revenants…


 


Revenants:


A Revenant, like a demis, is an
abomination and something that should not be. It was Kolis’s experiment and
crowning achievement, and he used his Primal magic to create them. It then
became a pastime of Isbeth’s after Callum shared the
process with her. For most Revenants—Callum and Millie aside—it takes a third
child of two mortals, one who carries a non-dormant ember within them, death,
and the blood of a god, King, or someone destined to become King. But not all third children have the trait that allows the transformation,
and as we see with Callum and Millie, with the right set of circumstances, a
first or second child can become a Revenant, though they are not quite the same
as the others. 


Kolis says the differences in Callum were due to intent and
motivation. I think that may be true, combined with the power and circumstances
of the building blocks used to create them. I’m sure we’ll find out more at
some point.


After the Chosen become Revenants, they are no longer
mortal. They have no soul. And they are completely impervious to illness or
injury—including things inflicted by god power. They
also don’t need to eat food or drink blood, nor do they need other comforts.
They exist to please their creator. 


The only way they can be killed is by the ingestion of draken blood, though it only takes a drop.


 


Now let’s review the Gyrms…


 


Gyrms:


Gyrms are beings created with Iliseeum soil and eather, which
can be found in the blood of a god or the bones of a deity. There are different
kinds of Gyrms. The Hunters and Seekers are mortals
who summon a god in exchange for receiving their greatest desire. In
reciprocity, they offer themselves to the god in eternal servitude. Once they
die, they become a Gyrm, and their mouths are stitched
shut to keep them loyal to the god or Primal they pledged themselves to. The
Priests are considered Gyrms. If a Hunter or Seeker
is destroyed and turned to ash, they go to the Abyss.


The Sentinels enter servitude by dying and refusing to pass
the Pillars of Asphodel to have their souls judged. In lieu of possibly being
sentenced to the Abyss, they become a Gyrm as a way
of atoning for their sins. They serve for a set period of
time and are more mortal than the Hunters or Seekers, retaining
the ability to think. If they are turned to ash, they can either go
back to the god they serve to continue their servitude or choose to go to the
Abyss.


 


There are a few more things I’d like to go
over here, but they are sort of out of context, so forgive me. 


 


Dakkais


First, the dakkais. Dakkais were pets of the Court of Dalos.
It’s unknown if any other Primals used them, but Kolis
was fond of deploying them. They are a race of vicious, flesh-eating creatures
rumored to have been birthed from some bottomless pit somewhere in Iliseeum. They are the size of horses and heavily muscled
and trained like bloodhounds to sense and track eather.
A wound to the head can kill them, and when they die, they turn to ash just like
the Gyrms do. 


 


Last, but most certainly not least, the viktors…


 


Viktors


Viktors are born with a goal: to guard someone the
Fates believe is destined to bring about significant change or serve great
purpose—even mortals who are bound to do terrible things can have viktors. Some aren’t aware of their duty and just
come upon their charges in the right place at the right time, the Fates
bringing them together. Others are aware and become ingrained in the
lives of the ones they are sent to protect. It is believed there is only ever
one viktor per individual to be safeguarded,
but we know that’s not entirely true as Poppy had both Leopold and
Vikter—though at different times. Viktors cannot reveal themselves or
their reasons for being where they are.


They are mostly mortal because they live and serve like
mortals. However, their souls return to Mount Lotho—where
the Arae reside—when they die. Upon recycling and returning for their next
assignment, they do not remember their past lives. Each time they return to
Mount Lotho, though, they do remember. However, some
are predestined to figure out what they are and who they were sent to protect
even after they return to the mortal realm, and some—like Vikter
Ward/Wardwell—remember everything. 


 


Okay, I think that is a good compilation of data on the
evolution of the Land of the Gods and the mortal realm. As I mentioned, this is
ever-changing, but I always try to record things as I can to keep a record of
what has happened and the consequences. I may not be an official historian, but
I am good for more than just a sexy diary entry—though if you ask Poppy, Cas,
or anyone else who has read (and enjoyed) them, they may disagree. 






BLOOD
AND ASH CHARACTERS
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In this section, you will find information on individuals of
note in the time of Solis and Atlantia following the War of Two Kings.
Everything I have witnessed or seen is captured for the most part;
documented in such a way that one can refer to an individual’s dossier and find
pertinent details and a timeline of events they were involved in. This is
helpful as pulling specific happenings out for each player sometimes brings to
light things that didn’t make as much sense previously. 


It should be noted, however, that I may have eliminated or
combined some things I deemed as low priority, or included things the person
using these files may not particularly care about. Regardless, the broader
happenings are the important historical facts, and none of the additional
things I captured—or didn’t—will change that.


In addition, some individuals have history in both the time
of the gods and after the formation of Solis and Atlantia. Therefore, you may
find some of them in the FLESH AND FIRE compilation of files if you are looking
for them and unable to locate what you need.

Oh, what can I say about dear Poppy? Barely an adult, yet
poised to change the kingdoms forever. She has featured prominently in my
visions for some time, but her future, more than most, is mutable. 


 


Hair: The color of ruby-hued wine and falls
to the middle of her back.


Eyes: Green like spring grass—turn molten
silver after her Culling.


Body type: Slightly shorter than average
height and voluptuously curvy.


Facial features: Oval face with angular
cheekbones. Full, bow-shaped lips the color of berries. Strong brow. Nose dips at the bridge and slightly turns up at the tip.


Distinguishing features: Some freckles across her nose to her eyes. Pronounced scar that is a
jagged streak of pale pink starting at the hairline and slicing across her
temple, narrowly missing her left eye before ending at her nose. She has
another, shorter scar running across her forehead and through her eyebrow and a
scar on her inner thigh, multiple on her right forearm, and some on her
stomach—jagged tears. More scars mar her legs—a prominent one on her inner
knee—and there’s one on the side of her waist. The healed wound on her thigh is
from a Craven bite, not claws.


Other: Her paramour thinks she tastes like
honeydew.


Personality: Smart-mouthed, brave. Terrible
liar. Kind. Revels in revenge. Not one to wallow in past choices. Impulsive.
Reckless with her safety. Stubborn. Competitive. Deflects a lot.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Wrinkles
her nose when thinking something she doesn’t want to
share. Regularly sneaks out at night. Wears a wolven-bone and bloodstone dagger strapped to her thigh.
Suffers from nightmares but usually unable to sleep
once the sun is up. Rarely sick and heals fast. Gets seasick. Hates snakes.


Background: Born on an unknown date in
April, she chose the twentieth day as her birthday. Was attacked by Craven when
she was six, almost killing her and purportedly killing her parents. The Queen
of Solis took her in after the attack and cared for her as if she were her own
child, telling her that she survived because she had been touched by the gods.
Forced to don the veil of the Maiden at age eight. 


Family: Initially raised by Coralena † (a
Handmaiden, thought to be a Revenant) and Leopold † (a viktor).
She is actually the biological daughter of Queen Isbeth † (a demis) and Ires (a
god) and descended from Nyktos (a Primal of Death)
and his Consort, Seraphena Mierel
(the true Primal of Life).

This extraordinary woman with a weakness for cheese and
strawberries started her life as a sheltered and sequestered Maiden. The title
meant she was supposedly Chosen by the gods and was thus hidden behind a veil
while merely a child, bound to rules that gave her no say in matters of her
life. Until she meets Hawke Flynn, a.k.a Prince
Casteel “Cas” Hawkethrone Da’Neer.


Once he enters her life, eventually sparking a love she fears
will never be reciprocated, she vows never to hide herself again—even when she’s
more afraid of herself than anything.


With everything she has ever been taught or believed
unraveling as a series of sinister lies, her powers growing, the love between
her and Cas getting stronger by the day, and the truths of her heritage coming
to light in pieces at every turn, Poppy learns to compartmentalize, process,
and accept in record time. But she still struggles with the big truths—that Isbeth, a demis, is her mother,
and that she—Poppy—is a god, a Primal born of mortal flesh, the Primal of Blood
and Bone, and the true Primal of Life and Death.   


Her journey has been harrowing, to say the least, and I’ve
recorded as much as I can—both things that have come to pass and those I’ve seen
via my gift. The bottom line, however? Her future, only some of which was
foretold, is still very much hers to write…
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POPPY’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Born of the demis, Isbeth, and the god, Ires, Penellaphe
is raised by Revenant Handmaiden Coralena Balfour and her viktor
husband, Leopold. 


Cora and Leo attempt to flee with Poppy—only age six at the
time—and her brother, Ian—Cora and Leo’s biological son—to
remove them from Isbeth’s influence, stopping at an
inn in Lockswood for the night. While there, a
supposed friend, a wolven by the name of Alastir Davenwell, believing Poppy
to be a threat to Atlantia, betrays them, paving the way for Prince Malik Elian
Da’Neer to destroy her. The Dark One considers her
the harbinger of death and destruction set to lay waste to both kingdoms as the
prophecy foretold. But when Malik sees the Consort—Poppy’s ancestor, Seraphena—in her eyes, he hesitates to kill her, already
struggling with the idea of taking a child’s life. He eventually returns her to
Carsodonia, but before then, given the deaths at the
inn, the Craven follow the blood trail and eventually attack, causing even more
destruction.


Unlike most who suffer a cursed turning or death after being
bitten, Poppy survives the Craven attack at the inn, lending credence to the
story she is told about being Chosen by the gods. The truth there is that Atlantians cannot be turned if bitten. And she is so much
more than that. She is a god. A Primal. Though that is
something she does not discover for a while.


For the majority of her life, Poppy
believes the Craven killed her parents in Lockswood
that night. Which actually isn’t
true. Isbeth killed Cora sometime later by forcing
her to drink draken blood, and Leo was likely sent to
Mount Lotho to await his viktor
rebirth. 


However, now orphaned and returned to the capital, the Queen
eventually sends Penellaphe to Castle Teerman, where they shroud her under the veil of the Maiden
and sequester her, awaiting her nineteenth birthday and the first Ascension
since the War of Two Kings—something she is told will heal the Kingdom of
Solis. All of that is also a lie. And even more unfortunate, during her time in
Masadonia, Poppy is subjected to the tyrannical rule
and cruel abuse of Duke Dorian Teerman as his wife,
Duchess Jacinda, turns a blind eye.


Afraid of her Ascension and deeply craving freedom and the
right to choose, Poppy secretly hopes she’ll be found unworthy by the gods.


With her only outlets being honing her fighting skills and
sneaking out to help her trainer and friend, Vikter—also a viktor—assist
in the passing of the cursed by using her gifts and thinking happy memories to
ease their suffering, she longs for something more. 


Not long before her Ascension, Poppy sneaks out to the Red
Pearl—a house of ill-repute—to experience life for a few hours. And, with the
help of yours truly in the disguise of a working lady at the pub—I never said I
didn’t interfere!—finds herself in the rooms of
Elemental Atlantian Prince Casteel Hawkethrone Da’Neer, who is
posing as “Hawke” at the time. They kiss, and things for the couple are set in
motion…both those of the Fates and the plans Prince Casteel has.


Still posing as Hawke, Cas insinuates himself as a guard at
the castle and eventually works his way into the inner circle to be one of
Poppy’s personal guards. 


That was something I found incredibly clever. Though when I
foresaw it happening, I still wondered about his motives.  


Poppy begins to question the natural order of things as time
passes and wonders if she can change them, especially as her gifts continue to
grow and evolve. Originally, it was only sensing the pain of others, but that
quickly morphed into being able to sense all emotions by tasting their unique
signatures on her tongue, and an ability to ease others as she does with the
cursed. Given that empathy is one of her greatest traits, she hopes to one day
use her gifts to help people. 


From the moment she entered my radar, I admired that. 


When she leaves Masadonia for Carsodonia, accompanied by Hawke, Kieran—whom she discovers
is a wolven—and their other allies, an entire world
opens to her. She sees and experiences things she’s never had a chance to before and decides she won’t return to a life with no
freedom. She vows not to Ascend, realizing her two choices are to run or to
talk to the Queen. But danger surrounds her, and so many things are
not as they seem.


She soon learns the true history of Solis and the reality regarding the vampry and the Atlantians, and it shakes her, but she’s made of stronger
stuff. Still, those who see her as the enemy do not relent, and she’s
eventually wounded to near the point of death. She may have died if not for
Hawke’s Atlantian blood and its healing properties.
But amidst the excitement of the attack and the subsequent fallout, a big
secret is revealed: Hawke is really the Prince of Atlantia, whom she has been
brought up to believe is the Dark One.


Cue gasps. I mean, I knew this, but can you imagine what it
was like for her to discover that little tidbit? 


Conflicted and torn between her feelings of betrayal and
what she feels for Hawke, whom she now knows is a Prince, Poppy decides to make
a run for it. However, she doesn’t get far, and her lust ultimately wins out in
the end—I mean, doesn’t it usually? But even with that and realizing she loves him, she knows she cannot trust him—or at least she
shouldn’t. And his dark side, while exciting and something that calls to her need
for vengeance and meshes with her propensity to kill without hesitation at
times, is a bit disturbing. 


As I’ve said before, someone’s shadow self is not the
be-all, end-all of whether a person is good or not. It’s who they are in their
hearts and souls that determines whether they can be trusted.


When it’s revealed that she’s not entirely mortal and Casteel
tells her that they are headed to Atlantia to be married, she refuses. She
firmly believes that she’s not safe with him and his people and has no doubt
she’ll eventually be ransomed. So, she makes a plan to
escape and find her brother. If what she’s been told about the Ascended is
true, then Ian may be a monster, which means she’ll have to kill him. But she
won’t know until she finds him. 


Once again, she doesn’t get far. Casteel and Kieran stop
her, and Cas gives her an ultimatum: Fight me and win, and I’ll set you
free. Unfortunately, before she can do more than make Casteel bleed, the
Craven attack.


With the dastardly creatures taken care of, they settle in
for the night, and Casteel reveals more information. The Ascended had no intention
of following through with Poppy’s Ascension. It would taint her coveted blood,
which they need for their nefarious plans. And Ian most likely is not her
biological brother. He also tells her what the Ascended did to him, a story
that horrifies her, and explains his motivations for wanting to marry her: to
prevent war, save his brother, Malik, and solve scarcity issues
regarding food and land for his people, while allowing her to be free. Win-win.
She realizes that his plan has merit and is likely the safest course of action.
Plus, there’s that little matter of her attraction to him. We must not forget
that.


When Alastir—whom she only knows
as a trusted wolven ally—shares information about his
daughter and assures her he’ll help in whatever way he can if she feels she’s
being forced, her comfort level rises. But when she learns that Casteel is to
become King, she wonders if she’s really important to
him despite everything that’s happened or if she’s just another pawn in the
long game. 


Doubts swirling, her gifts and senses continue to grow and
heighten. She begins feeling shocks when she touches both Kieran and Casteel.
In discussing the different Atlantian bloodlines, Cas
reveals that he believes Poppy is descended from the Empath warrior line, and Alastir imparts later that they were sometimes called Soul
Eaters. 


When the Ascended finally track her
down and attack, taking a child hostage, she surrenders herself to save the
innocents and asks to be taken to her Queen. Lord Chaney has other plans,
however. He confirms that she has Atlantian blood and
attacks, full of bloodlust. Luckily, Casteel comes to the rescue and gives her
his blood again to help her heal. The closeness and his essence in her help
their relationship grow, and Cas finally asks her to pretend. I’m Hawke, and
you’re Poppy. No past, no future. 


She does, giving herself to him and reveling in it.


As their journey to Casteel’s home continues, despite the danger
and hardships, Poppy soaks in all she can about Atlantian
culture and the pasts of those she’s coming to care about. She learns about
Kieran’s bond with Casteel and that he once loved and lost, as well as about
Casteel’s brother Malik, and Shea. And then she finds out about the Joining
from Alastir.


When they reach Spessa’s End,
Poppy meets even more of those close to Casteel and Kieran and displays her
burgeoning powers by healing Beckett—a young wolven—after
an accident. 


While she still wonders if Cas will cast her aside once he’s
accomplished what he wants, she realizes she’s done denying herself and gives
herself to Casteel once more without reservation. He’s the first thing she has
chosen for herself, and she’s unwilling to let that go. However, while she
loves him, that doesn’t mean he loves her. 


They go through with the wedding and seemingly receive Nyktos’s blessing on the union, but Poppy wonders if it’s
more of an omen. 


It’s revealed that Poppy is related to the Queen, and that
Ileana isn’t actually Ascended—something that explains
some things Poppy always wondered about. And during another fight, Poppy’s
gifts morph further, allowing her to project overwhelming fear to assist in
victory, somehow also calling to the wolven without
meaning to while in distress. 


I wouldn’t mind a wolven coming to
me. But I guarantee there would be no distress involved.


As they deal with continued threats, more signs of the gods’
acceptance appear—Nyktos’s blessing at the wedding, Aios saving Poppy from walking off a cliff, the voices in
her dreams with advice and warnings—Casteel tells her that he thinks they like
her. But that doesn’t mean everyone does. A bunch of the citizens of Atlantia
attack, attempting to stone her, insisting that she’s a Soul Eater and has
tainted both the Prince and the kingdom. Poppy’s gifts
flare to life once more in defense, reflecting their hatred back on them
threefold, killing them all in the process. And where her blood falls…blood
trees appear, a sign of her connection to the gods.


As if there was any doubt.


The attack also strengthens her tether to the wolven, summoning them en masse
once more and urging them to protect her. When the Queen and King arrive, Queen
Eloana reveals that Poppy is the last descendant of
the most ancient ones and carries the blood of Nyktos
within her. She then relinquishes her crown and declares that Poppy is
Atlantia’s new Queen.


With the wolven continuing to act
out of character, Poppy is told that she severed their bonds to their Atlantians without meaning to and that they feel her Primal
notam. She remembers Kieran telling her about the kiyou
wolves and how deity blood would usurp any claim to the throne an Atlantian may have. Is she a deity?


The hum in her blood from her magic ramps up, and Cas
reveals that she has started to glow when she uses her power. Not a lot, but
like spun silver. She then learns about the eather—the
Primal essence of the gods. 


Additional threats surface, and the Unseen attack, taking
her prisoner. During the battle, she hears the voice of who she believes is the
silver-haired goddess from her dreams and sees skeletal hands emerging from the
earth. 


While in the dungeon, she’s reunited with an old
acquaintance—Commander Jansen—learns about shadowshade
and the bones of the Ancients, and sees a rare changeling who can take the form
of another person. She also learns that Alastir betrayed
her, and that Beckett, the wolven she healed, is
dead. It makes her sad. In addition, she’s made aware of the gods and deities,
the Shadowlands, and Iliseeum as a whole. She also
learns that all entombed where she’s being kept were deities that became
monsters because the Elemental Atlantians rose
against them. Those holding her insist that she’s dangerous and must be stopped
because she has entered her Culling and will start showing the same chaotic
tendencies as those before her. 


And then she finds out about Malec, and Alastir
tells her that O’Meer is her father. She also hears
the prophecy for the first time, is told that she is the one her namesake
warned about, and realizes that Alastir was behind
the attack at Lockswood when she was a child. 


So much to take in, in such a short time.


When Alastir tells her that he’d
rather go to war than have her unleashed on his people and spirits her away to Irelone to be given to the Ascended, she worries it’s the end.
But Valyn, Casteel, Kieran, Jasper, Delano, Emil, and Naill come to save her.


During the battle following her rescue, she opens her senses
and unleashes her power, prepared to end everyone, but stops herself at the
last minute, insisting she’s not a monster. But she does stop Casteel from
delivering the killing blow to Jansen, following through with her promise
to kill him. 


Honestly, I would have done the same.


In the melee, she’s shot with a crossbow bolt, and as she lay
wounded and bleeding out, a storm rages, deforming the trees around her. Blood
trees sprout, starting with gold buds that unfurl to reveal blood-red leaves,
and the roots gather around her like a shield. When
Kieran rips the bolt free, she realizes she’s dying and that Cas plans to
Ascend her.


Luckily, Casteel brings her back. During her Ascension, she
has another vision of a woman with pale, moonlight-colored hair who looks like
her. The female cries a blood-red tear and speaks to Poppy before disappearing.


When Poppy wakes, she’s starving and pounces on Kieran but
is quickly redirected to Casteel. Her need for blood quickly turns sexual, and
things get hot and heavy—yes, I saw this in my visions. No, I don’t
feel guilty for being a voyeur. It was a pivotal moment. Because, afterward,
Cas tells her that he loves her, and she says it to him, as well—for the first
time.   


Needing additional information, Poppy asks many, many
questions and finds out that the bond between Kieran and Cas really is broken,
that what Alastir said is wrong, and that Cas drained
every drop of blood from her to Ascend her because she did, indeed, die. He
says she no longer feels mortal to him, nor does she smell that way to Kieran.
Instead, they tell her she feels like final and absolute power.


Wondering if Ian might be like her, stronger but not
actually Ascended, she sets off, seeing the mist thinning for her and the
golden trees of Aios now blood-red. 


When they arrive at Saion’s Cove, the older citizens bow to
Poppy and call her Meyaah Liessa—my
Queen—and she discovers that she can communicate telepathically with the wolven. She then exacts her revenge on Alastir,
vowing never to think about him again.


Everything that has happened in such a short time becomes
overwhelming for Poppy—can you blame her?—and she
shows the emotion she always tries so hard to hide. Cas is there to comfort
her, and they relax by reading some of my steamiest diary entries. 


I always hoped someone would come across those journals
someday. 


Poppy and Cas discuss her claim to the throne, and Cas
admits that he will support her if she wants the Crown but says that if she
doesn’t, they’ll have to leave Atlantia. She finds herself torn. 


When she’s suddenly summoned to help a child, she learns
that her powers have evolved even more, allowing her to not only heal but also
bring someone back to life. And when she finds out that Nyktos
and his Consort had two children, their names and
genders unknown, it gets her thinking.


Especially when she’s later told that not even the children
of deities had abilities that manifested as strongly as hers. Not even the most
powerful Elemental can do what she can. When the Queen reveals that Poppy has
some of the same powers as Malec, she starts to wonder if the Duchess was
right. However, she also learns that Malec cannot be her father since Eloana insists she entombed him before Poppy was conceived.
The only thing they can deduce for sure is that, somehow, she is Nyktos’s descendant. Poppy can’t help but worry that her mother
was an Atlantian held by the Blood Crown and forced
into pregnancy. 


It comes to light that Eloana,
Valyn, and the Elders—it was not unanimous with us—have already decided on war
and plan to burn Carsodonia to the ground, and she knows
that only she and Cas can stop it. But only if they’re King and Queen. Coming
to terms with the fact that not everyone will accept her, Poppy makes her
decision.


Suddenly, Ian arrives and summons them to Oak Ambler. She
finally sees him and knows she may have to make a tough choice soon: ending him if the brother she knows is gone. In addition,
she recognizes that it may be a trap, even though the Queen promised not to
harm them if they kept the Atlantian armies at bay. 


When the Unseen attack again with
no intention of leaving her alive, she unleashes her power once more, remarking
that any who try to stop her from taking the crown will fail.


As a Council Elder, I am lucky enough to be in attendance
before the crowning and discuss several things with Poppy: her night at the Red
Pearl, her lineage, and her need to go to Iliseeum. I
also get to announce the happy new couple—the King and Queen who will usher in
a whole new era. They are the King of Blood and Ash and the Queen of Flesh and
Fire.


Poppy and Cas ask Kieran to be their Advisor, and thinking
back on the discussion she had with me and the other facts she knows, she comes to the conclusion that Nyktos’s
guards are the draken. 


She and her most trusted venture through the mists near the
Mountains of Nyktos and into Dalos,
coming face-to-face with the draken and the King of
Gods. She then learns about the Consort and her beginnings, reminded again that
gods should not be born in the mortal realm…yet there she stands. 


After telling Nyktos about the Revenants,
he remarks that they are abominations and apologizes for what Poppy will have to
face in the coming days. He then reminds her that she was born of flesh with
the fire of the gods in her blood, tells her that she is the bringer of life
and death, calls her the Queen of Flesh and Fire, who is due more than one
crown and kingdom, and reiterates that she’s always had the power within her. 


Boarding a ship for their next destination, Poppy and Cas
grow closer, exploring more of their desires—with a little help from page two
hundred and thirty-eight of my journal. Mmm, yes.
That was a good one. 


In Oak Ambler, Poppy sees a large cat in a cage and has a
flashback to the one she saw as a child. Her power hums in her chest, and it
forces the feline to shift into a man. She promises that she will be back for
him and wonders if it could be Malec. When she asks about it, she’s told that
Malec wasn’t that kind of deity. Besides, he is supposedly entombed. The cave
cat cannot be him. 


When brought before Queen Ileana, Poppy vows that the Blood
Crown will never lay a hand on her husband again and is finally able to at
least see and hug her good friend. Tawny was her companion and confidante for
most of her life as the Maiden, and the one person she was able to talk to who
knew her without the veil. She’s missed her. 


In her tête-à-tête with Ileana, many machinations are revealed.
The Blood Queen tells them that she always planned for Poppy to become Queen of
Atlantia, but that she assumed it would be with Malik as her King. She also says
she’d rather see the whole kingdom burn than hand over a single acre of land. 


Then she drops the biggest bombshell of all and tells Poppy
she’s her mother, that her real name is Isbeth, that
Cora didn’t agree with her plans and thus tried to spirit Poppy away, and that
while Coralena survived the attack at Lockswood, she
did not survive the Queen’s wrath.


It’s also revealed that Malec is a god. Poppy suddenly
remembers what Nyktos said to her. She asks about it,
and Isbeth confirms that everything she did, she did
for revenge. In a petty snit, she has Ian killed, and Poppy’s ancient instincts
take over, activating her powers. They fight like gods, and Isbeth
ends up killing Lyra, Kieran’s friend and lover. 


Poppy eventually falls unconscious and later wakes to find
that Casteel handed himself over to the Blood Crown. In her rage, she summons
another storm. A female Revenant approaches and tells her to quit what she’s
doing, threatening to stop her if she does not. When Poppy finally stands down,
she finds that Tawny has been wounded by shadowstone—something
Poppy is unable to heal, even with her newly acquired powers. 


Through the process of elimination and some deduction, Poppy
realizes that the Consort must be her grandmother, and that Isbeth’s
vendetta is utterly personal. Eloana took Isbeth’s son, so Isbeth took
Casteel. And despite Malec being entombed, Isbeth and
Malec must be her parents.


She decides to summon the draken
and do whatever is necessary to bring Casteel home. When she and Kieran arrive
in Iliseeum, she finds Nektas,
Nyktos’s closest draken
guard, in his god form. He tells her that Nyktos
returned to sleep with his Consort. He then asks Poppy if she is willing to
bear the weight of two Crowns and bring back what is theirs to protect and the
thing that will allow the Consort to wake. Poppy finds out that is the missing draken—Nektas’s daughter,
Jadis—and the Consort’s son, whom Poppy discovers is not Malec but rather his
twin, Ires.


When the realization hits her that the caged cave cat was her
father, she summons the draken and sets off for the
mortal realm once more, visiting Tawny and reuniting with others. Returning to
Oak Ambler, she meets with Jalara. She tells the King that she has a message
for the Blood Queen and then beheads him, using him as the message.
She then destroys the Queen’s knights, unleashes the draken,
and tells the Revenant to deliver the full message to the Queen, reiterating
that she is coming for Isbeth. Her last words ring in
the air: “I am the Chosen, The One who is Blessed, and I carry the blood of the
King of Gods in me. I am Liessa to the wolven, the second daughter, the true heir, owed the crowns
for Atlantia and Solis. I am the Queen of Flesh and Fire, and the
god’s guards ride with me. Tell the Blood Queen to prepare for war.”


As Poppy readies herself to rescue Cas and get her
vengeance, her powers grow even more, making the trees shake and the weather
rage. She takes out the Ascended stronghold at Massene
and makes some connections.


Unable to eat or sleep, she keeps rehashing what went down
at Oak Ambler and wonders if they have a traitor in their midst—someone other
than Alastir. 


As the days pass, Poppy and Kieran grow closer in their
shared grief over Cas’s imprisonment, and Poppy uncovers something interesting:
There is a record of a Rite at the time of the gods, and second and third
children in the history books have no death dates. This leads her to the
conclusion that the Rite existed before the Ascended but was eventually lost to
time until it was bastardized and taken up again by the vamprys.


In talking with Reaver, one of the draken who answered her summons, she finds out they
are bonded to her like the wolven, but it’s slightly
different. They can’t communicate with her like the wolven
can, but they will answer her call. He says it’s always been that way
with Primals and tells her she’s not wise. 


Reaver clearly has no filter, and I’m not sure Poppy caught
that nonchalant drop of her true state—that she’s a Primal.


Reaver then tells her that a god can kill another, and that
she—Poppy—is the first female descendant of the Primal of Life, the most
powerful being ever known. He says she will become stronger than even her
father, Ires, in time. 


When she asks for more information about the Consort, whom
she now believes is her grandmother, she is told that speaking the Consort’s
name is forbidden.


Just as things appear to be coming along, albeit shockingly
with all the revelations, Isbeth sends a gift.
It turns out to be Casteel’s ring finger, complete with his wedding band. Poppy
absolutely loses it and has to be calmed.


Deciding that she can’t—and won’t—wait to go after Cas, she
makes plans to leave as soon as possible. Kieran insists on going with her, and
she tells him that Reaver needs to come, as well. 


That night, she dream walks—also
called soul walking, where heartmated souls can find
each other, even in dreams—and finds Casteel. Once they reunite, sparks fly as
usual with the two of them, and he tells her to find him, bolstering her resolve.


Before she can even make another decision, an unnatural
storm rolls in, killing all but three of the draken
with her. She realizes it has to be Vessa, the strange
woman they locked up when she went a little mad. Poppy ultimately kills her,
but not before Vessa insists that Poppy will not harness the fire of the gods
and bring war, then claims to serve the True Crown of the Realms. Whatever that
means. 


Sadly, I found out not too long after…


Reaver then explains how Nyktos is
not the Primal of Life as everyone assumes. But Kolis was. He also
explains how Kolis was entombed after the war between the Primals
and gods and then subsequently erased from history. Reaver also tells her how
the Revenants were Kolis’s pet project and explains how mortals were created,
going on to further explain why the third sons and daughters are special. 


Because Poppy could not bring back the draken
who died despite her best efforts, she realizes that she cannot bring back the wolven, either, as they are also of two worlds. This leads
to the conclusion that the only way to save Kieran should he be hurt and ensure
his continued safety is for Cas, him, and her to complete the Joining, making
all of them nearly immortal. 


Once they reach Oak Ambler, they encounter a group of
citizens trying to leave, most of them grieving lost children who were taken
from them. Poppy tells them to go to Massene where
it’s safe, then calls to the soldiers, telling them that she’s not the
harbinger but carries the blood of the King of Gods in her. She also asserts that
the Ascended are their enemy, not her. 


Thinking about the storm Vessa conjured and realizing the
Blood Crown knows how to use Primal magic, she wonders if the magic Isbeth used was Malec’s or Kolis’s and whether Malec is the
great conspirator from the prophecy. 


She inquires about the children
and is taken to the tombs, finding seventy-one bodies from the last two Rites.
She orders Reaver to burn the Temple to the ground, including the Priests
within, and then heals who she can. Unfortunately, they lose
five wolven and close to one hundred Atlantian soldiers along the way.


Poppy is suddenly inspired to use magic to locate Cas and
find a way to him and gathers what she needs for a locator spell. Before she
can set off, Tawny arrives—though Poppy comes to find she is much changed. It’s
still her friend, but she looks and feels very different. Tawny tells Poppy
that she saw Vikter in a dream that wasn’t a dream, and he told her that Poppy
is a god, and that Isbeth’s plan is to remake the
realms with Poppy’s help. 


Wondering about Vikter—she saw him die, after all—Poppy finds
out that he is a viktor, learns
what that means, and figures that he must have determined what he was and
possibly who he was supposed to protect and sought out Cora before Poppy was even
born. 


Going over the prophecy, which they still don’t know in its
entirety or understand, she wonders who the first daughter is since Poppy is
always referred to as the second. She can guess that Malik is likely the
once-promised King mentioned. 


Poppy learns that the Consort was born in Lasania and was a mortal Princess and the true heir to the
throne before coming into her power. But she was born
with an ember of pure Primal power—unlike the third sons and daughters.
Combined with the knowledge that the Consort’s name cannot be spoken by a Primal
without making stars fall from the sky and mountains crumble into the sea, she
wonders even more about herself and her ancestor.


A large group of soldiers approaches, and a battle ensues.
She, Kieran, and Reaver are taken hostage, and she wakes to the Queen’s Revenant
Handmaiden, who says her name is Millie. She agrees to a deal to save Kieran
and Reaver. Two days later, Poppy wakes in her old
bedroom at Wayfair with Kieran, learning that Reaver is in a chamber below her.


The two of them discuss the knights in the castle and the
extremely odd two people they met—Callum and Millie—and Poppy tries to reach
out to Delano telepathically. Seems their plan to come in waves has been
thwarted, though she discovers that Whitebridge and New Haven are now under Atlantian control, and Three Rivers is soon to follow. 


Brought before the Queen, Poppy wonders how people would
feel if they knew the truth about Isbeth and asks how
Malik can stand being around her. She then shatters his mental shields and
feels the truth of the matter. Isbeth has him removed
and lets Poppy name her terms, which she then laughs at.


The Blood Queen allows Poppy to see Cas but won’t let
anybody else near him. When Poppy finally reaches him, he’s in bloodlust and
looks to be in really bad shape. She’s able to heal
him and bring him back from the brink, but he needs more than that. She demands
food and water for him, and Isbeth scoffs once again.



Poppy and Isbeth then talk about
the lies and the ultimate responsibility for all that has been done. She
finally asks how the Queen captured Ires and is told that he came over two
hundred years ago, looking for his twin, Malec. She adds that the one who came
with him—whom we now know was Jadis—could sense Malec’s blood. Isbeth then insinuates the draken
was dealt with.


When Poppy inquires about her
conception, Isbeth says it wasn’t forced, but then
adds an “either time” and goes on to say she wanted a strong child, and Ires
was full of lust and hatred. He even tried to kill her afterward—something Isbeth seems to find perverse pleasure in. 


She also reveals that she knew what Poppy would become and
that Malec wasn’t dead, even though their heartmate bond broke when Eloana entombed him.


With no time to spare, Poppy reaches out to Kieran and says
they need to get Cas and leave immediately. She hates the idea of leaving her
father behind, but she has no choice. 


After a discussion with Malik and thinking back on what she
felt when she shattered his shields, Poppy realizes that Millie is the reason
he stays. Later, she finds out Malik and Millie are heartmates.


But it’s complicated. 


Now knowing that Isbeth wants to
see the kingdoms burn and blames Nyktos for refusing
to answer Malec’s call for a heartmate trial, Poppy comes to understand that
eradicating all Atlantians is the only justice that
will satisfy Isbeth. 


After being escorted back to her room, Poppy summons the
Primal mist. Using it to escape, she meets up with Kieran and Reaver, and they
battle their way through the castle. Kieran is wounded, and she cannot
completely heal him. She later discovers that the weapon was cursed. When they
reach Cas, they find he’s in even worse shape than before and are told that
Callum is the cause. She vows to see the bastard dead,
and Reaver acknowledges. She’s able to bring Cas back to himself somewhat, and
they reunite. 


In just the way I hoped they would. No voyeur shame,
remember?


When Cas relives his time in the dungeon, he tells Poppy
about his interactions with Millie and what he came to
realize: Millie is Poppy’s full-blooded sister. The first daughter. Poppy also
learns that Callum showed Isbeth how to make
Revenants, and Malik mentions something Reaver said a while back. That Poppy is
a Primal. The draken then
confirms that she is a Primal born of mortal flesh. The first since
the Primal God of Life. 


Malik goes on to share how Preela,
his bonded wolven, was killed. Later, Poppy learns
that she was killed in front of Malik and her bones were used to create
weapons—one of which Poppy carries on her at all times—the
bloodstone and wolven-bone dagger Vikter gave to her
on her sixteenth birthday. 


Reunited, Poppy and Cas discuss her being the harbinger, her
Culling, the prophecy, and the Joining. She then talks through everything she
learned with the generals and uncovers information about Malec. As it turns
out, he’s buried in the northeast corner of the Blood Forest near some ruins
and was entombed in a casket covered in deity bones. 


She also learns that I helped Eloana
entomb Malec.


Yes, I did.


They decide that Malec and Ires will be returned to Nyktos and the Consort once everything is over, and Poppy
leaves to spend some time with Tawny and talk to Kieran about the Joining.
During their discussion, Poppy feels things from Kieran and discovers there’s
love there. She then realizes she also loves him. It’s not the same as what she
feels for Cas, but it’s enough for both of them to
make the kind of promise the Joining requires.


They set off to find Malec and encounter some hardships along
the way—what else is new?—Craven and Gyrms, both of which they thankfully defeat. 


When they return, Poppy, Cas, and Kieran partake in the
Joining—which did turn sexual…something I wholeheartedly approved of—and end up
with synced breaths and heartbeats and shared feelings. Unfortunately, it
doesn’t remove the curse from Kieran as they hoped it would.


Poppy dreams of the woman with the silver hair again and
sees someone she feels could be Vikter. She wakes in
Cas’s arms with Kieran lying close. After making sure their armies are ready, they set off to meet with the Queen.


It’s here where the actual events vary a little from my Seer
visions. I was nearly as shocked by the final outcome
as those in attendance. 


When they reach the Queen, Poppy delivers an ultimatum that
they remove the curse from Kieran before she brings Malec out. Callum does, and
they deliver the Queen’s heartmate to her, despite Millie’s warnings to Poppy
that something doesn’t feel right. 


Thinking Isbeth would bring Malec
back, everyone watches raptly, ready to act if needed. And this is where it
gets weird. Isbeth shocks them all by apologizing and
plunging a shadowstone dagger into her lover’s
heart—the one thing that can kill a god. She rambles on about someone waiting
for the sacrifice. The balance the Arae always insist on. The one born of
mortal flesh on the verge of becoming a great Primal power. And Callum reveals
that as long as both Poppy and Millie share the blood of the Primal and are
loved, he will be restored. He adds that Isbeth
just needed someone of his bloodline to set
things in motion. 


So, Malec wasn’t the True King of the Realms that
everyone was talking about. And Poppy ended up being the bringer of death and
destruction anyway since she brought Malec to Isbeth.
Putting the prophecy puzzle pieces together, they establish that Isbeth is the harbinger, and Millie is the
warning. Callum goes on to say that he needed to be strong so he could
wake, and that Poppy’s Ascension freed him. He says that when Malec takes
his final breath, he will be at full strength. When Poppy smells stale
lilacs, she realizes who he is. It’s Kolis. The Primal who stole his
twin brother’s power and Court and unbalanced the realms.


Millie tells Poppy that Malec is still alive and that things
can be stopped. When she summons the draken and
starts to use eather, they warn her that it will
attract the dakkais. She pulls back but can’t sustain
it. During her god battle with Isbeth, the dakkais attack, and many die. The Consort comes to her and
tells her that it wasn’t supposed to be this way, and Poppy remembers what
Reaver said about saying the Consort’s name. 


She realizes the Consort is the true Primal of Life and
screams her name, one she didn’t even know she knew, and is suddenly struck by
lightning, becoming churning light and shadow with eather
wings. Fangs appear, and her Culling comes to fruition.


Poppy goes Primal, and a great battle ensues. When she wakes
later, she’s relieved to see all of her fallen friends
alive and whole and learns that Reaver took Malec to Iliseeum,
Millie ran off, and Malik followed. 


Nektas tells everyone about Eythos and Kolis and relays the
story of Sotoria. He goes on to say that the
Consort’s Ascension was like a cosmic restart, and only if a female descendant
was born and Ascended would the reboot happen again.
Malec having a child upset the balance and created a loophole for what was done
to Kolis to be undone. He says that Callum must be found and dealt
with and reveals that Poppy is the Primal of Blood and Bone, the true Primal of
Life and Death.


When Poppy tells Nektas that she
knows where Ires is, he orders them to take him to the god and says they must
also find Jadis so they can return to Iliseeum. Nyktos and the Consort no longer sleep, which means the
other gods will wake. 


The war has only begun.


In the tunnels under Wayfair, Kieran and Casteel are very
overprotective, and Nektas makes fun of them for
worrying over and safeguarding her, calling them adorable. 


When the tunnels collapse, Cas and Kieran move to protect
her, but they realize that she didn’t do it. It wasn’t any of them. It’s the
gods.


Poppy gets excited that it could be Penellaphe,
her namesake, and asks if she can meet her. Nektas
tells her she’ll likely get to meet all of them when the time is right.


I cannot wait to see that.


The group finally reaches Ires, and Poppy isn’t sure what to
say or do. She feels super uncomfortable at first and Cas calms her, as Nektas warns that he will be more animal than man.


Poppy touches her father, and he shifts. She talks to him
and asks if he remembers her, telling him she’s his daughter. After Kieran gets
Ires a banner to wear, the god finds his voice and reaches out to Poppy,
telling her he knows who she is.


It was such a touching moment.


They all discuss Jadis, and Ires tells them he believes she’s
somewhere in the Willow Plains. 


All of a sudden, Poppy gets dizzy.
When Nektas asks if she’s slept, she replies that she
rested a little. He clarifies that he meant stasis, but she passes out before more
can be said.


Kieran and Cas take her to a spare room in the castle and
watch over her, telling her stories of their early time together. 


When she finally wakes, she shakes the castle, burns a
symbol for life and death into the floor, and opens eyes the pure silver of a
Primal.


 


Poppy’s prophecy:


From the desperation of golden crowns and born of mortal flesh, a great primal power rises as the heir
to the lands and seas, to the skies and all the realms. A shadow in the ember,
a light in the flame, to become a fire in the flesh. When the stars fall from
the night, the great mountains crumble into the seas, and old bones raise their
swords beside the gods, the false one will be stripped from glory until two
born of the same misdeeds, born of the same great and Primal power in the
mortal realm.

~ I introduce Cas as the King of Blood and Ash, and Poppy as
the Queen of Flesh & Fire to the people.


~ The Priestess called Poppy, “the one whose blood is full
of ash and ice.”

From all appearances, Coralena was an incredible mother.
Despite becoming Poppy’s guardian under orders from her Queen, she eventually
went against Isbeth to try to save her daughter,
likely knowing the punishment would be swift and severe if she were ever
discovered. 


 


Eyes: Brown (we later learn that they’re
very pale like all Revenants but were darkened with magic).


Background: Third daughter. Handmaiden/Revenant.



Family: Husband = Leopold Balfour †. Son =

CORALENA’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


The story goes that being a third daughter, Coralena was a
Lady in Wait, given to the Court at the Rite. Before her Ascension, she met
Leopold—which they say was an accident, though we know it wasn’t since Leo was
a viktor and knew who his charge was, thus
seeking out Cora before Poppy was even born. They fell in love. That much is
true, at least. It’s said that Coralena requested to forego
her Ascension so she could be with Leo—something that had never been done
before. It’s not one hundred percent clear whether or not
that part is true. What we do know is that they ended up married and
had a son together. 


The real history is that Cora was a Revenant, one of the
Queen’s personal guards, and very close to Ileana—whom we now know is really Isbeth. Coralena was the Queen’s favorite. 


After Penellaphe’s birth, Isbeth gave her to her most trusted Handmaiden—Cora—so none
who sought to gain what the Queen had could use her child against her. But Cora
had a change of heart when she discovered Isbeth’s
plan to marry Poppy to Malik in a bid to bring the kingdoms together. She
disapproved, so she and Leo stole away with Poppy and Ian. 


Having befriended Alastir before
that night, the couple asked for his help. Little did they know that he had
ulterior motives for getting close to them, and once he learned the truth about
Poppy, he decided to kill her. 


Alastir let Malik—the Dark One—in
that night, believing the Prince would do what he
hadn’t accomplished yet. The trail of blood that Malik left in his wake on the
way to the inn drew the Craven, thus resulting in Poppy’s injuries. Cora tried
to save her, pleading with Malik and telling him her
daughter would usher in great change and be the end of the Blood Crown, not the
end of the realms. She went on to tell him that Leo was Poppy’s viktor. It did little to sway the Dark One, and
Cora ended up stabbing Malik in the chest as Alastir
looked on.


It was believed Cora died that night at the inn, overcome by
the Craven. However, the Blood Queen later revealed that she did not perish in Lockswood. She lived. But she didn’t survive Isbeth’s wrath afterward. 


She made Cora ingest draken blood,
thus killing her.

he was born—or reborn, I guess—to guard someone the Fates believed was
destined to bring about significant change or serve great purpose. But unlike
most viktors, Leo figured out what he was,

Body type: Tall.


Facial features: Square jaw with several
days’ worth of beard growth. Straight nose. Dark brows.


Personality: Caring. Stable.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses:
Called Poppy “poppy-flower” and “baby girl.”


Background: Viktor. Firstborn son.
Wealthy but not a Lord—merchant family involved in shipping and friends of the
King. 


Family: Wife = Coralena †. Son = Ian †.


 


LEOPOLD’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Leopold, being reborn with the sole purpose of guarding
Poppy on her path of bringing about great change, was one of the rare few who
figured out who he was meant to protect and guide and took it upon himself to
search out who he knew would eventually become Poppy’s guardian—Cora. The two
fell in love and ended up having a son. For all intents and purposes, they had
a good life, despite knowing the truth about the Ascended
and Poppy’s fate. 


When the Dark One came to claim Poppy, both Leo and Cora
fought. Alastir, having betrayed them both, was also
present at the Lockswood Inn that fateful night. 


Most believed both Cora and Leo died that night. It’s later
revealed that Cora didn’t and was instead killed by Isbeth.
Leo’s fate, however, still remains unknown. 


I surmise that he was killed and returned to Mount Lotho and the Arae to await his next life and mission. 






IAN BALFOUR †
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Ian was the catalyst for so much of Poppy’s motivation after
Casteel—as Hawke—whisked her away. And while his story came to a tragic end,
and despite circumstances, he was a good brother.


 


Hair: Reddish brown.


Eyes: Hazel—shifting from brown to green.
Turned black after Ascension.


Body type: Long and lean.


Facial features: Handsome. Oval face.
Smooth jaw. Full lips.


Personality: Gentle. Imaginative. Playful.
Kind. Patient. Doting. A bit of a flirt. 


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Voice
was as soft as air. Loved to tell stories. A dreamer. Knew the horrors of what
lay outside the Rise walls. Called Penellaphe,
“Poppy.” Wrote his sister monthly letters. Liked coffee. Had nightmares of the
Craven attack. Before Ascension, could be found outside on sunny days,
scribbling in one of his journals and writing stories. Was a great actor. Liked
dancing.


Other: Was older than Poppy by two years.
Born in December but didn’t know the date and didn’t really celebrate.


Background: Looked forward to Ascension.
Married Lady Claudeya shortly after Ascending, though
he never talked about her. Ascended when Poppy was sixteen as a favor.
Was the last to Ascend. 


Family: Mother = Coralena †. Father = Leopold
†. Adoptive sister = Penellaphe.


 


IAN’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Ian is an interesting case. He seemed to retain some of his
goodness even after his Ascension. Too bad Isbeth had
to cut his life short. I wish Poppy could have had more time to see how much
was left so she could add that to her memories of playing with him under the
willow, making snowballs, and learning how to pick locks.


The night the Craven attacked Lockswood
because of the Dark One—i.e., Malik—a woman at the inn pulled Ian into a room
to save him.


It’s said he always looked forward to his Ascension. I’m
sure that changed once he learned the truth…


Three years before Poppy’s planned Ascension, one year
before Ian Ascended, he beat Lord Mazeen in poker,
and the Lord accused him of cheating. That didn’t go over well at all and
caused some tension.


I’ve wondered if that’s why he ended up separated from
Poppy—outside of her being the Maiden and him being slated for Ascension.


Ian Ascended when Poppy was sixteen, even though he wasn’t a
second son—the ones the vamprys usually made into new Ascended. It was said it was done as a favor to
Poppy, and that Ileana petitioned the gods to let it be so.


I don’t believe any of that.


However, it’s worth noting that Ian was the last to be
Ascended. 


He married Lady Claudeya shortly
after Ascending, but I think it was more of a political move somehow. He never
spoke of her. Maybe he never really married her at all, and it was just a lie.
Who knows?


He next appears in my visions right around the time things
were getting real with Poppy and her allies. 


Vonetta confirms that Ian has Ascended, and then he leads a
convoy of about two hundred Royal Knights and soldiers to Spessa’s
End to request an audience with Cas and Poppy. He says he will only speak to
his sister and claims he’s come to prevent another war. 


He asks about Poppy, wondering how she’s doing after her
kidnapping. When he finds out she’s married, he fakes surprise—I’m quite certain
he already knew. 


When he meets with them, he asks what Atlantia hopes to gain
by taking his sister—not the Maiden—and wonders if he’s actually supposed to believe she married the monster
responsible for their parents’ deaths. He makes a comment that he can only
imagine the lies the enemy has told her, though he won’t hold it against
her—nor will the Crown.


At this point, the things he said made me think that while
he might have had a spark of goodness left, it wasn’t a big one. Either that,
or as Poppy said, he was just a really great actor. I
honestly don’t know. It’s really hard to read someone
properly in a vision.


Especially since he sort of shifts yet again, saying some
additional things before telling the group the villain is always the hero in
their own story.


Ian asks if he can speak with Poppy alone, and as they talk,
something flickers across his face when she talks about how the
Ascended feed. 


He relays that Tawny is safe but says Poppy can see for
herself if she comes. He adds that the true Queen has requested a
meeting with the Prince and Princess of Atlantia in a fortnight at the Royal
Seat in Oak Ambler. He says Ileana promises not to harm either of them so long
as they leave the army they’ve gathered in the north.


As the group mulls it over, Ian flirts with Vonetta and
tells her she’s more than welcome to join them when they make the trip.


Cas moves to Poppy, and the knights start to advance. Ian halts
them and says the Blood Crown has no desire to start another war, then adds
that if it comes to that, Atlantia won’t win.


He warns them all that if they arrive with any ill will,
they will be destroyed, along with Atlantia, starting with Spessa’s
End. Then he taunts that they could have hundreds of thousands of soldiers and
wouldn’t beat what the Queen created—alluding to the Revenants.


Here, it felt to me like he was giving them information without
it appearing he wasn’t loyal to the Blood Crown. And given what happens next, I
believe I’m right.


Ian tells Poppy he’ll see her in Oak Ambler and then asks to
hug her. When they embrace, he tells her he knows the truth and urges her to
wake Nyktos, adding that only his guards can stop the
Blood Crown.


This shocked me. I wasn’t prepared to have it confirmed that
he actually was acting. Perhaps him being a
firstborn son changed his Ascension somehow, just like it did with Millie and
Callum when they became Revenants. I’m honestly not sure.


When the group arrives in Oak Ambler, he speaks to Poppy and
tells her he hopes she is well and that her travels after they last saw each
other went well. This could sound innocuous to those around and mean nothing
but her trip to Oak Ambler, but we know he’s subtly inquiring if she went to Iliseeum.


The group meets with the Queen, trading barbs, and Ian
remains silent all the while.


I saw another flaw in Ian’s disguise when Ileana orders
Millie to be struck down and he turns away. After the truth comes out about Isbeth—what and who she is—Ian confirms all of it. 


After the Blood Queen puts forth her terms for what she
wants of Poppy and Cas, Poppy refuses. As punishment, Isbeth
has one of her knights behead Ian.






VIKTER
WARD/WARDWELL †
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Vikter is utterly intriguing—he holds a special place in my
heart—and his story is equally heartbreaking and compelling. 


 


Hair: Sandy-blond.


Eyes: Blue.


Body type: Broad shoulders.


Facial features: Weathered, sun-kissed
skin.


Personality: Stern. Gruff.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Great
fighter. Weakness for hot cocoa and chocolate. Prone to migraine headaches.
Torn between wanting Poppy to learn and help the Cursed and worrying about her
safety because of her recklessness. 


Other: Taught Poppy how to fight.


Background: Viktor. Has lived many
lives.


Family: Wife = Camilia †. Daughter =
infant, name unknown †.


 


VIKTER’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Vikter, being a viktor,
has several journeys that are worth exploring. For the sake of this dossier,
I’m going to give a high-level overview of what I know about his past and then
the notable mentions of his time with Poppy. 


Viktors are eternal beings born with a goal: to
guard someone the Fates believe is destined to bring about great change or
purpose. They are neither mortal nor god. Not all are
aware of their duty, but the Fates will always put them with the one they are
to safeguard. They are always reincarnated. When they die, their souls return
to Mount Lotho, where the Arae give them a new mortal
form and purpose with no memory of their previous lives. However, some viktors are predestined to figure out what they
are and who they were sent to protect. Vikter is one of those. 


Vikter had the last name of Ward instead of Wardwell in the
time of the gods and was brought before Seraphena to
apply a charm to keep her safe and unable to be taken from the Shadowlands. He
explains to her that he is a viktor—the
first. 


His lifetimes between Sera’s and Poppy’s are unknown to me. 


The first time I really took notice of Vikter was in the Red
Pearl. There’s just something about him. He demands attention without even
trying. 


The night I set up Poppy and Casteel’s first meeting. Vikter
arrived, and it upped my need to get Penellaphe out of the main area and into Hawke’s room.
Which I did. The rest of that night, well, let’s just say I took some time for
myself.


But back to Vikter’s story…


The following night, Vikter goes to Poppy and summons her to
aid a Cursed. They help ease his passing. 


When Poppy reveals that she hopes to be found unworthy so
she won’t Ascend, Vikter tells her that no matter what she does, she will
Ascend. 


Knowing what we know now about Poppy’s journey, that
statement is very interesting. Because she did, indeed, Ascend—when
she died, and Casteel saved her. It just wasn’t in the way we all thought—at
the hands of the Ascended. 


When they find the Lady in Wait, Malessa, murdered, Vikter
arrives after Commander Jansen deems the castle safe. He’s suffering from one
of his migraine headaches, and Poppy eases his pain. 


When Poppy’s guard, Rylan Keal, is murdered, Vikter arrives
with another guard. We know that Jericho killed Rylan, but Vikter did not know
that. Everyone was still under the impression that the Atlantians
were targeting them. At Rylan’s ceremony, Vikter lights his pyre. 


He makes his opinion known after the Duke
agrees that Hawke can become Poppy’s new personal guard and then offers some
sage advice to him. He also lays down the law about what Hawke can and cannot
do with the Maiden. 


As he trains with Poppy, they discuss her adventures coming
to an end. When it’s time to bring in the new guard who is to take Rylan’s
place, Vikter escorts her to the Royals to meet Hawke. 


Later, after one of her lessons with the Duke,
Hawke sends for him out of concern, and Vikter escorts Poppy back to her room. 


When the Craven attack, he fights
with the guards outside the Rise and sees Hawke also outside the Rise. It worries
him that she’s been left alone, but he knows she can take care of herself.
Unfortunately, upon his return, Hawke informs him that Poppy was on the Rise
fighting during the attack. The next day, he trains her in hand-to-hand
maneuvers. 


Sometime later, after assisting with a Cursed and leaving
Poppy behind, he escorts her to the Rite and hears Agnes’s concerns and
warning. Once Hawke arrives, Vikter leaves to tell the commander what he
overheard.


Just as Hawke and Poppy are leaving after their rendezvous
under the willow, Vikter catches them and knows exactly what was going on. He
dons his protective father figure hat and says they’ll spend time together over
his dead body. After he dismisses Hawke, he lectures Poppy. She gets angry and
tries to get him to understand, reminding him of everything she’s lost and all
she’s been denied. 


The Descenters attack the Rite,
and Vikter tells Poppy to defend herself and not worry about hiding the fact
that she can fight. He and Poppy defeat all their foes, but one rises from the
floor and mortally wounds Vikter, plunging a sword through his chest, just
above the heart. 


As he’s dying, he tells Poppy she’s made him proud and
apologizes for not protecting her, saying he failed as a man. He then asks her
for forgiveness and passes away. 


We know that he didn’t actually die.
He merely returned to the Arae on Mount Lotho to
await his rebirth. 


That brings me some comfort.


The rest of these things were revealed after
Vikter’s death:


Poppy recalls him telling her she shouldn’t consider the
lives of those who hold a sword to her throat. 


When he gave her the bloodstone and wolven-bone
dagger on her sixteenth birthday, he said, “This weapon is as unique as you
are. Take good care of her, and she’ll return the favor.”


Now that we know the dagger was made of Preela’s
bones, that statement gives me goose bumps. 


He once told Poppy: “I’m not untouched by it. Death is
death. Killing is killing, Poppy, no matter how justified it is. Every death
leaves a mark behind, but I do not expect anyone to take a risk I would not
take. Nor would I ask another to bear a burden I refuse to shoulder or feel a
mark I haven’t felt myself.”


He also said the mist is more than just a shield for the
Craven. It fills their lungs since no breath does and seeps from their pores
because no sweat can.


Since viktors cannot
reveal their reasons or identity, Vikter was very deliberate about what he told
Tawny in her shadowstone dream and what he asked her
to relay for him—like the full prophecy, the fact that Poppy already knew the
Consort’s name, and what would happen if someone with Primal power spoke it in
the mortal realm.

CASTEEL’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Born to King Valyn and Queen Eloana,
Casteel grows up in Atlantia and is close with his older brother, Malik, his
bonded wolven, Kieran Contou,
and his best friend, Shea Davenwell—who later becomes
his intended. 


As disturbances between the kingdoms of Solis and Atlantia
rise, Casteel becomes convinced he can kill the Blood Crown—Queen Ileana and
King Jalara—by himself. Unfortunately, the Ascended capture
him and hold him for five decades, torturing him ceaselessly.


Shea and Malik attempt to save him multiple times until the
Ascended lay a trap during one attempt and ambush
them. Shea and Malik are separated, and Shea tells the Ascended who she’s with,
making a deal to trade Malik’s life for hers and agreeing to leave Casteel.


With the Ascended occupied, Shea reneges on her deal and
attempts to flee with Casteel, entering the tunnels with him. Unfortunately,
they don’t get far and are stopped by a pair of Ascended. 


Despite putting up a good fight, the vamprys
prevail and tell Casteel that Shea previously traded her life for Malik’s, thus
turning traitor and allowing the Prince to be taken,
which subsequently leads to their current predicament of being ensnared. While
he doesn’t believe it at first, Shea then tries to save herself again
by offering to trade Casteel’s life for hers. 


In a rage, Casteel kills her with his bare hands as well as
the Ascended, and then attempts to find and rescue Malik. I feel there is more
to the story of Shea’s end, and I keep trying to see more.
Unfortunately, I haven’t been able to glean any additional information there.
But back to Casteel’s escape. He is unsuccessful in rescuing his brother and
ultimately ends up on the beach, where he is discovered and returned home.


As I said earlier, I didn’t have much interaction with
Casteel either personally or via my visions, so my knowledge of the time
between that rescue and when he finally meets up with Poppy at the Red Pearl
masquerading as Hawke Flynn—with a little help from me—is somewhat sparse. The
pieces after he meets Poppy are the good bits, though, so let’s start
there…


Casteel, as Hawke, enters Solis and remains for two years.
Posing as a Rise Guard, he watches and waits, following Poppy through her daily
routines as the Maiden without being seen, hoping to capture her and whisk her
away to Atlantia. With a plan to use her in Atlantia’s plot to save his brother
Malik and circumvent war, and working with the Commander of the Royal Guard,
Griffith Jansen—who later turns out to be not only a double agent but also a
traitor to Atlantia, and a changeling!—Casteel
insinuates himself in such a position to become close to Penellaphe
Balfour. 


While on the Rise, Cas—as Hawke—watches over Radiant Row,
thinking about how the entire city is divided into haves and have-nots and
visits with his partner guard, Pence.


Hawke sees mist gathering in the distance and knows what it
means. The Craven are coming. Pence curses and blames the Atlantians
and it takes everything in Hawke not to set the man straight…in a violent way.
But he realizes the guard doesn’t know any better and lets it go.


Hawke sees a guard unsteady on his feet and knows what’s
happening. He’s been infected. But before he can do anything, Lieutenant Smyth arrives
on the Rise and gives Hawke hell. Hawke is flippant with his responses,
basically telling the man off. When the lieutenant leaves, Pence asks Hawke how
big his balls are because he was so bold and insubordinate. 


I’d like to know that, too. *winks*


Hawke asks Pence about Jole Crain, the cursed guard, and the
guard tells him that he lives on the third floor of the dorms. He finds him
trying to kill himself but can’t—the curse won’t allow it—and asks him some
questions before compelling him and ending his suffering.


Hawke trains in the courtyard and sees the Maiden. While
sparring with Vikter, he gets hell for being distracted. While Hawke denies it,
Vikter tells him he has some sage advice. He says it only takes a
heartbeat to lose all that truly matters. 


Hawke feels like it’s an omen.


He meets with Jansen, Kieran, and Jericho at the Red Pearl.
Jansen mentions the guards are good men and says he doesn’t like what they have to do.


I’m certain none of them particularly did. 


They discuss the Maiden’s habits and talk about where best
to get to her, and Hawke tells Jericho that no harm should come to the Maiden. 


With Hawke as Poppy’s personal guard and Kieran still
working as a City Guard, the plan is to take the Maiden
the night of the Rite. The Descenters are supposed to
create a distraction by setting some fires. 


After the others leave, Hawke and Kieran talk about the Maiden’s ancestry and why the Ascended value her so
much. They can’t figure it out. Hawke says they’ll likely get more out of the
Ascended they befriend. Kieran agrees and then leaves to check on
their other resources.


Meanwhile, Poppy wanders into the Red Pearl downstairs, and
I work a little of my matchmaker magic to get her and Casteel in the same room.
After that, I knew nature would run its course. 


Thinking that Poppy is a maid named Britta, whom Casteel has
dallied with in the past, he welcomes the intrusion to his room at the Pearl
but is still wary since the woman doesn’t smell like Britta, she doesn’t feel
like Britta, and she makes him feel things Britta never has. But she’s a
welcome distraction, nonetheless, and he takes her to the bed,
kissing her deeply and exploring as much of her as he can with her still
cloaked. 


When he finally lowers her hood and takes in her face, he’s
shocked. She may be masked like most are wont to do at the Pearl, but he knows
exactly who he has beneath him. It’s Penellaphe. The
Chosen. The Maiden. They spend an intriguing span of time together before
Kieran interrupts with important news, forcing Casteel to leave.


Sometime later, Kieran and Hawke meet Emil and Delano in
Wisher’s Grove. Cas greets them both, and Emil gives him shit—as
usual. Kieran tells the Atlantian he has a death
wish.


He really does.


Emil relays that the King and Queen are worried, and Alastir hasn’t helped assuage their anxiety. After they
talk a bit more, Cas feeds from Emil and sees the Atlantian’s memories, which interestingly
enough are of Vonetta.


Very interesting, indeed.


Emil offers to stay close in case he’s needed, but Cas tells
him to go to Evaemon and watch Alastir
to run interference.


As they leave the Grove, Cas tells Kieran he doesn’t plan to
kill the Maiden like his parents do—or would if they got their hands on her.
Kieran just takes it in.


When Casteel returns to the room at the Red Pearl, he finds
that Poppy didn’t wait for him. He trails her through
the Grove and finds an Ascended stalking her. He tears the vampry’s
heart out and leaves him hanging over the branch of a tree. Either he’ll be
discovered, and it will cause talk, or the sun will take care of him when it
rises.


Either way, win-win.


He takes a bath and gets turned on by thoughts of the
Maiden, which both confuses him and makes him a little angry. He’s conflicted.
He pleasures himself to thoughts of her but then thinks about his time in
captivity—the assault, his trauma, his healing. Steeling his resolve, he reestablishes his goal in his mind.


Hawke wonders what’s going on when Poppy doesn’t visit the
garden like she usually does. He catches sight of Lord Mazeen
with the Duchess and finds out they’re looking for a Descenter.
He overhears talk about puncture wounds on a body, and then Mazeen
mentions Lord Preston—the vampry Hawke strung up for
stalking the Maiden.


Good. Then he served as the message intended.


When the Lord walks by, Hawke realizes he smells of jasmine
and…something else. When he realizes it’s the Maiden’s scent, it bothers him
more than it probably should. 


Britta comes to say hello, and Hawke asks her what happened,
indicating what’s going on in the castle. She tells him that Malessa Axton, a
Lady in Wait, was killed and left in the castle. After some prompting about the
Lord, Hawke learns that Mazeen is, indeed, a bit too friendly.


His people make things happen to advance their plot and take
out Poppy’s guard Rylan Keal, thus opening a Royal Guard position at Poppy’s side.
However, when Jansen comes to Hawke on the Rise to tell him the guard had been
taken care of, Hawke finds out Jericho tried to take the Maiden, and she fought
back. Even cut him. In retaliation, the wolven hit
her.


Hawke heads to the Three Jackals, but Kieran catches up with
him before he makes it and says he can’t kill Jericho. Hawke says he’s not
going to. He’s going to murder him. Kieran tells him that they’re the same, and
Cas explains the difference—which is ridiculous.


Hawke and Kieran enter a room at the pub to find Jericho
playing cards with some other wolven and Descenters. He tries to calm Hawke, explaining what
happened.


Hawke pours him a glass of whiskey as a distraction and then
cuts off his left hand. He warns him to do as he’s told next time—no more, no
less—then leaves, telling Kieran to send Jericho to New Haven.


The day of Rylan’s funeral, Hawke
watches over the Maiden as Vikter goes to light the pyre.


Sometime later, Kieran and Hawke meet up with Descenter Lev Barron in the warehouse district and find a
dead couple and a baby who’s turned Craven. It’s pure disregard for life and
disgusts Hawke. He takes the baby’s life and vows to make them all pay.


Summoned to the Duke’s office, Hawke goes and meets with the
Ascended. The Duke tells Hawke that a guard must not
fear death. Hawke disagrees and tells him that if one doesn’t fear death, then
they don’t fear failure. He tells the Duke how he
would have handled the situation in the garden and other times watching the
Maiden. When the Duke insinuates some things, Hawke says he has no interest in
seducing the Maiden or becoming her friend. The Duke
warns that her innocence is charming and warns that Hawke will be flayed alive
if anything happens to the Maiden.


The Duke and Duchesses address the people about current
happenings, and Hawke observes the Maiden. She isn’t like others, and it both
charms and frustrates him. The Tulis family is outed as Descenters,
and Lev is taken prisoner after throwing a Craven hand at the Royals. Hawke orders
his people to remove the Tulises so they don’t have
to give up their only remaining child.


Called back to the Duke’s office
for the official assignment, Hawke is introduced to Poppy and Tawny and given a
rundown of the rules and what’s required of him. With each word out of the Duke’s mouth, he hates him more and more. When the Maiden is
unveiled, he’s stunned speechless. She’s stunning, and
he can see the strength and resilience in her.


Escorting Tawny and the Maiden back to her chambers, Hawke
remains outside and eavesdrops on their conversation. Every time Tawny talks
him up or tries to convince her friend of something, Hawke thinks how the Lady
in Wait has become his favorite person.


Eventually, Vikter brings Hawke his white mantle and warns
Hawke to watch himself.


After discussing the Maiden’s
schedule, Vikter warns Hawke about Penellaphe’s
nightmares and tells him about her Craven attack when she was six. When Hawke
inquires whether he’ll know if it’s only a nightmare or if it’s an attack,
Vikter tells him that she will never scream if she’s in distress.


After everything is shared, Hawke realizes what an abysmal
existence Penellaphe has had. It bothers him more than
it probably should, and he can’t stop thinking about it.


During his off hours, Cas finds a note from Kieran and goes
to the meat packing district. He enters the slaughterhouse building overseen by
a Descenter named Mac, then goes downstairs to where
Kieran is with Lord Hale Devries. The Ascended is tied up and unconscious.


Kieran wakes him by dumping a bucket of cold water over his
head, and Cas asks the Lord where Malik is being kept. The vampry
replies that he knows of no kept Prince—which
is true, since Malik was no longer kept at this point.


Easily sliding into all the things required of him as the Maiden’s personal guard, Hawke somehow finds himself
torn between his duty and plans, and what he starts feeling for the Maiden.


While guarding her, he starts to wonder why he hasn’t seen
her in several days after he escorted her to the Duke’s
office. While thinking about the fires the Descenters
set to create chaos, he hears a scream coming from the Maiden’s room. He goes
in and hides in the shadows, thinking he should probably think of her by name.
He looks at the sparseness of her room and once again thinks about the horrible
life she’s had—not at all like what he and others imagined. He checks on her
and catches the scent of arnica.


The mist comes again, and Hawke goes beyond the Rise, seeing
Vikter there, as well. He realizes that means nobody is watching the Maiden and goes to check on her. Instead, he finds
someone on the parapet firing arrows. He’s very intrigued when he
discovers it’s Penellaphe. 


Hawke talks to Vikter, and Vikter asks why he hasn’t told
anyone about Penellaphe being on the Rise. He tries
to explain, thinking his respect for her is a complicated mess, then tells
Vikter he knows he’s the one who trained her. 


As time goes on, Hawke and Penellaphe
share personal information and get to know each other, stealing intimate moments
where they can—which only makes Hawke want things to become more
intimate.


He realizes how intense things are getting when Britta
visits him in his room and basically throws herself at him, and he denies her. 


Surly over that knowledge, Cas goes to the Red Pearl and
walks in on Kieran and Circe having sex. The couple invites him to join—which
wouldn’t be a big deal, he’s done it before—but he’s not in the mood. He sulks,
seethes about how he’s imagining having sex with Penellaphe,
and drinks until they finish.


Kieran gives him shit for sitting
with a hard-on and asks him what’s going on. He tells him a little and then
shifts focus to how he plans to kill the Duke. Kieran
tells him he can’t. He adds that it’d be revenge and it’s selfish. 


They discuss Penellaphe being on
the Rise and how they really have underestimated her, and Kieran just comes out
and says that Cas cares about the Maiden. He denies it and assures his friend
that plans haven’t changed.


Hawke follows Penellaphe to the
Atheneum and finds her hanging outside on a windowsill with my journal tucked
against her chest. He teases her about it, reads a bit from it, and embarrasses
her before escorting her home. He also calls her Poppy for the first
time.


This was a real turning point for them. It was clear Hawke
was already softening and enthralled, but him using her nickname was a big
forward step.


As they walk through the Grove, they talk about her dulling
her tongue when she’s not with him. She sasses him
even more. Then, they talk a bit more about reading.


Cas just can’t resist teasing her about my journal, and I
love it so much.


When he realizes that his plans will basically just swap one
cage for another for her, it bothers him. And the fact that it bothers him
bothers him.


Yep. The guy has it bad…


Later, Hawke waits in the Duke’s
office with his feet on a dead guard. When he sees the canes, his fury rises.
He insists that what he’s planning isn’t revenge and tries to solidify that in
his mind. 


The Duke comes in and is shocked to
find Hawke. Even more so when he sees his dead guard. He threatens Hawke,
making him laugh. He reveals himself as the Dark One and the Prince of Atlantia
and tells Dorian he has no idea who is in his city.


The Duke insists Hawke will never
get the Maiden, and Cas overpowers him. He makes him blink to show him how many
times he whipped her and then gives it back.


During, something comes over the Duke
and he says that Poppy is and will always be his—I have a feeling he was channeling
Kolis there, but that’s just my hypothesis.


Incensed, Hawke impales him with a blood tree cane and then
puts him behind the banner where the Rite is being held.


When he meets Poppy and the others, he acts like nothing
happened.


Cas attends the Rite and spends some quality time under the
willow with Poppy. When they emerge, Vikter catches them and has some choice
words for them both. Hawke talks back but ultimately lets Poppy go with Vikter.


Kieran gives him hell for not taking Vikter out and taking Penellaphe right then and there. Cas assures him it’s only
a slight delay. He tells Kieran he’ll meet him in the Grove with the Maiden.
Kieran says something doesn’t feel right to him but tells Cas the Descenters have set things in motion.


When Cas returns to the castle, the Rite battle is already
underway. He joins in, looking for the Maiden the entire time. When he finally
finds her, it’s to see her swallowed in grief and wrath. He watches as she
witnesses her friend and guard, someone who was like a father to her, be struck
down. Then stands back and watches as she approaches Lord Mazeen
with fury in her eyes.


With everything that happened, Casteel knows it’s time to
make his move. He allows her to take her vengeance but then subdues her. But as
he does, he realizes they can’t go right away. Jansen sends word to Kieran in
the Grove about what happened, and Cas doesn’t think delaying for a bit longer
will matter much.


Upstairs sometime later, Cas and Tawny talk about how the
Maiden just needs time. Tawny tells Hawke she thinks he cares about Poppy. While
he admits it to himself, he doesn’t out loud. 


The Duchess arrives and tells him about the sleeping draft
Poppy was taking. She adds that his loyalty is admirable and says the Queen
will be pleased.


That makes my skin crawl because we know that’s all just a manipulation.


Cas goes to see Kieran at the Red Pearl, and they talk about
Valyn. They also discuss how Cas has regrets. They talk about how they still
don’t know what Poppy’s role is with the Ascended. Regardless, Cas can only
think about how she deserves a future. He doesn’t say that, though. He lies and
tells Kieran the plans are the same despite the delay.


Poppy and Hawke set off for the capital with eight men and
continue growing closer as the days pass, despite the circumstances. They share
things about their pasts and personal things about themselves—vulnerable
things. And all along, Kieran continues to remind him to remember his task and
stick to the plan.


In New Haven, Cas meets with Elijah, Delano, and Kieran, and
they discuss next steps and what’s happened so far.


Finally, Poppy and Hawke are no longer able to resist each
other and have sex. The next day, he meets with Elijah, Delano
and Orion—an Atlantian bearing a missive from the
Crown. They find out he’s being shady, and when he threatens Poppy’s life, Cas
rips out his heart and throws it into the fire, telling everyone the messenger
died unexpectedly during his journey.


Cas realizes he needs to go to Berkton
to meet with his father, but there’s a storm on the way. Delano offers to go
with him, but Cas tells him he needs him in New Haven. Elijah assures him that
Poppy will be okay. 


Suddenly, Naill bursts in, saying that Phillips (one of the
men they traveled with) is trying to leave with Poppy. They all rush to the
stables.


Cas’s schemes come to light when he kills one of the guards
in front of Poppy and tells her the events that led to where they are now.


Clearly, she doesn’t take it well—neither that nor seeing
Kieran shift into his wolven form—so he has her
confined to the dungeon so she can’t escape or hurt anybody. 


On his way back from Berkton, he
receives word that she was attacked and feels terrible fear. Kieran takes her
to his chambers, so he meets them once he arrives and sees how bad things are.
He takes her to the floor by the fire and pries the dagger from her hands.


To help her heal, he feeds her his blood and loses himself
in her sensual reaction to it. 


Finally, he comes clean that he is,
in fact, Casteel Da’Neer, Prince of Atlantia—whom she
has been taught is and only knows as the Dark One. Being—as he calls
her now—the absolutely stunning murderous little
creature she is, she stabs him in the heart and runs. 


When he catches up to her, he explains that he—unlike the wolven or an Ascended—cannot be killed by a blade to the
heart. Telling her that everything between them has been real and that nothing
has been a lie, he bites her, immediately realizing that she’s part Atlantian. He can’t control his lust, and they have
glorious, unfettered sex in the snowy forest. 


It brought back some very good memories for me. I
should go back and read those journal entries in the volumes I still have in my
possession…


Later, Casteel confesses that his feelings got in the way of
his plan, and she takes away his pain—both the physical and the
emotional—making him realize why the vamprys wanted
her so badly. He then tells her he’s taking her home to Atlantia, but after
some dissent within his ranks, he suddenly realizes that it’s imperative for
him to show his people that she’s under his protection.


After nailing all those who attacked Poppy to the hall walls
with bloodstone spikes through their hands and hearts and heads—leaving only
Jericho alive, minus a hand—he informs all the others that Poppy is part Atlantian and the two of them are going home to be married.
As their journey progresses, they share stolen moments amidst sniping at each
other, and Casteel tells her that he has not lied to her since she discovered
who he is and explains his reasons for wanting to marry her.


When Poppy tries to escape again, and Casteel realizes she
planned to go to the Ascended, hoping they’d take her to the capital where she
could find and free her brother, he tells her that he refuses to carve her name
in the wall of the tombs like so many of the other dead and returns her
bloodstone dagger.


As he watches Poppy’s gifts change and grow, Casteel knows
there’s something special about her—and it’s not just her heritage or her
blood. When the Ascended finally track her down and
attack, he confronts them and says: “I am born of the first kingdom. Created
from the blood and ash of all those who fell before me. I have risen to take
back what is mine. I’m who you call the Dark One.” And then he continues. “Yes,
I have the Maiden, and I’m not giving her back.”


Something he meant in more ways than one, I’m sure.


After a battle with the Ascended that leaves him afraid
she’ll be dead when he finally gets to her, he gives her his blood to help her
heal and uses a mild compulsion on her to help her sleep, thus skipping the
hyperarousal that usually comes from the act of feeding. 


Why anyone would want to skip that is beyond me. That’s the
best part. But I digress…


Casteel’s feelings continue to grow, yet she still seems
hesitant, so he asks her to pretend and live in the moment with him. To not
worry about the past or the future.


As someone all about roleplay and pretending, that was super
sexy to me. But it was also ridiculously sweet. 


After gifting Poppy with her retribution for Lord Chaney
attacking her and taking the child hostage, he sets off to take care of his
princely duties, even though he hates leaving her. Being away from her is
getting harder and harder as the days pass. Later, when Poppy has a nightmare,
he comforts her and pretends again. But it’s becoming something more
than a ruse with him. He can’t seem to stop himself from pleasuring her and
loves to watch her shatter beneath his touch. 


Continuing their journey to Atlantia, Casteel worries about
his people. He plans to wait for the first group from New Haven before continuing on to the Skotos
Mountains, but he finds that he’s not only worrying about his people.
His protective instincts for Poppy continue to grow—as do his feelings.


When Poppy tells him she’s not his and says she only belongs
to herself, he asks her if she’d be willing to give him at least a piece,
whatever one she chooses, and tells her that it will be his most prized
possession.


Could he be any sweeter?


They eventually discuss their relationship, what they can
expect, and what people will expect of them, as well as the changes in
Poppy. In passing, Cas mentions her finding someone to love for real after all is said and done, but the way he poses it,
it’s really still about them—I wonder if maybe he didn’t even realize it. When
Poppy asks him if he’s ever been in love, he confirms that he has, but cuts off
any more questions she has by simply saying, “She’s gone.” He doesn’t want to
talk about Shea. Who could blame him?


Things are pretty quiet for the
next three days until their group comes upon the Dead Bones Clan. Cas gives
Poppy a crossbow and shows her how to use it. It’s a sign of trust, plus
necessary. When the Clan attacks, their group fights valiantly, but Casteel is
injured in the battle, shot with multiple arrows—in his left shoulder, just to
the right of the center of his back, one in the back, and another in the
stomach. The last gets stuck when he tries to pull it out, but he assures Poppy
it’s not serious.


Once settled in Spessa’s End,
Casteel rouses with Poppy but wakes up starving. The injuries he sustained took
too much out of him, not to mention the blood he gave Poppy to heal. But
despite his need for blood, he hungers for her and is done waiting. He
scares her a bit at first until she realizes his intentions. Then…he devours
her. Until Kieran storms in to stop him, worried about Poppy’s safety—and Cas’s
mental state should he accidentally hurt her. Eventually, the Prince comes out
of it and apologizes. But he knows he’ll never think of honeydew the same.


Despite needing blood, he hesitates when Poppy offers to
feed him. When she insists, he ultimately relents and says he’ll do it, but
only under one condition: They can’t be left alone. They invite Kieran to
oversee the act, and when he’s fed enough, Casteel lets Kieran leave and offers
to ease Poppy’s lustful ache—her glorious reaction to having him feed from her. He tells her how brave and generous he thinks
she is. How beautiful. And then brings her to climax with skilled hands while
finding release himself—something he says has never happened before like that.


Earnestly, he admits that he’ll always want more
when it comes to her and asks to hold her, to pretend once again, even though
it hasn’t been a ruse to him in quite some time. He doesn’t think she’ll let
him. So, when she does, he tells her that there are no takebacks and pulls her
close, reveling in how she melts against him.


My heart is melting again while writing this, just
like it did when I saw it. 


Casteel proposes a field trip to the real Spessa’s End for Poppy, the one that outsiders don’t get to
see, but gives her an ultimatum. He’ll only do it if they keep pretending to be
a couple—his ruse to keep her close. They seal the deal with a kiss, and Poppy
laughs. It absolutely undoes him. 


Her laugh is pretty spectacular.



When a young wolven named Beckett
is hurt and Poppy heals him, Casteel witnesses her glowing and wants her so
badly it’s nearly unfathomable. Being Cas and never afraid to speak his mind,
he tells her—both that she glowed and that he wants to do wicked things to her.


Pretty sure I would feel the same.


It’s clear that her powers are growing, and it absolutely
awes him. However, it concerns him, as well. He discusses her gifts with her
and asks her not to use them in front of crowds until they know more and can
control the narrative.


They talk about their upcoming nuptials, and Cas tells Poppy
that he wants to marry her now in Spessa’s End. She
agrees, but Alastir is anything but pleased by the
news. Casteel isn’t happy with the wolven’s reaction
and reiterates that Poppy is what he wants. After the encounter and
needing to share some of the beauty of Spessa’s End
with Poppy, he takes her to the poppy fields and the caves, letting
little bits of his truth free and telling her how he feels. 


While in the cavern, they agree to stop pretending and have
wicked and wondrous sex in the hot springs. When they return to the others, Alastir’s ire turns vile, and he blurts out that Casteel is
already promised to another—namely, Alastir’s niece,
Gianna.


Poppy is clearly hurt by the news—who wouldn’t be after
everything they shared? Casteel can almost see her thoughts on her face and
argues with Alastir, saying that what he did was a weak
move. He explains his actions once again, reiterating his love for Poppy. He
even goes so far as to reveal that she stabbed him in the chest after learning
of his original plans in an attempt to smooth things
over with those in attendance. 


Poppy tells everyone that she knew about his plans to
capture and use her, but she fell for him anyway—when he was still Hawke. She
goes on to say that he is the first thing she’s ever chosen for herself.


 Be still my heart.


Later, when Casteel goes to her chambers to wake her, they
fight about Gianna. He tells her that he never openly protested the suggestion
of the two of them marrying because he didn’t want to hurt Alastir’s
niece but ensures Poppy that he’s been completely honest with her about
everything—except his need to feed. And he kept that from her for a good
reason.


He asks her if what she said at dinner was true—that she’s
fallen for and chooses him—and admits that he wants everything from her. He
shares that his original plan made less sense the more they interacted. And
that with her, he can just be. 


Before he can show her how much he loves her, they’re
interrupted and told the sky is on fire.


Yeah, that would be an ardor douser. 


They wonder if it’s an omen and go out to investigate,
finding it’s not actually the sky but something large in the distance. A bit
later, Delano arrives, wounded, with news that the Ascended are on their way
with an army. 


Casteel sends Alastir and Kieran
for reinforcements and asks Poppy to go with them. But, as usual, she’s stubborn
and resists. He threatens to compel her if she doesn’t go but finally relents
when she argues that she can be an asset and won’t be a liability. 


She’s a great fighter. I would have believed her.


Kieran is angry about leaving Cas but knows it must be done.
They share an emotional goodbye, and Casteel goes to determine who can fight.
Once he’s assessed, he arranges a strategy meeting and invites Poppy to join.
Another sign of trust and love.


In a heartfelt exchange, Casteel admits that the most shame
he’s ever felt is tied to her and says he actually planned
on taking her during the Rite. He even had Kieran and others waiting to move
in. He also admits that he wanted…no, he needed to be her first
everything, and that he still wants everything from her. He adds that he
pretends he can have it, even when he knows she’ll inevitably leave, leaving him
still wanting.


Poor guy. I just want to hold him close.


In a moment of vulnerability and honesty, he finally tells
Poppy about Shea, revealing that he doesn’t talk about her. Not because he
loved her but because he hates her and loathes what he was forced to do. He
tells Poppy that only Malik and Kieran know the truth. The people of Atlantia
think Shea died a hero, and he’s okay with that. He goes on to explain that one
of the big reasons he couldn’t marry Gianna was because she looks like Shea,
and it bothered him. 


Poppy reciprocates by pouring out her heart to him and
telling him how she really feels. He proposes again and asks her to marry him
immediately. She accepts and tells him to remember he’s worthy.


Casteel and Poppy marry in the traditional Atlantian way, but when they are pronounced husband and
wife, the afternoon sky turns as dark as midnight. It’s an omen, something that
hasn’t happened since Casteel’s parents married, and is believed to be a blessing
from Nyktos, showing his approval of their union. 


After the wedding, Casteel takes in his new bride, utterly
in awe. Poppy asks him why he stares at her when she laughs or smiles, and he
tells her it’s like déjà vu, as if he’s heard it before, even before meeting
her. When she asks about heartmates, he explains that it started at the
beginning of recorded time, when one of the ancient deities fell so deeply in
love with a mortal that he begged the gods to bestow the gift of long life on
the one he chose. The ending of that story is sad, but the beauty behind the
thought of having someone who is made for you, to complete you, is beautiful.
They also discuss the Joining, which leads to shared blood and bodies.


And let me tell you, a glorious consummation of marriage it
was.


When Duchess Teerman arrives with
her knights, asking for the Maiden to be returned, Casteel demands that Poppy
stay concealed on the Rise so as not to make herself a target. He also tells
her that if anything should happen to him, she is to go to the caves. Kieran
will find her there. But when the Duchess begins spouting lies about Ileana
being Poppy’s grandmother and the Queen not being Ascended, his new bride can’t
stay hidden—or silent. Casteel absolutely loves her spirit, but he hates when she paints a target on herself.


When the Duchess catapults her gifts, and Elijah’s
head lands at Casteel’s feet, his fury consumes him. He tells Poppy to kill as
many of them as possible and leaps from the Rise.


Once things die down a bit, she suggests she should just go
to them so no more of their people die or get hurt, insisting they won’t kill
her. Casteel tells her they cannot have her because he knows what they will do
to her. He says she is what matters now. They are.


I absolutely love him.


Before he can get her to safety, she threatens to kill
herself if the Solis army doesn’t stop, warning them what the Queen would do to
them if they allowed that to happen. Cas wants to throttle her and tells her as
much—because he knows she would do it. She’s that impulsive. And while it
shouldn’t be something that endears her to him, it does. Luckily, her threat
makes the soldiers hesitate—just long enough for the Atlantian
Army to arrive.


The new couple greets Kieran and tells him he missed a lot,
showing off the marriage imprint. But before Casteel can say more, Poppy’s
suddenly gone and rushing to the Royal carriage. He catches up, arriving just
as Poppy destroys the Duchess. He’s absolutely furious
with his wife for her stunt earlier and for putting herself in danger,
yet totally in awe of her—and wickedly turned on. He tells everybody they are
not to get near the carriage under any circumstances and then enters with
Poppy, closing them both inside. Bursting with emotion, he tells her that he
needs her and asks if he can have her, then they show each other with their
bodies what words cannot convey.


They spared a single Solis soldier in the battle, a boy
barely past the cusp of manhood, and only so he could deliver a message for
them. Casteel and a few others set out for the scorched land of Pompay with the boy so he can let the Ascended in
Whitebridge know that Spessa’s End has been
reclaimed, and anyone who comes for it will meet the same fate as those before.


When Cas returns, he tells Poppy the wolven
heard her during the battle and veered in her direction. Poppy relays what the
Duchess said in the carriage about their brothers being together and Poppy
accomplishing what the Queen never could: taking Atlantia. 


Setting off again, they travel through the mist in the Skotos Mountains, planning to meet the others at Gold Rock.
When they stop for the night, they discuss how the mist seems to be interacting
with Poppy. That night, Poppy sleepwalks, but Casteel is able
to stop her in time, pulling her back just before she walks off the side
of the cliff.


He tells her that he thinks the gods helped him find her and
says they seem to like her. Then he tells her he dreamed she was in the same
cage he’d been held in and that he couldn’t free her. He also tells her about
Kieran’s dream. 


Seems something affected them all. It’s my thought that the
gods were already restless by this point, and Kolis was already affecting
things in the mortal realm a bit.


They finally reach Gold Rock and reunite with the others. As
they continue on and pass through the Pillars of
Asphodel—not the same pillars as in the gods’ times that served as the gateway
to the Vale and the Abyss—Cas welcomes Poppy home.


With Poppy in awe of everything she’s seeing for the first
time, he leaves to speak with Alastir, and Beckett
offers to take Poppy to the Chambers. 


Word of a commotion reaches him, and he takes off to find
her, arriving after the attack with Naill, Emil, Alastir,
Casteel’s parents, and others, only to see nothing but carnage and a mini
forest of blood trees that were not there before. 


When Jasper growls at him as he approaches, Cas suddenly
understands what has happened. Something his mother confirms when she asks him
what he has done and what he brought to Atlantia.


Alastir insists there’s still time.
Casteel drops to one knee, his short swords crossed over his chest as the wolven lower to their bellies or dip into bows, their
hindquarters in the air. 


Queen Eloana tells Alastir it’s too late and removes her crown, placing it at
the foot of the Nyktos statue before saying, “Lower
your swords and bow before the last descendant of the most ancient ones, she
who carries the blood of the King of the Gods within her. Bow before your new
Queen.”


When Poppy wobbles, Casteel goes to catch her but stops
momentarily when all the wolven growl—even Kieran, his
bonded wolven. He doesn’t care. He understands they
are just protecting her, something he is all about, and it makes him angry that
the Royal Guard and those in the Temple see Poppy and the wolven
as a threat. But then what Alastir says penetrates,
and he realizes why the wolven are acting the way
they are. 


All the bonds between the Atlantians
and the wolven have been broken. 


By his wife.


When Poppy explains what happened, Cas is enraged that his
people tried to stone Poppy in the Temple and orders Beckett to be found. He
also declares for all to hear that a move against his wife is a move against
him, and anyone who even tries will die. He then orders that Alastir be seized. 


Can you imagine having someone you’ve known all your life,
someone you trusted implicitly, betray you like that? It hurts my heart to
think of it.


When Casteel’s father declares that Casteel is not the King
yet and Poppy is not the Queen and orders Alastir to
be put somewhere safe, Cas makes it known that if Alastir
doesn’t go willingly, he’ll be the first at his throat. But before
they can take him away, Alastir instructs the guards
to protect their King and Queen—Valyn and Eloana, not
Casteel and Poppy—and they attack.


Jasper and Kieran are hit with arrows during the skirmish,
and Casteel moves to shield Poppy. Unfortunately, he is struck, as well—in the
back, the shoulder, and the leg. And the shadowshade-dipped
arrows turned his skin to stone.


I once saw someone wounded by shadowshade.
It’s not something I care to ever see again.


When Cas finally comes out of it a few days later, he and
several others set off for Irelone to rescue Poppy,
finding her by telling the Crown Guard that if the conspirators don’t confess,
he will start killing them all—using compulsion to make sure they got the
message, and he got the information he needed. 


He arrives and tears through the enemy, even going so far as
to rip out the spine of someone rushing Poppy and Kieran. But when Poppy shouts
for him to stop right before he kills a man in a mask, he does so without
question, beyond surprised to find Jansen under the mask. Someone he trusted
since before the Red Pearl—before things were even really set in motion. 


He goes from pride at watching Poppy keep her promise to end
Jansen to devastation when one of the Protectors hits her in the chest with a
crossbow bolt. He makes promises to Poppy that he’ll make it right and ignores
his father’s warnings and the things Kieran tries to tell him. Instead, he
bites into his wrist and tries to get her to drink. When he sees that she’s
beyond that, he dissolves with grief.


When a blood tree grows around her, he makes his decision
and tells those loyal to him to keep everyone else—especially those trying to
stop him—away from Poppy and him, threatening to rip their hearts from their
chests if they don’t. He declares that not even the gods could stop him from
doing what he plans to do next. 


The one thing his father says he cannot do because he knows what will happen.


Ascend her.


When Poppy awakens, starving, and throws herself at Kieran,
Casteel steps in to stop her, urging her to use him instead and marveling at
the fact that she is alive but didn’t Ascend. 


He apologizes for not being there the minute she woke and
tells her how in awe he is of her, going on to remind her how brave she is and
saying that he’s unworthy. When she finally feeds enough to come back to
herself, he tells her how much he needs her and loves her, marveling at the
fact that she says it in return—for the first time!—and
they show each other with bodies and mouths and more just how much. 


But even with her back in his arms and still being able to
see the beautiful green of her eyes versus the black he so feared, he blames
himself for the attack and feels he didn’t do enough to ensure her safety. 


When Poppy questions what happened when she was out of it,
he tells her that she died and that his marriage imprint had even begun to
fade, which was when he knew there was no turning back and started the process
of Ascending her. They then discuss the things that came after—her trying to
eat Kieran, him feeding from Naill, the fact that she didn’t, in fact, Ascend.


They talk with Kieran about what happened at the Temple and
why she didn’t Ascend, thus turning into a vampry.
Kieran reminds Poppy that he told her she smelled of Death, not like something
dead, and Casteel adds that her blood doesn’t just taste old, it tastes ancient.
Therefore, the blood in her must be old power. They also talk about why she did
what she did—or was able to do—in the Chambers, deducing it was her being on Atlantian land combined with the blood she’d taken from
Casteel, along with a few other things. 


Boy, would they be surprised when they discovered the truth
of it.


When Poppy inquires about the wolven bonds, Casteel confirms that his tether to Kieran is
indeed broken. Kieran says they just made room for her.


That seriously makes me a puddle of goo.
He’s just so sweet and sexy.


They discuss Alastir, and Poppy
reveals that he was there the night she and her parents were attacked at Lockswood, Casteel tells her that he meant what he said
when he promised she could have whatever she wanted. And then he tells her that
Alastir is all hers.


Sweet, sweet retribution. There is something utterly erotic
about exacting vengeance when punishment is due.


Before they set off for the Skotos
Mountains, Casteel tells Poppy how impressed he is with her new strength and asks
her to demonstrate by hitting him. When she refuses, he goads her by teasing
her about how much she loves my journal—who wouldn’t?—and
finally gets her to slug him in the stomach, most definitely proving how much
stronger she is.


As they ride on, Casteel notes how the mist seems different
through the mountains this time. It scatters to let them pass. And when they
reach the trees of Aios, they see that they are
different, too. Instead of the gold forest they are all used to, they find one
full of blood-red trees.


Coming from someone who both saw and enjoyed the beautiful
golden trees, seeing them turn the color of blood was indeed a shock. But they
were still stunning, and I knew it heralded the changes yet to come.


When they stop to rest for the night, Delano begins howling,
sensing Poppy’s distress, and Casteel has to wake her
from what appears to be a nightmare, marveling at the connection she has to the
wolven now.


When they reach the Temple of Saion, Casteel inquires if
anyone knows that he’s having his father held. He’s told
that his mother and the Crown Guards think Valyn is with them. He also learns
that some Atlantians and mortals attempted to free Alastir and were dealt with, but some are still alive for
the couple’s…enjoyment. 


When they’re finally face-to-face with his father, Casteel and Poppy reveal that she’s not a vampry. When Valyn still admonishes his son for doing what
he did, Casteel tells him that he knew what he was doing the entire time and
would do it all over again, even if she had Ascended. He then adds
that she is his everything and that nothing is greater than she is. They part
ways, and the couple heads off to see to Alastir.


With absolutely no mercy, Casteel beheads all those who
tried to set Alastir free, leaving only the wolven alive. Cas then tells Alastir
that he betrayed both him and Atlantia, but stresses that those weren’t the
worst of his sins. He then confronts him about that day so long ago when Alastir became the one responsible for Poppy’s nightmares
and scars. Holding his sword to his neck, Casteel threatens him, ultimately
wiping his blade on the man’s clothing and turning him over to Poppy so she can
have her revenge.


She takes it. Gladly.


They arrive in Saion’s Cove to a large crowd heralding the
return of their Prince. Cas apologizes to Poppy for overwhelming her but says
there is no other way for them to get to Jasper’s. When the praise turns to
Poppy, and the crowd starts cheering, “Meyaah Liessa,” calling her their Queen, he once again
feels awe.


When they reach the stables and Casteel introduces Poppy as
someone very special to him—his wife—the most extraordinary thing happens. All
the wolven approach and shift, dropping to one knee
with their hands over their hearts, their loyalty directed at Poppy.


Arriving in their chambers, Casteel tells her what’s inscribed
on their wedding rings—always and forever—and reminds her that they
are real with each other, always and forever. He then goes on to tell her he
knows a lot has happened and that it’s okay for her to feel however she feels.
When she finally breaks down, he is—as promised—there to pick up the pieces and
pulls her close.


Casteel takes the opportunity while Poppy slumbers to peruse
my journal. When Poppy wakes and finds him thumbing through the leather-bound
volume, he teases her by reading one of my most favorite entries: the night
Andre, Torro, and I had a tawdry tryst in a garden, later joined by Lady
Celestia, making the evening even more memorable. There was indeed more than
one manhood and lots of scandalous lady parts about.


Casteel leaves to speak with his father. When he returns,
he’s dumped into the middle of an Unseen attack—an extremist group he thought
had either disbanded or died out—complete with Gyrms.
When they finally prevail, he pulls Poppy to him and congratulates her on her
kills. 


When they discuss what to do about the Unseen, Poppy tries
to convince Casteel that they shouldn’t be killed because they don’t trust or
like her. She believes they should be given a chance to redeem themselves.
Casteel agrees to a trial but says he will have the ultimate say on whether
they live or die.


They talk about her claim to the throne, and Casteel tells
her he will support her in whatever decision she makes. However, they will have
to leave Atlantia if she chooses to renounce it. But he reiterates that it’s
okay. He doesn’t want her to take another role she doesn’t want and didn’t
choose, and he loves her more than his people. Though he does add that she
would be an amazing Queen and a much better ruler than he would ever be.


A child gets injured in an accident, and Casteel witnesses
Poppy healing the girl—someone beyond saving. When she does, he realizes that
she is, indeed, a goddess. He’s always thought her to be, but this is actual
confirmation. When they discuss it later, he surmises that she either willed
the girl’s soul to remain or brought her back to life. 


Casteel introduces Poppy to Kieran’s mother, Kirha, and meets his parents at Cove Palace. They all
discuss Poppy’s heritage, and he learns that Poppy’s parents couldn’t have been
mortal. When he learns more about the past, he’s enraged that his parents remained
close to Alastir when they knew he’d left a
child to be murdered by the Craven. His father only replies that Cas will have
to learn to stomach things that will haunt his dreams if he is to become King.


When Poppy’s brother Ian arrives, they arrange for a convoy
to Spessa’s End. After they meet with Ian, Cas and
Poppy discuss why she didn’t kill her brother and whether Poppy should take the
crown. But before they can do more than discuss the coronation, the Unseen attack again. This time, Poppy uses her power to defeat
them, and Casteel is beyond proud of her—and very turned on. 


I saw some of that in a vision and she was
resplendent.


After the couple claims the thrones
of Atlantia, they meet the Council. It’s their first time meeting me, and it
brings me great pleasure when they realize who I am and that their most
scandalous—at least, according to Poppy—and enjoyable reading material is actually my personal journal. 


When some of the Council thinks to speak their minds about Poppy,
Casteel tells them they will either bow to their Queen or bleed before her.


It made me smile.


After plans are made for their trip to Oak Ambler and Iliseeum, they discuss things they’ve learned thus
far—about me setting them up at the Red Pearl, about the prophecy, about what
Poppy has to possibly look forward to regarding her
hunger…


Knowing they need someone to act as their right hand,
Casteel and Poppy ask Kieran to be their Advisor, assemble the group to make
the trip to Iliseeum, and then set off with Kieran,
Vonetta, Emil, and Delano. 


When they arrive, they do so to many perils: the mist, the
Consort’s soldiers, and smoke snakes. Casteel urges Poppy to use eather to defeat anything that may harm her and then
reminds the group they will not be going into Dalos,
and that Nyktos’s guards may be near. 


When they finally do come face-to-face with the King of
Gods, Casteel tries to defend Poppy when she displays a little attitude with Nyktos, and he threatens to kill her. Then he makes Poppy
promise that she won’t get herself killed when talking to the Primal privately.



After their meeting, Casteel asks Poppy about the woman
she’s been seeing and surmises that she might be a Primal, too. He also takes Nyktos’s final words to Poppy—that she is due more than one
crown and kingdom—to mean she’ll one day rule both Solis and Atlantia.


After they assemble their team to head to Oak Ambler and set
off on the ship, Casteel helps Poppy with her seasickness by distracting her in
the most deliciously carnal way possible while reading from my journal—it’s a
particularly wonderful passage. 


Casteel admits to Poppy that when the Blood Crown held him
as their prisoner, he’d often forget himself and feel like a thing as
opposed to a person. He tells her that Kieran is the only one who knows the
depths of what he went through. He reveals that being called “Cas” or “Hawke”
was sometimes all it took for him to remember that he wasn’t a thing.


No wonder he was so full of wonder the first time she called
him that.


As their journey continues, he and Poppy come upon a large
cat in a cage, and he marvels at how much it looks like the cave cats of old
they believed to be extinct. He hates that he has to
tell Poppy that they cannot set him free. Still, he promises to include him in
their deal with the Blood Queen. When Poppy inquires whether the cat could be
Malec, he tells her that Malec wasn’t that kind of deity and couldn’t take that
form.


When the Queen and her people confront them, Casteel is
horrified to find his brother Malik at Ileana’s side and asks him what she’s
done. When Malik reveals that the Queen wanted Poppy to marry him and
remarks that he was to be her Ascension…of the flesh, Kieran has to hold Casteel back. 


He further learns that Alastir
told Ileana about the ultimatum they planned to give and learns that she would
rather see the whole kingdom burn than hand over even a single acre. When he
hears Ileana’s counteroffer, he tells her that she’s out of her mind. 


Seems war is inevitable.


As Ileana reveals more, Casteel struggles to accept what
he’s being told: that Ileana is actually Isbeth,
that Isbeth is Poppy’s mother, that Malec is a god,
that Isbeth is a god because Malec Ascended
her…


I didn’t believe most of it myself.


Then he tells Isbeth they don’t
agree to her terms, which ultimately results in Isbeth
having Poppy’s brother killed and causing a skirmish to break out. 


During the battle, Cas catches Poppy as she’s being choked
by Isbeth’s magic and orders everyone to stand down.
He tells Isbeth that she can have whatever she wants
and offers himself up, saying it’s the only way for her to control Poppy.


Malik takes him to the dungeon and shackles him with shadowstone around his ankles and throat. 


As the days pass, Handmaidens randomly swarm the cell to
take blood from him. He’s able to take many of them out, resulting in them
shortening his chains, but he also learns something invaluable: not all the
Queen’s Handmaidens are Revenants—one actually stayed
dead after he took her out. 


A few hours after a bloodletting, five Handmaidens enter his
cell, followed by Isbitch, as I’ve come to love to
call her after hearing it in a vision. She reveals some things that lead him to
realize that Isbeth is a demis,
and he learns more about how they’re created. 


He’s enraged when they tell him he hasn’t earned the right
to see his brother, but it thrills him when he learns what Poppy did to King
Jalara and that she knows where Malec is and threatened to kill the god. 


Isbeth intuits that Casteel’s only
interest in Poppy is her power, which doesn’t surprise him. But when the Blood
Queen keeps talking and reveals that she doesn’t want Atlantia, she wants to
remake the realms, and believes Poppy is destined to help her do it…that
does shock him.


They leave him alone for a while until Callum comes and
stabs Casteel with a shadowstone dagger. 


With the captivity, bloodletting, and new blood loss,
Casteel realizes he needs to feed and fears becoming the thing he turned into
while in captivity before. There are also other similarities between then and
now. They bring in a bath, and he refuses to use it, knowing they were always
rewards or preludes to punishments, and he hasn’t done anything to deserve a
reward.


When they remove his index finger, he’s more bothered by the
fact that they took his wedding ring than by the loss of the digit. And why
wouldn’t he be? It was a union blessed by the gods and a symbol of their always
and forever. At least he knows that Kieran is with her.


When the Queen’s Handmaiden, Millicent, comes in to tend to
him, something about her seems familiar. He wonders if it’s her scent, but he
can’t quite place it. She proceeds to tell him that she broke the wards in the
tunnels when she Ascended into her godhood and that Poppy carries the blood of
both the Primal of Life and the Primal of Death within her. Casteel immediately
assumes it’s Nyktos, but Millicent shuts that down
right away by telling him that he knows nothing.


She goes on to inform Cas that while it’s true that Isbeth doesn’t have the power to remake the realms, she
knows how to bring to life something that does. The information leaves
Cas reeling, thinking about what it could all mean.


That night, Cas dream walks with Poppy at the pool in the cave.
He revels in the fact that he’s able to touch her.
Love her. But he remains cold and hears the clanking of chains, so he knows
it’s not real. Still, given that it is more than a dream, it confirms one
thing: he and Poppy are heartmates. 


Later, he regrets not telling Poppy that he is underground
and that Isbeth is a demis,
but he can’t regret what happened in the dream. When more Craven attack, he
kills one and takes its shin bone to use as a weapon. It’s better than nothing…


When Malik visits, Casteel feels a brief flash of hope that
his brother is there to break him out. Sadly, that is quickly quashed. The
betrayal stokes his anger, but he does understand some of it. As Malik said, if
he fed Cas, the Queen would discover their visit and punish Casteel. Malik does
disinfect and bandage Cas’s wound, however, leading Cas to believe that Millie
must have told his brother about what was going on with him. 


They discuss Shea, and Malik admits that he’s been thinking
about her a lot. When Cas reveals that he killed her, it seems to come as no
surprise to his brother. And then they talk about Preela.
Malik tells Casteel exactly what happened to his bonded wolven
and reveals that Poppy’s dagger is made from her bones. It sickens Cas, and he
realizes that losing Preela like that was likely the
catalyst to what happened to Malik and led to what he became. 


Cas then begins to put some things together regarding his
brother and the Handmaiden. When Malik asks Casteel not to take revenge on
Millie for anything that has been done, Cas asks his brother if he cares about
her. Malik tells him he’s incapable of that, but she—like Poppy—had no choice
in her life. And he owes her. Then he cryptically tells Casteel that everything
has to do with Poppy and she likely won’t remember him. 


Thinking through everything he’s learned, all the what-ifs
nag Casteel. That night, he dream walks
with Poppy again and reveals to her that she’s a goddess. He tells her that he
knew the minute he learned Malec was a god. But then Poppy tells him that Malec
isn’t her father. His twin, Ires, is. And Ires is the cave cat they
saw. It all enrages him, but he’s glad Isbeth doesn’t
know where Malec is entombed. 


They talk more, and Poppy tells him they’re coming for him
and are close. She also tells him that she summoned Nyktos’s
guards and has Kieran and Reaver—one of the draken—with
her.


They share additional information: the fact that he’s
underground, the fact that Isbeth is a demis and what that means, the fact that the Blood Queen
knows how to use Primal energy, and that’s what killed the other draken Poppy brought with her…


Recounting this, I can’t help but feel relief that Nithe
escaped the slaughter. I will always hold the night we shared close.


Callum wakes Cas with a bucket of cold water, and Isbeth confronts him. He taunts her before stabbing her in
the chest with the bone. He barely misses her heart and tells her it’s payback
for what she did to Poppy’s brother. Callum comes for him, and he fights,
trying to get to Isbeth again—with no luck. 


Isbeth then reveals some big and
pertinent information. Primals have a weakness. Love
can be used as a weapon to weaken and then end them. They can also be born in
the mortal realm, and gods pushed Primals into their
eternal rest by Ascending. However, the Fates created a loophole, allowing the
greatest power to rise again. The rub is that it is only in the females of the
Primal of Life’s line…suggesting that Isbeth didn’t
birth a god, she birthed a Primal. Poppy is a Primal.


Time passes, and he starts going out of his mind with
bloodlust. He barely notices when Poppy comes to him. She uses her gift to
bring him out of his haze and heals his wounds. But
when he sees Callum instead of Kieran, he knows she isn’t there to rescue him.
Something happened. She tells him they were caught outside Three Rivers and
brought to the Queen. When she offers to feed him, he refuses out of fear of
weakening her. 


When Cas realizes that Isbeth
doesn’t know that Poppy brought a draken with her, it
pleases him. And when she demands that he be given water and allowed to feed
and then displays her power, she utterly awes him. Again. Still, he convinces
her to leave. She has plans to make and can’t do it down in the dungeon with
him.


The next time Millie comes to see him, washing the black
color from her hair and clearing her face of paint, he
realizes why she seems so familiar. She confirms his suspicions by telling him
that she’s the first daughter, Poppy’s full-blooded sister. She goes on to say
that unlike Poppy, she’s not a god. She’s a failure. The more she reveals, the
more answers he gets, but the more questions it raises. She details Isbeth’s long-running plan and tells Cas that when Poppy
completes her Culling, she’ll give her mother exactly what she’s wanted since
the Queen’s son died: revenge against everyone. She doesn’t want to remake the
realms, she wants to destroy them, and Poppy is destined to help with
that. She is the harbinger foretold. Millie continues by saying that
everything prophesied to happen will happen. Poppy will bring about the
end, and Casteel will fail. He will kill Poppy. 


Haunted by his thoughts, he thinks over everything the
Handmaiden told him. He knows he will never kill Poppy, but things with the
prophecy have been revealing themselves to be true…albeit not as expected. 


When Callum returns, he tells Casteel that Poppy stabbed him
with his own dagger, and Cas couldn’t be prouder. But when Callum reveals that
while Casteel’s arrogance is impressive, he’s seen love bring down the most
powerful of beings and has only seen love beat death once—with Nyktos and his Consort, it reveals to Cas just how old
Callum is. And then…the Revenant stabs him in the chest, sending him straight
into bloodlust. 


Kieran, Poppy, and Malik come for him, but he’s too far gone
to realize what’s happening. Kieran distracts him while Malik renders him
unconscious, and then Reaver frees him from the bone chains before his brother
carries him from the cell. Poppy uses her gifts and tries to heal him, but he’s
too far gone for it to do much good. He goes for
Poppy’s throat, but his love for her wins out, and he ends up protecting her
instead of hurting her. 


I don’t think he could have harmed her. I personally believe
that he would always know it was her and maintain control, even in the throes
of bloodlust.


Casteel meets Reaver and thinks he could like the draken, especially when he helps to remove the shadowstone shackles. Once he’s sure they’re all safe, Cas
asks for some time alone with Poppy. Kieran lingers, and he thanks his friend
for helping to free him, but mostly for taking care of Poppy and being there
for her when he could not be. 


Desperate to prove that she’s real and with him again, they
show each other how much they love and missed each other and then vow never to
be separated again. He assures her that he will eventually be okay.


Poppy tells him what’s been going on with her, and he finds
out that while she does need to feed, any blood but a draken’s
will do. He assumes that she fed from Kieran, and it actually makes him happy. She fills him in on everything
else that has happened, and as he listens, he struggles with how to tell Poppy
that Millie is her sister. 


Unable to sleep with that lingering thought in his head as
well as the Handmaiden’s words about Poppy dying in his arms, he leaves her to
sleep and talks with Kieran. They discuss everything Millie told Cas and what
it means regarding the prophecy and what they believe to be the truth about
Millie and Malik. During their talk, Casteel realizes that Poppy will be a
Primal once she completes her Culling and worries about what Isbeth said about love being dangerous for a Primal.


Once Poppy has fed, and they spend some more quality time
together, he finally reveals to Poppy that Millie is her sister and that she
didn’t survive her Culling—Isbeth turned her into a
Revenant to save her. 


With some time alone with his
brother on their journey, Casteel reveals that Millie told him she was Poppy’s
sister and that he put two and two together about how she ended up the way she
did. His brother confirms that Cas’s blood wasn’t enough to Ascend Millie since
he was so weakened from his captivity, and that Callum showed Isbeth how to create Revenants and use Primal magic. 


After his discussion with his brother, Casteel tells Poppy
that he doesn’t think she’s a god anymore, and Malik cuts him off, telling
Poppy outright that she’s a Primal. Casteel then
realizes something and turns his ire on Reaver for not telling Poppy she was a
Primal right away, and then asks how a Primal can be born of mortal flesh. 


As things are brought up that make him realize that Malik
was the Dark One from Lockswood and thus responsible
for Poppy’s scars and trauma, he compels his brother to pick up a dagger and
put it to his own throat. Poppy stops Cas and explains that Malik didn’t hurt
her directly. He actually helped her escape. That doesn’t
ease Casteel’s rage. When Malik contradicts everything Poppy says to try to
make Cas understand that he was only protecting his kingdom and family, Cas can’t
hold himself back. He launches himself at his brother, and Poppy is forced to
use her powers to separate the two. 


Isbeth shows up where they’re
staying and kills the Descenter couple who were
hosting them. A skirmish ensues, and Cas stops Malik from returning to Isbeth—with some help from Kieran, who knocks him out. But
Kieran is wounded in the fight, which leads to Cas stabbing Callum in the chest
before bringing Poppy back from the brink.


They head to Padonia and their
armies and discuss taking Carsodonia while they meet
with Isbeth at the Bone Temple. It’s not ideal, but
it is something to think about. They also talk about the prophecy, how Poppy’s
life is hers, the Joining, and everything that was revealed about Malik. 


Cas talks to Kieran about the Joining, and the wolven makes it clear that he doesn’t want or expect them
to do it just to save him from the curse that’s now on him from the blade
Callum stabbed him with. Cas tells him they’re more than friends or
brothers—they’re halves of the same coin. And then he tells Kieran when he
plans to do the Joining if Poppy is still willing.


If she’s not, can I volunteer? 


Just kidding.


Or am I? *wink*


With a cooler head, Casteel confronts his brother, making it
clear how he feels about Malik being the Dark One and how it hurt and thus
impacted Poppy’s life. After further discussions about Alastir,
Millie, and Malik’s intentions and beliefs regarding Poppy, Cas has a moment of
softness where he tells Malik not to get himself killed and asks him to fight with
them, not against them. 


Now, I’m not saying they were close again by any means, but
that was a big step for Cas to extend that olive branch, and for Malik to
agree—at least in the moment. 


Casteel asks Malik about the creepy rhyme that Poppy heard,
and Malik tells him he has no idea what he’s talking about, confirming that it
wasn’t his brother. He then orders the bone chains to be removed from Malik. He
doesn’t want his father or the kingdom to see him again for the first time
while in chains.  


Seeing the draken for the first
time in Padonia leaves Cas speechless, but he feels
slightly more sure-footed when Poppy identifies each of them for him. He’s
taken by surprise once again when he sees Tawny. She no longer feels the same
to him, though he can’t put a finger on what she feels like. It’s just
something…different. 


The group prepares, and Cas tells everyone they will only
deliver Malec to Isbeth to have Kieran’s curse
lifted. After that, they will end the war once and for all. Plans are then put
in place to call the generals back, and discussions are had about how to take Carsodonia. 


The next few days are full of planning and enjoying his
Queen until they set off to get Malec. The journey is full of strife as
usual—Craven, Sentry Gyrms, serpents—but it’s also
rife with information. Cas learns about the different types of Gyrms and how they came to be, how Malec changed after
visiting the mortal realm, and that Nyktos and his
Consort had their reasons for not intervening when their son was entombed.


With that part of their journey done, he orders everyone to
take a day to rest before they leave for the Bone Temple. That night, he leads
Poppy to the Wisteria Woods and the bank of the River
Rhain, where Kieran waits. 


Outside, amongst nature, the three will become one. Could
anything be sexier? 


The trio begins the ritual: Poppy drinks from them, they
drink from each other, and then he and Kieran drink from her, exchanging the
words that solidify consent and intent and make tensions rise. I saw the whole
exchange in a vision, and let me just say, I had to pay a visit to one of my
regular paramours afterward. The three of them, a gorgeous palette of colors
blending, sighs filling the air, the trust, love, and respect in the moment…it
was truly something beautiful. As were the cords of the Joining that connected
them. 


When they lay in a tangled, satisfied, bonded heap after,
they see that Kieran’s wound is healed, but they don’t know if the Joining
lifted the curse. It’s still a worry, but the Joining was about much more than
just saving Kieran’s life, and all three of them know that. The most
astonishing thing to Cas is now sharing a heartbeat with the two most important
people in his life. It’s a marvel. 


The group sets off for the Bone Temple, and Cas, Kieran, and
Poppy revel in their newfound closeness. They always had a bond, but it’s so
much more now. When they reach Isbeth, Cas squares
off verbally with Callum and taunts Isbeth about how
Malec still sleeps. He also asks why she would ever think that Malec would give
her what she wants. Smug as ever, she replies that she knows he will.


Once Callum lifts the curse, Cas tells Kieran to let Poppy
heal him—for her, not for him—and then stands with them as a unit as they await
what Isbeth will do. When she pulls a shadowstone dagger, he comforts Poppy. They can’t trust Isbitch, and she’s shown she’s nothing if not unpredictable,
proven once again when she plunges the blade into Malec’s chest. 


When Callum explains the real meaning of the
harbinger and bringer of death and destruction bits of the prophecy, Cas
reminds Poppy that he never thought she was death and destruction. Still, he’s
shocked by what Callum reveals and incensed by what he says about the so-called
“True King of the Realms.” The last straw, however, is when Callum says that he’s
waiting to pick his pretty poppy and watch it bleed. Cas has heard enough and
rips the asshole’s still-beating heart from his chest
with his bare hand…just as Kolis makes his presence known.


The earth cracks open, the wolven run—something Cas has never seen them do—and dakkais spill out of the fissures. They battle with
everything they have, but so many fall. Naill. Emil. Delano. He does what he
can to avenge them, his attention split between the battle and Poppy’s
transformation. It absolutely astonishes him, as does Nektas’s
arrival, and he finds it hard to look away despite the dangers coming at him
from all sides. He tries to shield Poppy from the horror of Isbeth’s
destruction, but she watches—they all do—until Isbitch
is no more.


Coaxing Poppy back to consciousness, Cas marvels at
everything that happened. Somehow, none of their people are dead, and Poppy
completed her Culling. When he informs her that she brought everyone back to
life, Nektas corrects him and says that the true
Primal of Life, the Consort, aided her, and that Nyktos
captured their souls before they could enter the Vale or the Abyss.


When Nektas shares the full story
of Sotoria and Kolis and Nyktos
and his Consort, they’re all intrigued—if concerned. As Nektas
continues, Cas pieces together that if Kolis hadn’t done what he did—killed his
brother and stolen the embers—then Nyktos would have
become the Primal God of Life, and Malec and Ires would have been born Primals. But they weren’t because it took a female
descendant. 


When Nektas says that Poppy is the
Primal of Blood and Bone, the true Primal of Life and Death, and that
those two essences have never existed in one, Cas reassures her that whether
that’s good or bad, they already know that she is good. 


Hoping things will start to look up now that they thwarted
the Blood Queen’s plans and Malec still lives, Cas feels only anger and
frustration when Nektas tells them that they stopped
nothing and need to kill Kolis—something Nyktos and
the Consort weren’t even able to do.


Later in the tunnels, Cas kills a vampry,
even though they weren’t attacked. He says it was moving toward Poppy and that
wasn’t okay. He’s not sure why she seems to be fading, but it greatly concerns
him.


Nektas tells Cas he’s too much
like the bloodline he’s descended from—Attes and
Kyn’s. 


The tunnels collapse, and Cas and Kieran move to protect
Poppy. Nektas tells them that it wasn’t her, it was them.
Meaning the gods awakening—primarily Penellaphe, who
rests near.


Still worrying about Poppy, Cas’s thoughts must be pushed
aside for a bit when they come upon Ires in his cat form, caged. He looks absolutely rough. They all see the bars and the wards, and Nektas says that nobody in the mortal realm should have
that knowledge. 


They tell Ires that Isbeth is
dead, that they’ve come to rescue him, and that all will be okay. Poppy touches
her father and he shifts into his god form, telling them about Jadis. Then, he
passes out, going into stasis.


Poppy gets dizzy. Nektas asks if
she slept, and she says a little. But that’s not what he meant. He’s inquiring
about stasis after her Ascension. Before she can even really answer, she passes
out, and Cas and Kieran catch her. 


Nektas explains she needs the
stasis to complete her transformation and says that the very earth will seek to
protect her. He adds that he doesn’t know how long she’ll sleep but tells them
to take her somewhere safe, watch over her, and talk to her. However, he adds
that there could be unexpected side effects. She could awaken with no memories
of herself, them, or anything that happened.


They take her to a guest room in the castle, and Cas tells
Emil to make sure Wayfair is safe. He already planned to make sure they weren’t
bothered but says the wolven are guarding the
premises with Hisa and the Crown Guard.


He asks Cas what they should do with the Ascended and Cas’s
first instinct is to say, “kill them all.” Instead, he orders them to be kept
in their homes. 


Emil then asks about Valyn and Ires, and Cas realizes he
hasn’t even thought about those in Padonia. He says
to send word to his father but to leave out the bits about Poppy, and tells him
Nektas took Ires home to Iliseeum.



Remembering what Nektas said about
talking to her, he thinks about the first time he saw her and decides to tell her
what it was like in Masadonia before they officially
met. Starting with his time on the Rise. 


Poppy sleeps for hours. During that time Cas bathes her,
washing the dirt and blood of battle away. He tells her that Vikter is part of
the Fates in a way and that perhaps being a viktor,
he sensed Cas’s true motives as Hawke. He reminds Poppy that it could have been
Vikter who died that night in the garden and not Rylan Keal and admits that he
had preconceived notions about her since he hadn’t known her yet. But he says
that everything changed when they met.


Cas holds Poppy to his chest, telling her he had trouble
processing everything that happened during his captivity, Shea, what happened
after, and admits to using sex, drugs, and drinking to dull the pain. Then
he started using the pain—literal pain—as a way to
escape. The only thing that made him realize how bad things got was when he
noticed how much he was taking from Kieran.


Kieran tells him it was okay that he used their bond to gain
strength, and it’s also okay to forget things, as long as
he remembers later. He also asks about Shea and wonders if Cas will ever tell
her. 


We know that she knows that he killed Shea with his
bare hands after her betrayal. What more could there be? 


His response to Kieran is that Poppy needs to be awake to
hear that story and learn all of it.


I want to learn all of it!


Cas talks to Poppy about Malik being kept and what the Lord
in the meat packing plant said, realizing that he wasn’t wrong given the game
Malik was playing, and how Vikter didn’t let on what happened during her
lessons with the Duke because he didn’t want to
embarrass her. 


Cas really wants to try to find her in
dreams but isn’t sure it’ll work since this isn’t normal sleep, it’s stasis. 


He thinks about the Red Pearl and how brave he thought she
was, then mentions the night on the Rise when the Craven attacked. He says
that’s when everything began to change, and she started to become Poppy
for him.


Kieran and Cas talk about the day Britta came to Hawke’s
quarters and he hopes Poppy doesn’t remember that bit when she wakes. They
discuss whether she looks any better and conclude that she does.


Kieran tells Cas that things are calm in the city. A Descenter warned Emil about the tunnels the vamprys use to travel during the day, and Hisa is taking a
group down to take care of it. Kieran admits that it’s hard not being with
them, but Cas reminds him that he’s needed right where he is.


Cas asks about Malik, and Kieran says that Valyn and company
were delayed in Padonia but they would arrive soon.
He tells Cas to rest, and Cas turns it back on him and asks him if he’s
rested. They determine where they left off in the story they were telling
Poppy…


He talks to Poppy about my diary as Delano hangs out at the
foot of the bed where he’s pretty much camped out since day one, and Kieran takes
some time in the bathing chamber. He switches gears to the Duke
and tells her he made the asshole suffer.


Bringing up the sense of rightness they both felt under the
willow the night of the Rite, he says it was their souls recognizing each
other.


Cas asks about Millie, which Kieran finds a strange segue,
but they discuss her being different than normal Revs. Then they talk about the
Rite and how things got out of hand that night. Casteel says he still feels
responsible.


Suddenly, Emil asks someone what they’re doing from the hall.
Delano wakes and growls, and Kieran takes up a defensive position. Millie blows
in and kindly asks them not to kill her. Cas comments that Naill must have found
her and Malik just as his brother walks up, looking beat.


The Revenant asks what’s going on with Poppy and says she
never wanted Poppy dead. Malik insists she won’t hurt Poppy, so Casteel asks
Millie why she ran. She tells them she got scared when she saw the Consort in
Poppy’s eyes. 


Kieran shifts and says he’ll stay if Millie wants to visit with
Poppy. 


Cas goes into the hall with Malik and asks Emil and Naill to
give them a moment. He asks his brother what happened, and Malik tells Cas they
were in a fight with some Revenants. He got most of the troublesome ones but
there are more out there. When Cas inquires how they were able to kill Revs, he
divulges that draken blood can kill Revenants and
tells them Millie found a stash. 


They talk about trust and the past and their heartmates and
come to a bit of a truce.


Back in the room with Poppy, Cas tells her he didn’t want
her finding out about him the way she did—with him killing the guard in the
stables. He also tells her the fear he felt when he received word that she had
been attacked after that. Telling her more stories, he says he thought she
would stab him after he dropped his engagement bombshell during dinner, but she
surprised him yet again by picking the lock and making a run for it. 


He admits he fell in love with her well before he realized
it. Before they even left Masadonia. By the time they
reached Spessa’s End, he knew for sure. Then, he
tells her there are similarities between her and what Shea did and promises to
tell her more when she wakes. 


Falling asleep for a bit to get some of the rest he needs,
he awakens with a jolt and sees a figure in black with a white dagger in the
room. Cas blocks the swing and realizes the man is a Revenant. 


He says Cas should have closed the window and goes on to
tell him that the blades he carries are made of the bones of the Ancients and
able to stop even a primal—he even calls Cas a false primal. 


I found that very interesting when I saw it, but it became
clearer later.


The Rev stabs Cas in the chest, disabling him. He feels
helpless as he watches the Revenant go for Poppy
again. When he recites the creepy rhyme that Poppy has been hearing—remembering?—for years, something within Cas explodes. A
storm rages outside, and he pulls out the bone dagger.


Then…he shifts. Turning into a black-and-gold-spotted cave cat
before ripping the Rev apart. Even with his memories altered in his new form,
he sees Poppy as his. When Kieran enters, he sees him as his, too.


Emil comes in then, and Cas wants to eat him. Kieran talks
him down and says the Atlantian’s annoying, but he’s
also his, just in a different way. 


Once Emil’s gone, Kieran talks to Cas, reminding him who he
is and encouraging him to shift back. When he does, they discuss that he almost
killed Emil, collect the two bone daggers, and Kieran remarks that it looks
like the one Callum used to curse him.


He then mentions that Cas’s shift looked a lot like Ires’s
and assumes this new development has to do with their Joining bond. He wonders
if Poppy can shift, too, and Cas says she’ll be excited to hear the news. 


They discuss how they could hear each other’s thoughts and
assume it’s another side effect of the Joining. When they decide to put the
Rev’s pieces in the dungeon so they can interrogate him later, they turn their
attention to Poppy. 


Suddenly, the walls and floor start to shake and a circle
with overlapping pointed crosses appears on the floor. It’s the symbol for life
and death and blood and bone. When they look back at Poppy, she has silver eather veins under her skin, then shadows coalesce there.
She has more color, is warm again, and then…she opens her eyes.


They’re the silver of a primal.

MALIK’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Born to King Valyn and Queen Eloana,
Malik grows up in Atlantia and is close with his
younger brother, Casteel, his bonded wolven, Preela, and his friends, Kieran
and Shea. The group often spends time exploring, getting into mischief, and going
to the beach—Malik loves to feel the sand between his toes. He also spends time
training to fight alongside his brother until it comes time for him to learn to
rule the kingdom.


When Casteel takes it upon himself to confront the Blood
Crown and ultimately gets captured, Malik assumes the responsibility of finding
and freeing him. He and Shea—Casteel’s fiancée—mount a rescue attempt,
accessing Carsodonia through the mines in the Elysium
Peaks. They fail many times until the one time they don’t. 


Sort of. Nothing is as it seems.


During the rescue attempt, Shea and Malik get separated, and
Shea tells the Ascended who she’s with, making a deal for a trade: both
brothers for her life. So, having been tipped off regarding the details of
their plan, the Ascended set upon them as she and Malik carry Cas through the
dungeon tunnels. With the vamprys occupied with
Malik, Shea reneges on part of her deal and attempts to flee with Casteel, thus
allowing them to take Malik into custody—where he remains for a century.


While in Solis, Malik’s bonded wolven,
Preela, attempts to rescue him. She even makes it all
the way into Carsodonia before they capture her. King
Jalara then kills her in front of Malik, but not before he and others assault
her. After her death, they make seven bloodstone and wolven-bone
daggers from her remains. The Queen gifts one to her Handmaiden, Coralena, who
then gives it to her husband Leopold. Eventually, it makes its way to Poppy. 


Broken from Preela’s murder and
his time in captivity, Malik begins doing as he’s told—enough that he convinces
the Blood Crown that he’s turned on his kingdom and family. He uses some of the
leeway the Queen has granted him and assumes the persona of the Dark One,
infiltrating Solis and cultivating a network of Descenters
therein. Eventually, he discovers that Coralena and Leopold Balfour are taking Isbeth’s daughter, Penellaphe,
away from the capital, and Malik is well aware of the
prophecy surrounding the child and how the Queen plans to use her. So, when she
sends him to bring Poppy back to the capital, he does as he’s told, albeit with
ulterior motives. Leaving a trail of blood in his wake as he makes his way to Lockswood, it causes a horde of Craven to follow and attack
the town. In the confusion, Malik makes his move. Cora tries to convince him
that Poppy’s not the harbinger—she might very well be their savior. She even
stabs him in the chest to stop him. But he overcomes her and resumes his
personal mission to kill the child. He never thought to do something like that,
but safeguarding the kingdom and stopping Isbeth’s
plans is more important than a single life. However, when he sees the Consort
in Poppy’s eyes, he can’t go through with it. Instead, he saves her and returns
her to Carsodonia. 


The Queen’s first daughter enters the scene during his time
in captivity—before Poppy was even born. And Isbeth
makes Malik do unspeakable things to Millicent—the depths and specifics of
which we do not yet know. Somewhere along the line, Malik realizes that Millie
is his heartmate. While he feels he isn’t capable of caring
about anyone anymore, he owes Millie and refuses to leave without her.


When Cas and the rest of the group answer the summons the
Queen issued via Poppy’s brother, Ian, Malik stands beside the Queen, dressed
in clothes of wealth and privilege. He tells his brother that Ileana
has opened his eyes to the truth. 


It may have sounded like he was taking the Queen’s side
there, but I like to think he was just making his brother aware that he knew
the truth about the Ascended and everything that went along with that. 


When the secrets start to unfold, Malik confirms that Isbeth intended to use him, marrying him to Poppy to unite
the kingdoms and having him be Poppy’s Ascension…of the flesh. 


Isbeth shocks everyone by giving
her Revenant demonstration and having Millicent struck down, and Malik can’t
help his reaction. He jerks and almost takes a step forward before stopping
himself. However, unable to look away, he stares until she finally rises once
more—something that doesn’t go unnoticed by the others in the room. 


When Isbeth reveals more of her
ultimate plan and sadly states that she no longer has the blood of an intended
King—since Cas is now the King of Atlantia—Malik smiles apologetically, but
he’s anything but sorry.


Poppy and Isbeth end up in a
fight, and Poppy is incapacitated. In order to save
her and the others he loves, Casteel surrenders himself to Isbeth,
and the Queen orders Malik to retrieve him. 


After Isbeth removes Cas’s finger
and sends it to Poppy, Millie makes Malik aware that his brother is suffering
from an infection. He goes down to see Casteel, and the reception isn’t exactly
a family reunion. He tells his younger sibling not to be a brat and then
disinfects his finger. 


As they talk, Malik reveals that he was furious to learn Isbeth’s truth and that their parents lied to them both. He
wonders if either of them would be where they are now if they had been
told the truth centuries ago. 


Seeing how his brother is suffering, he’s genuinely sorry he
can’t feed him and help ease his misery. But he says that if he does, Cas will
be punished. Knowing what they did to his brother the last time, he doesn’t
want that to happen. 


Malik mentions that he’s been thinking of Shea lately and
tells Cas that he knows what she did—that she turned them over to the Ascended.
He’s sorry to hear that Casteel was the one to kill her and says he remembers
how much she loved Cas. He also guesses that Casteel never told anyone about
her betrayal.


Casteel mentions Millicent and, once again, Malik can’t
control his response. As his brother tells him more, he becomes very interested
in what things the Handmaiden told Cas. Come to find out, it’s about the
Revenants. Malik agrees that Millie is odd but asks that Cas not take it out on
her. He says that, like Poppy, she’s had very few choices in life. 


As they talk more, Malik tells Cas everything has
to do with Poppy. When Casteel reveals that Poppy was entirely on board with
coming to rescue him, not even knowing him, Malik says that she
doesn’t know him—or at least doesn’t remember him. When Cas questions that,
Malik doesn’t answer except to say that he’ll find out soon enough. 


Upon the Queen’s next meeting with Poppy and her two
guards—Kieran and one other he doesn’t know—Malik remains stoic when Kieran
tries to bait him. Then, when the Queen asks her daughter if she’s been able to
resist the men’s ample charms, Malik can’t help but grin. 


Poppy insinuates that all the lies will soon be revealed,
and Malik asks what she expects: for Solis’s people to turn their backs on all
they’ve ever known? He then goes on to say that they will fear Poppy.


Not long after, Poppy breaks through Malik’s mental shields
and shocks him, sending him reeling, even giving him a nosebleed. When he’s
unable to compose himself completely after, the Queen orders her Handmaidens to
remove him. He waves her off.


Isbeth soon tells Malik to take
her guests to their rooms—separately. He takes Kieran to one and
Reaver to another below as Callum takes Poppy to see Cas.


Later, when Poppy questions why the Queen summoned her to
the Great Hall, Malik tells her it’s so she can see how much she’s loved. He
goes on to relay that Isbeth has been warning
everyone about her, reinforcing their fears that she’s the harbinger. As they
discuss the lies that were told about the Atlantian-captured
cities, and Poppy tells Malik that his kingdom/father would never do the things
that Isbeth claims, he shows no emotion.


Poppy notices his attention on Millie and taunts that she’ll
tell the Queen that Millicent is the reason Malik stays. He threatens her, and
not long after, the Queen orders him to leave.


Isbeth goads Poppy and tells her
to unleash her power but not to forget that she’s not sitting in front of an
Ascended. She crushes a Solis couple with her power to prove her point. 


Poppy, Kieran, and Reaver leave Wayfair—and a huge mess in
their wake. Malik follows and offers to take them to Cas if they get out
immediately. When Kieran tells him it’s suspect, he tells him it’s a
significant risk and reminds them that he helped Cas when he had the infection.
He simply says he doesn’t want his brother anywhere near the Queen.


They still don’t believe him, so he answers a question that
Poppy asked him some time back, confirming that he stays for Millie. He then
explains that they’re heartmates. When Kieran calls her crazy, Malik warns him
and then tells him that while he still loves the wolven
like a brother, he won’t hesitate to rip out his throat if he doesn’t lay off
the Handmaiden. He reveals that he’s done many unimaginable things for
Millie—stuff she will never learn about. 


Making their way to the dungeon, Malik urges them to hurry.
He details how he ran into Callum earlier and felt he needed to check on his
brother—to see what Callum might have done. When they all see what he
did—wounding Casteel gravely enough to kick start his bloodlust—they realize
they can’t get him out, at least not while conscious. So, Malik has Kieran
distract Casteel while he puts him in a sleeper hold. 


Kieran suggests they will need the deity bone chains for
when Casteel wakes, and Malik agrees. When Reaver uses his fire to free Cas,
Malik is shocked to find that he is a draken. Once
they get Casteel free, he carries his brother through a series of tunnels and
out of the castle. He then leads them to a friend’s house—Blaz, and his wife
Clariza. Both Descenters. 


When Clariza greets them with skepticism and a dagger,
calling him Elian, Poppy tries to calm her by reinforcing what Malik
told her and Blaz: that the unconscious man in their friend’s arms is the King
of Atlantia, and she is the Queen. When they bow, Poppy shocks Malik by telling
them not to because she’s not their Queen. 


Once they get Casteel into a bed, Malik tells Poppy that his
blood won’t do much for Cas. It has to be hers. Though
when they try to secure him, he fights, the bloodlust taking control. Stunned,
Malik watches as Poppy heals and soothes his brother. They finally settle him, and
Malik tells Poppy that Cas needs motivation, like the scent of her blood, then
explains that if he doesn’t take enough, things will be even worse for him.


With Cas still not entirely with it but calmer, Malik goes
to get Reaver so he can remove the bone chains. When he returns, Cas acts as if
he wants to attack the draken, and Poppy tries to
remind him who it is, telling him that he probably doesn’t want to take him on.
Malik remarks that it looks like he does.


Once things are settled there, Malik leaves, presumably to
fill Blaz and Clariza in on what’s going on. He ends up on the settee in the
living room to rest. Before he goes to sleep, however, he tells them all that
he will secure a ship to smuggle them out of Solis and away from Carsodonia. 


Talking later, he tells everyone that Blaz and Clariza are
good people. When Poppy asks him if Millie is her sister, he wonders how she
knows. Cas remarks that Millie both told and showed him, and Malik
says how much she and Poppy look alike and adds that they both ramble. 


As an answer to some of Casteel’s questions, Malik confirms
that Millie would have been a god had she survived her Culling. When Reaver
enters and reiterates what he heard, only referring to Millie as the
Handmaiden, Malik gets upset and tells him that she has a name, thus
letting everyone know there’s more to their relationship than meets the eye.


The conversation continues, and Malik explains that
Casteel’s blood wasn’t strong enough to Ascend Millicent—he was too weak from
the captivity, and Isbeth didn’t consider that. When
they ask about Ires, he explains that bone chains and the deity bone cage
nullify the god’s eather. He
then mentions how Callum showed Isbeth how to make
Revenants and says he wishes Millie would have kept her mouth shut
about…everything. Everybody who knows those secrets is dead, and he doesn’t understand
why she took such a risk. 


His final bit of knowledge is that while she isn’t powerful
enough yet, Poppy’s purpose is to destroy the realms. And she will be
strong enough to do just that after she completes her Culling. 


He shares with Poppy that Isbeth
named her after the goddess who warned of the prophecy, then goes on to say how
Poppy has already taken part in Isbeth’s plan by being
born. But then he adds that perhaps her free will is greater than the prophecy
and what Isbeth wants—after all, Coralena believed
she would usher in change and not destruction. 


When Poppy displays her shock at Malik
having known Cora, and he can see that she remembers that fateful night in Lockswood, he tells Casteel that what they did to Preela broke him. He said he was never loyal to Isbeth—not after what she did to Cas and what Jalara did to
Preela. Not after what Isbeth
made him do to Millie. He wanted to kill the Blood Queen and actually
tried before realizing what she was. And he likely would have kept
trying if it weren’t for the prophecy. But when he learned of that, he couldn’t
let Isbeth destroy the realms or Millie. He had to do
something.


He says that killing a child was a line he simply couldn’t
cross. Even when he tried again, thinking it was the only option, he saw the
Consort looking at him through Poppy’s eyes. He didn’t know that was possible,
and it stayed his hand. When additional questions
arise about the events of that night, he explains that the
Craven followed the trail of blood he left—the distraction was the only
way he knew he could get past Leo and Cora. 


Cas doesn’t take kindly to learning that his brother was the
source of Poppy’s pain—both physical and psychological—and compels him to pick
up a dagger and put it to his throat. When Malik says even more, insinuating
that he would have tried to kill her even if he had known she was his
brother’s heartmate, Casteel launches himself at Malik, taking him down and
beating him until Poppy uses her power to separate the two. 


When cooler heads prevail—a bit—Clariza warns them a group
of guards is approaching, and Malik tells everyone they need to get out and
make their way to the docks. Unfortunately, that doesn’t happen, and Isbeth, Callum, and her guards burst in.



Isbeth tells Malik that he belongs
to her and accuses him of betraying her—which he did. She then tells him to get
over what was done to him and Cas. He’ll never get over it. He finally speaks
up, telling her to fuck off, and she insinuates they
haven’t engaged in that in many years. 


As much as I adore sex, I simply cannot imagine anyone
with Isbeth, let alone Malik. But I digress.


Callum wounds Kieran, and Malik moves to grab him, but the
shadows throw him back first. When Isbeth tells them
they can all go except for him, he tells the group that it’s okay and heads for
Isbeth. Cas tries to stop him, and Malik demands he
let him pass. Poppy attempts to convince him to stay with them by reminding him
that he’s no good to anyone dead, implying Millie. Kieran knocks him out to
make sure he doesn’t go with the Queen.


When Malik awakens, they are already on their way to Padonia, and he is bound by bone chains with his hands
behind his back, riding astride a horse led by Reaver. He explains how the
white banners above the doors signify that those places are havens for Descenters. 


The group reveals the details of their plan, and Malik makes
it very clear that he is appalled they’re even thinking of doing what Isbeth wants and giving her Malec. As they talk more and
discuss the curse that Callum put on Kieran, he tells the wolven
that he doesn’t want anything bad to happen to him and that he still cares. When
Reaver mentions the curse not working if Kieran, Cas, and Poppy are Joined, Malik
feels relief. He assumes they are and hadn’t even thought of
that—unfortunately, they’re not. Yet.


As they camp, the brothers have a bit of a heart-to-heart.
He imagines that Casteel hates him, and Malik doesn’t blame him. He knows that
Cas looked for him for the entire century he was gone and wished and prayed that
he would give up. When he heard that the Descenters
were calling Cas the Dark One, he hoped his brother would hear of the man they
called Elian and think Malik had betrayed Atlantia, forcing him to give up his
search. Things get heated, as sibling discussions can, and Cas tells him that
he lied to and betrayed Poppy for Malik’s benefit, making it clear that doing
so is something he can’t easily forgive. He then asks how someone who abhorred
violence of any kind could even consider harming a child. Malik explains
that when all was said and done, he couldn’t leave Poppy there to die. He took
her back to Carsodonia and the Queen. He goes on to
say that he got a glimpse of Poppy before they put the veil of the Maiden on
her and saw what his actions had done. And while it’s a small comfort, Cas is lucky
he didn’t see the wounds when they were fresh. 


As more details of that night in Lockswood
come to light, Malik reveals that Alastir saw and
recognized him. He also says that when he saw the Consort in Poppy’s eyes, he
believed what Cora did: that Poppy would end the Blood Crown. Over the years,
however, he realized that it didn’t matter who Poppy was at heart. All that
mattered was whether Isbeth found a way to exploit
Poppy’s power: Isbeth will stoke her anger, Poppy
will respond with rage, and after her Culling, she’ll reply with death. Cas
takes offense to the insinuation and grabs Malik by the throat, telling him
she’ll never do what he says she will.


Malik wants to believe that Poppy can control her actions and
tells Cas he won’t hurt her like he would have done when she was younger. He
also reminds him that Millie hasn’t tried to hurt her either. When Cas mentions
what Millie said about him ultimately killing Poppy after her Culling, Malik replies
that it couldn’t have been easy for her to tell him that. While the Handmaiden
doesn’t know her sister, she wouldn’t wish that kind of end for her. Still, he
hates that his brother had to hear that he would be the only one who could stop
Poppy and that it would mean his brother killing his heartmate. 


When Malik asks Cas about the Joining, he’s stunned to learn
they haven’t completed it. When Cas asks him why he didn’t try to kill Poppy
again—or why Millie didn’t—Malik explains that Poppy is still her sister, even
if she wasn’t supposed to know about her. As for him, by the time Poppy was old
enough that he didn’t see her as a child, he figured Cas would kill her to get
back at the Blood Crown. When Cas asks him if he wants to defeat the
Blood Crown and if Millie does, as well, he answers in the affirmative. Malik
then agrees to join them in finding Malec, killing Isbeth,
and ending the fight once and for all. 


Just before Casteel removes the bone chains, he asks Malik
about the rhyme he said while in Lockswood. Malik
listens to Cas recite it and says it’s disturbing, but he has never heard it
before. 


They reach the others, and when Malik sees Delano, he
kneels. Delano, in wolven form, nudges his hand with
his head, making Malik shudder. He places a palm on Delano and closes his eyes,
unable to stop the tears. Preela was Delano’s sister,
and that pain is still as fresh as it was when the Blood Crown took her from
him. 


In Padonia, the reunion with his
father is tense. And even though he’s no longer chained, it’s clear he isn’t
completely free. Naill and Email watch his every move. During dinner, he’s
shocked when Valyn reveals the Blood Queen’s true identity,
making it known that he and Eloana knew all along. 


The distrust remains clear as they set out to find Malec.
They won’t even give him a weapon, despite the threat of the Craven. He insists
they give him something to fight with when they are attacked, trying to reason
with them that he can’t help them take down the Blood Crown without something
to fight with. He’s told to use his charming personality and to shut his mouth.



Poppy casts the Primal magic locator spell, and he can tell
it worked and says as much. As they follow the trail, he assumes it will lead
them to the coast. He asks Poppy why she hasn’t asked about that night in Lockswood. She doesn’t reply, so he nudges her, insinuating
that she must have lots of questions. Poppy asks him how Coralena died, and he
explains that Isbeth made her drink draken blood, but that she favored the Handmaiden, so it
was one of the few times the Blood Queen didn’t draw out a death.


When they reach the tunnel and are set upon by Gyrms, Malik once again asks for a weapon and then suggests
that Poppy just go all Primal on them. 


After retrieving Malec, Malik rides next to the wagon. In Padonia again, they put him in a chamber under guard once
more. He’s always been good at being where he’s not supposed to be, however, so
he sneaks out and surprises Poppy in the stables, where she’s with Malec’s
casket. He touches it and remarks that it doesn’t feel like anything special to
him. He asks her if she senses anything, and she shrugs, clearly lying. 


Later, as they’re discussing sabotage and sacrifice, Malik
reveals that all manner of things crossed his mind regarding thwarting what
they were about to do but that he prefers not to be burned alive. When he
reminds Poppy that she sacrificed her father to save Cas, at least in a way, he
adds that he’s relieved to know she did. He explains how he’s done all manner
of things for Millie. When asked if she would do the same for him, he replies
that Millicent would be more apt to set him on fire. Poppy seems stunned, and
he explains that while they’re heartmates, she doesn’t actually
know that. 


Malik hopes Millie won’t be at the Bone Temple but assumes
that Isbeth will likely demand her presence. When
Poppy asks why Millie hasn’t tried to stop Isbeth,
Malik explains that while she is strong and fierce, she’s not a demis like the Queen. And that while she is Isbeth’s daughter, she’s not evil. She’d never kill a child
or her sister—unlike him. He then tells Poppy how Jalara killed Preela in front of him, and that Poppy carries a piece of
his bonded wolven with her in the form of her
dagger’s hilt. 


Once they reach the Bone Temple, they finally entrust him
with a sword, and he helps Emil and Naill unload Malec and carry him to the
Temple. Without looking at her, he asks Millie if she’s okay. 


As events unfold and Poppy pieces together her part in the
prophecy—that she was the bringer of death and destruction by bringing Malec to
Isbeth—he swears when it all comes together. As the
earth cracks open and the dakkais spill forth, he
fights and tries to safeguard Millie. Delano saves him at one point, but Malik
ends up fighting Callum. When Isbeth lashes out at
Millie, he protects her as best he can but dies—until Poppy, with the Consort
inside her, brings them all back to life. 


Awakened, he sees that Millie is gone and goes after her. 


She’s always his first thought. 


His first priority. 


Later, he returns to Wayfair with Millie to talk with Poppy
and Cas, only to find Poppy in stasis. He makes sure Millie can sit with her and
then talks with his brother for a while. They air a lot of stuff, and once
everything is said, they come to a bit of a truce. While talking to Cas,
though, he brought up he and Millie being heartmates
while she was just in the other room. He’s not sure if she heard or not.


But does it really matter? She hates him—or so he says. And
he believes she should.

There is still so much we do not yet know about Millicent,
but I am utterly intrigued by what we do know and anxious to uncover
more.


 


Hair: Nearly white-blond and waist-length
with tight curls.


Eyes: An incredibly pale silver-blue—almost
colorless.


Body type: Round hips. Several inches
shorter than Poppy and shorter than the other Handmaidens.


Facial features: Olive skin. Oval face.
Full, wide mouth. Strong brow. Stubborn jaw.


Distinguishing features: Fangless teeth.
Some freckles on nose and cheeks. Wears a mask in a reddish black that extends
from her hairline to below her eyes and stretches to nearly her jaw on both
sides—looks like the wings of a bird of prey.


Personality: Kind. Cheery and chipper.
Polite. A bit odd. Keeps emotions behind tight walls. 


Other: Possibly close to two hundred years
old—the war ended four hundred years ago, and Ires came to Isbeth
two hundred years later.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Not
susceptible to compulsion. Carries crescent-shaped shadowstone
blades. Claims to excel at behaving but has a habit of shedding blood
needlessly. When she uses arrows, she tips each with shadowstone.
Loves to hum but is terrible at it. Has a habit of rambling. Forced loyalty is
to Isbeth, but she still tries to protect people. 


Background: Revenant Handmaiden. Didn’t
survive her Culling, so Isbeth turned her into a
Revenant. However, most think she’s like a Revenant yet…not, which is
somewhat true given that she’s not a third daughter and her origins were slightly
different.


Family: Mother = Isbeth
†. Father = Ires. Sister = Penellaphe Da’Neer. Ancestors = Nyktos and Seraphena.


 


MILLIE’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Born to Queen Ileana (a.k.a Isbeth) and Ires Mierel,
Millicent’s life started as a bit of a lie and something not hers to command.
The first daughter referenced in the prophecy,
she was always meant to be a tool. That became even truer when she didn’t
survive her Culling, and Isbeth, unwilling to let her
die, used Primal magic to turn Millie into a Revenant—or at least something
having Revenant traits. I’m still wondering if there’s more to that story that
has yet to be uncovered. Anyway, it resulted in her becoming one of the Queen’s
personal guards—a Handmaiden—and being trained in every manner of death known.


She and Malik Da’Neer are
heartmates, but as far as I know, she remains in the dark about that fact.
Though maybe she does know and just chooses to ignore it. It’s also been said
that Isbeth forced Malik to do many unspeakable
things to her, and it forever changed their relationship. We do not, however,
know what those things are yet.


Millie’s history comes to me in flashes and bits. I haven’t
been able to piece it all together quite yet, but most of what happened when
she finally met Casteel and then her sister is fairly clear.


When Poppy, Casteel, and their group infiltrate the castle
and come across Ires as a cat, Millie cuts them off in the hallway. Delano sees
her as a threat and immediately attacks, but she bests him in seconds, shocking
the others. Casteel attempts to use compulsion on her to make her let Delano
go, and it has no effect. When the wolven asks her
what she is, she tells them all she’s a Handmaiden…and many other things.


Millie politely asks Delano to behave himself and reveals
that she has a nasty habit of shedding blood unnecessarily. She also insinuates
that she excels at behaving and makes a point to emphasize that they
have not behaved by going where they should not have gone—the underground
tunnels—and seeing what they should not have seen—Ires. 


She offers to keep it from the Queen if they promise to do
as they’re told, but adds that if they don’t, it won’t be them who pays the
price, it’ll be their cohorts who approach the eastern gates. This lets the
group know that their plan has been foiled. 


While they’re all before the Queen, Isbeth
uses Millie to demonstrate what a Revenant is and what they can do by having a
guard stab her in the heart. She dies and then resurrects as she always does,
once again moving to stand at the Queen’s side and listening to them discuss a
Revenant’s strengths. 


When the Queen has Ian beheaded, Millie can’t hide her
shock. To me, that indicates she’s not as icy as she tries to portray. 


As Poppy raises the furious storm outside of Oak Ambler
after Casteel gives himself up, Millie appears before her and tells her to
stop, hinting that Poppy will hurt innocents if she continues. When she orders
the others of the group to intervene, and nobody
moves, she tacks on a threat that if they don’t stop her, she will.
Poppy throws a net of power at her, and Millie tells her it won’t work, also
making Poppy aware that a shadowstone arrow is
pointed at her head. 


After Poppy finally calms a bit,
Millie tells her she’s sorry about Ian. She then makes sure the group
understands that all the vamprys have left and only
innocents remain, so they shouldn’t be so hasty to wipe out the entire place.
When Poppy threatens her further, Millie laughs and says she would welcome the
final death. 


They talk a bit more, and Millie finally reveals that the
Ascended will take Cas to the capital, but she doesn’t know where. She goes on
to say that Isbeth will have the Revenants and Malik
watching him, and that the only way Poppy can save him is if she brings the
fire of the gods. 


This may seem like an innocuous statement, that Poppy should
bring everything she has, but in my interpretation, she’s actually
telling Poppy that she needs to secure Nyktos’s
guards. I love that she revealed that Poppy needed to get the draken without coming right out and saying it. 


About thirty days into Casteel’s imprisonment, Millie goes
to see him. After looking him over, she informs him that she thinks his finger
is infected. When Cas asks her why she’s there, she admits that she made a
promise to someone—which we later find out was Malik. She tries to get him to
bathe, and he sasses her at every turn. Finally, she quips that he must be cranky
because he’s hungry and tells him that Malik gets that way, too.


Interesting that she knows that and would bring it up. 


Cas asks her where his brother is, and she replies that he’s
probably here, there…everywhere he’s not supposed to be. When he states that
she must be around Malik a lot to know what he’s like when he needs to feed,
she says she’s really not. She’s just observant.


I don’t believe that for a second. Knowing what we know
about Malik’s extracurricular activities beyond the Queen’s notice, that
statement about him being in places he shouldn’t takes on a bit of a new
meaning, though I’m not saying that because I have proof. It is merely
conjecture. 


As Millie scrubs the symbols from her skin using Cas’s bath
water, they talk about the tunnels and wards. She tells Cas how Poppy broke the
wards when she Ascended into her godhood, allowing things to get in and out,
though not even Callum knows when and where. When Cas asks more about the
golden one, Millie tells him that Callum’s really old.



Millicent reveals that she would have killed Isbeth, but the Queen is a god—we know she’s really not, but… Then she says that she believes Poppy will
eventually kill her, telling Casteel that she saw Poppy after Cas gave himself
up and realized how powerful she is. Cas tells her his wife is unlike anybody
else, and Millie agrees. However, when he mentions that Nyktos
is the reason for Poppy’s uniqueness, she corrects him by saying that he knows
nothing if he thinks Nyktos is the true
Primal of Life and Death. She then details how Isbeth
needed a tool/weapon to destroy the realms and lets it slip that Isbeth figured out how to bring to life something that can.


Millie is there to head off Poppy, Kieran, and Reaver while
they’re on their way to Carsodonia to save Casteel. A
fight breaks out, and they eventually have a discussion where Millie calls
Poppy the Queen of Flesh and Fire. Ultimately, they all end up at Wayfair. 


Later, Millie tells Poppy the Queen wishes to speak with her
about the future of the kingdoms and the True King of the Realms and informs
Poppy that New Haven and Whitebridge have fallen under Atlantian
control—the Blood Crown received a missive. She adds that everyone’s been on
edge since. Poppy refuses to wear the outfit Millie brings her because it’s
white and says she won’t be forced to look like the Maiden again. She tells
Millie to either get her something else or she’ll go naked. Millie jokes that it
would almost be worth letting Poppy go like that just to witness the outcome. 


As they talk more, Poppy warns Millie not to refer to Isbeth as her mother. When Poppy pushes with her powers, Millie
blocks her attempts to read her. As she leaves Poppy, she tells her she’ll keep
Kieran and Reaver company and comments on how handsome Reaver is.


Everybody has a crush on Reaver, it seems. I can’t stop
seeing him as a youngling, though. He will always be that for me since I saw
him in my visions during the time of the gods.


Later, while escorting Poppy and the others to the Great
Hall, she confirms that Reaver is right when he says the statue in the Hall
isn’t Nyktos. Once inside, Millie reminds Poppy to
calm herself lest everyone think the harbinger is among them. When the Queen
says that Cas, unlike Malik, never learned to make his stay easier, Millie
can’t control her anger. She may not particularly like Malik—or at least she pretends
not to—but it’s clear she can’t help but be concerned about him. 


It greatly amuses Millie when Poppy stabs Callum in the
heart. The Queen, however, is not amused and punishes Millie’s
impudence by making her clean up the mess. 


Once again in the cell with Casteel, he states that Isbeth won’t hurt Poppy; she’ll hurt others to get to Poppy. Millie confirms. Then, pretending to
have blood in her hair, she washes it in Cas’s tub, revealing that its natural
color is nearly white, not flat black. She then scrubs her face, making her
true appearance known and highlighting her likeness to Poppy. When Cas only
looks on, she tells him that she has something important to tell him and then
informs him that she’s the first daughter. She adds that she was never meant to
be, but neither was the second. When he questions that, she confirms that she and
Poppy are full-blooded sisters and that Ires sired them both. She explains to
Casteel that she is not a god like her father, though. She’s a failure. He
tries to argue, and she tells him that, like his brother, he has no idea what
is and isn’t possible—like the real history of the realms, for example. 


Millie details how everything Isbeth
has done has been for a reason: When she took Cas the first time, why she kept
Malik…it was all so she’d have someone from a strong Atlantian
bloodline to Ascend Poppy and make sure she didn’t fail like Millie did. Once
Poppy completes her Culling, she’ll give Isbeth what
she’s wanted since her son died: revenge against everyone. And she doesn’t want
to remake the realms. She wants to destroy them. 


Poppy is destined to do that—to be the harbinger
foretold…she won’t have a choice. Millie then reminds Casteel that while Isbeth isn’t strong enough to remake the realms, she
created something that is. Thinking about that makes her a bit sad,
and she lets some of her emotions slip and show. This is another indicator that
Millie is different from other Revenants. It’s clear she has emotions;
therefore, she has a soul. Other Revs do not. 


Millie knows the Queen will succeed, no matter what anyone
does. First, Poppy will complete her Culling, and then her love for Cas will
become one of her very, very few weaknesses. He will be the only thing that can
stop her. Either way, Millie’s sister won’t survive; she’ll either die by
Casteel’s hand or drown the realms in blood.


Adorned with paint at the Bone Temple, Millie is very uneasy
and concerned about Malec being brought to Isbeth.
She tries to warn Poppy and asks where Reaver is, telling Poppy she should be
worried because Isbeth didn’t ask about the draken. She feels that something is very wrong with all of
what’s going on and says as much. 


After Callum heals Kieran, it buoys Millie when the wolven stabs Callum in the chest. She remarks how seeing
him taken down never gets old but makes sure to tell Kieran to go for the head
next time if he wants it to last longer. 


Millie watches Isbeth kiss Malec
in his casket and remarks how it looks like she’s about to climb inside. When
she hears her mother say, “It cannot be any other way,” she jerks her head,
only to see Isbeth plunge a dagger into Malec’s
chest. 


Confused and not understanding what exactly is going on, she
can only listen as Callum gloats, calling her a failure. She suddenly realizes
that it was supposed to be Poppy on the altar, which makes better sense when Callum
explains the prophecy to them. 


Millie asks who the harbinger is, and Callum tells her that she
is—she was the warning. Callum inquires if she really thought Poppy
would destroy the realms and says that it would take her eons to be that
powerful. 


After Casteel rips out Callum’s heart, Millie tells Poppy
they still have a chance to stop what’s been set in motion because Malec still
breathes. Chaos ensues, and Millie is hit on the head with a rock as the stone
explodes. Malik catches her before she hits the ground, and then Delano saves
them both from a dakkai. 


Millie engages with the other Revenants and screams at Poppy
to get the dagger out of Malec’s chest and get to Isbeth.
When she can’t, Millie goes. Just as she finally reaches Malec and gets her
hand around the dagger’s hilt, Isbeth blasts her with
eather and she dies.


She gets up after Poppy calls to the Consort and then
watches Poppy take out the dakkais and Isbeth. In the confusion afterward, Millie sneaks away. 


We know that Malik went after her.


Eventually, she finds that out, too, because she shows up at
Wayfair with him. When she discovers that Poppy is in stasis, she’s concerned.
She visits with her for a while but ultimately leaves.


Wait until she discovers what Poppy has turned into…

Eloana is not only the Queen
Mother of Atlantia’s current King, she is also a
pivotal piece of the gears that were set in motion where Isbeth
is concerned. Malec had an affair with Isbeth when he
was married to Eloana. Eloana
thought he hung the moon but soon realized that Isbeth
wasn’t like his other mistresses—she was his heartmate. 


 


ELOANA’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


After Poppy is attacked at the Chambers of Nyktos, Eloana walks into the
Temple and sees what Poppy has done. She asks what Hawke has brought back to
Atlantia with him and then tells the onlookers to bow to their new Queen.


When Poppy insists that none of what’s going on is her, Eloana tells her that she may not have realized she summoned
the wolven, but she did. Many shifted without
warning. She then turns her attention to Cas and tells him that he needs to
care why the wolven are acting as they are, declaring
that the bonds between the wolven and their Elemental
Atlantians have been broken. She goes on to tell
Poppy that the godly blood in her supersedes any oaths between the wolven and their bonded Elemental Atlantians,
and that’s why the bonds broke.


The attack on Poppy shocks Eloana,
and she tells Poppy that she’s not a Soul Eater and that her attackers should
have known exactly what she was when they saw the eather in her blood become visible. 


As discussions of Malik arise, Eloana
wonders aloud if the marriage between Hawke and Poppy is a
ploy—she knew her son’s original plan. 


When Alastir attacks, Eloana is stunned once again when Cas is hit with arrows.
She commands the Crown Guards to stand down. She doesn’t understand why they
would go after her child—their Prince and now-destined King. 


Alastir and his cohorts abscond with
Poppy. I imagine Eloana assisted with those who were
poisoned by the shadowshade.


After Poppy and Cas go through their harrowing ordeal and
return to Atlantia, Eloana welcomes Hawke at Cove
Palace but then sees the differences in Poppy. She knows she was Ascended and
stares in disbelief because she’s not a vampry.
Everything brings up a slurry of emotions for Eloana,
things I felt in my vision: relief, joy, love, and sorrow. 


Having had time to think about what happened with Alastir, Eloana explains that she
thinks he believed the Royals would support his plan to be rid of Poppy, which
was what he meant when he cried “It’s not too late” at the Chambers. Eloana can’t help but keep bringing up Poppy’s Ascension,
and Poppy gives her a piece of her mind for disrespecting her. Eloana apologizes and is surprised by Poppy’s
understanding. 


Eloana and Poppy discuss Poppy’s
heritage. Eloana confirms that Poppy does share
abilities with Malec and remarks that she even looks like him. She assumes that
Malec must be her father, though there are some things about that hypothesis
that don’t add up. 


She tries to soften the blow of the news to Poppy by telling
her that Cora could still be her mother, just not mortal. However, she realizes
that Alastir would have known, therefore making that
untrue. 


She reveals that she knew Alastir
had found someone he believed to be Malec’s descendant but didn’t know anything
about her and had no idea that Poppy was the one he’d spoken of. 


After additional thought, Eloana
later reveals that it’s impossible for Malec to be Poppy’s father because she
found him after the war and entombed him in bone chains under the Blood Forest,
which was four hundred years ago. It would have only taken two hundred for him
to become weak enough to die, so he would have been dead long before Poppy was
born. However, she theorizes that maybe the Blood Crown discovered where Malec
was entombed and helped him rise. They then hypothesize that Poppy must be Nyktos’s great-granddaughter. 


When the golden trees of Aios turn
blood red, Eloana tells Poppy that the trees
represent the blood of the gods, and the changing color signifies that a deity
is in line for the throne. They were red when the deities ruled and turned gold
after Malec was dethroned. She also refers to Ileana as the Queen of Blood and
Ash and tells Poppy the root of that story. 


Despite everything, Eloana
continues to defend Malec, telling Poppy he wasn’t a bad man or a bad ruler, he
was just someone who became lost. 


When plans are made for their next moves, Eloana asks Poppy what they’re going to do about Malik and
inquires what Poppy will do if Ian is not as she remembers. After Poppy
answers, she worries about the state Malik will be in and almost thinks it
would be better for him if he were dead. The thought of that makes her dissolve
into tears, and Poppy comforts her as she cries. She also calls Poppy logical,
brave, and strong. 


Eloana later reveals that she,
Valyn, and the Elders already decided that war is inevitable. They plan to burn
Carsodonia to the ground and cut off the head of the
snake, so to speak. She then goes on to say that only Poppy and Cas, Atlantia’s
new King and Queen, can stop what’s in motion. 


However, Eloana also reveals that
a different battle is brewing in Atlantia between those who can trust a
stranger and see Poppy as the rightful Queen, and those who can’t. She adds
that even if Poppy abdicates, the divisiveness will be as destructive as war.
She then admits that she thinks Cas and Poppy are the best things for Atlantia and
explains to Poppy why she thinks she’s fit to rule. Eloana
informs her that she has days—maybe a week—to decide, but if she chooses to
wear the crown, she needs to do it for the right reasons. 


Valyn, Cas, and Vonetta appear and tell everyone there is a
convoy of Ascended at Spessa’s End. When Ian requests
a meeting with Poppy and her allies, Eloana fears
it’s a trap to grab Poppy, Cas, or both of them.


After returning to the capital, Eloana’s
crown of bleached bone becomes shiny and gilded. She tells Poppy that the
coronation can be whenever they’d like it to be but that the Elders are eager
to hear their news.


We definitely were. 


She offers to send word regarding the changing of the crowns
while Cas and Poppy meet with the Council.


During the coronation ceremony, Eloana
crowns Poppy and then introduces her to Rose, the palace manager. She’s
surprised when Poppy not only asks her to call her Penellaphe
and not Your Majesty, but also changes the Atlantian
Crest to show equality between her and Casteel. The crest initially had
unweighted weapons, the sword being much greater than the arrow. In the new version,
the sword and arrow are the same size and perfectly crossed at
the middle. 


When they talk more about what needs to be done—a trip to
Oak Ambler and a trip into Iliseeum to recruit Nyktos’s guards—Eloana theorizes
that waking Nyktos could be what forces the Blood
Crown’s hand, though she and Valyn plan to stay at the palace while Poppy and
Cas go to Iliseeum. They’ll serve as Crown surrogates
while the new King and Queen are gone. 


Following the events at Oak Ambler that lead to Casteel
being taken prisoner by the Blood Crown again, Poppy seeks Eloana
out upon her return. Eloana instantly sees that Cas
isn’t with Poppy and reaches for her husband—who isn’t there—when she realizes why
her Hawke didn’t return. When Poppy admonishes her, saying that Eloana knew what Isbeth was and
wasn’t, and by keeping that from them, it led to current events, it makes her
stomach drop.


Poppy relays to Eloana that the Blood
Queen killed her brother, Hawkethrone, and now they
have her son. Again. Poppy knows exactly why the Blood Queen wanted her
sons—because it’s personal. 


She accuses Eloana of knowing that
Ileana was Isbeth and that she wasn’t the
first Ascended—she’s not an Ascended at all. Eloana
swears she didn’t know until she found Malec after the war and entombed him.
Poppy tells her it doesn’t matter when she learned the truth, just
that she didn’t reveal it. 


When Eloana asks if her son is
alive, Poppy asks her which one and relays that Malik is cozied up
with Isbeth, and then shows her the marriage imprint,
proving that Cas is alive. Though she adds that it means very little given what
has happened. 


Eloana explains that it was all
ego and tells Poppy why she did what she did. Then she admits that she didn’t
want to go to war with Solis, partly because Isbeth’s
identity and story would come out. Poppy relays that Malec lied to her about
being a deity and that Isbeth knew all along. Eloana then humbles herself and admits that Malec will
always hold a piece of her heart. 


Poppy tells Eloana about her
parentage and reveals that the Queen planned to have her marry Malik and retake
Atlantia. Eloana doesn’t see how Isbeth’s
plan wasn’t a success since Poppy is the current Queen. Poppy
then asserts that she’s been used her whole life and won’t let it happen again.
She tells Eloana that she plans to wake the draken and states there will be no preventing the war now. 


Poppy asks Eloana to look after
Tawny, her first friend, and Eloana summons me to
help the poor girl after her shadowstone stabbing. 


I’m unsure what Eloana did after
that, but when the plan is put in motion to return Malec to Isbeth,
Valyn contacts her about where and how she entombed the god. 


The Queen Mother is in for a shock when she hears about
everything else they uncovered while they were away.

has stabbed him many times, but he insists he probably deserved it.

Sons = Malik and Casteel. Grandfather = King Elian Da’Neer
†. Descendant of = Attes, co-ruler of Vathi, Primal
of War and Accord. Other ancestral family = Kyn, co-ruler of Vathi, Primal of
Peace and Vengeance.


 


Valyn is not only the King Father of Atlantia’s current
King, he also played a significant role in the power
shift within the kingdoms. 


 


VALYN’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Following Poppy’s display of power after the attack in the
Chambers of Nyktos, Valyn reaffirms Alastir’s statement that Poppy called the wolven. He tells Cas to think about why his bonded wolven—Kieran—is ready to attack him. 


Later, during discussions, Valyn comforts Eloana when the conversation turns to Malik. He also
reminds Cas that he and Poppy are not the King and Queen yet. After Alastir’s display of treason, he tells the wolven that he will be held somewhere safe and will accept
the decision without argument. He adds that if he doesn’t, Cas or the other wolven will likely attack, and Valyn won’t intervene.


Once plans are made, Valyn joins the group that goes to Irelone to rescue Poppy. When she’s mortally wounded with a
crossbow bolt, Valyn panics when he realizes Casteel plans to Ascend her. He
tells the guards to seize his son, but the wolven
encircle them, making him unable to do anything but watch. 


After the events at Spessa’s End,
he admits that he’s impressed by what was done but doesn’t believe it was
enough. He still wants retribution and war. 


Casteel secrets him away for safekeeping, and Emil
and the others escort him back to Atlantia. He later meets Cas and Poppy in the
Temple of Saion. When he sees Poppy for the first time since her near death,
he’s shocked to see that she hasn’t Ascended. He remarks that he was present
when Cas came out of his shadowshade poisoning and
realized that Poppy was gone. He adds that he’s never seen him like that, and
it’s something he will never forget. 


In a moment of truth, Valyn tells Poppy that if she had
Ascended, he would have been obligated to kill her and would have tried without
hesitation, even knowing the wolven would not have
let him make it to her. Her becoming an Ascended would have meant a war that
would have weakened them to Solis. 


Valyn agrees that Poppy is no longer mortal and remarks that
it must have to do with her heritage, though he is unwilling to discuss it more
without Eloana present—he’s protecting her from a
history that has haunted them for centuries. Though he does advise that everyone
keep Poppy’s changes a secret from those who aren’t in
their inner circle or were there when Cas saved her.


When the time comes for them to mete
out justice against Alastir, Valyn asks for assurance
that the wolven will not survive the night. He adds
that if he does, Valyn will see to it that he dies at dawn—something he will
personally ensure, so long as a crown still sits upon his head.


Poppy thanks Valyn for his hand in rescuing her, and he
tells her that she doesn’t need to thank him. She’s
family now.


The fact that he switched his way of thinking so quickly was
at first suspect to me, but the more I meditated on it, the more I realized
that it’s just the way things are with Poppy. It doesn’t take people long to
see her and realize she’s special—Primal powers aside. 


After the attack at the Contou
residence, Valyn tells everybody that the attackers were the Unseen and shares
more information about the group.


In discussing the recent treason, he says he believes the
Crown Guards involved in the attack spoke openly to those who weren’t, thus
infecting them with their nonsense. 


Upon their return to Atlantia, they see that the trees of Aios have turned from gold to red, and Valyn tells Cas that
the people will see the shift as a sign of great change. 


Valyn meets with Cas and Poppy at Cove Palace. When Eloana asks if Hawke’s grown taller, Valyn remarks that Cas
stopped growing ages ago—right around when he stopped listening to his parents.



At one point, Valyn slips and calls Poppy Maiden.
Cas threatens him and says to never call her that again. 


After Poppy saves Marji, the young child who was run over by
the carriage, they discuss Poppy’s abilities. Valyn knows of no other Ascended
mortal with Atlantian blood who went through the
Culling and didn’t become a vampry. Nor does he know
of any living half-Atlantian descended from the gods.
He then tells Poppy that it’s impossible for Cora and Leo to be her parents. 


When they discuss Alastir’s part
in all of what’s happened and what Valyn and Eloana
knew and didn’t, Valyn says he knew that Alastir had
found someone he believed to be Malec’s descendant but didn’t know anything
about them. 


It’s known that Valyn and Eloana
have killed to protect the secret of Iliseeum. So,
when pushed about what happened to Poppy and those they killed while protecting
the realm of the gods, Valyn tells Cas that if he is to become King, he needs
to learn to handle doing things that will turn his stomach and haunt his
dreams. 


They discuss Poppy’s heritage some more, and Valyn tells
Poppy that no other deities could be her parents because Malec killed them all.
Then he adds that, to him, her powers are too strong to be several generations
removed. He goes on to say that the changes in the trees of Aios
signify that a deity is in line to take the throne. He adds that Poppy’s mother
would have to be nearly as old as Malec and either an Elemental Atlantian or of another important bloodline—possibly one
they believe died out. 


Talk turns to the prophecy, and
Valyn admits his curiosity. 


Poppy says she wants to destroy the Ascended, and Valyn
believes he has a supporter in his war efforts. However, he tries to convince
them not to rush to Spessa’s End to meet with the
Ascended convoy and says that Cas is speaking like a man in love, not a King. 


Valyn and Eloana return to the
capital and relinquish their crowns. During discussions, Valyn knows Cas and
Poppy want to talk about more than just what happened during their meeting with
those in Solis. He refers to Ian as an Ascended and irritates Poppy. When he suggests
that her claim to the throne might be contested, he is quickly put in his
place.


During the meeting with the Council, Eloana
tells him it’s time, making him allude to the fact that they don’t take the
traditional route with anything. He sternly corrects Lord Gregori about Poppy’s
heritage and is pleased by her show-of-force response.


Once Poppy and Cas are officially crowned, Valyn advises
them that they will need to choose an Advisor. When Cas mentions he already
knows who he will ask to be the Advisor to the Crown, Valyn agrees that Kieran
is a good choice. 


After the group decides to go to Iliseeum,
Valyn remarks how waking Nyktos could be an
unnecessary risk but says that he and Eloana will
stay at the palace to serve as Crown surrogates while they are away. 


After Casteel gives himself up to the Blood Crown, Valyn
briefly sees Poppy after she returns to Evaemon
without her husband and immediately leaves for the north. 


With the army, he greets Poppy at the northernmost point of
the kingdom and tells her that he knows she’ll get his son back. He adds that
Cas is a very lucky man to have found her and made himself hers. Then he says
that he and Eloana are even more fortunate to have
her as their daughter-in-law.


With sadness, Valyn asks Poppy a favor. He requests that she
make Malik’s death as quick and painless as possible if she should see him. She
agrees to his request. 


Valyn arrives in Massene, and
Vonetta tells him what happened with the draken in
Vessa’s storm. He gives Reaver his condolences for the loss of his brethren and
sistren and vows to make the Blood Crown pay tenfold. 


During discussions with the generals and others about Oak
Ambler, Valyn challenges Gayla La’Sere when she says
their methods before may have been brutal, but they were effective. He argues
that given where they are now, they weren’t effective at all. They retreated.
They didn’t win. 


Poppy decides to warn the mortals about the impending city
seizures, and Valyn isn’t sure that’s wise. As he hears more of the plan, he
struggles to agree. He’s not worried about leadership; he’s concerned about his
daughter-in-law. Her. He reminds Poppy that none of his family members have
entered the capital and returned as they were before they left—if they
came back at all. Poppy refuses when Valyn offers to go with her and reminds
him what Isbeth would do to him if he were captured. 


After Poppy dresses in her white outfit, Valyn goes to see
her and makes a remark about how many weapons she has. He tells her that she’s
the most powerful one and without outright saying it,
asks her to remember that. She replies that she doesn’t want to be a weapon,
she wants to be a healer, and he comments on how honest she is. Taking her in,
he remarks that she looks like his favorite painting in the palace, the one of
the goddess Lailah in her white armor. 


Poppy mentions what she saw while asleep, and Valyn corrects
her when she tells him about her shared dreams with Casteel. He calls it dream
walking and tells her it’s actually soul walking
because they’re heartmates. 


With some shame, Valyn reveals that Alastir
knew who Ileana really was before he did; he didn’t know until Cas was taken
the first time, and only because Eloana told him. He
then says that he would never have retreated before had he known. 


As the discussion turns to Malec, Valyn says that Eloana never talked about him. He knew that part of her
still loved him and always would—even though he didn’t deserve it and she loves Valyn. Poppy scolds him again for not telling the
truth sooner, insinuates that they wouldn’t have had to negotiate with Isbeth if he had, and says that Atlantia is built on lies
as much as Solis is.


Valyn asserts that they truly believed she was a deity, a
descendant of one of the mortals Malec had an affair with. They didn’t know
that Malec was a god until Poppy revealed that to them. He also says that Eloana told him about Malec and Isbeth’s
son, but he still believes she didn’t know the full truth until Alastir told her.


When the group takes Castle Redrock, he searches the keep
with some other soldiers. They find and fight the Craven and the dozens of
bodies—veiled women with their bodies mauled. He wishes Poppy didn’t have to
see it.


After Lin tells Valyn about the tunnels under the Temple,
Valyn sends all the generals to secure them. 


As more secrets come to light, Valyn wonders how a Priest of
Solis knows a prophecy spoken by the gods eons ago. He’s also disgusted that
they think the True King is Malec. 


When Poppy asks Valyn where and how Malec was entombed, he
tells Poppy that Eloana used old magic and bone chains
to secure him. He adds that Malec wouldn’t be conscious and likely wouldn’t
remember himself, let alone seek retribution. However, he agrees they need
confirmation and says he’ll send word to Eloana. 


After discovering the Ascended Priests and Priestesses,
Valyn is shocked that Poppy didn’t know the vamprys
served in the Temples, too. When she and the others go to find the children,
Valyn stays with the Priests and Priestesses. Later, he asks Poppy what she wants
to do about the Priests and Priestesses and reminds her that she doesn’t have
to be the one to do everything.


Valyn wonders if the conspirator in the prophecy refers to Isbeth—the remaking of the realms could just mean taking
Atlantia.


Poppy addresses the townsfolk, and Valyn and she talk about
her need to delegate. She insists she should be the one to talk to the
families, and he tells her that Cas is lucky to have found her. She tells him
that they’re both lucky.


They make a plan for their route
and how they will accomplish their goals, and Valyn promises Poppy that Vonetta
will have no issues with the generals in her absence, that they will take down
no Rises, no innocents will be killed, and Poppy’s wishes will be carried out.


Later, in Padonia after Casteel’s
rescue, Valyn greets his son and shakes as they embrace. He tells his son that
he told Poppy not to go and get him and is put in his place fast. Despite
having a lot to discuss, it will have to wait. 


When Valyn finally comes face-to-face with Malik again, it’s
uncomfortable—he goes pale, his voice cracks, and he stiffens when Malik greets
him impassively. All he can do is tell him that he looks good with a vacant
tone.


Sven asks what the Blood Queen would want with Malec, and
Valyn reveals who she really is, saying that she was Malec’s mistress and
informing them that she was never a vampry because a
god cannot create a vampry. They create something
else. 


Talk turns to how Isbeth thinks
Malec can help her destroy Atlantia and remake the realms, and Valyn is
shocked. The god won’t be in a good state and will need to feed—a lot. He’ll
eventually recover but there’s no telling what mental state he’ll be in or what
he might do.


Eloana gets back to him about
Malec’s whereabouts, and Valyn shares the information: he’s in the northeast
corner of the Blood Forest near some ruins, entombed in a casket and covered in
deity bones. He then reveals that I helped Eloana
entomb Malec, though he has no idea what Primal essence Eloana
and I used to do it.


As the group readies to leave for the Bone Temple, Cas tells
Valyn that he’s to remain in Padonia with Vonetta,
saying that she will need his support to rule. It’s an order, so he’ll obey but
bidding the others goodbye is difficult.


He is certainly in for a shock when he finds out everything
that happened…

ALASTIR’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


To me, Alastir has always been a
little shady. As a prominent wolven, Malec’s bonded,
uncle-like figure to both Princes and Kieran, and the Advisor to the Atlantian Crown, he featured in my visions, of course.
Still, there was always…something there that made it slightly unclear and a bit
too mutable. After recent events, that reason became clearer. I only wish I had
seen it beforehand. But, then again, I don’t mettle in the affairs of
the Fates—at least not much.


Let’s pick up the wolven’s
timeline when he enters Poppy and Cas’s story, shall we?


As the group is traveling, Alastir
arrives at New Haven just ahead of the storm. 


After seeing Poppy for the first time and noticing the bite
mark on her neck, he comments that he’s missed a lot and goes on to talk with
her. Later, during their formal introduction, he mentions that he’s surprised
by her last name and says Balfour goes back hundreds of years in Solis. I can only imagine it’s because he knows about the
last oracle or something about Leopold. He also mentions that he’s surprised to
hear of her Atlantian descent, given how close her
parents were to the Blood Crown. 


When Poppy mentions the night the Craven attacked her
family, Alastir responds with a bit of curiosity.
Poppy thinks it’s because he’s wondering if that’s how she ended up scarred. But now that we know he was there, I wonder…


In the banquet hall later, Poppy politely greets Alastir, and he speaks with Kieran briefly in another
language. He then mentions his shock at hearing about her proposal to Casteel
and refers to her as the Maiden. When Cas chastises him, he acquiesces but not
before stating that no one can change the past, regardless of current
circumstances. During dinner, when talk turns to how Poppy tried to murder Cas,
it takes Alastir aback. I can guess what was going
through his mind there. He was already scheming to ensure the prophecy didn’t
come to be. And then to learn that she’d tried to murder his Prince…


They discuss the skewed history and what the people of Solis
believe, and Alastir mentions that not all in the
kingdom are loyal to Queen Ileana and King Jalara. He is, of course, speaking
about the Descenters—particularly those faithful to
Atlantia and those who think as he does: The Protectors. As talk shifts to the plans, Alastir
clarifies that his allegiance is to the Kingdom of Atlantia. To those at the
table, it would have sounded like he was talking about Cas and his plans, but
we know that’s not true. Alastir was loyal to the
kingdom first and foremost until the very end, and that meant he couldn’t be
okay with Casteel’s new plans pertaining to Poppy. He also warns about unrest
among the wolven.


Alastir asks to speak to Poppy
privately, and they take a walk. They discuss the fact that she can fight, and
then Alastir reveals how his daughter, Shea, was
Casteel’s intended. He puts Poppy at ease and promises he’ll help her get out
of her current situation if she feels it’s not what she wants. This may have seemed
altruistic to Poppy, but there were much deeper machinations at hand. He also
says he’ll ask around to see if any of his people know about her parents, but
we now know that he already knew them both.


After leaving to check the roads with a small group, Alastir returns following the Ascended attack. He and his
men take care of several of the Queen’s knights, and then he witnesses Poppy
healing the injured. He asks her if she’s sure that her brother, Ian, Ascended since he doubts they would have let a half-Atlantian Ascend. He also tells her about the Empath
Warrior bloodline and how they could siphon the energy behind emotions, feed on
others in that way, and how they were called Soul Eaters. 


Alastir leaves for Spessa’s End before the rest of the group. When he speaks
with Poppy later, he tells her about the Joining and the wolven’s
bond to the Elemental Atlantians, indirectly
revealing that he was Malec’s bonded wolven. 


Becket gets injured, and Alastir
rushes him to Vonetta’s. He’s absolutely stunned when Poppy heals the young wolven—it’s much more than what she did after the Ascended
attack, complete with a glow. He apologizes to her for those looking at her
suspiciously and treating her strangely and advises her to ignore the looks,
saying if she won’t remove herself from the situation, she can’t show that it
bothers her. 


This all seemed very counterproductive to what he planned.
But maybe, despite knowing that he would be betraying her, he did have some fondness
for her and a softness in him somewhere. And perhaps he really thought that he
could just get her to leave if he overwhelmed her thoughts and triggered her
self-doubt.


Alastir admits that he doesn’t
understand how love sprang up between Poppy and Casteel given the Prince’s original plans for her as the Maiden. Then, he goes
on to say how he’s seen Cas in love before and that the people expected someone
else to become their Queen because Cas was promised to
another.


Now that seems more in line with Alastir’s end goal. It was a grand opportunity to make
Poppy doubt herself and her relationship with Casteel—and incredibly
manipulative. 


When Casteel chastises him for bringing that up, calling him
weak for doing it, Alastir claims that Cas marrying
his niece Gianna would have strengthened the relationship between the wolven and the Atlantians. Jasper
warns Alastir that he’s overstepping, but the wolven still accuses Cas of refusing his duties to his
people.


I honestly think that this was where the switch was completely
flipped for Alastir. He had been plotting already but
seeing that it was beyond hope and that he couldn’t talk Cas out of his plans
or get Poppy to leave on her own just reinforced that he’d have to take matters
into his hands. 


As the others disperse, Alastir
stays in Atlantia. When he meets back up with the group in Saion’s Cove, he’s
shocked to see that Casteel and Poppy got married and even more surprised to
hear that Nyktos blessed the union. He requests to
speak with Casteel privately, likely hoping to talk some sense into him and
bring him around to Alastir’s way of thinking. 


I’m not sure what he got up to between that point and when
Beckett led Poppy to her ambush at the Chambers of Nyktos,
but, like most, he arrives after the attack, witnessing the end of the display
of what she can do. He tries to reason with the Queen, telling Eloana that it’s not too late and knowing what it will mean
for the Crown.


He makes it known that Poppy is calling the wolven at the Temple and says that he can feel the broken
bonds because he can sense Poppy’s Primal notam. When Cas orders the
guards to seize Alastir, he’s shocked and states that
Cas has no authority over the guards or him since he is not yet King. They
still secure him. When Valyn orders him to be put somewhere…safe, he’s
incensed. 


Shouting, “Protect your King and Queen,” Alastir
signals those loyal to him to act, and they infect everyone trying to protect
Poppy with shadowshade. He tells Poppy that she
is the threat to Atlantia, not him, then knocks her out and whisks her away. 


While Poppy is in the crypt, Alastir
visits and apologizes for Jansen’s behavior. He then tells her about the gods,
deities, Shadowlands, and Iliseeum. He goes on to
explain how Poppy is dangerous. Says she’s entered her Culling and will start
showing the same chaotic tendencies as those who came before her—the deities
that became monsters, thus causing the Elementals to rise against them. He
explains about Malec and reveals that Eloana and
Valyn knew about Malec’s powers. Then, he implies that Malec is Poppy’s father
and adds that the King had many mistresses, and there were others like
her—children born of the deity—who never reached their Culling. 


I’ve never been able to pin down whether
or not Alastir knew that Malec was actually a
god and not merely a deity or if he knew about Ires and Millicent.


Alastir tells Poppy about the
prophecy and reveals that they’ve met before—the night her parents were killed.
He thought she looked familiar when he met her in New Haven—something in the
eyes—and had a nagging feeling but didn’t know for certain she was the one
until she told him her parents’ names. He admits that he was there to help them
flee Solis and claims that he didn’t strike her parents down but that he would
have killed them both and her if given the chance. He goes on to say
that the Dark One killed her parents, and that darkness outside his influence
was there that night. When Cora and Leo told him about Poppy and who she
descended from—the Blood Queen—he knew he had to do something, so…he let that
darkness in, in the form of Malik.


Then, Alastir reveals all sorts of
secrets: that he can no longer shift, that he plans to give Poppy to the
Ascended, and that while he doesn’t want to harm Casteel, he will if he gets in
his way. He adds that he doesn’t think that Cas’s plan is enough. Alastir and Valyn want the Ascended to pay, and so long as
Poppy is alive, the throne is hers by birthright. He says he would rather go to
war than have the likes of her unleashed on his people. 


When Cas and the others come to rescue Poppy, they take Alastir into custody from the crypts, as well. Cas uses
compulsion on him to learn the names of everyone involved and to find where
they passed her off to the Ascended. While tucked away, a handful of Atlantians and mortals try to free Alastir
but are also captured. Later, Casteel retrieves Alastir
from the crypts under the Temple. Believing that Poppy is dead, Alastir is at first relieved when Casteel reveals that he
won’t kill him, and then shocked to see Poppy. He tells her that what he
started won’t end with his death. She tells him that she’ll never think
of him again, cuts his throat, and then lets the wolven
cannibalize him. 


After his death, we learn that Alastir
knew that Ileana was Isbeth and that he was
the one who killed Isbeth and Malec’s child.

Hair: Dark and trimmed close to the skull.


Eyes: Striking pale blue like a winter sky.



Body type: Lean.


Facial features: Warm beige skin. Sharply
angled face. Goes from coldly handsome to strikingly attractive when he smiles.


Distinguishing features: Slight accent.
Faded claw marks across his chest. A healed puncture wound near his waist.


Other: Fine dusting of hair on his chest.
Over two hundred years old.


Personality: Snarky and sarcastic. A bit
anal. Not the hugging type. Not modest. About as transparent as a brick wall.

with the grace of a dancer when he fights. Often sleeps in wolven
form and kicks but rests easiest as the sun rises.

Sisters = Vonetta, and a new baby sister, name still unknown. Aunt = Beryn.


 


This loyal, protective, funny, and fierce wolven is the perfect balance for Casteel and Poppy. He
would do anything for them, and they for him. 



 


KIERAN’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Born as the first child to Jasper and Kirha
Contou, Kieran was bonded to Prince Casteel at birth.
The two shared a crib more often than not, took their
first steps together, and sat at the same table most nights, even refusing to
eat the same vegetables. They were inseparable. As they grew older, they were
rarely apart, even though they sometimes appeared to hate each other, often
coming to blows over minor things—as siblings are wont
to do.


Kieran once had a great love, Elashya,
who was born with the same wasting disease her
grandmother had. It didn’t reveal itself for more than a hundred years, but
when it did manifest, it was virulent, shut the body down, and killed her
within days. He will always harbor sadness for the loss.


Adventurers at heart, Kieran spent considerable time
exploring with Casteel, Cas’s brother, Prince Malik; and
their friend, Shea. When they went into the tunnels, they ensured they wouldn’t
get lost by marking the stone walls with their initials. I’m sure some can even
be seen today. Kieran and Casteel even tried to sail past the Mountains of Nyktos once to see if any of the land beyond was habitable
and almost drowned in the process.


Now, on to when things really start to pick up…


When Casteel tries to take down the Blood Crown, Kieran doesn’t
know the plan and is expressly forbidden from going to the capital. He
immediately knows that Casteel is injured when he suddenly feels sick and
realizes it’s serious when it robs him of all his strength. Kieran discovers
that Cas has been captured when he doesn’t return, Kieran can no longer walk,
and no amount of food or water sates him. He quickly loses weight and remains
in that weakened state for the entire five decades Casteel is held by the Blood
Crown. 


Kieran is the only one who knows what Cas went through
during his imprisonment and often had to help the Prince
remember who he was back in those days after he returned, reminding him that he
wasn’t a thing. It’s a terrible link to solidify a tether to someone,
but it’s there for the men, nonetheless. The two have a bond that goes beyond
friendship and family. They are two sides of the same coin.


When Casteel devises the scheme to become Hawke Flynn—a
name that Kieran actually picked—to capture
the Maiden and use her as a bargaining tool to free his brother, Kieran is
all-in. Despite hating most of Solis because of its many Ascended and crowds,
he knows he will go wherever Casteel does without question. 


And this is where the Fate lines of Kieran, Poppy, and
Casteel converge for me in my visions…


Kieran starts out in Masadonia as
a City Guard, traveling with Casteel into enemy territory to begin their ruse.
He keeps Setti with him there, and he and Casteel meet secretly when they can.
They use the Red Pearl a lot, but they also communicate via notes left in
Wisher’s Grove. 


He and Cas meet at the Red Pearl with another wolven, Jericho, and Descenter
Griffith Jansen, a commander of the Royal Guard—a changeling who later reveals
himself as a traitor to the Crown and is swiftly dealt with. After leaving to
take care of some business, Kieran returns to let Hawke know that the envoy has
arrived, not yet realizing the Maiden is in the room. If he had, I wonder if he
would have delayed his interruption. 


Later, Kieran and Cas meet with Emil and Delano in the Grove
so that Cas can feed. When Emil is…well, Emil, Kieran tells him he has a death
wish. 


For real, though. He just can’t keep his mouth shut. And
once Kieran finds out about Vonetta…he’s probably going to be ready to hunt
him, too.


When Cas finds out that Jericho tried to take Poppy the
night he killed Rylan Keal and ended up hitting her, Kieran tries to head him off,
telling him he already knocked the wolven on his ass
for his insubordination and telling Cas he can’t kill Jericho. He thinks maybe
he’s gotten through to Hawke—and he did—but when they get to the Three Jackals,
he can only stand by and watch as Cas cuts off Jericho’s left hand.


Later, he goes with Cas to the warehouse district, summoned
by one of their Descenters. When they arrive, Lev
tells them there’s something they need to see. When he sees,
he thinks he never needed to see that. Nobody does. The Ascended turned a baby
into a Craven. He can barely watch as Cas does what needs to be done.


Kieran leaves a note for Casteel, telling him that he’s in
the meat packing district with a new friend. When Casteel arrives, Kieran tells
him he’s been freezing his balls off and then takes great pleasure in scaring
and tormenting Lord Devries, until he brings up stuff that it took Kieran much
too long to talk Casteel through.


Kieran spends some quality time with Circe at the Red Pearl,
but Cas interrupts. Kieran invites him to join, but Cas declines. After, they
discuss the Duke and what Casteel wants to do to him,
and Kieran tells him it’s revenge. And selfish. Cas tells him again that he
wishes Kieran hadn’t come, and Kieran basically tells him to shut up.


He would never leave Cas.


The night of the Rite, he and Cas meet and discuss the plan.
Cas tells Kieran he’ll meet him in the Grove later with the Maiden, and Kieran
once again tells him he doesn’t like it. It doesn’t feel right. He does say
that the Descenters are doing their part and creating
the distraction, though.


Little does he know that’s not all they’re doing.


After the Descenters attack the
Rite, Hawke takes the opportunity to spirit Penellaphe
away under the guise of escorting her to the capital and the Queen. Kieran
joins him, along with Royal Guards Phillips Rathi, Bryant, and Airrick, and
Huntsmen Luddie and Noah. Leading the convoy with Phillips, Kieran takes notice
of Hawke and Penellaphe’s interaction, noting how
their relationship has already progressed. When he hears Penellaphe
laughing loudly over Hawke disclosing that he brought along my diary, he sees
something in Casteel that he hasn’t seen in quite some time—life.


I love that my journal made the journey with them.


On their first night of travel, the convoy sets up camp in
the Blood Forest. While four of the guards rest,
Kieran and three others keep watch several yards from where the Maiden attempts
to sleep. Kieran and Hawke have a talk about the dangers and worries, and
Kieran tells Cas that he surprised him—he hasn’t heard the Atlantian
laugh like he’s done with Poppy in a long time. He teases Cas about going to
keep Poppy company and is close enough to notice Hawke giving Penellaphe pleasure later. 


After she falls asleep, Kieran teases him some more, telling
him that Poppy likes him. He indicates that although they will reach Three
Rivers prior to nightfall, they can’t stay there. The Prince
suggests that if they break off halfway to Three Rivers and ride through the
night, they could possibly make it to New Haven by the morning.
Kieran asks him if he is ready for that and mentions the growing relationship between
him and Penellaphe, reminding Hawke to remember the
task at hand. 


Farther into the Blood Forest, they’re ambushed by a group
of Craven. Kieran moves with the grace of a dancer, fighting with a sword in
each hand. After Airrick dies in the attack, Kieran takes the guard’s place,
riding alongside Hawke and Penellaphe.


When they stop, Kieran and Cas talk about what the Maiden
did with the dying guard. During the discussion, Cas calls her Poppy,
and Kieran questions it. Cas pushes back, acting like it’s no big deal. Kieran
warns him about getting too familiar and outright asks if she’s still a maiden.
It upsets Cas, but Kieran reminds him of what she’s dealt with and that doing
more will only fuck with her.


After resting near Three Rivers, Kieran shares his cheese
with Poppy on the road while teasing her and answering her questions. They
finally reach New Haven and reunite with the others of their group, meeting to
discuss plans. During one of those meetings, Kieran watches as Cas rips out
Orion’s heart and then tosses it into the fire. 


Later, Kieran discovers Phillips trying to escape with Penellaphe, and a fight breaks out. Phillips cuts him on
the stomach and leg during the skirmish. Unable to do much else, Kieran shifts
into his wolven form and gives chase, punching through
the barn door in pursuit. 


When Bryant attempts to flee the stables, Kieran kills him.
Once all threats have been neutralized, he changes back and joins Penellaphe and Hawke in their discussion of what’s been
going on, scoffing at the things the Maiden thinks
she knows.


Once they move Penellaphe to the
dungeon, Kieran comes upon Jericho and his cohorts attacking her. He subdues
them and brings the Maiden to Hawke’s chambers. Once in front of his friend, he
tells him not to let her drink his blood and accidentally calls him Casteel—which
does not go unnoticed by Poppy.


Later, after Poppy tries to escape and Cas catches her in
the snow, Kieran talks with him. Cas tells him that she’s half-Atlantian and they talk about why the Ascended really
wanted her. Cas finally admits he cares about Poppy, and Kieran is thrilled.
They talk about how everything has changed and Kieran insinuates that Cas is in
love. He tries to deny it and changes the subject.


While Hawke deals with the traitors who attacked Penellaphe, Kieran asks her if she’s going to bathe and
tells her she smells of Hawke. A bit embarrassed, she agrees. When she’s in the
tub for longer than anticipated, he goes to check on her, utterly shocking and
scandalizing her. Trying to soothe her, he tells her that scars are revered
among his people and never hidden. 


I personally agree. Some of the most fascinating and deep
people I have ever met and had the pleasure of being with had scars that were like
roadmaps of their lives on their bodies. Tracing them was like taking in the
personal braille of their history etched on their flesh. 


Escorting Penellaphe and Hawke to
the common area, Kieran steadies the Maiden when she stumbles, shocked by the
sight of the traitors spiked to the wall. As they make
their way to the dining hall, Kieran assures Penellaphe
that they deserved what Casteel did to them. When they discuss how Penellaphe isn’t mortal and that she’s at least part Atlantian—something they recently discovered after Casteel
fed from her—he tells her that every so often, a child of both kingdoms is
born. 


When Landell—another wolven—speaks
up about his objection to the Prince’s announcement
that he’s taking Penellaphe home to marry her, Kieran
urges him to shut his mouth. He doesn’t, and Hawke kills him by ripping out his
heart. Seeing the shock on Penellaphe’s face, Kieran
asks her if she’d like to return to her room. 


While he might have been making sure she understood that she
wouldn’t be allowed to retire to her chambers alone, it was becoming clear that
Kieran was developing a fondness for Poppy right along with Hawke.


As they walk, she asks him about the older man who came to
dinner, and he tells her that it was Alastir Davenwell. Kieran goes on to explain that he is like an
uncle to both Princes and him. As they walk more, he realizes her scent is
different and tells her as much, saying that she smells of death. 


Discussing the truth about the Ascended, Kieran tells Penellaphe that while the Prince
earned his Dark One nickname, he is the only thing in both kingdoms she doesn’t
have to fear. 


Later, when Penellaphe attempts
her escape, Kieran shifts and accompanies Casteel into the woods to retrieve
her. Cas tells her that if she fights him and wins, she’ll earn her freedom,
then orders Kieran back to the keep. When the Prince returns, Kieran heads out
with him to deal with the dead Craven Cas and Poppy encountered, and Kieran
reveals to Penellaphe that it is a great honor to
guard that which the Prince values so greatly. 


There was no use denying Casteel’s feelings for Poppy any
longer, and anyone could see Kieran’s softening for her, as well.


At dinner, Kieran steals food from Penellaphe—as
is common for him—and they further discuss bloodlines. They’ve talked about
them before, but there’s a lot she doesn’t know. Kieran tries to educate her a
bit but also teases her. When she asks why he calls her Penellaphe,
he tells her that nicknames are reserved for friends. He then asks her if she
always has so many questions—something he does for the entirety of their
budding relationship and likely will for many, many years to come, I’m sure.
It’s just something unique to them and their bond, and I find it utterly
endearing.


The following day, Kieran goes to escort Penellaphe
to breakfast and confesses that he knew Cas’s plans. He further says that he
knew they had changed before Casteel did—before he knew she was Atlantian. He then adds that he just knows things
sometimes. 


Jasper has the same gift, and I wonder if they have Seer
blood somewhere in their line. But that’s just my assumption. I have no proof
to substantiate those thoughts. 


When Casteel arrives for the meal, Kieran moves to Cas’s
left in a position of power and protection and reminds him that if they can’t
convince Alastir of his and Penellaphe’s
fake engagement, there is no way they’ll be able to persuade the King
and Queen. After they talk about Penellaphe’s
murderous tendencies and shock most of those at the table, they continue with
the meal, and Kieran tells Penellaphe about the gods
and their rest. 


After dinner, despite my diary likely being the most
interesting book in her chambers—something Kieran is quick to point out—Penellaphe goes looking for something to read and finds a
nearly hidden volume that mentions the wivern, ceeren,
and other things. She asks Kieran about it. He reveals that it’s a book of Atlantian records and moves in to take a closer look. As he
does, his arm brushes hers, and he feels a shock like being struck by lightning,
making him jerk away and jump back. 


When the Ascended arrive, Kieran
shifts. As Casteel is talking to Lord Chaney, he slinks around the keep, coming
out near the stables. As a fight breaks out, Kieran jumps on a knight’s back as
the Ascended is doing his best to kill Elijah. Later, he tears out Lord Chaney’s
tongue for annoying him and leaves the rest to Penellaphe.


Am I wrong for thinking that’s sexy? For Mrs. Tulis, her
son, the man the knight slaughtered at Chaney’s command, the others who died
during the fight, and those who perished later, I would have done the same as
Poppy—and probably worse. 


In the library later, Kieran tells Penellaphe
the story of Casteel’s imprisonment and explains his bond with the Atlantian. He also reveals that the wolven
Malik was bonded to died while trying to rescue him. They
talk about Alastir and him being Malec’s bonded wolven, the war, and how the bonds changed afterward.


Everything changed after that war.


They ready themselves to leave for Atlantia, and Kieran and
Casteel discuss strategy. They anticipate making it to Spessa’s
End by the end of the week and talk about those they hope to join
them in the battle with the scouts and knights the Blood Crown will
inevitably send. 


When they come upon tree hangings with unique shapes during
their journey, Kieran warns Casteel. They know exactly what they are—the mark
of the vicious, cannibalistic people of the land who live outside the Rise. The
Dead Bones Clan attacks, and they fight. 


Luckily, Kieran isn’t hurt. I would
have hated to see that fine skin marred…and there was plenty on display after
he shifted. Poppy certainly noticed.


Kieran sees the damage Casteel took during the skirmish and
worries about the Prince’s control. He makes it clear
that he doesn’t believe Cas when the Prince insists
that he’s fine. The arrows did quite a number on him.


Resting in Pompay, Kieran hears
Poppy scream and bursts into the room she’s sharing with Casteel. He realizes
immediately that he misread the situation and that it was a scream of pleasure,
not one of distress. He apologizes and moves to leave until Casteel turns to
him, and Kieran sees that the Atlantian is starving.
He urges Penellaphe to run and moves to make Casteel
lunge for him. As usual, she doesn’t listen and tries to talk Casteel down.
Luckily, the minute she calls him Hawke, he snaps out of it, apologizes,
and walks past Kieran and out the door.


Once Casteel is gone, Kieran checks on Penellaphe,
ensuring the Prince didn’t hurt her or force himself
on her. When she assures him that she’s fine and asks what happened, Kieran
explains that Cas saw him as a threat to her in that
moment. He goes on to say that Cas needs to feed, and that he warned him about
walking the razor’s edge of control and what would inevitably happen. 


Penellaphe and Kieran share many
things: that Cas told her about his nightmares, why Kieran believes Cas hasn’t
fed, and stories about his and Cas’s shared childhood. When she mentions Shea,
intuiting that the friend in Kieran’s story is her, he warns her not
to bring Shea up around Cas. 


Discussing Casteel later, Kieran tells Penellaphe
that he’s happy she finally acknowledged that she cares for Casteel. When she
asks him if Cas would have really let her go if she refused to marry him,
Kieran tells her that, yes, she could have left, and Casteel would have let her
leave, but she wouldn’t have been free of him—because he knows the depth of their
connection, even if she hasn’t realized it yet.


With Cas finally agreeing to feed, Kieran referees,
monitoring Penellaphe’s heartbeat and making sure
Casteel takes enough but not too much. Knowing what will inevitably happen
between the two of them after the feeding, he leaves. 


I, for one, wish he had stayed. All three of them knew about
the Joining by that point; they could have had a practice run, at least. And I
know for a fact that Poppy and Casteel knew all sorts of tips and tricks about
adding a third to their play from reading my diary. Heck, both Casteel and
Kieran had practical knowledge, and I’d bet Poppy would have been totally
receptive, if a little shy.


Talking with Alastir after
Beckett’s injury, Kieran confirms that Penellaphe
did, indeed, intend to kill Casteel when she stabbed him, shocking him and
everyone else in the room. 


Honestly, if they knew her, they likely wouldn’t have been
so surprised. 


When word comes that the sky is on fire, Kieran is one of
the first to head to the parapets to investigate the claim and is there when Penellaphe arrives. They discuss what it could be and what
to do and ultimately decide to wait. Unfortunately, that wait isn’t long.
They’re attacked, and Delano is wounded in the skirmish. Kieran stands by as Penellaphe heals him. Later, in a strategy session, Kieran
suggests alternate routes the New Haven refugees could take to avoid the
Ascended. 


To Kieran’s chagrin, Casteel orders him to accompany Alastir over the Skotos
Mountains. When he argues and says he should stay with Cas, that his bond and
duty necessitate him defending Casteel with his life, the Prince
tells him that he’s fast, strong, and will not fail, then tells him that he
wants him guarding what is most precious to him—Poppy. When all is said and
done, Penellaphe doesn’t end up going, but Kieran
knows why Cas wants him to go. He doesn’t want Kieran to sacrifice
himself, and he wants to ensure that Alastir can’t thwart
what he has planned by going to the King and Queen about the marriage before Casteel
has a chance to tell them. They exchange a heartfelt and affectionate goodbye.
As he leaves, Kieran turns to Penellaphe and tells
her to protect her Prince, calling her Poppy for the first time, thus
solidifying that they are friends and that he cares.


Kieran and other reinforcements arrive right in the middle
of Poppy’s standoff with Duchess Teerman. As the army
moves in to attack, Kieran, in wolven form, nudges
Poppy’s hand where the wedding imprint resides. Poppy and Casteel tell him that
he missed a lot while he was gone—which he did. The wedding was just one of many
things. 


He stands guard outside the carriage when Poppy and Cas have
their hot and heavy celebration of life after dispatching the Duchess. Later,
Kieran reveals that he and the other wolven heard
Poppy calling to them for help and veered toward her. He also tells her that he
believes he and the reinforcements were able to make it through the mountains and
the mist so easily because the gods allowed it. 


As they set out once more, Kieran rides with Poppy and Cas
while the others go a different way. They are to meet back up at Gold Rock.
During their journey, Kieran teases Poppy about their sleeping arrangements and
insinuates that it will either become uncomfortable or interesting. 


I’d go with the latter.


Poppy sleepwalks and nearly kills herself, and Kieran tells
her that he believes the earth shaking was a god returning to their resting place,
and that the goddess Aios stopped Poppy from walking
off the cliff’s edge. He then shares that he dreamed about being chased by his
own ghosts during her episode.


After Poppy’s attack at the Chambers of Nyktos,
Kieran arrives in wolven form with many others and
makes eye contact with her as the dozens of wolven
move in, circling her and scenting the air. Protecting her.


Pupils shining a silvery-white, Kieran growls when others
get too close to Poppy after her display of power. He even snaps at Casteel when
he says he will destroy anything or anyone who dares to stand between him and
his wife. Bunching to attack, he only stops when Poppy commands it. Still on
alert and ready to pounce, he finally backs down when Poppy reminds him that he
told her that Casteel was the only person in both kingdoms she was
safe with. 


Alastir turns on them and orders
the guards to attack Poppy. Kieran leaps to protect her and is hit with an
arrow dipped in shadowshade, freezing him in place
and turning his skin as hard as stone and as cold as ice. Just like it did with
Jasper, Casteel, and others.


I’ve seen what shadowshade can do,
and it is not for the faint of heart. It is a terrifying sight to behold,
indeed.


Finally out of his paralysis and part of a larger group, Kieran
rushes in to rescue Poppy in Irelone. He sees that
they bound her with deity bones and carefully removes them. When Casteel
arrives and rips a Protector’s spine from his body, Kieran quips that he’s just
a little bit angry. 


And let me tell you, Casteel Da’Neer
is incredibly alluring when enraged.


After Poppy deals with Jansen, a Protector shoots her in the
chest with a crossbow bolt. Kieran frantically tries to pull it from her,
hurriedly telling Cas that it missed her heart but got an artery and lung,
reinforcing that the wound is mortal but that there’s still time. When he sees
that Cas won’t be deterred from Ascending her, Kieran assures him that they
will deal with whatever comes… Together.


Sometime later, Kieran is present when Poppy wakes and
realizes he can still feel her Primal notam. When she pounces on him
in hunger, he warns Cas that she’s much faster and stronger now, but then
realizes she didn’t Ascend.


Overseeing Poppy’s first feeding with Cas, Kieran forces her
to stop when she starts to take too much. When bloodlust turns to another type
of lust, he leaves the couple to their devices. 


When Poppy reveals more about what she was told while being
held, Kieran confirms that the bond between him and Cas is broken and
tells her he thinks the wolven instinctually knew
what she was all along but didn’t quite put the pieces together. When she goes
on to tell them about the bits she heard regarding the prophecy, Kieran informs
her that Atlantians don’t believe in them. 


As she worries about the bond shifting to her and what it
means for him and Cas, Kieran reassures Poppy that their bond goes well beyond
power and that it just means they’ve made room for her. 


I absolutely adore these three!


They then discuss Poppy’s gifts, the deities, and
immortality, and Kieran reveals that Poppy smells like final, absolute power to
him now. 


When they talk about Alastir
again, Kieran says he believes the wolven still cares
about Cas and his family but is loyal to the kingdom above all else. He then
goes on to say that he assumes Alastir realized what
Poppy was before anyone else and knew what it would mean for the kingdom and
the Crown. 


It doesn’t excuse his actions, but I also see the reasoning
there. 


Kieran—in wolven form—and Poppy
wait as Casteel retrieves Alastir. When Poppy wonders
if Alastir’s plan failed, Kieran telepathically
answers, surprising her. After she slits Alastir’s
throat, Kieran calls to the wolven, and they converge
en masse to devour the disgraced wolven.


The next evening at the Contou
residence, Kieran brings food and word that Valyn wants to meet with Casteel.
He, Cas, and Poppy talk about the evening prior and how Casteel read parts of
my journal about wicked kisses in secret places and foursomes—oh, those
passages are good! But let me tell you, the real thing was even
better… And Kieran laments that he wasn’t there for the foursome talk.
Occasionally, I imagine sitting down with them and relaying some of the stories
firsthand. It would be a delightful experiment to be sure.


Cas heads off to speak with his father, and Kieran stays
with Poppy, explaining things about Nyktos and the wolven and their history, then telling Poppy that his
people will respect her differently than they do the King and Queen because she
is proof that they come from the gods. When she goes on to tell him what the
Duchess told her about the Blood Queen being happy about Poppy taking both
Atlantia and Solis, Kieran says that her actions determine whether she’ll
become a threat to Atlantia, not her bloodline.


When she brings up hearing him in her mind at the Temple,
Kieran asks about his imprint. She reaches out to test it and tells him that
it’s like cedar, woodsy and rich. He assures her that he can’t read her
thoughts all the time—only that one time at the Temple so far—and that if he could,
he imagines her mind would be a cyclone of questions. When they attempt to communicate
telepathically, they succeed—both ways. Kieran theorizes that the notam
allows the communication.


After a battle with the Unseen, Kieran, Cas, and Poppy
discuss the fight. Kieran explains how he tried to keep her out of it, and Cas
tells him that his wife can take care of herself. When Kieran reminds them that
things are different now, Poppy compromises by telling him they’ll
handle whatever comes…together. When discussions turn to the attack that killed
Poppy’s parents, Kieran tells her that everything she’s been told about Cora
and Leo is most likely a lie. 


Kieran returns from checking on Sage after she’s injured and
brings a textbook and his father with him. From the book, they learn about Gyrms and that Iliseeum is real.
They also discover where it is purportedly located. Discussing it more and
veering onto the subject of how the Gyrms came to be
in their realm, Jasper reveals that most things about the Land of the Gods were
kept secret, especially the magic. He goes on to say that I am one of
the few people who knows about it, taking all of them
by surprise. They then tell Jasper about my journal, and he reveals that I’m
one of the oldest changelings alive and one of Atlantia’s Elders. And
while I wish he wouldn’t have—because a woman’s age should be kept secret and
sacred—he tells the group that I am over two thousand years old.


When news comes that a child has been injured in an
accident, Kieran sets off with Casteel and Poppy. As they approach the little
girl named Marji pinned under the carriage, Kieran realizes the girl is dead.
When Poppy resurrects her, seemingly without consequence, Kieran kneels, paying
homage. 


After Cas and Poppy’s sexy little tryst in the garden, they
and Kieran take in the sights of the city and end up in a museum. They discuss Nyktos and his connection to wolves, viewing paintings of
the King of Gods with a dark gray wolf, sculptures of him with a wolf, and a
drawing where a white wolf stands behind him. They also discuss how Malec
Ascending Isbeth is what led them to where they are
today, the cave cat Poppy saw when she was younger, and the fact that godlines and their hierarchy have been greatly skewed by
incorrectly reported history spearheaded by the Ascended. 


Later, they come upon a wolven
wedding, and Casteel dismisses the guards. Kieran spends some time with his
friend, Lyra, and they all dance and have fun. Kieran tells Poppy that she
honors them by joining in on the dances. After, Lyra pleasures Kieran in the
shadows of the bluff, and he catches Poppy watching.


When the time comes to meet with the King and Queen, Kieran
stands guard and helps Poppy assert her and Casteel’s position, speaking for
the entirety of the wolven and stating that it
doesn’t matter if Poppy is Malec’s daughter or not.


They discuss how Leopold could not have been Malec using an
assumed identity or a changeling in disguise, and Kieran questions how Malec
can be Poppy’s father at all, given he’s been presumed dead for centuries. Then
he wonders if they’re wrong. Perhaps her father is actually
someone else. He suggests that the only way to know if Malec has risen
is for them to go to the Blood Forest and check, which is nearly impossible
with all the Craven about and how deeply it lies within Solis.


Poppy’s brother extends an invitation for them to meet.
Informing his parents of their journey to Spessa’s
End to meet with Ian, Kieran begins gathering wolven
to join them on the trip. When they arrive in the city, utterly exhausted,
Kieran communicates with Poppy telepathically, and she orders them all to rest.



Later, in their wolven forms, Kieran and Delano, along with Netta and Nova, accompany Cas
and Poppy to their meeting. When they come face-to-face with Ian, Kieran makes
his distaste clear, and Poppy orders him to stand down. 


During dinner, Kieran and Poppy
talk about Iliseeum, Fate, and relationships. They
chat about Lyra, and he teases Poppy about watching them at the wolven wedding. He then tells her about his lost love, Elashya. 


In Evaemon, Kieran accompanies
Poppy and Cas through the palace. When her nerves get the best of her, he
reminds her that she is a descendant of the gods and runs from no one and nothing.
As the Queen relinquishes her crown to Poppy, Kieran and the others kneel out
of respect.


Kieran accompanies Cas and Poppy to the hall for the Council
meeting, and I finally meet Poppy and Casteel in person. When it’s time for the
big announcement to the people, Kieran remains in his mortal form, and I
delightfully announce the new King of Blood and Ash and Queen of Flesh and Fire
to their people.


Later, Poppy and Cas summon Kieran. He believes it’s to
discuss the Joining, but utterly shocking him, they reveal that they want him
to be their Advisor to the Crown. He initially protests, insisting that it
should be someone older—like his father—but Cas makes it very clear that they
never even considered anyone else. That chokes him up a bit.


Poppy asks some questions about the draken,
and Kieran tells her that she shouldn’t be so excited about them. He goes on to
say that the draken were notoriously unfriendly and
temperamental—not to mention they breathe fire—then adds that he hopes none of
their group pisses them off.


Little does he know he’ll be at the center of one
of those draken’s ire.


As the group sets out for Iliseeum, they make their way through the tunnels.
Just as Netta is talking about wanting to read my journal—who wouldn’t?—she falls through the floor, taking years off
Kieran’s life. He attempts to save her and pull her
up, but he’s not quite able to reach her to get a good enough grasp. Luckily,
Poppy is able to use her power to save his sister.


Once in Iliseeum, and after
battling some skeletal soldiers, they approach the Temple, and Kieran realizes
what the statues are—draken. When Poppy
touches one, causing the stone to crack, revealing an eye, Kieran warns the
rest of the group. 


The girl simply cannot help herself. Her curiosity gets the
best of her much too often. 


Back in the mortal realm after nearly dying of anxiety when
Poppy dared to antagonize the King of Gods, she, Kieran, and Cas spend late
dinners trying to come up with a way to get past the Rise around Castle Redrock
without being seen.


Over dinner one night, Kieran and others discuss going to
Oak Ambler, and he lays out the plan. They will travel by sea, coming in where
the Ascended don’t expect, and another group will approach by land on the other
side, diverting their attention.


In disguise, Kieran and the others enter the city. The state
of things there is shocking to them, as is finding a caged cave cat that turns
into a man at Poppy’s touch—she really does need to stop touching random
things. Before they can go much farther, a Handmaiden and some Royal Guards and
knights stop them, and they realize they’ve been thwarted. Brought before the
Queen, Kieran is shocked to find Malik there—and looking hale and hearty to
boot. When Malik talks about how he was meant to be Poppy’s Ascension of the
flesh, Kieran has to hold Casteel back, warning him
that his loss of control is precisely what they want.


After the Blood Queen reveals all her secrets and sets her
terms, killing Ian as a punctuation mark, Kieran fears for Poppy’s state of mind.
A battle begins, and Lyra dies, enraging Kieran even more.


In the woods of Oak Ambler after the melee, Poppy regains
consciousness, and Kieran is forced to tell her that Cas handed himself over to
Isbeth in order to save
them. He tries to explain that there was nothing they could do, and that the Queen
gave them Tawny as a gesture of goodwill. In her fury, Poppy conjures
a storm. Kieran tries to calm her and begs her to stop, but she throws him with
her power. 


After a period of calming and taking care of Tawny, they
return to Evaemon and Vonetta and Kieran go with
Poppy in wolven form to inform Eloana
what has happened and to reveal the truths of what Poppy was told about her
being a god and more. Once everything is laid out, Poppy announces that she’s
going to summon Nyktos’s guards.


When I saw that proclamation in my visions, I cheered her on.
Poppy can be a bit naïve at times—all of this is new to her, after all. But
when push comes to shove, she is one of the bravest people I have ever had the
pleasure of viewing or meeting. 


Kieran accompanies Poppy to Iliseeum once more to summon the draken
and almost gets his arm bitten off. Nektas reveals
that Ires is Poppy’s father, and they all learn about Jadis. 


Back in the mortal realm, the back and forth between Reaver
and Kieran continues—they bicker like adolescent siblings, I swear. When Jalara
appears and tries to rile Poppy, she counters with her statement that he
is the message to the Blood Queen. Kieran launches from the shadows and grabs
hold of the King’s arm with his teeth as Poppy beheads him. 


On their way to Massene, one of
the wolven—Arden—becomes visibly agitated, and Kieran
rides ahead to see what upset him so much. He’s unable to hide his horror at
what he sees on the walls surrounding Massene, and it
bleeds over to Poppy. When she sees the bodies on the wall, Kieran
calms her as best he can. 


Once they breach the Rise, they dispatch most of the Rise
Guards before dawn arrives and the Ascended return. When the rest surrender,
they question them, asking what was done to those on the Rise. The one who
answers states that he wasn’t sure he saw what he did—that the Ascended were
monsters—and Kieran confirms that it was all real before ordering them to be
taken to the barracks and guarded but not harmed.


None of the guards outside Cauldra
Manor surrender, and death reigns. On the hunt for the Ascended, Kieran finds the
manor’s underground chambers, which are similar to
those in New Haven. Once inside, they see that the cells are full of Craven.
They surmise that the vamprys let them out from time
to time just to terrorize the locals and keep up their ruse of the gods’
displeasure when edicts are not followed. 


Twenty-eight days after Cas’s surrender, everyone is
exhausted from barely sleeping, and Poppy is having trouble controlling her
power. Kieran has been able to bring her back from the brink but getting her to
take care of herself in general has been a challenge. When she fights him on
things, he reminds her that he’s doing what she and Cas asked him to do—he’s
advising. 


Kieran chooses to sleep next to Poppy in his wolven form, as much as a comfort to him as it is to her.
They’re both missing a vital piece of themselves, and they may be the only
other people in the realm who can understand the pain of that. But he would
never sleep next to her in his human form without Cas
present. It’s a sign of respect. 


Vessa, a crone referred to as the widow, is
allowed to remain in the manor. The creepy woman who speaks in rhymes
tries to stab Poppy, and Kieran comes into the library just after it happens.
He refuses to go near her, though, believing her to be a spirit. A laruea. When it becomes obvious that Vessa’s
madness stems from her belief in the prophecy, he warns Poppy that she should
not be walking around alone. They don’t know who else might believe it or how
far their fanaticism could go. 


Kieran arrives with Emil, Perry, and a package meant for
Poppy. He shields his emotions as much as he can—he knows nothing good can come
of whatever’s in the box—and informs her that only her blood can open it. When
Poppy goes to bleed for it, he reminds her to be careful and states that
anything could be in a locked gift sent by the Queen. 


Once they all see what’s inside—Casteel’s pointer finger
with his wedding ring—Kieran slams the box closed, attempting to shield Poppy
as much as possible. When she threatens the Queen, he says he would love
nothing more than to do everything Poppy stated she wants to do, but they
can’t. He fights the Primal notam, attempting to disobey her order for
them to help her exact her revenge, and tries to reason with her. He explains
that if she does what she wants in the heat of the moment, she will kill
innocents—something she won’t be able to live with later—and nobody will ever
see her as more than a thing of rage and pure, uncontrollable power. 


Once she’s calm again, Kieran gives her Cas’s wedding ring.
She orders that the finger be burned, but not by him. He then tells
her about the note that was inside: an apology from the Queen for the pain she
knew she’d cause Poppy. 


Isbeth really is a piece of work.


When they discuss going to Carsodonia,
Kieran tells her there’s no way she’s going alone and that she can appoint
someone as Crown Regent to look after things while they are both gone. He also
reminds her that Cas is a part of him and will need him there just as much as
he needs her. She agrees but tells Kieran that she wants Reaver to come, too. Nektas wants Ires back, and Reaver can help that happen. 


It becomes clear that Poppy needs to feed, and Kieran offers
himself, reminding her that Cas would want that. 


Poppy shares her choice for regent, and Kieran approves—his
sister will make a great Crown Regent. 


They talk strategy, and Kieran reminds her that Cas will be
in bad shape when they find him. And her father, Ires, will be even worse. He
gently tells her there’s no way they can get them both out safely. He makes
sure she understands and then stresses that they will get Ires out.
That much is not in question—just the when.


When Poppy dream walks with Cas, and Kieran wakes after
sensing it, he tells Poppy how Jasper once told him that heartmates could walk
in each other’s dreams—fortifying his belief that she and Casteel are
heartmates. 


A freak storm surges, shaking the manor, and Kieran tells
Poppy he doesn’t think they should be inside. He urges her to leave before the
whole building comes down. Unfortunately, once they’re outside, they witness
the draken falling. Poppy tries to bring one back to
life, and Kieran tells her that while she can heal, once a soul departs a being
of two worlds, they’re gone. Reaver confirms by telling her that only the
Primal of Life could restore the spark to a dual-natured. 


Kieran trails Poppy when she realizes that Vessa had to be
the one to call the storm. They come upon her using dark magic, and Kieran
warns Poppy to be careful. She kills Vessa. Later, Reaver tells Kieran that
he’s wrong if he thinks Nyktos was the Primal of Life
and Death and stresses the difference between surviving any injury and coming
back to life when talking about the Revenants. Kieran realizes that only Malec
could have shared the knowledge of how to use such magic with Isbeth, who then shared it with Vessa to create the
storm—however, we later learn that he wasn’t the only one who could have shared
such things. Callum could have, as well.


Kieran tells Poppy they lost the draken and that it isn’t only her burden to bear. He adds
that there was no way she could have known that Vessa was capable of something
like that. Nobody could have. When talk turns to the fact that Poppy cannot
heal the wolven, Kieran reassures her that it’s okay.
Everybody dies eventually. 


During the Council meeting reception, Kieran points out the
generals to Poppy and then joins her during the briefing. Gayla La’Sere asks how they can expect people to fight back, and
Kieran replies that they can’t until the mortals know they have
support from the Atlantians. He insists the mortals
will find the strength to fight once they’re assured that Atlantia is not the
enemy, and they reinforce that they mean to help disband the Blood Crown and
stop the Rite. 


They journey through the Pinelands to Oak Ambler, and Kieran
sees a group leaving the city. They stop to talk to some, and several reveal
that their children were taken. When Poppy makes promises to some of the parents,
Kieran warns her that it wasn’t a good idea. 


Poppy tries to gain entrance to assist the residents
attempting to leave, but the Rise Guards don’t believe she is who she claims to
be. Once she neutralizes them, Kieran comforts her by telling her they will
save thousands. They enter the battle, and Kieran shields Poppy from a volley
of arrows. When only a small number of soldiers remain, Kieran attempts to get
them to surrender.


Once inside the chambers under Castle Redrock, they battle
the Craven. Kieran is furious that the Ascended turned
the stronghold’s servants. Poppy’s fury matches his, and she orders him and the
others to find the vamprys and bring them to her.


Outside the chamber of drained Chosen, Kieran doesn’t stop
Poppy from seeing it. He understands that she needs to grasp the gravity of the
situation—until some of the bodies start to twitch. He urges her out, and she
doesn’t stop him. When he tells her they’ll turn, she acknowledges it, but he
can see the sorrow in her. Emil leaves them to take care of it.


They finally receive word that some chambers full of white-robed
figures were found, and know it’s the Priests and Priestesses. Priest Framont tells Poppy it’s time for her to fulfill her purpose,
and Kieran orders their people to guard the Temple tunnels immediately. 


When Vonetta joins them with a Priestess, Kieran is shocked
to discover that she’s an Ascended. But not as surprised as he is when they
enter a room filled with stalactites created from blood, and a floor littered
with bones. When Poppy goes to kill the Priestess, Kieran stops her, telling
her that it’s not worth the depletion of her energy and power. Ultimately, they
find seventy-one bodies from the last two Rites in the room, and countless
other remains from previous Rites. 


It breaks my heart to think of so many children being
slaughtered. And for what? The god complexes of a group of people who never
would have come into existence if not for the greed and selfishness of a single
moment in time? It’s nearly unfathomable. 


Kieran retrieves Poppy to help heal Perry after he takes an
arrow to the shoulder in Massene, and Reaver informs
him of Poppy’s dizzy spell. Concerned, he suggests that she sit out the healing
and let it happen naturally, and then asks her if she needs to feed. When she
insists that she’s fine and they go to Perry, it’s to find Delano reading my
journal that he took from Poppy’s cabin on the ship—much to Kieran’s amusement.
Again, I say everyone should read it. Delano may even discover some new ways to
please his partner, given the things I reveal in there about some of my most
sensual and incredible threesomes and foursomes. But I digress…


Curled up with Poppy in his wolven
form as he has taken to doing of late, Kieran wakes to Poppy’s silent screams
through the notam and unconsciously shifts to comfort her. He wraps
her in his arms, and when she asks him to promise to kill her if she becomes a
monster because she knows that Cas will never be able to do it, it both angers
and saddens him. He tells her she doesn’t give herself enough credit and would
never let things get that far. Eventually, however, he agrees to her demands. 


When Poppy has an idea about possibly using Primal magic to
help locate Cas, they talk to Perry about what his father may have divulged.
One of the items needed for the spell is a cherished possession of the one they
wish to find. Kieran immediately thinks of Poppy but then quickly adds that he
doesn’t consider her a thing. He knows that distinction is important
to her, just as it is with Cas, and he feels bad for even saying it like he
did. When Poppy reveals the carved horse she’s been carrying around, it brings
back memories, as Malik made one for Kieran, too.


When Gianna and Tawny approach Poppy at the encampment
later, Tawny tells them about her dream of Vikter and what she learned about
the viktors. When she gets to the bit about
the Arae and Mount Lotho, Kieran reveals that it’s
been written that Lotho is in Iliseeum.
As Tawny reveals more, Kieran wonders why Vikter didn’t tell anyone about his
role or motivations, but then learns that viktors
can’t. While protecting their charges, they cannot reveal their reasons. 


As Tawny reveals the longer prophecy, Kieran assumes the once-promised
King mentioned is Malik. They discuss more about what each of the lines
could mean. Tawny reveals that Vikter had one other thing he wanted her to pass
along, but she was to tell only Poppy. Kieran doesn’t like it and makes his
unease known but ultimately lets the women speak.


Pseudo plan made, Kieran, Reaver,
and Poppy head out for the capital. After Poppy dream walks with Cas again, she
discusses what he told her with Kieran and Reaver. They talk about demis—amidst the usual bickering between Reaver and Kieran—and
try to unravel what the legend about the demis means
and how it could work in their favor if Isbeth is,
indeed, a demis. 


Later that night, after a Craven attack and Kieran
discovering that Poppy needs to feed, discussions lead to them talking about
Cas and whether his captors would allow him to feed. Kieran reveals
that they let him the last time they held him and comments that it’s been forty
days at most since he last fed. When he finally goes to feed her, cutting his
wrist with a two-inch slice, he orders her to drink and not sip and tells her
not to feel ashamed. When she drinks, he lets some spicy memories slip to tease
her, utterly embarrassing Poppy yet taking her mind off the act. Poppy heals
his cut when she’s finished, and Kieran is amused that she won’t acknowledge
what he revealed—that he knows she watched him and Lyra at the wolven wedding, and that he watched her and Cas in return. 


On their journey later, they discuss the differences in
class and things between Atlantia and Solis and then talk about Lasania. He wonders where he’s heard the name before. They
then talk about the differences between the mortal realm now versus when Reaver
was last in it, and the draken tells them that the
Consort was born there as the true heir and Princess. Kieran is shocked to learn
that the Consort was partly mortal.


They come upon over two dozen soldiers and talk about how
they might be able to make it past them. Kieran decides to use mud to disguise
his and Poppy’s faces, and a story about how they were on their way to the
Willow Plains and ran across some Craven. Things don’t go as planned, and
they’re soon overcome by both Royal Guards and Revenants and captured. 


When Poppy tries to negotiate and says they can have her if
they let Kieran and Reaver go, he refuses to be separated from her. The Revenant
reveals that they’re not prisoners, and it takes Kieran by surprise, only to be
cut short by Poppy succumbing to a shadowstone wound.
He barely catches her before she falls unconscious. 


Two days later, Poppy finally wakes,
and he reveals that he tried to give her blood while she was out. He also
informs her that Reaver is in the chamber below them and that the golden fuck as he calls Callum, tried to separate him from
her. Once she’s more coherent, Poppy reveals they are in her old rooms at Wayfair.
He tells her they’ve brought Reaver to him whenever he demanded it, that the draken is actually behaving
himself, and that they’ve been taken care of but never left without guards. He
mentions that the Royal Knights are everywhere, but they’re the only
Ascended he’s seen so far. Only Millie—the Revenant Handmaiden—and Callum have
interacted with him and Reaver. 


He brings Poppy up to speed by telling her that their armies
should be at New Haven or even Whitebridge by now—approximately three to four days
out—and that if they don’t return to Three Rivers as planned, Valyn will come looking
for them. He also inquires as to how far away Poppy can communicate
telepathically with Delano. She thinks if she can access the Rise, she might be
able to reach him. Since he was stripped of his weapons when they arrived,
Poppy offers Kieran her dagger, but he refuses. 


Millie escorts Kieran and Poppy to the Great Hall, flanked
by four Handmaidens and six Royal Knights. Isbeth
enters the hall on a litter, which utterly disgusts Kieran. But what really
takes him aback is when he sees Malik with her. 


Seeing and sensing Poppy’s reaction to everything the Queen
babbles on about, Kieran warns her not to do anything rash and tells her to
remain calm no matter what happens. The Blood Queen has a frail young woman
brought in for the Royal Blessing, and it horrifies Kieran. He knows
what the spectacle really means. They use Atlantian
blood to make it appear as if the Blood Crown has the gods’ blessing and that
their touch can heal. But he knows it’s not a cure at all. It’s only a reprieve
from whatever ails the one being blessed. 


When the Blood Queen approaches, Kieran refuses to bow to
her but stiffens as Malik accompanies Isbeth. He
tries to bait him by calling him Prince, and the Queen stymies him by
telling him that he looks as scrumptious as the last time she saw him.


I agree with dear Isbeth, but she
did not mean it the way I would if speaking with our handsome wolven.


Callum arrives to take Poppy to Cas as requested, but they won’t
let Kieran go with her. As they lead her away, Kieran tells her that he’ll be listening
for her, insinuating that he will be in wolven form so he can hear her via the notam.
Later, she lets him know that both she and Cas are okay. However, he isn’t so
sure about Cas. He can’t imagine how he could be all right. Not long
after, Poppy reaches out again and tells him they need to get Cas out
immediately, relaying that he’s underground and somewhere near the Temple
before suggesting they go through the mines. 


During their escape, Kieran runs into Poppy on the
third-floor landing of the turret’s spiral staircase and asks if she conjured
the mist. They intuit that the screams they hear are Reaver’s doing, and Kieran
tells her they’ll discuss the mist more later—it’s not the time now as they
have less than a minute before they end up getting locked inside. 


Reaver joins them, covered in blood, and Kieran leads them
both out onto the breezeway after a fight with some knights and guards. He warns
Poppy to conserve her energy and tells her that Cas will need her to be strong.
As they watch Reaver dispatch some knights, he asks Poppy to remind him to stop
antagonizing the draken. 


As the mist keeps everyone busy, they make
a plan to enter the tunnels. When they get to the Temple’s cella and the candles roar to life, Reaver tells them it’s
because of Poppy and the blood she carries within her. Kieran turns and tells
her she’s “so very special.”


Malik comes up behind them, and Kieran is immediately ready
to fight the Prince, even commenting that he’s only a
little conflicted about handling the inconvenience Malik poses. Kieran
laughs when Malik insinuates that he’s taking a huge risk and then tells them
to trust him. The Prince then goes on to say that what
he’s done has all been for Millicent because she is his heartmate. It stuns
Kieran. His distrust of Malik is as strong as his reluctant need to believe
that his one-time friend hasn’t entirely forsaken his family and kingdom for
the Blood Crown. He goes through a significant internal struggle, toggling
between anger, hope, disappointment, and uncertainty. 


When he finally asks Malik why he didn’t get Cas out, Malik
says that he refuses to leave Millie. Finally reaching Cas, Kieran tries to
stop Poppy from rushing into the cell and is devastated at seeing Cas almost
Craven-like in his bloodlust. He remarks that Casteel is too far gone and
doesn’t like Malik’s suggestion for getting him out to give him time to come
back to himself. Eventually, he tells Poppy they must knock Cas out to safely
remove him from the cell, and then hope he stays
unconscious. 


Kieran distracts Cas while Malik knocks him out and then
tells Poppy they need to bind him for everyone’s safety. He soothes her when
she cries over the thought. After he’s secured, he offers to carry Casteel, but
Malik refuses. Instead, Kieran just covers Cas and the chains with his cloak.


Malik takes them to some of his friends, Descenters
Blaz and Clariza, and they learn that Malik befriended them while posing as Elian—his
middle name and the moniker of his ancestor. Working together as a unit, Poppy and Kieran deal with bringing Cas out of his bloodlust
and feeding him. When Casteel is more himself, Kieran leaves the couple alone
and goes to talk with Malik. 


Once they’re all settled and rested a bit, Cas comes to chat
with Kieran and assures him the Blood Crown only took blood this time. Kieran
reminds Casteel that he has him and Poppy, always and forever, and then assures
Cas that he’ll feed Poppy as soon as she wakes. 


They discuss needing to leave by nightfall and talk about
Reaver and Malik. Kieran relays that Malik can secure a ship and have them
smuggled out, but remarks that he trusts few with Poppy’s safety—and Malik definitely isn’t one of them… Still, he hasn’t left or
betrayed them yet, and Kieran acknowledges that he’s risking a lot to help
them. 


Discussions turn to Millie and how she is only leverage if Isbeth knows that she and Malik are heartmates. Cas reveals
everything he learned about Millie being Poppy’s sister and tells Kieran that
she’s like a Revenant, yet…not. They talk about the prophecy, and Kieran
wonders how Millie was a failure. He assumes that Isbeth
turned her into a Revenant to save her after she didn’t survive her Culling. 


When Kieran asks if Millie was Isbeth’s
first attempt to create something to remake the realms and Poppy was the
second, Cas agrees, and Kieran says there’s no way Poppy would ever help Isbeth. Casteel goes on to tell him that Millie said that
only Cas can stop Poppy, and only by killing her. At the thought, Kieran
suggests they have Reaver torch the Revenant. They talk about Poppy some more
and realize that once she completes her Culling, she’ll be a
Primal. They then conclude that she did, indeed, create the mist. 


Kieran follows Cas to wake Poppy and tells her she needs to
feed. Casteel bites Kieran’s wrist, and he jerks a bit when she closes her
mouth around him. Still, he shows her inappropriate memories and gets way too
much satisfaction out of it. 


Kieran is definitely a man after my
heart. If I had the power to transfer memories and visions, nobody would ever
be thinking of war.


Later, he hugs Cas, and Poppy asks him if he believes that
Millie is her sister. He tells her that he didn’t at first, but he does now.
When Reaver seems surprised by the news, Kieran can’t pass up the opportunity
to rib him a little. As they discuss how things went so wrong with Millie’s
Culling, Kieran asks why they didn’t use Ires’s blood, and Malik explains that
the cage nullifies his eather. 


Malik mentions Preela in
conversation, and Kieran tells Poppy that she was Malik’s bonded wolven. As Malik continues the story, Kieran is outraged
when he realizes Malik was the Dark One from Poppy’s memories and planned to
kill Poppy as a child. Cas attacks Malik, and Kieran lets it play out. He
refuses to step between them and thinks Malik deserves whatever hell Cas rains
down upon him. When Poppy uses her power to separate the brothers, Kieran
catches Cas before he falls. 


The Queen arrives with her guards and Callum, and the group
readies themselves to fight until they realize they can’t. Callum tells Kieran
he’s always wanted a pet wolf, and Kieran tells him to fuck
off. Later, in the melee, Callum cuts Kieran with a shadowstone
blade and whispers a spell. Reddish black smoke billows from and then soaks
into the wound. Shadows ripple over Kieran’s body and throw Malik back before
Cas stabs Callum in the heart. 


The Queen gives them an ultimatum: return with Malec or
Kieran dies. After they depart, Malik goes to follow the Queen, and Cas tells
him not to. In order to keep him with them, Kieran
knocks him out and tries to reassure Poppy that he’ll be fine, saying she
shouldn’t worry about the curse Callum put on him. 


Kieran stays mostly in wolven form
on their journey to Padonia but does his best to
reassure Poppy and the others when he can. He also does his damndest
to protect Poppy, and that includes saving her from herself at times. 


Later, when Cas comes to him, Kieran tells him that he
doesn’t want them to feel obligated to do the Joining just to save him from the
curse, and Cas reminds him that they’re not just brothers or friends, they’re
part of a greater whole. 


I adore their connection so much. And it only got better
when things ramped up and Poppy entered the mix.


They meet up with the others, and Kieran watches Malik
carefully as Delano approaches. He’s unsure how things will play out as Preela, Malik’s bonded wolven,
was Delano’s sister. Later, discussing their plan and strategy, Kieran realizes
that the Blood Forest is where it is because Malec is entombed there.


Once things settle down, Kieran goes to talk to Poppy about
the Joining. He first jokes that no one would turn down joining with a King and
a Primal. When she goes to reassure him, he tells her not to make it weird but
is unable to stop his feelings from showing. He tells her that he’s not doing
it because of their titles or lineage but because he loves them both. When
Poppy asks him what kind of love, he tells her it’s the kind that allowed him
to promise he’d kill her if needed. 


After a journey fraught with hurdles, Kieran waits for Poppy
and Cas in the Wisteria Woods and jokes that he thought they’d fallen asleep.
When Poppy asks about the other wolven surrounding
them, he tells her that it’s a great honor for them to oversee such a
tradition. Before they begin the Joining, he reminds Poppy that he and Cas
expect nothing of her but he is unable to control his body’s natural responses.
Moving behind Poppy, he apologizes and says that he’s trying to behave but it’s
hard because she’s beautiful.


It was such a beautiful, pure moment, it almost brought
tears to my eyes. But him controlling his behavior
wasn’t the only thing that was hard. Talk about manhoods
worth journaling about…


During the exchange, Kieran tries to keep it light by
teasing Poppy as he always does. Afterward, they cuddle together, and he
notices that the mark on his arm is gone, though none of them are sure if the
curse went with it. Things after the Joining change, but all for the better.
They share a bond that cannot be broken. Kieran also feels his attraction for
Poppy growing, but he knows it’s different than what Cas feels for her, and is
tied up with what he feels for Cas, as well.


Once they reach the Bone Temple, Kieran remarks that the
armies have never come this far west before. After Cas
teases him about thinking about having sex with Poppy in her armor just like he
is, they give Poppy the same pep talk they did in Evaemon.



Once they deliver Malec to Isbeth,
Callum uses a milky-white blade to lift the curse from Kieran’s arm, and then
Kieran stabs him in the heart with bloodstone. Millie tells him to cut off his
head next time if he wants him to stay down longer. After Poppy heals Kieran’s
cut, he assures her that he’s fine and turns his attention to Isbeth, shocked when she plunges her dagger into her
heartmate’s chest. 


Poppy screams at Kieran and Cas to get the dagger out of
Malec, but chaos ensues. Many are killed, and Cas and Kieran take down the
Revenant who killed Emil. In the midst of everything,
he can’t help but be awed at the changes Poppy undergoes, but the awe soon
turns to something else as the shockwave she lets loose almost takes him and everyone
else out. Luckily, Cas shields him. 


Once everything dies down, he coaxes Poppy back to
consciousness and confirms that she has fangs, telling her that Cas will have
to help her through that bit since it’s not something in his wheelhouse. 


He comforts her when she sees that all their friends are
once again alive and whole, and he and Cas tell her that she brought everyone
back to life. Nektas is quick to correct them, saying
that it was actually the Consort working through Poppy
that did it. As more is said, Kieran inquires what Nyktos
is, if he’s not the Primal of Life and Death. And wonders aloud why he
would honor the Consort remaining unknown. 


Despite what’s ahead of them, finding and dealing with
Callum is at the top of Kieran’s priority list. But they have much more important things to worry about. Kolis is free,
and who knows what that means for the realms…


I shudder to think what might come for all of us next. 


In the tunnels below Wayfair, Kieran and Cas worry about
Poppy. She’s cold and doesn’t feel right to them. He
and Cas are super overprotective of her—something she doesn’t need in the
slightest—and Nektas calls them adorable. Kieran says
he doesn’t think he’s ever been called that.


I would call him that all day if he wanted.


They find Ires and help him become himself again, finding
out that Jadis is likely being kept in the Willow Plains.


When Poppy passes out and goes into stasis, he and Cas take
her to a spare room, and he goes in search of some clothes. He spends most of
his time with them and Delano in the chambers, watching her and waiting for her
to wake up.


As Cas tells stories to Poppy, talking to her as Nektas said to do, Kieran listens in and interjects in a
few places, telling Cas that what happened to him wasn’t his fault, asking if
he’s going to tell Poppy the full story about Shea, and reinforcing their bond.



He’s out of the room when the Revenant attacks Casteel and
comes in to find his bonded Atlantian not as he left
him but as a spotted cave cat. He talks to him, tells him to remember, and can
suddenly hear him in his mind. He stops him from eating Emil, sends the Atlantian on his way, and then helps Cas shift back. 


They gather the bone daggers and talk about those for a bit,
until the walls and floor start to crack, a symbol appears, and Poppy opens her
silver eyes.

JASPER AND KIRHA’S JOURNEY

JASPER


Jasper and Kirha are always somewhat
lumped into my visions and knowledge of Kieran and Vonetta, but I’ll try to
separate some of their more prominent appearances.


Jasper arrives in Spessa’s End
during dinner two days after the rest of the group. When he meets Poppy for the
first time, he has a visceral response. I can only assume it’s because of the
static lightning charge most wolven get from her.
When Alastir makes his thoughts known regarding his feelings
about Poppy and Casteel’s engagement, and the elder wolven
implies that Cas marrying Gianna would have strengthened the wolven/Atlantian relationship,
Jasper warns him about overstepping. 


As the group eats, and Casteel shares stories about his time
with Poppy, Jasper finds it amusing that Poppy stabbed Cas after learning about
his original plans for her. It prompts him to remark that Casteel clearly takes
after his father regarding women and sharp objects. He then makes his stance
clear by saying that if Cas chose Poppy, the rest of them can—and should—too. 


In his time with Poppy, Jasper notices that she doesn’t
register as others. He mentions it to her, saying she has a different but
familiar scent he can’t place. When it’s noted that Poppy might be descended
from the Empath Warrior bloodline, he disagrees since very few could heal with
their touch. 


Jasper officiates at Cas and Poppy’s wedding and remarks
that Nyktos approves of it when the day turns to night.
He mentions that nobody has seen anything like that since Valyn and Eloana’s wedding, and it wasn’t that overt.


When the group splits off in the Skotos,
Jasper goes with Emil and Quentyn. Their group is the first to arrive at Gold
Rock for their rendezvous. 


Jasper arrives at the Chambers of Nyktos
with the other wolven after Poppy is attacked. He’s compelled
to protect her, as well, and lets out a rumble of warning when Casteel gets too
close to her. When things settle a bit, Jasper shifts and offers Cas his old
room at the palace to care for Poppy. When Poppy worries about the wolven’s reaction, he tells her that as
long as Cas doesn’t give them a reason to act differently, the wolven will protect Cas as fiercely as they do her. 


Someone brings up Poppy’s claim to the throne being
contestable, and it makes Jasper laugh. When Alastir
makes his move against Poppy, Jasper shifts and lunges for him, but a shadowshade-dipped arrow finds its mark, which forces him
to shift back to his mortal form before his skin hardens and turns icy. 


Jasper joins the group that rescues Poppy in Irelone. He kills the Descenter
who shoots Poppy with a crossbow and snaps and snarls at Valyn when he tries to
intervene and stop Cas from doing what he needs to do. 


Once Poppy is better, he goes with Kieran to her and Cas’s
chambers to discuss the Gyrms and the Unseen. He’s
very irritated that Valyn didn’t tell him about them. They flip through the book
he brought to learn more, and Jasper remarks that they aren’t living creatures.


He later reveals the location of Iliseeum
and tells Poppy that she’s the only one who can get there alive. The mist there
is said to be deadly to anyone it doesn’t recognize as a god. He also tells
them that Valyn and Eloana have killed to keep Iliseeum’s location a secret. 


When they’re talking about Primal magic, Jasper mentions
that Dominik and I are likely the only ones who know about Iliseeum
or how to use the magic needed to conjure Gyrms. I
don’t think that’s entirely true, but I was happy to share what I knew when
they asked. 


When Poppy’s brother comes and requests an audience, Jasper
joins the group that goes to Spessa’s End. After
meeting the Ascended, he remarks that Ian is one hell of an actor and talks
about Alastir having lots of beliefs that don’t make
any sense. 


After Poppy returns from Oak Ambler, Jasper is en route to Evaemon with Kirha and their new daughter. 


 


KIRHA:


Pregnant and almost ready to give birth, Kirha
sleeps through the Unseen/Gyrm attack.


The following day, Cas asks her about Gianna’s whereabouts,
and she tells him that she’s likely in Evaemon or
close, somewhere in Aegea. 


When Kirha meets Poppy for the
first time, she’s sorting through some yarn with Kieran. They talk about her
pregnancy, and she reveals that she’s only a month from giving birth and that
the Healers think it’s a girl. She also mentions her hope that this is their
last baby. 


Before the group heads out, she tells Poppy that their house
is always open to her and Cas and hugs her. She also tells her that Cas’s
parents are good people, and once they get over the shock of all that’s
happened, they will welcome her with open arms. 


After it’s announced that the wolven
will accompany Cas and Poppy to the Spessa’s End
meeting, she tells them not to worry about her—she isn’t going to have the baby
in the next week. 


Just after giving birth, she and Jasper make their way to Evaemon to meet with everyone.

A core part of Poppy and Cas’s group, Emil features almost as
prominently in my visions as Kieran, but always on the periphery and admittedly
not very clearly. 


 


Hair: Auburn waves.


Eyes: Amber. 


Body type: Reedy.


Facial features: Strikingly handsome.


Personality: Easygoing. An enormous flirt. Snarky and sarcastic.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Very
good with a crossbow. Likes to flirt with Poppy to get a rise out of Casteel.
Always seems to be where Vonetta is. 


Background: Like Kieran, helped Cas
remember who he was and remind him that he wasn’t merely a thing after
his captivity.


Family: Quentyn = unknown relation but share last name.


 


EMIL’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Emil journeys to Masadonia to feed
Cas while he’s undercover as Hawke and offers to stay, but Cas tells him that
he needs him in Evaemon, keeping an eye on Alastir and running interference.


Emil arrives in New Haven with Alastir
just ahead of the storm. The minute he’s introduced to Poppy, he’s greatly
amused by her—and especially her mouthiness. 


I kind of love her for that, too. 


When Alastir tells her that he
knew about her before, that she was the Maiden Chosen by the gods, Poppy
replies that it must have come as a shock since their gods are asleep and can’t
choose anyone. Emil agrees. 


When Alastir questions how an Atlantian spent so much time near the Blood Crown without
being discovered—they were all still under the impression that Poppy was only
part Atlantian due to either Cora or Leo being of Atlantian descent at this time—and Poppy makes a comment
about them being a blood bag, Emil agrees with her but sends a questioning look
at Kieran when she reveals that she doesn’t know which of her parents was Atlantian.


Before dinner, Poppy greets Alastir
politely, and he comments on it, alluding to the fact that none of the others
in the room have manners. Emil grins. 


While sitting down to dinner, Cas reveals that his fiancée
is upset with him, and Emil quips that it’s not a very good sign if he’s
already upsetting her when they’re not even married yet. As they make
conversation about how Poppy and Cas met, Poppy tells them that he was her
guard, and Cas corrects her and says that they actually met
in a brothel—thanks to yours truly, thank you very much. Emil chokes on his food.


Alastir asks Poppy additional
questions about her time as the Maiden and says that he assumed she was kept,
given they were awaiting her Ascension. She confirms and takes it further,
saying she was essentially caged. Emil is stunned to learn she was virtually
imprisoned in her room all day, every day. 


Poor Poppy. She really was nothing but a prisoner until
Casteel, in essence, kidnapped her. Ironic, isn’t it?


Emil sets off for Spessa’s End
with Alastir after he and Casteel discuss that it
would be better to travel in multiple groups. 


When Beckett gets hurt, Emil calls for a Healer. Poppy heals
the young wolven instead, and he is gobsmacked to see the glow emanating from between Poppy’s
palms. 


Later, when Alastir and Casteel
argue over obligations, Emil tries to defuse the situation. 


Cas reveals that Poppy stabbed him in the chest with a
bloodstone dagger, and Kieran adds that she meant to kill him. Emil wonders how
many times Poppy has made Cas bleed.


Plenty, let me assure you. But it’s just another reason they
are so entertaining.


Emil interrupts Cas and Poppy’s sexy time to alert them that
the sky is on fire. When the couple reaches the terrace, he fills them in on
what they’ve seen and what has happened, telling them Delano ran ahead to
scout. They venture to the Rise and take in the sight, knowing that it doesn’t
mean anything good. Emil then relays what the scouts said about the Ascended
army and weaponry headed their way. 


He addresses Poppy as Your Highness, and she balks.
He and Naill explain that she’s engaged to a Prince; therefore, she is a
Princess, and it’s simply how things are done. Emil
then congratulates her on her engagement, but as always with Emil, it’s offered
with just a bit of snark. He then goes further to say that after the wedding,
they’ll have to call her Your Majesty instead and winks at Poppy. 


If looks could kill the poor boy, he would be a pile of
smoking ash. Cas does not take too kindly to his flirtatious ways. 


Emil travels with the group through the Skotos
Mountains. When Poppy wonders about the dangers of an ambush, he offers that
there hasn’t been a Craven attack that far east since the war. With Jasper,
Emil breaches the mist.


When they get to the trees of Aios
and Jasper mentions the Chambers of Nyktos, Emil
supplies that it’s a Temple just beyond the Pillars and tells Poppy she should
visit and see the beauty. 


The group splits and agrees to reconvene at Gold Rock. Emil
goes with Jasper and Quentyn, and when they meet up again, he tells Poppy that
he’s glad she made it and bows jauntily, further irritating Cas. They trade
stories of how their nights went, and Emil mentions the mountains shaking. Cas
acknowledges that they felt it but doesn’t elaborate—something Emil notices. 


After Poppy’s attack at the Chambers, Emil is there to
witness the wolven surrounding her and the Queen
relinquishing her crown and looks on in fear. As the wolven
yip and howl and cry, he remarks that they’re likely summoning the entire city.
Eloana explains that the Atlantian-wolven
bonds have been broken and the wolven are responding
to Poppy. Emil backs up even farther in trepidation, causing one of the wolven to stalk him. As they poise
to attack, Poppy commands them to stop, and they stand down. Emil thanks her
for her timely interference. 


Casteel asks Emil to get clothes for Delano and Kieran, and
he does as his Prince asks. When they conclude that Beckett was the one who
brought Poppy to the Chambers and is therefore responsible, Emil sets off with
Naill and Delano to find him. What they don’t yet know is that it wasn’t
Beckett; it was the changeling, Jansen, masquerading as Beckett. The poor young
wolven had already been killed.


After Alastir takes Poppy, Emil is
part of the group that rescues her from Irelone. He
and others then escort Valyn back to Atlantia. 


When Cas and Poppy reach the Temple of Saion, Emil is relieved
to see them and tells Poppy as much, addressing her as Your Highness
again. 


He fills them in on the group who tried to free Alastir and says it got a bit bloody when they were dealt
with. Emil then returns Poppy’s dagger to her, explaining that he found it
under a blood tree when he and some others went to look for evidence. 


After Cas retrieves Alastir, Emil
goes to get Kieran and Poppy, telling them that Alastir
thinks Poppy is dead and sharing that they didn’t correct his assumption. 


On their way to wait for Cas to call for them, Emil notices
Poppy acting strangely and asks her if she’s okay. She tells him that she is.
We later learn that this was when she heard Kieran’s voice in her head for the
first time. 


Emil, Naill, and Quentyn leave the Temple of Saion early
before the rest of the group does. Later that night, Emil shares dinner with
the group at the Contou residence as they talk about Iliseeum. 


On the way to the capital, Emil and Naill bicker about
everything from whiskey to weapons. They are always picking at each other, but
it’s clear it’s all done in love. The two of them are incredibly close, and
it’s evident for anyone to see. 


When Poppy mentions that she would like her own horse, Emil
sets off to get her one and says that he’ll find one that’s worthy of her
beauty and strength, flirting with her as he always does and raising Casteel’s
ire. Emil soon returns with Storm. 


The Unseen and Gyrms attack and
Emil throws a dagger. Once they’re able to take a
breath, Emil wonders what the Unseen thought to accomplish. He then postulates
who tipped them off as to where they would be and suggests it was probably an
individual from the inn at Tadous or someone who saw Arden
on his way to Evaemon.


When the group gets closer to the palace, Emil rides ahead
to announce the group’s arrival and then waits for them just inside the Temple
entryway with at least ten guards. When Cas and Poppy approach Queen Eloana, Emil bows like everyone else. He witnesses the
transfer of crowns and then accompanies the couple through the palace until
it’s time for the Council meeting. I don’t actually remember
Emil being there when we all were, but I suppose that’s a sign of a good guard. 


Emil joins Poppy, Casteel, Kieran, Vonetta, and Delano for
their trip through the tunnels to Iliseeum. He
comments that he didn’t even know there were tunnels under Evaemon and goes on to say that they’re only going to Iliseeum because none of them has any sense. He adds that
he’d love to avoid being suffocated to death by the mist if
at all possible. 


In the tunnels, the floor crumbles beneath Vonetta, and Emil
catches her as she falls. On his stomach, barely holding her, he tells everyone
that he sort of has her and urges her to try to grab Kieran’s hand.
She can’t reach. Then, Emil being Emil, he tells her that he’ll throw himself
in after her if she falls, and they can find out what’s really under the
tunnels. When she points out that they’d both be dead, he tells her it’s just
semantics. The tunnel under Emil starts to crack, and Poppy finally uses her eather to save them. 


Once again on the move, the path ahead narrows, and they
can’t tell what’s on the other side of the mist. Emil voices his hope that it’s
not a draken ready to flame-broil them. Once in Iliseeum, geysers of dirt start erupting all around them,
and Emil remarks that it’s rude before he peers into one of the holes. He
swears but doesn’t say anything more. When they see the skeletal hands and
bodies emerging, Vonetta chastises him for not warning them, and he apologizes.
As they fight the Consort’s soldiers, Emil remarks that cutting off their heads
doesn’t work—something already obvious to most. Vonetta remarks that he’s a
mess, and he tells her that she’s beautiful—a flirt, even in
the midst of battle. Hundreds more skeletons appear, and Emil fights
back-to-back with Vonetta. When the smoke snakes billow from the soldiers’
mouths, he voices his regret for coming on the trip. 


When Poppy uses her eather to
defeat the skeletons and then tells them they should get moving before more
arrive, Emil shares his hope that they don’t. Gazing at the beautiful city of Dalos, he remarks that he believes the Vale probably looks
just like it. Luckily, they heed my warning and don’t
venture in. Those who do, don’t return.


As they continue toward the Temple and see the large draken statues, Emil remarks that if it comes to life, he
is out of there; they will have never seen an Atlantian
run faster. When Poppy touches one of the statues and the stone cracks,
revealing a bright blue eye with a vertical pupil, Emil screams for everyone to
run.


Back in the mortal realm, they have a dinner meeting to discuss
their trip to Oak Ambler. The plan is to split into two groups, with Emil and
Lyra posing as Poppy and Cas in the other group, accessing Castle Redrock’s
eastern gates via land while Poppy and Cas and the others arrive by sea.


Unfortunately, the plan falls short for everyone, and Emil,
Naill, Hisa, Vonetta, and Lyra are captured by the Ascended. When they all come
together again, Emil tells Poppy that it’s okay to hug Tawny. 


When the Queen gives her Revenant demonstration by killing
Millie and having everyone watch her rise again, Emil disgustingly remarks that
it’s an abomination to the gods. 


He then watches in horror as Ian is murdered and witnesses
Poppy’s Primal fury. Later, in the woods outside Oak Ambler, he tells her that
Tawny is hurt but alive and that the bleeding has stopped. Attempting to deal
with everything, he and Vonetta share a drink from a flask, and he asks what
the plan is. When Poppy reveals that she’s a god and has confirmation, Emil
reaches for the flask again. 


Emil, Delano, Naill, and Vonetta accompany Poppy back to Oak
Ambler to meet with Jalara. When they split off, Poppy tells Emil to be safe.
Later, he tells Delano that he’s confident he can take out the twenty guards on
the north wall. When he meets back up with the group, he openly shares his
disgust and fury over what they found on the Rise. Naill drags his sword across
the side of the barracks to get the guards’ attention, and Emil says, “Well,
that’s one way to do it.” 


Kieran asks when the mortals will stop referring to the wolven as overgrown dogs, and Emil replies that they don’t know
the difference and then spits on a guard who was about to stab Netta. 


The group encounters a bunch of Craven, and Emil asks why the Ascended would keep a stable of them. Poppy tells him
what the mortals of Solis were led to believe and guesses that they probably
let the Cursed out from time to time to terrorize the locals. Emil is shocked
to hear that people would actually believe those kinds
of lies. 


When they eventually return from Oak Ambler, Emil escorts
Vonetta to see Poppy and doesn’t miss his chance to tease her by bowing low and
calling her Your Highness. When she asks if he’s going to keep doing
that, his only reply is, “Probably.”


After her mission to spread the word about Poppy and the Atlantians, Vonetta relays that it went well. She tells
them they told scores of people about Poppy and Casteel’s marriage and Poppy’s godhood,
and Emil states how he wishes he could have been there to see their reactions.
Poppy says that she doesn’t deserve any credit for the way things went because
it was Casteel’s idea to reveal the Ascended’s lies, but
Emil reminds her that it was her idea to put out the word that she was a god
and thus deserves credit, as well.


As they talk more about what it means now that the truth is
out, Vonetta goes to grab a piece of bacon, and Emil swipes it up first. She is
utterly affronted—I would be, too. Bacon is the answer
for everything, and that answer is always yes—but he offers to share it with
her. When she asks him why he’s there at all, he tells her it’s because he
missed her. She clearly doesn’t believe him, and he tells them all that he came
because they received a missive from Duke and Duchess Ravarel.
The only words: We agree to nothing (in response to Poppy’s hope for
negotiation).


Emil walks in on a screaming woman he calls the widow,
and Poppy tells him that her name is Vessa, but the crone just tried to stab
her. She then asks for the woman to be put somewhere safe. Emil wonders why she
isn’t being put in a cell, and Poppy tells him that she’s worried
about Vessa’s advanced age and wants to make sure she doesn’t get hurt. 


Sadly, it’s something she will later come to regret. 


Emil joins Kieran and Perry to deliver the locked box from
the Blood Queen. He explains that a Royal Guard delivered it, said it was for
the Queen of Atlantia from the Queen of Solis, and then slit his own throat the
minute he stopped speaking. 


As Poppy adds her blood to the lock, a shadow leaks from the
box, and Emil curses and then says a little prayer when he sees what’s
inside—Casteel’s finger and his wedding ring. He, Naill, and Vonetta later go
out into the pines to respectfully take care of the box’s contents.


As I pen these details, I’m noticing a trend with Emil. He
seems to be the one to take on the tough tasks in order to
spare those he cares about. He may hide behind a mask of sarcasm and a flippant
mien, but he has a big heart. 


After the tragedy of Vessa’s storm, and Poppy’s subsequent
enactment of punishment, Emil mentions the god of death—who he calls out as
Rhain—during their discussion. Reaver corrects him and says there was never a
god of death, only a Primal of Death. As we know, Rhain is the God of Common
Men and Endings. 


When they begin talking about Revenants and Kolis, Emil
confirms for Reaver that the Chosen were the third sons and daughters. 


Emil is present for the briefing with the generals and pours
wine and water for those who want it. When Lizeth calls Poppy Liessa, they all bow, including Emil. Later, when
Valyn asks what will happen at Oak Ambler, Emil tells him they may as well get
back on their knees because he won’t like it, and Poppy will likely go full god
on them again. 


As they leave for Oak Ambler, Emil and a small horde of guards flank Poppy. They encounter a group of people leaving
the city, and Emil is on alert as Poppy stops to talk with them. When one
reaches into their bag, Emil goes to draw his sword to protect her, and Poppy
stops him. As more details are revealed, Emil comments that two Rites
back-to-back isn’t normal—and is concerning. 


At the Oak Ambler gates, the Rise Guards don’t believe that
Poppy is who she says she is despite her assertion and the copious Royal
banners. When they openly disrespect her, Emil makes it very clear that he
hopes he gets a chance to kill the mouthiest one. When Forsyth alludes to the
fact that the Atlantians are from a godless kingdom,
Emil remarks on the painful irony of the Ascended calling them godless. 


After Nithe unleashes his fire, and the mortals clear the
Rise, Emil lets Poppy know when the last of them is clear. They fight their way
inside, Emil and Kieran striking out with swords, and Emil warning everyone
about the castle’s archers. 


Once things calm, Poppy tells the draken
to find a safe place to rest, and Reaver chooses the top of Castle Redrock.
Emil is aghast when he sees where the draken decided
to roost.


Later, in the chambers under Castle Redrock, Emil leads the
guard, Tasos, as he moves to where the Ascended sequester themselves during the
day. They see a ton of dead servants and eventually come upon a horde of Craven.
They fight, trying to get to Arden. Unfortunately, when they finally reach the wolven, he’s dead. After discovering the additional
chambers with all the bodies of the Chosen on the verge of turning, Emil offers
to take care of them, saying he’ll cover them and make it quick.


Once again taking on the tough tasks. 


Reaching the room with the stalactites, Emil bickers with
Naill about it being a real word. The two would argue about whether the sky is
blue, I swear.


When General Cyr tells them that a group of residents wish
to leave, Emil agrees with Poppy and Vonetta that they should be allowed. While
planning Cas’s rescue, Emil suggests that Poppy, Kieran, and Reaver take
whiskey with them as a distraction and a way to make sure anyone who stops
won’t look too closely at them. As they go to leave, and Poppy tells Vonetta
she trusts her to rule in her stead, Emil asks why not him. Vonetta calls him a
mess again, and he teases Netta, telling her she likes his kind of mess—which
means she likes him. He then bows to Poppy and tells her to go and get
their King. 


After they rescue Cas, Emil meets up with them in Padonia. When Cas embraces Delano and Netta, Emil asks if
Cas missed him, to which Cas replies that he didn’t think about him once—don’t
worry, he later gets a big hug from the King. Emil then turns his attention to
Poppy, telling her that he knew she would get him—Cas—and placing her hand
against his armor-adorned chest as he looks upon her with respect. When they
discuss Malik, Emil remarks that he doesn’t look anything like what he
expected—meaning the Prince looks healthy and not like
a captive—and asks if it’s true that Malik didn’t want to return with them. Cas
tells him it’s complicated.


As the Padonia Rise comes into
view, and Poppy remarks how beautiful the wisteria trees are, Cas says they
should be pulled out. Emil agrees and adds that they’re weakening the Rise and
have even breached the eastern wall in some areas. When Poppy asks about the
Ascended who ruled there, Emil tells her that they were gone before their
people arrived, just as they were in Whitebridge and Three Rivers. Cas asks
more about that, and Emil tells him that the Ascended fled Three Rivers but
thankfully left the mortals alive. 


As they cover more of what happened while the groups were
apart, Emil tells Poppy that her plan worked, and the people heard about what
happened in Massene and Oak Ambler before they even
reached Three Rivers. Poppy corrects him and says it was their plan,
all of them, and Emil blushes at the recognition.


He isn’t quite so humble when Poppy praises Vonetta for how
she handled the armies, and she replies that she had help. Emil suggests that he
was the best of that help. 


Just before Valyn and Malik reunite, Casteel asks Emil and
Naill to keep an eye on his brother. Taking that to heart, Emil and Naill
strategically place Malik between them at dinner. When Sven and General Aylard
chastise Valyn for keeping the truth about the Blood Crown a secret, Emil
remarks that things are getting awkward. Cas then threatens Aylard, and Kieran
quips that things are about to get even more awkward, making Emil
laugh. After dinner and a nod from Casteel, Naill and Emil escort Malik from
the room.


Following a fight with the Craven in the Blood Forest, Emil
remarks that the trees are leaking and asks what it is. Perry taunts him by
telling him that it’s in the name—blood trees—which utterly grosses
Emil out and causes him to hurriedly wipe his hand on his pants. Reaver joins
them, and Emil tells him it’s nice that he finally showed up…until the draken snaps at him. Then, he tells him it’s nice
to see him. 


The boy has a death wish, I swear. His mouth is going to get
him into serious trouble one of these days. The more I learn, the more I love
him, but…


Poppy executes the locator spell and all watch
with rapt curiosity. When the flames shoot up, Vonetta backs into Emil and says
she thinks it’s kind of beautiful. Emil simply gives her a look and shakes his
head.


Now, these two are a couple to watch. Their relationship—whatever
it may be—isn’t widely known as yet, but it isn’t
exactly a secret, either. And I have a funny feeling it’s going to evolve
beautifully. That’s not anything Seer-related. It’s pure woman’s intuition. 


Emil is more than put out when the group encounters a bunch
of Gyrms again. Talk turns to why their mouths are
stitched shut, and Poppy says it’s a good thing, alluding to the fact that if
they were open, the serpents inside them would slither out—which they soon
encounter up close and personally. When one of the Gyrms
lets out a low moan, Emil is utterly disturbed and says as much, but he’s not
as bothered as when the snakes come out to play. 


Emil spends the night of the Joining with Vonetta. Gods, I
wish I could have been a fly on the wall for that evening of pleasure.



On the trip to the Bone Temple, Emil remarks that those of
Solis are probably shocked that the Atlantians don’t
look like the Craven as they were led to believe. When they reach the Temple,
Emil and Naill unload Malec, and then Malik comes to help them carry the
casket. As they look on, and Isbeth leans in to kiss
Malec, Emil can’t hold his tongue and remarks how disgusting it is.


When Isbeth stabs Malec, a
shockwave bursts free, and the ground starts to shake and cave in. Emil remarks
that he’s never seen wolven run from anything before
and notices something emerging from one of the holes in the ground. He alerts
the others, and they all start fighting the dakkais,
Emil utilizing his quick reflexes to narrowly avoid being injured. As events
unfold, he warns them that even more are coming. One rips open Naill’s chest,
and Emil throws the creature free, devastated by what he sees. But there’s no
time to mourn. The battle continues. While fighting a Revenant, Emil is speared
through the chest and dies.


Not knowing what happened in between, Emil suddenly finds
himself alive and healed and standing next to Hisa—the only evidence of what
happened his bloodied and torn clothing and destroyed
armor, which he quickly removes. As Nektas tells the
story of the realms to Poppy, Emil and the others move in closer. 


It’s only the beginning. And knowledge is power, after all.


Casteel tasks Emil with settling and securing Wayfair as
Poppy goes into stasis, something that’s easy for him. What’s not quite so easy
is reconciling that the gods have awakened.


When Kieran and Cas return with Poppy in stasis, Emil tells
them that the wolven are guarding the premises with
Hisa and the Crown Guard, and he’s made sure no staff will interrupt them.


He asks Cas what he wants to do about the Ascended and acknowledges
when Cas says to keep them under house arrest.


Emil asks about Valyn and Cas tells him to send word to Padonia but to leave out the parts about Poppy. 


Before he leaves, Emil tells Casteel to let Poppy know she
has his everlasting devotion and utter adoration when she wakes. Cas calls him
a fucker and he laughs and leaves.


When he returns later with Kieran, it’s to find that Cas has
shifted into a spotted cave cat and seems about ready to eat him. He takes the
hint and leaves when Kieran urges him to go.

Admittedly, Vonetta didn’t feature as more than Kieran’s
sister for me for the longest time. However, when she started accompanying
Casteel and Poppy on their missions and ultimately became Crown Regent, I
started seeing more and more of her, and suspect that will continue. 


 


Hair: Black cornrows—tight, narrow
braids—that reach her waist.


Eyes: Wintery blue.


Body type: Tall.


Facial features: Skin the color of
night-blooming roses. Sharply angled face. Broad cheekbones. Full mouth.


Distinguishing features: Throaty feminine
laugh.


Other: Sixty years younger than her
brother, so about one hundred and forty.


Personality: Easygoing. Kind. Suffers no fools
when it comes to men.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Loves
candied fruit and demands it from Kieran when he annoys her. Terrible cook.
Quick with a blade. Found it hard to believe that anyone in Solis was innocent
until she met more Descenters.


Preternatural traits: Fawn/sand/tawny-colored
in her wolven form but smaller than Kieran. Imprint
is woodsy, like white oak and vanilla.


Background: Spessa’s
End Rise Guard. Helped Casteel remember who he was and remind him that he
wasn’t a thing after his imprisonment.


Family: Mother = Kirha
Contou. Father = Jasper Contou.
Brother = Kieran. Sister = new infant not yet named. Aunt = Beryn.


 


VONETTA’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


I first noticed Vonetta in my visions and research when she
met Poppy at the Contou residence. 


The first time she meets Poppy, she tells her that she can
call her Netta and admonishes her brother for not telling the soon-to-be Queen
that he has a sister. As they shake hands, Vonetta feels the same lightning-like static charge the other wolven
have. And, like her brother, she tells Poppy that she smells old, though not of
death like Kieran did. 


Netta watches while Poppy heals Beckett, and like others, believes
she may be from the Empath Warrior bloodline.


The wolven indulges Poppy in a
training session and brings her a gown to wear for her wedding the following
day. Poppy asks about the Joining as they talk, and Vonetta tells her what she
knows, explaining that it strengthens the bond. She adds that it doesn’t always
have to happen at the wedding—it can occur before or after—that it’s not always
sexual, and it is never weird. She also says that no one expects Poppy
to do it.


As Vonetta helps Poppy get ready, Poppy laments how she’s
the reason everything they’ve built in Spessa’s End
is now at risk and apologizes for bringing trouble. Vonetta reassures her that
it’s not her fault, nor is the inevitable battle. 


When Vonetta adds jewelry to Poppy’s ensemble, she explains
that diamonds are traditional and are the joyous tears of the gods given form.
Wearing them signifies that the gods are with someone, even as they slumber.


Poppy asks questions about what will happen next after the
wedding, and Vonetta tells her that once she and Cas reach Evaemon,
the King and Queen will demand a celebration in her honor—one that will last
days—so they can introduce her. 


When Duchess Teerman and her
knights arrive and a fight breaks out, Vonetta’s hind leg is injured in the battle.
Once things settle, and the others set out, Vonetta remains behind in Spessa’s End but plans to return to Atlantia soon for her
mother’s birthday and the birth of her new sibling.


Vonetta arrives at Cove Palace to inform the Royals, Cas,
and Poppy that a convoy of Ascended are in Spessa’s
End, requesting an audience with Casteel and Poppy. She says that Ian is
leading the group and informs Poppy that her brother has, indeed, Ascended.
Both she and her brother feel Poppy’s grief at hearing the news. 


The siblings inform their parents that they are again
heading to Spessa’s End. It’s an arduous trip, and
Vonetta is exhausted once they arrive. She’s also still reeling over the fact
that she can hear Poppy in her head. 


After their discussions with Ian, Vonetta wonders if he told
Poppy to wake Nyktos, hoping that the King of Gods
would kill his sister. Though she realizes that Cas and Poppy are considering
it regardless, so she’ll have to deal with whatever happens. 


In Evaemon, Vonetta displays some
hostility toward Perry. Given the happenings of late, she’s a bit
overprotective since Cas’s friends have betrayed him. She also takes it upon
herself to become Poppy’s shadow on her first day in the palace as they await
the transfer of crowns.


Vonetta, in wolven form, joins the
group of guards during the Council meeting. I remember seeing her and her
brother in wolven form that
day. They’re absolutely beautiful and majestic. When
Ambrose refuses to bow to Poppy, and Cas tells him to either bow before his
Queen or bleed before her, Vonetta makes her agreement known with a deep growl.


Unwilling to miss a chance to see Iliseeum,
Vonetta joins the group that travels to the Land of the Gods. During the trip,
she asks about my journal, saying she might be interested in reading it—as one
should be. Just as she does, the floor collapses, and she falls. Luckily, Emil
catches her, and Poppy is able to use her eather to lift Netta to safety.


When they pass through the mists, and skeletal soldiers
erupt from the ground, she berates Emil for not warning them about what he saw
in the hole and then tells him he’s a mess after he calls her beautiful amidst
the chaos. As the group battles the skeletons, she fights back-to-back with Emil
until Poppy finally finishes them with her power. 


As she gazes upon Dalos, she
wonders if any gods are awake. Then, realizing what covers the ground, she
remarks that they’re walking on diamonds. 


Back in the mortal realm, they plan to go to Oak Ambler, and
Vonetta agrees to go with the group approaching by land. Unfortunately, the Ascended capture them before they make too much
progress. 


During the Blood Queen’s demonstration with the Revenant,
Vonetta verifies that Millicent is dead after the knight stabs her in the
chest. She tells the group that there’s no pulse and she smells
of death. 


In the forest outside Oak Ambler, after Cas is taken
prisoner, Vonetta shows Poppy Tawny’s injury and reassures her they’ll get Cas
back. Despite her assurances, Poppy loses control of her power and throws Vonetta
back reflexively. When Poppy feels bad later, Netta tells her not to be sorry.


Back in the capital, she follows Poppy in wolven form to meet with the Queen Mother and plans to stay
until her parents and her new baby sister arrive. 


Vonetta spends the night with Emil (and is seen leaving him,
utterly sated).


Netta accompanies Poppy when she heads back to Oak Ambler to
deliver her message in the form of King Jalara’s head. 


During the seizure of Massene, Vonetta
attacks from the Pinelands after Poppy opens the eastern gate, then happily attacks and kills a guard who taunted Poppy about raping
her. Inside Cauldra Manor, Vonetta, Delano, and Sage
head into the underground chambers and lead the way for Poppy.


After delivering the Atlantians’
message to the mortals regarding what is coming and looking for additional Descenters to add to their cause, Vonetta returns and tells
Poppy that it seemed like people were ready for someone to do something about
the Ascended. She also relays that she told the people the Maiden not only
married the Atlantian Prince but is also a god. 


Poppy asks her to become the Crown Regent, and she accepts,
but she’s not happy about staying behind when they go to rescue Cas. 


When the locked box containing Casteel’s finger arrives from
the Blood Queen, she, Naill, and Emil take care of the contents. Later, when
she checks in with Poppy, they discuss Ian and Isbeth.
She remarks that Ian was polite and warm—nothing like she expected. She then
relays the stories Ian told her. 


During a moment with Reaver later, Vonetta asks who the god
of death was before Rhain. He tells her there was never a god of death, only a
Primal of Death. She then remarks on how similar Kolis and Solis sound and asks
Reaver why Kolis’s magic only worked on the thirdborn sons and daughters. What
she doesn’t know is that it didn’t. It worked on others, but it was…different. 


When the Atlantian armies
arrive—two hundred thousand strong—Vonetta lets Poppy know and suggests that
she wear her crown while addressing her people. She then leaves to lead the wolven into the city and helps to secure the Temple. 


After they encounter the Ascended Priests and Priestesses in
Castle Redrock’s underground chambers, she briefly shoves one of the Ascended
into a stream of sunlight after the vampry repeatedly
tries to bite her. Once they discover the chamber full of murdered children,
she asks Poppy what they’re going to do about the Temple and agrees that they
should just burn it to the ground.


Later, she tells General Cyr that if people want to leave
the city, they should be allowed. Poppy agrees with her and then bolsters the
new Queen’s confidence before speaking to the crowd. 


As they make plans to separate, Vonetta promises to look
after Tawny for Poppy, and they plan to meet in Three Rivers. 


Vonetta and the armies take New Haven and Whitebridge while
Poppy is away.


After Casteel’s rescue, Vonetta meets the group outside of Padonia and greets Cas in wolven
form. He tells her he missed her, and then she goes to greet Poppy before
returning to the city ahead of everyone else. 


Vonetta brings Tawny to see Poppy once everyone’s settled
and explains that she and Gianna have been teaching Tawny to fight, remarking
that the woman is a quick learner. 


When Poppy asks for a hug from Vonetta on two legs instead
of four, she laughs and obliges. Poppy commends her on
leading the armies spectacularly, and Vonetta replies that she didn’t do it alone.



Later, during discussions, Vonetta remarks that Malec would
eventually recover from his entombment and ends up in the Blood Forest as
they’re looking for the god. Poppy remarks that she isn’t even supposed to be
there, but they’re both happy to see each other. When Poppy does the spell to
locate Malec, Vonetta asks if the ruins are the right place and remarks how
beautiful the magic trail is. 


Once they retrieve Malec, Netta rides in front of the
procession on the way back to Padonia. Then, the
night of Poppy, Cas, and Kieran’s Joining, she spends the night with Emil. 


Before going to confront Isbeth,
Poppy and Cas decide that if neither of them can rule, then she is to take the
throne and order her to stay in Padonia with fifty
thousand soldiers. She agrees until the realization of what would have to
happen for her to be next in line to rule hits her. Before the couple greets
their people, Vonetta hands them their crowns and says they only reveal their
true natures when a god sits on the throne. 


Just wait until she realizes that Poppy isn’t just a god, she’s
a Primal.

TAWNY’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


After Tawny helps Poppy sneak out to head to the Red Pearl
where she eventually meets Hawke for the first time, Tawny discusses what
happened and their upcoming Ascension with the Maiden.


When Poppy is almost abducted, Tawny helps to tend to her
wounds and secure the necessary medicine. She also learns the Duchess’s theory
about the intruder being an Atlantian.


The night Poppy’s guard Rylan Keal is murdered—by
Jericho—Tawny sleeps in Poppy’s bed with her, comforting her friend and easing
her worries, as well. 


Despite the Rite preparation taking much of her time, she
finds a few moments to spend with Poppy and learns that she and Hawke kissed.
She eventually gets the full Red Pearl story out of her friend. 


Like usual, Tawny accompanies Poppy
to the atrium, even grabbing some of her favorite sandwiches beforehand. She
watches, amused, as Poppy speaks up to the Ladies in Wait after they make fools
of themselves with Hawke. But she feels bad after, when the Duke
makes his displeasure known. Following Poppy’s punishment for speaking to the
other Ladies in Wait, Tawny again helps her with her wounds.


The night of the Rite, she joins her friend until Poppy
tells her to go and have fun. Later, when all hell breaks loose, her attempts
to keep Poppy from entering the fray during the Rise attempt are futile. And
after everything, she can only help Poppy bathe and change, unsure what else to
do to help her friend. 


Poppy’s ordered to go to the
capital, and Tawny reveals she can’t go with her—it’s too dangerous, and she could
become a liability. Before they part ways, the two share
a touching goodbye in the Maiden’s quarters the morning Poppy sets out for the
capital with Hawke and the other guards.


In the time that Poppy is gone, Queen Ileana keeps Tawny
with her at the capital but doesn’t Ascend her. I wonder if she knew she could
use Tawny as leverage. When Poppy comes to Castle Redrock, Tawny attempts to
warn her by telling her friend that the Queen isn’t what she seems. She tries
to tell her more, but Ian cuts her off. 


The Queen gives her Revenant demonstration, and Tawny is
horrified when the knight stabs and kills Millicent. She’s even more
traumatized when another beheads Ian. When all hell breaks loose—again—Tawny is
wounded in the shoulder in the melee. After Casteel surrenders, the Queen gives
Tawny to the Atlantians as a sign of goodwill.
Her gash is bad, the veins standing out, thick and black. Poppy heals her
outward physical wound, but they discover it was delivered with shadowstone, and the poison starts to spread, inching up
her throat like black vines. 


Once they return to the keep, Delano takes her to a room to
recover, and the Healers and Elders are summoned. The Healers and I are able to help her, but it changes her irrevocably. Her hair
turns white, her eyes turn nearly colorless, and she doesn’t register as mortal
any longer—nor can Poppy read her emotions. We’re not sure exactly what
she is just yet. 


Tawny doesn’t give a straight answer when asked if someone
told her about Primal magic. She merely says: “Yes, and no.” She then reveals
she knew she was dying until she saw Vikter, and thinks the Fates did something
to save her. It changed everything she originally believed in—or rather the
things she didn’t. 


She says everything played out like a dream that wasn’t a
dream. She remembers getting stabbed, then there was nothing for a long while,
then a silver light. She thought she was entering the Vale, but then she saw
Vikter. He told her that Poppy was a god. Isbeth had
let it slip before, but Tawny didn’t believe her. Ian did, though. At the
mention of Poppy’s brother, Tawny apologizes for what happened to him.


She goes on to say that all she knows is that Isbeth plans to remake the realms and believes Poppy can
help her do it. She admits that she wasn’t around Isbeth
all that much and had no idea why they summoned her to the capital. They told
her they feared she’d be taken, too, after the threat on
Poppy’s life. When she got to Wayfair, she saw the Handmaidens—the
Revenants—and knew that nothing was right about that place. When the Queen
revealed that Poppy was her daughter, Tawny just assumed she was addled. 


In the dream that wasn’t a dream, Vikter told her things he
nor she could have known, like Aios stopping Poppy
from walking off the cliff in the Skotos Mountains,
that Nyktos and the Consort approved of
Poppy and Casteel’s marriage, that Cas had been taken, and that Poppy would
eventually free him. He also told her about being a viktor,
and she relays all of that to Poppy. 


She and Kieran bicker over how unhelpful her
information was, and Tawny says that Vikter didn’t think they knew the whole
prophecy. She shares the complete version (see Prophecy section). 


They ask if she ever saw or met anyone named Malik, and she
tells them she doesn’t know anyone by that name.

Incredibly fast.


Background: Elemental Atlantian.
Like Emil, has helped Casteel remember who he is and that he’s not a thing in
the past when feelings grabbed him. Has known him longer than anyone but Kieran
and the Contous.


Family: Father runs the mills that create
electricity; he keeps the ancient wheels working.


 


NAILL’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


During the trip to the capital, when the guards are killed
in the stables, and Poppy is placed in a cell for her safety—and their peace of
mind—Naill goes with Delano to remove her and take her to more comfortable
quarters. He immediately goes on alert when Jericho arrives in the dungeon. Six
others come up behind him, and Naill tells them they’re all being incredibly
foolish. When Mr. Tulis spews his vitriol, Naill reminds him that the Maiden
didn’t take his son; the Ascended did. A fight inevitably breaks out, and Naill
rips out a Descenter’s throat. Eventually, he gets knocked
out.


When Poppy greets Alastir, Naill
is lumped into the group the elder wolven says aren’t
very well-mannered—I actually think Naill is
incredibly polite. As Cas relays the story of how he didn’t plan the proposal
and subsequently how Poppy said no at first, Naill fearlessly chimes in that
she also told the Prince he was out of his mind and
several other things. 


Right after Cas and Poppy discuss the Empath line and almost
kiss, Naill interrupts with news that the Ascended are coming from the western
roads. When the vamprys enter the yard, Casteel tells
Naill to be smart, and the Atlantian takes off. 


Following the Ascended attack, he goes to scout the western
roads to make sure they’re clear so they can leave as soon as possible. As
they’re riding for Atlantia, he witnesses Poppy hitting Cas. When Casteel
shrugs it off, Naill remarks that it didn’t look like a love tap to him. 


As they ride past the tree hangings, Naill is the first to
spot the Dead Bones Clan, shouting to the group that they’re in the trees to
the left. He takes an arrow to the leg in the skirmish and is nearly shot again
until Poppy takes out his attacker with a crossbow. After the attack, Naill
rides ahead to scout and ensure they don’t run into any more clansmen. As they continue on, and Poppy asks questions about the Dead Bones
Clan, Naill explains that they aren’t just anti-Craven in protecting their
territory. They’re anti-everyone. 


When they reach Pompay, Casteel
relays the story of its tragic history, and Poppy wonders why she’s shocked
after everything she’s already heard. Naill replies that it’s not something
anyone ever gets used to and he wouldn’t want to. He says he needs to be
shocked so the line between him and the vamprys
doesn’t thin.


Poppy comes upon Naill and Delano sitting on the wall facing
the bay in Spessa’s End. Delano says she looks like
she could use a drink and offers her the bottle. Naill warns her that it tastes
like horse piss. He’s likely not wrong. I have had my
fair share of rot-gut whiskey and other assorted steel-tub liquor throughout
the years. And while it does the job, it’s not always palate-pleasing. 


Emil calls Poppy Your Highness, and she seems
bothered by it. Naill informs her that even before her crowning, it’s customary
and would be a great dishonor if they didn’t address her as such. 


On the way through the Skotos
Mountains, Naill splits off with Beckett and Delano to head through the mist,
and their group is the last to reconvene at Gold Rock.


Despite always being calm and collected, witnessing Poppy’s
display of power at the Chambers of Nyktos is shocking
and scary to him. Like several others there, Naill is tracked by a wolven, even as he softly tries to reason with it. Once
things calm, Casteel orders him to join Emil and Delano in finding and bringing
Beckett to him. Unfortunately, poor Beckett is already dead.


Naill is part of the group that rescues Poppy in Irelone and happily vents his anger by tearing through the
Ascended. As they make their way back through the Skotos,
he feeds Cas in a hunting cabin in the foothills. Once Poppy wakes, even her
earliest transformations—namely her strength and agility—awe him. 


When Cas teases Poppy about finding her perched outside a
window with a certain book in her hand—my diary, if you couldn’t guess—Naill is
super intrigued by the story and even more so by the book. I hope they shared it with him later.


Poppy thanks him for helping Casteel after Irelone, and by extension, her. She then tells him to call
her Poppy instead of Penellaphe, which makes
him smile. After Kieran shifts, Naill retrieves his clothes but gives the wolven grief and says he should have let him return to the
kingdom buck-ass naked.


Naill wonders about the storm that could have twisted and
bent the trees and is even more shocked when they ride past the trees of Aios, and he sees that the leaves are no longer golden but
blood-red. At the Temple of Saion, Naill leads Alastir
from the crypts and forces him to his knees in front of Cas and Poppy. After
the traitors are dealt with, Naill leaves with Emil and Quentyn before dawn.


Once they arrive at the Contou
residence, Naill dines with everybody, and they talk about Iliseeum.
He then joins the group headed to the capital, engaging in his usual banter and bickering with Emil and mentioning that he hasn’t
had a green bean casserole in years when talk of food arises. As Emil
continually flirts with Poppy, Naill wonders aloud if the Atlantian
has a death wish—I wonder the same!


The Unseen attack, and Naill is hit in the arm with an arrow
yet still fights with everyone to battle back the Unseen and the Gyrms. Later, Poppy inquires
about some buildings and is told they house machinery that converts water to
electricity. Naill says that it’s all incredibly boring and complicated but
that he could probably recite each piece and state its purpose since his father
oversees the mills.


During the transfer of the Crown from Eloana
and Valyn to Poppy and Cas, he stands guard and then walks with the group
through the palace. He’s also present for the Council meeting and my
announcement of the new rulers to the people of Atlantia. 


Instead of joining the group that heads to Iliseeum, Naill chooses to stay in the capital to spend some
time with his father. He is, however, present for the dinner meeting afterward
where they make a plan for Oak Ambler. He’s put in the
group with the King and Queen decoys and is eventually captured by the
Ascended.


When Poppy wakes in the woods outside of Oak Ambler after
Cas sacrifices himself, Naill bows over a prone Tawny. When they return to
speak with Eloana, he stands guard at the door with
Hisa and is happy to be part of the group to accompany Poppy back to Oak Ambler
to meet with King Jalara. 


As they ride to Massene, Naill
speaks with Poppy when she feels Arden’s anxiety. He rides ahead with Kieran to
investigate and is horrified by what they find on the Rise—all the murdered
mortals. Because of that and more, he happily joins in on the fight with the
guards. Once some surrender, Poppy orders him to take Arden and stay with the
prisoners in the barracks. 


Naill leaves with Vonetta and Wren to deliver the ultimatum
to Duke and Duchess Ravarel, look for Descenters, and warn the mortals about what will happen if
their demands are refused. Once done, they all return to camp. 


Poppy sends Naill to secure Vessa in a bedchamber that locks
from the outside so she can’t hurt herself or anyone else after the crone
attacks her. He does as instructed. Sadly, it doesn’t stop
Vessa from using Primal magic and killing many of the draken
later.


After the Blood Queen sends her horrific message—Casteel’s ring
finger—Naill joins Emil and Vonetta in respectfully dealing with the box’s
contents. 


Naill rushes to check on Poppy when the storm appears and
remarks that it’s the same type of tempest that happened when she Ascended to
her godhood. When they go out and witness what is happening with the draken, Naill steadies Poppy and then eventually trails her
as she goes to take care of the widow.


When Reaver is talking about Nyktos,
Naill remarks that he’s never heard the name Kolis before. Talk shifts to the
Rite, and Naill asks if the Chosen had a choice in being Ascended, and Reaver
tells him they did—Eythos always let them choose.


Naill makes Poppy something to wear—a white outfit to send a
message—and vigilance ramps up as Naill helps to keep an eye on the generals,
aware that the Unseen are very much still a threat. 


In the Temple, Naill finds another pair of holy people and
is the first to reveal that the Priests and Priestesses had Ascended among
them, something they hadn’t known before. When Vonetta brings in another
Priestess, Naill joins the group that follows her. They come upon a chamber
with blood stalactites and bones. After having a ridiculous argument with Emil
about the word stalactite, he points out that the hole in the floor is
actually a deep well. 


Sage is injured, and Naill helps Poppy heal her. When Reaver
shifts, it takes Naill by surprise, but not as much as when Sage replies with a
“yum” in response to what she sees. Naill reminds her that the draken can breathe fire, but it doesn’t seem to faze her. I
get it. I had an absolutely incredible experience with
a draken myself, and they are quite delicious.


When Cas returns, Naill waits until all the wolven greet the King before stepping in for a hug. He
tells Cas that it hasn’t been right without him and not to leave again. His
elation soon turns to shock when he sees Malik. 


Everybody fills Poppy and Cas in on what’s been happening
with the seizure of the cities, and Naill informs them that the Ascended left a
graveyard in Whitebridge and Padonia, just like they
did in Pompay. They discuss the Duke of Three Rivers,
and Malik mentions knowing him. Naill can’t hold back his ire and sneers at
him, asking him how complicated things have gotten and using his princely
title. Later, Cas asks him and Emil to keep an eye on Malik, and Naill happily
agrees.


In the Blood Forest, while looking for Malec, Naill battles
a large group of Craven with the others. When Reaver arrives, he alerts the group
to the draken’s appearance. That dealt with, Poppy
casts the spell to find Malec, and Naill is surprised by the reaction. 


Later, despite being tasked with guarding him, Naill doesn’t
realize that Malik isn’t in his chambers but rather speaking with Poppy in the
stables. 


When they finally get to the Bone Temple, Naill remarks that
the Blood Queen brought along some friends. He helps Emil unload Malec and then
carries the casket with the other two, commenting on how heavy the god is. 


Callum lifts the curse from Kieran with a white blade of
some sort, and Naill’s shocked to see the inky mist seeping from the wolven’s wound. I imagine anything having to do with Primal
magic is shocking, especially when it’s all so new to them. 


After Isbeth stabs Malec and the
resulting fight ensues, Naill tries to save a Royal Guard from a dakkai but isn’t fast enough. He does scruff and save Rune
as the draken fire rains down on the Temple, however.
Eventually, he’s taken down by a dakkai and dies with
his chest ripped open. When he revives, it’s to find everyone alive and healed
but with evidence of the fight still very much present. 


As they’re told the story of the realms, Naill knows it’s only
the beginning. 


We all do.


Naill then leaves to try to find Malik and Millie. 






DELANO AMICU
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Delano is one of my favorites to see in my visions. He’s not
only adorable in his mortal form, he’s also resplendent in his wolven form. A caretaker at the core, he’s incredibly loyal
and always there for whoever needs him.


 


Hair: White-blond.


Eyes: Pale, wintery blue.


Body type: Tall. Heavy and strong as an ox.


Facial features: Pale skin. Boyish
appearance. 


Distinguishing features: Near-constant
crease in his brow.


Preternatural appearance: White fur.


Other: Imprint is springy and featherlight.



Personality: Reserved.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Very
fast. Loyal to a fault.


Background: Not bonded to an Elemental Atlantian. Whole den was killed by the Ascended, including
his mother, father, and sisters. In a relationship with Perry.


Family: Mother †, father †, and unknown
number of sisters †. Sister = Preela †. Partner =
Perry.


 


DELANO’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


When he was young, the Ascended murdered Delano’s entire
den, including his parents and sisters—though the vamprys
waited a while before killing them. His other sister, Preela,
was later killed by King Jalara in front of her bonded Elemental Atlantian, Malik.


After the Blood Crown captured Casteel and he later escaped,
Delano helped him remember who he was and reminded him that he wasn’t a thing.
He became part of Cas’s inner circle and isn’t very far from him at any given
moment if he can help it. 


Delano accompanies Emil to Masadonia
when the Atlantian goes to feed Cas, but the next
time he sees the Prince and Kieran isn’t until they reach New Haven with the
Maiden. They conduct several meetings to discuss plans and strategy and Elijah
calls Delano a marshmallow. When he gets riled later, the Descenter
says the marshmallow is getting crispy. Delano threatens him—as he should.


I absolutely love Delano being a marshmallow, though. It
makes me smile.


A guard tries to leave Haven Keep with Poppy, and Delano ends
up killing one of the Huntsmen in the stables during the escape attempt. Even
though he doesn’t know everything that happened in Masadonia—Kieran
is supposed to update him later—he escorts Poppy to the dungeon. 


While she’s down there, he brings her cheese and bread and
remarks that he’d bring her stew if he thought she wouldn’t throw it at him. He
also tells her that she would be dead if she were meant to be or they intended
her to be. 


Delano stays with her until Hawke arrives and then leaves to
get some first-aid supplies, but a bit later, Jericho and his cohorts attack. Delano and Naill were about to take Poppy
somewhere more comfortable, so they witnessed it all. Delano protects Poppy,
even going so far as to throw her his sword so she can fight. 


After her escape attempt and Cas chasing her to the woods,
Casteel reveals that Poppy is part Atlantian, and it
shocks Delano to the core. He wonders how the Prince
knows but then sees the bite mark on Poppy’s neck. 


After switching locations and Poppy’s most recent escape
attempt, Delano stands guard outside her room and replies with the most snark
he can muster every time she demands to be released. At one point, he rushes
into her chambers, swearing he heard her screaming for help and calling his
name. When she swears she was only screaming internally, Delano is confused.


He would find out later that it was the Primal notam.


The Ascended arrive, and Delano
remains in wolven form, lurking in case he’s needed.
Then, he and Naill go to check the western roads, returning to tell everyone
they are safe enough to travel. 


During their journey, the Dead Bones Clan attacks the group.
Delano leads the horses into the woods and then rejoins the fight. One of the
clan members remarks that his fur would make a great cloak, and Delano bites
him extra hard for the comment. After the battle, he retrieves the horses so
they can be on their way again. 


In Spessa’s End, Delano offers
Poppy some whiskey after dinner and asks her not to stab Casteel, telling her
it makes him anxious. 


The sky is suddenly ablaze, and Delano leaves to see why.
When he returns, he’s injured—shot with arrows. He collapses and passes out.
Poppy heals him as she did with Beckett. 


After Cas and Poppy’s wedding, Delano travels with Naill and
Beckett through the mist in the Skotos Mountains and
plans to meet the others at Gold Rock. His group is the last to arrive, but it
all worked out fine.


Following Poppy’s attack at the Chambers of Nyktos, Delano arrives with the other wolven.
They all encircle and protect Poppy, growling when anyone gets too close. 


It soon becomes clear that Poppy is way more than she seems,
and Delano joins the others in bowing to her and letting out a howl.
Discovering that Beckett was the one who led Poppy to the Chambers, thus leading
to her attack, Delano, Emil, and Naill go to find the youngster. 


When Poppy is captured and taken to Irelone,
Delano joins the group that sets out to rescue her. On their journey later, he
discovers that he can feel what Poppy dreams. In response to her thinking she’s
a monster in sleep, he tells her that she’s not, she’s meyaah
Liessa. Then he orders her to wake
up—but not aloud; he tells her telepathically. 


Poppy heals Quentyn’s pain when they deliver the news that
Beckett was murdered, and Delano’s eyes glow with silvery wisps of light in his
irises, just like hers, solidifying that the wolven
are bonded to her.


And he will become one of the most closely bonded.


A carriage strikes down a child named Marji in town, and
Delano runs to retrieve Cas and Poppy. He shifts and leads them to the little
girl, but it’s too late. He can’t help but let out a whimper when she passes
but is both relieved and awed when Poppy brings her back to life.


Delano extends an invitation to his King and Liessa to join in on some wolven
wedding festivities. He asks his Queen to dance, and she tells him to call her Poppy,
not something more formal. 


After meeting with Poppy’s brother Ian, Delano joins the
group headed to the capital. Once they arrive, he witnesses the transfer of
crowns and guards the couple during the Council meeting. 


On the journey to Iliseeum, Delano
wears double swords on his hips. When Cas starts teasing Poppy about my diary,
Delano asks her not to stab his King.


But he likes that book just as much. 


Vonetta falls through the tunnel floor on their trip to Iliseeum, and Delano uses a torch to illuminate the
situation. His concern triples when he surveys the floor and sees that it won’t
hold much longer for any of them. 


In the Land of the Gods, skeletons burst from the ground,
and Delano asks how they’re supposed to kill already-dead soldiers. After Poppy
uses her power to end the fight and she and Cas embrace, while everyone is a
bit uncomfortable, Delano remarks that Poppy and Cas kissing is better than
them fighting. 


Delano takes part in the large
planning meeting to discuss Oak Ambler. When they reach the city, he leaves his
cloak behind for someone who needs it, absolutely disturbed by the state of the
citizens. Dressed as a Solis guard, he’s wary as they enter the underground
walkway in Castle Redrock, somehow sensing the Ascended know they’ve arrived.
There are no guards at the tunnel entrances, and he imagines there would be,
especially since it’d been breached in the past. 


When they come across the caged cave cat, he suggests that
the Ascended brought it with them to Castle Redrock and remarks that it looks
underfed. When Poppy touches it, and it shifts forms to become a man, Delano
tells her to stop touching things. He then wonders aloud if it’s a wivern. 


Headed off by Millie and her guards, Delano attacks and is
taken down in record time, pinned by blades at his stomach and under his chin.
When the taunts come about Isbeth, Delano states that
it doesn’t matter what the Blood Queen is because Poppy is a god.


After Cas surrenders, and the Blood Crown returns Tawny,
Delano takes her to a room in Evaemon and summons the
Healers and me. 


Delano, Naill, Emil, and Vonetta accompany Poppy back to Oak
Ambler to meet with King Jalara and deliver Poppy’s message. Just
before she kills the King, Poppy tells him that Delano comes from a line of
those given mortal form by Nyktos himself. After she
separates the King’s head from his body, Delano drops Jalara’s head at the
Revenant’s feet and then takes the dead King’s crown to Poppy.


During their trip to Massene,
Delano and Poppy communicate via the Primal notam. He tells her there
are twenty Rise Guards at the northern gate and two dozen mortals on the wall.
He relays that Emil can take out those on the Rise. Once given the signal and
they deal with the guards, he follows Emil to the gate.


Traversing the underground chambers of Cauldra
Manor, Delano leads the way with Vonetta and Sage to ensure Poppy’s safety. As
Poppy later wanders the ruins outside the manor, he accompanies her as a guard.


Like Poppy, Delano wonders about what Reaver said would
happen if someone spoke the Consort’s name in the mortal realm. He says it
sounds like she’s just as powerful as Nyktos. 


When Poppy goes all Primal after receiving Casteel’s finger
from the Blood Queen, Delano protects Perry but then tries to comfort Poppy
once she calms down. 


During the meeting with the generals, Delano keeps an eye on
things in wolven form and growls when Aylard
insinuates that Poppy is more concerned about the people of Solis than those of
Atlantia—her people. 


On their return to Oak Ambler, Poppy alerts Delano that
they’re approaching the gate, and he telepathically assures her that she has
their support. Then he, Vonetta, Sage, and Arden lead the wolven
into the city. 


When Perry is injured, Delano sits with him, reading from my
journal—good reading material, indeed, and a great way to pass the time.
However, I can’t imagine it would lead to much relaxation. Quite the opposite, actually. Poppy checks on them and heals Perry,
and Delano thanks her and then kisses his partner.


Later, as they’re discussing the Primal magic they plan to
use to locate Malec, Delano reminds everyone they still need a cherished item
once they figure out the blood situation. 


The group splits and plans to meet in Three Rivers. Delano
and his group are forced to go to Padonia first, and
Poppy reaches him via the notam there after she, Reaver, Kieran, and
Malik leave Carsodonia with Casteel. 


Poppy, Cas, and the others reach Padonia,
and Delano launches himself at his King. Cas tells Delano that he missed him. 


Malik hesitantly approaches and kneels by Delano, speaking
softly. He nudges Malik’s hand with his head, and Malik starts to cry and
places a hand on him. They both miss Preela, and this
is the first time they’ve had a chance to grieve together. 


They narrow down that Malec is entombed near Masadonia, and Delano realizes that the Blood Forest grows
where it does, partly because Malec is interred there. Three days later,
they’re near the Blood Forest, fighting a group of Craven and then casting the
spell to locate Malec’s entombment spot. 


When they find the tunnel, Delano agrees with Sage when she
indicates that the wolven should enter the tunnel
first. As the Gyrms attack, Delano notices they
aren’t attacking Poppy, and he tells her that maybe they recognize her somehow.



At the Bone Temple, Delano makes his dislike of Callum very
clear. When all hell breaks loose, Delano saves Malik from a dakkai while he’s helping Millie and then knocks Poppy out
of the way of draken fire.
She tells him they need to get to Malec and stop him from dying, and he tells
her she has his support.


With her power, Isbeth sends
Poppy’s dagger back at her, and Delano jumps in front of Poppy to save her. The
blade hits him in the chest, and he dies. 


After Poppy merges with the Consort and brings everybody
back to life, he nudges her with his nose, and she hugs him. He gets as close
to her as possible, grateful to be alive and that those they love are also okay.


Delano accompanies Cas, Poppy, Kieran, and Nektas into the tunnels under Wayfair. They retrieve Ires,
and Poppy goes into stasis. He returns with them and stays with Poppy in wolven form, watching out for her the entire time she’s
asleep. 


When Malik and Millie arrive, Delano moves to protect Poppy
but ends up letting them have some time with Kieran watching.


I’m very interested to see how Delano handles the news of
Cas’s shifting and Poppy awakening as a Primal.

Background: Not bonded to a wolven. In a relationship with Delano. Is a Lord; even has
quarters at the palace. Likes cigars. Father wanted him to focus more on the
land they owned and other business ventures instead of joining the army—Perry
agreed.


Family: Father = Sven.


 


PERRY’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


When Perry meets Poppy and greets the rest of the group at
the palace, Vonetta moves in to protect her from him. He takes that as
confirmation that the rumors he’s heard about the new Queen of Atlantia are
true. He helps Poppy off her horse and then asks if Delano is with them since
he hasn’t seen his lover yet.


On the ship to Oak Ambler, Perry tells Poppy she’ll get her
sea legs in no time. It’s clear she’s not so sure. Once they arrive, he offers
to keep a ship nearby for them to use to return to Atlantia. He’s told to go
back immediately—it’s just too risky.


He pulls Casteel aside and asks him to keep an eye on Delano
for him while they’re apart, saying that sometimes the wolven
is too brave. Cas promises that Delano will return to Perry.


Perry and the crew plan to take everything the group brought
back to Atlantia—including my journal. 


It’s good to see that everyone is keeping it so safe. 


Perry plays the part of taskmaster perfectly as they load
and unload crates of wine bottles for Oak Ambler. The ruse allows Casteel to
compel the guards and then slip with the others past the Rise.


Later, Perry arrives with Kieran and Emil to deliver the
Blood Queen’s gift to Poppy. He tells her the box has Primal magic and
explains that those who know how to use it can create wards
and spells that only respond to certain bloodlines. He relays that it should
only require a drop or two of her blood. When asked how he knows all that, he
explains that he learned about Primal magic from his father. 


When Poppy loses control over seeing Casteel’s dismembered
finger, Delano—in wolven form—nudges him away.


As the storm kicks up, and the draken start falling from
the sky, Perry arrives at Vessa’s room to see that she’s using Primal magic. 


As Reaver tells them how the eather
is stronger in thirdborn sons and daughters, Perry pays special attention and
listens as the draken explains that Kolis’s essence
made the Revenants what they are—neither alive nor dead.


Perry takes his medallion off the gold chain he wears and
gives it to Poppy to carry Casteel’s wedding ring. He then sews the medallion
into his armor—it’s clearly special.


He also offers up his cigar box to store Poppy’s and Casteel’s
crowns and joins the others to guard the couple as they brief the generals.


Later, Kieran retrieves Poppy to heal Perry after he’s shot
in the shoulder with an arrow. He argues that she doesn’t need to worry about
him when she has so much other stuff she needs to do.


As they talk about the book Delano is reading, Perry remarks
that I have led an interesting life—boy, have I ever—and then says that Casteel
must have been overjoyed to read the journal and then meet me at the Council
meeting. 


The feeling was—and still is—entirely mutual.


Poppy heals him, and then he and Delano share a sweet kiss.


Perry joins Poppy and Sven in discussing Primal magic. When
his father seems a little scattered, he gives him some whiskey to help him
think. Once he’s settled, Perry asks why he keeps returning to the locator
spell. As they get into more detail, Perry suggests that my journal may be the
cherished item needed for the spell.


I mean, it’s definitely prized by
many, but given what I know of Primal magic, I don’t think it would work as
they intend.


When Poppy and the group return to Padonia
with Cas, he gives the King a one-armed hug and tells him he looks good and
that he’s been keeping an eye on Delano—a twenty-four-hour assignment. (I’m
sure it’s one he doesn’t mind.) He adds that he never doubted that Kieran and
their Queen would get Casteel back.


He catches sight of Malik and stiffens, his jaw tensing when
he sees that the Prince looks good and not like he’s
been a prisoner for a century. 


As they discuss what happened while they were away, Perry
tells them that no one was left alive in Whitebridge. Thousands were killed and
turned into Craven—so many, they actually lost
soldiers and wolven during the fight. 


Once they discover that Eloana and I buried Malec in the
Blood Forest, Perry realizes they never knew the blood trees grew where they
did because it was the place of Malec’s interment. 


Three days later, Perry joins the group in fighting a large
group of Craven while looking for the god. He wields a bloodstone axe like an
extension of his arm.


When Emil complains about the trees leaking and
asks what it is, Perry quips that it’s in the name, insinuating that it’s
blood.


Noticing that the Gyrms protecting
Malec didn’t attack Poppy, he points it out to the others and says that he
can’t be the only one who notices.


I lost track of him after that. I’m not sure if he was there
when they went to the Bone Temple or if he stayed behind, but I know it’s not
the last we’ll see of this fascinating Elemental Atlantian.

HISA’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


I do not know much about Hisa’s beginnings, but I hope to
fill in those details as soon as possible. However, I can recount how she fits
into the story once Poppy and Casteel enter the picture. 


After the Unseen attack at the Contou
residence, Hisa orders the guards to search the grounds. She mentions the Descenter mask found at the arson site and surmises that
between that, the courtyard attack, and the ruins, they must all be connected
and the work of the Unseen. 


She’s present when Poppy and Casteel meet with Valyn and
Eloana at Cove Palace. She’s also in attendance for the couple’s crowning and
immediately begins shadowing her new charges. 


Joining Kieran, Vonetta, Delano, Emil, and Naill, Hisa
stands guard for the Council meeting. I remember seeing her there—she’s
beautiful, has a presence, and is hard to miss. 


When the group goes to Iliseeum
for the first time, Hisa leads them through the crypts to the access tunnels
and uses her keys to unlock the entrance. When they go to leave, she asks them
to be safe and says the kingdom wants to get to know their new rulers. 


Attending the planning meeting with Casteel’s parents, she
realizes the land party will be spotted before the by-sea group even arrives in
Oak Ambler—all attention will be on them. She then becomes part of that group,
arriving by land with Lyra and Emil posing as Poppy and Cas. Unfortunately, the
Ascended capture them almost immediately.


After Tawny gets injured, Hisa remarks that she’s never seen
a mortal wounded by shadowstone before and wonders
if/hopes one of the Elders might know how to help. I did, thankfully. 


When she’s ready to send her message, Poppy asks
Hisa to send word to the Blood Crown that she wants to meet with them at the
end of the following week and says to let them know she’ll only speak with the
King or the Queen.


Once the group makes it to Massene,
Hisa undertakes the task of creating a map of Oak Ambler. Later, she encourages
Poppy to share the plans and makes sure to be present for the briefing with the
generals. When they discuss warning the mortals before they converge on the
cities, Hisa agrees that it’s a good idea. They then go over battle strategy,
and she states they should kill any Ascended who attack, but only capture those
who surrender. As planning drags on, she voices her concerns about the timing
of rescuing Casteel and says she disagrees with that part of the scheme.


As the others go off, Hisa stays with Valyn to ensure the
plans are followed. When her girlfriend, General Lizeth Damron, goes to leave
to take care of her duties, she tells her to be careful. Lizeth responds: “But
be brave.” And Hisa says, “Always,” before kissing her. 


I love that so much.


Hisa and Valyn lead the army inside the city. Once there,
she searches Castle Redrock with him and the other soldiers. They find and
fight the Craven inside. When they encounter the Priests and Priestesses, Poppy
has Hisa watch Framont and the others as she speaks
with Valyn. After, they follow the Ascended Priestess to the room where the bodies
of all the murdered children are.


As they settle in later, discussions turn to using magic to
help locate Casteel. Not long after, Atlantian
visitors arrive—Tawny and Gianna—and Hisa is unhappy that Lin didn’t get their
names. When she sees Tawny and the evident changes in the mortal, she’s
understandably leery of her. 


In Padonia, Hisa joins the
generals at the entrance to the manor. Later, over dinner, she and Lizeth share
a quiet moment, and she insinuates that she knows why Isbeth
wants Malec. Wondering about the after, Hisa asks what’s to become of
the god after they defeat the Blood Crown. Do they put him back in the ground? She’s told someone will return him to his
parents, Nyktos and his Consort—likely Reaver. 


The night of Poppy, Cas, and Kieran’s Joining, Hisa spends
time with Jasper and Valyn. 


Once they retrieve Malec, Hisa rides next to the wagon,
guarding their prize. When Poppy replies to Sven’s order to, “Be careful” with,
“But be brave,” it makes Hisa smile. 


During the big battle with Isbeth
at the Bone Temple, a Revenant with shadowstone kills
Hisa. Later, she revives and ends up sitting on a wall, staring at Poppy—likely
in awe.

However, we all have a
choice in how we behave and whether we use the things that happen to us in our
lives to make us better, transmuting that negative energy so we vibrate at an
even higher frequency and then using it to help others. Or if we fall into the despair and let it turn us dark. Isbeth
embraced her need for revenge and let go of all her light to reach her ultimate
goals.

ISBETH’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


As the Queen of Solis, Ileana was always on my radar. As an Atlantian, I simply couldn’t abide what she and her people
were doing. But when I started getting glimpses of overlapping items for
her—layered images, even—it was then that I realized there was much
more than meets the eye when it came to the Blood Queen. 


When I saw the meeting between Poppy and Ileana, whereupon
she revealed her true identity, I knew that nothing
would ever be the same. It answered so many questions yet created a multitude of
others at the same time. 


From the minute Poppy, Cas, and their people come
face-to-face with Ileana/Isbeth following Ian’s
invitation, the Blood Queen employs the snark. There is seemingly no end to her
narcissism. When Poppy gives as good as she gets, Isbeth
remarks that Ian didn’t tell her that Poppy had found and sharpened her tongue.



She asks Poppy if she’s bonded to Kieran. When she responds
that she’s bonded to all the wolven, the Queen taunts
Malik and tells him he missed out. She then adds that she knows Poppy became Queen
of Atlantia—just as she hoped—but that she married the wrong brother. Malik
chimes in and confirms that, yes, Poppy was to be Ascended, and that he
was to be her Ascension of the flesh. 


Cas lashes out at his brother, and Ileana chimes in that
she’s curious about which of the brothers would win in a fight. She says she’d
bet on Casteel as he was always a fighter, even when on the verge of being
broken. 


She makes it clear that she invited them so they could come
to an agreement regarding the future. She says she is fond of Poppy but warns
her against thinking that the care is a weakness because she is the
Queen and demands respect. 


Ileana reveals that Alastir told
her about the ultimatum Poppy and Cas came to give and doesn’t hide her joy
when she finds out that he’s dead. As they talk about the deal some more,
Ileana vehemently states that she will see the entire kingdom burn before she offers even a single acre of land. She then counteroffers: claim Atlantia in her name and swear fealty
to her. She tells them they can keep their Prince and Princess titles but that
she will send several of her Dukes and Duchesses over to establish Royal Seats
in Atlantia. Once they make the citizens believe it’s what’s best for the
kingdom and dismantle the armies, they are then to bring Queen Eloana and King Valyn to Carsodonia
to be tried for treason. 


As talk of war surfaces once more, Ileana tells them she has
over one hundred thousand mortal soldiers and several thousand Royal Knights if
it comes to that. Still, they should really be worrying about the
Revenants…because they’re not mortal. She demonstrates this by having Millicent
killed so they can all watch her resurrect. She explains more about the Revenants
and says she has enough to make an army. 


She states that the War of Two Kings never ended; there has
merely been a strained truce. She then adds that she wants the Atlantian people’s respect, which is why she hasn’t yet
attacked. Poppy argues as Poppy is wont to do, and
then Ileana reveals that the people likely won’t be so accepting once they
discover their new leader is the Queen of Solis’s daughter. 


Poppy tells her that Duchess Teerman
said that Ileana was her grandmother. In response, Ileana calls her loyal but
stupid. She tells Poppy that she is her mother and explains why she had Cora
raise her. She then claims that she had no idea about the abuse Duke Teerman inflicted upon Poppy and says she would have flayed
the skin from his bones and left him to be eaten by buzzards had she known. She
also reveals that Cora was a Revenant and that she survived the Craven attack
at Lockswood but not Ileana’s wrath for absconding
with Poppy. 


After that big revelation, she adds that she isn’t actually Ascended and wasn’t the first vampry.
She then details her poisoning at the hands of Eloana,
as well as her Ascension by Malec, whom she insists Eloana
ruined.


Seeing the doubt, Isbeth proves
she’s not Ascended by ripping off the curtains and remaining unharmed in the
sunlight. It shocks those gathered, but not as much as her next tidbit. She
tells them that Malec is a god, and that Eloana didn’t
know. She shares Malec’s plan and what happened and says that the former King
and Queen of Atlantia took everything from her when all she did wrong was love.
She says she’ll never feel again what she felt for Malec and vows to take
everything from them—from Atlantia—in retribution. 


When Poppy tells her that the blame lies with her and nobody
else, Isbeth orders Ian to be killed, claiming that
she loved him as if he were her child and flipping everything around on Poppy,
telling her Ian’s death was her fault. 


Manipulative sociopath, much?


In her rage, Poppy’s power flares and takes Isbeth by surprise, though she easily redirects the eather with a single flick of her nails. She then tells her
daughter that Poppy’s greatest weakness is that she doubts what she sees with
her eyes and knows with her heart. She tells her that
they’re gods and should fight like gods. She follows the proclamation with a
show of power that grips Poppy by the throat to teach her a valuable lesson. 


Lyra attacks to save Poppy, and Isbeth
kills her without hesitation. When others move to attack in response, she warns
that if anyone else even thinks it, she will snap Poppy’s neck. Turning her
attention back to her daughter, she says that Poppy needs to learn that she
never had a choice, even though she still believes she does. 


As Isbeth tightens her hold on
Poppy, Casteel pleads with her to stop and offers to give himself up, stating
it’s how the Queen can best control Poppy—by taking what she values most. She
remarks that he was always her favorite pet and says that when Poppy wakes,
she’ll know exactly what needs to be done to keep her husband alive. 


She orders Malik to retrieve his brother and allows the
others to leave, giving them Tawny as a sign of goodwill,
though with a shadowstone wound. 


They leave and head back to Carsodonia,
where she has Malik and all the Revenants watching Casteel.


Visiting her new prisoner, she tries to get Cas on her side and to open his eyes. When Cas accuses
her of being the reason Poppy has her scars and states she was abused, Isbeth is clearly bothered and asks if the Duke’s death was painful. Cas tells her yes, that he made it
so, and she tells him she’s glad. 


As talk turns to Casteel’s parents, Isbeth
says that she pitied his mother. She didn’t hate her at first, but she
certainly does now. Isbeth then tells him that she’s
a demis and asks what Cas knows about Malec. 


After Poppy beheads Jalara, Isbeth
tells Casteel what happened, and he laughs. She also tells him that Poppy claimed
Malec is alive, knows where he is, and threatened to kill him. When she says
that she believes Poppy could actually do it, she asks
Cas if it’s true that the god is still alive and where he is. He tells her he
doesn’t know, and she believes him.


Talking more, Isbeth says she
never wanted to be at war with her daughter. She fully expected Poppy to go
along with the plans and let Malik Ascend her. She then adds that she doesn’t just
want Atlantia, she wants more, and things have already begun—Poppy
was destined to help her accomplish her goals. 


Casteel taunts her about seeing a cave cat in Oak Ambler and
asks if it’s the same one Poppy saw as a child. Isbeth
tells him the cat is fine and in the same place Poppy saw it, then threatens to
feed it the next finger she takes from Casteel—the first being the one she sent
to Poppy with the note of apology and his wedding ring. 


Taking her unawares, Cas stabs her in the chest with a sharpened
bone, barely missing her heart by an inch. 


Remarking on how strong Cas is, she says it’s to be
expected; he’s Elemental and also has Poppy’s blood in
him. She tells him about the Primals’ weakness and
how love can be used as weapons to impair and then end them, that a Primal can
be born in the mortal realm—something she learned from Malec—and that the gods
rushed the Primals into their eternity by Ascending.
However, she says the Fates created a loophole that allowed the greatest power
to rise again, but only in a female of the Primal of Life’s lineage, thus
suggesting that Isbeth didn’t birth a god, she
birthed a Primal: Poppy.


When Poppy and the group come to rescue Casteel, her
subjects carry Isbeth into the Great Hall on a litter
that looks like a gilded bird cage. Basking in the thunderous reception she
receives, Isbeth remarks that she won’t waver in the
face of a godless kingdom and then tells the crowd that the harbinger has
awakened, and that Atlantia is laying waste to cities while raping and brutalizing
the people of Solis. She follows that with a promise the people will be spared,
before asking them to avenge their King.


Isbeth gives a
subject a Royal Blessing, gloating because the truth is out,
and those with Poppy know what’s actually happening.
Later, she tells Poppy she can easily reclaim the lost cities, earning some
name-calling from her daughter. Poppy then breaks Malik’s mental shields, and Callum
gets stabbed. Isbeth tells Poppy that what she did
wasn’t nice and orders the mess and Malik to be removed. 


Flexing her power some more, she grabs Poppy by the chin and
reminds her that she carried her in her womb and cared for her until it wasn’t
safe to do so. She says that’s why she tolerates from her what she wouldn’t
take from anyone else, and why she’ll give Poppy what she hasn’t earned. She
tells her that she can see Casteel or her father—the cave cat, Ires—but not
both, and then adds that she must choose now or see neither. 


Isbeth separates Kieran, Reaver,
and Poppy and has Malik escort the men to individual rooms. As she leads Poppy
through Wayfair, she reminds her that Reaver’s and Kieran’s safety depends on
her behavior and brings up watching Poppy and Ian running through the halls
they now walk, once again rehashing the painful memory of Ian’s death. 


When Poppy sees the state Casteel is in, she lashes out, and
Isbeth tells her that threats aren’t necessary and
are actually pointless since her Revenants can’t be
killed, and any draken who remain are with the Atlantian armies. 


Isbeth taunts Poppy that Cas would
be in better condition if he just behaved, and Poppy reacts with a show of
power. Isbeth warns her that she’ll only tolerate so
much disrespect, which causes Poppy to pull back. The Queen remarks that Poppy
is powerful and has grown, but she’d better learn to control her temper, and
fast. 


While talking about Coralena, Isbeth
insinuates that the Handmaiden hid her actual eye color—the nearly colorless
hue—from Poppy with magic that Isbeth lent to
her. 


Sometime later, Callum gets stabbed again, and it annoys Isbeth. Because Millie laughed, she orders her other
daughter to remove the Revenant. Poppy asks Isbeth
how she’s been able to hide her identity from the Ascended for so long, and she
says that they don’t look too closely and would rather be oblivious than see
what’s right in front of them. Not to mention, they see her as being godlike.
She adds that those who do question are swiftly dealt with.


Looking at her daughter, Isbeth
tells Poppy that her eyes are like her father’s and says the essence would get
stronger and swirl in them when he got angry. Poppy asks Isbeth
how she captured Ires, and the Blood Queen says that he came to her two hundred
years after the war ended, looking for his brother. She then adds that the one
with him—presumably, Jadis—could sense Malec’s blood and led Ires right to
her. Isbeth also reveals that the draken
had been dealt with.


She relays that while she knew Malec had a twin, she thought
it was Malec when she first saw Ires—until he spoke. She even entertained the
idea that maybe she could pretend it was Malec and fall in love with
Ires. When Poppy inquires, Isbeth tells her that she
didn’t force herself on Ires. He chose to stay. She said he’d become intrigued
by the world and curious about the Ascended and what his brother had been
doing, but when he wanted to return to Iliseeum, she
couldn’t let him. He was angry, but when they came together, both times, it
wasn’t against his will. It wasn’t an act of love, but she wanted a strong
child and knew what Poppy would be with Ires as her father. For him, it was
just about lust and hatred. He even tried to kill her afterward. 


When Poppy asks her where Ires is, Isbeth
tells her that he’s not at Wayfair, silently confirming that the Blood Queen
wouldn’t have let her see him even if Poppy had chosen him over
Casteel. She says she couldn’t let Ires leave because she needs him to make
Revenants. She also lets it slip that the etchings in the stone and the borrowed
magic are safeguards to keep things in—and out. 


The two continue to bicker: about Poppy not bowing, about
the Rite and the Craven, about Poppy being the harbinger. And Isbeth tells Poppy if the Atlantian
armies show up at the capital, she will line the Rise with infants. To which
Poppy says she won’t negotiate. 


Isbeth admits that vengeance has
kept her going all this time and states she doesn’t actually
want Atlantia; she wants to see it burn, and every Atlantian
dead. But she doesn’t blame Eloana, even though she
has something very special in store for her. She blames Nyktos for not answering Malec’s call for the heartmate trial.
That was the catalyst and why Malec Ascended her in the first place. The Primal
could have prevented all of what happened. 


She goes on to say that Malec said Nyktos
was particularly fond of the Atlantians and saw them
as his children. Their creation was the result of the first heartmate trial and
a product of love. By eliminating them, Isbeth feels
she would get the justice she seeks. 


As they continue talking, she tells Poppy that she’ll do
what she was born to do: deliver death to her enemies. She says that Poppy’s just
like her, and Isbeth will force her hand if necessary
to prove how alike they are. 


Then, as an act of power, she kills a mortal couple by
crushing them with her will. When Poppy lashes out, she has her escorted to her
room and kept under guard, telling her they’ll talk more later. 


After Poppy and the others escape, Isbeth
catches up to them and tries to take Malik back. In the melee, Callum wounds
and curses Kieran. Isbeth orders Poppy to find Malec
and bring him to her and warns them all that there’s no escape—they’re
surrounded by Revenants. She adds that if Poppy refuses her command, she’ll
regret it until her last breath. She gives Poppy a week to retrieve Malec.
Poppy demands three, and Isbeth agrees to two. When
Poppy says she needs something of Malec’s, Isbeth
hands over the pink diamond ring that used to belong to her heartmate, saying
it’s all she has of him. 


Before she leaves, Isbeth kills
Blaz and Clariza, making them nothing but dry husks and saying that the only
good Descenter is a dead one.


Isbeth arrives at the Bone Temple
with a sizable force. When Poppy and the others arrive, she asks where Malec is
and refuses to have the curse lifted from Kieran until she sees the god. Once
the casket is open, she tells them that he won’t rise unless given blood and
that nothing can wake him. She speaks old Atlantian
to Malec and then gives the okay for Callum to lift the curse on Kieran when
Cas reminds her to live up to her end of the bargain. She once again states
that if Nyktos had only granted them the heartmates
trial, they’d be together, though not ruling over Atlantia. They’d have traveled the realm, found a place where they felt at peace,
and would have lived out their days with their son and any other children they
may have had. She then tells Malec how much she loves him and insists that he has to know that, even in sleep. She kisses him and
reiterates how much he and their son mean to her, then pleads with him to
understand as she screams and stabs him in the heart with a shadowstone
dagger. Sobbing, she apologizes some more and shouts for her army to protect
their King—meaning Kolis.


Isbeth continues to taunt Poppy,
and a fight breaks out. When Delano dies, the battle turns godlike. Isbeth is eventually wounded: a cut curving across her
temple, narrowly missing her left eye, another on her forehead, and her nose
and mouth bleeding. But when Millie tries to remove the dagger from Malec’s chest
to stop the events in motion, Isbeth has enough in
her to take out her first daughter with eather, remarking
that she’s been betrayed by both daughters. 


When Poppy gets the upper hand, she rips the crown from Isbeth’s head and backhands her with it, knocking out some
teeth. Then, when Poppy screams the Consort’s name, Isbeth
can only watch in stunned amazement. The awe soon turns to terror.


Poppy tells her that the Consort knew what Isbeth plotted and saw it all in her sleep. Isbeth argues that the Consort must know that she did it all
for Malec and her child—the Consort’s son and grandson. Poppy returns that it
was all for nothing. The Consort likely would have forgiven Malec for Ascending
Isbeth, but her grief, hatred, and thirst for
vengeance rotted her. What she became and brought upon the realm will not save
her, heal her, or take away her pain. It will not bring her glory, love, or
peace. 


Then the Consort, through Poppy, tells Isbeth
that what she’s done to those of her blood will not be erased. Nothing of Isbeth will be recorded in history yet to be written. She
will not be known or worthy of remembrance. Then, Poppy—with the Consort—strikes
out with power, breaking Isbeth’s arms, legs, and
spine. She speaks in the Consort’s voice and tells Isbeth
that her death won’t be honorable or quick, and that Nyktos
awaits, ready to start her eternity in the Abyss. Isbeth
bleeds from her pores. Her flesh cracks and peels as muscles and ligaments
tear, and bones splinter. Her hair falls out, no longer rooted.


And then, she is no more.






KING
JALARA †


 


 


While a vital piece of the puzzle, I must admit that King
Jalara is somewhat gray-washed to me. Alas, he did
play a role in history and thus must be recorded.


 


Hair: Golden, brushing the tops of his
ears.


Facial features: Heavy brow. Straight nose.
Square jaw. Thin lips.


Distinguishing features: Good-looking.


Personality: Smug.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Always
wears his crown. Rarely smiles.


Background: King of Solis. Originally from
the Vodina Isles. By the time he fought in Pompay at the Battle of Broken Bones, Malec was no longer
on the throne. It’s said that he was close to Leopold’s father. Was alive
during the Atlantian’s rule. Killed Preela.


 


JALARA’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Honestly, Jalara seemed to blend into the background more often than not during my research. Until Isbeth makes her move. Then, Jalara starts to flex
the muscles of his position a bit more.


When Poppy arrives in Oak Ambler, Jalara doesn’t meet with
her immediately. When he finally does, he disrespectfully calls her Maiden,
but is visibly shocked to see that she wears the crown of gilded bones. 


Not holding back, he makes it very clear how he feels about
the wolven, calling them disgusting heathens and
overgrown dogs. He also threatens to take every rude word that Poppy says out
on her husband, taunting that Casteel has found his stay with them less than
pleasant. He then relays how Ileana almost convinced him that Poppy had been
captured despite his sacrifice and revels in the remembrance of his screams of
rage, calling them a serenade for the ages. 


When Poppy calls the Blood Queen Isbeth,
Jalara gets annoyed and says Ileana is no longer Isbeth.
I can only imagine it hurts his pride a little since, as Isbeth,
she was Malec’s heartmate and not Jalara’s wife and he knows that she never got
over him. He then taunts Poppy that she can’t defeat Ileana and outright laughs
at her, saying that while she may be of Nyktos’s
blood, she really is—and will always be—only the Maiden who is part beauty and
part disaster. 


After expressing his irritation that they called upon him to
receive a message that isn’t submission or surrender, Poppy tells him that he
is the message. 


Kieran, in wolven form, attacks
and holds him in place as Poppy beheads him.

Wolven: Kiyou
wolves given mortal form by a god—thought to be Nyktos—to
guard and protect the children of the gods and guide them in the mortal world.


 


Elemental Atlantians: Atlantians with the purest bloodline—one that can be traced
to the very first and, therefore, to the gods. They are descendants of the
first mortal who underwent the heartmate trial with a deity and were thus
granted a longer life.


 


Some of the older bloodlines are the descendants of deities and
the first Atlantians. Their abilities to shift are
directly related to the deity they descend from, and thus the god or Primal.
Some of the newer generations are descended from Elemental Atlantians
and wolven. Changelings are often said to be products
of a deity and wolven pairing, though I’m not sure
that’s true in every case.


 


Ceeren: Can
shift into waterfolk.


 


Wivern: Can shift into large cats.


 


Changelings: Most can only shift into
varied animal forms, but a select few can take on the appearance and mannerisms
of another person. Some have other skills, as well, such as Seer visions.






THE
SENTURION WARRIOR BLOODLINES


 


 


The Warrior bloodlines—warriors born and not trained—differ
from the other Atlantian bloodlines. There were
dozens of unique lines at one time, each marked by special talents that made
them dangerous to face in battle. Many Warrior lines died out hundreds of years
before the Ascended, and their abilities changed as mortal blood was introduced
to the lines. 


 


Empath: Sometimes called Soul Eaters. Able
to read the emotions of others and turn them into weapons, amplifying negative
feelings. They could also heal. The closest Warrior bloodline to the deities. They
were skilled in battle and thought to be the boldest and bravest of the Warrior
lines.


 


Primordial: Able to summon the elements
during battle—mostly earth, wind, or rain.


 


Cimmerian: Able to call upon the night,
blocking out the sun and blinding their foes to movement. 


 


Pryo: Able to summon flames to their blades.


 


Unknown: Able to call upon the souls of the
ones who were slain by those they fought.






COUNCIL
OF ELDERS


 


 


Being part of the Council, I never
really considered documenting the Elders and any notable items about each of
us. But then I realized why I was creating these files to begin with, and it suddenly
seemed important. So, without further ado, I give you…the Council.


Before Malec O’Meer’s [Mierel’s] rule, when deities still reigned but the other
bloodlines had started to outnumber them, the Council of Elders was formed to
prevent anyone from making a choice or decision that could jeopardize the
people of Atlantia. 


The Crown retains ultimate authority, but the Council has a
say, and our opinions are heard. 


We were only ignored twice, and both times had grave
consequences. The first was before Malec’s rule when we thought the crown
should be worn by one of the bloodlines and not the deities. The second was
when Malec Ascended Isbeth, and we advised him to
apologize and make it right. 


He did not. 


We help rule alongside the King and Queen of Atlantia when
needed. Typically, we’re not called upon unless a significant decision needs to
be made. Before the transference of crowns recently, the last time the Council
gathered was when Malik became the Blood Crown’s prisoner.

Bloodline: Changeling. Seer.


Personality: Headstrong. Also finds humor
in others’ ridiculousness. Deep thinker. Matchmaker.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses:
Knows a face whether half-hidden or not. Likes whiskey. Sensual.


Background: Oldest member of the Council—two
thousand years old. Author of Miss Willa’s Diary.

Hair: Blond. Shoulder-length.


Eyes: Crimson with vertical pupil in the
time of the gods. Blue with vertical pupil in recent times.


Body type: Long legs.


Facial features: Sand-colored flesh. Sharp,
strong, chiseled jaw. Wide-set eyes tilted down at the inner corners. Full,
bow-shaped lips. Not classically handsome but interesting and striking. 


Distinguishing features: Faint but distinct
scale pattern on skin.


Preternatural appearance: Purplish black
scales. Large but not as big as Nektas. Smooth, black
horns starting in the middle of the flattened bridge of his nose and rising up the center of his diamond-shaped head. The ones
around his eyes are smaller but lengthen into sharp points that jut out from
his frills as they travel up his head.


Other: Gruff voice. Can change his teeth
and breathe fire while in his god form.


Personality: Aloof. Sarcastic. Easily
irritated. 


Background: Was young when what Kolis did
came out. Was hidden away with the other younglings. First draken
to emerge after Poppy summons Nyktos’s guards.

Physical Description: Wear masks made of
human skin.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Hang
symbols from trees—brown rope fashioned into a circle or noose with a bone
crossing through the center. Like the Royal Crest but instead of a straight
line or arrow slanting in toward the center, it’s a bone slanting out. Also
create the symbol out of rocks on the forest floor. Supposedly kill and eat
anything/one they perceive as a threat. They aren’t just anti-Craven with
keeping people out of their territory; they’re anti-everything and everyone.
Usually, only attack when hungry. Cannibals—but nobody knows why that is.

Two born of the same misdeeds, born of the same great
and Primal power in the mortal realm. A first daughter, with blood full of
fire, fated for the once-promised King. And the second daughter, with blood
full of ash and ice, the other half of the future King. Together, they will
remake the realms as they usher in the end. And so it will begin with the last
Chosen blood spilled, the great conspirator birthed from the flesh and fire of
the Primals will awaken as the Harbinger and the
Bringer of Death and Destruction to the lands gifted by the gods. Beware, for
the end will come from the west to destroy the east and lay waste to all which
lies between.


 


I know, I know, it is a lot. Even I, with some inside
knowledge, have not been able to decipher it all. I can tell you what I do
quote-unquote know, however. I shall break it down incrementally and tell you
what I have deciphered.

For finally, the Primal rises, the giver [Sera]
of blood and the bringer [Nyktos]
of bone, the Primal of Blood and Ash. 


 


Two born of the same misdeeds [the capture
of Ires and Jadis—how Isbeth got pregnant],
born of the same great and Primal power in the mortal realm [Millicent
and Poppy, born of Ires, son of the true Primal of Life and a Primal of Death].
A first daughter [Millicent], with blood full of fire
[Revenant with embers in her blood], fated for the
once-promised King [Malik’s heartmate]. And the
second daughter [Poppy], with blood full of ash and
ice [granddaughter of the Asher and…Death—like Ash],
the other half of the future King [Casteel’s heartmate].
Together, they will remake the realms as they usher in the end [the
Awakening]. And so it will begin with the last Chosen blood
spilled [Poppy was the last Chosen, and her blood was spilled—her
birth], the great conspirator [Kolis]
birthed from the flesh and fire of the Primals will
awaken as the Harbinger and the Bringer of Death and Destruction to the lands
gifted by the gods. Beware, for the end will come from the west [the
mortal realm] to destroy the east [Iliseeum].

“‘You will bow before your Queen. Or you will bleed before
her.

“‘You need to understand that I will do anything and
everything for my wife. No risk is too great, nor is
anything too sacred. Because she is my everything. There is
nothing greater than her, and I do mean nothing.’”

Your
understanding. I’m in love with you, and I will be in love with you when I take
my last breath and then beyond in the Vale.’”

It just cares that you have the person for as long as you can.’” 


“‘You. All I ever need is you. Now. Always.’” 


“‘Life doesn't wait to hand you a new puzzle until you’ve
figured out the last one.’”

“‘You people and your concern for nudity is tiresome.’”


“‘Whether she ruled over all the lands and seas or was the Queen
of nothing but a pile of ashes and bones she would—will—always be my Queen.
Love is too weak an emotion to describe how she consumes me and what I feel for
her. She is my everything.’” 


“‘We’re two hearts…one soul. We’ll find each other again. We
always will.’” 


“‘Be careful but be brave.’” 


“‘I love you…with my heart and my soul, today and tomorrow.

The calm in
my storm. My strength when I was weak. The breath when I couldn’t breathe. He
was more than my King. My husband. Ash was the other half of my heart and
soul.”


“‘But I still fell, Sera. Hard and fast. Irrevocably. Even
without my kardia, I fell in love with
you.’”


“‘You’re simply my first, Sera, and you will be my last.’”

FLESH AND FIRE HISTORY
TIMELINE


 


 


This is a look at how things shook out before Sera entered Iliseeum. Some details were gathered via research and
speaking with others; therefore, could be slightly inaccurate due to knowledge
not yet known or available. Other bits are things I have seen.


 


CLOSE TO 1000 YEARS BEFORE SERA IS BORN:


Kolis sees Sotoria picking flowers
and instantly falls in love with her.


She sees him, gets scared, and falls from the Cliffs of
Sorrow.


Callum tries to take his life but Kolis makes him a
Revenant.


Kolis begs Eythos to bring her
back to life, and he refuses.


Eythos believes his twin accepted
his decision.


Eythos meets Mycella,
and she becomes his Consort.


 


SEVERAL DECADES LATER:


Kolis discovers a way to bring Sotoria
back to life, by becoming the Primal God of Life. 


Kolis destroys all record of the
truth in both realms. 


He switches fates with his brother. 


Thousands of gods and several Primals
die as a result of what Kolis does.


Kolis brings Sotoria back to life.


She’s horrified by what’s been done.


Kolis doesn’t understand why she’s so morose.


Sotoria possibly starves herself.


Nothing Kolis does gets her to love him.


Sotoria possibly fights back
against him.


She dies again.


Eythos and Keella
mark her for rebirth.


Sotoria’s soul will never enter
the Vale, it will continuously be reborn.


Kolis murders Mycella while she’s
pregnant and destroys her soul.


Somehow, Nyktos miraculously
survives.


 


TWO HUNDRED YEARS BEFORE SERA’S BIRTH:


King Roderick promises that the firstborn Mierel daughter will become the Consort of the Primal of
Death.


Nyktos is about nineteen years old
when the deal is made. 


Eythos takes embers from himself
and Nyktos and hides them in the Mierel
bloodline.


He believes he’s hiding the embers in the one being able to
stop Kolis—Sotoria’s reincarnation.


Eythos dies—killed while weakened
by a shadowstone stab to the heart.


Kolis retains his soul and puts it in the Star diamond.


 


THE START OF SERA’S LIFE:


Sera is born—an en caul birth.


Rot begins in the mortal realm—possibly Iliseeum,
as well.


The mortals believe it’s a countdown to the expiration of
the deal that King Roderick made.


 


TEN YEARS LATER:


An oil spill happens in the Stroud Sea, and an enraged Phanos erupts from the water in a hurricane and destroys
every ship in port, killing hundreds. His roar of fury sends shockwaves across
the land and makes ears bleed. After, the waters were free of pollutants.


It seems to me that Phanos is
channeling the Ancients a bit there.


 


SEVENTEEN YEARS AFTER SERA’S BIRTH (BIRTHDAY):


Sera is presented to the Primal God of Death to become his
Consort.


Nyktos rejects her.


 


TWENTY YEARS AFTER SERA’S BIRTH (ANOTHER BIRTHDAY):


The Primal God of Death claims Sera.


 


TWENTY-ONE YEARS AFTER SERA’S BIRTH:


Sera is fated to die at age twenty-one unless she’s Ascended
by Nyktos. But the catch is…he has
to love her. And he’s incapable of love with his kardia
removed.


It’s unclear if she’ll die due to the Culling/Nyktos’s blood, by Kolis’s hand, or another way.


If Sera dies, both realms die with her.


Thankfully, the fact that they’re heartmates means that Nyktos can love her. So, when he decides to be
selfish and Ascend her instead of taking the embers
and letting her die, she becomes the true Primal of Life.

As with the earlier part, this section contains information
on individuals of note in the time of the gods. Here, too, I have recorded
things I’ve found via research or saw, documenting them to be used for
reference. If something happens to be missing, it’s likely because nobody
recorded it—which is entirely possible since, for example, any
and all mention of the Consort was erased—or I never saw it in my
visions. If things come to light later, either through unearthed references or
my sight, I will update the records as needed. But for now, this is a fairly comprehensive detailing of what happened when Seraphena Mierel entered Iliseeum, and those involved in the subsequent impactful
and multi-realm-changing events.

to see a full-size image of Sera’s crown by Creatively Agnes.


 


Oh, dear Sera. She has a fire I envy and a past I condole.
Promised to another over two hundred years before she was even born, her future
was never hers. Used as a tool, a pawn in a bid to right a wrong, she was
stripped of her rightful honors and forced to commit unspeakable acts.
Thankfully, things worked out for her—at least mostly—but it certainly wasn’t
an easy road. 


Because I have no firsthand knowledge of the
Consort, my files on her are extensive. I wasn’t sure what someone would
find important, so I detailed most everything I saw. She and Ash also
fascinate me, so I found I wanted to record as much as possible. 


 


Hair: Pale blond. Curly. Down to her
waist/hips.


Eyes: Deep forest-green that become silver
with Ascension. Tilted at the corners.


Body Type: Tall. Voluptuous. 


Facial features: Stubborn chin.


Distinguishing features: Crescent moon birthmark
above left shoulder blade—unseen by mortals but sometimes felt. Thirty-six
freckles on her face. Twelve on her back. A constellation of birthmarks on her
thigh. Golden Consort imprint on her right hand. Right-handed—wears her dagger
on her right hip.


Preternatural features/abilities: Can sense
emotions. Can sense death. While healing/reviving, glow erupts under the skin
and seeps from hands. Power sometimes comes with the scent of fresh lilacs. Can
use compulsion on Primals. Can turn into a silvery-white
cave cat with green eyes spliced with silver. 


Personality: Impetuous. Brave. Stubborn.
Contrary. Curious. Impulsive. Reckless.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Afraid
of snakes. Suffers from severe anxiety. Trained with weapons. Trained as an
escort. Not good at remembering voices. Can’t swim. Walks when she can’t sleep.
Rambles when she’s nervous. Likes to read. Extraordinarily good at not
remaining unseen. Can hold breath underwater for ~two minutes. Holds breath to
get anxiety under control. 


Other: Twenty years old. Winter birthday.
Full Consort title = The One who is born of Blood and Ash, the Light
and the Fire, and the Brightest Moon. Before Kolis kidnapped her, she
had killed twenty-two individuals with her hands.


Background: Promised as a Consort two
hundred years before she was born. Attempted to take her life.


Family: Mother = Queen Calliphe.
Father = Lamont †. Ancestor = Roderick Mierel †.
Stepsister = Ezmeria “Ezra.” Stepbrother = Tavius †.
Stepfather = Ernald †. Shared soul = Sotoria †.
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SERAPHENA’S JOURNEY TO DATE:



At six summers, Sera discovered her gift. A beloved barn
cat, Butters, died, and Sera and Ezra found him. Sera brought him back to life
without even trying. Unfortunately, her stepbrother Tavius saw and reported it
to the Queen, making Sera’s life even more difficult. 


At age seven, her family left her behind when they went on
holiday to their country estate, and she was never allowed to have dinner with
them. She wasn’t even allowed a lady’s maid, for fear they’d be a bad influence
on her. I find this so very sad, and my heart breaks for her.


At a much too early age, she began training in weapons and
hand-to-hand combat, becoming even more skilled than most of the Royal Guard. 


At age eleven, she sprained her ankle, and Sir Holland, the
knight in charge of her training, bandaged her and gave her more affection than
anyone in her family.


Her father died by suicide when she was young—I’m not sure
at exactly what age…young enough for her to not really know him at all. It changed
her. 


In the months leading up to her seventeenth birthday, she
trained with the Mistresses of the Jade in sensual warfare, being told that the
most dangerous weapon isn’t a violent one. 


They are absolutely correct. I’ve
been known to use my wiles to get my way, but I was never forced to, and
certainly not as a teenager. And especially not for a task I was told I could
not fail at like Sera: becoming the Primal of Death’s Consort, making him fall
in love with her thus weakening him, only to…end him.


Despite being the daughter of the current Queen and the
deceased King of Lasania, Sera has only been
recognized as a Royal and a Princess three times in her life. Still, being the
Maiden made her a target. There were at least two kidnapping attempts. 


At age seventeen, Sera was made to feel naked, exposed, and
helpless as she was trussed up and readied to be presented to the Primal of
Death. Unfortunately, he rejected her in a very public manner, making her life
even harder for the years to come—something he would come to regret deeply
later. 


Despite the increased hardships and her miserable living
situation, Sera found ways to fill her time and feel useful. Ezra started
helping the less fortunate in Lasania, and Sera
helped her stepsister, stealing excess food from the kitchens and getting her
hands on anything else that could potentially help. She also helped the less
fortunate in other ways and protected the lost. 


At the age of nineteen, Sera started having severe,
troublesome, and worrisome headaches. At about that same time, she became sexually
active and used it as a way to feel less hollow
inside. 


Gods, I feel for the poor girl so much. What a dear. Sex
should be a celebration of life, not a substitute for the things one needs to
survive and thrive. But Sera makes the most of everything that has gone wrong,
taking comfort in the ironic twist that failing to become the Primal’s Consort means she’s no longer hidden away and
doesn’t have to remain pure.


As you can see, she did not have an easy upbringing, and her
teenage years were even more fraught with unease as Queen Calliphe
sent Sera out to commit unspeakable acts of violence for even the most minor perceived
slights. 


But let’s get back to when things all changed. Leading up to
her seventeenth birthday, she was already undergoing training with the
Mistresses of the Jade, was better in combat than a lot of the guards, and kept
at arm’s length because of her Chosen Maiden status. All of this contributed to
her growing anxiety, which she desperately tried to control with breathing
exercises. 


As I mentioned before, on her seventeenth birthday, she was
readied for presentation to be offered to the Primal of Death as his Consort as a way to honor the deal struck between the Primal and
King Roderick Mierel some two hundred years before
Sera’s birth.


Lady Kala leads Sera to three Shadow Priests, who take her
to a circular chamber to be presented to the Primal. They summon him, and Sera
feels real terror when he arrives. However, as she’s been trained to do, she
smiles shyly and goes to kneel in supplication, only he suddenly comes before
her. He feels cold to her, and that coldness only grows as he leans in and
tells her that he has no need of a Consort. Just as quickly as he arrived, he’s
gone. At first, she feels relief at being left behind, but then panic
flares—and rightfully so. The next three years would be ever so dreadful for
dear Sera.


Despite it not being her fault at all, she’s blamed by
all—her mother one of the worst—and it shatters and shrivels something inside
her, changing her irrevocably.


The Priests present her on each of her next three birthdays,
but the Primal of Death never shows himself again. I later discovered they
never actually summoned Nyktos.


In her twentieth year, Sera’s mother orders her to show some
Lords of the Vodina Isles what a hot piece she
is—something crude they said to her—and kill them all.


Every year the Primal of Death didn’t claim her made things
harder for Sera, but the six months following her twentieth birthday were some
of the worst. Food was no longer sent to her chambers, making it necessary for
her to raid the kitchens. She no longer received clothing. And she was always
left alone. The only time she even saw her mother was when she was ordered to send
a message.


Now, I know that Calliphe had
trouble looking at Sera, even from a very young age because she looks so much
like her father and the Queen missed him like a limb, but to neglect and abuse
your child like that? It makes me furious. 


But back to her ordered assassination. Going after the Lords
of the Vodina Isles, Sera heads to the docks and
kills all four of them, setting their ship free to be found later by whomever.
She then heads to the Luxe, hears a shrill cry, and follows the sound, only to
see a woman killing a man with eather. She feels
warmth in her chest and sees a man tossing a dead child aside. She realizes
that both the man and the woman are gods and vows to kill at least one of
them—the male for sure. She knows she’ll likely die in the process and makes
peace with that knowledge.


Just as she’s about to launch her attack, someone grabs her
and carries her away. Something about his voice is strangely familiar. She
pulls a dagger on him and ends up pinned against an outdoor wall. Meeting his
gaze, she realizes that he’s also a god. She wonders if he’s from the
Shadowlands, the Court of the Primal of Death, and therefore knows who she is.


Oh, he knew all right.


When the three murderous gods return, she and the god she’s
with hide in plain sight by making out against the wall. Once the coast is
clear, he orders her to go home. In true Seraphena
fashion, she simply walks away, ignoring him.


Meeting up again, Sera realizes he’s been following the
other gods, too. They decide to investigate the Kazin house together, and she
finds it odd that the gods would kill and want it to remain unknown. She learns
that this isn’t the first time these gods have done something like this and
hears about the other victims.


Sera feels jolts of static whenever she and the god touch,
and the eather in the god’s eyes makes her think of
the Primal of Death. Despite what she feels and the confusion it raises within her, she doesn’t hesitate to pull her shadowstone dagger and put it to his throat. He comments on
the weapon and asks her where she got it. She lies and says she took it from
her stepbrother.


Easily disarmed, she has to answer
why she so eagerly rushes toward death. She tells him to just get on with
killing her but finds herself wanting to relax into him. Before she can unravel
that thought more, he tells her to be careful and leaves.


The next time Sera trains with Sir Holland, he tells her
she’s been off lately, and she realizes she’s been trying to come to terms with
the fact that she threatened and kissed a god. And the more she thinks
about it, the more she realizes how right it felt to be around him.


When Holland calls her Princess, it annoys Sera,
and she corrects him, saying she’s an assassin and bait. He corrects her,
but she once again insists she’s merely a weapon and nothing more…except for
maybe a martyr. She was prepared to die killing the murderous gods, but she
knows she won’t survive killing the Primal of Death. 


Sera goes to see Odetta and asks her what it means to be
touched by life and death—something she’s been told before. Odetta says that
only the Fates know. 


That’s a loaded answer if I ever heard one. It makes me
wonder if Odetta knew more than she let on.


After visiting her father’s painting in her mother’s room
and getting into it with the Queen, Sera heads to Stonehill and feels warmth in
her chest, indicating that someone close has died. She sees the god, Madis,
again and enters Joanis Designs, only to find the seamstress dead. The smells
of charred flesh and something fresher permeate the air. Lilacs, perhaps? 


She feels someone sneaking up on her and whirls, stabbing
out with her dagger and getting…the god—her sexy god—right in the chest.
Stunned, she watches as he pulls the blade free and destroys it. She threatens
him and says she’s unimpressed by his show of force, not surprising given her
usual lack of self-preservation. He asks her if anything scares her and calls
her liessa. Once again, she feels a sense
of…rightness being with him. Even more so when he tells her that she feels
terror but isn’t afraid. 


Nobody has ever seen her like that.



As they discuss what keeps bringing them together, he
confesses that he’s watched out for her, but more than that, he’s wanted
to. 


Now that is a comment that means so much more than
it sounds on the surface, especially since we know he’s watched her since she
was a child. 


Sera suddenly gets an odd feeling in the center of her
chest, right in the spot where she normally feels her gifts responding to
death. The heaviness unfurls within her, and she turns back to the seamstress’s
body for no discernible reason, suddenly catching the scent of stale lilacs in
the air. 


The dead seamstress stirs, rises, and attacks. The god steps
in and stabs Andreia with his shadowstone sword. Once
she’s dead, Sera asks the god what liessa
means—the word he’s been calling her. He explains that it has many meanings,
but it always means something beautiful and powerful.


If that didn’t give her a boost, I’m not sure what would.


While training later with Sir Holland, Ezra comes for
her—stirring the knight’s ire—and asks for her help, telling her about an
abusive guy named Nor and his children. Sera agrees.


After donning the appropriate attire, she goes to see Nor.
On the way, she and Ezra discuss the Rot overtaking the land. Near the Temple
of Keella, Sera hears protestors speaking about the
Rot and the Crown. While their rants are true, the words spoken bother her.
Despite that, she has a job to do and does it, killing Nor, taking care of a
battered woman, and rescuing the man’s abused son. 


While walking through the elms to her lake, Sera sees a
reddish brown kiyou wolf that’s been shot in the
chest with an arrow. She approaches and tries to help, ultimately bringing it
back to life. It licks her hand, and she feels the same warmth in her chest that
she usually does around death or when she uses her healing gift, only it’s
stronger this time. She wonders if it’s because of the wolf’s size.


She makes it to the lake and is filled with wonder at how it
feels like home. Heading in, she enjoys herself until she realizes she’s not
alone. She calls out for whoever is there to show themselves and is stunned
when the god walks out from behind the waterfall. She tries to scold him for
being there. When he tells her he was there before her, and she realizes that
he watched her undress, she’s shocked—more so when he says she’s like a goddess
made of silver and moonbeams. Regardless, she demands that he leave.


Once again, his voice—like a smoky, shadowy caress—feels
familiar to her, and she grows inexplicably warm. 


She asks him about his ink, and he hedges. As their talk
progresses, she threatens him again—shocker, right?—and
then reveals she’s a Princess. She asks him his name and sees his tattoo in its
entirety. He says that some call him Ash, and tacks on that it’s short for many
things. 


Sera exits the lake and gets dressed but only dons her slip before he warns her that they’re not alone.
Sera sees Gyrms for the first time, and their scent
reminds her of something. She’s worried they will kill the god but can’t help
but bicker with him as they fight the creatures. 


Eventually, she ends up unconscious from the battle. When
she wakes, she calls Ash beautiful and realizes that she’s on the grass with
her head on his thigh. Surprised he stayed, she engages in more conversation
with him, and he fills her in on some stuff she questions. Many of the things
Ash says utterly surprise—and delight—Sera, and she finds herself a little
awed.


She realizes she’s been smiling, and he teases her that
she’s gifted him with three. When she asks if the other gods are kind, he
corrects her that he’s not kind but then says he maybe has one kind
and decent bone in his body—for her. 


Unable to stop herself, she asks him why, and he tells her
that he wants and needs to kiss her. She realizes that she is attracted to him
on a visceral level, as well, and tells him to go ahead.


He smiles, and she sees his fangs for the first time before
sharing a kiss to end all kisses. When Ash tells her to show him what she
wants, she doesn’t hesitate. She demonstrates what ramps her up and controls
his movements as he pleasures her with his hand. When she crests that peak, he
sucks her flavor from his fingers and tells her that she tastes like the sun.


Sera moves to reciprocate, and he confesses that it’ll
become more than kissing and touching if she does that, admitting how badly he
wants her. She tells him that she feels the same before they kiss, cuddle, and
chat a bit more, and then part ways.


Back at the castle, she learns about the riot the night
before and talks to Ezra about the ruler Lasania
needs. Despite the gravity of their conversation, she finds she can’t stop
thinking about Ash.


Sera raids the kitchens and takes what she finds to check on
some of the farmers on the outskirts of town. Unfortunately, she discovers the Coupers have succumbed to the hardships of the Rot.
Distraught, she heads to see the King and talks to him about the Coupers and what’s going on in the kingdom. Tavius is
there, and they argue as usual. During the exchange, she feels something dark
in the center of her chest where her gift generally springs to life, but this
time, it’s slick and cold.


On her way to training, Sera hears a servant calling for
help and goes to investigate, only to find it’s a trap. During the attack, she
tells her assailants that killing her won’t stop the Rot and learns that the
Royal Guards were paid to take her out. She defends herself and ups her body
count to seventeen. When discovered later, she lies and says she found the
guards dead. She also sees the golden god we eventually find out is Callum—and
not a god at all.


Later, Sera overhears Ezra giving instructions to a carriage
driver and follows her. She ends up helping Healer Dirks with some injured
townsfolk. She and Ezra discuss her attack and the role the servant girl played,
and Sera finds out that Tavius is broke—an insinuation
that he couldn’t have been the one who paid off the guards. She’s not sure she
believes that.


Ector arrives in the mortal realm and confronts Sera. She
knows he’s a god, but he tells her not to kneel to him, making her realize that
she’s never knelt for Ash. Ector tells her that he was
ordered to give her something and presents her with a narrow birch box. Inside,
she’s stunned to find a gorgeous new shadowstone
dagger and feels a flush of emotion. She’s never been given a gift before. 


That is just so very sad. Everyone should be given a gift at
some point in their life, especially when they’re young.


Sera’s nursemaid passes away, and Sera starts feeling more
and more ill after the funeral. She tells Sir Holland about her symptoms, and he
instructs her to rest and says he’ll bring her something to help her feel
better. When he returns, he tells her the story of Sotoria
and says that Sera reminds him of her. He also assures her that everything will
be okay regarding her becoming Consort and the fate of the realm.


As an Arae, he would know… But Sera doesn’t know that yet.


The Rite arrives, and Sera attends, posing as the Queen’s
handmaiden. In the Sun Temple, Sera feels the energy of the place coating the
air and crackling across her skin. It reminds her of the jolt she got when Ash
touched her. 


As she watches her stepsister, she realizes that she’s
jealous of Ezra and wishes she was worthy of her family. A Chosen is presented
to the King of Gods, and Sera is shaken when Kolis looks directly at her.
She wonders if she only imagined the Primal’s
attention, but thinking about it only makes her head hurt worse.


Later, Ezra comes to Sera, clearly shaken and asking for her
help. When she sees why, Sera realizes that Mari—Ezra’s friend—is dead. Her
sister begs her to save Marisol, and Sera realizes that Ezra loves the other
woman. Sera brings her back from the dead and worries for a moment that she’ll
come back like the seamstress did—not mortal any longer. Her fears are assuaged
when she realizes that Mari doesn’t have fangs. Ezra thanks her and tells her
she is and has always been a blessing, not a failure. They hug, and her
stepsister says she loves her. Despite the positive outcome, Sera worries about
the feeling of dread overtaking her. She fears she’s playing like a Primal and
will be punished for it. 


After a night full of nightmares of chasing a dark-haired
man and having wolves and serpents chasing her, Sera wakes late the
next morning, thinking—and hoping—the Primal of Death doesn’t know what she
did. Unfortunately, she rouses to find Tavius in her room. She immediately
reaches for her dagger, only to find it gone. Sera accuses Tavius of being
behind the attack the other day, and he tells her that he wouldn’t waste his
coin on her. 


Seeing that Tavius has her dagger, she lunges for it, and he
pins her to the bed. He tells her the King is dead, and he is now the ruler of Lasania. She also finds out that Sir Holland has been
reassigned and sent to the Vodina Isles to work on a
so-called peace treaty. She knows that’s not true. He was sent there to die, as
the people of the Isles no doubt want revenge for what
she did to their Lords.


Sera asks her stepbrother why he hates her and realizes that
he sees her, the last rightful Mierel heir, as a
threat. She hadn’t considered that… Still, she tells him that he is not and
will never be her King. He calls in the guards, and they take her to
the Great Hall.


Tavius secures Sera to the statue of the Primal and whips her.
As she feels something dark and oily spark within her, icy fire pours out of
her body, her blood hums, and the center of her chest throbs. She feels as if
she can taste shadows and death in the back of her throat. She vows she’ll kill
Tavius—slice his hands from his body and carve his heart from his chest before
setting him on fire. When laughter erupts from her, it’s an ancient, endless,
dark sound that isn’t hers.


Suddenly, the Primal of Death appears, and she’s stunned to
see that it’s Ash. He shatters one guard, making her laugh darkly. When Ash
claims her as his Consort, she laughs again.


She had to be in shock, and her injuries certainly didn’t
help. 


Ash confronts Tavius, and the icy fire in Sera’s veins
returns as she watches her mother beg for her stepbrother’s life. Instead of
killing him, Ash leaves Tavius to Sera, and she kills him. Still
riding on the high of taking care of that menace, she realizes the familiarity
she’s felt with Ash makes sense now, and it enrages her. Furious, she attacks
him.


He tells her that if he leaves her in the mortal realm,
she’ll become a target, even if she escapes punishment for killing the new
King. So, he claims her. He tells her she no longer has a choice and
apologizes, promising that her family will be safe.


They leave the castle, and she asks Ash why he didn’t tell
her who he was. He asks her if she would have still been interested in
him if she’d known he was the Primal of Death. She has no real answer for that.



When they reach her lake, Sera discovers why she’s felt so
at home there all these years—it was a way for her to get to him. They pass
through to Iliseeum, and Sera is stunned to find that
one of the hills she sees is actually a dragon. Well…a
draken. She meets Nektas
and Ash tells her to pet him. She hesitates, afraid to be swallowed whole, but
does it anyway. Three other draken emerge. 


Sera sees the palace and assumes that Ash impaled those she
sees hanging on the wall. It makes her wary. Rhain approaches, and they meet.
Ash confesses that he’d hoped there would be some time before the others
realized he’d arrived with a guest. He tells her that very few know about her
but asks if he can introduce her as his Consort. She agrees. 


After she meets Aios, the goddess
takes her to her room and has food and bath water prepared for her. Ash arrives
sometime later when Sera’s in the tub and tells her
that Tavius was sent to the Abyss. He offers to help her wash her hair, and she
accepts. As he goes about the task, they talk, and Ash asks about her training.
She lies and inquires why he never returned. He tells her that the Priests
never resummoned him. He admits what he felt from her that day he came and
explains why he did what he did, stunning Sera with the knowledge that he can
feel and taste emotions. 


Sera asks Ash why he made the deal and is told the answer is
complicated. He says he’ll tell her when she’s dressed. The sexual tension
ramps up between them again, and Ash tells her he knows she enjoys and wants
his touch, which has nothing to do with the deal. Both of
them are very interested in certain aspects of their union. He pleasures
her again with his hand and admits to thinking about their time at the lake
every time he takes care of himself. 


He applies healing ointment to her back and reminds her that
he’s the same person he was before, despite her knowing that he’s the Primal of
Death. He then goes on to say that she knows more about him than most.


More than most? She knows him completely. They are heartmates,
after all. 


Sera wonders about the deal with King Roderick and learns that
Ash didn’t make it; his father did. He goes on to explain that the deal transferred
to him when his father died, along with all the power and responsibilities of
the Primal of Death. Sera suddenly realizes that what he said when he brought
her to Iliseeum, about her choice ending, pertains to
him, as well. He didn’t choose any of this either. 


She learns more about his parents. He also reveals that he’s
had others watching her. When talk turns to Madis, Cressa, and Taric, Ash tells
her that he doesn’t think the murders are connected to her, though he says he
waited so long to come to her again out of fear of exposing her. 


Sera realizes that everything she believed about the Primal
of Death is wrong. He’s a good man, but it doesn’t matter because she has a
duty. She returns to the subject of Lathan—the friend he had watching her that
he was forced to kill—and asks why Ash had him watching over her. He explains
that his enemies will now become hers. As the reality of her situation sinks
in, she laments the unfairness of it and considers everything that will happen
after she kills him.


Aios arrives and fills Sera in on
several things she’s been wondering about. The goddess tells her how she came
to be in the Shadowlands and how she and the others feel safe in Nyktos’s Court. After she leaves, Sera finds that Ector is
guarding her room and realizes she isn’t allowed to leave. The god tells her
that he’s there for her safety. When she calls Nyktos
Ash, it stuns Ector, and he tells her that he doubts even the Primal
of Death knows what to do with her. 


Not many would. Sera is truly unique and wonderful.


Davina takes over maid duties and calls Sera meyaah Liessa. Sera
learns that it means: my Queen. The draken tells her
about the dangers surrounding the House of Haides. 


Saion escorts her downstairs, and Ash returns the dagger he
gifted her, now with a sheath. She immediately secures it to her right thigh
before asking him some questions. 


Sera learns he can’t read her mind, and that he doesn’t feed
anymore. When she inquires about him being a
prisoner, he tells her he has been many things and hesitates
to answer. She wonders if he’d rather them get to know
each other or be strangers and is stunned when he confesses that he wants them
to be as close as they were at the lake once again, but that talk of his
imprisonment isn’t up for discussion. 


Sera meets Jadis and learns more about the draken, which she finds utterly fascinating.


When next she sees Ash, she runs into him, and he jerks and
hisses. It concerns her. Even more when he urges her
not to touch him. She insinuates she doubts his interest in her and says he’s
all talk. He backs her against a wall and tells—plus demonstrates—how real and
potent his interest is. He explains how badly he wants to be inside her and
knows she wants it too without even having to read her emotions. She tells him
that she doesn’t like him—a lie—and he responds that it’s better that way.


They can resist it all they want, but it’s futile. Don’t you
sometimes wish you could just tell people that so they would stop wasting their
time and appreciate what’s right in front of them?


Sera tours the House of Haides and learns that her coronation
will happen in a fortnight. When she asks if she’ll be Ascended, she’s
surprised by Ash’s response. He tells her that this was never her choice, and
he won’t force an eternity of it on her. She also learns that he views love as
an unnecessary risk. 


With some thought, Sera realizes that Ash’s mother was
likely murdered by another Primal and considers that Ash may actually
be incapable of love given what happened to his parents. She also
wonders how he’ll respond to her unusual gift.


Some days later, another Primal arrives, and Ector escorts
Sera to safety. She chooses to be sequestered in the library instead of her
chambers and ends up spying on the interaction between Veses
and Ash. The feelings it rouses in her are confusing, but she chooses to push
them aside for the time being.


Later, she wanders the grounds and winds up in the Red
Woods. She finds a wounded silver hawk—that she later discovers was one of Attes’s chora, an
extension of him in his nota form—and heals the animal, compelled by
an old, powerful instinct. After, she sees the similarities between the Rot
back in Lasania and what is happening to the Dying and Red Woods.


Hunters and entombed gods attack Sera, and she realizes she
can’t kill them all. Ash suddenly appears and saves her, and she learns about
the entombed gods and the blood trees. After the attack, Saion escorts her back
to the House of Haides and realizes she’s been injured. She falls unconscious
and wakes to find Nektas with her in his god form. He
tells her the only reason she isn’t dead is because Ash used a rare antidote on
her. 


She believes that all of Ash’s decisions and actions are
because of the deal. She has no idea that he already loves her, though even he
doesn’t realize it yet because of his lack of kardia.



Ash arrives and asks Sera how she got so strong as she seems
truly unfazed by almost dying. She says she had
to be strong. Talk turns to the attack in the woods and how the gods got free,
and Sera learns that the Shadowlands dying has nothing to do with the deal.


Ash tells her that he’s asked everyone to give her space and
admits he’s been avoiding her too because spending more than a few minutes in
her presence has his desire overwhelming his common sense. She scoffs. He
kisses her and admits that he doesn’t know why he fights it since she’d let him
have her. He pleasures her once more. 


Randomly, he tells her that he counted her freckles and
reveals that she has thirty-six, telling her there
should be no doubt in her mind about his interest in her. She realizes that he
found release this time, too, even though he wasn’t touched. He asks if he can
lie with her, and she agrees, confessing to him that she’s had sex before and
learning that Ash is a virgin. It shocks her, and she wonders aloud why. She
realizes that his life is as lonely as hers, and that he’s risking everything
with her because he can’t help himself—even though he thinks they’ll both end
up hating him for it. He falls asleep beside her but is gone when she wakes.


Aios brings Sera breakfast and
eats with her in her chambers before they go for a walk and help Reaver with
his flying. The goddess tells her that Ash has never had any sexual or romantic
interest in anyone before Sera. She then meets Bele and Rhahar.
Bele is the first to bow to her and tells her why it’s so important that everyone
does it. She also shares that the other Courts are taking bets on how long
she’ll live. 


Later, a seamstress arrives to do a fitting and talk revolves
around the coronation, the Chosen, and the Ascension. Ash checks on her and
reveals that no mortal has Ascended for several hundred years, then tells Sera
the truth about the fate of the Chosen and that Kolis knows and doesn’t care.
He also explains how some Chosen are simply disappearing. She demands they find
a way to stop the Rites and learns that Ash has been hiding the Chosen away, though
he prefers it appear as if he’s doing nothing. She has to
steel herself. Lasania is all that matters. She can’t
worry about the mortals. The Chosen aren’t her
problem. 


That night, unable to sleep, she goes out onto the balcony
and finds Ash. She tells him she’s dealing with what she learned, and they
discuss the difficulties of their positions, and the way death has affected
them both. He says she’s not a monster and touches her, causing another jolt of
energy to pass between them. He then goes on to say that a monster wouldn’t care
if they were one. She kisses him. 


Seeing that he’s struggling, too, she tells him that he
isn’t responsible for the actions of others and moves to explore. Enjoying the
playfulness she has with Ash—something she’s never had with another—she
pleasures him, delighting in making the Primal of Death shake. After, they
spoon, and she falls asleep, thinking over all the new things she’s experienced
in the short time she’s been with Ash. 


The next morning, she realizes she felt something shift the
night before when they fell asleep, like something growing between them that
was more than mutual lust. She feels connected to him in a way that goes beyond
the deal, and it warms her chest. She’s shocked to find Nektas
with her, and even more surprised when he tells her he’s never seen Ash sleep
so peacefully before and claims her as one of his.


Denied going to court because of the risk and with nothing
to do but think about things, she’s happy to be able to walk with Ector,
despite her thoughts spiraling about how Ash lifts the darkness from her and
the growing feelings between them. She learns more about the god and finds out
he knew Ash’s parents and knows about the deal. 


She and the draken follow him to
see what’s going on at the southern gate, and she feels warmth in her chest
when she sees Gemma, realizing the mortal is dead. The heat in her chest
vibrates, striking against an instinct she’s never felt so powerfully before.
She wonders if the draken can sense what’s building
inside her. 


She starts to glow a faint, silvery-white, and the scent of
freshly bloomed lilacs rises. Humming grows in her ears, awakening a calling in
her that overrides all thought. Eather swirls around her fingertips, her throat
goes dry, and her pulse races as light flares along Gemma’s skin, and the girl
revives. Ash remarks with astonishment that Sera carries an ember of life. 


Sera’s thoughts flash back to Sir Holland telling her that
she carries an ember of life, hope, and the possibility of a future. As she
thinks on that, she’s told the gods and draken in
attendance felt the power ripple, and it’s likely that everyone in Iliseeum felt it. She learns that many will come looking
for the source and that could be a very bad thing.


And it is. A very bad thing. Even though most who
were the real threats already knew.


Ash tells her that he’s felt it before and asks her how many
other times she’s used her gift. He reveals that the Hunters and the murderous
gods were likely looking for her, and if he’d been closer, it would have drawn
him out, too. She reveals how she healed the hawk in the woods and brought back
Marisol before she left the mortal realm. He tells her that her gift is from
the Primal of Life, but not Kolis. The real one: Ash’s father. She learns that Eythos was the true Primal of Life, and that the ember was
his—and Ash’s once upon a time—until Kolis, Eythos’s
twin, stole it.


Sera learns the story of Eythos,
Kolis, and Sotoria. She admits that she’d never used
her gift on a mortal before Mari because she didn’t want the power or the ability
to decide someone’s fate or use the power anytime the choice was presented. She
thinks that makes her weak, but Nektas tells her
otherwise. She wonders—with some horror—if she and Ash are related and is happy
to find out they are not, but she still questions how her gift can help. She
then learns that Kolis has Eythos’s soul. And given
the poppies started blooming once she arrived after being dormant for hundreds
of years, Nektas insists her mere presence is
bringing life back to the realm. 


The Rot in Iliseeum is from Kolis
losing his powers, and while she argues that it’s the deal expiring, she’s told
it has nothing to do with that. She’s shocked to find out that what’s happening
in Lasania would have happened regardless of the
bargain, and suddenly realizes the clock ticking down wasn’t for her kingdom,
it was for her.


Sudden relief sweeps through her at not having to manipulate
and kill Ash as she was trained to do. It lightens her load yet overwhelms her
with guilt. Bele outs Sera’s motives, and she confirms when asked outright. She
explains that was why she kept going back to the Temple. Sera believes she’ll
die now and can no longer think of Ash as…well, Ash. He’s Nyktos.
He tells her that she would have died the second she pulled the shadowstone blade from his chest after killing him. She
attempts to apologize but is told they’re under siege.


She offers to help and reminds them that she’s trained,
saying the danger is there because of her and she will not just stand by and do
nothing. She’s not a danger to their people and means them no harm, even though
Ash believes she’s a danger to him. Still, she rides with Ash, Rhahar, Saion, and Rhain to the gates at the bay, revealing
that she can feel death—the souls leaving their bodies. Ash tells her to stay
with Ector and Rhain, and she takes up a post firing arrows at the dakkais.


After the fight, Sera learns the rules for attacking another
Primal’s Court. Suddenly, she realizes that if Kolis
wants her dead, she will be. He knows something is in the Shadowlands, though doesn’t know the source. Nyktos insists he’ll keep it that way, no matter what. 


With a divide between them, they trade barbs and Sera
screams at Nyktos to stop reading her emotions,
especially if he isn’t going to believe what he feels. She goes on to say that
she never wanted to fulfill her duty and nothing she did with him was an act. 


Feeling like a monster, she offers to heal Nyktos’s wounds, and he lets it be known that he doesn’t
trust her enough to let her try. That stings. She’s concerned about him and
doesn’t want anything to happen, so she asks Nektas
how she can get him to take sustenance. He says he thinks they can probably get
Ash to feed from her because he’s mad
enough to do it. 


Well, alrighty, then.


The draken asks Sera if she would
have killed Ash if she’d never learned it wouldn’t save her people. She can’t
say yes. Nektas says that Ash knows that, too, and
that’s why he’ll feed. So, she goes to him and tells him to take
from her. She admits that she always knew she’d die young. He tells her to
leave and says if she doesn’t, he’ll feed from and fuck
her. She taunts him, asking if that’s a promise. He admits that he might kill
her. Still, he calls her liessa.


They engage in a little hate sex, though it’s anything but,
it’s more frustration, and he starts to heal. 


After asking if he took enough
blood, she goes to leave. He tells her to rest, and she says he can go fuck himself. When he grabs for her, Sera notices that he
feels warm for the first time. He tells her that she’s no real threat to him
because he’d never love her, and she asks him if he’s sure about that. Sera
submits as he takes her again, biting his thumb and drawing blood. He spanks
her, and she knows that neither of them will ever be the same. 


Later, she wakes alone with a headache,
wondering if Nyktos’s body was warm because he fed. She doesn’t think she can repair things with him,
but she wants friendship if nothing else. If she can. She thinks on whether there’s another way for her to save her people.
Maybe the ember was put in her for another reason. She suddenly feels sickened
at the thought of Kolis going after Nyktos before and
admits, even if only to herself, that she cares about him and his people. She
knows that getting caught by Kolis means she’ll die, and that will hasten the
death of both realms. 


Paxton brings water for a bath and Sera feels like crying at
the thoughtfulness of the gesture. She learns the boy’s story, and he tells her
that they can’t wait for her coronation and are proud to have her as their
Consort.


While in the bath, Sera is attacked. Hamid strangles her.
She fights, breaks a stool in the process, and stabs him with a jagged leg. He
falls and cracks his head on the tub. When the others arrive, they discuss the
mortal and his motives, and she remembers that Hamid visited Gemma. 


Suddenly, Sera becomes unsteady on her feet, her face and
head hurting terribly. She gets dizzy and tells them she gets migraines like her
mother but adds in the bit about her teeth bleeding lately. Nyktos
brings her some healing tea—the same she had with Sir Holland—and they recount
when things started. They tell her she’s going through the Culling and why.


Nyktos keeps her at arm’s length
and tells her she’ll be his Consort, though in name only. He adds that she’s
merely a vessel for the ember she carries—no friendship or love will be
involved.


Low blow, Nyktos. But given what I
saw sometime after this, I understand what you’re trying to do here…


After breakfast, Sera sees Gemma and finds that her touch
removes all wounds. She tells the girl that Nyktos
won’t hold her accountable for Hamid’s actions because she didn’t tell him to
attack Sera. Then things get complicated. She learns that she is who
Kolis is looking for. His graeca—his love or
life. She also learns what Kolis is doing with the missing Chosen—turning them
into Revenants. 


We know he’s actually turning them
into Ascended and Revenants.


Compelled to do so, Sera apologizes to Gemma for bringing
her back to life and then tells Bele and Aios what
Odetta said about her being touched by life and death. She asks them if they
can seek out the Fates, then insists they find Nyktos
immediately and tell him what Gemma and Odetta said. 


Cressa, Madis, and Taric show up. Sera gets knocked around,
and Taric takes her blood, doing something else that Sera can’t pin down. She stabs him in the chest with the butter knife she hid from
her morning meal. In the skirmish, he attempts to use compulsion on her, but it
doesn’t work.


Saion checks on Sera, and she tells him to go to Bele, who
got injured in the fight. She feels a flare in her chest that chills her to the
bone, knowing it’s the goddess. She watches the murderous gods die, and then Nyktos appears. She explains that Taric did something to
her. 


He tells her to remember that she may feel fear but she’s
never afraid and gives her back her dagger. She asks if she can try to save
Bele and is told the ember in her isn’t strong enough to bring back a god. When
she insists that the goddess died because of her and again asks to be allowed
to try, Nyktos tells her not to take on that guilt
but allows her to go to Bele anyway. She brings the goddess back to life and
finds that isn’t all she did. She also Ascended her. 


Afterward, she waits with Saion and Ector in Nyktos’s office and asks them if they’re afraid of her. She
doesn’t know what Ascension means for a god, so Ector and Saion tell her. Nyktos walks in and thanks her for saving Bele. He takes
care of her wounds and tells her he summoned the Fates, saying that Kolis will back
off until he figures out what exactly he’s dealing with. She’s also told that
not every god she brings back will Ascend—they have to
be fated to do so.


This made me wonder about the history.
If the Primals took to ground because the gods were
Ascending so rapidly, how and why
did that happen? Hopefully, I’ll be able to fill in that puzzle piece at some
point.


After dozing for a bit, Sera wakes and is told the Fates have
answered. Nektas is waiting for her and Nyktos in the throne room. Nyktos
seems concerned about Sera’s wellbeing, and she tells him that if she lost too
much blood, it’s on Taric, not him. He kisses her, and his lips are warm.
After, he tells her that the kiss changes nothing. Still, she feels hopeful. 


And she should. It changes nothing because he already knows
she’s it for him.


When Sera walks into the throne room, she’s shocked to find
Sir Holland. She’s instantly relieved to see that he wasn’t sent to the Vodina Isles, but then realizes why he never seemed to age
in all the years she knew him. She learns that the Arae cannot affect her fate
anymore and learns from Holland what Eythos did—she
has the essence of his power in her. 


Sera also learns that she and Nyktos
are soulmates. It explains why they feel so right together. She confesses to
feeling that and says she’s had a hard time walking away from him. It makes her
wonder if that’s why he seems to find her so interesting. The soulmates thing
isn’t the only reason. She’s drawn to who he is.


Sera and Nyktos try to tease out
the prophecy and imagine it means that Kolis will destroy all the lands.
Holland tells her she has many possible paths, but they all end the same. She
says she wants to know more and learns that she is fated to die before the age
of twenty-one. It’ll either be at the hands of a god, a misinformed mortal,
Kolis, or even Nyktos himself—though one could
possibly be an accident. 


She learns that Nyktos’s blood
will force her to go through the Culling, and because she’s mortal, she will not
survive it. There’s also no way to stop it. Nyktos is
horrified, and she assures him it’s not his fault. 


Holland stresses that her recklessness and impulsivity may
give whatever Eythos believed upon hearing the
prophecy a chance to come to fruition and then shows her the broken thread of
fate. He explains that the only thing the Fates can’t control is love. He goes
on to say how she won’t survive the Culling, not without the sheer will of what
is more powerful than fate or even death—not without the love of the one who
would aid in her Ascension. 


Sera asks if she needs the blood of a god who loves her to
survive and finds out it needs to be the love of a Primal. And not just any
Primal. The one the ember belonged to. Nyktos. 


That is so very unfair to both of them.


She then learns something that shakes her even more. She’s
had many lives and is the reincarnation of Sotoria,
Kolis’s obsession. She denies it, and then things get worse. She finds out that
life has only continued because of the ember in her bloodline, the one she now
carries that is the only ember of life in both
realms. And what that means is…if she dies, everything and everyone in both
realms goes with her. 


She is the Primal of Life. 


Nyktos bows to her, and she asks
him not to, then starts to have a panic attack. Nyktos
calms her. Once she has her breath again, she remarks that the prophecies are
pointless and learns more about them, the oracles, and the Gods of Divination.


They discuss Bele’s Ascension, if she looks like Sotoria, the Craven, and whether she’ll run to Kolis versus
running away from him. 


Sera asks what Kolis will do to Nyktos
if he finds that he’s hiding her from him and learns that Kolis cannot kill his
nephew. Life cannot exist without death. Which leads her to wonder about a
Primal of Life and Death. 


Nyktos admits to having his kardia removed. When she appears
confused, Penellaphe tells Sera what that is and what
it means—he’s truly unable to love. It stuns her.


Then she gets pissed that Holland
didn’t tell her there was no point in her duty when they were in the mortal
realm and worries about how long the realms have. 


Talk turns to how to safeguard her as much as they can, and
Vikter Ward, a viktor, arrives to place a
charm on her arms, explaining what it will do. Holland sees her distress and
tells her not to give up, reminding her of the broken thread and saying that
fate is never written in bone and blood. It can be as ever-changing as one’s
thoughts and heart. She reminds him that Nyktos can’t
love, and he tells her that love is more powerful than the Arae can even
imagine.


Before he leaves, Sera asks Holland if she’ll ever see him
again, and he can’t answer. Still, he reminds her of something she already
knows: All that she trained for wasn’t a waste. She is his weakness.
Only the him isn’t Nyktos,
it’s Kolis. She realizes that her true destiny is to be a weapon against the
false Primal of Life, though she doesn’t want to seduce Kolis. The thought
makes her ill. 


Nyktos leads her back to his
office and asks what she’s thinking. They discuss when he had his kardia removed and who knows about it,
and she wonders if it hurt and why he did it. He tells her, though we
find out that was only part of the truth. They decide to continue with the plan
and keep her hidden.


Sera doesn’t see the point of the coronation if she’s just
going to die in five months, and Nyktos asks if the
idea of her death even bothers her. In answer, she lists all the things she’s
currently dealing with—including death. Dealing has nothing to do with
how she feels about it. When he says it’s unfair, it surprises her, and she
tells him that it’s not fair to him either. 


Sera tells Nyktos that whatever safety
the coronation would provide isn’t worth it, and he tells her that her safety
is worth everything, even the Shadowlands. However, he ruins the moment when he
says that the embers are important. He doesn’t say she is. 


The next time Saion escorts her to her chambers, they have a
very serious discussion about where she stands now that the truth is out. 


Sera meets Orphine, who also wants
to kill her for even thinking about hurting Nyktos.
However, she adds that Sera is special to them, too, because
she’s life. 


Later, Sera wakes to a deafening crack, covered in a blanket
she didn’t get. Orphine rushes into the room and
tells her not to go out onto the balcony. She does it anyway and sees the
battle underway. 


Orphine and Sera argue over Sera
helping, and she learns all sorts of things about the draken.
During the battle, Orphine stops her from reviving a fallen
guard, and Ector keeps her from bringing Davina back to life.


A blast of eather almost hits her
but gets Orphine instead. A pale-haired and
light-skinned god comes to Sera, clearly looking for her. He doesn’t stop an
entombed god from attacking her. In the melee, Sera is wounded in her shoulder
and on her forearm. 


Sera sees Nyktos take on his true
Primal form and wipe out the rest of the entombed gods, ripping the last one in
half. She admits to him after that she found it kind of hot. 


I mean…there is something sexy about that kind of savage
beauty and control.


Nyktos carries her inside, and she
tries to tell him that she’s not hurt. He says he can feel and taste her pain,
adding that she needs blood, especially since she won’t be able to heal while
in the Culling. He refuses to let her stay in pain and asks her to let him help
her.


Sera takes his blood and thinks it tastes like honey. It
makes her feel tingly all over, and she can feel his power vibrating in her
chest. Her pain fades, and she feels at peace. She also feels his touch more
than ever. Her skin humming and blood hot, she realizes it’s a side effect. He
tells her that he can feel and taste her need. That he’s practically drowning
in it. She tells him to drown with her.


They have sex, and Sera doesn’t hold back. She wants him to
hear, see, and know what he does to her.


Later, with the guards, Sera reassures Bele that she’s not
to blame for anything. The goddess thanks Sera for saving her life. When Sera
tells the group about the god who was ready to let her die, Nyktos
gets visibly upset. They come to the conclusion that
the attack had to be led by another Primal since they are the only ones who can
control the draken. 


Knowing the embers and Sotoria’s
soul make her the perfect weapon to be used against Kolis, she scales the
palace wall and makes it to the Black Bay, hoping to stow away on a ship and
head to Dalos and Kolis in a bid to save the
Shadowlands. 


A silver hawk—which is actually Attes in his nota form—saves her from some
Shades in the woods, and she somehow almost brings one back to life. When Nyktos appears, Sera runs from him, determined to fulfill
her destiny. She can’t stop the Rot nor can she protect him. She has no other
purpose but this. Furious, he tackles her but absorbs the blow, demanding to
know why she was running from him. She tells him that she was trying to save
him. 


Sera confesses what she believes is her true destiny. She’s
Kolis’s weakness, and whatever happens to her will be worth it. The mortal
realm can be saved, he can be saved, and no one else needs to get
hurt. Nyktos tells her that he will gladly suffer
anything Kolis dishes out so long as she’s spared, though he doesn’t stop from
mentioning the embers yet again. Sera gets angry and screams. Power explodes
from her, throwing Nyktos into the air. 


In seconds, Nektas is crouching in
front of Sera, protecting her from any reflexive retaliation the Primal of
Death may deliver. Almost in tears, she apologizes and says she doesn’t even
know what happened but worries it will happen again. 


She realizes that Nyktos will
never let her go, and he confirms as much. She argues that she’s no better than
a prisoner, and he tells her that’s her choice. He says her destiny is not to
die by Kolis’s hand and insists there may be another way for them to go about
things. 


Back at the palace, Nyktos tells
her the next time she puts a dagger to someone’s throat—even his—she’d better
mean it, and then orders her to her room. He follows her into her chambers and
informs her that she’ll sleep within arm’s reach from now on, then carries her
to his room and throws her onto the bed. Stubborn, she refuses to undress,
making him do it for her before they fall asleep.


The next morning, Sera wakes alone,
and Baines brings her water for a bath. Orphine says
she’ll escort her to Nyktos once she’s ready. As they
walk, Sera notices the design on the throne room door for the first time—the
wolf. Once inside, Nyktos tells everyone that Sera
tried to go after Kolis to protect the Shadowlands and says her bravery is
unmatched among them. He then whispers that none shall harbor ill will toward
her now and should see her as she is: brave and daring. If not, the negative
thoughts will be their last. He vows to destroy them, no matter how loyal they
are to the Shadowlands. He tells Sera that she’s brave and strong and more than
worthy of them. 


She feels like he’s saying more.


Nyktos suggests they try to remove
the embers from her and she’s stunned. She didn’t think that was even possible.
Nektas tells her the embers aren’t fully hers until she
Ascends, so they should be able to remove them. Nyktos’s
blood would ensure she’d survive the Ascension then, though she learns she
might Ascend into an actual god.


After they discuss when to go to the Pools of Divanash, talk turns to other things, and Sera learns how Nektas’s mate Halayna died, and that he was the first draken and the one who helped Eythos
create the mortals.


They talk more about removing the embers, and she finds out
that only the usual suspects in the Shadowlands know of the plan—and
they only know she has one ember. They also support it, even the bit about
Ascending her. Only Nektas knows about Sotoria’s soul, though, and it needs to stay that way. It
would be too risky for the others to know. 


Sera asks Nyktos if he will
continue the Rite after becoming the Primal of Life and then learns why it was
started in the first place. She explains what life is like for a Chosen in the
mortal realm and finds out the mortals started that, not the gods. Sera wonders
if all the missing Chosen have been turned into Craven like the
seamstress—though she knows about the Revenants, too. She then asks what will
happen to Kolis and the Rot if they succeed in removing the embers. They tell
her they may never be able to kill the false Primal of Life because of the
necessary balance, but they can weaken him enough to entomb him. She tries to
tell them there is a way to kill him and it’s right in front of them—her—but Nyktos refuses to hear it.


The sound of chaos outside interrupts them, and Sera finds
out about the Cimmerian and how they fight. She decides to push her luck and
goes outside to join the battle. She kills a Cimmerian primed to attack Rhain
and is reminded that she can be killed; the enemy doesn’t know what’s inside
her.


During the fight, Sera gets injured on the left side of her
waist, and Nyktos comes to her. They flirt a bit,
even as fighters die around them. Her gift flares to life at the deaths, and Nektas growls at her in warning, telling her to control herself.


Once the fight is over, Rhain reluctantly thanks her for her
aid and verbally roasts her a bit. He casually mentions that Nyktos has endured and sacrificed things for her, which
piques her interest. Ector tries to cover and quickly chimes in that Rhain is
merely being dramatic. 


Nyktos reappears, and Sera yells
at him, telling him that she won’t be ordered around as if she has no control
over her life anymore, especially when she can help—no matter the risks. Then
she reminds him that she’s never really been allowed to value her life or think
for herself. 


He asks her what kind of life she’s lived, and she won’t answer.
And he won’t tell her what he’s sacrificed when she asks.


Sera wonders if Taric could taste the embers in her blood
when he drank from her. Nyktos tells her that no one
else will feed from her—he won’t allow it—but…yes, the god would have tasted
the embers. He then goes on to tell her that her blood tastes like a summer
storm and the sun. Like heat, power, and life. Soft and airy like sponge cake. 


The Primal is a poet. Seriously.


Nyktos explains about shadowstepping, and Sera asks if she’ll be able to do it
once she Ascends. He tells her that she will, reconfirming his faith in their
plan. They also talk about Tavius, and he calls her brave and strong.


It chokes her up. 


He says she needs to rest—she’s going through the Culling
and got cut with shadowstone. Then he adds that he
wonders how else the embers are protecting her since a mortal or godling would
have died. Not even his blood in her would have been enough. 


Later, back in her room, she notices that her wound looks
several days old instead of hours. Which makes her wonder just how strong her
embers are. Settling in, she thinks about Ash as she masturbates, somehow knowing
he’s in the room watching her, even if she can’t see him. She does see
dark tendrils and intuitively knows it’s him. She can feel his touch.
She climaxes and calls to him as she does but gets no answer. Just as she dozes
off, she swears she feels the bed shift as if someone lowered themselves to the
mattress.


The next day, Nektas asks her what
she thinks of the plan to remove the embers, and she says she’s tentatively
hopeful. As they talk about their journey to the Vale, she finds out that it
isn’t dangerous, but the road to get there is.


Nyktos arrives not long after,
just after Jadis manages to set a chair on fire. He makes a flippant comment
about Sera’s dress that annoys her and then talk turns
to more important matters. She discovers that the army in wait is because Nyktos plans to go to war with Kolis. Unfortunately, she
realizes that he doesn’t trust her enough to speak plainly or truthfully around
her, and that bothers her greatly. 


Nyktos dismisses her, but she
tells him she chooses to stay with him. As he works, she asks him about the
Books of the Dead. She tries to goad him, referencing others she should or
could be spending time with, and he warns her that she should be selective of
how she spends her time with others. They discuss the night before and their
needs, and she offers him a deal: pleasure for the sake of pleasure. 


Nyktos calls her reckless, but
then suddenly asks if she has her dagger, saying they’re about to have company.
He apologizes for what’s about to transpire, and Sera meets Attes
for the first time. The Primal refers to Sera as an accessory, and she
threatens him without hesitation. Nyktos tells her to
behave, but Attes asks if she knows not to repeat
what she hears, and she can’t hold her tongue, snapping at him again. She
learns that Kolis is denying her coronation. 


After hearing that Nyktos must be
granted permission to take a Consort, she curses. Attes
tells them that Kolis will summon them when he’s ready. After the Primal
leaves, Nyktos tells her to argue with him to
distract him from his anger. She kisses him instead. 


Sera assumes that Kolis must think the embers are in Nyktos and that he’s the one who Ascended Bele, but she’s
told the false Primal of Life knows they aren’t in his nephew. He already
tested Nyktos. When she realizes what those tests
likely were, she discovers that Nyktos has had to
convince Kolis of a great many things. 


He tells Sera that Attes was
provoking her by trying to influence her with his Primal essence. When she had
no reaction to it, Attes knew and realized that she’s
more than what they said. Ector tells her about who is and isn’t affected by a Primal’s presence, and she realizes that Attes could know that she is the one who carries the
embers. 


Sera learns that Kolis could have outright forbidden Nyktos from taking a Consort, and while he can still claim
her, she’d have no protection. 


Thinking about how that meeting with Kolis will go, she
fears she looks like Sotoria and worries. Nyktos vows not to let the Primal touch her. She argues,
saying that she won’t be the reason for any more death, and he tells her she
never was. She’s not so sure. However, she won’t hide, and he won’t put her in
danger—even though she’s always been in danger. 


Nektas follows Sera back to her
chambers and calls her meyaah Liessa.
She calls him meyaah draken
in return, saying she’s as much his Queen as he is her draken.
He asks if Ash was wrong to doubt her motivations, and she confesses that
getting to Kolis never crossed her mind—at least not recently. She then learns
what Nyktos has had to convince his uncle of and what
Kolis will do if he learns the truth. It hits deep.


Sera argues that it isn’t personal for her like it is for Nyktos. She’s not Sotoria. Nektas asks her why she no longer calls Nyktos
Ash and proceeds to tell her that his father called him that. He says
it means something that he introduced himself to her as that right off, saying
that he is as she wishes him to be.


She spends the remainder of the afternoon training and
realizes she doesn’t want Nyktos to have to choose
between the Shadowlands and her. Later, in his room to sleep, he apologizes for
questioning her motives, saying he won’t hide the summons from her when it
comes. Talk turns to why she holds her breath and how she manages her anxiety,
and she suddenly realizes that she left her dagger in her bedchamber. She’s
unprotected for the first time in her life…


The trust has been solidified.


Sera wakes on what should be her coronation day and once
again thinks about fading away. Shaking herself out of it, she goes to have
breakfast with Saion and Reaver and asks Saion where he’s from. He tells her
the story of how Nyktos saved both him and his
cousin, Rhahar. 


Later, she sees others training and learns they do so every day
in the morning for a few hours. She’s shocked when Saion refuses to train with
her. Undeterred, she squares off with Nyktos. She
ends up cutting off a lock of his hair. As they spar, Sera makes a list of
demands. 


After besting him just a little bit—I’m sure he probably let
her—he says he’ll train her, totally shocking her. Needing to get in the last word,
she curtsies to him and leaves.


Nyktos draws a bath for her in his
chambers, and she eventually falls asleep in the tub. She wakes, and he reheats
the water for her. Driven by her desire, she tells him that her want of him is a choice; one she’s at least brave enough to
admit. Then, she tries to leave.


Before she can go, he admits to wanting her, too, and tells
her how badly. He admits that he thinks about her all the time. She taunts him
about the blowjob she gave him and asks if he wants that
again or is back to just more talk. 


And then it’s not just talk…


They share how each of them felt in their early lives, and
Sera tells him she was basically a ghost in Lasania.
He tells her to sleep and says she was never a ghost to him.


She wakes with only Nektas in the room and they talk a little. Sera remarks that
there’s no way Ash has forgiven her, even if he understands and accepts why
she planned what she did. He tells her that if Ash didn’t understand or accept,
she wouldn’t be where she is, smelling of the Primal, and he wouldn’t have
detected peace from Ash when he found them together. 


Ash and Sera share dinner, and he tells her they’ll go see
Ezra tomorrow in the mortal realm but makes sure she understands they can’t
stay long. And they can’t say anything about Kolis.


They talk about their plans for going to the Pools of Divanash and more. She tells Nyktos
she hopes his plan works because he’s good, and he
should be the Primal of Life. He tells her not to mistake his handling of her
as him being good. She explains that she isn’t good either. Nyktos reminds her that she’s been willing to sacrifice
herself for others and thus is good, but then goes on to say that
there’s no such thing as a good Primal, telling her their history. He adds that
she’s neither good nor bad because of the embers.


Sera feels a shift between them and notices that his skin is
warmer again. He remarks on her freckles once more, and she feels even more of
a shift. It’s not desire fueled by the need for blood or sustenance, nor is it
spurred on by anger. This is real. She kisses him because it’s different now,
and he calls her liessa.


They head to the mortal realm, and Sera takes in how the
mortals act in Ash’s presence. They meet with Ezra, and Sera tells her
stepsister that killing the Primal wouldn’t have stopped the Rot. When Ezra
confesses that she doubted Sera could make the Primal of Death fall for her,
Sera is surprised. Ezra adds that she figured she’d end up getting killed after
becoming impatient and just stabbing him, which makes Sera laugh.


On the way out, Sera and Ash run into Calliphe.
Sera tries to leave, but her mom stops her, telling her she didn’t know what Tavius
had planned. Ash tells her that she should count her blessings and thank her
daughter, because it’s the only reason she still breathes. 


Back in Iliseeum, after training
with Bele and spending some pleasurable time with Ash, Sera goes to his office
to see him. He takes her belowground to show her something, and she sees the
cells. She realizes that she can’t tell the difference between the embers and
her heart being excited around him and believes that he had his kardia removed to protect others, not himself. He
tells her about the bone chains and those with dual lives and then takes her to
the pool room. She’s amazed and asks him why he went to the lake if he had this.
He tells her it’s because it was her lake.


Be still my heart.


Sera learns that Ash checked on her before her seventeenth
birthday because he was curious—I now know it was much, much before that. Him wanting to know more about her makes her happy. 


Wanting to test things, he says he plans to draw the eather out of her by goading her into using it on him, then
tells her if she behaves, she can go for a swim or be fucked.
She doesn’t want to do it, doesn’t want to accidentally hurt him, but he asks
nicely, and she confesses to hating when he says “please.” 


They fight hand-to-hand, and eather
ramps up in her as she thinks about losing the fight with Taric. When Ash grabs
hold of her, she distracts him with talk of sex to break away. He pins her, and
she confesses that she likes to submit to him—then does. He takes her on the
stone and tells her that she’s always safe with him, calling her liessa.


They spend some time in the pool, and Ash tells her more
about Lathan. He admits that Sera’s one of the strongest people he knows, both
mentally and physically—mortal or otherwise. Then he adds that his assertion
has nothing to do with the embers. They play a bit more in the pool, and once
again, Sera feels as if he and she have become…more. 


She spends the rest of the day with Aios
and the younglings, realizing that she’s not only been calling Nyktos Ash, she’s also started
seeing him as such. Calling him Nyktos doesn’t feel
right anymore. She wants to stop Kolis and the Rot and restore Ash’s rightful
destiny, but she doesn’t want to do what’s needed to weaken Kolis. She wants a
future of her own, and she wants it with Ash. She wants to be his
Consort. 


Sera decides to deal with her epiphany that she cares about
Ash like she does everything else—by not dealing with it at all. 


Talking to Ash later, she tells him about Nektas’s eyes flashing blue earlier, and finds out that all
the draken had blue eyes until Kolis did what he did.
After, they turned red. However, Nektas’s changing
color may mean that Sera is closer to her Ascension than they realize. 


Sera decides that Ash doesn’t need to know how she feels
about him. She knows he cares about her, though she thinks the way she feels
might be more. Could it be love? 


They leave for the Pools of Divanash,
and Nyktos shows her the poppies growing in the Red
Woods. As they near the Pillars, Sera’s embers vibrate, and she sees the souls
of the departed. Ash tells her about Eythos’s
struggles being near the Pillars as the Primal of Death and asks if she feels
the need to use the embers or if it wears on her. She lies and tells him no. 


He reminds her that she’s stronger than she thinks—her,
not the embers—and tells her to see if she can glean anything about the souls.
She tries but then stops, deciding she doesn’t need to since the embers will be
back in Nyktos soon. Still, they throb within her. 


They come upon the riders, and the three bow to her. When
they finally reach their destination, Ash tells Nektas
to watch out for her because she’s important to him. Again, her, not
the embers. Unable to help herself, she blurts out to Ash that she wants to be
his Consort. He kisses her knuckles and palm and tells her he’ll be waiting for
her when she returns.


Nektas and Sera enter the Vale.
She confirms to the draken that she meant what she
said at the crossroads: she cares about Ash. She also tells him that if she’d
been able to kill Nyktos, Nektas
wouldn’t have had to kill her because she would have done it herself. He says
that if that’s true, he’s even more right than he thought. He expounds by
saying how Ash could have messed him up in the Dying Woods after she blasted
him, but he stopped himself because he cares for her. She admits that she knows
he does.


The draken tells Sera that Ash had
his kardia removed not so he didn’t become
like his father but so he didn’t become like his uncle. Nektas
implies that he thinks she loves Nyktos, and she
quickly says she doesn’t, insisting she doesn’t even know what love feels like.



After encountering the Shroud and resisting the sirens’
song, they finally reach the Pools. Nektas explains
what to do—she needs to reveal a deep secret. Her truth is to confess that she
tried to take her life. The Pools accept her sacrifice, and she sees Delfai with Kayleigh Balfour in Irelone.



Once they’re out of the Vale, Nektas
insists she can talk to him if she’s ever not okay. If she does, he’ll
make sure she is.


That draken can be surly, but he,
like his bonded Primal, has a heart of gold.


He halts her on their journey and says they’re about to have
company, warning her not to strike first. He tells her about the nymphs, and
they end up fighting them. Fury explodes from Sera, and she winds up killing
them with her eather—the kind that only the Primal of
Life can wield. The type that can kill another Primal.


I can only imagine hearing that made Sera wish she could
kill Kolis instead of entombing him.


When they return to the House of Haides, Sera sees Veses straddling Ash and feeding from
him. She flees to the pool room underground, her anger shaking the palace. Roots
wrap around her in a protective gesture. Ash tries to calm her, reminding her
of her breathing exercises, but he’s finally forced to compel her into falling
asleep. 


Sera wakes naked in Ash’s room with Bele and Rhain, shocking
Rhain a bit. He tells her she’s powerful and says he’s never seen anything like
what she did—not even from a Primal in their Culling. She finds out she was in
stasis for three days and that it could have been weeks. She could
have even died. When she asks about the roots, she finds out they were trying
to protect her. Rhain goes on to tell her that if she loses it like that again,
she might not wake up. They explain what she needs to do to keep herself
strong. 


She learns where Ash is, and the gods tell her he was
worried about her. She goes to her room and decides there will be no more
physical contact with Ash. She’ll stay in her quarters and use her bathing
chamber despite the bad memories there. Somehow, she needs to create distance
between them, and she wants her own future. 


Sera requests bath water and actually
bathes in her tub. After, Bele wants to know what happened before the
events in the pool chamber and reveals that she knew Veses
was in the palace. She goes on to say that she thought the Primal’s
visits would stop and tells Sera that Nyktos has
never acted the way he does with Sera before—and it’s
not just because of the embers. 


Bele tells Sera that he verbally slayed them after his bravery
speech and adds that she’s seen Veses feed from Nyktos before but has never seen them having sex. She
explains that sex doesn’t always happen with feeding and tries to reassure Sera
that Nyktos doesn’t trust or even like Veses.


Sera’s not quite so sure. Seeing is
believing, after all.


Ash comes to see Sera and apologizes for what she thinks she
saw. She reminds him that it happened only hours after she told him she wanted
to be his Consort but refuses to admit that she’s hurt. She does lash out and
snap that his claim of virginity was a lie, though. Trying to get to the bottom
of it, she asks him what she saw, and he tells her it’s complicated. She
finally admits that it hurt her feelings and breaks off their pleasure deal,
stating she wants to be free of him completely once the embers are out of her. 


Later, she goes to talk to him about Irelone
and is super polite—not like herself at all. She figures Nektas
can go to see Delfai with her, but Ash says he will
go so he can hear what is said about removing the embers. She states that she
wants to leave immediately, and he asks her to wait because there have been sightings of Kyn’s draken near. 


Finally, he comments that he doesn’t like how she’s become:
how she was trained to be—empty and blank. He tells her to be herself and
accepts the blame for what happened, pleading with her not to change. She
admits that she doesn’t want to be like she is now, but she won’t allow herself
to feel like that again.


Self-preservation is a slippery slope.


The summons comes, and Sera realizes she could be kept in Dalos. She worries that Kolis will be able to sense the
embers in her and is told how him sensing anything can be explained away—she has
taken a lot of Ash’s blood. When she asks how nice they’ll have to be to the
false Primal, Rhain tells her to do anything and everything Kolis orders her to
do, adding that Nyktos can only refuse a few things
on her behalf.


Sera refuses to be a part of whatever Kolis does in
retaliation for Ash not answering the summons in a timely manner and insists
they should go soon. He tries to say she’s more important, and she cuts him
off. Reaver sticks up for her with Nyktos, and it
delights Sera. Though she is surprised to hear that he’s protecting her from
Ash.


Once again, she refuses to do anything until they answer the
summons. He capitulates, and they make plans to leave for Dalos
in an hour. Sera changes, and Aios asks her if she’ll
go after Kolis. Sera opens up to the goddess about Sotoria and her being Kolis’s graeca.
She explains that killing Kolis is her destiny. Being Nyktos’s
Consort never was. 


Aios asks her why it can’t be
both, then tells Sera about her time in Dalos as one
of Kolis’s favorites. Sera can’t believe what she’s hearing and
apologizes, telling Aios how strong she is. The
goddess tells her that Kolis is incapable of love, even for his graeca. Which means…he has no weakness.


Sera doesn’t believe that can be true of anyone. When she
meets up with Ash, he tells her she’s beautiful, and she tells him not to say
that. He explains that they’ll have to act as they did with Attes
while in Dalos—as if they can’t get enough of each
other. All that manages to do is irritate Sera because she can’t believe he
doesn’t get that she was never pretending. She tells him it’s too late
for that, and he asks why she even wanted that from him to begin with. 


She confesses that she wants a life and a future and won’t
try anything with Kolis. Though she does worry that he will recognize her and
try to claim her. She’s reminded that she doesn’t belong to anyone. Nyktos says he will protect her, but Kolis could
try to keep her. Ash says he’ll level Dalos and leave
it in ruins before he lets that happen. She begs him not to intervene if Kolis
recognizes her as Sotoria, and he snarls that the
embers aren’t the only important thing. She is. 


Sera asks Ash what she should expect and learns that the ink
on his skin is a collection of one hundred and ten tattooed drops of blood signifying
the things Kolis demanded of Ash. He reminds her again that she’s good, no
matter what happens, saying she’s not a monster now nor will she be when they
return. He holds her close and kisses her forehead as they shadowstep.


Sera barely fades, and Ash tells her they need to get the
embers out of her soon—it’s clear they’re getting even stronger. As they make
their way, he tells her not to let anyone lure her away and warns her not to
trust anyone. He tells her that Dalos is also called
the City of the Dead, which she believes when she sees
the gods strung up outside the palace. Her primal essence flares.


She begs Ash to stop her from attempting to resurrect them
and tells him to use compulsion. Instead, he kisses her, using his shadows to
block her sight. He calls her strong and brave. 


In the presence of Attes and Dyses, Sera goes to bow, and Nyktos
stops her. She learns that Dyses was testing her. Ash
kills him, but she swears she sees his hand twitch. And she didn’t feel her
embers respond to his death.


After talking with Attes, she
remarks that the Primal finds perverse pleasure in provoking Ash and that it
almost seems as if Attes is looking out for her. She
wonders if he might be a friend—or at least an ally.


Nyktos helps her breathe and bow,
and she slips on her veil of nothingness again. Sera is relieved when Kolis
doesn’t recognize her as Sotoria. The relief is
short-lived, however, when Dyses—whom she witnessed
Ash kill—walks into the room. She wonders then if he’s a Revenant. 


When Kolis chastises them for their faux pas of not asking
for permission, she blurts that their failure to seek approval was her fault
and says she feared Kolis would find her unworthy. Kolis decrees what her
punishment should be, and she’s sickened when she realizes he expects her to
kill a draken youngling. She asks what the boy did to
deserve it and what will happen if she refuses. The young draken
answers her, saying that Kolis will still kill him, then her, and then end with
summoning a draken from the Shadowlands to be killed.



Sera asks Kolis why he’d use this as punishment. She wants
to know what he gains from it. His reply? “Everything. It will tell me
everything I need to know.” Before she goes through with it, she asks the draken his name. He tells her it doesn’t matter and that
he’s not worth remembering. Suddenly, she feels something shift within her. She
senses the twisted and evil bits in Kolis’s essence and feels an ancient power
come to life inside her. It’s rage, pure and primal. She realizes that the power
in him was hers, stolen from the Primal of Life. Then she feels Sotoria and thinks that his pain, retribution, vengeance,
and blood will be hers. Sotoria, through Sera, pays
the price Kolis demanded.


Sera knows the draken’s death will
mark her and she’ll leave some of her goodness in the atrium. Still, she feels Sotoria and knows the woman is settling in to wait for what
she’s owed. 


Later, after they leave, Sera asks Ash to take her to Vathi.
She even goes so far as to beg him. He tells her they should survive to honor
the sacrifice the draken made, but she tells him it’s
not enough. He caves and takes her, and she urges Attes
to bring the youngling’s body to her. She thanks Ash for doing as she asked and
explains that she has to do this. She refuses his
touch and instead asks why Kolis would do something like this. He says the
false Primal of Life was making Kyn their enemy. 


And boy did he ever. Not that the Primal needed much help…


When Attes returns, Sera wonders
if they can trust him. Ash tells her it’s too late for that now. When she brings
the young draken back to life, he calls her meyaah Liessa. They
exchange names—his name is Thad. After, Attes bows to
Sera and vows not to betray her confidence and tell anyone what she did. He also
calls her meyaah Liessa.
Sera tells him not to and insists she’s not anything.


Ash asks her why she spoke out and says she doesn’t deserve
what she was made to do. She argues that he doesn’t either and then goes on to
say that she did it for him.


Sera asks about Dyses being what
Gemma mentioned—a Revenant. Perhaps a demis. She also
asks why Kolis didn’t act on the fact that he knows his nephew knows who has
the power to Ascend and that it’s not Kolis. Ash tells her it’s so
Kolis doesn’t expose himself as a fraud. 


She reminds Ash that they now have permission to go forward
with the coronation, and he tells her that’s not all they have. They also
discovered that Kolis didn’t recognize her. He asks her what happened back in Dalos, saying she felt different to him. She tells him that
the rage wasn’t only hers, it was also Sotoria’s. Ash
says he thinks Holland was wrong. It’s clear Sera has
two souls: hers and Sotoria’s. 


The plan is to have the coronation the following day and
then leave for Irelone to talk with Delfai. Sera walks around the halls and courtyards with
Reaver and cries, noticing that she’s crying blood. Later, she has supper with Aios, Bele, and Reaver in her receiving room before
returning to her bedchambers.


Not much later, she feels something similar
to what she feels with Ash just before Ector comes flying into the room,
followed by Veses. Sera realizes that the Primal
likely unleashed the Shades as a distraction like Taric did. When Veses tells Rhain she hasn’t come for Nyktos,
Sera sees fear in the god’s eyes. 


The Primal insults Sera and wants to know how she became the
Consort, stating she knows it’s in title only. Sera tells Veses
that Ash called her the worst sort and continues to taunt the Primal,
telling Veses that her future with Nyktos has nothing to do with her. To top it off, she calls
her pathetic. 


Reaver moves to protect Sera, and she tries to hold him
back. Unfortunately, she isn’t able to stop Veses from hurting Reaver. In her rage, Sera plunges her
dagger into Veses’ eye and gets hit by eather. She learns that Veses
sent the draken into the Shadowlands, thinking she
was helping Nyktos.


Veses insinuates that either Sera
has a lot of Nyktos’s blood in her, or he found a
Primal in their Culling. Sera tells her she’s had all
of Nyktos, not just his blood, and punches Veses in the throat. She then scrambles toward Reaver but
is thrown across the room and into the couch. 


When Bele arrives, the goddess tells Sera the draken is hurt badly. Sera senses that death is imminent.
Luckily, she is able to save him, and it somehow feels
like a homecoming this time. She throws a dagger at Veses,
but the Primal stops it in mid-air. 


Sera freaks out about Veses
knowing her secret, but Ash tells her she won’t get a chance to tell Kolis
about it because she’ll never get out of the cell they’re about to put her in.
Sera tells him that Veses didn’t want to tell Kolis
about her, she wanted to kill her. But the Primal was afraid to go
through with it once she saw what Sera could do.


Sera apologizes to Ash for him having to kill the Shades—she
knows he doesn’t like doing it, thus giving them their ultimate end—and tells
him that Veses sent the enemy draken
that attacked them and released the entombed gods. 


She thanks Bele for her aid with Veses
and learns from Saion that Ector will be okay despite what the Primal did to
him. She knows she’ll need Ash’s blood to recover from the skirmish—she can’t
risk another stasis—then takes what she needs from Ash and feels peace, seeing
a memory of her fighting him in the courtyard during her training request. 


Sera asks him about it and learns why she saw that. She then
tells Ash that she doesn’t hate him at all. He orders her to fuck
him, and she gladly accepts. Once again, it feels like more to her.
After, she tells him that he can feed from her if he
needs to. He declines, saying he doesn’t deserve to.


Later, Sera feels the embers vibrating in her chest but not
with the kind of energy that restores life. It’s the kind that ends it. Ash
explains why Veses could feel Sera but Kolis
couldn’t, and she learns that Veses never let on that
she felt her. 


Resting with Reaver, Sera doesn’t want to leave the
youngling or risk waking him by moving but asks why Ash told Veses she was his Consort in name only. He tells her that Veses is different, and it’s complicated. Sera asks him
point-blank if he cares for Veses,
and Ash says he pities and loathes the other Primal. She then asks him what he
feels for her, and he tells her he feels curiosity, excitement,
amusement, yearning, need, want, anger, always awe, and…peace.


Erlina arrives, and Sera discusses the coronation with her
and Bele. The seamstress addresses Sera formally, and she goes to tell the
woman not to. Bele merely glares at her. Sera’s thoughts then turn to Veses, and she worries that the Primal goddess will be
missed. She learns that she won’t—most will be happy she’s gone. 


Sera asks to see Rhain to learn what’s going on with Veses and Nyktos and discovers
the price Nyktos had to pay for Veses’
silence, which was done solely to protect Sera from Kolis. She then realizes
that Ash wasn’t protecting the embers at all, he was protecting her. 


When she discovers that Ash is always cold because of how Veses feeds, it makes her furious. Her emotions explode,
and she starts shaking the palace again. Rhain does his best to calm her. She’s
able to quiet herself, but vows to Rhain that she’ll kill Veses,
making a move to do just that.


The god blocks her and promises Veses
will be dealt with. Sera suddenly realizes that once Nyktos
Ascends, he will be able to Ascend a god to replace Veses
in the Callasta Isles. Rhain calls her Your
Highness, stupefying her. He goes on to say that she will be and has
been his Queen.


Sera learns that only Rhain, Ector, and Nektas
really knew about what was going on with Veses and Nyktos. After thinking about it, Sera says that Ash
shouldn’t feel shame over the blackmail, though she would feel the same.


Rhain asks her if she loves Nyktos,
and Sera can’t answer. He tells her the hesitation is all the answer he needs,
and says he was wrong about her. Sera suddenly realizes she does love
Ash, and it makes her a little sick to her stomach. 


Acknowledging one’s truth will sometimes do that.


Without thought, she blurts to Ector that she wants
to be Nyktos’s Consort, stunning both him and her.


Rhahar, Rhain, Ector, Saion, and
the twins escort Sera to the coronation. Aios and
Kars—a guard—take her the rest of the way. Sera asks Aios
if she’s ever been in love, and the goddess tells her that it doesn’t feel the
same for everyone. She adds that, to her, it was like feeling at home in an
unfamiliar place. As if you’re finally seen, heard, and understood. And when
you think of what you would do for the person and realize it’s anything, that
means it’s love. 


That’s actually a wonderful way to
put it.


Sera comes to realize why she paid the price for Ash in Dalos and why sex with him has felt like more—because
it is. He’s always been Ash to her. Despite her wanting that to change given
everything going on and all that happened, it never has. She’s most definitely
in love with him. 


Ash comes to her and takes her hand from Aios,
telling Sera to breathe. He uses shadows to block them from view as she calms. 


She notices Ash’s crown, and he tells her she won’t have to
wear hers until after tonight. He reads her a bit, and she politely asks him
not to. But she does open up to him, telling him that
she still wants the coronation, calling him Ash to his face. 


He confesses that counting her freckles has become a habit
and relays that she has twelve on her back. It makes her feel warm, and she
notices the embers buzzing in her chest. There was a feeling of rightness
before with him, but this is different. Once again, more.


Sera sees her crown for the first time, and it’s beautiful.
When Ash bows to her, she and the crowd are stunned. He’s the Primal of Death,
after all. Ash crowns her and bestows her new title upon her: the One who is
born of Blood and Ash, the Light and the Fire, and the
Brightest Moon. A golden imprint suddenly appears on her right hand, and she
asks Ash if he did it. He explains that the Arae must be acknowledging their union.


He tells her about the imprint and blessings, and she
wonders if it’s because of the embers. He explains that the imprint only fades
upon death. He also tells her about Keella and the
other Primals. Sera asks if Keella
knows about Sotoria’s soul, given she’s the Primal of
Rebirth. He says he isn’t sure. After all, it wasn’t a rebirth. However, it is
possible.


Sera realizes that her new title contains bits from the
goddess, Penellaphe’s, prophecy. She asks Ash about
it, and he tells her that his mind kept returning to thoughts of her hair and
how it was like moonlight. He also tells her the different symbolism of blood
and ash. 


She discovers that nothing has happened in Vathi since she
was last there and is relieved to hear that the Court didn’t come under siege
after what she did with the young draken—bringing
Thad back to life. 


Ash insinuates that she’ll be involved in discussions to
come, and it satisfies her, projecting it for him to feel. She explains that
it’s nice to be included. Still, she wonders what Attes
wants to talk to them about. Ash apologizes for contributing to her feeling of
unimportance before. He says that she matters. Always. And kisses her temple.


Keella approaches the couple, and
Sera feels a charge of energy skitter up her arm as the Primal holds her
imprinted hand. She intuits that Sera’s title may be another blessing, just like
the mark. The embers inside Sera hum in response to their exchange, and Sera
notices Keella’s clever, knowing smile as she says
things without really saying anything at all.


They go through the procession of Primal greetings and Ash
keeps her grounded with a hand on her. Finally, their crowns are removed, and
Ash tells her that he has soldiers making sure the road is safe. He asks her to
sit with him and rubs her neck. She calls him Ash again when she thanks him,
and then inquires if it bothers him. He admits that he missed it. 


Ash comes clean about some things that have been on his
mind. 1—Her calling him Ash in her coronation dress. 2—Seeing her out of the
dress. 3—Seeing her naked on her new throne. And 4—Seeing her bare, with
nothing but the crown. He then wonders if he’s worthy of exploring the
above things that have quickly become obsessions. Running his hands over her
body he finds her dagger and revises his list. He says that seeing her in
nothing but the dagger has taken second place, and that thoughts of hearing her
call him Ash when she comes have become the first. She replies that she’ll call
him whatever he wants.


Sera gives in to the desire and tells him that she needs him
inside her when she calls him Ash. Then, in a vulnerable moment, she admits
that she doesn’t want to sleep alone—she wants to be with him. To talk
or…whatever. He calls her beautiful, coaxing a smile. 


He asks her what she thought of the coronation, and she goes
on to ask him about the dakkais and Vathi. She
reveals that she believes Keella knows Sera has Sotoria’s soul, and Ash says that the Primal of Rebirth is
one of the few he somewhat trusts, though he doesn’t trust anybody completely
when it comes to her. 


Sera is both nervous and excited about going to Irelone and happy that Ash will finally be the Primal of
Life he should have always been. He tells her that saving her life is the most
important part of their plan. He then asks her what changed with her wanting to
become his Consort. She sasses that she should be allowed to change her mind,
and he tells her that she’s entitled to the realm, making her feel
warm all over. 


She goes on to explain that her emotions didn’t change, only
how she wanted to proceed. She projects her feelings, but she can tell he
doesn’t understand what he feels. And she knows why. It saddens her. She confesses
to knowing about his deal with Veses and thanks him
for his sacrifice. Still, she makes it clear that she’ll kill the Primal if he
doesn’t. 


Ash finally opens up about things
with Veses, and Sera is furious to find out that
she’s forced pleasure on him, too. The fact that the Primal actually
wants Kolis and not Ash at all makes things even worse. When she
discovers that the deal has been going on for three years, it incenses her. Ash
calms her and says that he doesn’t regret keeping her out of Kolis’s hands,
then thanks her for being her. He begins to tell her what he wishes but stops
himself mid-sentence and simply kisses her instead.


Sera tells Ash to feed when he confesses that he’s hungry
and realizes his reluctance is tied to his past and being forced to take blood.
It makes her sad. 


It makes me sad, too. 


He indulges, and she wants to move beneath him but remembers
how Veses used to push the limits, so she lets him
have all the control. He takes her as he feeds, and his body warms. It’s something
that’s beginning to bring a sense of pride to Sera. Once more, he starts telling
her what he wishes but stops himself again.


They go to Irelone to meet with Delfai. This time, Sera doesn’t black out at all during the
trip. She realizes the embers are getting even stronger. Projecting anxiety,
Ash comments, and she finds out what the emotion tastes
and feels like to him. 


When they reach their destination, Sera sees how the guards
react to Ash and his display of power and realizes how Kolis would have been greeted
in the mortal realm—how Sotoria likely
reacted to him. 


She and Ash meet up with Kayleigh, and Sera asks about Delfai, telling the Princess what she knows about him.
Kayleigh seems perplexed at the situation given the last time she saw Sera, but
Sera decides she won’t tell her how she’s come to be with Nyktos.
She fears that her true mortal identity—Kayleigh never knew she was a
Princess—and her new title will cause problems. 


Sera finds out that Kayleigh has been waiting to hear if
she’d be forced back to Tavius and Sera feels bad. She wishes she had sent word
about his death so Kayleigh could move on. As they chat, Kayleigh insinuates
that Sera was no handmaiden to the Queen, and Sera refuses to acknowledge.
Then, Ash tells the Princess the truth, utterly stunning Sera.


During the meeting with Delfai,
Sera learns about the Star diamond and realizes that Holland lied about not
knowing how Kolis took the embers. She remarks that a Fate giving The Star to
Kolis should be considered interference. She’s told that Kolis still has The
Star, but it isn’t needed to take the embers out of her. Her process is a bit
different. 


Delfai refers to her as a vessel
and it makes Ash furious, stunning Sera. She then learns that taking the embers
from her will have little effect on the realms, making her feel both relief and
dread. Until she discovers how it’s done and what it means: she’ll
die.


She can’t hold back a sardonic laugh, given she had assumed
she would die all along. Delfai tells her there are
only three options. Either Nyktos becomes the true
Primal of Life and restores balance to the realms. Someone else takes the
embers on. Or Sera completes her Ascension, and…Sera snaps at him not to finish
that sentence, knowing exactly what it means. 


Ash can’t hold back his anger and moves to attack Delfai. Sera pleads with him not to kill the God of Divination
because it isn’t his fault. And Ash doesn’t deserve another mark for another
death. Delfai is shocked when Ash calms since he
foresaw his end. Then he spouts some nonsense about a silver beast, the brightest
moon, and two becoming one.


Oddly, Sera feels a little freer at
knowing the end is truly coming for her. She tells Ash he has to do it; that he
needs to take the embers and kill her. Suddenly, she realizes that he knew how
to remove them from her the entire time and could have done it already but
didn’t want to because he knew he’d have to end her life. She reminds him that
getting the embers out of her will kill her no matter what and then confesses
that she doesn’t want to die. She says she wants to live but needs a future
where Kolis is defeated, and the Rot is no more. She needs the realms to be
safe. That’s all that matters. Ash argues that she matters. Not the
realms. Her. 


She tells him he did nothing wrong and apologizes for
everything. She says there was never any guarantee he would have loved her,
even with his kardia. He insists he would
have, that nothing would have stopped him, and that he could have saved her.
Once the words are out, he lets the despondency take
him.


She instructs him to kiss her, and he lets out a soul-torn groan.



They have sex, and he confesses that he wishes he’d never
had his kardia removed, saying he
never wanted to know love before her. She sees his eyes turn red, full of
Primal tears of grief, and it breaks her heart. Still, she has
to accept what needs to happen. She asks Ash to take her to her lake
when the time comes, and he promises he will.


That lake is such a catalyst for change in Sera and Ash’s
love story.


As they shadowstep back into Iliseeum, they find the Shadowlands under attack. Saion
comes to tell them what’s going on and explains how bad it is and who is
involved. When Sera goes to look at what Saion is hesitating to say, he tries
to stop her. She shakes off his hold and sees, then wishes she could stop Ash
from seeing what she just did—so many of his people dead. 


Sera has Saion help her get Aios
down from where she’s been hung on a spike. He hesitates, but she demands it as
his Consort. When they finally get her down, Saion warns her what using her
power will mean for the dakkais. She says, “Fuck the dakkais,” and Saion tells her he likes her. She returns the
sentiment.  


After helping Aios, she goes to
save Ector, but Saion stops her, physically holding her back this time. He
reiterates that using the eather will draw in more dakkais and she’ll be swamped and killed. The dakkais attack anyway, and all that’s left of the god is a
mess. Seeing Ector like that tears something open within Sera. She screams in rage
and unleashes a pulse of power that vaporizes the dakkais.
Her nose bleeds, and she feels bone-deep exhaustion. She can’t even feel
Rhain’s touch when he catches her, and she tries to stop herself from losing
consciousness. 


Sera sees Ash drawing the dakkais
to him with Primal mist and feels tendrils of it on her skin. Suddenly, she
hears his voice in her head telling her to run. Instead, she runs toward him,
and the shadows swallow her. 


If you could see me, you wouldn’t see a shocked face at Sera
not following orders. She’ll likely never change. And, honestly, I hope she
doesn’t.


Sera loses the sword she found and hits a wall, falling and
seeing only glimpses of gold hair and clothing. She realizes she needs to find
Ash and have him take the embers from her now before any more innocents die. 


Feeling someone behind her, Sera swings, finding Attes. Believing he’s come to her aid, she thanks him, but
he tells her not to do that quite yet. Confusing her, Attes
tells her that what he’s about to do is the only way. He disarms her and hauls
her against him, and she hears Ash shouting for her. Attes
tells her that all they want is her and orders her to remove the charm that
keeps her in the Shadowlands. He promises that if she does as he asks, no more
lives will be lost. 


Sera once more hears Ash roaring her name and hesitates. Attes tells her that if she refuses to come with him, Kyn
will leave none but the Primal—Ash—standing. Sera sees Ash then and hears him
roaring for her. She locks eyes with him for a moment and then makes Attes promise again that no one else will be harmed. He
gives his word, and she agrees to leave. At those words, she feels a similar
sensation to what she felt when Vikter placed the charm. Attes
tells her she made the right choice, though Sera knows it was never a choice.


It wasn’t. But the reasons behind that will only become
clear much later. As much as I adore Attes, I
absolutely hated him in this moment when I saw these things. 


Unconscious, Sera dreams of her lake and a wolf more silver
than white in moonlight watching her as she swims. She feels safe, submerges
herself, and then surfaces to see Ash where the wolf was. She remembers the
smell of smoke and charred flesh and death from the battle. The musty smell of
the ship Attes shadowstepped
them to. She recalls the explosion of pain in the back
of her head when Attes finally released her. 


She wonders how long the Primal of War and Accord has been
working with Kolis and if he kept his word to stop the attack on the
Shadowlands. She worries whether their people are all right. With all her
might, she wishes she could see Ash one last time and tell him she loves him.


She wakes to the scent of stale lilacs and feels a shackle
around her throat—effectively chained. Someone comments that she’s awake, and
she recognizes the voice. She’s told she’s been out for two days and that Attes wasn’t supposed to hit her quite so hard. 


When she looks, she sees the imprint on her hand, so she
knows Ash is alive. Looking around, she finds she’s in a gold cage, and the
voice—Callum—reveals that they know she’s a mortal with embers in her. Sera
realizes that said embers are unnervingly quiet for once. 


The person speaking comes into view then, and she recognizes
the Revenant. He greets her using her full name and tells her that Attes kept his promise. Kyn pulled back on the attack. That
news should have brought her relief. Instead, it only makes her more aware of
her current circumstances. She sees that she’s been dressed in sheer gold gossamer. Callum tells her she was covered in
filth and stank of the Shadowlands and the Primal there, which had to be
rectified. She tells him that the only stench on her is from where she
is now. Callum warns her not to let Kolis hear her say things like that. 


Sera learns that Callum told Calliphe
how to kill a Primal, and that Kolis has known everything since Sera was born.
Apparently, her father summoned him to try to make a new deal to replace the
one King Roderick made, trying to spare Sera. The more she hears, the more she
realizes that graeca, which she was told
meant both love and life, has always meant life to Kolis—the embers of life.
Kolis knew they were inside her the day she was born.


With sickening clarity, she realizes that everything Ash did
and sacrificed was for nothing. She notices, however, that Callum never
mentions Sotoria and assumes that Kolis still doesn’t
know that bit. She asks why the false Primal of Life didn’t just take the
embers early. Why did he wait until she was in the
Shadowlands? She’s reminded of the blood and ash.


Sera sees Kolis and thinks about her true duty. All of a sudden, she feels a wash of terror and fury rush
through her, but realizes the emotions are only partly hers. She knows Sotoria was in a cage like the one she’s in when Kolis
brought the mortal back to life. Suddenly filled with numbness, Sera dons her
veil of nothingness and refuses to kneel before the false King. 


Talk of the last oracle ensues, and Sera learns that the
goddess Penellaphe’s vision wasn’t quite complete,
and those who know the whole thing haven’t lived to tell the tale. She learns
prophecies often come in threes and seem unrelated until they’re pieced
together. Callum and Kolis tell her more of the prophecy, and Sera remarks that
Kolis is the great conspirator. He tells her that her attitude amuses him. They
finish telling her the prophecy, and she recognizes her new title in it. Sera
assumes that Delfai, Keella,
and Veses likely knew the whole prophecy, just as
Kolis does. 


The Primal tells her she’s the bearer of two crowns, and she
realizes he needed her to be coronated and to restore the draken’s
life to fulfill those bits of the prophecy. He reveals that he needed to be
sure the embers had reached a certain point of power for the rest of the
prophecy to take place. 


They finish relaying the rest of it, and Sera realizes it
references a Primal of both Life and Death. When she learns more about
Kolis’s plans, she laughs at him and says the prophecy will bring his death. 


As more details come to light, Sera is shocked to discover
that Kolis wants to kill all the Primals. She asks
him why he needs more power and tells him he’s selfish. In response, he grabs
her by the neck, telling her that Nyktos would have
taken the embers the moment he felt he was ready. Eythos
was setting up his son to become the Primal so that Nyktos could raise his father from the dead once he assumed
the role. Kolis then tells her he’s going to drain her, take the embers, and
complete his final Ascension, then taunts her that she knows what that means
for his nephew.


He gloats that nothing will be forbidden or impossible once
he Ascends and bites her above the shackle around her neck. She wonders if Ash
can sense and feel her pain and realizes he’ll know she’s dead when his imprint
vanishes. 


Suddenly, she feels the embers flare and hears Sotoria in her head yelling, “No!” She speaks aloud, using Sotoria’s voice and saying, “You’re killing me again, after
all these years.” Despite his best efforts, Sera feels no pain anymore, only
rage. She laughs and tells Kolis she’s Sotoria and
then explains everything Eythos did. 


Kolis releases her and hugs her to him. She sees the horror
on his face as he realizes who he has to kill—again—in
order to get what he wants. 


Fading, Sera’s gaze drifts to the open doors where she sees
a silver-white wolf crouched by the trees and bathed in moonlight. 


She knows it’s Ash.


Sera awakens chained in a cage in a circular chamber. Kolis
tightens his hold and asks her if she’s really Sotoria.
Crying, Sera wonders if the tears are hers alone. She’s scared—even of just
Kolis’s voice. 


Attes tells Kolis that Sera isn’t
well and urges him to see. Callum takes another tack
and tells Kolis to take the embers. Says if she dies, they die right along with
her. He tells Kolis he needs to take them and Ascend. Attes chimes back in that if Sera dies, Kolis’s graeca will be lost.


Hearing the word again, Sera thinks it has a third meaning
outside of love and life. Obsession. It’s clear that’s the root of what Kolis
feels for Sotoria. With that thought, Sera loses
consciousness again. 


She senses a storm of gathering power, and the wolf
comes—mist and shadows everywhere. Sera watches as the throne crumbles and a
shockwave tosses Attes aside and lifts Callum,
slamming him into the cage’s bars. 


Ash shifts into his Primal form and challenges Kolis.
Suddenly, Hanan appears, and Sera watches as Ash destroys the Primal’s spear and then kills him. For some reason, she
finds his display of power disturbingly hot.


An earthquake shakes the building, and Hanan’s crown
disappears. Sera knows everyone, everywhere likely felt it
and realizes that Bele probably just rose as the new Primal of the Hunt.


Kolis lowers Sera gently, but before he can let go, Ash
tells his uncle to get his hands off his wife. She watches the exchange and
realizes that Kolis can’t kill Ash. Balance is required.


Ash gathers Sera into his arms but is ripped away. The two Primals argue about war, treason, custom, and faith. Then,
they battle. 


As they fight, Attes grabs Sera.
She calls him a traitor. Attes says he knows what he’s
done, but there’s no time for that. He warns her that Kolis will kill Ash.
Begrudgingly, Sera asks Attes to help her stand, then
takes one of his shadowstone daggers. When he rages,
she uses the little strength she has to tell him to
calm down, saying he’s not worth the effort. 


She taps into the embers, compels Ash and Kolis to stop
fighting, then lifts the dagger to her throat. She threatens to end herself,
and they plead for her to stand down.


When Kolis stabs Ash in the chest, Nyktos
tells Sera to run. Attes reminds her that Ash is still
alive and then yells at Kolis that Sotoria
needs his help, hoping to stop the false King from wounding Ash worse. He
finally lets up and comes to Sera, lifting her.


Inside Sera, Sotoria whispers that
it isn’t fair, speaking of dying again.


Sera comes to in Kolis’s arms,
thinking about Ash. The false King tells her that she’ll live as long as she is who she claims to be. He takes her into
the water, and Sera sees ceeren swimming all around
her.


Kolis calls to Phanos.
When the Primal arrives, he says he thought Sera was Nyktos’s
Consort. Kolis brushes that off and orders him to help her. 


Phanos takes Sera and mentions how
Nyktos took Saion and Rhahar
from him as he walks. He says that he should be amused by what’s happening, but
he finds no joy in it. He tells her they’re in the water off the Triton Isles
near the coast of Hygeia, adding that water is the source of all life and
healing.


Sera suddenly hears singing. Phanos
says that what is about to happen would cure most, but with the embers inside
her, that’s impossible for Sera—it’s merely a temporary solution. He mentions a
steep price and tells her to remember the gifts she’s about to be given. 


He breathes into her mouth and then sends her into the
water, where the ceeren do the same, dying as they
give their lives for hers.


It’s utterly tragic, and nearly broke my heart when I saw
it.


Sera asks Kolis why he did what he did, and he tells her
that he won’t allow her to die. Sera tells him she doesn’t want anyone dying for
her, and he tells her she has no choice, then taunts her that if she
were Sotoria, she’d know that. 


He says that if he looks and listens hard enough, he can see
Sotoria in her. 


She runs for the guards and grabs a sword. Kolis orders her
not to be touched and tells the guards to leave, remarking that he expected
her to run. He demands she put down the weapon, and she tells him to make her,
then stabs him in the chest. He says he’s not amused and tells her how she could
have done better.


She starts to run, and he stops her by her hair, saying he’s
more accustomed to this—her running. They fight. Kolis hits Sera, then feels
bad about it. She mouths off, and Kolis says he never wanted to be a villain,
blaming Eythos for that. 


Sera asks him if there’s anything he doesn’t blame
his brother for. Kolis tells her not to push him and calls her so’lis. 


The false King threatens Ash, and Sera threatens him.
He grabs her by the throat, and she gasps that he’s killing her again.


When he says they’re going home, she tells him off.
That really angers him, and he shifts into his deathly form, scaring her, then
compels her.


Once the compulsion lifts, Sera finds herself wet and in
another grander gilded cage. She thinks about Aios
and her captivity and falls into despair. Eather cracks the cell. She tries to
calm herself and looks the space over, seeing what appears to be a cluster of
diamonds at the top of the cage, the throne, and the layout of the sitting
areas. Her rage flares again, and it cracks the shadowstone.


She knows she needs to calm and
taps into a memory of Ash’s voice telling her to breathe. As she does, she
weeps, noticing she’s crying the blood tears of a Primal. 


Sera thinks about how Eythos’s
plan was not well thought out at all. Sotoria has
woken up, and Sera doesn’t like the idea of her being trapped. She laments
everything that’s happened so far.


Knowing she needs a weapon, she
begins looking around. She searches through some chests in the cage and finds one
full of glass cocks. Taking one, she breaks it, turning it into a fairly decent—albeit unusual—weapon. 


When she touches the bars of the cage, she feels pain and realizes
it won’t be easy to get out of her predicament. 


Needing to shed her wet clothes, she searches for something
else to wear and finds herself disgusted by the choices. Without options, she
picks a gown and changes, then feigns sleep when Callum enters the room.


As he nears her, she repeatedly stabs him with the makeshift
dagger, then takes his key. She’s about to take off with it, then decides it’d
be smarter to leave it in case she’s captured and returned. She tosses it far
under the bed and runs. On her way out, she encounters a guard and stabs him,
then sees some Chosen. She tells them she won’t hurt them, but one calls the
guards.


Making her way farther, she encounters an orgy in progress,
then smells blood. When she comes upon a woman feeding from a man, it doesn’t
look like the feedings she’s seen. With pitch-black eyes, the woman says that
Sera smells of Revenant and god. Like life. She comes
at Sera, and Sera stabs her, watching her crumble into nothing and shocking
her. She checks on the male and finds him dead. 


The guards enter, and Sera grabs one, only to find out it’s
a draken. He’s amused, and that just pisses Sera off, so she nails him with eather.


The previously dead male rushes out and attacks, having
turned Craven.


Sera falls unconscious and dreams of her lake. When she
wakes, she’s back in the cage, and Kolis is with her. She mentions being kept
as a prisoner, and he tells her she’s a guest. Sera asks him how long
he’s been watching her, and he wonders if it bothers her. She swears, and he
tells her that her language is far more uncivilized than he remembers.


He smells her, mentions what he scents, and she realizes
that he’s picking up on her lake. Somehow. He tells
her he’s irked and reminds her what happens when she displeases him. 


Sera brings up his favorites, and he tells her they
were all ungrateful, then says he can sense the embers in her. When he calls
her so’lis again, she asks him what it
means. He explains how the old Primal words break down and says that Kolis
means “our soul;” therefore, so’lis is “my
soul.” It disgusts Sera.


She remembers some things Holland told her and considers
what she needs to do, weighing her options. She brings to
mind all those she knows and thinks about how they matter. All of them.
With those thoughts, she realizes she needs to become the blank canvas and do
what’s required. 


She takes the key from under the bed and hides it with the menstruation
rags—somewhere a male would never look.


Callum enters the room and asks how he should refer to her,
clarifying that he doesn’t believe she’s Sotoria. She
asks him about Ash, and he ignores her questions, continuing with giving her
instructions. 


He mentions being familiar with her mother, Calliphe, and brings up the wards Nyktos
put on her family. When he says something about being invited inside, Sera
realizes that Revenants must need to be invited into places.


Callum tells her that he’s been watching her for years. She
taunts him and threatens to tell Kolis that Callum was the one who shared how a
Primal could be killed. 


He brings the Chosen in and tells her that if she doesn’t
follow his directions, he’ll kill them. She’s stubborn, and he doesn’t hesitate
to break a Chosen’s neck. Before he can kill another,
she behaves. He tells her to bathe, and she threatens to kill him. However, she
begrudgingly does as he says, stuffing down her post-traumatic stress at having
to use the tub.


When she looks in the mirror, she sees eather
in her eyes. Hearing a sound, she looks up at the window near the ceiling and
sees a shadow blocking out the light. An enormous silver hawk flies in a second
later, locking its blue eyes with hers. Sera swears she feels
a Primal. As she thinks that, the bird shifts and becomes Attes.


Sera lashes out, and Attes says he
deserved the blow, though he reminds her that he saved her, calling her a
hellion. When she scoffs, he explains that he stopped what could have happened
by taking her. 


Attes conjures some clothes,
making Sera jealous of his ability. Once dressed, Attes
tells her this wasn’t the first time he saved her. She’s skeptical, but he
reminds her about when the hawk saved her in the woods. It was him. When she
asks about Primals shifting and then brings up Eythos, he tells her that he shifted into a wolf, not a
hawk, but that Kolis does take his hawk nota form. 


She wonders why she didn’t feel him, and he explains that they’re
not detectable in their nota forms. It’s them, yet…not. He tells her
that the other silver hawks she saw were Attes’s chora—an extension of him and very much alive. 


Attes explains that he’s known
about her longer than even Kolis or Nyktos. When she
asks why he was surprised about Thad if he knew she had the embers, he says it
had been a long time since he’d seen real life restored, then says he assumes
she can do what she can because the embers are bonding with her.


As they talk about the events that led to the present, he
tells her that the Fates prohibited Eythos from
telling Nyktos what his father did. It was their way
of trying to reestablish balance.


Sera tells him to get Ash out of Dalos.
He says he would if he could, then tells her about the bones of the Ancients
and what they can do. When she mentions that the bones can be destroyed, given
what Ash did to Hanan’s spear, he tells her that only the Primal of Life and
the Primal of Death can destroy them.


She asks him how Ash is, and he tells her he’s not conscious,
then explains how he’s being kept in the Carcers,
saying the prison is terrible. He establishes that he can’t help. When she
tells him he’s only saying that because he’s worried about himself, he corrects
her and says he’s more concerned about what Kolis will do to her or Nyktos. He adds that he’s loyal only to the true Primal of
Life, and that’s her now.


He points out the scar on his face and tells her that Kolis
gave it to him. He also reveals that Kolis took and killed Attes’s
children, saying he’s never really stood with the false Primal of Life. 


He explains how things are different now because of her but
not because of the embers. It’s because of the one who can kill Kolis. Sotoria. He outright asks her if she’s Sotoria
but then says himself that she’s not, adding that if
she were, she’d look just like her, and she wouldn’t have spoken through
Sera earlier.


Sera asks about the differences between rebirth and being
reborn, and Attes explains. Then he wonders why the
Arae told Kolis how to take the embers. 


He insinuates that Sotoria’s soul
is trapped within Sera, and it bothers her. She asks if anyone knows what will
happen to Sotoria if Sera dies, and Attes tells her no.


Their discussion ends with him asserting that she’s not the
weapon Eythos thought he created.


When she insists she can still fulfill her duty, he says she
might be right, but she can’t kill Kolis. 


She hopes he’s wrong. 


Sera tells Attes that she stabbed
Kolis, and it shocks him. He says the false King must be weaker than he thought.



Attes mentions Sotoria’s
soul being lost again, and it angers Sera. She snaps that she knows Sotoria’s soul is the most important thing, and he tells
her that she matters, too. 


Sera mentions having a plan, and Attes
is shocked—she hasn’t been there long. As she thinks about it, she asks what
will happen if she manages to free Ash. He won’t return to the Shadowlands
quietly. Attes tells her he will if he’s smart. He
then explains how word of what he’s done will have spread, and he’s powerful,
the second Primal most wouldn’t want to piss off. Sera
assumes Attes is the third, and he calls her clever.


She tells him he’s incredibly stab-worthy, and he says he’s
heard that before. Assuming her role as the Primal of Life, she orders Attes to back Nyktos, and Attes swears—an unbreakable bond. Then he bows and pledges
his sword and his life—even though he doesn’t actually have
a sword at present.


Sera asks about Sotoria again, and
Attes says he’s been searching for a way to safeguard
her soul. When Sera asks if Sotoria’s name means
something like Kolis and so’lis do, he tells
her it means “my pretty poppy.”


She asks Attes to get her a weapon
made from the bones of the Ancients, and he tells her all the reasons it’s a
bad idea. She capitulates. He then asks Sera if she can feel Sotoria. When she says she can, he says he hopes she hears
what he’s about to say and says he will save her this time. Then, he leaves.


With nothing else to do, Sera trains, wondering what exactly
she was trained for and if Holland knew all along that she wasn’t a
weapon. 


She remembers the wolf she saw while gathering rocks as a
child and gives in to her feelings of missing Ash like a limb. She thinks about
making Ash swear to live before she dies and getting him to see that he’s not
to blame. 


Sera wakes later, but she really doesn’t. She’s at her lake,
and the colors of the landscape remind her of the Shadowlands. 


Ash arrives.


He asks her to look at him. She does, and each of them
thinks they’re the one dreaming. In reality, it’s a
shared dream. Not caring what it is, they give in to their desire to touch each
other and have sex. She tells him that she loves him, and he calls her
beautiful.


Suddenly, he sees her bruises and gets upset. Sera starts to
wake, telling him she can no longer feel him. Then, she’s back in the cell, but
can still feel where they touched and what they did.


The Chosen come to take care of their chores, and Sera
behaves. Callum stares, and she asks him if he wants something, then tells him
she doesn’t think he’s right in the head—what with dying all the time and all. 


She asks him about the Chosen she saw during her escape
attempt. Before he can answer, Kolis enters the room and asks what they are
discussing. Callum explains that they were talking about Antonis—the one who
turned Craven.


Kolis tells her they’re an unfortunate side effect of
creating the Ascended. When Sera points out the
differences between Eythos Ascending the Chosen and
what Kolis does, it angers him. He tells Callum to leave and then asks if she’s
been resting. She reminds herself to stick to the plan and plays nice.


He orders her to have some fruity water, and Sera asks where
Nyktos is. Kolis wants to know why. She tells him
it’s merely a curiosity, then asks about the army. He tells her they haven’t
left the borders of Dalos and explains they’re in the
Bonelands to the south along the coast beyond the Carcers. He tells her it’s full of forgotten Temples and
bones of dragons.


Sera asks him why he hasn’t forced them out since he wants
to be all-powerful, and his answer makes her realize that he needs things to
rule over. He says the mortals have become complacent, and says he plans to
take a more active role.


She asks if her abduction will heighten tensions, and he
says his taking her will only be a problem if the other Primals
think that she’s worth going to war over. He says a little more, and she
realizes he basically admitted that, in his current state, he thinks he’d be
defeated if things escalated.


He asks again why she inquired about Nyktos,
and she gives him the same answer. He tells her that she never screamed in terror
for him, then warns her not to say anything unwise. She admits that
she’s fond of Ash, tempering what she really wants to say, then tells
Kolis that he scared her. 


He tells her it wasn’t his intention, and she goes on to
explain her fondness for Ash. Kolis shatters the glass he holds. She
tries to calm him by saying that Nyktos only wanted
the embers, not her, and tells Kolis Ash didn’t know what Eythos
did. He tells her not to lie, and she says she’s not.


Kolis then asks her if she’s fucked
Nyktos, and Sera carefully answers that they’re
attracted to each other. Kolis tells her that someone wouldn’t kill another for
a person they don’t love, and she says people kill for any
and all and no reason. He argues that Primals
don’t and then says that every life he’s ever taken has been for love. Sera
tells him that she’s sorry love has only ever inspired death for him.


She reveals that Ash removed his kardia,
and Kolis tells her Nyktos is currently in stasis.
She confirms that he’s gone to ground, and Kolis acknowledges.
She asks why it didn’t happen sooner, and he explains that the chamber is made
of shadowstone, which is dragon fire and anything
dead. Not much can penetrate it, and the earth isn’t one of the few. He
explains how shadowstone absorbs eather
like it does light.


As they talk more, Sera insists she’s telling the truth
about Ash and his kardia, and Kolis says he
can believe it. It sounds like something his nephew would do. He would think it
would stop Kolis from striking out at someone Nyktos
loves. He admits that Nyktos fears becoming him and
says he made sure he felt that way.


Sera’s embers flare, and Kolis tells her to calm herself.
She starts glowing. Once he orders her to sit and calls her good like a pet dakkai, he tells her he doesn’t believe what she said earlier
about her feelings for Nyktos. He says the marriage
imprint proves there’s love and mulls over what to do. She says it just
appeared and then explains the difference between loving someone and being in
love with them. After, she shuts it all down again and becomes the empty vessel
she needs to be.


Kolis says he’s in love with Sotoria,
and Sera asks him how he can know. Then tells him to
prove it by releasing Nyktos. He grumbles that her
demand proves she loves his nephew. She doesn’t deny it—she already told him
she loved Ash—but says it would show her that he’s willing to do anything for
her. He lists what he’s already done, and she tells him that it’s the bare minimum
required to show love, adding that releasing Nyktos
would matter because he doesn’t want to do it but knows it would please her.


When he asks her why, she tells him and adds that Kolis has
only endangered her. He asks why she would be interested in falling in love,
and she says it’s because she’s never known it. She reasons that commonality
could bring them closer, and he asks if she thinks he’s a fool. Her reply is
that love makes you idiotic. He counters that she tried to kill him, but she
says she also stabbed Nyktos.


Kolis asks her what will change if he releases Nyktos, and she tells him she won’t fight him. He thinks
that means she’ll submit… Kolis tells her that if she’s lying about Sotoria, he will take her soul in both life and
death.


Later, Callum reads a book as Sera nibbles on her meal. She
asks him if Revenants eat, and he tells her they don’t need food or blood—they
need nothing. She assumes it’s because they’re dead, and he tells her that
assumption is rude but won’t correct her with the real reason.


They discuss that Revenants must die, and Sera asks Callum if
he was Chosen. He says he wasn’t, and she points out that he’s not like the
other Ascended Chosen. He tells her there are no others like him. 


Well…not yet. We know that changes. Sort of.


Sera peppers him with questions, and he eventually talks
about how painful her death will be when Kolis discovers she’s not Sotoria. 


She asks about the painted masks they all wear, and he says
they’re symbolic. They show who the Chosen, Revenants, and gods serve. 


When she says she’s seen Kolis go full Primal, it shocks
Callum. He tells her that means she’s seen the true Death. 


The next day, the Chosen prepare
Sera. Kolis walks in wearing his crown and tells her not to engage with anyone.



She’s not sure what to expect, so she simply watches Kolis
sit on the throne. Elias escorts the gods into the chamber, and Sera doesn’t
like the looks and expressions on their faces. In thinking about things, she
realizes she wasn’t clever enough in clarifying what state Ash should be in
when he’s released. With that thought in mind, she behaves as Kolis gets
progressively edgier.


The false King suddenly asks a god if he finds her
distracting. The god apologizes and says she’s interesting to look upon.
Pleasing to the eye. Kolis makes him detail which bits are pleasing.
As the god details the parts, Sera can’t hold back and finally asks: what the fuck?


Kolis tells Uros—the god—that he may have offended Sera,
then asks her if she is. She says she’s just unimpressed. Kolis turns back to
the god, says that Uros offended him, then implodes him. Sera can only
stare and gape when he turns to her and asks if she finds Uros more impressive
now.


He tells her he’s impressed by her calmness, then calls
Elias in and tells him to get Callum to find the Sun Temple Uros was from a
replacement. The god asks if he should get someone to clean up the mess, Kolis
waves his hand, and it all disappears.


A goddess walks in and states her business. Kolis cuts
Dametria off, clearly tense, and suddenly excuses himself.


The goddess prowls to the bars of Sera’s cage. As Sera
watches, Dametria asks if Sera likes what she sees because she likes what she
sees beneath Sera’s gown. Sera asks the goddess what kingdom the Sun Temple she
represents is in, and Dametria is shocked that Sera spoke. She says no others
before her have—meaning the favorites. She then tells Sera she’s heard
rumors she is the Shadowlands’ Consort.


She reveals that the Temple is in Terra. Based on what
Dametria says about people from Lasania coming, too,
asking for blessings on their work with Terra, Sera surmises that Ezra
succeeded in strengthening the relationship between the kingdoms.


The goddess insinuates that Kolis is off pleasuring himself,
disgusting Sera. Elias swears, and Dametria tells Sera she was at the
coronation, so she knows she’s the Consort.


Sera uses the bathing chambers while Kolis is gone. When he
returns, he looks more relaxed, lending credence to what Dametria insinuated.


Kyn shows up, and Kolis asks if he’s brought news. The
Primal answers that he has but suggests they speak privately. Kolis says
talking in front of Sera is fine since she’s not going anywhere.


She watches and listens as they discuss the armies and what
should be done next. 


Kyn suggests that a clear message can still be sent and is
likely needed because of Sera, calling her that. The discussion
continues, and Kyn says he’s not worried about retribution, including Nektas, and Sera laughs. He asks her if he made a joke. 


Sera reminds Kolis that he said he didn’t want to go to war,
and he tells Kyn he’s brave and loyal and has his gratitude. Kyn tells Kolis he
has more than bravery and loyalty from him. He says Kolis has his army and his
command, then adds that their plans have changed. He reasserts that Kolis needs
the embers.


They talk about balance, provocation, and need, then discuss
that Nyktos will be a problem if he’s released. 


When Kolis notices Kyn looking at Sera, he asserts that she
draws the eye. Sera doesn’t want a repeat of what happened with Uros. Instead,
Kolis asks her to come closer. She becomes blank once more and moves. He then
asks Kyn what he thinks. Kyn eye fucks her and again
says she draws the eye. 


Kolis agrees and then adds that you don’t want to think it
but do. He then asks the Primal what he would do if Sera weren’t in a cage and
his. He insinuates that Kyn would be between her thighs or in her ass in a
heartbeat. 


Kyn asks what happens if she’s not Kolis’s graeca, and Kolis says Kyn can have her when he’s
done if she’s not. The Primal seems pleased and agrees. 


Sera knows she won’t survive if it comes to that.


The Primals make the deal, and Kyn
tells Kolis he’s honored. Says the King’s potential gift moves him. Then
mentions he’s glad he brought a gift for Kolis, as well. 


He calls to Kolis’s draken, Diaval, and the male brings in someone bound with a hood over
their head. Diaval shoves whoever it is to their
knees, and Kyn says the gift is a bit battered and bloody, but it required some
convincing. 


He rips off the hood, and Sera sees that it’s Rhain.


He’s been bitten and beaten. If he weren’t a god, he’d
likely be dead. Kyn confirms his name for Kolis and then says he’s originally
from the Callasta Isles. It shocks Sera to find out
that he’s from Veses’ Court.


Kolis confirms that he’s the son of Daniil and says Rhain
resembles his father the last time he saw him, alluding to the fact that he was
beaten, too.


Rhain lashes out, then they discuss Rhain’s father and brother.
Sera realizes she knows very little about Rhain.


As they trade banter and insults, Sera thinks about the key
and has an almost prophetic vision. Because she knows why Kyn brought Rhain
alive. So Kolis could kill him.


Sera listens as they talk about the gifts that Rhain’s
father and brother had and the assumption that he has them, as well. Suddenly,
Sera hears Rhain’s voice in her head saying her name.


As Kolis drones on, Rhain tells Sera to listen to him,
urging her to use the essence and bring down the palace.


When Kolis finds the necklace Rhain is carrying in a pouch
around his neck, Sera’s shocked to see it, knowing it’s Aios’s.
She lies and tells Kolis it’s hers but insists she didn’t know what Rhain could
do.


All lies are at least partial truths…


She then reveals that Rhain doesn’t even like her. When
Kolis asks why, she says it’s probably because she stabbed Nyktos,
then adds the personality traits the god probably dislikes.


Sera tries to talk around the assumption that Rhain is there
as a spy, saying that everyone already knows she’s at Cor Palace. But then
Kolis tells her she’s not.


Kyn and Sera bicker, and Kolis warns her. He then turns to
Rhain and says he believes Sera, so he’ll make the god’s death quick.


Sera cries out and urges that Kolis doesn’t have to kill
him, adding that he’s only loyal to Nyktos. Kolis
snaps that he should be loyal to him. Sera amends and says he’s
worried about Nyktos, and Kolis should be thrilled.


Kolis is clearly confused, so Sera says that the gods in the
Courts should care about their Primals. If they don’t,
how can they care about their King? She says loyalty shouldn’t be punished by
death or torture. 


Rhain tells Sera telepathically that it’s okay. He’s
prepared to die. 


Sera’s not having that.


She tells Kolis there’s another option. He can release
Rhain. It would show that he’s a benevolent ruler. That if the god were to be
released in his current condition, it would prove that Kolis can be both fierce
and giving. She tells him she’ll do whatever he wants as long
as he lets the god go. Kolis renders Rhain unconscious and asks Sera why
she wants to save the god. She tells him she’s trying to prevent a war and says
she’ll do anything if Kolis promises that Rhain will return to the Shadowlands
no more hurt than he is now. Another deal.


Kolis dismisses Kyn, but the Primal gloats in his last look
at Sera. After Rhain is removed from the chamber, Kolis tells Sera they’ll
share a bed tonight.


After dinner, Sera bathes and sees the gold nightgown set
out for her. Kolis appears and tells her she’s far bolder than before—meaning as Sotoria. He asks
if what he requested of her was a surprise, and she tells him it only surprised
her because he offered her to Kyn just moments before. He tells her that her
advice was wise and that releasing Rhain shows he’s reasonable and fair—and
worthy of loyalty. He tells her Rhain is back home, and Sera thanks him. She
assures him of things that are a lie and fears she’s all lies now. 


They go to bed.


And Sera remains awake.


The next day, Callum tosses a dagger into the air and asks
her if she slept. She lies and says she got tons of rest. Callum tells her
she’s being quiet and insinuates that she learned she could whore
herself to get her way. She gets pissed and uses eather to redirect the Revenant’s dagger, almost stabbing
him. Unfortunately, he moves quickly enough to avoid it. 


She calls him Cal, and he gets pissy. Then she tells him she realizes she’s not in
Cor Palace. He reveals she’s in the Vita, a sanctuary in the City
of the Gods.


Kolis comes in wearing his crown, leading a timid-looking
goddess. He introduces her as Ione and says she’s from Keella’s
Court. He then adds that the goddess is unique. She can see into others’
thoughts and uncover truths, lies, and all that is needed.


Uh-oh.


Kolis tells Sera it won’t take long, that Ione will be quick
and efficient. He orders Sera to sit, and she feels Sotoria
rise, filling her with anger and fear. Kolis says she seems nervous, and she
says it’s because a god did this to her before, and it hurt.


Callum fills Kolis in about Taric. Kolis asks Sera if Taric
found her, and she says it was him, Cressa, and Madis, then asks him why he had
Taric searching for the embers if he already knew where they were. He tells her
that he ordered Taric to look for his graeca.


Kolis asks Sera if the other gods fed from her, and she says
only Taric did. He then asks if the god told her what he saw, and Sera says he
didn’t have a chance to say anything before he died.


Ione tells Sera that what she’s about to do doesn’t have to
hurt. She adds that it will be uncomfortable and likely make her tired and headachy. Sera says she can’t do it, and Kolis compels her,
telling Ione to be quick.


Ione kneels and explains that she needs to take Sera’s
blood. When the goddess realizes Sera can’t respond, she lifts Sera’s hand,
sees the imprint, then looks into her eyes. Kolis asks what’s wrong, and Ione
tells him it’s nothing before lowering that hand and picking up Sera’s other
one. She bites her wrist, and Sera feels a sting travel through her until she
feels scratching at her mind.


Visions flash, and Sera shakes on the inside. Tears
threaten. She is in terrible pain and worries that Ash can feel it, even in
stasis. The embers inside her swell, and Sera pushes with her mind, snapping
Ione’s head back and sliding her across the shadowstone
floor.


Callum calls what she did inappropriate, and Kolis demands
to know what Ione saw. The goddess says the embers in Sera are strong, and he
says he already knows that much. He asks if Sera is his graeca,
and Ione tells him she carries the one called Sotoria.
That she is her.


Sera freezes, realizing the goddess lied. Kolis asks her
more questions, and she gives more half-truths. Sera realizes that Ione is
lying about basically everything and wonders why.


Kolis gets all emotional, and Callum says it has to be a lie. Ione tells him she doesn’t lie and has no
reason to. Sera realizes what a huge risk this is for the goddess. 


They discuss how Sera doesn’t look like Sotoria,
and Ione tries to explain it away. She then tells Kolis she’s glad he found his
graeca, and Sera almost chokes on her water.



The goddess asks Kolis if he requires anything more of her,
and he thanks her for her assistance. When she turns to leave, she addresses
Sera as Consort. Kolis interjects, saying the coronation was neither
recognized nor approved. 


Sickened, Sera realizes that nobody can contest Kolis’s
claim. Callum continues to argue, but Kolis brushes him off. When Sera snaps
that she was always telling the truth, Kolis says he sees that now and
dismisses Callum. He approaches her, telling her she looks more like Sotoria when she smiles. When Sera asks
about Nyktos and Kolis honoring their deal, he
gets angry and bites her.


Agony seizes Sera, and Sotoria
screams within her. The embers swell, and Sera fights for control. She tries to
employ her breathing techniques to regain calm and pictures Ash in her mind,
distancing herself from the present. 


Kolis finally loosens his hold, and Sera jumps to her feet.
She realizes he found his release while feeding and is disgusted. He apologizes,
saying he shamed both himself and her. He lost control. Sera can’t help her
fight or flight response, and he insists it’ll never happen again. He begs her
to say something, and all she can say is that she needs a bath.


As she bathes, she thinks over everything that happened. The
violation. And hates that she feels weak over what happened.


After breakfast the next day, the silver hawk flies in again
and becomes Attes. He calls her his Queen, then
manifests clothes again. Sera tells him how jealous she is. He apologizes for
not returning sooner but says he has news. Then he notices her bite wound. It
clearly upsets him, but she tells him she’s okay. He doesn’t believe her, but
she insists.


Attes tells Sera that Nyktos is being awakened from stasis and assumes she’s made
progress with her plans. She tells him Kolis promised to release Nyktos and says she needs to make sure he doesn’t have a
reason to go back on that word and find a loophole. 


Attes confirms that he knows about
the deal she made to free Rhain and asks if she made a similar deal to free Nyktos.


Sera calls Kyn a dick. Attes
agrees but says he wasn’t always like that. He tells her about how the Primals deal with their long lives and what happens if they
don’t rest or go to Arcadia.


Sera asks how Kyn will respond to Nyktos
taking his rightful place as the King of Gods, and Attes
says he hopes he will respond wisely. Then he asks if she’s okay, shocking her.


She says she is, and he begrudgingly accepts and then turns
into his hawk to leave.


Later, Callum waits in the chamber wearing black, which
almost disturbs Sera more than his white does. She realizes it’s been at least
a day since Attes visited, and Sera worries Kolis has
changed his mind. However, she reminds herself that he can’t because he made a
deal.


Callum tells Sera he doesn’t believe her, and she asks him
about what. He says he doesn’t believe she’s open to loving Kolis as she said
and thinks she will try to escape the first chance she gets. 


She tells him she doesn’t care what he thinks and calls him
insignificant. He says she should care because Kolis will find out. He
insists again that she’s not Sotoria, and she asks
him why he’s so sure. He tells her it’s partly her appearance, and Sera
realizes he must be old if he knew Sotoria before.
She asks him. He says he’s old but didn’t know her. 


What he really means is that he didn’t know Sera…


Callum points out that Kolis cares about her, and she
insinuates Callum is worried she will replace him in Kolis’s life. He says he’s
concerned about the destruction of the realms due to a charlatan.


He insists Kolis is trying to save the realms, and Sera can
only stare. He amends that he was, but is now more
concerned if his great love is returning to him.


Sera clarifies what’s going on and asks at what point
between becoming a Primal who’s never existed and killing all who refuse to bow
to him would he save the realms. Callum says that life must be created. No
matter what. 


Sera asks if that’s what Kolis is doing with the Chosen, and
Callum waves her off, saying it doesn’t matter. 


She disagrees.


He says she’s trying to change the subject—she is. He then
says that Kolis has personal reasons for wanting to be the Primal of Life and
Death/Blood and Bone. He tells her it’ll be bad when Kolis discovers the truth,
and she shrugs it off, saying she’s been validated, and has had her truth
confirmed.


Callum says Ione lied.


Sera worries about Ione if Kolis ever discovers she lied.
Sera tells Callum he must be delusional if he thinks a god would risk Kolis’s
wrath.


He basically calls her a whore again, and she has to hold herself back. Still, she asks him if he
remembers what she promised him. He sasses, and she details how his death will
be the thing of nightmares. 


The embers take control and conjure a storm. It takes Callum
by surprise, but he remains composed. Kolis walks in and asks them why they
always look like they’re about to go at each other’s
throats. Sera tells Kolis that Callum still doesn’t believe that she’s Sotoria. Kolis tells her the Rev is in denial, then drops a
bomb.


Callum is Sotoria’s younger
brother.


The news makes Sera choke, and she can barely get her words
of disbelief out. It sinks in that he’s telling the truth, and she wonders
about the overabundance of terrible brothers in the realms. She bickers with
the Revenant, and Kolis comments on their fighting reminding him of how he used
to quarrel with his brother, then going on to tell her how she had two
siblings: an older sister and Callum, the younger brother.


Kolis tells Sera how he went to Sotoria’s
family when she left him—he means when she died while running from
him—and apologized. He tells her the parents were frightened and cowered. Only
Callum remained unafraid. He tells her that they talked, and Callum shared
details about Sotoria, saying she was strong and
fierce and always looked out for him.


Kolis continues, saying he—Callum—grieved her death and felt
responsible. When Sera asks why he would feel that way, Kolis tells her that
Callum was supposed to be with Sotoria but was instead
screwing the baker’s daughter.


Sera asks how Callum became a Revenant, and Kolis tells her
how Callum used a small knife to cut his throat. He tells Sera how he held them
both as they died, adding that he couldn’t allow him to perish, so Death gave
life.


She asks for clarification, wondering if Revenants are demis. Kolis tells her they’re not and then adds that
they’ll discuss it more when there aren’t more pressing matters to attend to.
Kolis tells Callum to go on ahead. 


He calls Sera so’lis and
wants to talk about the deal they made. He tells her that Nyktos
has not been released, adding that he’s not reneging, but Nyktos
is in stasis, and that needs to be resolved first.


She asks what that means, and he tells her Ash is young but
powerful. So, when he woke, Kolis had to ensure he behaved himself.


Sera asks how he is, and Kolis says telling her would likely
upset her. She argues that not knowing will only make her worry more. Kolis
says he had Nyktos incapacitated, and he will need
time to recover. When Sera reacts, he says it’s not easy seeing her affected so
by news of another. He adds that worry practically seeps from her pores. 


Warning bells sound for Sera, and she reminds him that she
told him she cared about Nyktos. Kolis gripes that
it’s all he can think about and mentions watching him in stasis. Sera assumes
he was probably seething.


He wonders what inspires her care for Nyktos
and her fear for him. He says she wasn’t afraid of him at first, but
that’s changed. He then mentions Eythos having heightened
intuition and foresight. He says he gets why she seemed frightened after he
threatened someone she cares about and saw him as Death, but he doesn’t get the
timing of the changes in her.


She is shocked that he doesn’t understand why she’s frightened,
and he reasserts that he apologized and said it would never happen again. She
realizes she should probably lie but can’t, telling him that his apology and promise
don’t make what he did okay. She comes right out and says that he forced
himself on her.


He rewords and says that he realizes his display of love
was intense. The word disgusts her. He then adds that he realizes he lost
control. She says it was much more than that, and it’s not all right. He asks
what will make it okay.


She tells him she needs some time.


He argues that his word should be
sufficient to make her trust him, and she tells him she doesn’t know him. He
gets upset and booms that he’s the King of Gods.


She asserts that his display isn’t helping her fear. He
pulls back and then orders her to say something. She begrudgingly utters a
thank you.


Sera once again wonders what kind of state Ash is in. 


Kolis turns to her and apologizes once more. It almost
sounds sincere, but then he shifts to scolding her for using the embers. She
argues that Callum provoked her, and he says the essence does not belong to her
and is not hers to use. The embers throb in response before he gives her a
final warning. Sera vows that as soon as Ash is free, she will become Kolis’s
worst nightmare.


When alone, Sera checks for the key and finds it still in place.
After dinner, she trains to burn off her excess energy and combat boredom. As
she does, she worries about Ash. Rhain. Aios. Orphine. Bele. And the rest. She starts going over and over
the should’ve, would’ve, could’ves and vows not to be
powerless again.


When she sleeps, she arrives at her lake. Ash joins her
again, and they talk about how it doesn’t feel like a dream to either of them.
Ash asks her if Kolis has hurt her and says he knows he has—he remembers the
last time they were together and the bruises. She tells him she doesn’t want to
discuss that. She’s Sera here at the lake, and someone else back in the cage. 


He reminds her she’s brave and never afraid, even when she
feels fear. He then asks if she can access any weapons, and she tells him about
the glass cock. He asks if she told Kolis about what will happen once she
begins the Ascension—that only he—Ash—can Ascend her. He urges her to tell
Kolis that she’ll die without Ash, saying Kolis will do whatever’s necessary to
keep Sotoria alive because she’s his weakness. 


He mentions that only the Primal of Life can summon the
Fates and makes Sera promise that she’ll tell Kolis and call on the Arae. She
does but then asks how she’ll know he’s been released. He tells her that Kolis
will make it into a spectacle. She’ll know.


He says he’ll fight for and free her even if it means Dalos’s ruin, then tells her he’s nothing without her, and
there will be nothing without her.


She wakes, only to find Kolis watching her sleep. Again. He
asks who she was dreaming of and tells her she was smiling. He then says she
smells of mountain air and citrus, which shocks her, as that’s how Ash smells
to her. 


She says she doesn’t remember her dreams, and he instructs
that they’ll start fresh. He asks how he can make that easier, saying there’s
no limit to what he’ll do for her. He offers her frivolous things, and she
tells him she wants out of the cage.


He thinks that means she wants to spend time with him, so it
makes him happy. She asks him what he plans to do about the embers, and he
tells her he’ll take them and Ascend her, not knowing
she is already on her way. She asks what Ascension will mean for her, and he
says she’ll become an Ascended. Sera can only think about the woman she killed.


She then asks what will happen when he Ascends, and
he tells her he will ensure loyalty in both realms.


After breakfast, Kolis frees her. They walk, and Elias joins
them. Sera asks if it’ll be night anytime soon, and Kolis says it will be in
about a week. He explains that it’s only night once per month, which is the
equivalent of three days in the mortal realm. Sera’s shocked that she’s been
there for three weeks already. Kolis tells her that she slept for several days
after her escape attempt. 


Looking at the city, Sera remembers telling Ash that it was
beautiful and him telling her that it is on the surface and from a distance.
She asks Kolis how many live within the City of the
Gods, and he says there aren’t many. When she asks what happened, he tells her
they’re dead. She thought he killed them, but he tells her it was the Fates.
She then asks about the current scent of death, and he tells her that was
him. Some gods disappointed him.


Kolis walks away, and Elias reminds Sera to be careful how
she speaks to Kolis, warning her that he’s easy to rile. She thanks
him. 


The false King returns, and they continue their walk. Sera
sees all the alcoves, and Kolis tells her she looks perplexed. She replies that
it’s just a lot of sex. He asks if it bothers her, and she says it doesn’t;
it’s just a lot. He explains that being near Death makes the living want to live.
And what better way to capture that feeling? 


They get to the Council Hall, and the embers hum within her,
making her nervous. He asks her why, and she says it’s the crowd. He tells her
she needn’t worry. When she says she knows, he takes it as her thinking she’s
safe with him. 


It’s so not.


When they enter, Sera sees a napping draken
and the throne. She locks gazes with Kyn and wonders if he knows Kolis’s gift
is no longer on the table for him. Then she sees Attes.
And Keella. The Primal goddess has sadness in her
eyes. Sera wonders if she knows her plans went awry. 


Phanos and Embris
aren’t there, nor are Maia or Veses—though that one
is to be expected since she’s still a prisoner at the House of Haides.


Callum brings in a floor pillow, and she’s made to sit at
Kolis’s feet like a hound. She watches as the servants enter and listens as
Kolis addresses the gathering. Sera notices Diaval, another
beautiful god next to him, and more draken. She also
sees the Revenant, Dyses.


Kolis orders her to drink when a server brings around a
tray, then shifts his focus to Keella. The Primal
goddess says she’s come because of Sera and knows who she is. Kolis says she
should, insinuating that Keella knows whose soul Sera
has. He then asks her if she knew before the coronation. 


Keella addresses Sera using her
Shadowlands title and asks about Nyktos. Kolis snaps
and says he is where he should be, given he killed Hanan. Keella
then asks if he did it to protect his Consort, referencing the law. Kolis says
his nephew’s actions could have had lasting consequences. Keella
counters that another has risen, and it should be a blessing, then asks if he’s
going to stop what he’s doing since it goes against tradition and honor.


He asks her since when, then adds that he didn’t sanction
the coronation. Turning to Kyn, he asks if he gave permission, and Kyn lies and
says he didn’t.


Keella asks if Sera will be
released when Nyktos is, and Kolis tells her that
she’s not going back to him. When the Primal asks if she is there of her own
free will, Kolis tells her to ask Sera herself. Sera wants to yell that she’s
not there of her own accord, but she knows better. She says she’s in Dalos by choice. It makes her feel ill.


Sera watches as a god grabs a passing servant and bites her.
It makes her see red. She asks if the Chosen have choices, and Kolis says
they’ve had nearly all their choices made for them all their lives. He looks at
the couple and says it appears as if the servant is enjoying herself. Sera
disagrees. He tells her that where they couldn’t be touched or spoken to in the
mortal realm, they can in Dalos. He says Sera views
them as victims, whereas he sees those starved for what’s been forbidden. He
tells her that the Chosen have opportunities in Dalos.
They can shed their veils or Ascend.


He reveals that the couple’s names are Orval and Malka, and
they are known to each other. She asks what would happen if they weren’t, and
Kolis wonders if it matters. She emphatically says that it does, and he points out
another couple. He mentions the servant’s name is Jacinta and the god is Evander.
He then tells her that pain is what turns Evander on. Looking at Sera, he asks
her what she would do if she could. She says she’d kill him and then asks what
Kolis would do to her. He says he wouldn’t do anything.


When Sera sees tears on Jacinta’s face, she stands and asks
for a weapon. Kolis calls for Elias, and he hands her one of his daggers. Sera
looks at Callum and sees him smiling. 


That should have been a red flag.


She walks up to Jacinta and Evander, grabs the god by the
hair, and tells the woman to leave. Then, she strikes.


And the screaming starts.


Sera starts to tell Jacinta that she’s okay now, and the
woman freaks. She tries to rouse the god, calling him, “Evan.” Naberius—the sleeping draken—rouses,
and Sera sees that Keella has a hand
pressed to her chest. 


Kolis orders Jacinta and Evander’s body to be removed, and Naberius moves toward Sera. Kolis tells him to stand down.


Attes calls to
Sera and tells her to return to the dais. She panics and asks why Jacinta would
act like that if she were being abused and traumatized. Kolis asks her how she
knew that was going on. She starts to say that he told her, and he interrupts,
saying he asked her what she would do, not that Evander was forcing Jacinta. 


Sera argues that she saw the tears on Jacinta’s face, and
Kolis asks her if they were tears of pain or pleasure. He goes on to say that
she only hears what she wants to hear and thinks about herself. She argues some
more and then asks whose Court Evander belonged to. Kolis tells her he was from
the Thyia Plains. Sera gets it then. Kolis wasn’t
proving some twisted version of reality. He was getting back at Keella and using Sera as the weapon. 


When Kolis smiles, Sera can only think how vile and corrupt
he is. The embers start to hum, and she feels Sotoria.
The ancient power swamps her and riles her primal rage. 


Attes calls to
Kolis, telling him it’s time to start court. Kolis orders Sera to sit, and she
watches a dakkai eating a leg bone, then watches as Kolis
just kills a god. When he tells her she appears displeased, she asks if this is
really how he wants them to spend time together. He
says he’s multitasking. She adds that she never expected this when she
asked for time out of the cage, and he asks what she means. She tells him that
he’s only shown her death. He questions more, and she mentions Evander. He says
that’s on her, and she breaks down the errors in that statement, then adds that
he killed a god for calling another a cheat.


He says it’s about maintaining control and balance. She
questions that, and he says every action has a reaction. Disrespect is met with
a response: death. She asks if she is to be sentenced to death, and he
says she’s different. He won’t punish her.


He tells her to stand and come to him, ordering her to sit
on his lap. He continues with what he was saying, repeating that he won’t
punish her but will rethink their deals. He asks if she understands.
When Sera says yes, he tells her he’s capable of more than just death. 


Sera scans the crowd and finds Kyn with a woman on his lap,
drinking from and fondling her. And he’s looking right at Sera.


She suddenly sees a flash of red and gold and follows it,
her breath leaving her when she sees a crown and then a familiar lithe figure
and golden hair. 


Veses.


The Primal goddess is free and looks pretty good. Veses smiles, and fury rises
within Sera. She feels the embers rise with it. Sotoria
stirs, and Sera senses her nervousness. She worries
what Kolis will do about the surge of power. Sera remembers what he said about
punishment and can only imagine what he did to Sotoria.


Veses addresses Kolis, and he
beckons her forward. As she and Kolis talk, Sera ruminates on Veses and Ash and her true feelings. 


Kolis asks Veses if she recognizes
Sera. The Primal says she isn’t sure, and Sera calls her out as a liar. She
tells Kolis they met in the House of Haides.


Veses and Kolis talk some more,
and as Kolis goads Veses, Sera realizes that he’s
enjoying himself. As things turn crass and Kolis insinuates that Veses would do anything he asked of her—and she
agrees—it turns Sera’s stomach. 


Veses asks Sera why she’s there,
saying she thought she was the Shadowlands’ Consort. Kolis tells her she’s
wrong and says he never gave permission. Veses then
assumes that Sera’s presence must be punishment, and he corrects her. Veses snipes and says she could find something less
crushing for Kolis to use to warm his lap if that’s what’s going on. He orders
the Primal goddess to apologize, and she’s taken aback. He tells Veses that she’s speaking to his graeca.
Veses says it’s impossible and must be a lie, but
Kolis insists he had it confirmed. 


When Kolis orders her to apologize again, Veses does, but with scathing venom. Then she grits out
that she’s happy for Kolis. Before she leaves, Kolis summons her back and says
that she still disappointed him and must be punished. He calls Kyn over, and
Sera knows what’s about to happen. She watches in horror as the events start to
play out, and just as it’s about to get really bad,
she cries out. Veses tells her she doesn’t need her
to interfere, and the embers within Sera start to hum. 


Kolis asks her what she’s doing, and Sera says what he’s
doing isn’t right and asks him to stop. He pushes back, and she tells him it’s
the right thing to do. Seething, he rises and says they’re returning to her
quarters. Before they leave, Phanos tells Kolis he
needs to talk to him. Kolis says he’ll be back shortly.


They return to the cage, and Kolis chastises Sera, reminding
her that he told her not to question him or use the embers, yet she did both.
He details what he’s done for her and says she isn’t appreciative. He tells her
that he wanted to show her what he’s risking for her, confusing Sera. He calls
her his soul again but tells her he’s her King and will be obeyed. 


He chains her, stretching her painfully, then says he wants
to hate her for making him do this to her, but he can only love her. She
scoffs. He tells her that she still lives. Nobody else would. That’s proof of
his love. Then he weeps.


After Kolis leaves, Callum gloats, thinking aloud how much
pain she must be in. He says he almost feels sorry for her. She doesn’t give
him the satisfaction of responding. He goes on about her not really being his
sister, and she tells him the fact that he thinks what is being done is wrong
only if she’s his sister makes her feel justified in her disdain. 


He admits that the Hall punishment was wrong and below
Kolis, then insists he’s better than that. She asks when he was
better. Callum says he was before Eythos died. He
tells her that Kolis loved his brother.


She thinks things over and knows the display was all about
Kolis exerting power. Callum says everything changed after Eythos’s
death and asks if Sera believes she’s better than everyone after she gives
details that she was the only one willing to step in at the Hall. She agrees
with him and says she is better—anyone who would at least try is.


She calls Callum a loyal lapdog, and he says he’ll always be
loyal. Kolis forgave him for not keeping Sotoria safe
and gave him eternal life. Plus, he’s keeping the realms together. 


It irks Sera. She wonders if Callum was ever good but calls
him delusional. Like Kolis. Callum says he’ll be happy to share that with the
King. In response, she threatens to tell Kolis how his firstborn
shared how to kill a Primal with Calliphe. They
bicker about Kolis’s motives and whether Sera is who she claims to be. She
slips up and calls Sotoria her, and Callum
catches it. Sera backtracks, only for Callum to reveal that Eythos
was the one who killed Sotoria the second time. Sera
can’t believe it. She goes over all the questions and her plight.


Finally, Kolis enters and releases the shackles. Sera cries
out and can’t do much but sag into his arms. Kolis apologizes repeatedly.


The Chosen bring in stuff for a
bath, and Kolis tells her to bathe, rest, and all will be well. She barely
keeps herself from laughing. Before he leaves, he mentions that he stopped Veses’ punishment. She does laugh then. 


And can’t stop.


This time when she sleeps, Sera doesn’t dream. Callum is in
the room on the sofa again when she wakes, and she feels a Culling headache
coming on. Kolis enters, and she realizes she needs to act like nothing has
happened. He tells her she looks lovely, and she plays her part and apologizes,
shocking both Kolis and Callum. Kolis says he understands, and she lays it on
even thicker.


Callum seethes, and Sera tries to contain her glee. 


Kolis tells her to come for a walk with him, Callum and
Elias trailing along after them. He takes her somewhere, then calls for Iason
and Dyses. The Revenant and draken
walk in with a Chosen. Suddenly, Sera knows exactly what’s going on.


She tells him he doesn’t have to prove anything, and he
insists he must show her what he can do. She tries to talk him out of it, and
he simply instructs the Chosen to unveil himself. Kolis asks the Chosen—who she
finds out is named Jove—how he is and says he’ll be blessed. 


Jove says it’s an honor, and Sera tries again to stop Kolis,
knowing it’s anything but. When she moves to stop him, he tells her she’s
always had a kind heart, making both her and Sotoria
shudder. 


He tells her she needs to know why it’s so important and
leaves how it’s done up to her—Jove can be remade or used as sustenance.
Balance is necessary.


She asks if he can at least make it so it doesn’t hurt. He
does, and then Sera realizes she may have turned pain into forced pleasure.
She’s not sure which is worse. It makes her sick. 


Kolis explains the process of what he’s doing and calls
Elias over to give Jove his blood. Sera realizes Kolis can’t use his blood
because he’s the true Primal of Death. He tells her that without the embers of
life, the Chosen become the Ascended. Then says he’s been working on the
drawbacks, like their sun intolerance and bloodlust.


Sera wonders what happens if they can’t control their
hunger, and he says they’re put down. He tells her that gluttonous gods were
killed under Eythos’s rule, as well, and he was used
as the weapon to do it. 


Kolis appears to truly believe that he’s creating life and
cares about it besides. She asks about the difference between the Ascended and
the Craven, and he tells her that the Craven are dead, revealing more about
them. Sera thinks about Andreia.


He tells her that newly made Ascended are watched, and the
one she encountered would have been too if she hadn’t tried to escape and
pulled the guards from their posts.


She asks what happens if an Ascended chooses not to feed,
and he tells her they will weaken, and their bodies will eventually give out.
She asks why an Ascended would decide that, then guesses it’s maybe so they
don’t become an indiscriminate killer. Kolis says that everything created or
born has the potential to be a murderer.


Sera gets frustrated when Kolis just isn’t getting her
points about choice and consent, and he brings up balance again. He goes on to
say that the Primal of Death is supposed to remain distant from anyone they may
have to judge—all but the other Primals and the draken. He complains that it isn’t the same for the Primal
of Life. He goes on to say that it made sense to the Arae, and all comes back
to the balance established when the Ancients created the realms.


Sera chimes in that she thought Eythos
created the realms, and Kolis tells her that he created some but not the
realms. The Ancients were not the first Primals, nor
can any Primal become an Ancient. He tells her there must always be a true
Primal of Life and a true Primal of Death. 


Sera realizes that means Kolis can never be killed.


She feels disheartened and wonders about Holland, Eythos, and Keella. Why did they
do what they did if he can’t be killed? 


Later in the cage, she thinks about The Star and wonders if
it could hold embers and a soul simultaneously. Callum asks her what
she’s doing, and she tells him she’s praying. When the embers respond to a
Primal nearing, Callum says it’s strange because Kolis is occupied. 


Veses blows in, nailing Callum in
the face with the door. He tells her Kolis isn’t around, and she says she’s not
there for him. Callum says it’s unwise to go against His Majesty’s edicts, and Veses says she doesn’t intend for him to find out she came.



Sera calls Callum an ever-faithful servant and insinuates
that he will tell. Veses tells Sera that she and
Callum have something in common: loyalty. Callum warns her, and Veses tells him she isn’t going to hurt Sera and
manipulates him by saying she wants to talk to her about what happened in the
Hall.


Frustrated, Callum tells her she has ten minutes and leaves.
The moment he’s out of the room, Veses reveals her
true colors. She tells Sera she enjoyed what Kyn did, going into way too much
detail.


Sera tells her that while she may have gotten off, it was
still without consent. She asks Veses how she got
free of the House of Haides dungeon, and Veses
outlines chewing off her arms. She says Hanan’s death woke her from stasis, and
she knew that Nyktos had killed him. 


She then details all her shocks after and says she was devastated.
But she wasn’t all that torn up about Hanan.


Veses tells Sera she’s excited
that the Shadowlands are about to invade Dalos and
says she knows about the deal Sera made for Nyktos’s
freedom. She goes on to reveal there’s doubt about who she claims to be and
says the Primals alive when Kolis became the Primal
of Life remember what Sotoria looked like. 


Sera reiterates what she keeps hearing: wrong hair color,
too many freckles, more curves…


She tells Veses she doesn’t get
her. She’s beautiful—at least on the outside—and could have anyone. Why would
she waste her time pursuing the two most ineligible beings in both realms? She
warns Veses she’ll likely tell Kolis about Veses’ visit, and the Primal goddess says she won’t because
she knows how he would react, and she’s too good to put Veses in that position. 


Sera says she’d rather see her dead than punished, then goes
on to tell her she knows about her deal with Nyktos.
The Primal tries to goad Sera, but Sera isn’t having it. She tells her she
doesn’t get how she could do that to someone, clearly knowing what it’s like to
be forced. 


Veses insists she’s tried to
protect Nyktos, and Sera calls her a mess. Veses reacts by telling Sera she’s a whore.
They reveal how much they each know about the other, and Veses
says their violent reactions when it comes to those they love are the same.


She goes on that when the truth comes out about Sotoria, Sera will get to see just how sadistic Kyn can be.
Sera calls her a sick bitch, but Veses
says she’s not. She’s just tired. Then she adds that she won’t lose Kolis to Sotoria again. She’d rather see him dead.


She says she’s worried about Nyktos
and suggests that maybe Sera should just sacrifice herself. 


Before Veses leaves, Sera
apologizes about what happened in the Hall but mentions she still plans to
watch the Primal goddess burn.


When Sera emerges later, Kolis is on the bed, waiting for
her. She tells him that she’s tired, and he says that’s good. They can sleep
together again. 


Sera asks about Nyktos, and Kolis
says he’s being prepared for release—unless he gives a reason for that not to
happen.


She hesitates to go to him and covers by saying she doesn’t
know what he expects of her. He points out that he waited for her, while she
didn’t wait for him. Her virtue is safe.


Later, Sera’s gums start bleeding, and she realizes that
whatever the ceeren did must be wearing off. She’s
barreling toward her Ascension. 


Kolis suggests a walk, and Sera asks him where Callum is. He
tells her that he sent the Revenant away to handle something important. Sera
asks about the Revs. She wants to know if they need things like friendship,
love, and sex. He says they don’t. They are only driven by their desire to
serve their creator. 


She says she can’t imagine not wanting anything, and he
counters that he thinks it’s probably freeing. She thinks it’s a poor imitation
of life. 


She goes back to the subject of Callum and says he’s
different. Kolis acknowledges and reveals he’s full of wants and needs.
He then tells Elias to stay back and moves with Sera to a staircase. He says he
was told that motivation plays a role—the magic in creation. Feeling =
becoming. He says he’s not so sure because he tried with others, and it never
worked. Sera thinks it’s because the feelings were real with Callum. With the
others, he was only pretending.


He takes her high to look over the City
of the Gods. She sees the glimmering buildings and the Carcers,
noticing the shadowstone deposits within. She realizes
that’s where Ash is. She asks Kolis about the Fates clearing the city, and he
tells her they do whatever they like. Especially when the balance is upset.


He explains that when he became the Primal of Life, he gave
the gods in Dalos a choice. They could serve him or
die. He killed half. It displeased the Fates, so they wiped out the rest. Kolis
admits he could have acted less rashly.


He looks at Sera and says he sometimes sees Sotoria how she was in her, but everything is amplified. He
says he wishes she looked how she used to. It offends Sera, and he doesn’t get
it. Once again, he asks what she wants or needs in order to
forgive him. She immediately thinks of The Star when he says “jewels,” and
decides to try.


She makes up a story about her mother and an irregular
silver diamond. He offers to get it for her, and she thinks fast and says she
doesn’t think Calliphe even has it anymore. He tells
her he has one, and she asks to see it. He takes her back to the cage, and it
confuses her until he summons down the cluster at the top, and it transforms
before her very eyes into a silvery diamond shaped like a star.


He tells her that it’s called The Star and says it was
created by dragon fire long before the Primals could
shed tears of joy. He adds that he came upon it by chance, which she knows is
not true at all. 


She asks why he keeps it hidden, and he says he keeps it
with what he cherishes the most. The comment makes her sick. She asks to hold
the stone. When he lets her, she feels a jolt and sees the streaks of milky
white inside the diamond. Images form in her mind, and she sees an Ancient, a
dragon, and the destruction of a mountain creating the Star diamond. She
watches as it buries itself. Then the visions shift to Eythos
and Kolis and the events that played out for Eythos’s
last moments.


Sera suddenly blurts, “You cried,” and Kolis freaks out. He
asks what she saw and rips the diamond away. He turns Primal, and she becomes
nothing but rage. She uses the embers, and he reminds her what he warned,
saying what happens next is on her.


He traps her, and she panics, then has a moment of clarity.
The bars can be destroyed by her since, for all intents and purposes, she is
the Primal of Life. She takes control, letting out the rage and dismantling the
cage and chamber. Then she attacks him. He tells her to stop, but she throws
the words from her vision back at him. 


He realizes she saw Eythos’s last
moments, and she stabs him with a bone. After, she gets in close and tells him
she wants him to remember that she wants nothing more than to kill him. Then,
she stabs him repeatedly, leaving the bone buried somewhere sensitive.


She astral projects and finds Ash, seeing him coming. She
watches as he annihilates all in his path while looking for her. She fills with
eather but doesn’t feel right, then collapses. He
gets to her and lifts her, telling her to open her eyes and assuring
that he’s got her. 


She sees flashes outside and tenses, but Ash tells her it’s
just Nektas. She can barely talk but manages to ask
if she’s dreaming. He tells her it’s real. When she asks if he’s okay, he laughs,
given the circumstances. She reminds him that he was imprisoned, but he says
she was imprisoned, too, just in a different way. 


They discuss Veses a bit and what
to do about Kolis. They also talk about what happened, and Sera has to soothe Ash’s anger. She tells him he needs to take
her somewhere safe and remove the embers.


Elias comes in, and they discuss where his loyalties lie.
Ash keeps from killing him—barely—and Elias swears his fealty to Sera. He says
he sent word to Attes and insists he can take Kolis
somewhere that will buy them some time.


Attes arrives and urges them to
get a move on. When Ash moves to attack him, Attes
pleads his case, and Sera tells Ash the other Primal can be trusted. Says he
saved her life. 


She gets dizzy, and Attes says she
was shifting into her Primal self. When Elias once again says he can get Kolis
away, Sera asks if it’s safe for him, and he’s honored she’s worried about him.



Attes conjures Setti, and they get
Kolis onto the horse. As they’re about to leave, Sera remembers The Star. She
tells them they need to get it and they discuss how. She reveals to Ash that
his father’s soul is in the diamond, and he asks if she’s sure. She says she
is. 


After she summons the diamond, Ash says he can’t feel the
soul. Sera wonders how they can put Sotoria’s soul in
the stone, and Ash says Keella should know how to get
a soul out and in. 


Ash shadowsteps them to a
beautiful cavern of hot springs in the mortal realm, and she tells him the
story of Kolis and Eythos, leaving out the part about
his mother. When he asks to hold The Star, she doesn’t let him, explaining that
she doesn’t want him to see what she did. 


As they clean up, one thing leads to another, and they have
sex. Losing themselves in each other for a bit.


As they spend time together, they talk about everything
that’s happened and catch one another up, talking about what things mean and
what’s next. They discuss his nota and Primal forms, then Ash leaves
to get her some clothes.


When he returns, he tells her that he went to the Bonelands, and Sera asks about Bele and Aios.
They talk more about freeing Eythos’s soul, and Sera
wonders if Ash will be able to interact with it.


As talk turns to Attes, and Ash
makes it clear that he still doesn’t trust him, Sera tries to make him
understand why Attes could never be loyal to Kolis. Then,
she tells him what Phanos did. When she sees the
wheels of his mind turning, she has to stop that train
of thought and insist that nobody else will give their life to save hers.


They go to the Bonelands, and Ash
tells her how the Ancients became displeased with advancement and were
connected to all living things. So, when they realized that mortals and the
land could not coexist, they chose to cleanse the land. They then created the Primals, splitting their essence between them and creating
a shared balance. The Primals and gods eventually
joined the mortals to battle the Ancients.


Ash asks Sera how she’s feeling, and she admits that she’s
tired and achy. Bele arrives and hugs Sera, something she’s never done, then
thanks her for saving Aios. She asks about Kolis, and
Sera tells her she gave him a beat down. 


They discuss Bele’s new status and what was done with Elias, and Bele tells Sera that Veses
is free. She tells the new Primal that she knows. 


Sera sees Elias tied to a pillar and watches as a draken knocks a rock onto him. When Ehthawn
moves in for pets, Sera asks about Orphine, finding
out that she didn’t make it. Sorrow fills her and she apologizes. 


Sera struggles to ascend the steps. Ash finally helps her,
and Saion and Rhahar come, both embracing Ash. Then
Lailah joins with Rhain. Sera is filled with gratitude
that Ash won’t be alone after she’s gone. 


She sees Crolee, and Saion and Rhahar greet her. Ash says that Sera saved him, and Rhain
says many of them wouldn’t be there if it weren’t for her.


Attes arrives with his draken, and Sera watches the draken
interact. There’s some aggressive flirting going on between Aurelia and Nektas, and Sera remembers Reaver saying he thought Nek was
sweet on the female. When she turns her attention to the Primal, she witnesses
some aggressive flirting between him and Lailah, as well, and finds out that
Lailah is originally from Attes’s Court.


They discuss The Star, and Keella
comes forward, telling them what they need to do. Sera pulls Eythos free and then falls unconscious.


When she wakes, she finds herself in Keella’s
Court. She asks about what happened and Ash tells her all is well. She
apologizes to him for cutting his time with his father short and he tells her
he was ready to go. He tells her what Eythos said to
him before leaving.


Sera realizes that Ash gave her blood and chastises him,
saying she doesn’t want him weakened. They bicker as usual, and Nektas arrives, laughing that they’re arguing. He tells her
that the time gained by Ash giving her his blood is never time wasted. He then
goes on to say that he can scent her death, and the two share a sweet moment.


Attes, Ash, and Sera argue about Sotoria’s soul, and Sera makes them understand that the
soul is alive. Attes mentions how he met her after
Kolis brought her back. Then they all discuss what happens if the embers die
with Sera. They talk about The Star being able to hold both the embers and a
soul, and what needs to happen in order to end Kolis.


Sera says there will be war, and Ash insists he only cares
about her. Attes says it’s way bigger than that, and
Ash says she matters. She finally realizes that it’s time. She tells him she
loves him. Attes chimes in and asks if Nyktos’s kardia was
removed properly. 


Keella explains that a soul cannot
be brought back twice. Without the Arae intervening, at least—which never ends
the way one intends. She wonders if the Fates are the reason she was born with Sotoria’s soul and not as Sotoria.



Keella asks if Ash has sensed dual
souls. He says he only ever feels Sera’s. Keella
tells him he needs to anchor himself to his Consort’s soul. She calls forth the
soul and Sotoria worries about Sera, making Sera
worry. Finally, they get her out and transfer her to the diamond. As she
leaves, she tells Sera in her mind that they’ll meet again.


In the Bonelands, Attes promises Sera he will support Ash. Elias wakes up and
asks how things went with the diamond. They tell the god it went well. They
talk a little more until Rhain arrives. He says that even when the rest of them
didn’t really see her to her core, Ash always did. Ash walks up, and Sera
thinks how he’ll make a great father someday. He reads her emotions, and she
tells him to stop. 


Saion comes then and jokes that they’re fighting again. Rhahar joins, and they settle a bet. Saion said they
couldn’t go more than an hour without arguing. She turns to Ash and jokes that
they’re his friends. He says they were. It melts Sera’s heart to hear
him acknowledge them as his friends. 


Sera looks around and wishes she had more time. She thinks
of everyone and looks for each of them. Then, she tells Ash to take her to the
lake, reminding him that he promised. 


Saion tells her to have safe travels, and Rhain moves
forward. He kneels and holds his sword out. The others follow suit. The draken bow their heads. Rhain says the oath, ending with
“forevermore,” and they all destroy their swords.


Seems with the right intention, not all eather
is blocked by shadowstone, and it can be
affected by more than itself.


Sera tells Ash there’s something she wants to talk about,
and he won’t look at her. He tells her that even if he’s not looking at her,
she is all he sees. She tells him she loves him and says it’s not his fault,
making him understand. He lists all the things he’d rather be doing, and she
almost gets sidetracked because several of them are super sexy. She continues,
telling him she wants him to live. Be King. He argues that it’s her place, and
she tells him she doesn’t want him to be alone. She wants him to love. 


He gets angry, and she makes him promise. He does. Then,
they have beautiful, heartbreaking sex.


He tells her all the things he adores about her and says he
never wanted until her. Thunder booms, and Ash says
Kolis has been found. She laments being out of time but tells him everything
she wanted and says that he gave her all of it. She tells him that she loves
him again and then says it’s time.


He takes her into the water and feeds as she reminisces,
swearing she’ll remember. She begins to fade, and Ash says fuck
the embers and tells her to take his blood. He says he won’t let her go. He’ll
Ascend her. 


She asks what she’ll become, and he says he isn’t sure. She
begs him to take the embers but he tells her to shut the fuck
up and says if he loses her, the realms and everything in them are gone—he’ll
destroy it all. He tells her not to die. Tells her to say fuck
the greater good. She says he’s good, but he insists he isn’t.


Finally, she drinks. She sees memories of her and her
mother. Holland. Ezra. Jadis. The gods. More. Ash begs her not to leave and
says he loves her, even if he can’t. He says he’s in love with her.


Sera sees Odetta. The woman tells her to open her eyes. She
does, and Sera sees creation. All of it. She sees the explosion, the Primal of
Life, the creation of the draken, the mortals. She
sees it all and understands. The Ancients must never rise. They are the end
that will shake all realms. They’d be blood and bone and ruin and wrath of the
once-great beginning. Sera realizes she’s the beginning, middle, and the last
breath before the end. She’s life. Death’s steadfast companion. 


Pure power fills her, and she wakes in Ash’s arms. A
shockwave bursts free and knocks him back. She becomes the essence.


While in stasis, Sera can hear talking. She hears the stories
Ash relays. Listens to him tell her how unprepared he was for how alive he felt
with her. He admits he could still feel after his kardia
was removed, but not strongly. Not until her. He says he should have known from
their first kiss what they were to each other. 


He reminisces about their first few meetings, her bravery in
going to Kolis alone, her misplaced loyalties. Ash talks about his father. Sera
sees it all and feels Jadis on her feet.


When Ash says he wanted to be strong like Eythos, Nektas says it had
nothing to do with strength. He talks about how Eythos
was after Mycella’s death, and Ash says he would have
destroyed the realms and everything in them if he’d lost Sera.


Nektas reminds Ash that he saved
her, and Ash tells Sera he’ll be waiting for her.


Sera finds herself on the bank of her lake, but this time
she sees a silvery-white cave cat with two gray younglings. When they lock
eyes, she sees herself.


She starts to wake, and Ash tells her not to rush it. She’s
hungry and thirsty and restless. Suddenly, she gets all sorts of information
downloaded. She becomes power, and Ash reminds her of
how they are together. How they like to be. He tells her she needs him. His
blood. Says he’s hers. 


She says the Primal of Life has never fed from the Primal of
Death before. They’re meant to be two halves of a cycle but separate. He says
that all of him is hers, and she feeds.


After, he asks if she knows him, and she says she always will.



Ash tells her he was terrified he’d lose her. She says he
didn’t; he saved her. He then says he was afraid she wouldn’t remember and that
he’d still lose her. She insists he won’t. Ever. He tenses and tells her that
when he releases her, she needs to run. She’s confused. He then tells her that
he needs her too much and won’t be able to control himself. He’ll shift. She
says she trusts him. Tells him she’s his. Tells him to take her. However.


He does, using his shadow tendrils to heighten her pleasure.
He tells her that he loves her and says he’s not sure when it started. She
shakes and says she thought she’d die without ever knowing what his love felt
like. He says he couldn’t and wouldn’t allow that. He tells her he’ll spend
eternity making sure she knows how he feels. 


Nektas asks if they’re okay, and
Ash threatens him. Sera realizes that she somehow Ascended without dying. The
embers are her. She’s the Primal of Life. The Queen of the Gods.


She says as much, and Ash says he’s her Consort. She says he’s
the King. 


The King fucks his Queen. 


And it was glorious.


She asks if she’ll ever get used to her fangs, and he
assures her that she will. She wonders if any Primals
Ascended without getting their memories back and he tells her about those who
had trouble and mentions that Kyn never did.


As they begin to have sex again, Sera finds herself tensing
when he goes to feed. He tells her it’s okay, and says he sensed her unease,
even though it’s harder to read her now. Plus, he says they need to behave
because they have to talk. She says they should
discuss Kolis, and Ash agrees but says not now. He tells her that every Primal
felt her Ascension and says they’ll deal with whatever comes. Together. 


He comes clean about why he didn’t take her as his Consort
initially. Part of it was to keep her unknown to Kolis, but also he had a dream
the night she was born. It was her at her lake, smiling at him. Then, he saw
her dying, and him… He chalked it up to imagination until he saw the lake for
real. He kept track of her. The vision terrified him so much he had his kardia removed right before he brought
her to the Shadowlands. 


He laments what her life was like because of him. Insists he
was a coward. She denies it, but he tells her what the vision showed him of
after she died. He destroyed everything. It showed he’d fallen in love. So, he
tried to stop it. He tells her he fell in love anyway, and she tells him she
felt more than love when he held her in the lake. Ash says there’s only one
reason for that. They’re heartmates. 


He talks about how when the Arae see threads of fate
joining, they cannot intervene. He says their joined souls created the
first-ever Queen of the Gods. Sera remembers Holland telling her that love is
more powerful than the Fates. They talk about the Arae toeing the line of
what’s allowed and what’s considered interference, and she goes out onto the
balcony, seeing life returning to the realm. She stopped the Rot.


As she rests, she sees a box by Ash’s bed and opens it,
finding all the hair ties he took from her when he undid her braids. It makes
her heart swell.


When Ash returns, they share sweet nothings of love, and he
tells her that he wants them to trust each other, telling her he’ll always see
her as strong no matter what. He hints that he thinks he knows what happened to
her in Dalos, and they talk more about Rhain. She
urges Ash not to do or say anything about what happened when her plans were
first revealed. 


She assumes that Holland knew everything and tells Ash what
the Arae really said to her. That love is more powerful than the Fates. They
think and talk about how powerful life is, and Sera figures she should be
concerned about things and be thinking about the future, but only one thing is
on her mind. 


She asks Ash to tell her again that he loves her, and he
does. Repeatedly. And then…


They make love.

EZMERIA’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


Ezmeria was one of the few who did
not treat Sera like a bargaining chip or something to be used. She treated her
like a person instead of a cure. For this, I appreciated her. 


Ezra is present when Seraphena
comes before the Primal God of Death to honor King Roderick’s deal—something
Ezra hates. Nyktos denies her, creating all sorts of
uproar amidst those in the know.


Later, Ezra comes to get Sera, begging for her aid. She says
she needs Sera’s ability to borrow food from the kitchens for the orphans and
then tells her about Nor—a terrible abuser—and his
children. Ezra offers Sera a gown for the excursion, and they discuss the Rot.
When Sera returns from her outing and tells Ezra that Nor
“tripped and fell upon her blade, neck first,” Ezra tells Sera she’s a little
scary.


Sera and Ezra discuss the state of things in Lasania and the riot in Croft’s
Cross. As talk once again shifts to the Rot, they go over who would be the best
ruler for Lasania. Ezra tells Sera that she’s
the Queen Lasania needs. 


When the Healers get overwhelmed after an attack, Ezra and Sera
help Healer Dirks. Ezra states that she doesn’t think Tavius is stupid enough
to try to kill Sera since she’s the one thing that can stop the Rot—at least as
far as they know. 


Ezra sees Sera’s injured arm and learns that Tavius is
responsible. She tells Sera that she believes her brother is evil. She also
divulges information about the god she saw—someone we now know wasn’t actually a god at all. 


Callum is an enigma wrapped in a mystery, and uncovering more
about him is both intriguing and a bit terrifying. But I digress…


When Odetta passes, Ezra attends her funeral and then the
Rite. However, disaster strikes the evening of the ceremony, and Ezra rushes to
get Sera to save her love. Sera doesn’t think she can, given Marisol’s state,
but Ezra begs her, saying she should try using her abilities on someone
deserving. Ezra goes on to say that she loves Mari and can’t be without her. 


Sera heals the woman. When she comes to, Ezra asks her how
she feels and then interrupts her answer with a passionate kiss. She thanks
Sera and tells her she is a blessing and always has been—that she’s not and
never was a failure. She then reveals that she hasn’t told the King and Queen
about Mari because, if she did, they’d plan a wedding before there was even an
engagement. She admits things are still new but she believes Marisol loves her
as she does her, and they’re meant for each other. 


Ezra catches Tavius whipping Sera and asks him if he’s lost
his senses. Later, when Nyktos appears, she and the
Queen are the first to kneel before the Primal. When the god’s attention turns
to Tavius, and Calliphe begs for his life, Ezra
speaks up, saying that he’s a monster and always has been. She then agrees with
Nyktos, saying that Tavius is of little significance.
After, Ezra dispassionately watches Sera kill Tavius before being led out of
the Great Hall.


When Sera and Ash return to the mortal realm, Ezra is in the
middle of holding a town hall. The minute she learns that Sera has arrived, she
has the guards clear the Great Hall, leaving only two inside the closed doors.
As they talk, Ezra confesses that she was never a fan of the deal, mainly
because it was unfair to Sera. 


Sera reveals the truth, and Ezra believes her instantly,
even though she doesn’t—and can’t—divulge what caused the Rot, only that
fulfilling the deal wouldn’t have stopped it. Ezra knows how important it was
and is for Sera to save Lasania and even
calls it her kingdom, believing that Sera should be able to acknowledge that
she should have been Queen.


As acting ruler, Ezra implements as many things as she can
to help the kingdom. She immediately begins building pantries for the people,
not just the Royals, and starts a bit of a food bank so people can come on
certain days at certain times if they are in need. She is also in talks with
the Queen of Terra, trying to strengthen their faith in Lasania
and proving that an alliance would be beneficial. She tells the Queen that
Terra has fertile fields primed for crops and Lasania
has labor workers. Those who want to relocate to Terra for at least part of the
year could work in those fields. 


She adds that several more farms have been lost, but the
Rot’s progression hasn’t sped up. Then she confesses that she didn’t believe
that Sera could make the Primal God of Death fall for her. She honestly thought
she’d get herself killed by being too impatient and just stabbing him. 


When Sera asks about Marisol, Ezra says she’s perfect and
with her father. She also says that she sent a missive to the Vodina Isles to inquire about Sir Holland but hasn’t
received a response as of yet. 


As the two say goodbye, Ezra tells Sera that she hopes she
sees her again and soon—she misses her. She then says that many of Sera’s plans
have already been set in motion, like building homes in Croft’s Cross.


That’s as much as I’ve seen for dear Ezra, though I
imagine there is a lot more. We know that she brought about significant
positive change during her rule.

When Sera heads out to save an abused boy, Marisol says
she’ll drive around so Ezra doesn’t do anything idiotic. 


After Nyktos’s refusal of Sera as
Consort, Marisol doesn’t treat Sera any differently.


On the night of the Rite, after attending, she is injured
while helping a child in Lowertown at Three Stones. The outing wasn’t supposed
to be dangerous, but when some men started fighting, Mari got caught up in it
and was knocked down, thus hitting her head.


When Ezra brings Sera to her, she’s dead. Sera brings her
back to life, and she doesn’t even remember getting hurt. She passionately
kisses Ezra, confirming to Sera the bond between the two women. 


Marisol later becomes Queen Ezmeria’s Consort and goes on to
have a fruitful rule.

Okay, I’m just going to say it. Calliphe
is a doormat. She’s also utterly ignorant. I get grief. I do. But for a mother
to utterly ignore her child because she looks like the husband she lost? That’s
unforgivable. Even worse to use her as a pawn and a tool and never treat her
like a person. And to speak out for those who hurt your child so dreadfully? It’s unforgiveable. I am absolutely in Ash’s
corner, saying “hear, hear” to sending Calliphe to
the Abyss. 


 


Hair: A few shades darker than Sera’s pale
blond.


Eyes: Dark brown.


Facial features: Beautiful smile. 


Distinguishing features: A few wrinkles and
shadows under her eyes.


Personality: Cold—at least to Sera. Hard.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Hard
to read. Never smiles at Sera, though she will with others. Often gets
migraines that require healing draughts. Keeps a portrait of King Lamont close
and spends hours with it. Wears lots of jewelry.


Background: Married Ernald shortly after
Lamont’s death but never stopped loving her first husband. After learning about
Sera’s gift, she feared her daughter would use it on the Primal God of Death.


Family: First husband = Lamont Mierel †. Second husband = King Ernald †. Stepson = Tavius

CALLIPHE’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


Queen Calliphe is a hard woman,
and I can say without guilt that I don’t like her all that much.


When Seraphena is about to go
before the Primal of Death to offer herself as his Consort, Queen Calliphe tells her daughter that she won’t and can’t fail
them. When Nyktos refuses Sera, Calliphe
yells at her, asking her what happened. Before Sera can even answer, she slaps
her daughter, asking her what she did and telling her that she’s failed Lasania, and that everything is now lost. 


Calliphe often puts on airs of
superiority, like when addressing the Lords, whose presence she often feels is
an insult. She proposes an allegiance with the Vodina Isles in exchange for aid. The deal: two years of
crops. Referring to Sera as her handmaiden, she offers to show Lord
Claus and the other Lords of the Vodina Isles just
what a “hot piece” her daughter is after some crude remarks, knowing she can
easily order Sera to murder them. 


After the meeting, Calliphe

says she has to keep up appearances but wouldn’t have
to if Sera hadn’t failed. She mentions that kingdoms that once prayed for an
alliance with Lasania are now calling her the Beggar
Queen. 


Calliphe, Callum, and several
guards find Sera after she’s attacked. The Queen doesn’t believe Sera’s lie
about finding the guards dead but won’t say anything in front of a god.
She then spends the night bemoaning the ruination of her utterly irreplaceable,
expensive carpet.


Seriously? 


The night of the Rite, Calliphe is
angry to find Sera there. Later, she walks in on Tavius whipping Sera and asks
him what in the gods’ names he’s doing, acting shocked. Personally, I think she
knew about the abuse all along—after all, she had a hand in it herself—but
that’s just my humble opinion. 


When Nyktos appears, she is one of
the first to kneel before the Primal. As Nyktos pins

He taunts his stepsister
about the blood kiss and says he knows she was under the tutelage of
the Mistresses of the Jade; therefore, she probably can’t wait to serve
the Primal. 


Tavius stands next to his father when Lord Claus returns
with Lasania’s Lord, who is now only a head,
something that truly shocks the rotten Prince. It doesn’t last long, though. He
quickly remarks that Sera should have been given to the Lord. 


Sera found Tavius whipping a horse the previous week and
gave him a black eye, threatening to use the whip on him. So, he decides
to use it on her the next chance he gets.


When Sera arrives after checking on the farms, Tavius blames
her for the Coupers’ deaths.

Falls
against his cheeks.


Eyes: Silver.


Body Type: Unbelievably tall. Broad
shoulders. Lean stomach. Defined chest. 


Facial features: Skin a luscious
golden-brown like wheat. High and broad cheekbones. Straight nose. Full, wide
mouth. Thick lashes. Looks to be in his early to mid-twenties.


Distinguishing features: Wears a silver
band around right biceps. Scar on chin. Black lines on the insides of hips that
curve downward, creeping along the sides of his body—blood drops; one hundred
and ten.

A quick
learner when it comes to sex. Views love as a weapon—an unnecessary risk. Loves
to swim; spent plenty of time at the lake when he was young. Has beautiful
penmanship.


Other: Two hundred and twenty years old.
Smells citrusy and fresh. Tastes woodsy and smoky—like whiskey. Blood tastes
like honey but smokier. Had kardia
removed, so is incapable of love. Also called: The Asher. The One Who is
Blessed. The Guardian of Souls. The Primal God of Common Men and
Endings.


Background: Was forced to kill his friend
Lathan—something that haunts him still. Made a deal with Veses
many years before meeting Sera to keep her safe. Mother was killed while Nyktos was still in her womb. Initially rejected Sera
because of what he felt from her on that day—determination, anguish, and
hopelessness. Had just finished his Culling when the deal was made with the Mierel family. All of Eythos’s power and responsibilities transferred to Nyktos upon his father’s death. Was once forced to feed until
he killed. Knows what it’s like to be a prisoner. (See below for additional
background information.)  


Family: Mother = Mycella
†. Father = Eythos †. Uncle = Kolis. Second Cousin = Aios.


 


NYKTOS’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


My, oh my. What do I say about dear Nyktos?
Beautifully tortured. Unbelievably caring. Dealt a bad hand literally from birth
yet prevailed and even persevered. What I know of the Primal of Death is only
what I was able to cobble together from research and my sparse visions. I wish
I had seen him and Sera as clearly as I have Casteel and Poppy, but alas that
was not to be. Still, what I have learned and seen of Nyktos
has made me fall quite in love with him—generally speaking, of course. Seraphena is one lucky Primal.


To start with, some history…


In a vengeful rage, determined to punish his twin for
causing him to lose his love (Sotoria), Kolis murders
his sister-in-law, Mycella, while she’s pregnant with
Nyktos. Somehow, Nyktos
survives. It is unknown how, exactly, but it earned him the “One
Who is Blessed” part of his title. Nyktos grew
up seeing constant sadness on his father’s face at the loss of his Consort.
Later, after seeing that and realizing that love could become a weapon and was
a dangerous and unnecessary risk, he asks the goddess Maia to remove his kardia, thus making it impossible for him to love.



We find out later that that later was right before
Sera came to the Shadowlands, and it’s because of a vision he had of what would
happen if he fell in love with Sera and then lost her.


Nyktos had barely finished his
Culling when his father made the deal that affected the Mierel
bloodline—which Eythos told Nyktos about before he died, though he never explained why
he did it. It didn’t impact Nyktos then because he
was not yet the Primal of Death. But when Kolis murdered Eythos
after switching roles with him, all his father’s power and responsibilities
transferred to Nyktos. 


When Phanos, the Primal of the
Sky, Sea, Earth, and Wind destroys Phythe over a
perceived snub, Saion and Rhahar flee the Triton
Isles. Unfortunately, defection from one’s Court is considered an offense often
punishable by death. Nyktos intervenes on their
behalf, meeting with them while in captivity and touching each of their shoulders.
The next day during court, he informs Phanos that the
Primal cannot punish gods who no longer belong to him and tells Phanos they belong to him now. You see, he took
possession of their souls when he touched them, making them his and no longer a
part of the Triton Isles, thus allowing them to leave as they both wished.
After, they become incredibly loyal to Nyktos and
part of his inner circle.


Acting as the Primal of Death and knowing that he is now
responsible for the deal made with Roderick Mierel, Nyktos checks on Seraphena
occasionally, curious about her. He witnesses her at her lake and finds it
soothing.


He actually started checking on her
as a child. He saw her collecting rocks, swimming in her lake, doing other
things. And all of that started because of a dream he had on the day she was
born, showing him what could happen in the future. 


During his earlier days as the Primal of Death, Kolis used
to make him come to him in Dalos, whereupon Nyktos would have to pretend that he didn’t hate his uncle with
every fiber of his being and convince Kolis that he was loyal to him. In reality, Nyktos never accepted
his way of life and had been looking for a way to destroy his uncle or entomb him
since he Ascended. Seeing how Kolis treated his favorites only
reinforced the loathing Nyktos felt for his kin. And
being forced to do things like rip out a godling’s heart for daring not to bow
properly to Kolis, or feed until he killed, only increased his hatred.


Before the mortals started losing faith, he used to be summoned
to the mortal realm often. He would sometimes grant the petitioner’s request to
take the life of another if they were evil and deserved it. Other times, he
killed the summoner if the request was for profit or a petty slight. As time
went on, he visited the mortal realm less and less.


Until he was summoned to accept Sera as his Consort.


He’d already had Ector and Lathan watching her once she turned
seventeen—before he was forced to take Lathan’s life. But when the Priests
summon him to Lasania to claim Seraphena
and honor the deal her ancestor made, he arrives at the castle with a rumble,
extinguishing all candles before sending the flames surging toward the ceiling.
As the air splits, eather pours out, and he appears,
surrounded by churning shadows. He senses Seraphena’s
feelings and whispers to her that he has no need of a Consort before
extinguishing the candles again with a whoosh and disappearing with another
rumble. When the candles flame anew, he’s gone. He says he was never summoned
again, even though Sera was led to believe he had been. 


The next time Nyktos sees Sera in
person, she’s older, and he is in the mortal realm—something he still doesn’t
do often. Posing as Ash, he sees her trailing the same gods he has been keeping
an eye on and grabs her before she rushes in. She fights and rails at him,
which does little but greatly amuse him. He questions
her about what she was planning and tells her that him
jumping in to save her interfered with his plans. He also makes her aware that
he doesn’t have a single decent bone in his body.


Sera attacks him, and he pins her between him and the wall,
realizing who she is in the process. He promises her that the three gods will
pay for what they’ve done. When he senses Taric, Madis, and Cressa returning,
he tells Sera to wrap her legs around him and kiss him as a
way to hide in plain sight. She gets feisty and bites him. He kisses the
hell out of her and bites her back, sucking blood from her finger. After, he
clarifies that he wasn’t pretending to enjoy the kiss and admits that maybe he
has one decent bone in his body.


If you ask me, Nyktos is made of
good. While no Primal can be good per se, Nyktos
is the best of the best. And while he may not like to admit it, I am sure I’m
not the only one who sees it. 


Taking stock, Ash doesn’t believe the other gods sensed him
and tells Sera to go home. When she challenges him and asks if he’s leaving, he
informs her that he’s not. 


Later, he startles her outside the Kazin home they’re both
investigating and confirms he was following the gods, too. Once again amused by
her spunk, he suggests they look around together since they seem to have common
goals. He informs her that the gods have done this before and confesses that he
planned to try to capture one of them and chat. While he has every
intention of getting to the bottom of things, he warns her that she should let
it go. 


Sera, not afraid of much—apparently even a god, as she
thinks Ash is—brings her shadowstone dagger to his
throat. He questions her about the weapon given shadowstone
is rare in the mortal realm. After they discuss it, she tells him she stole it
from her stepbrother—a lie. When he asks her if she knows what would happen to
her if she tried to use it on him, and she says she does, he confesses that
knowing she’d still try makes him think of their kiss earlier and her tongue in
his mouth. 


Cheeky devil.


Ash disarms her and tells her she’s too brave, calling her liessa for the first time. He asks her what drowns
out her fear and pushes her so eagerly toward death. She says she doesn’t know.
After a little more discourse, she tells him to get on with it: killing her.
He’s both surprised and amused that she thinks he would. He tells her to be
careful but warns that he’ll be watching. 


Following the gods later, Ash enters Joanis Designs. Acting
on instinct, Sera stabs him in the chest. He chastises her for being reckless,
pulls out the dagger, and destroys it. Not having learned her lesson about
self-preservation, she threatens him and seems utterly unimpressed by his show
of force and energy. It only makes him laugh. 


He asks her what scares her and calls her liessa again, realizing she’s only scared on a
superficial level. Unable to stop himself from touching her, he caresses her
cheek and tells her that while she may feel terror, she’s not terrified. She snarkily asks him if he’s the God of Thoughts and Emotions,
making him laugh again. 


She’s clearly trouble, but he can’t keep away.


Ash confesses to Sera that he was alerted to the gods
entering the mortal realm. He tells her that he’s kept an eye on her to keep
her from getting into any more mischief. When she tells him it isn’t necessary,
he replies that he wanted to—something that surprises even him. They
share information, and he says he hasn’t discovered anything about the Kazin
family murders nor found any evidence explaining why Madis did what he did,
though he insinuates the god was lazy this last time. 


He explains that the gods’ victims’ souls just cease to
exist, which is a fate crueler than being sent to the Abyss, where you’re at
least something. When she asks, he confirms that he’s indeed from the
Shadowlands and tells her what happens to a soul after someone passes. 


As they talk more, Andreia Joanis—who they thought quite
dead when they arrived—begins to stir, then rises and attacks them. He kills
the seamstress with his shadowstone sword and tells
Sera that he’s never seen or heard of anything like what they just witnessed.
He knows that Madis didn’t just kill her. He did something else to her—something
disturbing.


When Ash tells Sera he has to go, he urges her to do the
same, calling her liessa again. When she asks
him what it means, he tells her that it has different meanings to different
people but that it always means something beautiful and powerful.


I saw this exchange in a vision of the past, and let me tell
you, I swooned.


Sometime later, Ash hides and watches Sera as she spends some
time in her lake. When she demands that he reveal himself, he comes out from
behind the waterfall and tells her she’s like a goddess made of silver and
moonbeams—she really is. Seraphena is absolutely stunning. She gives him hell as she always does,
and he calls her a liar when she tells him she doesn’t want him to stay. Their
discourse continues, and he admits that he’s aroused but a little afraid of
her, and is being careful around her despite the lure he feels to be bad. 


When she finally asks his name, he tells her it’s Ash. She
inquires if it’s short for something, and he tells her it’s short for many
things. She asks about his tattoos, and he hedges, instead telling her to get
dressed and promising not to look as she does. Not long after, he realizes they
aren’t alone and instructs her to unsheathe her blade, saying that what comes
isn’t from the mortal realm.


He explains to her that the nightmare creatures she’s seeing
are called Gyrms, Hunters more specifically, out
looking for something. Once again, he tells her to go home, and they bicker as
they fight the Gyrms. Despite her distracting
outfit—a very flimsy scrap of clothing—which he makes sure to point out to her,
he says he’s impressed that she can fight and explains how best to kill a Gyrm.


Sera reveals her revulsion for snakes as she discovers
what’s inside the Hunters, and Ash teases her about it—naturally. But in her
defense, I’m not particularly fond of serpents either. Ash clarifies that what
the seamstress turned into is not a Gyrm. He still
doesn’t know what happened at Joanis Designs. He explains the
different kinds of Gyrms to Sera, and when she asks
if the Priests are Gyrms given their stitched mouths
and creepiness, he tells her they are. 


He suggests perhaps the Hunters were looking for him since
he has plenty of enemies. When she implies that he did something to deserve
them, he calls her on it and says she’s being awfully judgmental. 


Ash then tells Sera a secret: mortal knowledge of the gods, Primals, and Iliseeum isn’t
always accurate. Boy, is that true. I swear things change every time I make a
note in these files. He goes on to say that some Primals
are extremely young, and many gods have been around longer than they have. 


Many Gyrms dispatched around them,
Ash tells Sera that taking a life should always leave a mark. Lightening the
mood, he ribs her about openly staring at his body. She denies it, and he tells
her that she lies prettily and calls her liessa again.


Ash insists they interest each other, which is why they’ve
both stayed at the lake. He goes on to say that he feels that way about her
because she speaks her mind and has little regard for the consequences of doing
so. 


A woman after my own heart.


Ash admits to Sera that he’s only killed when he’s had to
and never enjoyed it. She says she’s sorry, and it surprises him. He tells her
about Lathan and how he was forced to take his life. His surprise soon turns to
shock as she shows compassion that he had to kill his friend. 


I wasn’t sure anybody had ever done that for him before. 


Ash asks her why she’s by the lake. When she says it’s
calming, he completely understands. It intrigues him that she comes often and
is never followed or escorted. As they talk more, and Sera’s self-deprecating
side comes out, it annoys him that she would ever question her beauty. He tells
her he was impressed by her fighting skills and then teases her that she likes
him.


Sera asks about Iliseeum and the
Shadowlands, and he tells her what they’re like, asking if he can touch and
play with her hair as they chat. He explains how death has made the Shadowlands
less magnificent than it used to be. 


He’s able to make her smile a few times as they talk, and he
remarks that she’s graced him with those expressions. When she tells him he’s
kind, it surprises him, and he quickly denies it. But then he admits that maybe
he has one decent bone in his body. At least, when it comes to her.


As I said, Nyktos has plenty of
decent bones in his body, he just needs those around him like Sera to make him
see that.


Overwhelmed by desire, Ash confesses that he wants and needs
to kiss her. She tells him to do it. Admitting that he’s never wanted to hear
the word yes more, he tugs at her lip with his fangs. She gasps, and
he tells her how much he likes it. He then urges her body down onto the ground
and teases her about the kiss being…satisfactory. After the second one, he
pauses, a bit overcome, but then kisses her again and drags his fangs down her
neck. When she says his name, he stills and admits that he’s never heard it said
quite like that before, then adds that she can call him whatever she wants. 


That one kind and decent bone was most definitely being
ruled by his wicked and indecent bones. I couldn’t love it more. 


He implores her to show him what she likes so he can give it
to her, and she demonstrates how he can pleasure her.
When he touches her, he tells her she feels like silk and sunshine—be still my
heart. Taking control of the movements as she clutches his wrist, he calls her liessa and tells her to fuck
his hand. She gladly does. Smart girl. Afterward, he samples her pleasure from
his fingers and tells her she tastes like the sun. 


The sun… Oh, my gods. The words that come out of
this Primal’s mouth… He’s one of a kind for sure.


Sera touches him, but he hesitates. He confesses how badly
he wants her—not her hand—around him but doesn’t want to debauch her
on the ground—he shouldn’t knock a good ground shag—or have her regret
anything. He admits that he doesn’t have much experience and then distracts her
with more kisses.


As they lie together, he admits how he wants to count her
freckles and plays with her hair. When they finally get up and finish getting
dressed, he advises her to go home quickly and to be careful.


Ash sends Ector to the mortal realm with a new shadowstone dagger for Sera to replace the one he destroyed
so she can keep herself safe. I love that he worries for her but realizes that
she can take care of herself, as well.


Days later, Nyktos feels Sera’s
emotions across the realms as Tavius tortures and whips her. He intervenes, his
fury on full display. Pronouncing that he is the Asher, the One Who is Blessed,
the Guardian of Souls, the Primal God of Common Men and Endings, and
the Primal of Death, he seems to terrify everyone in attendance—all but Sera.


He demands to know who took part in what was done to her and
kills four guards for the transgression. He then turns to Tavius and claims
Sera as his Consort. As punishment for what the boy-King did, Ash pins him to
the Primal statue with the whip around his throat. The Queen begs for Tavius’s
life, further enraging Ash.


Sera asks him to let Tavius go, and he does as she wishes,
calling her liessa again when he realizes
that she wants to murder the bastard. She
carries out her promise to cut off his arms, stab him in the chest, and shove
the whip down her stepbrother’s throat. After some quite normal conversation,
something snaps within Sera, and she attacks Nyktos.
I can only imagine it’s because of everything he put her through by not
claiming her before and not telling her who he was when she met him again. He
reminds her that even as a Primal, he feels pain. Once again, he admits that
he’s a little afraid of her.


Sera calls him Nyktos in a fit of
ire, now knowing his real identity and hating that she can’t take her
frustrations out on him. He tells her not to call him that; says he’s not that
to her.


Ash informs her what will happen now that he’s claimed her
and realizes that she honestly thought he’d leave her to the consequences of
her actions regarding Tavius. He tells her he refuses to let her be executed
and promises that her family will be safe, even though he doesn’t feel they
deserve it. 


He explains to her how he knew to come when he did, touching
her, unable to stop. She remarks that his touch is cold, and he asks her what
she thinks Death feels like. When she wonders why he didn’t tell her who he was
before, he questions if she would still have been interested in him if she knew
he was the Primal of Death. He stresses that he never lied to her. She assumed.



Heading to the lake to gain entrance to Iliseeum,
Ash is amused that she feels such ownership of the body of water and remarks
that there’s a reason she’s found it so calming all this time: it is how she
can get to him. He admits that he could have—and probably should
have—told her who he was earlier, but she was fearless, he was interested, and
though he hadn’t wanted or expected everything that’d happened with them thus
far, he liked that they were themselves…no deal and no obligations. She wanted
him to touch her and didn’t feel she had to let him. He explains that
he enjoyed it all and didn’t want it to end.


Once in the realm of the gods, Ash points out that all the
hills she sees are draken and explains the difference
between a dragon and a draken.


After passing a Rise full of impaled dead, people begin
noticing their arrival. He tells her he’d hoped they would have some time
before anyone knew she’d arrived, especially since very few know about her yet.
He asks if he can introduce her as his Consort, and she agrees. 


As they start meeting the gods in the Shadowlands, he gets a
little miffed that Lailah brings up the so-called family tradition of
kidnapping mortal girls, alluding to Kolis’s obsession with Sotoria.



Ash calls to Aios to take Sera to
her room and have food sent to her. The goddess is startled when she feels a
jolt from Sera as they touch and looks at Ash. He only
responds with, “I know.” He tells Sera to trust Aios
and promises he’ll return soon.


Later, he finds Sera bathing. When he takes in her wounds,
he confesses he can’t wait to visit Tavius in the Abyss to make him suffer. He
brings her something to help with the pain and healing
and offers to wash her hair—a first for him. But he can’t resist her moonlit
locks. 


Ash wonders what her life was like after he rejected her and
learns that a knight trained her in weaponry and hand-to-hand combat so she could
defend herself. He’d hoped she would just carry on with her life after his
rejection. When she asks why he didn’t return, he tells her that the Priests
would never summon him again and tries to get her to understand that what
happened wasn’t personal.


Oh, it was personal, all right, but not at all what she
thought. It was so much more. And so much sweeter yet heartbreaking.


Ash tells her that she didn’t do anything wrong when he
rejected her and explains what he felt from her that day—that she was afraid
and felt she had no choice—thus revealing that he can sense and taste her
emotions. He tells her that he saw her as brave but still felt anguish and
hopelessness—someone forced to fulfill a promise they didn’t make. He had no
need of a Consort forced to marry him, and so he told
her as much. 


She emerges from the bath, and he dries her and tells her he
knows what she feels when he touches her—the sounds she makes aren’t forced;
she lets him touch her because she likes it. He explains that he reads her body
language, though; he doesn’t delve into her emotions. 


Being more than interested in certain parts of their union
and agreement, he pleasures her again, telling her that he thinks about her and
their time at the lake every time he takes himself in hand. He then applies
ointment to her back and insists he’s still the same man she met, despite her
knowing more about him now and who he really is. He tells her that he revealed
things to her he’s never told others, and he never lied to her. 


When Sera asks about those she saw impaled on the Rise as
they entered, he’s stunned that she thinks he did it. He explains
about the politics of Iliseeum, which leads to him
revealing that he didn’t make the deal with her ancestor. His father did.


Ash goes into how all powers, responsibilities, and deals
transferred to him when his father died, Ascending him into his Primal status.
He relays that his parents loved each other very much, and his father was a
widower when he made the deal with Roderick. Eythos
died loving his wife, so Ash was always confused why he made the deal at all. 


Neither he nor Sera consented to the agreement, which is
something they have in common. He tells her that he considered coming to her
and telling her everything well before now and the events that played out, but
felt it was better if he limited contact. He didn’t want to expose her. 


The discussion turns once again to the murders, and Ash
tells Sera that he doesn’t think they’re connected to her. He explains things
about Lathan better, and when she asks why he kept an eye on her given there
were no consequences for him regarding the deal, he tells her he isn’t sure and
insinuates that perhaps he should have left her be. While she may have been
killed by Madis and his crew, dying may have actually been
a better fate for her. At least then his enemies wouldn’t also become hers. 


Word comes in that Shades are loose in the Dying Woods, so
Ash leaves Sera to go and deal with them. When he gets back, he has breakfast
with her.


As they discuss the dynamics in the House of Haides, he
explains that keeping her in her chambers is a necessary evil, but if she
thinks that’s what being held against her will feels like, she has no idea. He
admits that he’s unfortunately well-acquainted with the feeling, referring to
his time in Dalos.


I hate that she will experience that for herself soon
enough. 


Ash returns the dagger he gifted her, now with a sheath, and
apologizes for upsetting her and keeping her sequestered. 


Talk turns to feeding, and he explains how it works and why
being weakened comes into play, admitting that he doesn’t feed anymore. Ever.
He just makes sure to never get that weak. When she asks if he was a prisoner
before, referring to what he’d said about being well-acquainted with the
feeling of being a captive, he tells her that he’s been
many things, leaving it at that and not elaborating. She tries to get him to
say more by offering up that they should learn more
about each other. Ash admits that he doesn’t want them to be strangers and
would very much like them to be as close as they were at the lake. However, he
isn’t willing to discuss his imprisonment.


He quickly changes the subject, and they talk about the draken. Ash explains that he’s been around them long enough
that he can understand them, even while they’re in their draken
forms. He feeds little Jadis some bacon and admits that Nektas
will likely burn him alive if he finds out Ash is giving it to her. 


He teases Sera about stabbing him in the chest in the mortal
realm, letting her know he’s hopeful she won’t do it again. Then he explains
that Nektas knew Ash wasn’t seriously injured that
day because of their bond. If he were, the draken
would have come for him. Sera remarks that she really needs to get a better
handle on her anger, and he confesses that he finds it…interesting.


Later, Nyktos returns from a duty and talks to Sera about her future in the
Shadowlands. When she accidentally bumps into him, he jerks and hisses, telling
her not to touch him, afraid to reveal his weakness. When Sera alludes to the
fact that she doubts his attraction, it stuns him, and he tells her he’s very
interested. He goes on to say that it’s becoming real and potent—like its
own entity. 


She tells him he’s a lot of talk and no action, so he backs
her against the wall, needing to make things clear. He explains that the last
thing he wants to be is in control or decent when he’s around her. He wants to
be so deep inside her he forgets his name—and knows she wants it, too. He licks
and nips at her. Sera, ever the contrarian, insists she doesn’t like him, and
he tells her it’s probably better that way.


He gives Sera a tour of the House of Haides and then heads
to the library to discuss more rules. While there, he reveals that he injured
his back during his skirmish with the Shades—which explains the flinching.
Though poor Sera doesn’t know that until much, much later and thinks he’s put
off by her for some reason.


As he relays more about the rules and how things work in Iliseeum, he tells her that the do-not-harm-the-Consort
rule was broken only once, and because he wants to make sure she’s safe, her
coronation will be in a fortnight. 


When she asks about the Ascension, Ash gets uncomfortable
and tells her what it entails, explaining that she won’t Ascend. None of this
was ever her choice, and he refuses to force someone into a near eternity of
what he’s gone through. 


See? What did I tell you? Considerate—even if he doesn’t
like to admit it.


Sera calls him Your Highness for the first time, and
it arouses him, even though it was said with a hefty dose of smartassery. Not long after talking about his mother’s
death and her father, he tells her that love is a dangerous and unnecessary
risk.  


A few days later, Ash holds court and looks directly at Sera
where she hides in an alcove, thinking how it’s the longest she’s been in his
presence in days, even though she thinks he doesn’t know she’s there. Not long
after, Theon announces that Veses has arrived, and
Ash has Ector escort Sera to safety as he leads the Primal goddess into his
office.


Sera sneaks away and enters the Red Woods. Ash goes after
her, appearing just as a group of entombed gods rise and attack. He tells her
to be silent and explains about the gods and the blood trees. He then asks
Saion to escort Sera back to the palace and to grab Rhahar
to join Ash in checking the tombs. Unfortunately, Sera succumbs to her wounds
from the fight.


After he and Rhahar square things
away in the woods, Ash returns and admits to Sera that he used compulsion to
get her to drink the antidote, calling her liessa
again as they discuss the attack. He divulges that the gods were carefully set
free, likely by another god to see what might happen. He says they would have
swarmed whoever opened the tomb. 


He explains that the Shadowlands are dying and is surprised
when she tells him she believes it has to do with the deal her family member made.
It’s not that at all. 


As talk turns to Veses, Ash
realizes that Sera is jealous. He tells her that he hates every moment of being
in the Primal’s presence and calls her a pit viper.


Ash admits that he told everyone to give Sera space after
her ordeal, and that he’s been actively avoiding her. He tells her that being
around her for more than a handful of minutes makes desire overcome his common
sense. Not able to stop himself, he kisses her, then gives in to his other
desires and tells her to be still as he pleasures her with his hand. Once
again, he laps her essence from his fingers and then kisses her once more,
letting her experience her delectable taste.


Ash tells Sera he hopes there’s no doubt when it comes to
his interest in her and relays that he’s counted her freckles—she has
thirty-six. He then asks if he can lie with her and admits he’s a virgin,
explaining that he’s never let it get that far with anyone because it’s too
much of a risk. When she asks him why he’s risking it with her, he confesses
that he can’t help himself, even though he knows they’ll both end up regretting
it. They wind up sleeping beside each other, but he rises and leaves before she
wakes.


Ash takes care of some things at the Pillars and then goes
to see Sera after her seamstress fitting. He’s surprised to learn that mortals
still think the Chosen are Ascended. He tells her the true fate of the Chosen
under Kolis’s rule and admits that he doesn’t know why the Rite is still held.
He explains that he hides the Chosen away in an effort to
protect them, even though he prefers for people to think he sits back and does
nothing. He then tells Sera how some Chosen have simply disappeared. They’re
just…gone.


Out on the balcony that night, Ash confesses that he always
thinks about the Chosen and asks her to join him. When she does, he tells her
that part of the reason he couldn’t sleep was because he was staring at the adjoining
door in their chambers and thinking about her. 


As talk turns to his role, Ash tells Sera that he finds it
difficult to judge souls and explains that he used to answer summonses but
stopped when the deaths quit leaving a mark—something he feels should always
happen. Though he enjoyed the justice when mortals realized who he was and that
he could kill them and have their souls for eternity.


He learns that Sera has killed, too, mostly bad people but
also others when her mother commanded her to do so. He reassures her that he
doesn’t think she’s a monster and feels a jolt when they touch, going on to say
that a monster wouldn’t know—or at least think—they are one.


Kissing his scar, Sera asks about his ink. When he explains,
she tells him that he isn’t responsible for others’ actions. She smiles at him,
and he tells her not to, saying there’s nothing he wouldn’t let her do when she
does. She takes that as an invitation and pleasures him with her mouth.


The next day, he is required to hold court again and tells
Sera she can’t be there—it’s too risky. After her arguments, he once again
questions her recklessness, saying that most mortals don’t live as if their
lives are forfeit. 


Gemma is attacked while Ash is away, and he arrives just as
she dies. Sera starts to glow, and he calls out to her, stunned. He watches as
she brings Gemma back to life and remarks that Sera carries an ember of life.


Once he realizes what’s going on and what his father did,
awe gives way to wonder, which turns to hope. Shadows swirl under his skin as
he demands that no one speak of what they witnessed. He then tells Sera that
her doing what she did likely created a big ripple of power that would be felt
throughout Iliseeum and detected by many gods and Primals. He warns her that others will come searching for
the source of that surge. Suddenly, he realizes that he’s felt it before but
couldn’t pinpoint the location at the time. He knows this wasn’t the first time
she brought someone or something back. He tells her that the Hunter Gyrms and murderous gods in the mortal realm were searching
for her.


As his emotions heighten, the shadows behind him coalesce
into the shape of wings. He asks why she didn’t tell him about her gift. When
he learns that she has indeed brought someone back before, he laughs—Marisol,
the wolf, what happened in the Red Woods…


Ash explains that his father was the true Primal of Life and
assumes the ember she now carries was his—and Ash’s once upon a time before Eythos’s twin stole it.


He relays the story of Eythos,
Kolis, and Sotoria and then explains why Primals haven’t intervened. He says the ember in her is a
chance for life and details how the poppies have started growing again after
being gone for hundreds of years. He also shares that Kolis has Eythos’s soul.


When she brings up the deal, he tells her the Rot is a
byproduct of Kolis losing the powers he stole and has nothing to do with what
Roderick did. 


Sera starts acting strangely, and Ash becomes concerned,
thinking she’s feeling too much for it to be just shock
or confusion. Then she reveals her motivations—her true plan. How she was
trained with one purpose in mind: to end the deal in favor of the summoner by
making him fall in love and then ending him. When she tries to apologize, he
snarls at her and tells her not to. 


A horn sounds, interrupting them, warning that the
Shadowlands are under siege. After he warns anyone within earshot to never
speak of what they’ve learned—the embers or the deception—he sends Saion, Bele,
and Rhahar to find out what’s going on.


After arming himself, he’s told
about the ship capsizing. When Sera mentions feeling strangely, he is surprised
to find that she can feel death and tells her what she’s experiencing. He bids
her to remain with Ector and Rhain and tells the gods to make sure she stays
alive. Then Ash, Saion, Rhahar, and Theon ride out of
the gate.


They head down the bluffs, engaging the dakkais
as the creatures advance on the homes in Lethe. He, Bele, Saion, Rhahar, and Theon crouch on horseback, firing arrows at the
enemy. When he gets next to the bay, he recalls Odin to his arm and fights
hand-to-hand. 


Suddenly, several dakkais about to
attack him from behind drop dead, and Ash finds Sera firing arrows at them.


The draken incinerate the dakkais, and Ash looks up to check on Sera. Nektas takes the enemy draken
down, and Ash orders Rhain and Ector to return Sera to the palace. He arrives
later with Saion and Nektas and asks her if she got
injured. He confirms that Kolis was behind the attack and likely knows something
is in the Shadowlands but doesn’t know the source. 


Ash tells Sera that his father wouldn’t have put the ember
in a mortal body without a reason, and until they figure out what that was, Kolis
absolutely cannot get his hands on her. 


When Sera feels shame for what she’s done, he laughs,
thinking she’s a very good actress. He adds it to the list of her many talents
and decides to shame her more by discarding her pain. It made me sad to see
that, because it was so very clear that he was lashing out because he was
hurt.


Sera tells him off for reading her emotions and promises
that none of her actions or feelings have been fake. She then adds that she’s
glad he didn’t take her three years ago because it means she doesn’t have to do
what’s been expected of her.


Nektas whispers something to Ash,
and he tries to send the draken to the wall, telling
him he’s fine. Finally, he admits that most of the blood on him is
his. 


Despite the pain he’s in and his increasingly weakening
state, he doesn’t believe that Sera’s ember is powerful enough to work on a god
or a Primal—which we find out later he’s quite wrong about. Regardless, he
doesn’t trust her enough to let her try to heal him. 


Ash orders Nektas to put her
somewhere safe, even from herself since she clearly doesn’t value her life. When
Nektas eventually brings her to him, he gets
irritated. Nektas says he thought he was following
orders—matchmaking draken!


When Sera suggests that he needs to feed, it raises Ash’s
ire, and he sends her away. But before she leaves, he asks if she truly has no
fear of dying. 


She still doesn’t leave, and he roars at her to go, warning
her that if she doesn’t get out, he’ll feed from and then fuck
her. She taunts him, and he calls her reckless, admitting that he might kill
her if he takes from her—he hasn’t fed in decades.


Giving in, he feeds and tears off her gown, unable to stop
the flood of emotions bombarding him. When she suggests he hasn’t taken enough,
he tells her it has to be enough. As the
feelings from the bite ramp up, Sera begins pleasuring herself. One thing leads
to another, and he feeds more as he takes her, watching where they’re joined,
the dark, hazy outline of his eather wings forming
behind him as he fights his true nature. 


He tells her he’s never felt anything like what he’s
experiencing. When she echoes his sentiment, he asks her not to lie, then warns
her that her faith in him is reckless. 


What else is new? She’s always reckless.


In the afterglow, he can’t stop himself from asking her how
she can be so convincing. She takes offense and tells him off again. 


Ash insists he’s had more than enough blood and admits that
ripping off her dress will be his favorite memory for years to come. 


Coming from someone who’s been lost to the throes of passion
and experiencing another lose control, it is quite
titillating and something not easily forgotten.


After telling her to rest—which she doesn’t appreciate—he
tells her that she’ll never get him to fall for her and reinforces that she’ll
never be able to weaken him to the point where she’d be an actual threat. She
challenges that assumption—as she challenges just about everything. 


Ash spends some time away from Sera. The next time he sees
her, he arrives just after Sera fights off Hamid’s attack in the bath. He
reveals that he tasted her fear and came running. When she shows ire that he read her emotions again, it both amuses and arouses him. 


As he gets the details of what happened, he’s floored to
discover that her attacker attempted to strangle her. When Sera states she’ll
never take a bath again, it greatly upsets him. He is about to question Hamid
when Ector kills him, further irritating Ash. 


He takes Sera to her bedchambers and admits that he hadn’t
gotten around to assigning a guard to her today. He asks her about the attack
and inquires whether Hamid said anything during. He orders Rhain and Aios to sit with Gemma and instructs them to reconnoiter
Hamid’s house for clues.


Despite the circumstances and not trusting her, Ash grows
concerned when Sera is suddenly in pain and weak. He worries that he took too
much blood and wonders if it could be her Culling—which is impossible since
she’s mortal. Still, he asks a guard to stay with her and goes to fetch some healing
tea.


After Ash returns, Sera mentions that the tea is the same as
the one her knight, Sir Holland, used to give her. He’s stunned to find out the
teas are the same and wonders how a mortal knew about it. He explains that
Sera’s headaches and bleeding gums are symptoms of a god’s Culling and says he
thinks the ember inside her is giving her similar side effects. He figures
she’ll have a few more weeks or months of symptoms before they subside, but she
will not Ascend.


Ash tells her not to wait if the symptoms return and to
instead ask for the tea right away. He then asserts that sex between them will
not happen again. She’ll be safe in the Shadowlands and become his Consort as
planned, but neither of them wanted this, and love was never on the table. 


He states that he would never think of her even if he
considered friendship and lashes out, telling her she’s merely a vessel for the
ember. He can’t help responding to her flare of hurt, but still tells her
there’s nothing else to discuss.


Ash is called away to Lethe to deal with an incident: Cressa
and Madis led Shades into the city, so he goes to clean up the mess.


When the gods attack, he roars at them for daring to enter
his Court and touch what is his. He explodes Cressa and tells Madis to join his
sister. 


Taric tries to use eather against
Ash and it annoys him. Advancing on the god, he grabs Taric’s wrist, shattering
the god’s sword into nothing. Taric taunts him, telling Ash to kill him and
calling him the Blessed One. But then says it won’t matter and warns that he
won’t stop—he being the false Primal of Life.
He says Kolis will tear apart both realms, but it will be nothing compared to
what he’ll do to Nyktos. He tells Ash that he can’t
stop his uncle, neither could Eythos, and promises
that Kolis will have Sera. In answer, Nyktos
rips out his heart.


Ash figures out that Taric went through Sera’s memories when
he bit her and reminds her not to forget that while she feels fear, she’s never
afraid. To punctuate his point, he returns her dagger. 


As things start to settle somewhat, he realizes that Bele
was taken down in the siege. When Sera goes to her, he tells her that the ember
inside her isn’t strong enough to bring back a god. Aios
begs him to let her try anyway. When Sera says it’s her fault that Bele died,
it angers Nyktos—because it’s not her fault.



Just before he gives the go-ahead, Ash tells Nektas to be sure the guards are ready for anything and
then tells Sera to do what she does. He watches, stunned when it works and Bele
revives.


Nyktos tells Sera that what she
did is impossible—the ember shouldn’t be strong enough. However, despite that,
she just Ascended Bele.


As they discuss what that means, Nyktos
tells Sera that Bele can now challenge Hanan for control of their Court.


They talk more about what she did and discuss what happens now. He thanks her again for saving his friend and
is shocked that his gratitude surprises her. He helps clean her up because he
wants to, not because he feels he has to, and tells
her that he summoned the Fates.


Nyktos warns Sera that Kolis will
back off momentarily until he figures out what he’s dealing with. They talk
more about the Ascension, and Nyktos agrees with
Saion that not all gods Sera brings back will Ascend—they must be fated to.
He then explains how the lives and deaths of gods differ from mortals. 


Asking her if Taric said anything to her, she reveals that
they were looking for her in Lasania. The viktors were protecting her. He goes on to say
that it’s been a long time since he’s heard anything about them. 


When he asks her if she wants to take a bath or rest, he’s
uncomfortable when he realizes that she doesn’t want to go back to her room
because of what happened with Hamid. He takes her to his chamber instead and
falls asleep, waking to Reaver, who tells him that Nektas has returned and is in the throne room. Nyktos tells Sera that means the Fates answered. 


Overcome, Nyktos kisses Sera but
quickly tells her it changes nothing. The poor Primal just can’t fight what he
feels for her, even though he thinks he should.


When they get downstairs, he’s surprised to see the goddess,
Penellaphe. He’s told she’s
come about Sera and that she brought an Arae with her.


Sera is shocked by the Arae’s appearance, and Nyktos discovers that Holland was the knight who trained
Sera in the mortal realm. He accuses Holland of tampering with destiny while
masquerading as a mortal and finally understands how Sir Holland knew
about the healing tea.


As Holland and Sera reunite, Nyktos
accuses the Arae of learning about the deal and taking the place of someone who
was meant to train Sera to kill him. Holland corrects him and says it was just
to kill, not to murder him specifically. Nyktos
asks why Holland never informed Sera of the pointlessness of her endeavor and
displays his annoyance that the Arae intervened at all. 


He then asks Holland if he knew what would happen to Eythos. Holland says he didn’t, but if he had, he would
have stepped in, the consequences be damned.


Nyktos asks why his father did
what he did and is told the better question is what he did. Nyktos learns that Eythos took
the ember he passed onto Ash to keep him safe. He also learns that he and Sera
are soulmates. After Sera talks about the sense of rightness she’s felt with
him since day one, he confesses he’s felt the same.


He asks what his father’s motivations could have been and
learns about Penellaphe’s vision and the prophecy. He
thinks the great conspirator and the bringer of death must be Kolis and reveals
that he and Eythos were both in the west—in what is
roughly present-day Carsodonia. 


They discuss timing, and Nyktos
vows he won’t let Sera die before she turns twenty-one. When he’s told he can’t
stop fate, he says it can go fuck itself. 


Holland reveals the threads of destiny, and Nyktos is shocked and furious to find that some of them
indicate that he’ll kill Sera. There are many ways he can, but one is
unintentional. He’s then floored to learn that his blood will make Sera go
through her Culling, which horrifies him because he knows she won’t survive it.
Sera tells him it’s not his fault. 


Holland shows him the one thread that can disrupt
fate—unexpected love—and tells him that he’s right, Sera will not survive the
Culling without the sheer will of that which is more powerful than the Fates or
even death. She needs the love of the one who aids in her Ascension. 


He further learns that the only way for Sera to survive is
with the blood and love of the Primal her ember belonged to. The revelation
horrifies him because of things he set in motion many, many years ago.


Many more than Sera knows at this point.


Sera tells him it’s unfair, and he tells her it’s more
unfair to her. Then the bomb really drops. He finds out that Sera is
the reincarnation of Sotoria, Kolis’s long-lost
obsession, and they find out exactly what his father did and why. No
god has risen since Eythos hid the ember in the Mierel bloodline—until Sera Ascended Bele, anyway. The last
bit of information they receive isn’t much better. He’s told
that life has only continued because the ember is still in Sera. If she dies,
everyone and everything will die right along with her. 


Which can only mean one thing.


Seraphena is the Primal of Life. 


Nyktos bows to Sera and relays the
conclusion he just reached. She says she doesn’t deserve to be the Primal of
Life, snapping at him. When she starts having a panic attack, Nyktos calms her and then asks Holland and Penellaphe if they’re positive no one else knows what Sera
is. They tell him that Eythos, Embris,
and Kolis knew about the prophecy, but the last two didn’t know anything more
than that as far as they’re aware.


Sera makes her feelings on prophecies clear, and Nyktos agrees with her. He then tells her that Kolis’s
actions killed hundreds of gods, and that the Gods of Divination were hit the
hardest. No mortal has been born an oracle since. 


Nyktos reminds Sera that only
those present at the time it happened know that she Ascended Bele. Neither
Hanan nor anyone else knows the full extent of what Eythos
did when he put the ember in her bloodline. 


Sera reveals that she recently saw Kolis in the mortal
realm, and the news stuns Nyktos. He remarks that Sotoria didn’t belong to Kolis then, and Seraphena doesn’t belong to him now. 


He tells Penellaphe and Holland
that Kolis knows something is in the Shadowlands and has already sent
a draken and the dakkais.
He assumes that, as the Primal of Life, Kolis can’t enter the Shadowlands and
asks Holland to confirm. The Arae refuses to answer.


Nyktos assures Sera that Kolis is
no fool and wouldn’t make a move on her in front of others and risk blowing his
façade as the fair and rightful King but promises he won’t let Kolis
lay a finger on her. When she reveals that she’s not worried about herself but is
worried about him, it doesn’t surprise him at all. He tells Sera that he’s
more afraid of her running to Kolis than away from him.


He tells everyone that his uncle has not summoned him yet,
though he expects it to happen soon, and he can only delay the inevitable, not
refuse the command. 


Nyktos asks Holland about the Revenants
and learns they’re not the only mockery of life Kolis has managed to create.
There’s also the Craven—which he realizes is what Andreia Joanis turned into. 


He tries to tell Sera that she didn’t kill her stepfather by
way of fate, and explains that while the Arae are cosmic cleaners, their
balancing of rules only applies to mortals, not gods. Therefore, there should
be no innocent-death fallout from her Ascension of Bele.


As discussions continue, Nyktos
clarifies for Sera that a Primal of Life and Death isn’t meant to exist. He
says that such a being would be unstoppable and able to destroy realms in the
same breath they create new ones.


He tells them that Kolis wants to rule over both realms, and
Nyktos imagines his uncle’s creations are
meant to aid him in his bid to take over Lasania and
the other kingdoms and make mortals subservient to him.


Holland reveals to Sera that Nyktos
can’t save her as he is now. When she doesn’t understand, Nyktos
tells her that he made sure love was a weakness nobody could ever exploit and
had the Primal Maia remove his kardia. He
can care about others, but love can no longer sway him.


Discussions return to how to keep Kolis—or anyone else—from
snatching Sera out of the Shadowlands, and Penellaphe
tells them about a charm. Nyktos is surprised to
learn about it. 


After thanking Penellaphe for
everything she’s done, the goddess leads him away to speak to him privately,
but he keeps a close eye on Sera while he talks to the goddess. 


Once Penellaphe and Holland leave,
Nyktos asks Sera what she’s thinking. He felt her go
from anger to sadness to sorrow. He tells her it’s hard not to read her
emotions since she projects a lot. She asks him about his kardia,
and he’s evasive about when he had it removed—telling her it doesn’t
matter. He says that only Maia and Nektas know what
he did. He then fesses up to how badly it hurt and reveals that he almost lost
consciousness. If he had, he says he would have gone into stasis. But then he
explains a bit more about why he did it: he didn’t want to endanger anyone
because of how he felt. And he believes he actually cares
more because he can’t love. Caring for others is more important to him than
loving someone. 


Nyktos tells Sera she needs to
stay hidden. No one will think her being his Consort
and the power they felt is a coincidence, especially if they meet her and feel
the eather inside her. If they do, they’ll definitely question what she is. 


Nyktos confesses that her original
plan annoyed him but that’s not why he’s mad now. What enrages him is that she
doesn’t value her life at all, and hasn’t since the moment they met. He tells
her that him saying such a thing isn’t meant to be an insult, it’s just an
observation. He then goes on to tell her that her safety is worth
everything—even the Shadowlands, and stresses that he means it with every part
of his being. 


Nyktos is such a softie, despite
how tough and powerful he is.


When he tells her the embers are too important to risk her,
he sees the hurt on her face and realizes she was likely offended that he
mentioned the embers and not her. Before he can say anything, though, Rhahar interrupts and tells him there’s a problem at the
Pillars. 


He assures Sera they’ll finish their conversation later.


After hearing about the entombed gods swarming the woods, Nyktos heads deep into them with Rhahar
and Saion to round them up. 


Sera gets hurt. In his Primal form, Nyktos
kills the freed gods with eather, ripping the last
one in half with his bare hands—something Sera admits she finds hot. 


Nyktos realizes that she is
wounded and carries her inside the House of Haides, feeling and tasting her
pain the entire way. Placing her in an unused chamber on the first floor, he
closes the door and moves a chair with his eather
before lighting the fireplace. 


Sera tells him about the god in the courtyard who stood by
and would have let her die as Nyktos checks her
wounds. He informs her that she needs blood and says that while she won’t die,
he doesn’t want her to remain in pain, either. Plus, she won’t be able to heal
herself while in the Culling.


He asks her to let him help her. Even says please. She
agrees, and he thanks her, then tells her he’s sure she’ll enjoy it. As she
drinks from him, he can’t stop the shudders that ripple through his body.
Brushing her hair back, he pulls his wrist away and explains that his blood is
making her feel the way she does—the wanton look in her eyes is obvious. He
explains it will likely be the longest few minutes of his life and says he’s
drowning in her desire. 


She tells him to drown with her.


He reiterates that it’s his blood making her say things like
that, not him, and she tells him she always feels this way when he touches her.
He urges her to pleasure herself and tells her not to stop, even when Nektas checks on them through the door. Controlling her
rhythm with his hand, he brings her to climax and sucks her release from her
fingers. 


Later, when he readies for the debriefing, he’s surprised by
Sera’s request to join him. Once with the other gods, he tells Bele that he needs
her in the Shadowlands where she’ll be the safest. He doesn’t want her to hide forever,
but until others see that she Ascended, they can’t know for sure. When
Rhain suggests that Veses knows what Sera looks like,
Nyktos agrees and then declares that no one in the
Shadowlands would betray her identity to another Court. Sera argues the point
and reminds him about Hamid.


Sera leaves the palace, only to be attacked by Shades in the
Dying Woods. Nyktos goes to her, but she runs from
him. He tackles her—absorbing the impact—and asks why she ran. His fury shoots
out of him, shattering the trees around them and turning them to ash. 


Let me tell you…it was so sexy. 


Then he asks why she left and is stunned when she tells him
she was trying to save him. She breaks his hold, but he catches her—long enough
for her to put her blade to his throat. 


He tells her to make sure to cut all the way to the spine.
And even then, he’ll only be down for a minute. She won’t make it out of the
Shadowlands.


They fight and wrestle, and he asks her to tell him that
he’s wrong about what she was doing. He takes his true form and slams his wings
into the ground as she explains. Once she finishes, he tells her that he will
gladly suffer anything Kolis dishes out so long as his blood is spilled and not
hers. He reiterates that the embers are important. Sera screams in frustration,
and power explodes from her, throwing him into the air. 


As he’s lifted, trees shatter, and the temperature drops to
freezing as silvery light snaps and ripples all over Nyktos’s
body. Nektas arrives, sensing the conflict. It scares
Sera, but Nyktos tells her that the draken isn’t threatening her, he’s protecting
her…from Nyktos. The draken
is worried the Primal will retaliate out of reflex. Later, Nyktos
confesses that he almost did.


It takes him several minutes to recover, but he finally
does. He’d assumed her Culling would be like a godling’s, not a god’s.
Explaining the difference to Sera, he tells her that her embers are definitely making her stronger. 


She asks him if he needs to feed, and he tells her they’ll
just make sure nothing like that happens again.


Sera changes the subject and tells Nyktos
about the Shade she touched, and how it started to come back to life. They ask Nektas if that’s even possible. When they decipher what the
Shade said, and Nektas finishes sharing about Eythos, Nyktos realizes he never
knew his father could raise the dead.


As they return to discussing Sera
taking off, Nyktos tells her he’ll never let her go.
Whether she stays as a prisoner or as his Consort is up to her. He reiterates
that her destiny is not to die at Kolis’s hand, and there may yet be a way to
prevent her death entirely if she gives him some time and peace to think.


After calling Odin forth, he tells Sera the horse is very
unhappy with her—he would be, they are one and the same in many ways—and that
the next time she puts a dagger to someone’s throat, she’d better mean it.
Especially if it’s his.


Nyktos orders her to her room, and
she outs them as lovers with her grumbling. He catches up to her on the fourth
floor and warns her against another outburst. Sera tells him that if his guards
knew the truth about what she attempted, they would have helped her and would
be happy to see her gone—or dead. He demands to know why she thinks that, but
she refuses to answer. He then makes a decision and
informs her that she’ll be sleeping within arm’s reach from now on.


When they get closer to their chambers, Nyktos
realizes she escaped her room by climbing down from the balcony. It impresses
him, but he tells her she’s too brave. Still, a small, twisted part of him kind
of wants her to use her eather on him again. 


He carries her to his chambers, but she refuses to undress.
He does it for her and then unbraids her hair. After turning off the lights
with magic, they go to bed—within arm’s reach. 


Later, Nyktos begins shaking and
panting, scaring Sera awake. He makes her promise never to go after Kolis
again. 


The next day, Nyktos gathers
everyone in the throne room and tells them that Sera tried to go after the King
of Gods to protect the Shadowlands. He emphasizes that her bravery is unmatched
and praises her willingness to sacrifice herself for them, believing she was
the cause of the recent attacks. He whispers that none will harbor ill will
toward her and will see her as she is: brave and daring. He then warns those in
attendance that if they don’t, any negative thoughts about her will be their
last. He says he’ll destroy them, no matter how loyal they are to the
Shadowlands. Making sure she understands that he meant what he said, he reiterates:
she’s brave and strong and a Consort more than worthy of them.


Nyktos joins Jadis, Nektas, and Sera after dressing down his guards, then
cuddles Jadis for a moment before badgering Sera about eating. He says the
Culling will weaken her, and if she doesn’t eat enough, she risks going into
stasis.


He tells her that he wants to get the embers out of her,
saying that if they can remove them, she’ll be like any godling entering their
Culling, and his blood would ensure she survives the Ascension. He then tells
her the alternative is unacceptable and alludes to the fact that she might
Ascend into a god.


Nyktos reveals what Penellaphe said to him in private since it’s been nagging
at him. She told him that Delfai would welcome Sera.
He explains to Sera who that is. 


When talk turns to how to find this Delfai
and get more information, Nyktos tells Sera he moved
the Pools of Divanash to the Vale, where neither he
nor Kolis can go. That way, Sotoria could stay
hidden. Sera projects her excitement, but Nyktos tells
her he won’t allow her to go until after the coronation—for her protection. He
can’t stop creatures or other Primals from attacking
her until she’s officially claimed. 


Sera then asks if removing the embers will have the same
effects on her as it did when Kolis did it to Eythos.
Nyktos tells her it won’t. The embers will go to him,
and he’ll become what he was originally destined to be.


Nyktos explains to Sera what
happened to Halayna, Nektas’s mate, and tells her
that Nektas was the first draken,
the one who helped Eythos create the mortals. Draken
can live as long as Primals. Only the Arae are immortal,
though the viktors are eternal in a
different way given their constant reincarnation.


He tells her that only a few know of the plan to remove her
embers—the usual suspects in the Shadowlands—and they know there’s more than
one ember in her and support the plan…including her Ascension. Only Nektas knows about Sotoria’s
soul, however. It would be too dangerous for others to know about that. 


When talk turns to Kolis’s creatures, Nyktos
says he doesn’t think the Revenants and the Craven are the same and hopes the
missing Chosen haven’t been turned into either of them. 


He then explains that if their plan works, he’ll Ascend
again, and others will feel that Kolis isn’t the Primal God of Life any longer.
And while he is the oldest Primal alive, and they may never be able to kill
him, they might be able to weaken him enough to entomb him.


Sera once again asserts that she’s the key, but Nyktos denies it, stating he will never accept that as the
truth.


They discuss the Rot, and he says he believes it will vanish
if things work out as they hope. 


Talk turns to the coronation and the fact that everyone
needs someone to watch over them—even him.


Nyktos grabs the Book of the Dead,
but before he can do anything, Saion interrupts and tells him there are Cimmerian at the gate. Nyktos
asks Sera to remain inside and reminds her she has no protection until she’s
crowned, even with the charm Vikter placed on her. He urges her not to push
back about his directive.


Heading outside to assess the situation, Nyktos
verbally squares off with Dorcan, realizing they must
have come from Hanan’s Court because of Bele. A battle ensues, and he kills a
Cimmerian who throws a dagger at Sera, then smiles when she kills one attacking
him from behind. 


He goes to her on the Rise, realizing she’s been injured—he
can smell her blood. While he wants to taste her, he tells her to listen for once
and stay on the Rise and then goes to deal with Dorcan.


Before he gets there, Saion informs him that Dorcan saw Sera. When they speak, Dorcan
tells him that refusing Hanan will end badly for Nyktos.
More will come. In answer, Nyktos beheads the
Cimmerian.


Afterward, he heads to his office and scolds Sera for
risking both her life and Saion’s since he was tasked with protecting her and
keeping her out of trouble. Nyktos orders Rhain and
Ector to get him some supplies to clean her wound and then tells Sera to listen
to the instinct to value her life. He reminds her that it isn’t an insult; he’s
just trying to understand how she became the way she is. He asks her what kind
of life she led. When asked what he’s sacrificed—referring to what Ector said
to Sera while Nyktos was outside—he refuses to
answer. 


He sees that her wound isn’t deep enough to require blood,
so she need not worry he’ll take advantage of her. She reminds him that he
didn’t before and that she’s attracted to him.


Nyktos tells Sera that Taric would
have tasted the embers when he bit her and took her blood, but vows that no one
will feed from her again. 


He feels like she wants to murder someone and asks her why.
She brings up her stepbrother, and he asks if Tavius hurt her before the day Nyktos came for her. She hedges, but he knows he did. She
tells him about Tavius and his proclivities and about Kayleigh, and he realizes
that Sera was being punished for him not taking her as his Consort. When he
learns what would have become of her had he not come for her, it enrages him.
He’s surprised that she defends those who knew and did nothing about it. In a
sad turn of events, he realizes that he didn’t give her freedom by refusing
her. He says he’s sorry and tells her that his sympathy and apology are there
if she ever needs them.  


Nyktos tells her she should rest, saying
that shadowstone would have killed a mortal or
godling, even his blood in her wouldn’t have stopped it. It makes him wonder
how else the embers are protecting her…


That night, Nyktos visits Sera in
her bedchambers in shadow form, watching as she pleasures herself and reaching
out to stroke her with titillating tendrils of darkness, seeking shadow
fingers. 


It’s one of the most erotic images I’ve ever received via a
vision. I’m fanning myself just thinking about it.


Later, Sera asks if he plans to go to war with Kolis, and he
tries not to answer. Then he tells her about the Books of the Dead. 


Sera goads him, trying to get a reaction out of him by
mentioning other lovers. He tells her she will be very selective whom she spends her time with and how, so long as
she’s his Consort. Translation: she will be with nobody but him. He then adds
that what he did to the murderous gods in the throne room will pale in
comparison to what he’ll do to any who dare satisfy her needs.


Suddenly, he realizes they’re about to have company and asks
if she has her dagger on her. He orders her to remain on his lap and apologizes
for how he’s about to behave. 


Attes arrives, arrogance on full
display and asking questions Nyktos doesn’t want to
answer. He tells the other Primal that Sera is a godling on the cusp of her
Culling, then threatens to cut his eyes from his sockets and feed them to Attes’s war horse, Setti, if he keeps looking at Sera as he
is. 


Attes asks Nyktos
why he killed the Cimmerian and especially Dorcan,
saying he thought the two were friends.


The other Primal inquires how a god Ascended in the
Shadowlands, and Nyktos says it must have been Kolis.
When Attes suggests that Nyktos
still has embers of Life, he laughs. All the questions and insinuations make Nyktos wonder if Attes came out
of curiosity or on Kolis’s behalf. Then, to make an already unpleasant visit
worse, Attes informs Nyktos
that Kolis is denying the coronation and will be summoning the couple to his
Court soon.


Nyktos tells the other Primal to
leave before he needs to be carried out. 


When he finally goes, Nyktos tells
Sera to argue with him to distract him from going after Attes,
because if he does, it won’t end well. When she asks him about what will happen
in Dalos, he explains that he’ll lie—he’s had to
convince Kolis of many things over the years. 


He goes on to tell her that Attes
was provoking her and explains how. He reveals that only another Primal would
be immune to Attes’s gifts, which could out her true
nature. He says it could have been worse. Kolis could have forbidden him from
taking a Consort at all. While things aren’t good, he once again promises not to
let Kolis touch her.


Sera argues with him, telling him that she won’t be the reason
for more death. He pushes back and says she never was. He knows she won’t hide,
but he won’t put her in danger. 


Nyktos goes to her room later and
reminds her that she promised not to go after Kolis. He also remarks that he
lives in constant fear of not being able to control himself around her. He
apologizes for questioning her motives earlier, then promises not to hide the
summons from her. 


During training later, he squares off with Sera. She cuts
his hair during their sparring, and he tells her he’d never dare cut her hair—we
know how much he loves it. As they face off, she makes a list of demands,
saying he’s flesh and blood and she’s flesh and fire. He tells her that all she
had to do was ask to train—that being her first request. He asks her what her
other demands are. As she lists them, he tells her he’s not just keeping the
embers safe, he’s also safeguarding her. He disarms her but stiffens when she
reminds him that he won’t claim her. Catching him off guard, she holds a dagger
to his throat, and he says he’ll be the one to train her.


Nyktos runs a bath for Sera later,
telling her to use his tub at her discretion, knowing she likely still has
post-traumatic stress about hers. 


What a sweetie.


When she takes longer than expected in the tub, he checks on
her and finds her asleep. He warms the water for her with a touch, and when she
wakes, he’s surprised that she lets him still look upon her unmentionables.
As he watches her, he breathes that everything she does is seductive. 


She tells him that it’s her choice to want him and says
she’s at least brave enough to admit it. He confesses to wanting her and
thinking about being with her, even when he’s not looking at her. He’s been
dwelling on the deal she offered in his office—pleasure for the sake of
pleasure—and tried convincing himself she hadn’t known he was in her chambers
the other night as shadows. He admits he wants her. Enjoys her boldness and
rebellion. Then asks her if what he said was a brave and real enough
confession.


Sera taunts and teases Nyktos,
prompting him to call her liessa again. She
finally pleasures him, and he gets into the tub. He lifts her onto the ledge
and returns the favor. As he feeds slightly from her most delicate places, she
calls him Ash, reestablishing some of their connectedness and making him growl.
When they finish playing in the tub, he calls her beautiful and carries her to
bed. 


Nyktos learns that Sera was not to
be known in her kingdom. She was kept hidden away as if she didn’t exist. He
also learns she was veiled and never acknowledged as a Princess. She was
virtually a ghost. He tells her she was never a ghost to him. 


I love that so much. All anyone wants is to be seen.
Understood. Even if you don’t particularly like or engage in socialization, as
with Sera, we just want someone to look and see. We want to be alive
for someone other than ourselves. 


After he holds court in the city, Nyktos
and Sera discuss their intimate endeavors and how Nyktos
can heal the wounds he creates. They have dinner together, something she
requested when they sparred, and he tells her about his day. He realizes that
Sera is used to blaming herself for just about everything and reminds her she
didn’t fail. He states that he expects her to live longer than it takes them to
transfer the embers. 


Talk turns to the Pools of Divanash,
and they realize that time isn’t on their side. The plan is to go in three
days. Nyktos confesses that he
worried Sera would feel like he was trying to control her and didn’t like it.
He then admits that he’s having a hard time finding balance between protecting
her and doing what needs to be done. 


They talk about her demands and discuss Dorcan.
Sera tells him it’s okay to have friends and apologizes that he had to kill
another because of her. He argues that it’s not okay to care for others if doing
so gets them tortured and killed. 


They discuss Kolis a bit more, and he tells her that the
King of Gods treats him and all the other Primals the
same, and they fall out of favor as often as he changes clothes. Sera tells him
she hopes their plan works, but not because she’s thinking about the future. He
reminds her that he’s not good, tells her not to mistake his handling of her as
him being good, and urges her to keep that in mind.


He’s good. He’s so very good…he just doesn’t like to admit
it. But with Nyktos, his goodness is a strength that
not many have, and countless others can only hope to achieve.


He reminds her that she was willing to sacrifice herself for
others and is thus good, but there is no such thing as a good Primal.
He adds that the embers don’t make her good or bad either.


Nyktos counts Sera’s freckles as
he disrobes her and decides he needs to name the constellation of birthmarks on
her thigh. They make love, and his appearance shifts—skin becomes harder,
shadows gathering under his flesh, eather filling the
veins in his eyes. He calls her liessa again
as he finds his release.


Before she wakes, he leaves, but returns to draw her a bath
and have breakfast. As they set out for the mortal realm, he promises to bring
her back to her lake once it’s safe enough to do so, and tells her she can go
as often as she’d like. He then explains to Sera what mortals sensing him feel,
and relays that their self-preservation instincts don’t bother him. 


Once in Lasania, Nyktos takes Sera’s hand as they approach Ezra, remarking
that she’s holding a town hall. He scares a guard into going to the new Queen.
When Sera talks to Ezra about some of the things that have happened, Nyktos is shocked that Ezmeria
seems to believe her without question. 


Ezra confesses to doubting that Sera could make him fall for
her and admits she thought she’d likely just get impatient and stab him,
getting herself killed in the process. It makes him laugh. 


Calliphe appears, and Nyktos tells her that he wanted to kill her right along
with Tavius when he came to claim his Consort, but her daughter spared her the
Abyss. He adds that she should thank Sera.


Later, he retires to his office and is writing in the Book
of the Dead when Sera comes in. He takes her to the basement in the House of
Haides and tells her about the bone chains. Then, he takes her to the pool
room, knowing she’ll enjoy it. 


Nyktos reveals to Sera how he used
to check on her before her seventeenth birthday and tells her how he was drawn
to her lake. He says he’s wanted to show her his pool for a while. 


His plan is to draw the eather out of Sera, so he goads her into using it on
him. He tells her that he finds it amusing that she hates when he says “please”
and relays that he’ll reward her with a swim and sex if she behaves. They fight
hand-to-hand to draw out the eather.


Nyktos can feel it ramping up in
Sera and knows she can summon it and use it with will alone. He tells her to do
so. Eventually, he pins her to the table, and Sera tells him that she likes
submitting to him. He has his wicked way with her right there on the stone and
tells her she’s always safe with him, calling her liessa
once more.


They float in the pool, and he tells her about Lathan’s
anxiety, discussing the breathing techniques both she and Lathan used. He tells
her she’s one of the strongest people he’s ever met, both physically and
mentally—mortal or otherwise. With or without the embers. They play for a while
more and then go about the rest of their day.


Nyktos trains in the yard with the
guards while Sera spends time with Aios and the
younglings. Later, he tells Sera about the Primal notam and explains
why he thinks Nektas’s eyes flashed blue for her when
they did—it could mean she’s closer to Ascending than they realize.


They ready themselves for their trip
to the Pillars, and he kisses her in full view of the guards, telling her he’s
been looking for a reason to. She tells him he doesn’t need a reason
to kiss her and can do it whenever he wants. 


He gives her a horse named Gala, thinking nothing of it
since it’s customary to give a gift for a wedding. When she worries that she
doesn’t have something for him, he tells her the embers are his gift. 


The plan is to ride on Gala with her to the Pillars and then
take Odin back to the House of Haides. During their journey, he reveals that he
hasn’t accepted his way of life and has been planning to destroy Kolis or
entomb him since the moment he Ascended. He explains what will happen if it
comes to that and how many will likely die. He tells her he felt incapable of
avoiding war until he learned she had the embers. Now, he has hope. But he
warns her that Kolis has already started setting his sights on the mortal
realm.


He’s confident his plan will work, and Kolis will be
stripped of his glory and weakened enough to be entombed. Still, he knows he
won’t go down easily. Nyktos shows Sera the poppy
flower he’s talked to her about before and tells her that it gives him hope—like
she does. 


He asks her if the need to use the embers wears on her and
knows she’s lying when she tells him it doesn’t. He confirms that having embers
is enough to make Sera feel like Eythos did, and then
repeats what Nektas said to her before—that she is
stronger than she realizes. He adds that she is strong, not the
embers. 


He and Nektas tell Sera about the
riders when they come upon them, explaining that their names mean war,
pestilence, and hunger. When they ride, they bring about the end to wherever
they travel because death always follows them. Nyktos
is awed when they bow to Sera and says he’s never seen them do that before.


He gives her two swords to take with her, just in case, and
tells Nektas that Sera is very important to him. She
suddenly blurts out that she wants to be his Consort, freezing him to the spot.
He reminds her to breathe and stay calm, then kisses her hands and tells her
he’ll be waiting for her when she and Nektas return
from the Pools.


Veses shows up to collect on her
end of their bargain, and Nyktos finds himself on the
settee in his office, white-knuckling the arm as the
Primal straddles him and feeds from his throat. Unfortunately, Sera sees what’s
going on and doesn’t take it well. She heads down to the pool chamber and loses
it, nearly destroying the entire palace. He tries to calm her but is eventually
forced to use compulsion on her, something he apologizes for.


When Sera wakes, Nyktos is at the
Pillars, dealing with some nervous souls. He returns and goes to see her, apologizing
again for the compulsion and what she thought she saw. He still won’t tell her
what’s happening, though. When Sera lashes out, saying he was with Veses just hours after she told him she wanted to be his
Consort, he flinches and apologizes again. He adds that he never wants to hurt
her and reiterates that he was a virgin when they met and has never wanted
anyone but her. Ever.


Sera asks him what she saw if it wasn’t what she
thought, and he tells her it’s complicated. She breaks off their pleasure-for-the-sake-of-pleasure
deal and tells him she wants her freedom from him once the embers are out of
her.


Later, Sera comes to talk to him about Irelone
and going to see Delfai where the God of Divination
is with Kayleigh Balfour. Nyktos tells her she can
have all the time she wants and says he’s going with her—he needs to know
exactly what’s said so he can remove the embers correctly. However, he asks her
to wait another day since Kyn’s draken is near. 


He reveals that other Primals know
he has a sizable army, though nobody knows how big it is. Grudgingly, he tells
her that he realizes he needs to learn to deal with her wanting to help and
needing to fight, even though he worries every second that she’ll be killed. 


Nyktos informs her they’ll shadowstep to Irelone since there
are no gateways near that Nyktos trusts. He brings up
the nymphs she and Nektas encountered on their way back
from the Vale, saying she shouldn’t have been able to kill one, and then
remarks that he doesn’t like how things have become between them. She’s acting
like she was trained to—empty and without emotion. He doesn’t like it at all.


Kolis summons them, a reddish black circle with a slash
through it appearing in the center of Nyktos’s palm,
burning and stinging and causing his eyes to fill with eather.



He tells Sera and everyone that Kolis will sense she’s not
an ordinary godling like he tried to get Attes to
believe. He hopes to use the excuse that she’s taken his blood to explain it
away. 


He reiterates that they’ll go to Delfai
first and then answer the summons, but Sera insists they go to Dalos first.


Nyktos realizes that things are different
now, but he tells her they need to act like they did with Attes.
She tells him she was never pretending to be infatuated
with him. It was never an act. He asks her if it’s too late for her wanting to
be his Consort and to serve the Shadowlands and Iliseeum.
He’s not sure why he brings it up, but he wants to know why she wanted
something he could never give her. He then tells her she deserves someone who
will love her unconditionally and irrevocably. Someone who’s brave enough to
tell her how they feel. 


Nyktos informs Sera there will be
war if Kolis recognizes her as Sotoria and tries to
keep her. He says he’ll leave Dalos in ruins if the
King of Gods makes even a single move for her. Sera pleads with him not to
intervene if Kolis recognizes her. He snarls and tells her the embers aren’t
the only important thing. She is. He adds that she’s asking him to do what he’s
had to do his whole life: leave others behind to suffer. To live and be dead
inside.


He tells her that even if he had his kardia,
he’d be unable to love after what he’s had to do. If he were to leave her
to Kolis, any goodness remaining in him would be gone for sure, and he’d become
something worse than the false Primal of Life.


He prepares her for their shadowstep
and tells her what to expect, explaining that one hundred and ten of the blood
drops tattooed on his flesh are from lives Kolis made him take. He reminds her
she’s good and not a monster, and then they step into Dalos.


They arrive to bodies strung up, and Nyktos
tries to calm Sera when she sees them, her eather
running wild. She tells him to stop her, and he kisses her, calling shadows to
block out her light and reaction. 


Attes interrupts, and Nyktos doesn’t hide his ire, telling him he seems bound and
determined to lose his eyes. 


Later, talking to Dyses, he
reinforces that Sera is his Consort. Dyses lashes out
and tells Sera to bow. Nyktos orders her not to and
tells Dyses she’ll bow to those deserving respect. He
shadowsteps behind the male and rips out his heart,
saying he will bow to Sera. Later, he remarks that, like Dyses, none of Kolis’s servants have felt right for a very
long time. He sensed no soul in Dyses when he killed
him.


They talk about random things—Nyktos’s
jealousy, Dyses, the family crest, the significance
of the wolf and the hawk… When Sera says she saw a silver hawk in the Dying
Woods, he tells her it’s not possible, insisting that not even they would enter
those woods—we know that’s not true, since it was Attes
in his nota form. 


Hanan riles Nyktos about the Ascension
of a god in his Court and him killing those he sent to the Shadowlands, and Nyktos threatens him, then throws him across the floor.
When Hanan rails about Bele’s Ascension, Nyktos plays
dumb, saying it had to be Kolis, and then taunts Hanan about doubting his King’s
power. 


Nyktos helps Sera breathe and bow
and then tells Kolis that Sera’s father is a god, and her mother is mortal,
trying to throw him off about her eather. He
reiterates that Kolis is only sensing Nyktos’s blood
in her. When Kolis moves to touch Sera’s hair, Nyktos
catches his hand and tells Kolis he’ll do to him what Kolis has done to those
who touch things that belong to him, then announces that Sera is not
to be touched by anyone but him. 


Playing his part, Nyktos apologizes
to Kolis for not seeking approval for the coronation. When questioned about
what he did to Dyses, he simply says he didn’t like
the male’s tone. He then tells Kolis that he, too, felt a god Ascend and
searched for the source, finding nothing. He assumed it was Kolis. Hanan
challenges him again, and he argues that only the Primal of Life can Ascend a
god. 


Dyses enters
the room, alive and well, making Nyktos stiffen.
Still, he tells Kolis he was surprised by the Ascension for the same reason Attes was: it’d been a long time.
He states that the dakkais in the Shadowlands
surprised him, as well. He’s told it was simply bad timing. The dakkais were dispatched because Nyktos
didn’t seek approval to take Sera as his Consort. 


I call bullshit.


Sera tries to take the blame, saying it was her fault and
trying to intervene. It makes Nyktos furious. He’s
told to be quiet, or it will not be he who suffers.


Kolis plays his sick little game and asks Nyktos what the penalty is for disrespect. He answers that
it’s a life. Kolis explains that Sera must kill a
young draken—Thad—as recompense. Nyktos
tries to intervene again, but he’s told to stay silent or Kolis will rip out Sera’s
heart, and then warns that if anyone else pays the price for her, she
will pay with her blood.


After the horrible ordeal, and once they return to the
Shadowlands, Sera asks him to take her to Vathi. He tells her that the draken are like gods; therefore, her bringing someone back
to life will not result in someone else losing theirs. However, she can’t do
anything to help the young draken. It would be felt. 


He ends up taking her to Vathi anyway and orders Attes to retrieve Thad. Nyktos
tries to comfort Sera, telling her not to thank him and explaining that Kolis
was making Kyn their enemy by forcing her to take the life of a draken from his Court. When questioned, he tells Sera that
it’s too late for them to wonder if they can trust Attes.


Sera goes to the young draken, and
Nyktos tells Attes to never
speak of what he sees, threatening that he’ll level Vathi and hunt the other
Primal down if he does. 


After Sera brings Thad back to life, Nyktos
orders Attes to keep the lad hidden and then tells
him to bring him to the Shadowlands where Nektas can
keep him safe. He warns Attes that Kolis may send dakkais after feeling the power surge and asks why the
other Primal didn’t go to Kolis with his suspicions to gain favor. Attes says that he remembers who Nyktos’s
father was and who Nyktos was meant to be.


Nyktos tells Sera that he trusts Attes with the secret and assumes he’ll keep quiet, at
least until the coronation. He then asks Sera why she spoke out. He laments
that she doesn’t deserve to have this done to her and is surprised when she
says that he doesn’t either. He quips that he’s used to it and is stunned when
she says that she did it for him. He insists he doesn’t deserve it.


They discuss Dyses’ resurrection
and the Revenants. Nyktos hopes Kolis doesn’t have a
lot of them. He knows Dyses isn’t a demis—a false god created when a god Ascends a mortal—and
is certain that Kolis doesn’t have embers of life any longer. So, he’s not sure
what to think of his creations. 


Nyktos remembers what Gemma said
about what she saw and surmises that she encountered Revenants in different
stages of creation. No matter, Kolis found a way to bring about life without
the necessary embers—something to convince other Courts that he still has the
power.


Nyktos knows there’s no way Kolis
believes that he actually thinks it was the false
Primal of Life who Ascended Bele. He was only saving face. He just wishes they
could have talked to Attes about Dyses.


Nyktos reminds Sera that Kolis
doesn’t recognize her as Sotoria. He feels rage and
asks what’s up, saying it felt different. Tasted different. She tells him it
wasn’t only her anger. It was also Sotoria’s. Nyktos surmises that Holland was wrong. Sera’s not the
reincarnation. There are two souls in her—hers and Sotoria’s.


Nyktos leaves to deal with a bunch
of roaming Shades. When he gets back, Bele informs him that Veses
knows about Sera. He blasts the other Primal with eather
after telling her to shut up when she’s trying to explain why she attacked
Sera. He orders that Veses be locked in one of the
cells under the House of Haides.


He’s told that Veses wanted to
kill Sera, not tell Kolis, and she freaked out after nearly killing Reaver and
seeing Sera save him. After everything that happened, Nyktos
knows it was Veses who set the Shades free. He then
learns that she also sent the draken that attacked
them and released the entombed gods. 


Taking care of Sera, Nyktos laughs
at her stabbing Veses and urges her to feed. He gets
her to take blood and allows her to see his memory of her training request. He
explains it to her, and then tells her he’ll wait for her in his chambers. 


Sera admits to Nyktos she doesn’t
hate him, and it enflames him. He orders her to fuck
him and tells her that nothing feels like she does. She reminds him that he can
feed if he wants, but he doesn’t—won’t—he doesn’t think he deserves it.


Nyktos realizes he can’t keep Veses locked up, but he also can’t release her because
she’ll go to Kolis and likely won’t respect the Court rules. He explains to
Sera how Veses could feel her but not Kolis—it’s
because she’s the Primal of the Rites. 


Later, the day of the coronation, Nyktos
comes to Sera and takes her from Aios, telling her to
breathe and calling her liessa. He uses
shadows to block them from view as she calms herself
and informs Sera she doesn’t have to wear the crown after tonight. She tells
him that she still wants to be his Consort and calls him Ash. It touches him
deeply. 


During the coronation, he takes the crown from Rhain and
then bows to Sera, surprising everyone in attendance. He crowns her, revealing
her title—the One who is born of Blood and Ash, the Light and the
Fire, and the Brightest Moon. The imprints appear, shocking everyone,
and he declares that the Arae have given them their blessing. He explains that
the imprints and blessings belong to her and admits he fibbed a little so
everyone would think the Fates had blessed the union. 


Nyktos tells Sera about Keella, the Primal of Rebirth. When asked if the Primal
knows about Sotoria’s soul being in Sera, he says he
isn’t sure since it wasn’t really a rebirth. 


Sera says she likes her title, and it gladdens him. There is
some of Penellaphe’s prophecy in it, but he kept
thinking about her hair and how it reminds him of moonlight. When she asks
about the blood and ash part, he tells her the different symbolism.


Attes asks for a moment to speak
with them, and while cool in the exchange, Ash agrees and says he will make
time. He feels satisfaction from Sera and asks her why. She tells him that it’s
because she’s being included. That prompts him to say that he hates she was made to feel unimportant for so long and
loathes that he ever contributed to it. He makes sure she understands that
she’s both seen and heard and calls her liessa,
telling her she will always matter as he kisses her temple.


When Sera meets Keella, the Primal
remarks that Sera’s title may be another blessing. Nyktos
is asked about his inspiration for it, and he confesses it was because of her
hair. Before she leaves, Keella tells him that his
father would be proud of him.


Nyktos keeps his hand on Sera’s
where it rests on her lap to ground her during the greetings. Finally, the
crowns are removed, and Nyktos tells Sera the
soldiers will make sure the road ahead to Irelone is
safe. He asks her to sit with him and massages her neck. When she calls him Ash
again, he tenses. She asks him if he doesn’t like it, and he confesses that he
missed hearing it from her. 


He asks her what changed her mind about the coronation and
made her want it. When she tells him, he reveals what’s been on his mind: her
calling him Ash in her coronation dress, seeing her out of the dress, seeing
her naked on the throne, and seeing her bare with
nothing but the crown on. He then wonders if he’s worthy of exploring those
obsessions and decides he doesn’t care if he is. He’s too greedy and selfish to
care. When he finds her dagger, he tells her that seeing her with nothing on
but her dagger has taken second place, and that first place has been replaced
by her calling him Ash when she comes. It’s the only thing he wants.


Sera tells him she needs him inside her and does, indeed,
call him Ash with her pleasure.


They talk about her thoughts on the coronation, Vathi, the dakkais, and Keella and Sotoria. He tells her that Keella
is one of the few Primals he somewhat trusts. The discussion
then shifts to their meeting with Delfai, and he
tells her he’s excited about learning how to transfer the embers. He reiterates
that her life being saved is what matters most, not him becoming the Primal of
Life. 


When he asks about what changed her mind about the
coronation, she tells him that her emotions didn’t change, only how she wanted
to proceed. Sera projects, and Ash tastes chocolate and strawberries. 


Love!


She confesses that she knows the whole story about Veses, and he shatters the glass in his hand. She digs out
the slivers, and he asks if she’s only calling him Ash now out of pity. She
denies it and tells him she’ll kill Veses if he
doesn’t. He tells her about things with Veses and how
Veses really wants Kolis. He thanks Sera for simply
being herself and kisses her, about to share a wish. Only he stops himself
before he gives it voice.


He mentions being hungry, and she urges him to feed. He does
and has sex with her, once again saying he wishes…but never finishing the
sentiment.


They go to Irelone, and Nyktos comforts Sera, telling her the embers will be out of
her soon. He can taste her anxiety and asks her what it feels like. She tells
him, and he says he wishes he could do something to change how it feels for
her. 


When the guards refuse them entry to the keep, he lets loose
a display of power and leaves them riches. 


He and Sera meet with Kayleigh, and he apologizes for his
behavior and that of others like him, then tells her who he is and who Sera was
meant to be.


They meet Delfai and find him a
rambling sort. Nyktos interrupts the God of
Divination and explains why they came. They learn about the Star diamond and
how it’s used, and Nyktos is stunned to find out how
easy the ember removal process is.


Then they learn that Kolis has the embers, but they’re not
needed to remove the ones in Sera. When Delfai refers
to Sera as a vessel, it infuriates Ash. The god apologizes and goes
into more detail on how to remove the embers from Sera. But…there’s a catch.
Ash will have to Ascend her, and that means she will die. 


Ash is close to losing control when he learns they cannot
transfer the embers without killing Sera. He refuses to believe it and argues.
He then learns that his father only survived it because he was born a god and
destined to Ascend. The embers belonged to him. They don’t belong to Sera; they
were only hidden in her. He’s told there are three
options: Nyktos becomes the true Primal of Life and
restores the balance to the realms, someone else takes the embers, or Sera
completes her Ascension—meaning she’ll die anyway.


Nyktos shadowsteps
and grasps Delfai by the throat, snarling that he
won’t kill Sera and saying the option is unacceptable. He takes his true form
and plans to send Delfai to the Abyss, but Sera
pleads with him not to hurt the God of Divination and says he doesn’t deserve
it. And Ash doesn’t deserve another mark. Finally, he drops Delfai.


Sera urges Ash that he has to do
it. He refuses and confesses that he figured draining her completely was a
possibility, but he knew that wasn’t how Kolis did it, so he figured there was another
way. He considers getting The Star and using that, but she reminds him that
removing the embers will kill her either way. Still, he’s thrilled when she
admits that she doesn’t want to die—it’s about time she values her life.


She reveals she wants to live but the realms need
to. And that’s all that matters. He erupts, telling her that she
matters, not the realms. She calls him Ash again, and he begs her not to do
that when she’s talking about him killing her.


When she insists that he did nothing wrong—meaning him
removing his kardia—he gets furious. He
laments that he could have saved her. She argues that there was no guarantee he
would have loved her. He tells her he would have. That nothing could have
stopped him. 


She orders him to kiss her, and he does, loosing a soul-torn groan. They have sex, and he
confesses that he wishes he’d never had his kardia
removed. He never wanted to know love before her. His eyes glaze over in
red as he cries Primal tears of grief.


Sera asks him to take her to her lake when the time comes so
she can die there, and he promises. 


When they return to the Shadowlands, they realize something
is wrong. They’re under attack. He jumps from the balcony to the ground, and
Saion updates him. He checks his emotions and finds bodies in the west
courtyard, stumbling back at the horror. Saion informs him where Kyn is, and Nyktos orders him to summon the armies. 


He takes his true form and rises into the sky to fight
Davon, the draken, becoming a storm. He notices that
Sera, Rhain, Rhahar, and Saion are unable to get to
the House of Haides, so he pours Primal mist out of himself, telling Sera to run
in her mind.


As shadows swallow the courtyard, Ash shouts for Sera and
sees Attes with her. He repeatedly roars and shouts
for her, trying to get to her. He tears a Cimmerian apart. Vaporizes a dakkai with a touch. She is only yards away, her eyes
locked on his, and then…she disappears, swallowed by smoke and shadows.


The next time he sees her, he waits outside of Cor Palace,
crouched amid the trees.


As a silvery-white wolf.


He watches as Sera succumbs to Kolis’s sick obsession and
attacks. He ends up killing Hanan and tells Kolis to get his hands off his
wife. He threatens to kill his uncle and they battle, Kolis telling him that
he’s started a war.


Sera compels him and Kolis to stop fighting and threatens to
take her life. He pleads with her not to. Eventually, Kolis injures him enough
by stabbing him repeatedly that he is taken into custody
and imprisoned in the Carcers.


While in stasis, he shares dreams with Sera and tells her to
make Kolis aware that only he can Ascend her. Once she does, she should then
summon the Fates. 


During his time in the Carcers,
Kolis watches him and then incapacitates him after he wakes. He can’t blame
him. Not really. He was prepared to do anything to get to Sera.


When Sera takes Kolis down, it weakens the wards. Between
that and feeling what Sera is, he escapes and comes for her. He takes out any and all in his path, and then finds her nearly
collapsed.  


Sera can barely talk but manages to ask if she’s dreaming.
He tells her it’s real. When she asks if he’s okay, he laughs, reminding her
that she was also imprisoned and likely dealt with much more than just some
retaliation and sleep.


They discuss Veses a bit and what
to do about Kolis. They also talk about what happened to her in Dalos, and Sera has to soothe his
anger. She tells him he needs to take her somewhere safe and remove the embers.


Elias comes in, and Ash almost kills him until Sera assures
him that he’s a friend and the god swears his fealty to Sera.


Attes arrives and urges them to
get moving. When Ash moves to attack him, Attes
pleads his case, and Sera tells Ash the other Primal can be trusted—he saved
her life more than once.


She gets dizzy, and notices she’d started shifting into her Primal
form.


Just as they’re about to shadowstep,
Sera remembers The Star and tells them they need to get it. They talk how to go
about doing that, and she tells Ash that his father’s soul is in the diamond.
He asks if she’s sure, and she confirms. 


Ash can’t feel the soul within the diamond, but Sera assures
him it’s in there. She wonders how they can put Sotoria’s
soul in the stone, and Ash says Keella should know
how to get a soul both in and out.


He shadowsteps them to some hot springs
in the mortal realm and listens as Sera relays what she knows about his father
and uncle. When he asks to hold The Star, she doesn’t let him, explaining that
she doesn’t want him to see what she did. 


He and Sera take some time for themselves and get lost in
each other for a bit.


As they spend time together, they talk about everything
that’s happened and catch one another up, talking about what things mean and
what’s next. They discuss his nota and Primal forms, then he heads to
the Bonelands to get them some clothes.


Talk turns to Attes, and Ash makes
it clear that he still doesn’t trust the Primal, but Sera tries to make him
understand why Attes could never be loyal to Kolis.
Then, she tells him what Phanos did. He starts
thinking of the ways he could use that to his advantage to save her, but she
stops him and insists that nobody else will give their life to save hers.


He takes her to the Bonelands and
tells her how the Ancients, connected to all living things, became displeased
with what the mortals were doing. They concluded that mortals and the land
could not coexist and chose to cleanse the land. They then created the Primals, splitting their essence between them and sharing
the balance. The Primals and gods eventually joined
the mortals to battle the Ancients.


He asks Sera how she’s feeling, and she admits that she’s
tired and achy. 


Sera struggles to climb the stairs, and Ash helps her. Saion
and Rhahar arrive, and both embrace Ash. Then Lailah
joins, followed by Rhain.


Ash tells the assembled group that Sera saved him, and Rhain
says many of them wouldn’t be there if it weren’t for her.


They all discuss The Star, and Keella
comes forward, telling them what they need to do. Sera pulls Eythos free and then falls unconscious.


Ash takes Sera to Keella’s Court
when she passes out. After she wakes, she apologizes to him for cutting his
time with Eythos short, and he tells her his father
was ready to go. He relays that Eythos told him he
was proud of him and then told him to remember what they said to each other by
the Red River. The problem is, he doesn’t remember what that was.


Realizing that Ash gave her blood, she chastises him. They
bicker as usual, and Nektas arrives, laughing that
they’re arguing.


Attes, Ash, and Sera argue about Sotoria, and Sera makes them understand that the soul is
alive. Attes mentions how he met her after Kolis
brought her back. Then they all discuss what happens if the embers die with
Sera. They talk about The Star being able to hold both the embers and a soul,
and what needs to happen for them to end Kolis.


Sera says there will be war, and Ash insists he only cares
about her. Attes says it’s way bigger than that, and
Ash says she matters. Sera tells him she loves him, and he feels overwhelming
emotions toward her.


Keella asks Ash if he has sensed
dual souls. He says he only ever feels Sera’s. Keella
tells him he needs to anchor himself to his Consort’s soul. He does.


Ash walks up as Sera is talking to Rhain. He reads her
emotions, and she tells him to stop. 


Saion comes then and jokes that they’re fighting again. Rhahar joins, and they settle a bet. Saion said they
couldn’t go more than an hour without arguing. Sera turns to Ash and jokes that
they’re his friends. He says they were, giving them a look.


Sera tells Ash to take her to the lake, reminding him that
he promised. He can do nothing but obey, even though it breaks his heart. 


He watches as the gods all bow to his wife and give her the
utmost respect.


Sera tells Ash there’s something she wants to talk about. He
can’t look at her. When she notices, he tells her that even if he’s not looking
at her, she is all he sees. She tells him she loves him and says it’s not his
fault, making him understand. He tries but then lists all the things he’d
rather be doing. Anything but what they are. She continues, telling him she
wants him to live. Be King. He argues that it’s her place, and she tells him
she doesn’t want him to be alone. She wants him to love. 


He gets angry, and she makes him promise. Begrudgingly, he
does. Then, they show each other with their bodies how much they care and
cement that their connection goes beyond the realms.


He tells her all the things he adores about her and says he
never wanted until her. Thunder booms, and Ash
realizes that Kolis has been found. Sera laments being out of time but tells
him everything she wanted and says that he gave her all of it. She tells him
that she loves him again and then says it’s time.


He takes her into the water and feeds.
She begins to fade, and Ash says fuck the embers and tells
her to take his blood. He says he won’t let her go. He’ll Ascend her. 


She asks what she’ll become, and he says he isn’t sure. She
begs him to take the embers, but he tells her to shut the fuck
up and says if he loses her, the realms and everything in them are gone—he’ll
destroy it all. He tells her not to die. Says fuck the
greater good. She tells him he’s good.


Finally, she drinks. When she wakes, a shockwave bursts free
and knocks him back.


Ash tells Sera stories while she’s in stasis. He tells her how
unprepared he was for how alive he feels with her. He admits he could still
feel after his kardia was removed, just not
strongly. Not until her. He says he should have known from their first kiss
what they were to each other. 


He reminisces about their first few meetings, her bravery in
going to Kolis alone, her misplaced loyalties.


When Ash says he wanted to be strong like Eythos, Nektas says it had
nothing to do with strength. He talks about how Eythos
was after Mycella’s death, and Ash says he would have
destroyed the realms and everything in them if he’d lost Sera.


Nektas reminds Ash that he saved her,
and Ash tells Sera he’ll be waiting for her.


She starts to wake, and Ash tells her not to rush it. He
reminds her of how they are together. How they like to be. He tells her she
needs him. His blood. Says he’s hers. 


She intones that the Primal of Life has never fed from the
Primal of Death before. They’re meant to be two halves of a cycle but separate.
He insists that all of him is hers, and she feeds.


After, he asks if she knows him, and she says she always
will. 


Ash tells her he was terrified he’d lose her. She says he
didn’t; he saved her. He adds that he was afraid she wouldn’t remember and that
he’d still lose her. She insists he won’t. Ever. He tenses and tells her that
when he releases her, she should run, saying he needs her too much and won’t be
able to control himself. He’ll become his other self. She says she trusts him. Tells him she’s his. Urges him to take her.


He does, using his shadow tendrils to bring her extra
pleasure. He tells her that he loves her and says he’s not sure when it started.
She says she thought she’d die without ever knowing what his love felt like. He
says he would never allow that and that he’ll spend eternity making sure she
knows how deeply his feelings run.


Nektas asks if they’re okay, and
Ash threatens him. When Sera says she’s now the Queen, Ash agrees and adds that
he’s her Consort. She corrects him and calls him her King. 


He agrees.


The King then fucks his Queen. 


Ash feels Sera tensing when he goes to feed and knows that
more happened in Dalos than she’s letting on. He
hopes she will tell him eventually. He mentions that every Primal felt her Ascension
and makes her understand that they’ll deal with whatever comes. Together. 


He comes clean about why he didn’t take her as his Consort
initially. Part of it was to keep her unknown to Kolis, but also because he had
a dream the night she was born. It was her at her lake, smiling at him. Then,
he saw her dying, and him destroying everything. It terrified him so much he
had his kardia removed right before
he brought Sera to Iliseeum.


He laments what his choices meant for her life and insists
he was a coward. She denies it, but he tells her what the vision showed him.
His actions showed that he’d fallen in love. So, he tried to stop it. He tells
her he fell in love anyway, and she tells him she felt more than love when he
held her in the lake. Ash says there’s only one reason for that. They’re
heartmates. 


He talks about how when the Arae see threads of fate
joining, they cannot intervene. He says their joined souls created the
first-ever Queen of the Gods. They talk about the Arae pushing the boundaries of
what’s allowed and what’s considered interference. 


When Sera goes out onto the balcony, he follows her, and
they take in the life that’s returning to the realm.


Ash and Sera share declarations of love, and he tells her
that he wants them to trust each other, adding that he’ll always see her as
strong no matter what. He hints that he thinks he knows what happened to her in
Dalos, and they talk more about Rhain. She urges Ash
not to do or say anything about what happened when her plans were first
revealed. He agrees. 


Sera tells Ash what Holland really said to her the day he
came with Penellaphe. That love is more powerful than
the Fates. They think and talk about how powerful life is. 


She asks Ash to tell her again that he loves her, and he
does. Repeatedly. Happily. And then they make love.

EYTHOS’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


My knowledge of Eythos only comes
in the form of stories. So, that is how I shall relay Eythos’s
journey…


A very long time ago, a powerful Primal befriended the
dragons. He wanted to learn their stories, and being young, was rather
impulsive. He knew one way to talk to them was to give them a voice by
bestowing on them a godly form—allowing them to shift between the two. This
Primal was Eythos, the then Primal God of Life. But
the draken aren’t the only creatures the young god
gave dual lives to.


Eythos had an identical
twin—Kolis. One brother was fated to represent life, and the other death. Eythos was the Primal of Life, and Kolis was the Primal of
Death. They ruled together for eons as they were meant to. Until…Kolis fell in
love. Or, more accurately, he became obsessed. 


But things began even before that. It all started long before
Lasania was even a kingdom in the mortal realm. It’s
unknown if the relationship between the brothers was always strained, or if
there was peace between them at one time. Regardless, they were always
competitive. And there was also an issue of jealousy. 


The Primal God of Life was worshipped and loved by gods and
mortals alike, and Eythos was a fair King, kind and
generous. He was fascinated with all life, especially the mortals. Even when he
became the Primal God of Death—which I’ll get to in a minute—he was awed by everything
mortals could accomplish in what even gods would consider an incredibly short
time. He interacted with them, as many Primals did at
the time. 


Kolis, on the other hand, was respected but feared and never
really welcomed as a necessary step in life, a doorway to the next stage. When
Kolis entered the mortal realm, those who saw him cowered and refused to look
him in the eye. 


On one trip, Kolis saw a beautiful young woman picking
flowers for her sister’s wedding. This woman was named Sotoria.
Kolis watched her, and it was love at first sight. He was utterly besotted with
her and stepped out of the trees to speak with the beauty. Back then, mortals
knew what the Primal God of Death looked like since paintings and sculptures
captured his features, just like his brother’s, the Primal God of Life. Sotoria knew who Kolis was when he approached her and ran
away in fear, plummeting to her death from the Cliffs of Sorrow. 


Kolis begged Eythos to restore Sotoria’s life, an act Eythos
could do and had done in the past as the Primal God of Life, but he had rules
that governed when he granted life. One of those guidelines was that
he would not take a soul from the Vale. Yes, Sotoria
had died young and far too soon, but she had accepted her death. Her soul
arrived in the Shadowlands, passed through the Pillars, and entered the Vale
within minutes of her death. And Eythos would not
pull a soul from the Vale. It was wrong and forbidden to both him and Kolis. 


Eythos tried to remind his brother
of that. When that failed, he attempted to get Kolis to understand that it
wasn’t fair to grant life to one, only to refuse another of equal worth. But
that was also one of Eythos’s flaws. He believed he
could decide if a person was worthy or not. And maybe as the Primal God of
Life, he could… But still.


Maybe it was hubris, but Eythos
didn’t realize his power could be turned on him—especially not by his brother.
If he hadn’t used his gift on the mortals, then perhaps Kolis wouldn’t have
expected him to do it with Sotoria. But Eythos’s refusal to do as his twin asked with the woman he
believed he loved started everything—hundreds of years of pain and suffering
for many innocents. Eons of Eythos regretting
what he chose and chose not to do. 


Nothing happened at first, and Eythos
believed Kolis had accepted his decision to maintain the balance. Eythos even met his Consort, Mycella,
during that time, and life was normal. Good, in fact. But, in
reality, a clock was counting down. 


Kolis spent the next several decades attempting to bring Sotoria back to life, though he couldn’t visit her in the
Vale, at least not without risking the destruction of her soul. After years of
searching, he realized there was only one way to accomplish what he desired.
Only a Primal with the power over life could restore Sotoria’s.
So, he found a way to become that. 


He was successful in trading places and destinies with his
twin, though nobody but the brothers know exactly how he accomplished it. We
only know it required the Star diamond and some powerful magic. Regardless of how
it happened, the act was catastrophic. It killed hundreds of gods who served
both and weakened many Primals—even killing a few and
forcing the next gods in line to rise from godhood to Primal power. Many draken were also killed, and the mortal realm experienced
earthquakes and tsunamis as Kolis’s actions offset the balance. Many places
were leveled, and pieces of land just broke off, some forming islands while
others simply sank. 


Eythos knew immediately why his
brother had done it. He’d warned Kolis not to bring her back, stating she was
at peace in the next stage of her life, and that it had been too long. He
warned that if he were able to do what he planned, Sotoria
would not return as she was. It would be an unnatural act and would upset the
very unsteady balance of life and death.


Still, Sotoria rose, and as Eythos warned, she was not the same. She was morose and
horrified about what had been done to her. When she eventually died again, Eythos did something to ensure that his brother could never
reach her. Something only the Primal of Death could do. With the aid of the
Primal, Keella, Eythos
marked Sotoria’s soul—making her destined for rebirth.
Meaning, her soul would never enter the Shadowlands to be judged. It would,
instead, be continually reborn, over and over. Her
memories of previous lives wouldn’t be anything of substance—if she had any at
all. Eythos hoped that would bring the poor girl some
semblance of peace. 


As centuries passed, Kolis kept up his search. He knew she
would be born in a shroud because of what Eythos and Keella did, so he continued to look for her in the mortal
realm. 


Both Eythos and Keella paid dearly for what they did. Kolis grew to despise
his brother and vowed to make him pay. Eventually, he killed Mycella while she was pregnant because he believed it was
only fair that Eythos lose his love just as he had.
To add insult to injury, Kolis also destroyed her soul, ushering in her final
death. Losing her took a piece of Eythos that he never
regained. 


Kolis destroyed all records of the truth—both in the mortal
realm and in Iliseeum. It was then that the Primal
God of Death was no longer depicted in artwork or literature. He went to great
extremes to hide that he wasn’t supposed to be the
Primal of Life, even when it became apparent that something wasn’t right. He
started losing his ability to create and maintain life. The destiny was never
his to wield, just as that of the Primal God of Death was never Eythos’s. 


When Penellaphe’s prophecy emerged,
Eythos took it upon himself to thwart his brother’s
plans and hopefully restore balance at some point. Even after the shifting of
destinies, Eythos retained some of his ember of life.
Just as Kolis retained some of his ember of death. So, when Ash was conceived,
part of that ember of life passed on to him—just a flicker of power. Not as
strong as the ember that remained in Eythos, but
enough. Eythos took that ember from him before Kolis
could even learn of its existence, added it to what remained in himself, and
put them both in the Mierel bloodline. He hid it
where it could grow in power until a new Primal was ready to be born—in the one
being that could weaken Kolis. Then, he made a deal with the King of Lasania and gave the mortals and his son at least a chance
to do something. To stop the fallout of what Kolis did—the unnatural climate,
the Rot, the destabilization of the balance. 


Unfortunately, Kolis eventually killed his brother and used
what was left of his ember of death to seize his soul. When Eythos
died, it severed the bond between him and his draken
and upset the balance even more. So, even though Ash was born to Ascend and
assume the role of the Primal God of Death, it wasn’t entirely his. Not to
mention, his ember of life now lived in a vulnerable mortal vessel with an
expiration date. 


In addition, because the state of things wasn’t natural, no
Primal was born after Ash. Seraphena has the only ember of life in both realms. She is why life continues.
And if she dies, there will be nothing but death in all the kingdoms and all the
realms. She has become what Eythos was always meant
to be: the Primal God of Life.

KOLIS’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


As the Primal God of Death, Kolis ruled alongside his twin
brother, Eythos, for eons. During a trip to the
mortal realm, Kolis saw a young woman picking flowers. He watched her and
instantly fell in love. As he stepped out of the trees to speak with her, she
got startled and ran, plunging to her death from the Cliffs of Sorrow. 


After, Kolis begs his brother to restore Sotoria’s
life, but Eythos refuses to pull a soul from the
Vale. He says it’s wrong and forbidden and tries to remind Kolis of that. When
that fails, he adds that it isn’t fair to give life to one and refuse another
of equal worth.


Kolis spends the next several decades attempting to bring Sotoria back from the Vale. As the Primal God of Death, he
can’t visit her there without risking the destruction of her soul. After years
of searching and growing to despise his brother, he takes revenge by killing Eythos’s Consort, Mycella, while
she’s pregnant, then destroying her soul. He believes his brother should feel
the same pain he has in losing the one he loves. When he realizes
there is only one way to do what he desires, he takes action to find a way to
become the Primal God of Life and switch places with his brother.


Executing his plan, Kolis manages what he set out to do—we
assume with the Star diamond he received, possibly from a Fate. He swaps
destinies with his brother, making himself the Primal God of Life, and Eythos, the new Primal God of Death, then destroys all
evidence of how things were. Eythos knows why his
twin did it. Still, he warns Kolis that bringing Sotoria
back to life is unnatural and would upset the fragile balance of life and
death, not to mention she won’t come back the same—it has been too long, and
she’s at peace in her next stage of life. Kolis doesn’t listen and pulls her
from the Vale. As Eythos warned, she isn’t the same.
She’s morose and horrified by what he did.


When Sotoria dies again, Eythos and Keella intervene,
marking her soul and ensuring Kolis can’t find her. Still, he looks for her.
Given what he knows about what was done to ensure her reincarnation, he knows
she will be reborn en caul, so he searches the mortal
realm for any who are.


After he takes his brother’s place in Dalos,
he summons Nektas’s mate, Halayna, at some point and
murders her to punish the draken for not sticking by
his side.


The night Sera is born in the mortal realm, her father, King
Lamont, summons Kolis and tries to make another deal to save his child and best
the deal that King Roderick made with Eythos after he
became the Primal God of Death. 


Kolis retained some of the embers of death in him, just like
Eythos retained some of his embers of life. And it’s enough power for Kolis to capture and hold a soul. So,
he does with his twin. 


While Kolis’s control as the Primal of Life wanes, his
innate power does not. He is the oldest and the most formidable of the Primals. He can kill any Primal, but then what? A new one
can’t rise. Not without life. And he has lost that ability. That doesn’t stop
him from going about his cruel rule. While draken
generally are bonded to Primals by choice, the bond can
be forced, and Kolis does that often. 


He also takes great pleasure in selecting favorites
and putting them in gilded cages. He provides them with everything they want
and need—except for their freedom. However, when he grows tired of them, he
revels in their torture and death. 


When Gemma enters the Land of the Gods as a Chosen, Kolis
takes to her. He keeps her close to him and talks about the power he’s felt,
almost obsessing over it. He tells her he’ll do anything to find his graeca—an old Primal word meaning love and
life—though he never speaks of it as if it’s a person, something living and
breathing. He leads Gemma to believe it’s an object, a possession. He never
tells her what he plans to do with his graeca
once he finds it, but she knows he’s doing something to the Chosen. Many of them
disappear and come back…not right. Different. Cold and lifeless. Some stay indoors,
only moving during the brief hours of the night, and their eyes change,
becoming the color of shadowstone. We know the others
have eyes almost leached of color. They’re as terrifying as Kolis is, and he
calls them his reborn, his Revenants. He says they’re a work in progress and
that all he needs is his graeca to
perfect them.


Kolis hasn’t set foot in the Shadowlands since he switched
fates with Eythos, though it’s unknown whether he can.
Still, it’s assumed that he knows about the embers of life and thinks he can
use them. It’s also presumed that he knows about Taric and the other gods Nyktos dispatched, and that Bele’s Ascension has unsettled
him and the other Primals. 


Kolis sends Attes to the House of
Haides to let Nyktos and Sera know that he
disapproves of the coronation, and orders them to come to him in Dalos when he issues the command. 


The day Sera arrives at Cor Palace, Kolis enters the atrium,
followed by the stench of stale lilacs. Gold-laced eather
spills across the floor and collapses, coiling like a viper around his feet. He
orders everyone to sit—everyone but Sera. He shadowsteps
to her and tries to force her with eather to look at
him. 


He remarks that she doesn’t feel like a godling as he’s been
told and notices she’s been warded with a charm. He
calls Nyktos clever. When he tries to touch Sera’s
hair, Nyktos blocks and threatens him. Kolis tells Nyktos that he pleases him but warns him to release him
immediately. 


Kolis claims to be hurt that Nyktos
didn’t seek his approval for his union and asks if Nyktos
knows why they’ve been summoned. Hanan speaks up, and Kolis scolds the Primal
for talking without permission, flexing his power. 


As the discussion turns to the Ascension that’s been felt,
he confirms that he is the only one who can restore life and Ascend
a god, knowing that’s not true. He turns his attention to Hanan again and
chastises the Primal for his lack of faith, ordering him to leave and not return
until summoned. He then apologizes to Sera. 


Kolis brings forth Dyses, his Revenant,
and remarks that Attes and Nyktos
seem surprised by him. He then asks if they have the same doubts and lack of
faith as Hanan does. They both simply say that it’s been a long time since the
Primal of Life restored life. Nyktos adds that he was
shocked by the dakkais, too, and Kolis says the
attack was punishment for his nephew’s failure to seek approval. 


He adds that he will not let Nyktos’s
disrespect go unpunished. Sera says it was her fault, and Kolis calls her
brave. He then turns his attention to Nyktos and says
Sera must earn permission the same way he would. 


Kolis turns to Kyn and asks the Primal if he brought what he
was ordered to and then instructs Sera to kill a young draken.
Nyktos speaks, and Kolis tells him to be silent and
that it won’t be him who suffers if he disobeys. 


Sera inquires about what will
happen if she refuses, and Kolis chuckles when Thad tells her it won’t matter.
Kolis then tells her to pay the price, or he will by killing Thad, her, and a draken from the Shadowlands. 


Sera asks Kolis what he’ll gain by making her do what he
asks, and he tells her that it will tell him everything he needs to know. 


Sadly, we know that’s true.


Nyktos tries to intervene, and
Kolis warns him again, telling him that he’ll rip out Sera’s heart if he does
it once more. He then turns back to Sera and tells her that the draken is young enough that hitting the head or heart will
do, then adds that if anyone but Sera pays the price, he’ll demand she pay it
with her blood.


Sera kills the draken, and Kolis
laughs. Then, smugly, he gives the couple permission for their union and the
coronation and dismisses them. 


After Attes kidnaps Sera, Kolis
enters through a partitioned wall and remarks that he’s happy to see she’s awake.
He calls her brave again and tells her she betrayed him the moment she left by
using what wasn’t hers to snatch away the life she owed him—by going to Kyn’s
Court and bringing Thad back to life. 


Sera asks him what Blood and Ash means. He tells her about
the prophecy and has Callum recite most of it, only finishing the end. He
asserts that he knows Sera’s heard it. When she
remarks that he is the great conspirator, he laughs. 


They try to dissect the prophecy, and he states that he
believes Mycella was the first daughter, and Sera is
the second. He also thinks the middle section of the prophecy is something that
will happen at some point in the future. He thinks the end of the prophecy is
all about her. 


He tells her she is the bearer of two crowns and he needed
her to restore a draken’s life to know that the
embers had reached the point of power where they would ensure the rest of the
prophecy came to be. He calls her clever and tells her she’s just a vessel to
give him what he wants. 


He remarks that the Ancients didn’t imagine he’d do anything
to change what they foreshadowed, and it seems it was foretold that Eythos would set it all into motion. However, they
underestimated him by thinking he’d just stand by and let it happen. 


He says there’s no need for any other Primals if there’s one of Life and Death, then
reveals that if he does nothing, he’ll die. 


When Sera asks why he needs more power, he answers, “Power
isn’t limitless or infinite. Another can always rise. Power can always be
taken.” He then grabs her by the throat and tells her that Nyktos
would have taken the embers from her the moment he felt he was ready to and
insinuates that he could raise Eythos if he took
them. 


He goes on about why Eythos hated
him and confesses that if his brother had brought Sotoria
back, it wouldn’t have changed anything; though it would have saved all the
lives Nyktos had to take in place of him. He tells
Sera he’s going to drain her, take the embers, and rise, completing his final
Ascension. He then taunts her that she knows what will happen to his nephew
when he does. 


He boasts that absolutely nothing will be forbidden or
impossible, not even what has been hidden from him, and then strikes, biting
Sera just above the shackle on her neck. She tries to save herself by telling
him she’s Sotoria reborn, and he calls her a liar. Attes interrupts their exchange and reminds him that Keella helped to find her, even though he’s hunted down
every mortal who bears an aura. He then suggests that Kolis couldn’t find her
over the past few centuries because she had been reborn and reminds him that Eythos was clever and would do this just to fuck with him.


Shaking, he lets Sera go but catches her, then falls to his
knees and hugs her to him with horror etched on his face as he realizes who he has to kill again—Sotoria. 


Kolis tightens his hold and asks if it’s really Sotoria. Callum urges him to take the embers from Seraphena and Ascend, while Attes
tells him if he doesn’t save Sera, his graeca
will be lost. 


A storm of gathering power builds, and Kolis sees Nyktos in his nota form changing into his Primal
form. His nephew calls him out. Still holding his love, he watches as his
nephew kills the Primal God of the Hunt and Divine Justice. 


He gently lowers his graeca
to the floor and turns to his nephew when Nyktos
orders him to take his hands off his wife. He tells Nyktos
he can see how powerful he’s become and chastises him for hiding it. He gives
him a chance to walk away, but only because they’re
family. 


He tells Nyktos to go to his Court
and tell Bele to appear before him and swear fealty immediately. Instead, Nyktos moves to pick up Sera, and Kolis knocks him back,
telling him he’s started a war. His nephew says the moment he strayed from
tradition and faith he started it.


Kolis taunts him, saying he killed Eythos
and Nyktos swore fealty. Nyktos
attacks, and Kolis accuses him of treason. 


When Nyktos says that Sera was
never Kolis’s, the false king argues that if she is who she claims to be, she
was never Nyktos’s to crown. They fight, and Kolis
incapacitates Nyktos.


Attes calls to him, telling him
that Sotoria needs his help. He goes to her and lifts
her, then tells his guards to put Nyktos in the
cells.


Sera wakes while in his arms and he tells her that she’ll live
as long as she is who she claims to be. He gets into
the water and summons Phanos. The Primal arrives, and
they talk about Sera being Nyktos’s Consort. Kolis
tells him it’s irrelevant. As Phanos asks more, Kolis
gripes that he asks too many questions and says he needs Phanos
to make sure Sera doesn’t die.


Phanos asks Kolis why he can’t
just make her a Revenant, and he tells the Primal that they’re just death
reborn. The Primal of the Skies and Seas asks if she’s Kolis’s graeca, and Kolis tells him he believes she is. He
tells Phanos he’s been holding her soul in her body,
but he can’t much longer. 


Phanos wonders if Kolis knows what
he’s asking, and Kolis says he’s not asking. 


Phanos finally takes Sera, and
Kolis watches as he takes her deeper and then one ceeren
after another floats to the surface, dead.


When Sera comes back out, she asks him why, and he tells her
that he won’t allow her to die. She says she doesn’t want anyone dying for her,
and he lets her know she has no choice, then taunts that if she were Sotoria, she would know that.


Sera runs from him and grabs a sword. Kolis tells the guard
to leave and remarks that he expected her to run.


He urges her to put down the sword and she tells him to make
her. Before he can react, she stabs him in the chest.


He is not amused.


She starts to run, but he stops her. They fight some more,
and he hits her, then immediately feels bad about it. She mouths off and he
tells her he never wanted to be a villain. He blames his brother for that. She
asks him if there’s anything he doesn’t blame Eythos
for.


He tells her not to push him and calls her so’lis. To keep her in line, he threatens Nyktos. She insists she doesn’t care, but he doesn’t
believe her and tells her as much. Upset, he grabs her by the throat, not even
realizing what he’s doing until she points out that he’s killing her. Again.


He tells her they’re going home and then compels her.


After Sera attempts to escape, he goes to see her and asks
what she and Callum were discussing. Callum tells him they were talking about
Antonis, who Kolis found out turned Craven. He tells Sera that they’re an unfortunate
side effect of creating the Ascended.


Sera points out the differences between him Ascending the
Chosen and his brother, and it angers him. He tells Callum to leave and asks Sera
if she’s been resting. He orders her to have a drink. 


When Sera asks about Nyktos, he
wants to know why. She tells him it’s merely curiosity. Then she asks about the
armies. He tells her they haven’t left the Dalos
border and are still in the Bonelands to the south
along the coast beyond the Carcers.


She asks him why he hasn’t forced them out, and he tells her
about how the mortals are becoming complacent. He says he plans to take a more
active role when he’s the Primal of Life and Death.


I’ll just bet he does…


She then asks if him taking her will cause issues, and he
tells her only if the other Primals think him taking
her is worth going to war over. 


He asks about her relationship with Nyktos
and listens with anger as she answers. She tells him that Nyktos
only wanted the embers, not her, and never knew what Eythos
did. He thinks she’s lying.


Not able to help himself, he asks her if she’s fucked Nyktos. She tells him they
are attracted to each other, so…yes. He tells her that someone doesn’t go to
war or kill for someone they’re just attracted to. She argues that people kill
all the time for all sorts of reasons. His rebuttal is that Primals
don’t.


He informs her that his nephew is in stasis and watches her
reaction. When she asks why he didn’t go to ground sooner, he explains that the
earth can’t get through the shadowstone in the
chamber. 


Sera tells him Nyktos had his kardia removed, and he says he believes it—it
sounds like something Nyktos would do to stop Kolis
from using those he loves against his nephew. Especially since he never wanted
to end up like Kolis.


When Sera starts to glow and taps into the embers, it angers
him and he tells her to calm herself. He orders her to sit and tells her he
doesn’t believe what she said about her feelings. He insists that the marriage
imprint is proof that there’s love. She explains the difference between loving
someone and being in love with them, and he admits he loves Sotoria.
Says he’s in love with her. 


She asks him to prove it by letting Nyktos
go. He says her demand proves that she loves his nephew, and she argues that it
would prove that Kolis would do anything for her. He lists for her what he’s
already done, but she tells him that’s the bare minimum needed to show someone
you love them.


Kolis asks her why she would be interested in falling in
love, and she tells him that she’s never known it and wants to. 


He asks her if she thinks he’s a fool and reminds her that
she tried to kill him. She tells him that she stabbed Nyktos,
too, which surprises him. He asks her what will change if he releases Nyktos, and she tells him that she will submit to him. He
warns her that if she’s lying, he’ll own her soul in both life and in death.


Kolis has her made what he deems presentable so he can hold
court in her chambers. As the gods come in, he notices how they look at her and
decides to play with them a bit. When Uros looks a little too hard and long,
Kolis tells the god that he offended him and implodes him. Feeling
uptight, he excuses himself for a bit.


When he returns, Kyn shows. He asks if the Primal brought
news. Kyn tells him that he spoke to one of the Shadowlands’ commanders and
says they’re unwilling to stand down. They talk about how the forces are
separated and discuss what to do about it. Kyn says something needs to be done,
and Kolis asks him if he has suggestions. The Primal asks if he can take his
forces and attack those to the east. Kolis warns him that they’ll all die. Nektas is there. Kyn asks if he can finish what he started
then and take the Shadowlands while the strongest are away. 


Kolis wonders what Attes thinks,
and Kyn tells him he’s more attuned to accord than war. Kyn then assures Kolis
he’s not worried about retribution or Nektas. Kolis
tells him he’s brave and loyal and has his gratitude. The Primal kisses his
ass. 


When talk shifts to the embers, Kolis says he’s maintained
the balance this long and that won’t change anytime soon. He asserts they won’t
make any moves against the Shadowlands unless provoked. When Kyn asks what
happens then, Kolis says he’ll do what must be done. They talk about Nyktos, and when Kolis notices Kyn looking at Sera, he
tells the Primal she draws the eye and asks her to move closer. He wonders what
Kyn thinks, and the Primal agrees with Kolis. He then says that if it comes out
that she isn’t his graeca, he will gift her
to Kyn after he's finished with her. Kyn humbly accepts, then tells him he’s
happy he brought a gift, as well.


Someone wearing a black hood is brought in, and Kolis finds
out it’s Rhain. He remembers his father and brother and what they could do.
Rhain seethes as Kolis talks about his father and calls him a traitor. He
wonders if Rhain allowed himself to be captured and if finding Nyktos wasn’t really his end goal. 


He searches the god and finds a pouch with a necklace in it.
He assumes it’s his trigger object, slightly confirmed when Sera says it’s
hers, but insists she didn’t know what Rhain could do. He listens to Kyn and
Sera bicker and tells them to stop. Turning to Rhain, he says he believes Sera;
therefore, he’ll make his death quick. Sera argues, saying he’s only being
loyal to the Primal of his Court, Kolis insists he should be loyal to him—his
King.


When Sera tells him that he should be thrilled that Rhain is
worried about Nyktos, it confuses him. She explains
that the gods in the Courts should care about their Primals.
If they don’t, how can they care about their King?


Sera tells him she’ll do whatever he wants if he lets Rhain
go. He asks her why she’d want to save the god, and she says she’s trying to
prevent a war. She reiterates that she’ll do anything if he promises that Rhain
will be returned to the Shadowlands in the same condition he’s in now. He
agrees and dismisses Kyn, then informs Sera they’ll be sharing a bed.


Once Sera is bathed and dressed, he comes in and tells her
she’s far bolder than before, then asks if what he requested of her was a
surprise. She tells him it only surprised her because he offered her to Kyn
just moments before. He tells her that her advice to release Rhain was wise and
shows that he’s reasonable, fair, and worthy of loyalty. He mentions that the
god is back home. 


They go to bed.


The next day, Kolis brings Ione to meet Sera. He tells her
that the goddess can see into others’ thoughts to uncover truths, lies—all that
is needed.


He tells Sera it won’t take long and assures her that Ione
will be quick and efficient. He orders her to sit. Kolis takes in her demeanor
and says she seems nervous. She replies it’s because a god did this to her
before, and it hurt.


Callum fills Kolis in about Taric, and he asks Sera if the
god found her. She says it wasn’t just him, it was him, Cressa, and Madis. She
wonders why he had Taric searching for the embers if he already knew where they
were, and he tells her that he ordered Taric to look for his graeca, not the embers.


Kolis then asks Sera if the other gods fed from her, and she
says only Taric did. He wonders if the god told her what he saw, and Sera says
he didn’t have a chance to say anything before Nyktos
killed him.


Kolis watches as Ione is pushed from Sera’s mind and demands
to know what she saw. The goddess says the embers in Sera are strong, and he
gets exasperated. He asks if Sera is his graeca,
and Ione tells him she carries the one called Sotoria.
That she is her.


He feels nothing but joy.


Kolis asks her more questions, which the goddess answers to
his satisfaction


He gets all emotional, and Callum says it has
to be a lie. Ione tells him she doesn’t lie and has no reason to.


Discussions rise about how Sera
doesn’t look like Sotoria, and Ione explains why. She
tells Kolis she’s glad he found his graeca. 


After she asks Kolis if he requires anything more of her, he
thanks her for her assistance. When she turns to leave, she addresses Sera as Consort.
It pisses Kolis off and he interjects that the
coronation was neither recognized nor approved. 


The goddess leaves, and Sera snaps that she was always
telling the truth. Kolis says he sees that now and dismisses Callum. He
approaches her, telling her she looks more like Sotoria
when she smiles. When Sera asks about Nyktos and
Kolis honoring their deal, he gets angry and can’t stop himself from biting
her.


He loses control and finds release. He insists it’ll never
happen again and begs her to say something. All she says is she needs a bath.


Later, Kolis walks into Sera’s chambers and asks her and
Callum why they always look like they’re about to go at
each other’s throats. Sera tells Kolis that Callum still doesn’t believe that
she’s Sotoria. Kolis tells her the Rev is in denial,
then reveals that Callum is Sotoria’s brother.


Sera continues bickering with the Revenant, and Kolis
comments on their fighting reminding him of how he used to quarrel with Eythos. He then tells Sera—as Sotoria—how
she had two siblings: Anthea and Callum.


He informs Sera how he went to Sotoria’s
family to apologize when she left him, remembering how her parents cowered.
Only Callum remained unafraid. He tells her that they talked, and Callum shared
details about Sotoria.


He continues, saying Callum mourned his sister and felt
responsible. When Sera asks why he would feel that way, Kolis tells her that
Callum was supposed to be with Sotoria but was
instead screwing the baker’s daughter.


She asks how Callum became a Revenant, and Kolis tells her
how the boy used a small knife to cut his throat. He tells Sera how he held
them both as they died, adding that he couldn’t allow Callum to perish, so
Death gave life.


She asks him if Revenants are demis,
and he tells her they’re not, adding that they’ll discuss it more when there
aren’t more pressing matters to attend to. Kolis tells Callum to leave them. 


He wants to talk to Sera about the deal they made. He tells
her that Nyktos has not been released, adding that
he’s not reneging, but his nephew is in stasis, and that needs to be resolved.


She asks what that means, and he tells her that Ash lashed
out when he woke, and Kolis had to ensure he behaved.


Sera asks how he is, and Kolis admits that telling her would
likely upset her. She argues that not knowing will only make her worry
more. Seeing her so affected by news of another bothers him. He tells her as
much and adds that he practically feels the worry seeping from her pores. 


He wonders what inspires her care for Nyktos
and her fear for him, saying she wasn’t afraid of him at first but
that’s since changed. He then mentions Eythos having
heightened intuition and foresight and says he gets why she seemed frightened
after he threatened someone she cares about and saw him as Death, but he
doesn’t understand the timing of the changes in her.


She seems shocked, and he reasserts that he apologized and
said it would never happen again. She insinuates that he forced himself on her.


He says he realizes his display of love was intense, and she
argues it was much more than that. 


He asks what will make it okay.


She tells him she needs some time.


He gets angry and tells her that his word
should be sufficient to garner trust, and she tells him she doesn’t know him.
That hits him hard. He gets more upset and yells that he’s the King of Gods.


When she seems afraid, he pulls back and then orders her to
say something. She begrudgingly utters a thank you.


Kolis apologizes once more and then scolds her for using the
embers. She argues that Callum provoked her, and he says the essence does not
belong to her and is not hers to use.


He takes care of some things and then watches his so’lis sleep. When she wakes, he asks who she was
dreaming of—she was smiling. He then notices the scents of mountain air and
citrus. 


She says she doesn’t remember her dreams, and he informs her
that they’ll start fresh. He asks how he can make that easier for them and
tells her there’s no limit to what he’ll do for her. He offers her things he
can think of, and she tells him she wants out of the cage.


It makes him happy that she wants to spend time with him.
She asks him what he plans to do about the embers, and he tells her he’ll take
them and Ascend her. When she asks what Ascension will
mean for her, he says she’ll become an Ascended.


She wonders what will happen when he Ascends, and
he tells her he will ensure loyalty in both realms.


Kolis lets her out after breakfast. They walk, with Elias
guarding them. Sera asks if it’ll be night anytime soon, and he tells her it
will be in about a week, explaining that it’s only night once per month. When
she seems shocked she’s been in Dalos for so long,
Kolis tells her that she slept for several days after her escape attempt. 


She asks Kolis how many live within the City
of the Gods, and he tells her there aren’t many left. When she asks what
happened, he tells her they’re dead at the hands of the Fates. He admits that
he had a hand in some of the death, too.


When Sera sees all the alcoves, Kolis notices the look on
her face and asks about it. She replies that it’s just a lot of sex. He wonders
if it bothers her, and she says it doesn’t. Still sensing her confusion, he
explains that being near Death makes the living want to live.


They get to the Council Hall, and he notices her
nervousness. She says it’s the crowd. He tells her she needn’t worry. When she
says she knows, it makes him happy that she’s coming to trust him.


Kolis takes the throne, and Callum brings in a floor pillow
for Sera. A server brings around a tray, and Kolis tells Sera to have a drink.


He notices Keella and says he
hasn’t seen her in a while. She says she’s come because of Sera and knows who
she is. Kolis tells her she should; after all, she knows who she really
is. He then asks if she knew about Sotoria before the
coronation. 


Keella addresses Sera using her
Shadowlands title and asks about Nyktos. Kolis gets
irritated and says the Primal-killer is where he
should be. Keella then inquires if he did it to
protect his Consort. Kolis doesn’t really answer but says his nephew’s actions
could have had lasting consequences. 


Keella says another has risen. It
should be celebrated and seen as a blessing. Then she asks if Kolis is going to
stop what he’s doing since it goes against tradition and honor.


He tells her that he didn’t sanction the coronation. Turning
to Kyn, he asks if he gave permission, and Kyn backs him up.


Keella asks if Sera will be
released when Nyktos is, and Kolis tells her she’s
not going back to him at all. When the Primal asks if she is there of her own
free will, Kolis suggests she ask Sera herself. Sera says she’s in Dalos by choice.


Noticing an exchange between one of the servants and a god,
Sera asks if the Chosen have free will. He says they’ve had nearly all their
choices made for them all their lives, then looks at the couple and says it appears
as if the servant is enjoying herself. Sera disagrees. He tells her that where
they couldn’t be touched or spoken to in the mortal realm, they can in Dalos. He says Sera views them as victims, whereas he sees
those starved for what’s been forbidden. He tells her that the Chosen have
opportunities in Dalos. They can shed their veils or Ascend.


He reveals that the couple’s names are Orval and Malka, and
they are known to each other. She asks what would happen if they weren’t, and
Kolis asks her if it matters. She emphatically says it does, and he points out
another couple. He mentions the servant’s name is Jacinta and tells her the god
is Evander. He then adds that Evander is turned on by pain. Looking at Sera, he
asks her what she would do if she could. She says she’d kill him and then asks
what Kolis would do to her. He tells her he wouldn’t do anything.


Sera stands abruptly and asks for a weapon. Kolis calls for
Elias, and the god hands over one of his daggers.


Amused, Kolis watches her walk up to Jacinta and Evander,
grab the god by the hair, and tell the woman to leave. Then, she strikes.


And the screaming starts.


Kolis orders his people to remove Jacinta and Evander’s
body. When Naberius moves toward Sera, Kolis tells
him to stand down.


Sera returns to the dais, and Kolis asks her why she thinks
she knew what was going on. She clearly starts to say that he told her, so he
interrupts and says he merely asked her what she would do. He never said that
Evander was forcing Jacinta. 


Sera argues that she saw the tears on Jacinta’s face, and
Kolis asks her if they were tears of pain or pleasure. He goes on to say that
she only hears what she wants to hear and thinks about herself. Just like his
nephew. Just like his brother. She argues some more and then asks whose Court
Evander belonged to. Kolis tells her he was from the Thyia
Plains.


Which means he got a little retribution on Keella for questioning him, too.


Attes calls to
Kolis, telling him it’s time to start court. He orders Sera to sit. He talks to
two gods and decides he’s had enough of disrespect. He kills the god who
accused another of cheating and refused to show his King what he’s due. 


Sera appears displeased and asks if this is really how he wants them to spend time together. He tells
her he’s multitasking. He wants to be with her, but he has things to do. She
adds that she never expected this when she asked for time out of the
cage, and he asks what she means. She tells him that he’s only shown her death.
He questions more, and she mentions Evander. He says that’s on her, and she
breaks down the errors in that statement, then adds that he killed a god for
calling another a cheat.


He says it’s about maintaining control and balance. She
questions that, and he says every action has a reaction. Disrespect is met with
an appropriate response: death. She asks if she is to be sentenced to
death, and he tells her she’s different. He won’t punish her.


And he won’t. Unless she makes him.


He tells her to stand and come to him, ordering her to sit
on his lap. He continues with what he was saying, repeating that he won’t
punish her but will rethink their deals. He asks if she understands.
When she says she does, he tells her he’s capable of more than just death.


He wishes people would see that. 


I can’t imagine how they could…


Veses addresses Kolis, and he
beckons her forward. They talk for a bit.


Kolis asks Veses if she recognizes
Sera. The Primal says she isn’t sure, and Sera calls her out as a liar. She
tells Kolis they met in the Shadowlands.


He finds that very interesting, since the Primal never told
him that.


Veses and Kolis talk some more,
and Kolis goads Veses, thoroughly enjoying himself.
She’s just so easy to manipulate. He insinuates that Veses
would do anything he asked of her, she agrees, and he can see the distaste
on Sera’s face.


Good, Sotoria doesn’t like the
idea of him being with another.


He’s delusional…


Veses asks Sera why she’s there,
saying she thought she was the Shadowlands’ Consort. Kolis tells her she’s
wrong and says he never gave permission. Veses then
assumes that Sera’s presence must be punishment, and he corrects her. Veses says she could find something less crushing for Kolis
to use to warm his lap if that’s what’s going on, and it pisses
him off. He orders the Primal goddess to apologize and tells Veses she’s speaking to his graeca.
She says it’s impossible and must be a lie, but he insists he had it confirmed.



When Kolis orders her to apologize again, Veses does, but not happily. Then she tells him she’s happy
for him. 


He doesn’t believe that for a minute. 


Before she leaves, Kolis summons her back and says that she
still disappointed him and must be punished. He calls Kyn over, and watches in
amusement as he begins carrying out the punishment. 


Sera tries to stop it, and Kolis asks her what she’s doing.
She says that what he’s doing isn’t right and asks him to stop. He pushes back,
and she tells him it’s the right thing to do. Furious, he rises and tells her
they’re returning to her quarters. Before they leave, Phanos
tells Kolis he needs to talk to him. He says he’ll be right back.


They return to the cage, and Kolis chastises Sera, reminding
her that he told her not to question him or use the embers, yet she did both.
He details what he’s done for her and says she isn’t appreciative. He tells her
that he wanted to show her what he’s risking for her and orders her to obey her
King. 


Weeping, he chains her, saying he wants to hate her for
making him do this to her, but he can only love her. When she acts as if she
doesn’t believe him, he tells her she’s still alive. Nobody else
who questioned him would be. And that’s proof of his love.


After court, Kolis reenters and releases the shackles. Sera
cries out and sags into his arms. He apologizes.


The Chosen bring in stuff for a
bath, and Kolis tells her to bathe, rest, and all will be well.


After Sera wakes, he comes back and tells her she looks
lovely. She apologizes, and it shocks Kolis, but he tells her he understands.


He asks her to walk with him and has Callum and Elias trail
along after them. He takes her into a side chamber and calls for Iason and Dyses, who bring in a Chosen named Jove.


She tells him he doesn’t have to prove anything, and he
insists he must show her what he can do. She tries to talk him out of it, and
he simply instructs the Chosen to unveil himself. Kolis asks Jove how he is and
tells him he’ll be blessed. 


Jove replies that it’s an honor. Sera tries again to stop
Kolis, and he tells her she’s always had a kind heart. 


He insists she needs to know why it’s so important. Balance
is necessary.


She asks if he can at least make it so it doesn’t hurt and
he thinks that’s easy enough. Instead, he makes sure Jove finds pleasure.


As the steps are completed, Kolis explains the process of
what he’s doing and calls Elias over to give Jove his blood. He tells her that
without the embers of life, the Chosen become the Ascended, but he’s been
working on the drawbacks, like their sun intolerance and bloodlust.


Sera wonders what happens if they can’t control their
hunger, and he says they’re put down. He adds that gluttonous gods were killed
under Eythos’s rule, as well, and he was
used as the weapon to do it. 


He talks about the creation of life and how he cares. She
asks about the difference between the Ascended and the Craven, and he explains
that the Craven are dead, then elaborates.


He assures her that the newly made Ascended are watched. The
one she encountered would have been, too, if she hadn’t tried to escape and
pulled the guards from their posts.


She asks what happens if an Ascended chooses not to feed,
and he tells her they will weaken, their bodies eventually giving out. They
discuss how everything created or born has the potential to become a murderer.


He tells her the Primal of Death is supposed to remain
distant from anyone they may have to judge—all but the other Primals and the draken. He
complains that it wasn’t that way for the Primal of Life and goes on to say
that it made sense to the Arae, and it all comes back to the balance
established when the Ancients created the realms.


Sera chimes in that she thought Eythos
created them. Kolis tells her that he created some but not the realms.
The Ancients were not the first Primals, nor can any
Primal become an Ancient. He tells her there must always be a true Primal of
Life and a true Primal of Death. 


Later, Kolis suggests another walk, and Sera asks him where
Callum is. He tells her that he sent him away to handle something important.
She asks about the Revs, wanting to know if they need things like friendship,
love, and sex. He tells her they don’t, just like they don’t need food or blood.
They are only driven by their desire to serve their creator. 


She says she can’t imagine not wanting anything, and he
counters that he thinks it would be freeing.


She goes back to the subject of Callum and says he’s different.
Kolis acknowledges and reveals that the Revenant is full of wants and
needs. He tells Elias to stay back when they reach the stairs and moves with
Sera to them. He says he was once told that motivation plays a role in the creation. For example, feeling means becoming. He says he’s
not so sure because he tried with others, and it never worked.


He takes her high to look over the City
of the Gods. She asks him about the Fates clearing the city, and he tells her
they do whatever they like. Especially when someone upsets the balance.


He tells her he gave the gods in Dalos
a choice. They could serve him as the Primal of Life or die. He killed half. It
displeased the Fates, so they wiped out the rest. He admits he could have probably
acted a little less rashly.


He looks at Sera and sees Sotoria
in her, but everything is…amplified. He says he wishes she looked how she used
to. It seems to offend Sera, and he doesn’t get it. Once again, he asks what
she wants or needs to forgive him.


When she mentions an irregular silver diamond she used to
covet, he offers to get it for her. She replies that she doesn’t think Calliphe even has it anymore, so he tells her he has one.
When she asks to see it, he can’t deny her. He takes her back to the cage and
summons down the cluster at the top, letting it transform into its true form: a
silvery diamond shaped like a star.


He tells her that it’s called The Star and says it was
created by dragon fire long before the Primals could
shed tears of joy. He adds that he came upon it by chance. 


She asks why he keeps it hidden, and he says he keeps it
with what he cherishes the most. When she asks to hold it, he of course lets
her, watching her reaction.


Suddenly, she blurts, “You cried,” and he freaks out. He
asks what she saw and rips the diamond away, returning it to its place. His
Primal form emerges, and she retaliates with the embers. He reminds her what he warned and tells her that whatever happens next is
on her.


He traps her, but she takes control, dismantling the cage
and chamber around them. Then she attacks him. He tells her to stop, but she
throws the words from her vision back at him. 


He realizes she saw his brother’s last moments. When she
moves to stab him with a bone, he doesn’t even fight her. After, she gets in
close and tells him she wants him to remember that she wants nothing more than
to kill him. Then, she stabs him again and again, leaving him weakened and
falling into stasis.

King of Gods’ obsession (I hate referring to her as such. She’s a mortal. A
woman—a beautiful one. One with a tragic history)…


 


Hair: The color of ruby-hued wine and falls
to the middle of her back.


Eyes: Green like spring grass.


Body type: Slightly shorter than average
height and voluptuously curvy.


Facial features: Oval face with angular
cheekbones. Full, bow-shaped lips the color of berries. Strong brow. Some
freckles across her nose to her eyes. Cute nose.


Personality: Timid but a fighter. Kind.
Fierce. Stood up for her brother.


Background: Died by falling off a cliff
while picking flowers for her sister’s wedding and getting scared by Kolis. Was
brought back to life and kept as a prisoner.

SOTORIA’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


Poor Sotoria has had a rough
journey. First, Kolis sees her and instantly becomes infatuated. When he
reveals himself to her, it scares her enough that she falls from the Cliffs of
Sorrow while picking flowers for Anthea’s wedding. 


She enters the Vale and is fine, until Kolis rips her from
there and brings her back to life. But she doesn’t come back the same. She’s
morose and resentful. Not to mention she’s kept in a cage.


She eventually dies again—exact cause unknown, though
there’s a rumor that Eythos killed her—and Eythos and Keella take measures
to ensure she can’t be ripped out of the Vale again. They mark her soul, making
it so she’ll be reborn over and over. 


Eythos takes additional measures
by placing her soul in Seraphena. But she’s not
reborn as Sera, they share Sera’s body. 


Inside Sera, she becomes enraged at the sight of Kolis in Dalos and the price he forces Sera to pay—the young draken’s death. Her fury fills Sera. 


When Sera is captured and brought back to Dalos, Sotoria’s anger and panic
fill Sera—it’s a reminder of what she endured.


As Sera is held in Dalos, Sotoria emerges several times, letting Sera feel her pain
and fear and panic. She also lets loose her anger and
fury at times when the embers rise within Sera.


Once Sera escapes, Sotoria feels
herself being removed from Sera and questions the Primal, Keella,
if she will be okay. Once she’s reassured, she lets go, letting herself be
transferred into the Star diamond. 


But on her way out, she tells Sera they’ll meet again.

Hair: Golden. Shoulder-length.


Eyes: Pale blue—almost colorless—with eather.


Body type: Tall.


Facial features: Golden skin. Delicate
curve to cheeks and chin.


Distinguishing features: Mole beneath his
right eye. Soft lilt to his voice.


Preternatural features/abilities: Able to
come back to life. Telekinesis.


Personality: Apathetic. Flippant. Cruel.
Arrogant. Thick emotional walls. 


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Wears
gold. Is often seen with gold-winged face paint—an homage to Kolis. Knows
Primal magic. Wears a sword strapped to his back and a dagger on his thigh at
times.

CALLUM’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


If I had to pick someone who both intrigues and terrifies
me, it would be Callum. He’s incredibly enigmatic, but as someone even older
than I, who has been in league with some of the vilest of the vile, he
admittedly scares me. 


Callum first entered my radar when I saw him in the visions
I had when Sera was attacked by the guards. I, like Ezra, thought he was a god
at first. He immediately rubbed me the wrong way, taking obvious pleasure in
Sera having killed the guards and then lying about it. 


He later appears in Dalos when
Kolis meets with Sera, peeking through the curtain and telling the draken Davon that they have something to take care of. 


After that, I suspect that I caught a glimpse of
him lurking in the shadows during Kyn’s ordered Cimmerian attack at the House
of Haides, but I don’t have anything to confirm that definitively. 


Callum is there when Sera wakes after being abducted by Attes, revealing that she’s been unconscious for two days,
and that Attes wasn’t supposed to hit her so hard. He
then tells her that it’s no longer a secret that she’s a mortal with embers of
life in her, then greets her by her full name and asks if she remembers him. 


Callum insults Sera, telling her she stinks of the
Shadowlands and the Primal there, then warns her not to disrespect Kolis. As
talk turns to her life in the mortal realm, Callum says that he got the
impression the Queen wasn’t much of a mother to Sera and then tells Sera he’d
had regular contact with Calliphe for years and was
the one who told her how to kill a Primal—make them fall in love and then end
them.


He adds that Kolis knows all about her and has since the
night she was born, then says Sera’s father, King Lamont, summoned the Primal
of Life to make another deal. He remarks that it was clever of Eythos to hide embers in a simple mortal, especially
someone who would one day belong to his son. 


Sera asks why Kolis didn’t just take the embers. Why wait
for her to be taken to the Shadowlands? Callum and Kolis reveal the prophecy
and reiterate the Blood and Ash bit. 


As they talk and explain more, Callum laughs when Kolis says
how silly Sera’s question is about wanting more power and then warns Kolis to
watch out for Attes. He tells him that the other Primal
is trying to trick him and not to trust him. Attes
threatens that he knows how to kill Callum—draken
blood—and will do so if he disrespects him again.


Callum keeps watch over Sera as she’s held in Dalos. He doesn’t for one minute believe that she’s Sotoria and makes it abundantly clear to her. All the while,
they argue and do things to provoke the other. 


They really do fight like siblings—if that brother and
sister constantly had murdering each other on the
brain, that is.


When Kolis reveals that he’s actually Sotoria’s brother, Callum gives his sister the
credit she’s due, calling her sweet, and fierce, and caring. But he takes great
pleasure every time Seraphena is knocked down a peg
and plans to do whatever is necessary to make sure that Kolis rises to the
power he was always meant to have. He owes Kolis, after all. The King forgave
him for letting Sotoria down and gave him eternal
life.


My next sighting of Callum is actually in
my more recent visions of Poppy and Casteel. I first saw him entering the
dungeon with five Handmaidens and Isbeth when the
Blood Queen held Cas. He remarks that Casteel is clever when he figures out
what Isbeth is and then takes interest when she asks
what Cas knows about Malec.


After Poppy beheads King Jalara, Callum is a bit stunned.
He’s careful not to touch his head as he steps forward to confront her. 


Later, back in the dungeon, Casteel threatens to kill him,
and Callum quips that he’s heard that more times than he can count but
confesses that Cas is the first person he thinks might actually
succeed. Then, he removes a shadowstone dagger
and stabs the new King of Atlantia.


Casteel repeatedly calls Callum Golden Boy, and it
irks him. I love it, and I’ve taken to doing it myself. He lashes out and says
he’s not a boy. When Cas attacks and stabs Isbeth
with the sharpened bone, Callum looks on in captive interest. He tells the
Blood Queen that Casteel needs to feed. As they try to force it, he holds Cas
still, but the Atlantian elbows him in the chin,
headbutts him, and throws him into the wall, causing him to acknowledge how
strong Cas still is.


Callum separates Kieran and Reaver and then formally greets
Poppy, telling her it’s an honor to meet her. As Poppy tries to read him, she’s
met with only thick, shadowy walls. 


Poppy threatens Isbeth, and it
gives him goose bumps. He remarks that he hasn’t felt power like that in a very
long time. When Reaver asks how long, he only responds with, “Long.” I imagine
he’s alluding to the fact that she feels like the Consort, Sera, whom he had
loads of experience with, as well.


Callum leads Poppy, Isbeth, and
Millie to Casteel’s cell in the dungeon and has Poppy blindfolded once they’re
underground. He stares at Poppy’s scars and remarks that the wounds must have
hurt something terrible. She tells him that he’s about to find out if he keeps
standing so close to her. Callum backs away at the Queen’s order. 


As he leads Poppy to Cas, he warns her not to stand too
close to him as he’s like a rabid animal. Poppy tells him that she’ll
make sure he dies and make it hurt. When they see Casteel, and Callum remarks
that he’s surprised to see Cas talking since he was only foaming at the mouth
the last time, Poppy tells him she’s changed her mind and will kill him the
first chance she gets. When she displays some of her power, letting it into her
voice, he hisses and straightens his spine.


Later, he asks if she thinks Cas really deserves food, and
she stabs him in the heart with his own dagger. He swears, and Millie removes
him. 


The next day, he tells Casteel that his arrogance is
impressive and admits that Poppy stabbed him with his own weapon. He lets on
that he’s seen love take down the most powerful beings but has only seen love
stop death once—with Nyktos and his Consort. He
taunts Casteel with this, saying that love is a weakness for him and that he should
have fed from Poppy when he had the chance. He then
stabs Casteel, barely missing his heart on purpose, sending him straight into
bloodlust. He removes the blade, licks it clean, and then wishes Casteel luck.


When the group escapes, Callum rushes to warn Isbeth and runs into Malik. They get into it. 


Callum and a half dozen other Revenants confront the group,
and Callum tells Reaver he thinks he knows what he is, then taunts Kieran,
saying he wants to keep him since he’s always wanted a pet wolf. Turning his
attention to Poppy, he tells her that humanity is a weakness. 


The Queen orders Malik to be brought to her, and Callum
tries to warn her that it’s not the right time, but she merely silences him. As
everyone is distracted, he snaps forward and cuts Kieran’s arm with a blade,
whispering a spell as he does. Casteel stabs him in the chest in retaliation,
and he remarks that it stings before falling dead.


When he comes back to life moments later, Isbeth is removing her ring, then Callum watches in amazement
as Kieran knocks Malik unconscious. 


After the Queen kills Clariza and Blaz with power, he tells
Poppy not to bother trying to bring the couple back to life because nobody
comes back from a death like that, yet he takes clear pleasure in watching her
reaction to their demise.


Poppy and the group bring Malec to the Bone Temple, and
Poppy makes demands. He taunts her, asking her, “Or what?” When Cas says
they’ll set the casket on fire and kill Malec, Callum turns his attention to
Casteel.


Approaching Kieran, Callum is shocked to see the curse mark
missing. Still, he uses a milky-white blade—a bone of an Ancient—to open
Kieran’s skin. Black smoke seeps out of the wound as the curse lifts. He then
tells Kieran that not much can do serious harm to him now—indirectly
referencing the Joining. The wolven plunges a
bloodstone dagger into his heart in thanks.


Callum revives just in time to see Isbeth
stab Malec. As things unfold, he thanks Poppy for fulfilling her purpose and
doing what she was prophesied to do. He explains the prophecy—sort of—and says
that as long as both she and Malec had the Primal God of Life’s blood and were
loved, it would restore him—meaning Kolis. He adds that Isbeth just needed someone from Kolis’s bloodline to find
Malec, but Ires wouldn’t do it. 


Callum didn’t know that Isbeth
would kill Malec until she asked for him. He figured it was a fifty-fifty chance
who she’d kill—her heartmate or Poppy. He explains that Isbeth
is the harbinger, and Millie was the warning. He then says that it’d take Poppy
eons to be powerful enough to destroy the realms, then adds that it’s time for
them to bow to the True King of the Realms. 


As a final taunt, he tells Poppy it should have been her on
the altar and that it was always about her and Millie, promising they’d be
dealt with later. He also explains that Kolis slept fitfully under the Temple
of Theon but was kept well-fed. The extra Rite made him strong enough to wake
up. When Poppy Ascended, it woke him completely, and when Malec takes his last
breath, he’ll be at full strength. Reciting part of the dark nursery rhyme
Poppy heard as a child, Casteel silences him by ripping out his heart. 


With a gaping hole still in his chest, he gets up and tells
the group that the True King’s guards are coming—the dakkais.



Callum fights with Malik and then runs off as soon as Poppy
calls the Consort’s name—he knows what that means. 


The group promises to find and deal with him later, and I
certainly hope they do. However, I fear there is still more to come as it
pertains to Callum. He knows more, has experienced more, and had a stake in
more than anyone. His end goal is still very much a mystery.






NEKTAS


The first draken


Court: Dalos to The Shadowlands
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Hair: Long, black, and streaked with red
(becomes streaked with silver).


Eyes: Blood-red with a vertical pupil
(become sapphire blue with a vertical pupil).


Body type: Tall. Long legs. 


Facial features: Copper skin. Broad, proud
features. 


Distinguishing features: Ridges along his
back that resemble scales—can present elsewhere if close to shifting.


Preternatural features: Black and dark gray
scales. Spiked tail. The size of three large horses. Long, graceful neck. Head is half the size of a horse’s body. Flat, broad nose.
Wide jaw. Pointed horns on his head like a crown. Body
is at least twenty feet long.


Personality: Quiet. Reserved. Sage-like.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Extraordinary
hearing. Can manifest clothing. 


Background: Was Eythos’s bonded draken, the very first, and was close to him even before
receiving his dual nature. Created the first mortal with Eythos.
When Eythos died, it severed their bond, and he ended
up bonded to Nyktos by choice. 


Family: Daughter = Jadis. Mate = Halayna †.
Distant relative = Thad. Bonded Primal = Eythos and
then Nyktos.


 


NEKTAS’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


When Nektas first meets Sera, he
wants her to pet him and is a bit hurt when she thinks he’ll bite her. He has
no interest in eating her or any of the gods—especially Saion. Given his bond
to Ash (a.k.a Nyktos) Nektas knew when Sera stabbed him and told Ash as much, but
he also knew it wasn’t serious. He would have come for the Primal if it were. 


After Sera is attacked in the woods, Nektas
is there when she wakes. He reveals that the only reason she is still alive is
because Ash used a rare antidote on her, which he actually
found surprising. He is honest and says it would have been better if he
hadn’t saved her. When Sera questions him, he admits that he doesn’t think any
of Ash’s decisions have had anything to do with the deal King Roderick
made. 


Nektas watches Sera and Jadis as
they slumber. When Sera wakes, he tells her he was
looking for his daughter and figured she’d be with Ash. He didn’t expect Sera
to be here, too. He adds that he’s never seen the Primal sleep so soundly, even
as a child, and explains that he knew Ash’s parents. He makes it clear he
considers Ash family, and then tells Sera that he will call her his, too, since
she has given Ash peace. 


After Sera brings Gemma back to life, Nektas
arrives and says that all the draken felt what she
did. He then leaves with Reaver. 


I saw a lot of inconsequential stuff in my visions between
these happenings and the things I will recount in a bit, but I will relay one
takeaway from them: Nektas is an incredible father
and a wonderful caretaker. He has a huge heart, and even with his stoic
demeanor, that is clear for anyone to see. 


In the war room, Nektas shares
that Eythos was a fair King—kind, generous, and
curious by nature. He reveals that it was he who gave the dragons their god
forms. He then outlines what happened when Kolis switched destinies with his
brother and surmises that Sera’s presence alone is slowly bringing life back to
Iliseeum.


During the first major battle, Nektas
arrives with the rest of the draken from the west and
sends fire onto the docks, beaches, and the water. He rounds on the crimson draken as it pursues Sera, Ector, and Rhain. It falls, and Nektas circles it as Ash draws near. 


Nektas arrives at the palace with Nyktos and Saion. He tries to get Ash to feed, but the Primal
is stubborn and insists he’ll ride it out. Nektas
lets it go but relays to Sera that the Primal can tip into something dangerous
if he doesn’t take sustenance, but even if he doesn’t do that, he’s still weakened
and not healing and that’s the last thing any of them needs. He adds that Nyktos won’t feed because he was forced to do it, and Kolis
did all manner of things to him.


After some thought once Sera’s plan is outed, Nektas says he thinks they can get Ash to feed from
Sera—he’s angry enough to do it. He asks Sera if it’s really her choice since
they won’t force her. He’s relieved when she says it is. 


When Sera is escorted back to her chambers, Nektas tells her he’s doing as Ash asked and putting her somewhere safe. He adds that Nyktos
won’t answer if she knocks on their adjoining door, but he’s sure it’s
unlocked. He then asks Sera if she would have followed through in killing Ash
if she hadn’t learned it wouldn’t save her people. 


She can’t say. 


Sera starts feeling pain from her Culling, and Ash goes to
get her some healing tea. Nektas arrives just as he
leaves and settles in to guard her, sitting on the balcony. He talks to her
about the bond between the draken and the Primals and says that he likes being bonded to Ash. When
talk shifts to the crimson draken that attacked, Nektas says he doesn’t know if they chose to bond with
Kolis because Kolis doesn’t give many of them a choice. 


When Ash returns, Nektas tells him
that Sera is lying about feeling better. He relays that everything has a smell,
and everyone has a unique scent. He tells her that she smells of death,
referring to Ash, and that bathing wouldn’t wash it away. He’s disappointed
when Sera doesn’t want to know what else she smells like.


Sera drinks the tea, and Nektas
tells her he’s impressed that she downed it so
quickly. He explains that it wouldn’t have been a known thing in the mortal
realm. When Sera tells him she thinks it’s the same as the one Holland gave
her, he asks if Sir Holland was mortal and challenges her confirmation that he is.



When the vengeful gods attack, Nektas
comes in through the ceiling and torches Madis. He growls a warning as Taric
materializes an eather sword and then trills at Sera,
urging her to use her gift. Ash tells him to be sure the guards are ready for
anything, and Nektas calls out to the other draken, who answer him immediately.



Nektas watches as Sera brings Bele
back to life, and trills again when the goddess draws renewed breath. 


Nektas leaves to summon the Fates
and then returns, waiting for Ash and Sera in the throne room. He eventually
sends Reaver to get them. When the Arae respond, Nektas waits with Rhahar, Ector,
Ward, and Penellaphe outside the throne room with
Reaver by his side and tells Sera and Ash that they will wait—for both of them. 


After the dakkais attack, Nektas checks on Ash and Sera. He remarks later in the war
room that he doesn’t know every draken but sensed the
enemy draken was young—too young to be up to
that kind of shit. He wonders if the other god
involved in the dakkais attack saw Sera and wanted to
grab her, and then tries to calm Ash when he hears that the god planned to let
Sera die.


He tells them that a Primal had to be behind the attack, as
no one else could command a draken. The question is, who
would be willing to anger both Kolis and Nyktos by
letting Sera die?


Nektas arrives in the Dying Woods
just in time to see Sera and Nyktos fighting. He
lands and crouches over Sera after she blasts Nyktos
with eather, protecting her from Nyktos
possibly retaliating out of reflex. When Nyktos calms
a bit and lands, he nudges him and is told he’s okay and just needs a minute. 


Nektas shifts and smirks when Sera
stares at his nakedness. He manifests some pants for her benefit. He then asks
her what the Shade said and grins when she explains what happened. He tells her
it’s the embers and explains that Eythos could raise
the bones of the dead. He says that he only remembers him doing it once, and
it’s not the same as restoring life to the recently dead—that’s why nobody felt
what happened with the Shades like they did with the other things Sera did. He
reiterates that the embers are really strong in her
and then asks Ash if he’s better.


He tells them that he doesn’t think even Kolis knew Eythos could raise the dead that way and then instructs them
to go back to the palace since the Shades won’t be scared off for long. He
shifts back to his draken form and flies off.


Nektas spends some more time with
Jadis and Sera after Ash puts the other gods in their place about Sera and her
bravery. He tells Sera that he’s with her because he chooses to be. When Sera
asks about Davina, the draken who fell during the
battle, Nektas explains about the draken’s
family, saying there won’t be a burial rite and telling her why. 


Food is brought in, and Nektas
laughs and says he thinks it’s funny that Ash thinks he doesn’t know that the
Primal lets Jadis eat whatever she wants. He then tells Sera that his daughter
can have food if she eats it off a fork instead of using her grubby little
fingers. When Sera gets her to eat with the utensil, Nektas
stares in stunned amazement and states that everyone has tried with little to
no results—even Reaver. He tells Sera that he thinks she reminds Jadis of her
mother and then relays what he knows about matings
and heartmates. He admits that he knows everything Eythos
did and tells Sera the price always matters—speaking about her risk of going
after Kolis on her own.


As Nyktos and Sera bicker, Nektas tells them it’s entertaining. He insinuates that
death isn’t a foregone conclusion for Sera because the embers aren’t fully hers
until she Ascends. They should be removable until then. He adds that when Eythos was the Primal God of Life and Ascended the Chosen,
they became like godlings because the eather was
stronger in them. None ever became gods, but none had embers in them either. He
tells Sera that anything is possible with her and reminds her that someone had
to tell Kolis how to take the embers from Eythos. 


As they discuss possibilities, Nektas
tells Sera how they can find Delfai via the Pools of Divanash but adds that they’re temperamental, and he can’t
be the one to ask. It needs to be her.


When the Cimmerian appear, Nektas
arrives at the battle, killing one with a bite and shaking it in two. He senses
the eather growing in Sera and looks up to give her a
warning growl. 


After the attack, Nektas brings
Sera breakfast and sits with her. He asks if she wants to accompany him to
check on Jadis and then wonders what she thinks of Ash’s plans to remove the
embers from her. He tells her the road to the Vale is dangerous. When they talk weaknesses, he says he can burn anyone to a crisp save
for a Primal—no one can fight a Primal unless they attack Nyktos
or his Consort. 


Nektas tells Sera that Ash could hurt
her if he loses his composure but won’t risk it if she’s close to him. He then
says he thinks Kolis will use the summons as a chance to find out how the
embers of life were felt and will offer his permission
for the coronation in exchange for the embers. 


After following her back to her chambers, Nektas calls her meyaah Liessa, and she calls him meyaah
draken. He recognizes that she doesn’t like being
referred to as a Queen and says that he didn’t know he was her draken, then tells her that she’s their Queen with or
without a coronation. She carries the embers of life; therefore, she is the
Queen.


Nektas reveals how Ash has had to
convince Kolis that he’s submissive to him and what would happen if Kolis knew
the truth. When they discuss in more detail, Nektas
tells Sera that everything that’s going on is personal for her because Sotoria is part of her. He then asks her why she no longer
calls Nyktos Ash and explains that Eythos called him that. Ash introducing himself to her as
that the first time means something.


Sera and Nektas discuss Ash and
Court and whether Ash forgives her for what she planned. Nektas
says he never said Ash forgave her, only that he understands and accepts it. If
he didn’t, she wouldn’t be in his bed or smell of him, and Nektas
wouldn’t have sensed peace from Ash.


He visits Vathi to see Aurelia—Reaver thinks he’s sweet on
her. When he returns, Sera blames him for everything that’s gone on since he
left and then tells him that his eyes flashed blue. He relays that it happens sometimes.
He mentions it to Ash and then takes the younglings away.


After their trip to the Vale is planned, Nektas
says he’ll meet them on the road to the Pillars. After they meet up, he tells
Sera about Eythos as the Primal of Life and explains
that being near the Pillars was hard for him. He then tries to get her to
understand that she’s stronger than she thinks and calls her meyaah Liessa, adding
that it’s her that makes him say that, not the embers.


He and Nyktos tell her about the
riders. When they bow, Nektas remarks that he hasn’t
seen them do that in a while. When he and Sera break off from Ash and the
Primal says she is very important to him, Nektas
replies with, “I know.”


Nektas tells Sera he knew she
cared for Nyktos before she was ready to admit it to
herself. She says that if she’d been able to kill Ash, he wouldn’t have needed
to kill her because she would have done that herself. Nektas
answers that if that’s true, he’s even more right than he thought. 


They talk about what happened in the Dying Woods, and he
tells her that Ash could have fucked him up. It’s
another reason he knows the Primal’s feelings go
beyond fondness. Nyktos cares for Sera. 


Nektas then details that Ash
removed his kardia, not so he wouldn’t
become his father and how he grieved for Mycella but
so he wouldn’t become his uncle. He suggests that Sera loves Ash and tells her
that love should be terrifying. 


When they approach the Shroud, Nektas
stops Sera from getting too close and tells her about the sirens. To keep her
close, he takes hold of her horse’s reins, only releasing them hours later to
go through the passage under the mountain to the Pools of Divanash.



Nektas tells Sera he smells Ash on
her but also death—lowercase d. Her body is dying; the Culling is
killing her. He then tries to detail what life and death smell like to him. 


At the Pools, he tells her what to do but admits that he’s
never seen it work. He hears Sera confess her suicide attempt. He calls her meyaah Liessa again and
tells her it worked, then identifies Delfai for Sera
in the Pools. 


When they see where Delfai is, Nektas remarks that it’s fate
that he’s with someone Sera knows. When Sera explains who Kayleigh was to her,
the draken tells her that Ash finds great enjoyment
in visiting Tavius in the Abyss and does it quite often. 


As they talk more, Nektas reminds
Sera that he was there when the mortals were created and helped, that fate
isn’t absolute, and that nothing is more powerful than the ability to feel. 


After they leave the Vale, Nektas
asks her if she’s okay and tells her she can talk to him if she ever isn’t.
He’ll ensure she is. 


As they travel, he senses the nymphs and tells Sera to halt.
He explains about the nymphs, and they fight them. Sera kills them, and he
tells her that only the Primal of Life can wield the kind of eather needed to kill nymphs—it’s the same as what can kill
another Primal. 


Nektas eavesdrops on Sera and Ash
and then brings the younglings to say goodbye to the couple. He wants to go
with them, but only they can answer Kolis’s summons. He tells Sera he will
see her again.


Nektas and Jadis go to the
mountains. On coronation day, he returns but leaves the younglings there.
Landing in front of the thrones in draken form, he
remains there the entire time. Attes stops to speak with him after talking to Sera and Nyktos. He nudges Keella’s arm in
response to something the Primal says, and she strokes his cheek.


When the next big attack comes, he and Orphine
attempt to fend off the enemy draken attacking Lethe.
Nektas then fires on the dakkais
attacking Ash, scorching those in front while Orphine
takes those behind Nyktos. 


Nektas comes to Ash’s aid when he
breaks free of the Carcers and goes to rescue Sera.
When Ash Ascends her, he’s there to help watch over her and talk to Ash as he
talks to his Queen. At one point, he makes sure they’re okay and has his life
threatened by his friend.


He’s pretty sure they’ll be just fine.


My next viewings of Nektas were in
Poppy and Casteel’s time.


Nektas wakes when Poppy touches
him, snarling and sniffing her and then giving a soft whirring trill. 


When Poppy returns to Iliseeum the
second time, he’s in his god form and tells her that Nyktos
has rejoined the Consort in sleep. He urges her to be sure before she speaks
the words that cannot be rescinded and says that once she summons the flesh and
fire of the gods to protect, serve, and keep her safe, they will be cast in
fire and carved in flesh. He then asks if she wants them to destroy the Blood Crown
for her and is told she wants them to fight the Revenants and the Ascended. To
fight beside Atlantia, not for them. She adds that she doesn’t want
any cities destroyed or innocents killed. 


Nektas asks Poppy if she plans to
take what is owed and inquires whether she can bear the weight of two crowns.
He also pleads with her to bring back what is theirs to protect and what will
allow the Consort to wake—Poppy’s father. He then adds that Malec is lost to
them; he was gone long before they realized, then reveals that Malec is not her
father. His twin, Ires, sired her. 


He tells Poppy how Ires was lured from Iliseeum
some time ago and drawn into the mortal realm with Nektas’s
daughter while everyone slumbered. He informs her they cannot look for Ires
without being summoned, and while Ires has not called to
them, he knows he lives. 


Nektas says that Ires was fond of
taking the form of a large, gray cave cat, much like Malec, and is surprised to
hear that Poppy saw Ires and knows he’s in the Blood Crown’s clutches. 


Poppy tells him Isbeth’s claim of
being a god because Malec Ascended her, and Nektas laughs.
He tells her that gods are born, not created, and that she, like the Revenants,
is an abomination of everything godly. He then tells her that her enemy is
truly an enemy of theirs. 


As talk turns to Malec once more, Nektas
tells her that anyone entombed by the bones of the deities would simply waste
away but they would not die. They would exist in a place between dying and
death, alive but trapped. 


He then tells Poppy to speak the words and receive what she
came to Iliseeum for. When she does, he tells her they
are hers from that moment to the last and then calls
her the Queen of Flesh and Fire.


Just as Poppy goes all Primal at the Bone Temple, Nektas arrives and takes out the dakkais
on the Rise. He reveals that Reaver took Malec to Iliseeum
after the stabbing and that he’s alive—for now. He then says that Jadis is
alive and in the mortal realm.


When they talk about what happened with the mass
resurrection, Nektas tells them that Poppy didn’t bring
everybody back to life, the Primal of Life aided Poppy, and Nyktos
captured their souls before they could enter the Vale or the Abyss. But he
warns there must always be balance. 


Poppy announces that the Consort is the true Primal God of
Life and Nektas replies that the Consort is the heir
to the land and the seas, the skies and the realms.
She’s the fire in the flesh, the Primal of Life, and the Queen of the Gods.
She’s the most powerful Primal. But then he adds, “For now.”


He tells them briefly about Eythos
and Kolis and their true roles, relays the story of Sotoria
and the aftermath, and states that Nyktos is a Primal
of Death but not the true Primal. He was never the Primal God of Life and
Death. There’s never been one, and he would never have answered
to that title.


Poppy argues that it’s nonsense that no one can talk
about—or really even know about—who the Consort is.
She calls it sexist, patriarchal bullshit. Nektas tells them that it was the Consort who chose for it
to be that way. She wishes to remain unknown, and Nyktos
honors her wishes because of everything they did and sacrificed to prevent what
just happened at the Bone Temple. 


Nektas adds that if Poppy chooses
to have children, they will be the first Primals born
since Nyktos. If Kolis hadn’t stolen Eythos’s essence, Nyktos would
have become the Primal of Life, and Ires and Malec would have been born Primals, but only if a female was born first. 


He tells Poppy not to apologize for existing and adds that
Malec and Ires were already well on their way to being born when the plotting
that led to Poppy started. What was done to stop Kolis meant that Malec and
Ires could never risk children, but Malec did it anyway. The risk, creating the
cosmic restart, would allow for what was done to Kolis to be undone. 


He then tells them that Callum knew what speaking the Consort’s
name would mean. They realize the Revenant is missing and agree that he must be
dealt with. 


Nektas says that Poppy is the
Primal of Blood and Bone, the true Primal of Life and Death, and adds
that the two essences have never existed in one being. 


When Poppy reveals that she knows where Ires is, he tells
her to take him there. He then sees that they all think they’ve stopped things
and tells them they’ve stopped nothing. What happened at the Bone Temple freed
Kolis, and they’ve only slowed the inevitable, preventing Kolis from returning
to flesh and bone and power, but he will rise if left unchecked. 


Nektas tells them they must kill
Kolis, though he doesn’t know how—I assume they can now since Poppy is the
balance of life and death. For now, Nektas says he
needs to get to Ires, find Jadis, and return to Iliseeum.



He mentions that the Consort and Nyktos
no longer sleep, which means other gods will awaken, too, and not all are loyal
to the Primal of Life. 


War has just begun.


Nektas leaves to take Ires home,
knowing he will return for his daughter.






REAVER


Draken


Court: The Shadowlands 
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Hair: Blond. Shoulder-length.


Eyes: Crimson with vertical pupils in the
time of the gods. Blue with vertical pupils in recent times.


Body type: Long legs.


Facial features: Sand-colored flesh. Sharp,
strong, chiseled jaw. Wide-set eyes tilted down at the inner corners. Full,
bow-shaped lips. Not classically handsome but interesting and striking. 


Distinguishing features: Faint but distinct
scale pattern on the skin.


Preternatural appearance: Purplish black
scales. Large but not as big as Nektas. Smooth, black
horns starting in the middle of the flattened bridge of his nose and rising up to the center of his diamond-shaped head. The ones
around his eyes are smaller but lengthen into sharp points that jut out from
his frills as they travel up his head.


Other: Gruff voice. Can change his teeth
and breathe fire while in his god form.


Personality: Aloof. Sarcastic. Easily
irritated. 


Background: Was young when news of what
Kolis did came out. Was hidden away with the other younglings. The first draken to emerge after Poppy summons Nyktos’s
guards.


 


REAVER’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


Reaver first entered my visions as an adorable, precocious
ten-year-old draken just learning to fly. 


He spends a lot of time with Sera after she gets to the
Shadowlands, pestering and being pestered by little Jadis and getting into
trouble.


When Sera brings Gemma back to life, it affects Reaver—and
the rest of the draken.


In the throne room, after Sera tries to go after Kolis on
her own, Reaver lets out a staggering, high-pitched call when Nyktos says her bravery is unmatched. 


Reaver waits with Jadis, Bele, and Aios
when the Cimmerian arrive. After the battle, he joins Nektas, Sera, and Jadis, and the two younglings play. He
insists he doesn’t like Nektas’s daughter, but he’s so
sweet with her. Like when he brought her favorite blanket to her while she was
napping in her mortal form.


As time passes and Sera’s embers grow stronger, Reaver
becomes closer and closer to her—and more protective. He even issues a warning
to Nyktos at one point, even though he knows the
Primal won’t hurt her. He just doesn’t like Sera being upset at all.


When Veses attacks Sera in her
chambers, Reaver tries to protect her and gets thrown into a wall by the
Primal. His death is imminent, but Sera is able to
save him. When he opens his eyes, they shift from blood-red
to brilliant blue, and he calls her liessa.


On coronation day, Reaver stays in the mountains with Jadis.


The next time I saw Reaver in my visions, he was a huge and
gorgeous, purplish black draken in Iliseeum. He’s the first to erupt from the ground, roaring
and breathing silvery-white fire. 


Back in the mortal realm, Reaver and Kieran immediately
become antagonistic to each other. Reaver almost bites Kieran when he gets too
close to him while Reaver is resting, and they engage in an epic stare-down
outside of Oak Ambler. 


When Poppy delivers her message to King Jalara,
Reaver accompanies her. He lands before the Revenant, letting out a deafening
roar and hitting them in the chest with his spiked tail.


While in Cauldra Manor’s banquet
hall, Reaver is amused by Poppy and Kieran’s interaction. Like usual, he spends
his time staring at Kieran—likely because he knows it bothers the wolven. Kieran snaps at him, and Poppy scolds Kieran,
making Reaver laugh. She chastises him, too, and he puffs out some smoke,
affronted. 


Vonetta asks how he managed to get into the banquet hall,
and he simply thumps his tail on the floor in response. 


Later, Reaver tells Poppy that she’s filled with worry and
every draken can feel it, even those not there with
them. He confirms that all the draken are bonded to
her and is surprised she didn’t realize that. He then tells her that she can’t
communicate with them telepathically like she can with the wolven,
but they will know and answer her will, adding that it’s always been that way
with Primals. 


Reaver explains that a god can kill another god, and shadowstone to the head or heart will do, as well. He then
says that a mortal stabbed with shadowstone will
normally die, adding that Tawny is obviously alive for a reason.


He tells Poppy that she’s the first female descendant of the
Primal of Life—the most powerful being known, and that she’ll become stronger
than even her father, Ires, in time. He says that Ires left Iliseeum
while the draken slept, though he woke one to
accompany him. Reaver just became aware of what happened eighteen years ago
when the Primal woke. He then tells Poppy that her birth was felt, and that’s
when they learned that both Malec and Ires were gone, as was
Jadis.


Reaver explains about Ires and Malec and what Malec would
have to do in order to stay strong and in the mortal
realm—he’d have to feed and often. He tells Poppy she won’t have to feed as
often as Malec and Ires once she comes into her power…unless she’s injured.
However, until then, she needs to make sure she doesn’t weaken since she hasn’t
finished her Culling, adding that he would feel it if she had.


He tells her that nobody can feed from the draken. It would burn the insides out of most, even the Primals. 


When Reaver calls Poppy meyaah Liessa for the first time, it stuns her. He takes
the time to tell her about the balance of power and how the fire the draken breathe is essentially the essence of the gods,
though using it weakens them and slows them down. He says that even Primals had weaknesses and that only one is infinite.


As Poppy talks, Reaver tells her she sounds a lot like the
Consort and confirms the Consort will wake when Ires returns. He says the gods
will eventually wake, too. When asked what the Consort’s name is, his reply is
that it is a shadow in the ember, a light in the flame, and a fire in the
flesh, and to speak it is to bring the stars from the sky and topple the
mountains into the sea. 


When Isbeth’s gift is
delivered, Reaver is there and emits a strange staggering call when he sees
Poppy’s reaction to Casteel’s finger. Later, he accepts Poppy’s request to join
her and Kieran on their mission to save Cas. 


During Vessa’s storm, Reaver watches, stunned, and lets out
a low, mournful sound when the draken die and fall from the sky. When Poppy goes to heal them, he tells
her she cannot bring back the dual-natured and explains that only the Primal of
Life can restore life to a being of two worlds. When they tally the dead, he
tells everyone it was no storm; it was an awakening of death. 


He explains that Vessa smells of death, saying that the
Primal of Death’s stench is oily, dark, and suffocating, and that’s how she
smelled—which doesn’t make sense. When talk turns to the god of death, he tells
them that he knew Rhain before he was the god everyone recognizes, and that he
wasn’t a god of death. There is no god of death, only a Primal of
Death. He then adds that Nyktos isn’t the Primal of
Life and Death, and he was never the true Primal of Death, either—that was
Kolis. However, they wouldn’t know that because Kolis erased the
history. He goes on to say that Kolis was interred, that no one would be
alive if he hadn’t been. The only way he can be freed is by the Primal God of
Life. 


Reaver later realizes what the Revenants are and remarks he
should have caught it earlier. He tells them how the first mortals were
created, how third sons and daughters are special, and about the Revenants
being Kolis’s pet project. He talks about the Rite, the original Rite, and how Eythos always gave the Chosen a choice. 


When talk turns to Jadis, he says he believes she’s dead but
that one drop of draken blood, no matter how old, can
kill a Revenant.


Reaver is present during Poppy’s meeting with the generals,
watching Valyn and getting irritated by Murin suggesting they let the draken fly over Oak Ambler and incinerate it all. 


Later, he does take down Oak Ambler’s gate with
fire, then he and Nithe take on the soldiers in the inner part of the city
before the wolven are overwhelmed. Next, he, Nithe,
and Aurelia take down the internal Rise, and then Poppy calls them all back,
telling them to rest. Reaver perches at the top of Castle Redrock and lets out
a deafening roar. 


Following the macabre discovery in the tunnels and the Temple,
Poppy orders him to burn the Temple to the ground. He flies over, circling the
structure as he does. Happy to do it. 


Sharing a meal with Poppy, Reaver tells her that it’s good
they can’t understand what the Ascended did. He stresses that Nyktos is the True King and wouldn’t approve, and the
Priest thinking it’s anyone else is unfortunate. He adds that the Consort
doesn’t like limitations either and laughs when Poppy imagines the Primal of
Life probably doesn’t like her bringing people back to life. He tells her that Nyktos would be conflicted. He’d be happy about life yet
worry about fairness, while the Consort would weigh the concerns, throw them
aside, hope no one was looking, and do it anyway.


He explains that the Consort sleeps so deeply because it’s
the only way to stop her from doing the kind of harm that can’t be undone in
her rage over her sons being taken from her. With Ires in mind, Reaver reminds
Poppy that they mustn’t forget about him. The god needs to return home to Iliseeum. 


Reaver wears Kieran’s clothing—to the wolven’s
chagrin—as he readies the horses and the wagon of whiskey for their trip to the
capital. 


He tells them the truth about demis
on their journey and says they’re so rare he’s never seen one. He explains that
a demis is a god made, not born. They’re
mortal—though not Chosen—Ascended by a god. He says that few existed because
the act was forbidden, and most didn’t survive the Ascension. However, those
who did make it were essentially gods with the same weaknesses as the gods. 


When he sees the state of things in Solis, it saddens him. He
tells Poppy and Kieran that he’s been to the mortal realm before, back when
this area was Lasania, though only a few times when
it was necessary. He reveals that the Consort was born there with an ember of
pure primal power in her, unlike the Chosen.


Reaver notices another group on the road, not Huntsmen, and
offers to burn the soldiers. Poppy tells him not to, saying she doesn’t want
his identity revealed.


When Millie stops them, he tells her that if she wants
Poppy, she’ll allow him and her advisor—Kieran—to accompany her as a show of
good faith. 


Inside Wayfair, Reaver is in a chamber below Poppy’s room
but is under guard. Still, he behaves and is taken to see Kieran whenever the wolven demands it. 


Poppy checks on him, and Reaver follows her to meet with the
Queen. Millie escorts him, Poppy, and Kieran to the Great Hall. He stares at
the statue in the center of the Great Hall. Poppy believes it’s the Primal of
Life, Nyktos, and Reaver tells her it isn’t. Millie
confirms.


He announces that he doesn’t like how the Ascended look at
Poppy. When she remarks that he and Kieran are beautiful and she’s flawed, and
the Ascended can’t figure out why she’s with them, he tells her that’s the
stupidest thing he’s heard in a while, and he’s heard a lot of stupid. 


When Isbeth enters, Reaver doesn’t
bow. She comments that she doesn’t recognize him, and he tells her that she
wouldn’t. 


After meeting Callum and hearing him say that he hasn’t felt
power like Poppy’s in a very long time, he becomes incredibly interested and
asks him how long. The Revenant’s response? “Long.”


During their rescue and escape attempt later, he blows the
stairwell doors off the hinges and emerges drenched in blood. When Poppy and
Kieran look at him, he tells them he’s a messy eater and then promises he’ll
handle any Revenants they encounter. 


When confronted by the Royal Knights, he tells them he’d be
offended by their threats if what was left of their souls wasn’t about to be
ushered into the Abyss. 


Reaver revels in the battle, taking down many and commenting
on his prowess. 


Poppy calls the Shadow Temple the Temple of Nyktos, and Reaver corrects her. He tells her they were the
Sun Temple for the Primal of Life and the Shadow Temple for the Primal of Death
when it was Lasania. He confirms that the Shadow
Temple is in the Garden District, however, near the Luxe, and he is familiar
enough with the city to know the way.


He tells Poppy that Nyktos only
sat on the throne for a short while. When the candles start responding to
Poppy, he tells her that she carries the blood of the Primal and she’s in his
Temple, then teases her for being special.


Reaver suggests that they use the spell to find where to go
next to find Casteel and spins as Malik arrives. He reminds them all that they
don’t have time for distractions and says to either kill him or make sure he
can’t betray them.


After they find Casteel, Reaver agrees with Poppy that
Callum should be dead and helps keep Casteel in check by removing the shadowstone shackles from his ankles and neck but putting
the bone chains on him. 


Poppy later asks if he can break the chains around Cas’s
wrists. He does. When Cas is more himself after, he introduces himself and says
he’s glad Cas didn’t bite him, and he didn’t have to burn him alive. 


When Cas reveals that the Revenant, Millie, is Poppy’s
sister, Reaver is stunned. He asks if Ires is her father, too, and then remarks
that the Consort will be pissed. 


Later, he confirms that Poppy is, indeed, a Primal born of
mortal flesh. He says he thought she knew but then realized she doesn’t know
much of anything. She was able to summon the draken
and has the Primal notam. He tells them there’s no danger of her not
surviving her Culling now and then congratulates her on knowing now and being
able to prepare. 


As they talk more, Reaver tells Poppy that only a Primal can
create the mist and that her eyes are a sign that she’s close to completing her
Culling. He says the streaks of eather may remain, or
her eyes could go full silver like Nyktos’s.


When Casteel asks how a Primal is born to a mere god and of
mortal flesh, Reaver says he can’t answer that but tells them that Poppy is the
first Primal born since the Primal God of Life, and only the Primal of Life can
answer that.


Reaver wonders why the Blood Queen thinks Poppy will destroy
the realms. When the talk turns to the prophecy, Reaver tells them it isn’t bullshit, not when spoken by a god. And then explains that
the goddess Penellaphe was close to the Fates.


After Malik shares his story about being there the night
Poppy was attacked in Lockswood and mentions seeing
the Consort in Poppy’s eyes as a child, Reaver swears. He tells them the
Consort sleeps fitfully and that things happen sometimes that partly wake her.


At Blaz and Clariza’s, Nektas
opens the back door to guards and roasts them. When Callum enters, he tells him
he’s about to find out for sure what Reaver is and puffs smoke from his
nostrils. He’s told to stand down but turns to Callum just as he snaps forward
and wounds Kieran. 


On the way to Padonia, Reaver leads
the horse with an unconscious Malik. After they eat a little bit, he asks them
if they’re really worried about the curse Callum put on Kieran—he assumes
Kieran, Cas, and Poppy are Joined. He tells them the essence Callum used had
Kolis’s stench. 


Outside Padonia, Poppy releases
Reaver to do as he pleases, and he joins his brethren, flying above the city,
their calls echoing through the valley.


After scouting for the ruins, he arrives just in time to
join the fight with the Craven. He takes out several trees and incinerates the
remaining threats. Once things die down, he tells them the ruins are a day’s
ride north. 


When talk turns to Malec, Reaver tells them that the
documented O’Meer was not Malec’s last name,
and if he did have one, it would have been Mierel,
which was the Consort’s mortal last name.


As they approach the ruins, Reaver mentions that he didn’t
see the mountain of rock from the air and figures it must be where the forest
is the thickest. When the Gyrms attack, he warns the wolven not to bite them, saying there’s no blood in them,
but there is a poison that will eat them from the inside out. He
elaborates and says the ones attacking are Sentries, which are like Hunters and
not like the other kind of Gyrms they’ve fought
before. Fire won’t work on them. He also mentions they’re filled with snakes. 


Poppy asks him if eather will work
on them, and he tells her it will from her, but only because she’s a Primal
about to complete her Culling. 


After the fight, he asks if anyone was bitten and informs
them that the snakes’ bites are toxic, too. 


As they talk about the Unseen, he says he doesn’t know what
they are or how or why they’d be summoning the Gyrms.
After Poppy explains more about them, he surmises that they must have come to
be a thing while he was sleeping. 


Before they rest, Reaver tells them the Gyrms
were once mortal, those who summoned a god and pledged servitude for whatever
favor the god granted them. Hunters hunt things. Sentries guard things—objects,
people…usually people. Seekers, like Hunters and Sentries, can sense whatever
they’re searching for. Either they find said thing and
bring it back, or they die in the process of defending it. He explains that the
ones they saw and fought were down there for hundreds of years and tells Cas
that whatever brought the Sentries wasn’t tied to what Eloana
did. He adds that he thinks the mountain formed as a way to
protect Malec’s tomb and that the Gyrms they
encountered weren’t summoned by Primal magic—only a Primal could have sent
them.


Reaver reveals that when Malec left Iliseeum,
he did so right before the other gods went to sleep and didn’t do so on good
terms. The Primal of Life, even if asleep, would have sensed that he was
vulnerable. However, the deity bones would have blocked their ability to know
where he was. Therefore, the Primal of Life must have summoned the Sentries to
protect Malec.


He talks to Poppy more about Malec and says they were
friends when they were younger, before Malec started visiting the mortal realm
and lost interest in Iliseeum. That loss of interest
meant a loss of affection for those who lived in the Land of the Gods.


Reaver comments that it’s strange that Malik is so closely
named to Malec, but he imagines it was a way for Eloana
to honor what could have been.


Cas asks Reaver if Nyktos could
have prevented Malec’s interment, and Reaver says the Primal of Life could have
prevented it, but Malec must have been injured or significantly weakened to be
entombed. If neither Nyktos nor the Consort
intervened, they must have had their reasons. 


At the Bone Temple, Poppy orders the draken
to take to the air to avoid the dakkais. Reaver lands
and shifts to mortal form, telling Poppy to stop using the Primal essence since
it’s only drawing the dakkais to her. She tells him
that Kolis will be at full strength if Malec dies. He responds that if that
happens, they will all pray for death. He urges her to go and try to
save him, then takes to the air again, lighting up the Temple grounds.


Eventually, he gets taken down by dakkais
and dies. Luckily, he returns like everyone else when the Consort merges with
Poppy. After, he takes Malec to Iliseeum.

JADIS’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


Oh, dear, sweet Jadis. The visions I first had of her were
of her youngling days. She was such a precious little thing. But the more I saw
of her, the more a miasma began to cover her visage, leading me to believe that
her future was in flux. I now know why, given my understanding that she went
missing, and knowing what the Blood Queen has said about the one who came to
the mortal realm with Ires, looking for Malec. 


Let’s take a peek at what I did see—and
do know—about this bacon-loving draken.


A precocious child, Jadis spends most of her time getting
into trouble, irritating her older friend Reaver, sleeping, and begging for
food. When she meets Sera, she instantly takes to her and isn’t unaffected by
the changes occurring within the soon-to-be Primal—like when Sera brings Gemma
back to life. 


The draken loves Nyktos and spends as much time curled up with him as she
can. 


Proving just how much she’s taken to the new addition to the
Shadowlands, Jadis agrees, at Sera’s request, to eat from a fork, a feat nobody
else has been able to do and falls asleep with her in her god form, something
the draken only do when they trust implicitly.


Jadis goes to the mountains with Nektas
and is left there with Reaver, which makes her incredibly unhappy when she
realizes she can’t attend Sera’s coronation. 


The bits between this and the future are murky for me, sad
to say. The only things I know are supposition and piecemeal factoids. It’s
assumed that Jadis accompanied Ires into the mortal realm to look for Malec and
was somehow taken prisoner along with the god when Isbeth
locked Ires away. After that, we can assume that her blood was used for nefarious
purposes since only draken blood can kill a Revenant,
and Isbeth killed Coralena. It’s also unknown whether or not she still lives. Isbeth
says she was dealt with, but that could mean many things. 


I certainly hope that she’s just hidden away somewhere, and Nektas and Sera will be reunited with the sweet girl again
so they can help her heal. 


When Ires is rescued, he says that she’s somewhere in the
Willow Plains. Hopefully, Poppy, Cas and their allies can locate and save her
if she is.






HOLLAND
(A.K.A SIR BRAYLON HOLLAND)


A Spirit of Fate. One of the
Arae. 


 


 


Hair: Closely cropped.


Eyes: Hickory-hued.


Facial features: Brown, smooth skin.


Personality: Gentle. Kind. Compassionate.
Honest.


Other: Appears to be in his forties. In a
relationship with Penellaphe—a goddess.


Background: Posed as a Knight of the Royal
Guard from the time Sera was seven, teaching Sera how to deal with her anxiety
and taking care of her in each decade of her life. When Sera healed her cat
Butters, he told her she did nothing wrong but urged her to be careful. Tavius
sent him off on a ship to the Vodina Isles the day
after the King died.


 


HOLLAND’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


Holland first appeared in my visions
as Sir Braylon Holland, a Knight of the Royal Guard in Lasania.
He wasn’t, however, present on Seraphena’s birthday
when the Crown presented her to the Primal God of Death.


When the Lords of the Vodina Isles
arrive, Holland is shocked by their refusal of the Crown’s deal and bothered by
how they look at Sera. The Queen’s order for Sera to deal with them angers him,
even though he’s known for Sera’s entire life what she’s been trained to do…to be.


Still believing that the Primal God of Death will come for
her, he carries on, training her as best he can while also protecting her as
much as he is able—the Arae are forbidden from directly interfering.


Seeing—and possibly knowing—that Tavius is a threat, Holland
warns her. He also asks what’s going on with her. When she says she’s unworthy,
it surprises him, and he tells her that isn’t the case at all. He says that she
carries the ember of life inside her. Hope. And the possibility of a future.
When he said that, it seemed he meant the deal and the Rot. However, we now
know that he was being literal. 


When Sera asks him why he isn’t married, he responds that he
just hasn’t felt like doing it. The romantic in me thinks it’s because he has Penellaphe. The realist in me knows it’s likely because he
can’t. 


After Sera witnesses the seamstress rising after dying from
an attack, she asks him what happened. He replies that he has no idea what such
an abomination would be and asks her where she heard about it. I wonder if
that’s true. He’s an Arae. Wouldn’t they know all about the Revenants and
Craven? 


Ezra tracks them down in their hidden spot while they’re
training, and Holland is a bit annoyed that she is aware of their activities—especially
since he knows that Sera let the Princess follow her. He questions Ezmeria as to why she and the orphanage need Sera’s aid and
is irked that his training with Sera is cut short. 


Sera is attacked, and Holland checks on her, then later
attends Odetta’s funeral. A couple of days later, he learns of Sera’s headache
and stomach issues and asks her if her jaw hurts. When she tells him it does,
he brings her something for it. We later learn it was a tea that helps a god
get through their Culling. He also tells her about Sotoria
and says she reminds him of the woman. Reminds? She shares a soul with her. 


After all the details were revealed to me, it was
interesting to look back on the things I saw happen between these two and their
discussions. Holland really was skirting the line of propriety when it came to
interfering. 


Once Sera is in the Shadowlands,
she sees him as he enters the throne room. After her shock, he admits that he’s
known her for most of her life. That he trained her. He tells Sera to call him
Holland and explains that he’s not a viktor,
saying, “That honor is not mine.”


He goes on to explain that he knew his time in the mortal
realm was over when Tavius reassigned him to the Vodina
Isles. He didn’t go because he knew Sera and Nyktos
would want to talk to him. When she asks him how he’s stayed so young, he tells
her that he’s ageless because of the whiskey he drinks.


I think maybe I can claim that, too. 


Later, he says that he never directly intervened. He
couldn’t tell her the Rot wasn’t tied to the deal or the pointlessness of her
endeavor, though he was pushing it with the healing tea. 


When asked why he got involved at all, Holland confesses
that he knew Eythos when he was the Primal God of
Life and considered him a friend, though he didn’t know what would become of
him. He insists that if he had, he wouldn’t have been able to stand by, and
would have intervened, even knowing the punishment for such an act is final
death. 


He then tells them exactly what Eythos
did. When Penellaphe recounts her vision, he reaches
over and takes her hand and says how tricky it is to understand prophecies,
adding that they’re only one possibility, and not every word is literal.


Gods, is that true. I have revamped
my interpretation of the prophecy so many times as visions came to me over the
years.


Holland explains that Sera will go through the Culling but
won’t survive it. As they talk more, he reminds Sera how reckless and impulsive
she is and tells her it can be her greatest strength; it could have given whatever
Eythos believed upon hearing the prophecy a chance to
come to fruition. 


He shows them the cords of fate, and as they look at the
almost broken thread, the only way to disrupt fate, Holland reveals that the
key is love—the only thing not even fate can contend with. He says that love is
more powerful than the Fates. It’s even more powerful than what courses through
their veins, though it is equally as awe-inspiring and terrifying in its
selfishness. He says it can extend a thread by sheer will, becoming a piece of
pure magic that biology cannot extinguish. It can also snap a cord unexpectedly
and prematurely. 


He reiterates that Sera cannot survive the Culling, not without
sheer will of what is more powerful than fate and even death. Not without the
love of the one who would aid in her Ascension.


When Ash takes Sera to her lake and Ascends
her, those statements become all too clear. And it moved me to witness it. 


Holland then tells Sera she’s had many lives, and Eythos remembered the first one: Sotoria.



As they discuss the Rot, Holland says life has only
continued because the ember was in Sera’s bloodline. However, she now carries
the only ember of life there is, and if she perishes,
everything everywhere will die with her. 


He goes on to say that the Primal God of Life is the most
powerful being in all the realms and that she’s never been merely mortal; she’s
the possibility of a future for all. 


When Sera’s doubt creeps in, Holland reminds her that she’s
a warrior, just like Sotoria learned to be. He adds
that he doesn’t know what Sotoria originally looked
like—he didn’t follow her threads until Eythos asked
what could be done about Kolis’s betrayal—but he knows she didn’t look the same
with each rebirth. He then tells Sera that Kolis may have sensed traces of eather in her and thought she was a godling entering her
Culling. 


Holland knows what Kolis has been doing to the missing
Chosen—turning them into Revenants—but states they are not the only mockery of
life he’s managed to create. He details what some of the gods from Kolis’s
Court have been up to: creating the Craven.


Not to mention the Ascended…


Holland tells them about the Craven, talks about balance,
and alludes to the fact that Sera bringing Marisol back to life had consequences.
He confirms it was her time, and Sera’s act needed to be righted. Therefore,
the Arae decided who would take her place. Holland asks Sera if knowing that
ahead of time would have changed her actions, and she says it wouldn’t have. 


Holland reveals that what the god Madis did to Andreia was
an attempt to rectify what one of Kolis’s creations left behind and adds that
is all he can say without it being considered interference. 


He reveals to Sera that Kolis can’t kill Nyktos
because life cannot exist without death, and they should not be one and the
same. He adds, however, that anything is possible, even the impossibility
of a Primal of both Life and Death. He says that such a being would be
unstoppable, and there would be no balance. The Fates ensured long ago that the
absence of either ember—life or death—would collapse the realms. Suddenly and
absolutely. He says that if Kolis kills Nyktos, he’ll
kill himself and everything else in the process. He ends by saying he doesn’t actually know what Kolis’s end goal is. 


When they discuss what led to the present moment, Holland
admits that he couldn’t tell Sera how pointless her duty was and outlines that
the mortal realm has a year—maybe two or three if they’re lucky—before the Rot
consumes it, but warning the people would only incite panic. 


Sera seems a bit crestfallen, and Holland reminds her not to
give up hope, bringing up the broken thread and saying that fate is never
written in bone and blood. It can be as ever-changing as her and Nyktos’s thoughts and hearts. 


She reminds him that Nyktos can’t
love, and he tells her that love is more powerful than even the Arae can
imagine. 


Before they part ways, she asks if she’ll see him again, and
he can’t answer. He does remind her of something she already knows, though: All
her training wasn’t a waste. She is his weakness. Only it’s not Nyktos. It’s Kolis.

Primal God of Sky, Sea, Earth, and Wind


Court: Triton Isles
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Hair: Bald.


Eyes: Silver.


Body type: Very tall.


Facial features: Burnt umber skin.


Other: Crown shaped like a trident.


Background: Destroyed Phythe
after the games honoring him were discontinued—sent waves taller than any Rise
to wash away the entire kingdom. Hunted down many of the gods who left his
Court after—Saion and Rhahar only escaped because Nyktos claimed their souls.


 


PHANOS’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Attends the coronation with the other Primals.



Speaks to Saion and Rhahar briefly
and then walks off with Embris.


When Kolis brings Seraphena to him
off the coast of Hygeia, he hates what he’s forced to do—especially since he
should be paying Nyktos back for stealing Rhahar and Saion from him. 


He tells Sera that he should just take the embers from her
and says what he’s doing isn’t even worth it since it’s only a temporary fix.
Then, he breathes life into her and has his ceeren
sacrifice themselves to save her.


During court later, he tells Kolis they need to talk, and
Kolis promises to do just that as soon as he returns Sera to her chambers.

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Hair: Curly. Russet-colored.

Personality: Welcoming yet reserved.
Believes in right, wrong, and balance.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: When
a babe dies, she captures their souls and gives them a rebirth. Sees those she
saves as her children and often follows them throughout their lives. Doesn’t
always believe things attributed to the Arae.


Other: Nearly as old as Kolis. Can see the
souls of all those she captures. Wears a pale blue quartz crown of many
branches and leaves.


Background: Was involved in Sotoria’s rebirth and hiding her soul from Kolis.


 


KEELLA’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Keella attends the coronation like
the other Primals. When the benada,
the imprimen—the imprint—appears, she smiles
at Sera and presses her hand to her chest. 


After, she says something to Nektas.
He nudges her arm, and she strokes his cheek.


When Nyktos announces Sera as the
One who is born of Blood and Ash, the Light and the Fire, and the
Brightest Moon, Keella asks him about it and says
that perhaps it is another blessing. As she inquires
about its inspiration with an edge to her voice—not anger…something else,
she says it’s beautiful and gives the couple an old, knowing, clever smile. 


Before she leaves, she tells Nyktos
that his father would be proud of him.






EMBRIS


Primal God of Wisdom, Loyalty, and Duty


Court: Lotho 
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Hair: Curly and brown.


Eyes: Silver.


Facial features: Boyish.


Personality: Quiet and watchful.


Other: Bronze crown of olive branches and
serpents.


Background: Doubts some things regarding
the Arae.


 


EMBRIS’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Like the other Primals, Embris attends the coronation. He spends some time with
Saion and Rhahar and then walks off with Phanos.






VESES


Primal Goddess of Rites and Prosperity (a.k.a The Eternal Goddess)


Court: Callasta Isles 
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Hair: Long, thick, golden-blond ringlets
that reach her waist.


Eyes: Silver.


Body type: Thin but shockingly endowed.


Facial features: Creamy complexion—no
freckles. Delicate nose and brows. Full mouth. Apricot-shaped lips. 


Distinguishing features: Incredibly
beautiful. Velvety voice. Smells like roses.


Preternatural features: Can sense a god or
godling nearing their Ascension, but Kolis switching fates with Eythos dulled the ability.


Personality: Vindictive. Entitled. Can be
vengeful. Can become fixated and resentful. Vocal about annoyances and
complaints. 


Other: Very old—should have gone to sleep
long ago. Crown is shaped like a jade tree and made of bloodstone.


Background: Wants Kolis but settles for Nyktos. Found out about the deal regarding the Rot and Sera
and made her own bargain with Nyktos to keep it a
secret—she gets free access to him for feeding and…other things.


 


VESES’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


Veses is a hard Primal to like. I want
to think maybe she’s just misunderstood or has reasons for her selfishness and
vile ways, but realistically, I know it’s just that she’s entitled, jealous,
and bitter. 


Sera arrives in Iliseeum, and Veses comes to the Shadowlands to confirm that Nyktos has taken a Consort. When she discovers that it’s
true, it upsets her.


Veses comes to Nyktos
for their deal, to feed from and indulge herself with him, and does it in such
a way that she knows they’ll be discovered—which Sera does when she returns
from the Vale. When Veses sees Sera, she says, “So,
this is her?” before Sera flees. Veses laughs at the
fallout.


Later, when Nyktos is otherwise
engaged with Shades—something Veses set up—she
decides to confront Sera. Ector denies her entry into Sera’s chambers, drawing
his sword, and she throws the god into the room. Rhain then arrives and says
he’ll get Nyktos, but Veses
just slides him out into the hall along with Ector’s unconscious form and
closes herself in the room with Sera.


She reveals that she knows Sera’s full first name and asks
how she became Nyktos’s Consort. She also relays that
she believes Nyktos lied to Sera, just like Sera is
lying to her. She calls Sera fat and freckled and
remarks that Sera is a Consort in title only. Sera taunts her and says Nyktos called her the “worst sort,” pissing
the Primal off. Sera makes it worse by then calling her pathetic. Veses takes it out on young Reaver by kicking him across
the room.


In retaliation, Sera plunges her dagger into Veses’ eye, and Veses hits Sera
with eather. As they argue and battle, Veses confesses that she sent her guards and her favorite draken to the Shadowlands, confirming she was the one
behind the earlier attack. She also wonders aloud if Nyktos
realizes the others likely know Taric and the other vengeful gods were in the
Shadowlands before they disappeared. 


Veses reveals to Sera that she
felt her and knew there was more to everything—a reason Nyktos
was willing to do anything for Sera. She insinuates that being able to sense
her either means Sera has so much of Nyktos’s blood
in her that Veses is latching on to that, or Sera’s a Primal in her Culling. 


She then taunts Sera that she knows the difference between Nyktos’s blood and something else because she’s had
Nyktos’s blood—she’s had all of him. Sera punches
her, and they fight some more until Bele arrives. 


Veses sees Bele and realizes she’s
Ascended, relaying that there’s a bounty on her head. As Bele keeps her busy, Sera
heals Reaver. When he wakes, he calls her liessa,
and Veses explodes with shock and anger, saying she
was right and asking what Nyktos did. 


Bele attacks with renewed fervor, and Veses
fights back. Sera throws a dagger at her, and Veses
tells Sera she’s going to kill her because she’s an abomination. 


Bele renews her attack with an eather
bow and arrow and gets Veses
on the cheek. Shadows fill the room as Nyktos
arrives, and Bele tells him that Veses knows about Sera.
He blasts Veses with eather
and orders Orphine and Ehthawn
to take her away and put her in a cell. 


Nyktos’s attack essentially puts Veses into stasis, meaning she’ll be out for at least a few
days. 


While she’s out of commission, it’s revealed that she hasn’t
been able to sense a god or godling in their Culling since Kolis took Eythos’s embers. She only knew that Taric and the others
were looking for a source of energy in the mortal realm and ended up in the
Shadowlands. She felt something within Sera and realized they were embers.
Putting two and two together, she figured she’d deal with Sera to keep Nyktos from getting in trouble with Kolis.


Admittedly, Veses cares for Nyktos in her own twisted way, but that doesn’t make me
like her any better.


Veses ends
up escaping when Nyktos falls into stasis and the
wards on the dungeon are weakened. She chews off her arms and gets out. Once
she’s healed, she heads to Dalos, only to find Sera
there. 


She makes it very clear how she feels about her being there,
and ends up punished by Kolis, using Kyn as his weapon.


Later, she blasts into Sera’s chambers where she’s in the
cage and convinces Callum to let her talk to Sera. Once they’re alone, the
Primal goddess tells Sera she knows she’s lying, and insists she won’t let
Kolis throw her aside for Sotoria again. She’d rather
see him dead.


She tries to convince Sera that she doesn’t mind Kyn’s particular brand of punishment, but I’m not sure even she
believes that. Still, Sera says she’s sorry for what happened to her, but it
doesn’t change that she can’t wait to see her burn.


I’m sure Veses wishes she’d try. 






ATTES


Primal of War and Accord

Hair: Light, blondish brown that frames his
face.


Eyes: Silver.


Facial features: High cheekbones. Chiseled
jaw. 


Distinguishing features: Scar that runs
from his hairline, across the bridge of his nose, and down his left cheek.
Dimples. Silver cuff around his biceps.


Preternatural features/abilities: Can
manifest clothing out of thin air. Turns into a silver hawk.


Body type: Tall and broad.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Uses
eather for provocation, feeding emotions to incite
violence or peace. Has many perverse pleasures. Wears shadowstone
armor and carries a curved sword on his hip. Driven by three things: peace,
war, and sex. Turned on by boldness in women. Knows how to kill a Revenant.
People pray to him on the eve of battle to grant their armies cunning skill and
cleverness. Can shift into his nota form—a silver hawk.


Personality: Strategic. Cunning. Clever. He
prefers to do things himself instead of delegating. 


Other: Crown = a helm made of reddish black
stone.


Background: Co-rules Vathi with his
brother, Kyn. Kolis killed his children in retribution for losing Sotoria. Has feelings for Lailah.


Family: Brother = Kyn, Primal God of Peace
and Vengeance. Children = unknown †


 


ATTES’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Attes is a bit of a conundrum for
me. I wanted to like him right off; he is, after all, the ancestor of some of
the most pivotal people in my current history. Yet the things I saw
led me to be incredibly wary. I thought, even at first, that he might
be playing both sides a little and working behind the scenes, but I had no
proof to substantiate that, and thus kept waiting and watching.


Luckily, I didn’t have to wait too long.


As close to Kolis as a brother, Attes
knows about Sera and watches her. He even saves her once as his nota
form, the silver hawk.


After Sera arrives in the Shadowlands, Attes
travels there to meet her. He remarks that she’s no mere mortal and says she
carries a mark and an aura. When she lashes out verbally as Sera is wont to do,
Attes remarks that she has bite
and asks Nyktos if Veses
has seen her. 


When he turns his attention to Nyktos,
he inquires why the Primal killed the Cimmerian, Dorcan,
and states that he thought they were fond of each other. Ash answers by
reminding him what Attes did to his brother’s guards.


Attes asks if Sera knows not to
repeat what she hears, and she snaps at him again. He tells her to mind her
tone and says that while he finds her boldness refreshing and alluring, others
will not. Nyktos says that Sera will kill
those who don’t. 


He attempts to use a bit of provocation magic on Sera and
realizes that his presence does not affect her. He then turns the conversation
to the Ascension that was felt and asks how a god Ascended in the Shadowlands.
When Nyktos says it had to be Kolis, Attes clearly doesn’t believe him. He says he knows it was
a god from Hanan’s Court and guesses it was Bele. 


He tells Nyktos that Hanan has
been having a fit in Dalos, and the other Primals are worried. He then adds that he hasn’t forgotten
who Nyktos’s father was or who Nyktos
was meant to be. If Nyktos wasn’t the one who
Ascended the god, then the embers are in the Shadowlands somewhere.


Attes says he’s at the House of
Haides out of curiosity and on Kolis’s behalf. He believes he was chosen
to deliver the message because he was the closest—and the least likely to be
thrown into the Abyss. He then drops the bomb, telling Nyktos
and Sera that Kolis denies their right to the coronation. He says the Primal of
Life wants it to be more formal, and that requires his permission. He adds that
Kolis will summon them and then comments on Nyktos
being Kolis’s favorite. When Sera calls the fake Primal of Life a son
of a bitch, it makes Attes
laugh.


Testing the waters, Attes offers
himself to Sera if she’d rather have a warmer climate in bed. Nyktos is not happy, and Sera threatens Attes
again. As he leaves, he tells Theon about Sera’s threat on his way out and
admits he was both turned on and amused. 


In Dalos, Attes
enjoys the show as Nyktos and Sera kiss and then
interrupts them, flirting as usual. Nyktos threatens
him again and says he’s bound to lose his eyes. He tells Nyktos
it would be worth it. 


When Dyses enters, Attes finds joy in watching the Revenant provoke Nyktos. He remarks that Nyktos killing
Dyses would either annoy or amuse Kolis. He also says
that he imagines there will be many heartless, dead gods by the end of the day.



He tells Sera and Nyktos that he
was awaiting their arrival, saying they’re better company than the rest in
attendance. He also remarks that Dyses has always felt
off to him and tells the couple that some of the bodies they saw were from the
last Rite. 


When asked why he’s there, he says that Kolis summoned Kyn,
so he decided to join his brother. Not to mention, he wanted to see Sera again
and remind her what he said when they first met about her watching her sharp
tongue. 


He adds that he’s only been in Dalos
for a few hours and that no other Primals are there
but him and Kyn. 


He sets off to find his brother before Kyn gets himself into
trouble. After, he tells Nyktos why he killed Kyn’s
guards when the Primal of Death brings it up again.


Kolis arrives, and Nyktos blocks
the Primal of Life from touching Sera. Attes remarks
that Nyktos is quite possessive and says that the
Primal of Death has threatened to rip out his eyes at least three times. 


When talk turns to the Ascension they all felt, Attes chimes in and clarifies that what Nyktos
says means that only Kolis can Ascend someone. 


Kolis demonstrates his life-restoring powers with Dyses, and Attes sits up straighter
when Dyses enters, restored. Kolis asks him if he has
the same doubts as Hanan since he seems surprised to see Dyses
alive and well. Attes explains that it’s just been a
long time since Kolis has bestowed the honor, so it was a bit of a surprise. 


He lies so smoothly.


Kolis tells Kyn to retrieve what he was ordered to deliver,
and Attes swears when he sees the youngling, Thad.
After Kolis makes his decree, Attes brings a dagger
to Sera. Once Sera takes Thad’s life, Attes lifts the
draken’s body, the blood singeing his flesh.


Later, in Vathi, Attes inquires as
to why Nyktos and Sera are on his balcony without
invitation or warning. When Sera asks about the draken,
it takes Attes by surprise. He explains that Kyn went
to burn Thad. Sera urges him to stop his brother and bring the body to them.
When he hesitates, Sera shouts at him, and Nyktos
orders him to do it.


It surprises me that he’d listen given how much older he is,
but his loyalties really do lie with the Primal of Life. And he was
Eythos’s friend.


He returns with the draken’s body
and is told not to speak of what he sees. Nyktos says
he will level his Court and hunt him down if he does. To which he responds that
he’s getting really tired of the Primal of Death’s threats.



Attes watches, stunned, as Sera
revives the draken; so shocked, he stumbles back from
the table and swears. 


The couple tells him he’ll have to keep Thad hidden, and Attes confirms that the gods and Primals
would have felt the revival. It will be hard to keep him hidden, especially
from Kyn. They tell him to bring the draken to the
Shadowlands and promise he’ll be safe there. Attes
says he knows Nektas will take care of him. 


He comments on Sera’s charm, saying it won’t work there, but
vows that no one will learn about what happened in Vathi—he swears it. He bows
to Sera and promises not to betray what she did.


Attes insists that he knew something
was different about her. He had even more suspicions when she didn’t react to
his presence. Nyktos asks why he didn’t go to Kolis
with his assumptions and gain favor, and he says that he could have, but again,
he remembers who Nyktos’s father was and who Nyktos was meant to be. 


At the coronation, Attes sees Nyktos bow to Sera and remarks that he’s a man who knows
his place. He approaches the dais and bows to the couple—he is the only Primal
to approach them up to that point—and tells Sera that her crown and imprint
suit her. He adds that the imprint was…unexpected. 


He reveals that a few dakkais have
been sniffing about but left without causing too much trouble, then says they
need to make time for the three of them to speak in private. Before he leaves,
he says he hopes their union will bless the Shadowlands and beyond and then
briefly stops to speak to Nektas.


During the battle later, he comes up to Sera from behind.
She swings at him, not knowing it’s him, and he catches her. She thanks
him—presumably thinking that he came to her aid—and he says that she shouldn’t
thank him yet.


When I saw this, I instantly felt rage. When things unfold more later, I felt a little sorry for him. 


He tells Sera that what he’s about to do is the only way and
disarms her, then hauls her against him. He says that all they want is her. If
she removes the charm, no more blood will be shed, and no more lives will be
lost. If she refuses, his brother will leave none but the Primal standing. He
reiterates that it’s Sera’s choice, but she needs to make her decision quickly.



Sera makes him promise that no one else will be harmed, and
he swears. When she surrenders, he tells her she made the right choice. 


Back in Dalos, Attes
interrupts Kolis and reminds him that Keella helped Eythos capture Sotoria’s soul to
be reborn. He reiterates that Kolis hasn’t been able to find her, even after
hunting down every mortal with an aura. He then suggests that maybe he couldn’t
find her because she’d been reborn over and over the last few centuries and
insinuates that maybe Sera is telling the truth about being Sotoria
reincarnated. 


When Callum disrespects him, Attes
tells the Revenant that he knows how to kill him and will prove it if he speaks
to him like that again. 


Kolis still seems hesitant to believe what Sera said, so Attes reminds him how clever Eythos
was and says that it’s just the kind of thing he’d do to fuck
over his twin.


Attes visits Sera in her cage,
coming in as his nota form, the silver hawk. He explains himself, and
gets her to understand, telling her that he was never really
loyal to Kolis. Not after Kolis killed his children.


While he brings Sera news of what’s going on and does what
he can to help her, he makes it clear that while she’s important, Sotoria’s soul must be saved since she’s the only thing
that can kill Kolis.


Once Ash breaks free and gets to Sera, Attes
shows up to assist. He has been working through a god from his Court, Elias,
for a while and continues that by lending him Setti to transport Kolis
somewhere he won’t easily be found.


He goes to get Keella and
witnesses them transfer Eythos’s soul out of The
Star, set it free, and then put Sotoria’s in. 


Not liking what’s happening to Sera, he makes his opinion
known and tells her how he feels about it. And while he still isn’t Nyktos’s favorite person, he at least knows the Primal
understands he’s on their side. 


And he plans to uphold his promise to Sera to support Nyktos however he needs when she’s gone, as well.


He made a vow. Even if he weren’t duty-bound as a Primal to
uphold it, he would. 


Won’t he be shocked to find out that Sera Ascended as the
new Primal of Life? 


Or maybe he won’t. 






KYN


Primal God of Peace and Vengeance

KYN’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Kyn arrives in Dalos before the
others, already deep in his cups, and Attes quickly
shoves him into a chair before he falls on his face. 


The Primal of Life asks if Kyn has what Kolis asked him to
bring, and Kyn moves to the hall to retrieve a young draken.
Sera asks Kyn what Thad did to deserve being killed, and Kyn can only answer
with the truth: “Nothing.” Kolis then orders Sera to take the innocent draken’s life, and he is struck down. Kyn folds his hands over
his eyes during the act, unable to watch, but then glares at Sera with burning
hatred afterward. Later, he heads off to find some whiskey before undertaking
the task of burning the draken’s body. 


Kyn attends the coronation with Hanan, both
of them highly intoxicated. He and the Primal of the Hunt and Divine
Justice are the only two who do not approach the new couple, showing utter
disrespect. 


Eventually, Kyn heads to the Shadowlands looking for Nyktos and Sera, ultimately killing both Aios and Ector.


Once his brother takes Sera to Kolis, Kyn shows up at court
in Dalos and gloats about Sera’s captivity. He fights
his attraction to her but is eased a bit when Kolis offers Sera up as a reward
for his loyalty if she turns out to be lying about who she is. 


He brings news about the Shadowlands’ forces and offers to
take them out. Kolis doesn’t give him express permission, but he makes it known
that he’s at his disposal should he change his mind.


When Kolis calls him in to punish Veses
for her failure, he gladly accepts. It speaks to his sadistic side, and he will
never refuse an opportunity to let it out to play. He only wishes Ione hadn’t
told Kolis that Sera was Sotoria. If he hadn’t, he
might have had his chance to play with her, as well.


Still, he’s holding out hope that the truth will come to
light, because he doesn’t, for one minute, believe that she is who she claims
to be. 






HANAN †


Primal God of the Hunt and Divine Justice


Court: Sirta 
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Hair: Dark.


Body type: Tall. 


Facial features: Pale. Sharp and
angular—beautiful in a cunning, predatory way.


Distinguishing features: Silver cuff on
biceps. Deep, gruff voice.


Personality: Combative. Contrary. 


Other: Appears to be in his thirties.
Follower of Kolis. Wears a crown of ruby antlers.


 


HANAN’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


As the Primal of the Hunt and Divine Justice, Hanan rules
the Court of Sirta with his gods but follows the ways of Kolis. He has a small
army of Cimmerian at his disposal, which he isn’t afraid to employ against the
Shadowlands. At one point, he sends upwards of one hundred of them.


When Hanan meets Seraphena, he
calls her “a diamond that will inevitably be shattered into tiny pieces.” Nyktos takes offense and threatens to break every bone in
his body and bury him so deep in the Abyss it’ll take him a hundred years to
claw himself out if he so much as looks or speaks to her again. Not afraid, he
challenges and tells Nyktos that he knows Bele
Ascended. Nyktos says that no one in his Court can
Ascend a god and taunts Hanan about doubting Kolis. Still, Hanan questions Nyktos’s explanation because he doesn’t believe that Kolis
would Ascend someone in the Shadowlands for no reason and then just leave. 


Later, when everyone is together, he speaks up without
permission, and Kolis reprimands and scolds him, telling him to leave his sight
and not return until summoned. 


At the coronation, Hanan joins Kyn in a little too much
drink and disrespects Nyktos again by not approaching
the new couple.


Later, Hanan comes to back up Kolis in Dalos
when Nyktos busts in trying to save his Consort.
Unfortunately, he doesn’t succeed, and Nyktos kills
him, ripping out his heart and taking off his head.


His title transfers to Bele. 






ECTOR †


Court: Originally, Vathi 


 


 


Hair: Curly. Fair.


Eyes: Deep amber.


Body type: Tall. Slender.


Facial features: Sharp cheeks, eyes, and
jaw.

ECTOR’S JOURNEY:


I’m going to admit that when I started seeing Ector in my
visions of the past, I immediately had a soft spot for him. And the more I saw,
the more I learned by researching and viewing others, the more endearing he
became.


The first real glimpses I got of Ector started when he hands Sera a narrow birch box that he was ordered to give to
her—the box containing her special crescent moon shadowstone
dagger.


Ector accompanies Nyktos to the mortal
realm to retrieve Sera and tends to her after Tavius’s assault, freeing her
from her bonds and calling her stepbrother an animal. When Nyktos
orders everyone out of the hall, Ector escorts the mortals.


When they return to the Shadowlands, Ector stands guard
outside Sera’s room, even though he feels he has much better things to do.
However, he remains for her safety since he’s heard that she likes to wander
off into dangerous situations. He also takes it upon himself to bring her
meals.


Ector accompanies Sera as she watches Nyktos
hold Court, though he was against letting her come. Rhain teases him that he
worries Daddy Nyktos will be upset and send him to bed with no dinner. When Veses
arrives, he is ordered to take Sera somewhere safe and gives
her the option of her chambers or the library. When she chooses, he deposits
her and reminds her to adhere to what they agreed to.


Later, when Erlina arrives, Ector brings Sera to her chambers
and stands guard outside. When the seamstress leaves, Ector offers to walk with
Sera in the courtyard instead of keeping her in her room. He tells her that the
draken understand when someone talks to them, even
when not in their god forms.


Ector sympathizes with the shock
Sera must have felt learning the truth about the Chosen. They discuss Gemma,
and Ector tells Sera that she hasn’t been in the Shadowlands long. He then reveals
what Court he’s from and tells her how old he is, teasing her about how good he
looks for his age. 


As they discuss Nyktos’s parents,
Ector tells Sera that Eythos loved Mycella, even more so after she died, and would never have
remarried. 


A ruckus arises at the south gate, and Ector asks Sera to
stay put as he goes to investigate. He finds Gemma, injured, and carries her
into the palace, then orders Rhahar to get Nyktos. He tells Sera to return to her chambers. 


He tries to argue that Gemma isn’t dead, but then he sees
that she is. When the draken start acting strangely,
he remarks that he’s never seen anything like it and then stares in shock as
Sera starts to glow. He watches in awe as Sera brings Gemma back to life.


Later, Ector enters the war room with Bele and helps to relay
the tale of Kolis’s treachery, how he exchanged destinies with his twin and
then destroyed all records of the truth. When they discuss recent happenings,
Ector remarks that it makes sense now why the poppies returned.


After Sera’s secret becomes known and during the dakkais siege, Ector asks what to do with Sera but ends up
fetching a hooded cloak and meeting Nyktos by the
gates to the bay. He doesn’t believe that Sera cares about Nyktos’s
safety and tells her so later when he relays that monsters are in the
water. He adds that Nyktos won’t kill her until he
figures out what’s up with the embers. 


When the dakkais spill out of the
bay, he remarks that he thought they’d cleared the harbor, and Rhain tells him
they were in the process of doing it. As he watches Bele fight, he gushes that
he might be in love. As the battle rages, a dakkai
pins him to the parapet wall, and Sera throws a dagger at it, saving Ector’s
life. He thanks her in response. 


Ector takes Sera back to the palace and wants to return her
to her bedchambers. When he sees Nyktos, he asks the
Primal how much of the blood he’s wearing is his and realizes that most of it
is. It concerns him. He then turns his attention to Sera and tells her that she
doesn’t have to pretend to care for Nyktos around
them. She promptly tells him off and chastises him not to tell her how to feel.



After Hamid attacks Sera, Ector arrives with Nyktos and Saion. He kills Hamid with eather
before thinking that Nyktos would probably like to
question him. Sadly, there’s nothing left but ash. Despite the error, he’s a
little surprised by how upset Nyktos is that he
killed Hamid and remarks he should probably think before he acts, then goes to
clean up the mess.


Ector says that no one would piss Nyktos off when he could fuck with them after they’re dead.
As they talk about what might have led to the attack, Ector tells everyone that
Gemma is still in the palace and was sleeping when he checked on her half an
hour ago. 


He shares that Nyktos doesn’t
enjoy being touched but likes Sera’s kind of touching and is asked if he has a
death wish. His response? “I’m beginning to think I do.” 


He reminds me so much of Emil…


Ector enters the throne room just as Nyktos
engages the murderous gods. When he sees that Bele is injured, his eyes turn
glassy. He falls to his knees and argues when Nyktos
says she sleeps, that is all. Then, with awe and fear, he stares at Sera,
saying, “That is not all,” and watches in shock as Sera Ascends Bele.


Ector and Saion pace as they wait in Nyktos’s
office with Sera. She asks them if they’re scared of her, and Ector responds
that they’re more unnerved since nobody should be able to do what she did—bring
a god back to life and Ascend them. He then adds that
he doesn’t think Bele is a Primal, but she is more powerful. He goes
on to say that he was around when Primals Ascended. 


He’s ordered to fetch a bowl of water and a towel so Sera
can clean up and does, then leaves to wait for Nektas.
Later, he waits outside the throne room with Nektas,
Reaver, Rhahar, Ward, and Penellaphe—the
Arae have answered.


When the next big attack comes, and Davina is struck down,
Ector stops Sera from reviving the draken. Then, he
curses when Sera admits that she finds Nyktos ripping
a god in half hot. 


In discussions later, Ector wonders how a god was looking
for Sera when no one knows what she looks like. But then Rhain implies that Veses does, and things become clearer. 


After Sera tries to leave to take on Kolis by herself, Ector
is with Orphine when Nyktos
returns with her and is subsequently stunned when he hears the specifics. But
maybe not as surprised as he is when he finds out that Sera and Nyktos are lovers. Later, when Nyktos
tells them all that Sera’s bravery is unmatched, he draws his sword and bows to
her.


Ector fights with the others against the Cimmerian and then
joins Rhain and Sera in the office after the battle. He tells Rhain that Sera
saved his ass outside.


Tensions arise between Rhain and Sera, and Ector tries to
defuse the situation. He says that she’s not the enemy. When talk turns to the
things Nyktos has sacrificed for Sera, he brushes
aside the topic and then leaves quickly when Nyktos
arrives, donning his scary face.


Ector enters Nyktos’s office just
after Attes leaves and reveals that Attes told him about Kolis making Nyktos
get permission for the coronation. When they discuss what happened, Ector
realizes that Attes’s presence had no effect on Sera
and tells her that gods and godlings are not immune to a Primal’s
influence. Only three things are: the Arae, the draken,
and another Primal.


The time approaches for them to head to Dalos,
and he is confused why everyone is so nervous. He says it’s how they get
permission. Though he does worry about something: not Nyktos but rather Sera not playing nice with
Kolis. 


After Sera’s dinner with Bele and Aios,
Ector escorts her back to her room. He tells her that Orphine
is with Nyktos and remarks that he’ll lose an eye to
a draken someday, given how little awareness they
have of where they are in a space. He goes on to say that there are Shades at
the edge of the Dying Woods, too close to Lethe, and Nyktos
and Orphine are dealing with them. He adds that the
Shade issue is an infrequent one, but something that is becoming a bigger
problem. 


When Veses arrives, Ector refuses
her entry into Sera’s chambers and is thrown inside by her power, landing on and crushing a table. 


Once he recovers, he rides outside Sera’s carriage with
Saion on the way to the coronation, until the end, when he enters the carriage
with her. He notices she’s pale and nervous and says she reminds him of his sister
on her wedding day. He adds that he didn’t believe Bele when she told him that
Sera was anxious. He tries to comfort her, telling her that nothing will happen
to her, and is taken aback—and thrilled—when she blurts out that she wants
to be Nyktos’s Consort. 


After the coronation, Ector tells Sera that the cheers and
shouts are for her and then stands by her side as the revelers greet her and Nyktos. 


During the next big battle, Ector moves to protect Aios from the Primal Kyn and dies. Sera goes to save him,
but Saion stops her when her power starts drawing the dakkais.
She backs off, and the dakkais swarm him, drawn to
the eather Sera released, leaving nothing of Ector behind
but a mess.


Let me tell you, viewing that last battle and Ector’s tragic
end was enough to bring even me, someone who has seen and experienced much, to
tears.






BELE


Goddess of The Hunt (in Blood and Ash timeline)


Court: Sirta to The Shadowlands


 


 


Hair: Midnight black. Shoulder-length.
Often braided.


Eyes: Became silver after Ascension.


Body type: Tall. Lithe.


Facial features: Light golden-brown skin.
Round cheeks and chin.


Distinguishing features: Paints her
fingernails black. Wears no bands on her arms like others.


Preternatural features: After Ascension,
she can conjure a bow and arrow made of eather, and
her bolts of eather kill rather than wound. Powers of
prosperity and fortune in Blood and Ash timeline.


Personality: Nosy. Flippant. Nonchalant. A
bit of a showoff.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Doesn’t
like crowds. Usually wears a short sword on her hip and a bow over her
shoulder. Often speaks without thinking. Huntress of information. Has a knack
for moving about unseen. Is often in other Courts trying to uncover information
that might be useful. Helps the Chosen get out of Dalos.
Has a thing for Aios. Loves fighting. Always armed.


Background: Knows many Consorts but none
who are mortal. Was born after Eythos died. During
her Culling, she shattered windows every time she got upset.


 


BELE’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Okay, I’m just going to say it. I love Bele. She’s absolutely delightful. I only wish she played a more
prominent part in my visions because I enjoy viewing her every time she
appears. 


When Sera comes to the Shadowlands, Bele is the first to bow
to her and explains why it’s so important. She also reveals that some Courts
are betting on how long Sera will live. After it’s shared how Sera killed
Tavius, Bele is delighted, impressed, and a bit surprised that a mortal Consort
has a violent side. 


She gives Sera advice, like not to show fear during the
coronation.


Once Sera brings Gemma back to life, Ector escorts Bele to
the war room, where she stares openly at Sera. She says that no Chosen are
Ascended because Kolis no longer has the ability to
grant or create life, so he can’t Ascend them. She adds that he can’t stop the
Rite, though. It’d raise too many questions, so the unstable balance shifts
more toward death. 


When they discuss Sera’s plan, Bele says that she doesn’t
believe Sera thought becoming Nyktos’s Consort would
save her people; she learned how to end the deal in the summoner’s favor. 


The dakkais attack, and Bele
reminds everyone that most Courts likely felt a ripple when Sera used her
powers, and the attack is probably because of that. She, Saion, and Rhahar go to find out what’s happening. Later, they ride
down the bluffs and engage the dakkais, Bele standing
on her horse to fire her arrows as the others crouch. She punches a dakkai and it explodes, then follows another that made it
up the bluff and into the city.


Bele doesn’t think that Sera should be going anywhere after
Hamid’s attack, not even to see Gemma. She tells Sera that Nyktos
is in Lethe dealing with an incident and then questions Gemma about how she
knew Kolis was looking for Sera. When the word graeca
is mentioned, Bele tells Sera it’s the old language of the Primals
and means life. During discussions, Bele realizes that Hamid thought he was
protecting the Shadowlands by killing Sera. 


The goddess admits that she knows nothing about the
Revenants but has been working hard to find out what happened to the
missing Chosen. As talk turns to the Fates, she tells Sera they don’t know
everything, though they do know more than most. She adds that the Primals cannot make demands of the Fates. They can’t even
touch them—it’s forbidden in order to maintain
balance. She says that it wouldn’t have even crossed Nyktos’s
mind to go to the Arae—Kolis, either. And he has no respect for the rules.


When the gods attack, Bele throws herself over the staircase
at Cressa and fights with her. She’s eventually stabbed in the back with a shadowstone dagger and kicked hard enough in the head that
it would have killed a mortal. 


The fighting dies down, and Aios
removes the dagger. Bele dies, but not for long because Sera brings her back to
life. When she wakes, she says she just feels tired and then goes on to say
that she saw an intense light—what she thought was Arcadia—before passing out. 


After Bele awakens again, she spends some time with Aios. Everyone acknowledges that she’s not a Primal. Still, she’s definitely stronger,
and they felt a burst of energy when she healed and rose—not as strong as when
a Primal enters Arcadia and a new Primal rises, but she’s still Ascended, and
that’s a big deal. The most significant part is that she can challenge Hanan
for the Primal position of the Hunt and Divine Justice in Sirta now, and he
won’t take kindly to that at all.


When the draken attacks, Bele gives
Sera a spear to fight with and remarks that Nyktos
will lose his shit when he finds out that Sera is fighting
with them. As they set off, Bele calls those they’re fighting for “our people,”
referencing Sera.


Bele acknowledges later that she didn’t recognize the god who
was talking to Sera—the one Orphine killed, though she
imagines that Hanan was behind the attack. She then declares that she needs to
leave so no more deaths occur because of her, though she refuses to hide
forever. Nyktos tells her that she’s needed in the
Shadowlands and it’s also the safest place for her. Sera tries to soothe her,
saying it’s not Bele’s fault. It’s hers. Bele thanks Sera for saving her life. 


Bele joins the others in the throne room when Nyktos tells them that Sera went after Kolis and reiterates
her bravery. Later, when the Cimmerian arrive, Bele
takes the younglings to Aios and refuses to leave
them. 


Sera returns from Lasania, and
Bele trains with her for the better part of an
afternoon.


Bele is with Rhain in Nyktos’s
room when Sera wakes from her mini stasis. She flips off Rhain but goes to get
juice and water for Sera. She shares that Sera slept for four days and says
it’s a lot like hibernation. She adds that Sera could have been out for weeks.
Bele continues to be Bele, oversharing and annoying Rhain. She tells Sera that Nyktos barely left her side and was very worried. She
shares that he’s currently at the Pillars, dealing with something. When Sera
mentions her nakedness, Bele tells her she’s okay with it. 


I just bet she is…


Bele sits with Sera for dinner and tells her that not even the
oldest and strongest gods could shake the palace like Sera did when she got
angry at seeing Veses. She asks what made Sera so
mad. Sera tells her about her Culling and her anger, and Bele calls Sera
aggressively assertive. She then reveals that she knows it was the Primal
goddess.


Bele says she was waiting for Aios
and headed to the kitchen when she saw Veses enter Nyktos’s office. She had hoped the Primal’s
visits would stop after Sera’s arrival. She admits that she doesn’t get what’s
going on with Sera and Nyktos and doesn’t know about Veses, but she sees how Sera looks at the Primal of Death
and has never seen him act the way he does with Sera. She insists it’s not just
the embers and tells Sera how he told them all off after the bravery speech in
the throne room. 


She guesses that Sera saw Veses
and Nyktos together and reveals that she’s seen Veses feed from him before—without sex. She doesn’t get it
and knows there has to be a reason he allows it, but
she doesn’t know what that is. She insists she doesn’t believe Veses was ever good and tells her that the Primal
supports Kolis and that Nyktos doesn’t trust or even
like her.


Bele and Aios have dinner with
Sera in Sera’s receiving chamber, and the goddesses covertly flirt. When Sera
heads to her room, Bele charges in to face Veses.


Veses tells Bele there’s a bounty
on her head and Kolis will rip out her heart and devour it. She flippantly
replies that there are tastier things on her than her heart. After Veses hurts Sera and Reaver, Bele tells her that Sera is Nyktos’s Consort, Reaver is under Nektas’s
protection, and things won’t end well for her. 


Bele engages Veses, and Veses shatters her sword and throws her back. She summons
an eather bow and arrow and fires at Veses, the energy grazing and wounding her cheek. 


Once Veses is subdued, Bele tells Nyktos that Veses knows about
Sera. He orders her to take Reaver to Nyktos’s
quarters. Later, while talking to Sera, she tells her not to thank her for
helping. She’s been waiting to get her hands on Veses
for ages. 


Bele tries to keep Sera still during her gown fitting and
does a terrible job. She tells Sera how big the crowd will be for the
coronation and remarks how beautiful Sera is in her gown. Despite having to
stay at the House of Haides for the coronation, Bele comforts Sera’s worries
about a few things and then warns her about dismissing her title while praising
her for remaining armed. After Rhain speaks with Sera, Bele sees them off.


Bele joins Rhahar in Lethe to
fight the dakkais and isn’t aware of what happened to
Aios.


I can only imagine how she’ll take it. The romantic in me
hopes it will finally force them to stop dancing around each other.






AIOS


Goddess of Love, Fertility, and Beauty (in Blood and Ash
timeline)


Court: Kithreia


 


 


Hair: Red.


Eyes: Citrine with thick lashes that turn
silver after Ascension.


Facial features: Plump lips. High
cheekbones. Heart-shaped face. 


Personality: Cheery and bright. Worrier.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Is
a hugger. Wears a silver chain around her neck.


Preternatural features: Powers of life,
love, and birth.


Other: Can create many beautiful things
with her touch—like the trees of Aios. Voice like
spun gold and windchimes. Slumbers in the Skotos
Mountains in Blood and Ash timeline.


Background: Was very young when Kolis
killed Mycella. Was one of Kolis’s favorites at one
time—kept in a cage of gilded bones until she gutted a guard and escaped. 


Family: Cousin = Mycella
†. Second Cousin = Nyktos.


 


AIOS’S JOURNEY:


When Sera arrives in the Shadowlands, Aios
is called to take her to her chambers and have food sent up. She’s startled
when she feels an electric jolt when her skin touches Sera’s. She reveals that
Sera’s room has been ready for a while and was dusted frequently just in case. She
tries to settle Sera by telling her that she trusts no one in either realm more
than she does Nyktos and wouldn’t feel safer anywhere
else. She leaves to get what Sera needs and returns with food and a belted
chenille night rail. 


Bringing clothing for Sera, she tells her more about
godlings and the Culling. She asks Sera if she previously knew about the deal.
As talk turns to her, she reveals what Court she once served and says that she
came to the Shadowlands because it was where she knew she would be safe. 


Sera watches Aios help Reaver
learn to fly. Later, Aios helps Sera after the Gyrm attack and brings her a robe and some whiskey. She
informs Sera that Veses is gone and then leaves when Nyktos arrives. 


As she and Sera spend time together, Aios
tells her that Mycella used to tell her about Veses being kind. She also reveals details about stasis and
Arcadia. When Rhahar and Bele return, she gives them
both hugs.


After Gemma is hurt, Aios arrives
just as Ector brings her inside the palace. She asks if Shades got her and runs
off to get supplies. She returns just as Sera starts glowing and watches in awe
as Sera brings Gemma back to life. She checks on the girl and declares that
she’s definitely alive.


Talk turns to the deal and the Rot, and Aios
thinks Rhain is on to something about the deal and the Rot being linked. The
mortal realm is more vulnerable to the actions of the Primals
and should have been affected long before now. She wonders if maybe the ember
being in the Mierel bloodline protected it in some
way, but once Sera was born, it was in a vulnerable vessel that carries an
expiration date—Sera’s death. Or maybe it’s weakened in a mortal body and can
no longer hold off the effects of what’s been done. 


When Gemma wakes, Aios comes to
tell Sera. She says that Gemma claims to have no knowledge of what Sera did,
but she thinks the girl is lying. She wants Sera to confront her. Aios tells Sera it’s clear that she didn’t want to do what
she believed she had to do—make Nyktos fall in love
and then end him. She adds that she disagrees with her actions and is
disappointed but that everyone has experience carrying out terrible deeds
because they believed they had no choice. She says she’s done worse than
Sera—all of them have. 


Aios takes Sera to see Gemma and
learns what she told Hamid and why. The girl says that Sera is who Kolis has
been looking for. 


As they talk about Kolis more, Aios
tells Sera that graeca also means love, and
she’s afraid that Kolis somehow found a way to create life. 


When the murderous gods attack, Cressa throws a bolt of eather at her and takes her down. When she wakes, it’s to go to Bele. She removes the dagger and cries
as she rocks the goddess. She begs Nyktos to let Sera
try to heal her, shaking as it appears not to work. But then it does. She stays
with Bele as the now-Ascended goddess recuperates. 


Aios continues watching over Sera,
doing everything she can to ensure everyone is safe. When Sera starts fretting,
Aios tells her she did nothing wrong by bringing Bele
back and asks if knowing the outcome will change her actions in the future. She
imagines that Sera doesn’t really have a choice. It’s part of her makeup and
driven by instinct. 


Later, in the throne room, Aios
stands next to Paxton as Nyktos tells them how Sera
tried to go after Kolis on her own to protect the Shadowlands and that her
bravery is unmatched. 


When the Cimmerian arrive, Nektas brings Reaver and Jadis to Bele and Aios for safekeeping.


Aios spends time with Sera and the
younglings, talking about how draken only sleep in
their mortal forms when they feel safe, and the coronation being delayed. They
gush as Reaver is sweet, bringing Jadis a blanket, and then discuss Aurelia and
what being sweet on someone—as Reaver put it—means. Aios
blushes when Reaver insinuates that Bele is sweet on her. 


Later, Aios asks Nyktos if he thinks Kolis will be able to sense the embers
in Sera. Before they leave, she helps Sera pick out an appropriate gown for her
meeting with Kolis and remarks that she is like Bele in stashing weapons everywhere.
Aios inquires whether Sera will go after Kolis while
she’s there and asks why she thinks she can take the Primal. Sera tells her
that she’s Kolis’s graeca. She is Sotoria. As they talk more, Aios
asks Sera why killing Kolis and being Nyktos’s
Consort can’t both be her destiny. Then, she reveals details about her
time in Dalos when she was Kolis’s favorite and
kept in a cage. 


Sera apologizes and tells her how strong she is. As the discussion
wraps up, Aios tells Sera that she’s wrong about what
she can do because Kolis has no weaknesses—he’s incapable of love.


Aios and Bele have dinner with
Sera and Reaver in the receiving room.


Before the coronation, Aios does
Sera’s hair and makeup. Later, she takes Sera from Rhahar
and escorts her to Nyktos with the guard, Kars. She
asks if Sera has any questions. Sera asks her if she’s been in love, and Aios says she doesn’t think it feels the same for everyone.
For her, it was like feeling at home in an unfamiliar place. Like being seen,
heard, and understood for the first time in a way you never were before. She
tells Sera that you know you’re in love when you’d do anything for someone.
Then she hands Sera off to Nyktos.


During Kyn’s attack, the Primal kills her. She had just gone
outside to help when he takes her down. Despite her
mangled chest, Sera restores her. She wakes and is
confused. Kars helps her inside.


Eons later, when the gods sleep, Aios
comes to Poppy in a dream and keeps her from falling from a cliff in the Skotos Mountains. 






PENELLAPHE


Goddess of Wisdom, Loyalty, and Duty (in Blood and Ash
timeline)


Court: Unknown


 


 


Hair: Honey-colored.


Eyes: Bright blue—like sapphires that
become silver in Blood and Ash timeline.


Facial features: Light brown skin.


Preternatural features: Powers of
intelligence and will.


Other: In a relationship with Holland—an
Arae. Slumbers under the Great Atheneum in Carsodonia
in Blood and Ash timeline.


Background: Was young when she had her
first vision. The source of Poppy’s prophecy and her namesake.


Family: Mother was a God of Divination.


 


PENELLAPHE’S JOURNEY TO
DATE: 


Penellaphe goes to the Shadowlands
with Holland to discuss Sera. When she arrives, she bows to Nyktos
and tells him she’s come about Sera and brought an Arae. 


As the group chats, Holland tells Sera that he’s ageless
because of all the liquor he drinks, making Penellaphe
laugh. When they discuss what she saw and what has happened, she tells Nyktos that Holland didn’t technically intervene by being Sir
Holland to Sera and that their years together were very long. 


I feel this deep in my soul. Being away from those you love
can feel unending, indeed.


They talk more, and Penellaphe
tells Sera the Arae can’t do anything to affect her fate. At least, not
anymore. But she clarifies that Sera has the essence of Eythos’s
power, and it could be recognizing its source in Ash, signifying soul mates. 


Penellaphe reveals that she had a
prophetic vision before Eythos made the deal with King
Roderick. It had never happened to her before, and she wasn’t sure what she saw
or heard. And while she didn’t understand the words, she knew they carried purpose
and were important. She told Embris, and he took her
to Dalos. Kolis questioned her extensively as if he
could force understanding or clarification. Eventually, he gave up. Afterward,
she went to Lotho, figuring if anyone could make
sense of what she had seen, it was the Fates. 


 


The prophecy: 


From the desperation of golden crowns and born of mortal flesh, a great primal power rises as the heir
to the lands and seas, to the skies and all the realms. A shadow in the ember,
a light in the flame, to become a fire in the flesh. For the one born of the
blood and the ash, the bearer of two crowns, and the bringer of life to mortal,
god, and draken. A silver
beast with blood seeping from its jaws of fire, bathed in the flames of the
brightest moon to ever be birthed, will become one.


 


When the stars fall from the night, the great mountains
crumble into the seas, and old bones raise their swords beside the gods, the
false one will be stripped from glory as (NOT UNTIL) the great powers will
stumble and fall, some all at once, and they will fall through the fires into a
void of nothing. Those left standing will tremble as they kneel, will weaken as
they become small, as they become forgotten. For finally, the Primal rises, the
giver of blood and the bringer of bone, the Primal of Blood and Ash. 


 


Two born of the same misdeeds, born of the same great
and Primal power in the mortal realm. A first daughter, with blood full of
fire, fated for the once-promised King. And the second daughter, with blood
full of ash and ice, the other half of the future King. Together, they will
remake the realms as they usher in the end. And so it will begin with the last
Chosen blood spilled, the great conspirator birthed from the flesh and fire of
the Primals will awaken as the Harbinger and the
Bringer of Death and Destruction to the lands gifted by the gods. Beware, for
the end will come from the west to destroy the east and lay waste to all which
lies between.


 


While talking to Sera, she offers her some information about
her paths, saying that knowledge is power, and then reveals that Sera always
dies before the age of twenty-one. She says there are many ways she
can die, several at Ash’s hands. She then tells them
the only way for Sera to survive is with the blood of the Primal the ember she
carries belonged to—Ash—and remarks that it’s unfair to both of them but that
love, life, and fate are rarely fair. 


As talk turns to Eythos, Penellaphe tells them that he wanted to keep Ash safe but
also save the realms and take his revenge. So, he stashed the ember, hoping it
would grow until a new Primal was ready to be born, and hid it with the one thing
that could weaken his brother. 


When Nyktos and Holland say that
Sera is the Primal God of Life, Penellaphe confirms
it and tells Sera she can’t afford to deny it. She reveals that other than Eythos, only Embris and Kolis
knew the prophecy. Then she says that prophecies are confusing, even to those
who receive them, and mentions the Gods of Divination and the oracles, explaining
to Sera who and what they were and are. 


Penellaphe offers that her mother
was a God of Divination, which is likely why she could share a vision. However,
she doesn’t have any of her mother’s other skills like the ability to see what
is hidden or unknown and has never received any additional visions. She assumes
that with the passing of the oracles and most of the Gods of Divination, that
other visions have either been lost to time or are only known to the Ancients
since prophecies are their dreams. 


The group discusses what may come, and Penellaphe
tells Sera that Bele’s Ascension would have been felt. She also says that if
she looked like Sotoria and Kolis already saw her, he
would have taken her on the spot. As they discuss how to keep her safe, Penellaphe says that becoming Nyktos’s
Consort will offer some protection, but until then, any god can make a move
against her, and he’ll have no support from others if he retaliates. Even the
coronation poses a risk since some like to push the limits, though Kolis
doesn’t usually make a habit of attending such events.


And if it was done in the Shadowlands, he may not have been
able to attend anyway. 


Penellaphe remarks that Kolis
sending the dakkais was a warning, letting Nyktos know that he knows something in the
Shadowlands can create life. She believes he hasn’t responded to Bele’s
Ascension because it caught him off guard. She then asks Nyktos
if he’s been summoned yet. 


They discuss Kolis’s quest to create life, and Penellaphe says that’s not their biggest concern right now.
What they should be worrying about is that he will do anything to get the
embers of life, and if he finds out that Sera has Sotoria’s
soul, he will stop at nothing to have her. He’ll burn the Shadowlands to the
ground if that’s what it takes. She knows precisely how cruel Kolis can be. 


When it’s revealed that Nyktos had
his kardia removed, it stuns Penellaphe. She tells Sera that it is the piece of the soul
that allows others to love irrevocably and selflessly. Then she says that having
it removed must have been terribly painful and that he is genuinely unable to
love. 


Penellaphe offers to help prevent
Sera from being taken from the Shadowlands against her will. As the Goddess of
Wisdom, she knows things others do not, like spells that can prevent that. When
she brings in Vikter to help with the charm, she reveals that he was the first viktor and is the only one who remembers his past
lives. When Vikter shrugs off some praise, Penellaphe
tells Sera he’s too humble and says that he saved the life of someone very
important and paid a steep price for doing so. The Fates decided to reward him
and later realized they could give aid without upsetting the balance. Wishing
there was more she could do, Penellaphe apologizes
and then leads Nyktos away to speak to him privately.



The next time we see her is at the coronation, wearing white
and speaking with Keella.






RHAHAR


The Eternal God (in Blood and Ash timeline)


Court: Originally, the Triton Isles


 


 


Hair: Dark. Cropped short.


Eyes: Silver in Blood and Ash timeline.


Facial features: Rich brown skin.


Body type: Broad shoulders and chest.


Personality: Impetuous.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Uncomfortable
with hugs. Often speaks before thinking. 


Preternatural description: In Blood and Ash
timeline, he is said to oversee deity and Atlantian
afterlives and have the powers of death.


Background: Left the Triton Isles after Phanos destroyed Phythe. Nyktos found him in Dalos
awaiting sentencing for defection shortly after Eythos
was killed. His soul was taken with his cousin’s, saving him from punishment.


Other: Slumbers in Stygian Bay.


Family: Cousin = Saion.


 


RHAHAR’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Rhahar isn’t a prominent feature
in my visions—or in my research, truth be told. I don’t even know what he
represents in present days, even though it’s clear from depictions that he
became an important figure since he appears with others such as Saion, Aios, and more. His Temple is located in
the foothills of the Undying Hills, and he is often depicted in artwork and
literature with Ione. 


As for his history…


Rhahar arrives at the House of
Haides with Bele after Nyktos brings Sera to the Shadowlands.
He’s impressed that she is a fighter and admits that Saion told him what Sera
did with the whip and Tavius. 


When Gemma gets hurt, he brings her to the palace and sends Orphine to get Kye, the Healer. Inquiries arise, and Rhahar confirms that Shades attacked Gemma. He goes to get Nyktos to tell him what happened, thus missing the miracle
that is Sera restoring Gemma’s life.


Later, in the war room, Rhahar
stares openly at Sera, not hiding his curiosity or wariness. During
discussions, he wonders aloud if mortals would be so afraid of death if they
viewed it as a beginning, not an end. When they discuss Kolis, Eythos, and the embers, he says there’s more to Eythos’s actions than giving life a chance. 


The battle with the dakkais commences,
and Rhahar is sent to retrieve Odin for Nyktos before joining him, Saion, and Rhain as they ride
into the fight. He engages the dakkais as they
advance toward homes, crouched on horseback and firing arrows. 


When the Arae arrives, Rhahar
waits outside the throne room with Nektas, Reaver,
Ector, Ward, and Penellaphe.


Rhahar interrupts Sera and Nyktos in the Primal’s office to
let him know there is trouble at the Pillars. He then accompanies Nyktos to deal with that. 


Rhahar witnesses Nyktos telling everyone that Sera tried to go after Kolis
on her own and that her bravery is unmatched among them. Like the others, he
draws his sword and bows, saying he will endeavor to be deserving of such an
honor. 


As the time for the couple’s meeting with Kolis approaches, Rhahar finds the idea of Sera playing nice with Kolis
amusing and tells her that she can’t threaten Kolis like she did with Attes.


Before the coronation, he remarks that Sera’s gown looks
like starlight. After the ceremony, Rhahar stands by Nyktos’s side as the couple meets with the revelers. 


When the dakkais infiltrate Lethe,
Rhahar fights them with Bele. As he attempts to
return to the House of Haides, he joins the others in the courtyard just after
Sera’s outburst and swears when he sees there’s no safe path to the palace. 


Bleeding from a wound on his face, he and Saion go to help Nyktos as the dakkais swarm him.


That’s about all I know when it comes to Rhahar.
I’m actually a bit anxious to find out more. I would
like to know which Primal’s seat he assumes—if he
does. Given that most of the gods of present times have taken the titles of the
Primals of yore, it stands to reason. But one never
knows. 






RHAIN


God of Common Men and Endings (in Blood and Ash timeline)


Court: The Callasta Isles to
The Shadowlands


 


 


Hair: Golden red.


Eyes: Dark golden-brown that become silver
in Blood and Ash timeline.


Facial features: Wheatish
skin tone.


Personality: Purposefully contrary at
times. Loves to push people’s buttons. Easily amused. Sarcastic.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Can’t
use compulsion. Can use thought projection.


Preternatural features: Powers of death in
Blood and Ash timeline.


Other: Said to sleep deep below Stygian
Bay. Queer. Has a home in Lethe.


Background: One of Nyktos’s
guards. Was born after Eythos died. 


Family: Father = Daniil †. Brother = Mahiil †.


 


RHAIN’S JOURNEY TO DATE: 


When Nyktos returns to Iliseeum with Sera, Rhain meets them by the stables and
knows who Sera is. He inquires about the incident
that led to Sera being there. When he is asked why he’s still there,
he says that he decided to annoy Ash in Saion’s absence but came to talk to Nyktos about something important. He finds it highly
amusing how Sera and Ash bicker. 


As Ash holds Court, Rhain hangs out with Sera, teasing Ector
about fearing that Daddy Nyktos will send
him to bed with no dinner. When Gemma goes missing, Rhain leaves with Saion to
investigate.


Just as Gemma dies, Rhain arrives from Court. He then
watches Sera bring her back to life.


The story of what Kolis did to Eythos
is shared, and Rhain is in the war room for it. Learning that Sera reminds Ash
of temperamental poppies makes him laugh. As talk turns to the Rot, he says
that it’s likely just coincidence that it showed up after Sera was born, though
the ember could be triggering something. However, he has no idea why
it’d cause that.


After Sera’s secret comes to light, Rhain becomes extra
protective. At one point, he tells Sera not to die because Nyktos
wants the honor of killing her. 


When the dakkais attack, Rhain is
the first to see them emerging from the pitch-black water. He tells Sera that
Kolis sent them, and they’ve come for her. When Bele executes one of her
amazing feats during the battle, he calls her a showoff. Then, he switches his
attention to Theon as he fights and remarks that he thinks he’s in love. As he
runs out of arrows and the dakkais continue to come,
he realizes there are too many. 


The draken get involved, and Rhain
grabs Sera, shielding her as the draken rain fire
down on the dakkais. He then explains that the draken aren’t bonded to all Primals
and can attack other Courts, especially since not all Primals
play by the rules. 


After the fight, he takes Sera back to the palace, wanting
to put her in a cell. He’s relieved when Ash at least takes her dagger from
her. When he asks Nyktos why his wounds aren’t
healing, Ash asks him if he wants to die. He then tells Sera that they can’t
get Ash to feed and that he just hopes the Primal rides it out. 


Hamid attacks Sera, Ector kills him, and Rhain arrives just
after. Stunned, he asks what happened and remarks that he’s surprised there
wasn’t a guard outside Sera’s door. He adds that there is no way anyone
betrayed Nyktos and says Hamid likely learned of Sera
plans. She corrects him and tells him it’s planned, past tense; it is
no longer the case. He has Aios sit with Gemma and
then searches Hamid’s house and the bakery. 


Just as Nyktos engages the
murderous gods in the throne room, Rhain enters. Bele is injured in the melee
and Rhain tells Nyktos, only to find out that she’s
dead. When Sera brings her back to life, Rhain can only stare in wonder. 


Rhain thinks about how many Primals
would actually be bold enough to pull a stunt like the
attack. When they discuss Veses, he implies that she
knows what Sera looks like, and Nyktos confirms. He
then tells Sera that Hamid was different. He was trying to protect the
Shadowlands. Lailah agrees with him. Despite what Sera has done, he still feels
a certain way about her and openly glares when she touches Nyktos.


After Sera tries to go after Kolis on her own, Rhain is in
the throne room, witnessing Nyktos tell everyone that
her bravery is unmatched among them. 


When the Cimmerian attack, Sera saves Rhain’s life. Later,
he begrudgingly thanks her, but it’s clear that he doesn’t care that she
doesn’t actually plan to kill Nyktos.
She’s not the true Primal God of Life, she’s a vessel. He then mentions what Nyktos has endured and sacrificed for her but won’t go into
detail. Ector finally de-escalates things between them before Rhain offers to
go and get supplies for Nyktos and makes himself
scarce. He asks if Ector wants to go and get scarce with him.


It surprises Rhain when Sera disarms Saion and asks to spar with
Nyktos. Still, he settles in to watch, reluctantly
amused. 


When Sera loses control below the House of Haides, he tells Nyktos to stop her before she brings down the palace and
kills herself, urging him to use compulsion on her. 


Later, as Sera wakes, Rhain is in the room with Bele. He
asks Bele to grab water and juice. She flips him off but goes to get them. He
helps Sera sit up and is obviously concerned. Their touch creates a shock, and
he’s surprised by its strength. It makes him hiss and jerk away. 


Sera jokes about him trying to get her naked, and he replies
that he has no interest in that. Saion or Ector, on the other hand…


I have to admit. I’ve seen
depictions of those two and I’m utterly on board with that, as well. 


Rhain then tells Sera he’s never seen anyone do what she
did—not even a Primal in their Culling. He says she’s
powerful and asks her what happened. 


She asks him why he’s being nice to her since she knows he
doesn’t like her. He doesn’t exactly address that, just tells her not to lose
her shit like that again or she might not wake up.
When Bele returns and begins oversharing, he gets annoyed and knocks her feet
off where the goddess has them resting on him. He then goes on to relay that Nyktos has been worrying. To the point Rhain thought the
Primal might kill Ector—at least five times. After, he brings Sera bath water
and has food sent up.


When Sera comes to see Nyktos in
his office, Rhain is there. He’s concerned by how polite she’s being since it
is utterly against her nature. He thinks she’s unwell and says as much before
heading out to the Rise. 


Later, when Kolis summons them to Dalos,
he tells Sera that she must do whatever Kolis demands of her, no matter how
distasteful or vile, and adds that there are only a few things Nyktos can refuse on her behalf. He also makes it known
that delaying in answering Kolis’s summons will make Kolis incredibly angry,
and it will cost them.


Rhain goes to check on Sera and finds Veses
in Sera’s chambers. He apologizes and offers to let Nyktos
know that she’s arrived, trying to lead the Primal away. She tells him that
she’s not there to see Nyktos and it scares him a
bit. After she attacks Ector, Veses sends Rhain
skidding out of the room with her power, along with Ector’s unconscious body.
He rushes off to find Nyktos and inform
him of Veses’ attack on Sera.


Before the coronation, Bele retrieves him at Sera’s request
so he can be her escort. He confirms that, as the Consort, she will have
authority over Nyktos’s guards, and he has to answer her honestly. Therefore, when Sera asks what
he meant by Nyktos having to sacrifice, he first
tries to backpedal but ends up telling her about Veses
and her deal with Nyktos. He’s concerned the Primal
of Death will murder him for sharing that and is not convinced he won’t find out.



He goes on to say that Eythos kept
his deal with King Roderick a secret for a long time, and so did Nyktos. Still, it was discovered a few years back, and he
doesn’t know how. Somehow, Veses found out about Sera
but nothing else and threatened to tell Kolis. Rhain tells Sera the price Nyktos paid for Veses’ silence.
He adds that he believes Veses may have tried to take
Sera out to prevent blowback on Nyktos, but it was
more likely because the agreement was about to end. He also tells her that only
he and Ector know about the deal with Veses because
they found Nyktos in bad shape once after a feeding. 


As he feels Sera’s fury build, he tries to calm her by grabbing
her face and making her focus on him. He knows he can’t stop her like Nyktos did before without hurting her and is stunned when
Sera claims she’ll kill Veses. 


He blocks her from going to the Primal and tells her that Veses will be dealt with. The moment the embers are in Nyktos and he Ascends, Veses is
done for. Then, he stuns Sera by calling her Your Highness and saying
she will be and has been his Queen. 


When he asks Sera if she loves Nyktos
and she can’t answer, he realizes what it means and confesses he thinks he was
wrong about her. 


On the way to the coronation, he falls into step behind Rhahar and Sera with Ector, followed by Saion and the
twins. As Nyktos and Sera enter, he addresses the
crowd and tells them to bow. During the ceremony, he hands Sera’s crown to Nyktos. Afterward, he appears at the door to their carriage
with the shadowstone box for the crowns. When they
arrive at the House of Haides, he takes them to put them away. 


When Kyn attacks with his dakkais
and draken, Rhain leads the guards on the Rise. He
sees Ector taken down and kicks away a dakkai, only
to see the mess that is left of his friend. He can’t hold back and vomits. At
one point, he grabs Sera and asks if she’s okay after her blast of power, only to
swear when he sees Nyktos drawing the dakkais away with Primal mist. Sera tears free of his hold.


After Sera is taken to Dalos, Kyn
captures Rhain and brings him to Kolis. Kolis taunts him about his father and
brother and susses out that he has the same gifts. He
figured it would happen, but he still manages to talk to Sera in her mind and
tell her to take the palace down like she did at the House of Haides.


Sera makes a deal with Kolis to spare his life, and they
return him to the Shadowlands. He isn’t sure he’ll ever be able to repay her.
When she’s finally free, he makes sure everyone understands that she’s the
reason many of them are still alive and free.


When it’s time for Nyktos to take
Sera to her lake to extract her embers, he kneels and extends his sword,
drawing blood before destroying the weapon, pledging himself to her
forevermore. 






SAION


God of Sky and Soil—is Earth, Wind, and Water (in Blood
and Ash timeline)


Court: The Triton Isles to The Shadowlands


 


 


Hair: None. Bald.


Eyes: Black that turn silver in Blood and
Ash timeline.


Body type: Tall.


Facial features: Deep black skin.


Personality: Snarky.


Habits/Mannerisms/Strengths/Weaknesses: Doesn’t
believe that anyone is genuinely benevolent throughout their lives and thinks
that long life contributes to that benevolence waning.


Preternatural features: Powers of elemental
control.


Other: A seasonal god. Temple in Saion’s
Cove off the Cliffs of Ione. Older than Nyktos.


Background: Born in the Triton Isles. Helped
to create the pool under the House of Haides. Left the Triton Isles five
decades after his Culling, so about two hundred and fifty years before Sera
comes to the Shadowlands. Was in Dalos awaiting
sentencing for defection from Phanos’s Court after Eythos was killed. Nyktos saw him
in a cell and took his soul so no other Primal could claim him.


Family: Cousin = Rhahar.


 


SAION’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


Saion accompanies Nyktos—then
going by Ash—to the mortal realm to retrieve Sera when the Primal
feels her distress. When he sees what’s going on, he remarks that calling
Tavius an animal is an insult to animals. He notices no blood despite the brutal
appearance of what Tavius had been doing and then laughs when Sera remarks that
Tavius is too weak to break the skin.


Saion frees Sera of her bonds by simply placing his hand
over them, then settles in to get his daily dose of entertainment. When Nyktos makes his move, and Ector comments on the Primal of
Death seeming angry, Saion replies that he has been moody lately and they
should let him have his fun. 


After Sera kills Tavius with the whip, Saion is hard-pressed
to contain his surprise. As he escorts the mortals out of the Great Hall, he
remarks that he’s in the mood for whiskey and then finds a cloak for Sera.


In the Shadowlands, Saion retrieves Sera to take her to
breakfast with Nyktos. He mentions that he told Nyktos that the Primal should be watching over his Consort
himself and then reveals that he was threatened and told Nyktos
would feed him to Nektas. 


Later, Saion waits for Nyktos when
they exit the dining hall. He takes Jadis and is told to rock her but warned
that she’s been able to cough up sparks and flames lately. He awkwardly soothes
her as best he can.


As Nyktos holds Court, Saion waits
with Sera and teases her about fidgeting. He tells her that no part of Nyktos doesn’t know exactly where she is
at all times. When word comes that Gemma is missing, Saion joins Rhain
and leaves after a signal from Nyktos.


When Sera attempts her escape, Saion escorts her back and is
told to grab Rhahar to check the tombs. While they’re
returning to the palace, Saion realizes she’s hurt and sniffs her wound,
snarling. 


Saion reappears just after Gemma dies, his head jerking up
when he hears Ector remark that Sera is glowing. He then swears and asks the
room at large if they can sense what he’s feeling. Finally, he watches as Sera
brings Gemma back to life.


Afterward, Saion stares openly at Sera in the war room and
tells her that the power to give life is both a blessing and a curse. He
acknowledges that it’s a strength and not a weakness because most would not realize
how quickly that power can turn on them. He then adds that bringing back the
dead doesn’t just sound impressive; it is impressive. As they discuss
the past, Saion agrees with Rhahar that there was
more to Eythos’s actions in putting the embers in a
mortal line than just giving life a chance.


Saion, Bele, and Rhahar go to
check on word of a disturbance and find that something is happening along the bay.
He informs everyone that a ship capsized. He adds that anyone who goes into the
water usually doesn’t return. 


Later, he, Rhahar, Theon, and Nyktos ride out of the gate and head down the bluffs,
engaging the dakkais as they advance toward the
homes. They all crouch deftly on horseback, firing arrows. 


Saion arrives at the House of Haides with Nektas and Nyktos and states that
at least twenty died, but they’re still checking to see if any in Lethe
perished. He also shares that Nyktos was swarmed at
the docks and the dakkais got a lot of hits in. When
Sera leaves to try to feed the Primal, he flashes her a thumbs-up and tells her
she has his thoughts and prayers.


Smartass.


After Hamid attacks Sera in her bathing chamber, Saion arrives
with Ector and Nyktos and hands Nyktos
a towel for Sera—one that wasn’t touched. He tells Rhain that Hamid tried to
assassinate Sera and questions if the mortal’s motives may have to do with what
Sera planned. 


As Nyktos deals with the murderous
gods, Saion checks on Sera, and she tells him to go to Bele. Once Taric moves
his attention to Sera after being told not to look at her, Saion remarks that
the fallout will be good.


Sera Ascends Bele following the attack, and Saion paces in Nyktos’s office with her
and Ector. He mentions that he wasn’t around when the Primals
Ascended, then tells Sera that not every god she brings back will Ascend.
They’d have to be fated to hold that position. Nyktos
agrees. He then learns that Sera may have had viktors,
though it’s been a long time since he’s heard anything about them. He states
that it would make sense if she did have them given what Eythos
did. 


Escorting Sera back to her chambers, she asks him if he
wants revenge for what she had planned. He tells her that if he thought she was
a real threat to Nyktos, he’d snap her neck, even
knowing he’d be killed for it. He adds that Nyktos is
attracted to her, but that’s as deep as it goes. 


Sera reminds him that she’s a threat to all the Shadowlands
while she’s there, and he asks her if he should snap her neck, then.
She invites him to try and urges him not to be a coward and wait until her back
is turned. She adds that she won’t make it easy, and he replies that he
wouldn’t expect her to.


Saion reminds Sera that she’ll be the Consort in a few days.
She asks him if she’ll be his Consort, and he doesn’t answer her. He
then introduces her to Orphine, who’s there to make
sure Sera is safe in her chambers—it’s protection more than punishment. 


He joins the others in the throne room when Nyktos shares that Sera tried to go after Kolis to protect
the Shadowlands and says her bravery is unmatched. He mirrors Ector, drawing
his sword, bowing, and saying he hopes they deserve such an honor.


When the Cimmerian storm the gates,
Saion interrupts Nyktos and Sera in the Primal’s office and tells them about it, adding that
they’re from Hanan’s Court and there are about a hundred of them. 


He’s ordered to stay with Sera and make sure she doesn’t
leave, and he responds that he’s honored to obey such a command. He then ribs
Sera by talking to her like a child, mentioning snacks and naps. 


Saion asks if she really tried to go after Kolis. When she
confirms, he states it’d be dishonorable to talk about harming her now and suggests
that he should bow to her since she’s technically the Primal God of Life—but he
won’t. 


He wonders how good Sera is with a bow and then orders her
to remain unseen, telling her that the Cimmerian don’t know what’s inside her
and will kill her. He adds that if Nyktos is
overpowered, she is to go inside to Aios and Bele. He
also says that Dorcan would take her head to Hanan on
a spike without hesitation. He then leaves to join the fight, jumping off the
Rise. Later, he tells Nyktos that Dorcan
saw Sera.


Saion takes his turn guarding Sera’s room and then goes to
breakfast in the first-floor receiving room with
Reaver. Sera asks him if the other rooms are ever used, and he tells her that
other than Jadis and Reaver exploring them, they aren’t. She asks him who keeps
them so clean, then, and he tells her that Ector does, in memory of Eythos. When Sera asks Saion where he’s from originally, he
tells her about his past and how Nyktos saved both
him and Rhahar. 


He informs Sera that they train for a few hours every
morning but says he won’t train with her. When he reiterates that and she
disarms him, he’s shocked. He confesses he’d have to think about which he’d
prefer: babysitting Jadis and Reaver or following her around. As Sera
spars with Nyktos, Saion takes a seat on a nearby
boulder to watch and then escorts her to her room afterward.


Following Veses’ attack on Sera,
Saion is ordered to keep an eye on the Primal with Theon and tells Sera that
Ector will be okay. 


The day of the coronation, Saion remarks on how pretty Sera
looks in her gown and then drives the carriage to the ceremony. After, he falls
into step behind Rhahar and Sera with Ector, Rhain,
and the twins. Still later, he opens the carriage door for Nyktos
and Sera, addressing them as Your Highnesses, ending with a bow and a
wink.


After Kyn’s attack, Saion informs Nyktos
of what happened and tries to block them from seeing the bodies in the west courtyard.
He tells Sera that she’s starting to glow and points
out to Nyktos where Kyn is. He’s ordered to summon
the armies and runs to guard on horseback. 


Later, Sera has him help her get Aios
down from the pike. He tells her it’ll make it worse and orders Sera to grab
her head before it detaches. When Sera seethes and says, “Fuck the dakkais,” when she’s warned not to use eather,
he tells her that he likes her. 


Saion watches in amazement as Sera restores life to Aios and is relieved to see the goddess once again alive.
He orders Kars to take Aios inside and then informs
Sera that the dakkais are over the wall. He tries to
stop her from saving Ector, knowing it’ll just make things worse with the dakkais, and physically keeps her away. 


The battle rages against the dakkais,
and Saion is injured. He tells them they need to get inside and then goes with Rhahar to help Nyktos when he’s
swarmed by dakkais. 






LAILAH


Goddess of Peace and Vengeance (in Blood and Ash
timeline)


Court: Vathi to The Shadowlands


 


 


Hair: Shoulder-length. Braided straight
back.


Eyes: Wide-set.
Gold. Become silver in Blood and Ash timeline.


Facial features: Deep, rich brown skin.


Preternatural features: Powers of strength,
tactical prowess, and logic. 


Other: Wears white armor.


Background: Said to be Nyktos’s
child—proven untrue. Said to rest with Theon beneath the Pillars of Atlantia in
Blood and Ash timeline.


Family: Twin = Theon.


 


LAILAH’S JOURNEY TO DATE:


When Nyktos arrives with Seraphena, it takes Lailah aback a bit. Like her twin, she
immediately teases Nyktos about taking Sera against
her will, asking if he’s taken up his ancestor’s habits of kidnapping young
women. 


While Reaver is learning to fly, Lailah takes him for his airtime
with Theon. It’s absolutely adorable.


After Gemma gets injured, Lailah enters the room and
witnesses Sera glowing as she brings Gemma back to life. She then follows Theon
with a basin to clean the girl as he carries Gemma to recovery.



Lailah isn’t present when Sera’s original motives are
revealed, she just hears about it later. From what I saw of her, she didn’t
seem to hold it against Sera quite as much as some of the others. Perhaps
that’s because of the Court she originated from. Who knows?


When draken from outside their
Court enter the Shadowlands, Lailah asks Nektas if he
recognizes the tan draken. She also agrees with Rhain
about Hamid: that his attack on Sera wasn’t to protect the Shadowlands; it was
to threaten it.


Later, after Nyktos calls them all
together and announces that Sera tried to go after Kolis to save the Shadowlands
and states that her bravery is unmatched, she—like the others—bows, saying she
hopes to be deserving of such an honor.


Lailah tells Seraphena how Attes told Theon that Sera threatened him. It seemed to
tickle her.

Theon isn’t present when Sera’s original motives are revealed,
but when the attacks start, he’s there to tell Nyktos
which direction the water attack came from and what happened and then joins
Bele, Nyktos, Saion, and Rhahar
as they fight the dakkais.


When draken from outside their
Court enter the Shadowlands, Theon announces that three gods were involved and
states that he didn’t recognize the two he saw. He theorizes that Sera’s been
seen, and it wouldn’t be a stretch for anyone to deduce that she’s the Consort.
He also states that Hanan could have given the order to take Sera and Bele.


Later, after Nyktos calls them all
together and announces that Sera tried to go after Kolis to save the
Shadowlands and states that her bravery is unmatched, Theon draws his sword and
bows, saying he hopes to be deserving of such an honor.


Theon reveals that Attes told him
about Sera’s threat and that he was both amused and turned on by the news. He
quickly apologizes when Nyktos gets prickly over the
comment.
